For people in almost every
country, a capital city is a source ’
of national pride. It is supposed
1o be — and usually is — the &
showcase of the nation. “‘hus all
overseas lourists want 1o see |
Paris, the capital of Franve, and
London, the capital of the United
Kingdom >

But what about Washington?
How many Americans, who are
informed about conditions in the
District of Columbia, are proud
of the situation there” Only a
few weeks ago, the press carried
the news that school groups are
showing declining interest in the |
annual senior visit to Washington.
The reason is that school authori-
ties and parents fear for the safe-
tv. of their children- in . the. na-
tional capital,

This is a scandalous situation.
The conations 1 |\, asang.on

have been exposed time and
again. Last fall, a terrible riot
took place after « high school
football game.-  Even Negro lead-
ers in Washington, who usually
are inclined 16 sweep under the
rug all charges against their
community, admitted that the
riot was shameful. The head of -
Washington's school system, who
had been saying for vyears that
evervthing was all right in the |
district, finally admitted terrible |
disciplinary problems in the |
schools and requested permission
for teachers to resort to compul-
sorv punishment. Members of
Congress have spoken in the |

the peril to the public even in
the vicinity of the Capitol Build-
ing. lIronically, the US. Supreme
Court has had to install new |
lighting in its parking lot and in- |
stitute various police measures in
order to assure the safety of em®
ployes of the court leaving for
home after dark.

Washington today is a crime
center — a focus of lawlessness.
Scandals In  welfare pavmenits
have been aired by Senator Byrd
of West Virginia. The Washington
Star has campaigned for relaxa-
tion of th~ legal rules that make
it next to impossible for Washing-
ton police to hold suspects. But
the “liberal” opponenis are ada-
mant against giving the police ap-
propiriate legal tools to do their
job. Sen. Wavne Morse, a mem-
ber of the NAACP national board,

President Kennedy, Washing-
fon's most prominent citizen,
wants the district to be operated
like other cities. He wants mu-

First of all, the federal district
is different from other American
communities. It,is constitutionally

questionable that the readents
should have municipal authority
Aside from that, however, it is

clear that the district is less and

less capable of s+frule. It is in-
ereasingly lawiess, and the lber-
als do not condemn this lawless

ness. They attempt to apologize
for it

The liberal line in Washington
is that the conditions are bad

because the Negro population in
the district is denied opportunity
They that Washington needs
more integration in order to have
more civic order. But Washing-
ton's schools have been.integrat-
ed for a decade, and they are In
a worse mess than ever before
Americans in the 50 states have
a right to expect that their capi-
