Cigarette smokers not only had a
higher rate of tuberculosis and
heart disease. Furthermore, they
not only had a higher rate of lung
cancer, but also of cancer of the
mouth, throat and gullet.

The fact that all these hazards
were higher among cigarette
smokers than among those who
had been heavy smokers but had
quit smoking proves that it is nev-
er too late to stop. Much of the
early work done on this subject
was done in England 10 or 12
years ago and although there was
at first much skepticism about the
reported results, the acceptance
of these results is growing.

In this country, too, more and
more doctors are giving up cig-

arettes. They are doing this for
two good reasons; first, to help

safeguard their own health and,
second, to let their patients know
that they are ready to practice
what they preach.

Based on the evidence at hand,
I would strongly urge all those,
especially those young people who
do not smoke, never to start.
Those who smoke cigarettes do so
entirely from habit but this is not
an addiction like the use of nar-
cotics or the abuse of alcohol.
All that is needed to stop is a
real desire to stop and a strong
will. There are none of the agoniz-
ing withdrawal symptoms felt by
a narcotic addict.
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‘“All Sail and No Anchor’—

Thomas B. Macaulay, the great
hstorian of England, wrote a
letter -in 1857 to Henry S. Ran-
dall  American biographer of
Thomas Jefferson. This letter
was written about 106 years ago
and it seems that Macaulay's
forecasts are coming to pass. As
we see the dollar shrinking,
man’'s freedom being suppressed
and the government getting big-
ger and bigger, this letter is a
timely warning of what can con-
tinue to take place, Macaulay
wrote:

“You are surprised to tearn-that
I havg not a high opinion of Mr.
Jefferson, and 1 am surprised at
your surprise. I am certain that
I never wrote a line, and that I
never . . , uttered a word indicat-
ing an opinion that the supreme
authority in a state ought to be
intrusted to the majority of citi-
zens told by the head, in other
words, to the poorest and most
ignorant part of society.

“I have long been convinced
that institutions purely democrat-
ie must, sooner or later, destroy
liberty, or civilization, or both...

“I have not the smallest doubt

that, if we had a purely demo-
cratic government here, the ef-
fect would be the same . . . You
may think that your country en-
Joys an exemption from these
evils, . .I' am of a very different
opinion. Your fate 1 believe to
be certain, though it is deferred
by a physical cause, As long as
you have a boundless extent of
fertile and unoccupied land, your
labouring population will be far
more at ease than the labouring
population of the old world; and,
while that is the case, the Jef-
fersonian policy may continue to
exist without causing any fatal
calamity

“But the time will come when
New _England will be as thickly
peopled as Old England. Wages
will be as low, and will fluctuate
as much with you as with us.
You will have your Mancheslers
and Birminghams, and in those
Manchesters and Birminghams,
hundreds of thousands of artisans
will assuredly be sometimes out
of work. Then, your institutions
will be fairly brought to the test,
everywhere makes the
labowrer mutinous and discontent-
ed, and inclines him to listen
with eagerness to agilators who
tell him that it is a monstrous
iniquity that one man should have
a million while another cannot
get a full meal

“In bad years there is plenty
of grumbling here, and some-
times a little rioting. But it mat-
ters little, For here the sufferers
are not the rulers. The supreme
power is in the hands of a class,
numerous indeed, but select; of
an educated class, of a class
which is, and knows itself 1o be-
deeply interested in the security
of property and the maintenance
of order, Accordingly, the mal-
contents are -firmly  yet gently,
restrained. The bad time is got
over without robbing .the wealthy

springs of national prosperity
soon begin to flow again: work
is plentiful.: wages rise; and all
is tranquillity and-cheerfulness...
“= . . 1 cannot help foreboding
the worst. It is quile plain that

your government will never be
able to restrain a distressed and
discontended majority...The day
will come when...a multitude of
people, none of whom has had
more than half a breakfast, -or
expects to have more than half
a dinner, will choose a Legisla-
ture. ...On one side is a states-
man preaching patience, respect
for vested rights...On the other
is a demagogue ranting _about
tne tyranny of capitalists...and
asking why anybody should be
permitted to drink champagne
and to ride in a carriage, while
thousands of honest folks are in
want of necessaries...l seriously
apprehend that you will, in some
such season of adversity...do
things which will prevent pros-
perity from returning; that you
will act like people who should in
a year of scarcity devour all the
seed corn, and thus make the
next year a year, not of scarc-
ity but of absolute famine, .
There is nothing to stop you.
Your Constitution is all sail
anchor. . .Either some
Caesar or Napoleon will seize
the reins of government with
a strong hand; or your re-
public will be...laid waste by
barbarians in the twentieth Cen-
tury as the Roman Empire was
in the fifth. ., "

Other Opinions on Democracy

It will be remembered that
ladstone sowed the seeds of de-
srioration for England by ad-
ocating in 1881 the House of
ommons_having the legal right

fo pass a tax law over (he vets
of the House of Lords, About 50
years later, in ‘1912, Gladstone's
desires became law, Then it
seems that England started to
deteriorate just as the United
States is deteriorating.

The United States reéally start-
ed to deteriorate in 1913 when it
passed the graduated income tax
and the elections of Senators by
popular vote instead of by the
State Legislatures. From then on
the voters had less and less re-
spect for private property.

James Madison, in ‘‘The Fed-
eralist” :papers, (page 67) had
this to say: ‘““There is nothing to
check the inducements to sacri-
fice the weaker party or an ob-
noxious individual, Hence it is
that such democracies have ever
been spectacles of turbulence and
contention; have ever been fei'nd
meompanble with personal secur-
ity or the rights of property, and
have in general been as short
in their lives as they have been
violent in their deaths.”

Gladstone was a politician and,
of course, Macaulay was a great
student of history, of cause and
effect. He had foresight and had
courage to say what he believed,

Gladstone once said: *“I have
always regarded that Constitution
as the most remarkable work
known to me in modern times to
have been produced by the hue
man intellect, at a single stroke
(so to speak), in its application to
political affairs."

With Gladsione's wanting the
majority to have the right to vote
on anything they wanted to, it
is hard to conceive how. private
property, incloding man's life and
freedom, can survive. On the oth-
er hand, Macaulay saw what un-
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
