BONDL'EL, Wis. (UPI) — 
Two men were killed and three 
were injured Wednesday when 
a truck tried to crash through 
a picket line thrown up by 
farmers attempting to bar the 
shipment of meat to market, 
police said.

Shawano County police said 
the picket line was composed 
of members of the National 
Farmers Organization (NFO), 
which has been conducting a 
Uvestock “ holding action”  for 
the past three weeks.

There have been numerous 
acts of violence linked to the 
holding action in the Midwest, 
but Wednesday’s incident was 
the first in wrhich persons had 
been  ̂killed or seriously hurt.
