A theater seat or a comfort­

able chair in front of the TV 
screen is the closest many of us 
ever get to a courtroom. It’s 
from such a vantage point that 
most of our ideas come today 
about court procedures and how 
a trial is carried on

Stage and screen trials nor­
mally present only the h i g h- > 
lights and take many shortcuts 
in the interest of brevity and au-! 
dience appeal. Often an attorney ' 
is pictured making objection af-1 

jter objection to the questions 
and answers as witnesses testi­
fy. He makes these objections 
vehemently, pompously, or sar-. 
castically — and often in a ’ 
voice louder than necessary — 
according to the demands of his 
role, and depending upon wheth­
er he’s on the side of the villain 
or the hero. The judge then rajs 
for order, and b^m s out, “ sus-t 
tained,”  or “ overruled,”  a n d !  
those of us in the audience us- 
sully are at a loss over why he 
made his decision.

In a real courtroom it’s true 
that attorneys protest against 

'what’s being done or said, as a 
|naeans of assuring a fair trial.
: and the judge must allow or dis­

allow each objection.
The principals in the r e a l  

courtroom are just practicing 
common sense when they follow 
the “ rules of evidence" in plac­
ing facts before the judge and 
jury. If there’s to be a fair trial 
and a just verdict, there must 
be true facts.

Evidence in the courtroom 
may take several forms, b u t  
two are most common. Answers 
to questions from a witness un­
der oath are the best - known 
type of evidence. Exhibits — 
written records, letters, “ t h e 
murder weapon,”  and other 
physical objects having to do 
with the case — are the next 
most common “ Depositions,”  
or written statements, from a 
witne.ss who for some reason is 
unable to appear personally in 
cojirt, are sometimes admitted 
as evidence in certain cases.

Perhaps you’ve heard: “ A 
trial is not a contest of learning, 
skill, or tact between lawyers, 
but a proceeding to find out the 
truth according to the evidenco 
received and tl^ law as explain­

Roland (Buck) Williams, 31 
has been in Pampa for approxi­
mately one month, having been 
recently assigned Gray and Ro­
berts county as his territory. 
Williams is married, has t w o  
children and makes his home at 
1112 E. Kingsmill.

Williams said that even though 
many areas of the state have a 
more abundant supply of any 
one particular type of game, in 
no section is there found t h e  
variety of game that is in the 
Panhandle area. j

“ One reason the Panhandle is | 
not as popular with many hun­
ters as other areas," he said, 
“ is the lack of public lands 
available to hunters.

“ In the Panhandle area,”  he 
said, “ there are only two areas 
of public land available to hun­
ters. One section of the Cana­
dian River running about 50 
miles in length and parts of the 
Panhandle Natural Grasslands 
near Dalhart.

“ But as far as variety of 
game, the Panhandle offers hun­
ters an excellent choice" F o r  
Instance, within 50 miles of 
Pampa you can hunt deer, ante­
lope. quail, dove, turkey, ducks,

Fallacy of Early Retirement
Prevalent, or at least cur­

rent. is a notion that we would 
have more Jobs to go sround 
If we had fewer persons work­
ing. The thought is a bit ab­
surd on its (ace since, if it were 
true, countries of sparse popula­
tion would offer the greatest at­
traction to job seekers and 
would become thickly popula­
ted. On the other hand'a Stale 
bke California which has many 
workers would have fewer jobs 
to go around, and the conse­
quence would be a mass exodus.

Nevertheless, when worded 
skillfully, the suggestion t h a t  
fewer workers make for fuller 
employment appears to have 
popular appeal Inquiring Pho­
tographer Jimmy Jemail of the 
New York Sunday News asked 
the question this way: “ Would 
earlier retirement .solve the un­
employment problem?”  Of six 
persons interx'iewed, four an­
swered that early retirement 
would help the employment sit­
uation.

What is the truth of the mat­
ter?

Well, let’s get away from the 
confusing abstractions t h a t  
economists use, and let's get 
down to specifics

Here is an actual ca.se of 
former y e a r s  that illustrates 
the main point .K familv of se­
ven lived on a farm. ,\ll were 
fully employed. The f a t h e r  
maintained the heavy equip­
ment The two older girls, ages 
11 and 9, drove horses in the 
field A son took rare of the cat­
tle. The mother was assisted by 
the two younger children in 
k''cplng the house, getting the 
r-eals. washing the clothes and 
in caring f(w flocks p( chickens 
a> -t turke.vs.

One source of family income 
Was shipping livestock In those 
days, just loading the stock on

a truck-was a big operation. 
The procedure was to back the 
vehicle up to a roadbank so that 

.each animal could be led in. It 
! so happened that a suitable lo­
cation for loading could not be 
found except at a quarter-mile 
distance from the corral.

One summer, the elderly 
grandfather of the family visit­
ed the farm. He saw the diffi­
culty. Although he didn't have 
much strength and had been in 
.semi-retirement for years, he 
got together some boards and 
built a lightweight, portable 
ramp by which cattle could be 

I loaded directly from the corral.
.As a result of the new device, 

considerable time was saved in 
the shipping operation. Mem­
bers of the family used the sav­
ings to work in the vegetable 

'garden, to repair fences, and to 
' plant additional crops. More- 
jover, neighbors saw the value 
> f  the portable cattle chute; 
ithey borrow ^ it and were ben­
efited. too.

The point is that the elderly 
i man’s labor added to the wealth 
of the farm family and added to 
the wealth of other persons in 
the community. His retirement 
had produced nothing and prof­
ited nobody, but his work de­
prived n o n e  and benefited 
many, .And he got a great satis­
faction frorn his accomplish­
ment.

If this single incident is mul­
tiplied many m i l l i o n  times 
until that one aged man repre­
sents all,senor citizens, t h e  
truth remain.* the same The 
work that goes into fulfilling the 
wants of humanity i^ a.s endless 
as the wants themselves The 
age of the worker doesn’t mat­
ter tVhat counts Is whether he 
knows how to do something that 
is useful T’ seful work benefits 
all, deprives none.
