By ANTHONY flARIUGAN

the 'Oil In Vietnam’ Hoax
A bit of a stir was caused 

a  couple of months ago when 
an outfit calling itself “Another 
Mother For Peace” dispatched 
a nation-wide mailing alleging 
that American boys are fighting 
end dying in Vietnam in the 
interests of “Big Business’* oil 
magnates. The mass mailing, 
seputedly going to a list of 
240,000 women ominously asked, 
“ Is petroleum the reason we 
are slow in getting out of 
Vietnam?”

A number of victims ap­
parently walked into a trap, 
including former actress Donna 
Reed a ^  one or two “dovish” 
representatives in Washington 
who rushed to the press to 
announce that they intended to 
launch immediate investigations 
to determine “the connection 
between Big Business and Nixon 
policy.”

But when newspaper repor­
ters investigated (praise the 
Lord for a free and un- 
intimidated press) it was found 
that the story was irfiony. There 
i.< no oil in Vietnam; no wells 
have ever been drilled either 
in V'ietnam or off-shore Viet­
nam; there Is no one, at least

at present, who has the slightest 
intention of drilling on or near 
Vietnam; Viefham doesn’t even 
have Jo much as a single oil 
refinery; aU of their oil is, in 
fact, imported.

Not only does “Oil” have no 
investments in Vietnam; “Big 
Business” as a whole has vir­
tually no investments in Viet' 
nam.

The entire bubble-gum balloon 
had blown ig>, apparently, from 
an obsettre seismic survey 
conducted by the United Nations 
Economic Commission for the 
Far East (ECAFE) indicating 
u n d e r w a t e r  geologioal for­
mations which might have oU 
As, any experienced “wild­
catter” will tell you, that’s a 
long, long way away from a 
sure “strike.”

But even—hopefully! — if oil 
does turn up in South iVetnam, 
what is the obpeotive of “Anoth- 

Moiher For Peace?” To 
turn it over to the Soviet Union?

If Congress proceeds arith 
their investigation, we suggest 
that they find out where the 
money came from to P«y for 
the 240,000 mailing. That’s a lot 
of postage stamps.

Fòt many years, the National 

Labor Relattcos Board .was 
virtually owned by the labor 
unions. It didn’t know the 
m e a n i n g  of impvtiality. 
Management was automatically 
considered wrong. In the last 
two yean, however, there have 
been a few oonstructive changes 
in the NLRB’s Intenuretetlon of 
the law.
