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Phone Workers 
End 4-Day Strike

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Tele­
phone workers have announced 
an end to their nationwide strike 
with tentative agreement on a 
|4-bUlion three-year package 
carrying a S3Vk-pw-cent boost in 
wages and benefits.

Cmnmunications Workers of 
A merino president Joseph A. 
Beime said the workers will be­
gin retunnng after midnight to­
night to the Jobs they left a 
week ago.

Beirne was asked at a Monday 
news conference if the pact, 
which includes a  12.5i>er-cent 
wage hike the first year, is in­
flationary.

“ No, sir. Anything that goes 
into the consumer pipeline is 
helpful in stimulating the econo­
my. Telephone workers spend 
Uteir wages,”  Beirne said.

Some features of the settle­
ment:

—A wage-hike range of 127 
144.50 a week in three years. 
Tops for senior operators and 
craftsmen had been |118 and 
1193, respectively.

—An “ uncapped”  cost-of-living 
clause which increases a work­
er's wage the same percentage 
as any government cost-of-living 
average. A ^-per-cent rise in 
the consumer price index, for 
example, would mean an auto­

matic wage hike of $11.50 a 
week at top scales.

—A modified agency sIm̂ , ' re­
quiring all new etiq>ioyes to join 
the union or pay union dues. 
Present employes not belonging 
to the union wUl not be required 
to Join.

—A “ big cities” allowaiKe of 
IS to $8 a week, meaning a 
total weekly boost of 139 for a 
senior worker In New York City.

Beirne said substantial im ­
provements were made in pen­
sions, retirement and health 
plans.

The walkout of 400.000 CWA 
members and 100,000 other 
unionists who observed CWA 
picket lines was worth it, Beime 
said. He said the new pact, 
figured conservatvely, was a 
33.5-per-oeut improvement com­
pared writh the final pre-strike 
company offer of 30 per cent.

The walkout forced supervis­
ors to man switchboanH, but 
other than some delays in (iter­
ator assistance, tlw strike 
amounted to little more than 
a minor diaruption.

Beime said the tentative 
agreement will not be final until 
approval by secret ballot of the 
union rank and fill. If they turn 
down the pact a fresh strike 
will begin Aug. 19, he said. 
Balloting will take about two 
weeks, Beime said.

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Galveston Civic Leaders To Find 
Ways To Keep Their Beaches Safe

GALVESTON, Tex. (AP) -  
Civic leaders, shocked at the 
violence on Galveston’s West 
Beach over the Fourth of July, 
will meet Tuesday in an effort 
to find ways to keep the beaches 
attractive and safe.

" I ’he violence, which most lead­
ers say had racial overtones, left 
two persons shot and wounded; 
11 btalen, one critical; and a 
girl, 14, repeatedly ra p ^ .

All but one of the gunshot vic­
tims were white. Tlie exception 
was a man charged in the rape 
who was shot by officers as he 
tried ro run from them.

Oiiicers said all of the assail­
ants were black.

The incidents occurred on a 
one-mile strip of West Beach 
has been traditionally a gather­
ing ^lot of Negroes. On the 
of July 4, from 5,000 to 6,000 
were 1» the one-mile strip which 
Is dominated by 10 taverns built 
on the beach.

Chamber of Commerce Presi­
dent Les Daughtry has asked 
coiBty oMeiais t^ jlo  everything 
In their power _ t o  life thp 
licenses o f the taverns.

The meeting T u e ^ y  has been 
called by the clum ber's tourist 
and hometown activities com­
mittee, headed by E . C- Pwter- 
field.

Re aaid the distuitunces indi- 
cata that “ once and for all we 
need to plan for effective con­
trol o f veUcolar traffic and se­
curity of the open beaches of 
our island.”

Over the years, county offi­
cials sey, the particular one- 
imla strip has b e « i the scene of 
many disturbances, often 
caused, they said, by drunken­
ness.

Brad Messer, managing editor 
o f the Galveston Daily News, 
says the problems on Galves­
ton's beadles are not confined 
lust to that one strip.

"U p untilf our or five years 
ago, it was relatively safe fdr 
a person to sleep in a car or 
I^tdi a tent on the beach,”  Mes­
ser said. “ But tiiere baa been 
a steady increase in incidents 
of rape, robbery and so on. To-

day it’ s just not safe for an 
dividual or his family to stay 
overnight on the beaches.”

Frank Carmona, county com­
missioner of the area where the 
violence occurred, said it had an 
Immediate effect on business.

“ 1 talked to one of the lead­
ing hotel operators in town,”  
Carmona said. "He said be got 
many calls from people cancell­
ing the air reservations after 
indicent. He said the other op­
erators had similar experi­
ences.”

Porterfipld said state, county 
and city leaders have been in­
vited to Tuesday's meeting 
along with Houston and Galves­
ton businessmen.

Among points to be discussed, 
Porterfield said, is stopping all 
auto traffic on the beaches. 
ÔouDty commissioners have al­
ready voted to hold a public 
meeting July 29 to decide if the 
one-mile strip should be closed 
to vehicular traffic m til the fall.

Another pr<^x>sal, Porterfield 
sasd, is to establish parks along 
the entire length of the beach, 
then building parking lots be­
hind them with parking charges 
going directly for maintenance 
of the parks.

The meeting will also investi­
gate the possibility of the state 
taking over law eafibfcement pa­
trolling of the baaefa. At pres­
ent, the sheriffs department pa­
trols the beaches outside the 
d ty , but Sheriff J. B. Kline says 
that with only 26 field deputies 
he is unable to put enough units 
on the beach.

Kline has asked county com­
missioners for 10 more officers 
in the next budget, but County 
Judge Ray Holbrook says the 
county just won’t be able to af­
ford to hire more than two new 
officers.

Other points to be discussed 
include developing statistics for 
the state legislature to support 
more state financing for the 
cleaning of beaches, trying for 
donations of land for parks and 
recreational areas ami obtain­
ing proper financing for new 
beach parks.

Texas Wants

DALLAS (AP) — Stole Ally. 
Gen. Crawford Martin said dur­
ing the State Bar of Texas con­
vention here that he will go to 
Washington in the fall to urge 
that capital iHinisbment be con­
tinued.

“ Texas will seek to uphold 
the death penalty and I will go 
to the hearings,”  Martin said. 
" I ’m not sure if I will make 
the argument or if one of my 
assistants will, but I’ll be 
there.”

Cne of four appeal cases on 
tile death penalty now b^ore 
Supreme Court is from Texas. 
It claims that capital punish­
ment violates the Constitution 
which forbids “ cruel and un­
usual”  punishment.

If the appeals are upheld, 
Martin says, it could mean the 
end of the death penalty.

Wordea that while he’s in a
“ cushy job”  training to go to 
the moon. Us friends and for­
mer claaamates are getting 
shot at and killed in Vietnam.

Worden, a 29-year-old trained 
fighter pilot, who has never 
sean combat, says the contrast 
between hig job and the Viet- 
na.n fighting ‘ ‘ ’eaves you with 
a bad feeling.’ ’

“ I don’t like the idea of my 
roommate from college being 
sent over there to fight a war 
while I’m here in a cushy job,”  
says the West Point grackiate.

Worden, an Air Force major, 
says If he hadn’t been selected 
for the space program “ I would 
be volunteering for Vi,etnam.”  

Worden, a balding, fast-talk­
ing native of Jackson, Mich., 
was graduated from West Point 
in 1955. He got his commission 
in the Air Force and became a 
skillful fighter pilot. After four 
years, however, he found he 
was more interested in air­
planes as instrument o f science 
than as weapons of war.

He went back to school in 
1961, earned a  ̂master of sci­
ence degree and then spent 
more than two years learning 
to be a test pilot and training 
other pilots. He was good 
enough to be selected in 1966, 
for astronaut training.

Worden’s fhrst trip into space, 
as command module pilot on 
Apollo 15, is scheduled to begin 
wiih launch from Cape Kenne­
dy on Monday. It will be flown 
in the long shadow cast by the 
deaths in Russia of three cos­
monauts. The fatalities empha­
size the danger of space flight.

“ We’re not fighting a war,”  
says Worden of hhnself and his 
fellow spacemen, “ but, damn if 
our risks aren’t as great as the 
ones combat pilots take.”

Astronauts, he said once, 
“ feel that anything can happen, 
but space flight is worth the 
risk.”

Worden, unmarried, enjoys 
an active social Jife. He has es­
corted television stars in New 
York and secretaries in Hous­
ton.

“ He’s more Interested in

riiowing you s  good time than 
in snowing you about who he 
is,”  says one of his girl friends. 
“ He’s not really handsome, but 
he's got a way about him that's 
rare.**

Worden was married to the 
former Pamela Ellen Vander 
Beck, Bayside, N.Y. Their mar­
riage ended quietly in what one 
fr’end said was “ a very, very 
civilized divorce.”

Meantime, the sufferers of ar­

thritis art probably moro tba 
butt of euackery and fait* bopoa 
than those afflicted with other 
health problems. And perhapt 
wont of all, all kindi of dietary 
approachet and ladt are aug- 
gested. <

Aunt Mary cured it with grape­
fruit juice. At one time, the 
theory was popular that too much 
protein in the diet ifilght be re­
sponsible for arthritic changes. 
J’eopio also thought (and some 
still do, mistakenly) that changes 
in arthritic*bones were due to an 
overtupply of calcium in the diet. 
So people worried about milk. 
And, of course, today there is

isthe copper bracelet fad that 
back with ua.

But all of this is nonsense. 
Specialists now know that tho 
best approach to tba management 
of arthritia in terms of diet is 
good nutrition, Including ade­
quate fuppliei of calcium, pro­
tein. minerals, vitamins — indeed 
all the good nutrients we expect 
from the four food groups.

Avoid Overweight
Overweight is to be avoided to 

minimize streu on the weight 
bearing joints. But good nutrition 
is to be msintsined by a balanced 
diet chosen from the milk group 
of foods, the meat group, fruits 
and vegetables, breads and cere­
als.

This concept recognises that 
while the cause of arthritis is as 
yet undetermined, it has certainly 
not been demon.strated te be die­
tary. It recognizes the clinical ex­
perience that well-nouriahed ar- 
thritica who are not overweight 
do better than poorly nourished 
ones suffering from dietary in­
sufficiencies on top of their ar­
thritia.

Thus, good diet it extremely 
Important. And so is getting more 
than usual rest. The pain of ar­
thritis and difficulty of move­
ment are, after all, tiring. 'Vour 
Physician can help by suggesting 
exercises, heat treatment of the 
Joints, and, if ha tecs fit, pre­
scribing medicatioit.

That's why 1 have 
felt compelled to reed “ Ihe 
Greening of America’* by 
(Carles A. Reich, professor oi 
law at Yale University.

Perhaps the most serious 
threat to freedom of the press 
today is one that receives In- 
suffictent attention in news 
media circles.

Historically, the threat to 
freedom of the press comes 
irnm government. The foe is the 
public official who has grown 
arrogant in the exercis« of 
I>owcr, or one who claims that 
what he does is really nobody 
else’s business,, or  one whose 
K'tiduct in office causes him to 
fear the light of full disclosure.

ln(|inry or criticism by the 
P'^ess is clearly not in the in­
terests of such officials, and 
r.ore often than not they would 
muzzle the press if they could. 
.\gainst such threats to its 
t 'cedom . the press is constantly 
«.(■mg buttle.

l.ess recognized, but poten­
tially more dangerous. Is the 
threat from withm. The external 
foe, after all, can accomplish 
little without the tmwitting

cooperation of persons inside 
the media.

T h e  danger Is that 
newspapermen who debase the 
standards of their profession 
will provide excuses and op­
portunities for outside in­
tervention.

The unwitting ally may be a 
reporter who is careless or 
worse in the pursuit of truth. 
Concerning the assertion of 
Charles Garry, attorney for the 
Black Panthers, that “ 28 Black 
Panthers had been murdered by 
the police,”  a reporter for one 
eastern paper drt^iped the 
source of the information and 
reported the statement as fact.

Not until this “ fact”  had been 
repeated by other papers and 
various public figures was it 
discovered to be untrue.

Presidential Forest
With the Democratic National 

Convention still 12 months 
away, the p a r^  has so much 
standing presidential timber 
that the individual trees blend 
into the forest. At least 10 

, iiolSQlial candidates are in­
v o lv ed  In one of the earliest 
S cram bles for the presidential 
nomination m history.

This stampede has been 
spurred by increasing optimism 
among Democrats that inflation, 
u n e m p l o y m e n t ,  and war 
wtvirlness have made president 
Nixon's reelecUon less than a 
certainty.

Hope and ambition are aH 
that sustain some of the 
a s p i r a n t s  who are not 
‘ presidential”  e n o u g h  to 
support. Among these are such 
liberals as South Dakota Sen. 
George McGovern, Iowa Sen. 
Harold Hughes, and Indiana 
Sen. Birch Bayh. Bringing up 
the rear are Rep. Wilbur Mils, 
Democrat of Arkansas, chair­
man of the House Ways and 
Means Committee, and two of

the nation's best-known mayors, 
Los Angeles’ Sam Yorty, a 
conservative Democrat, and 
New York's John Lindsay, a 
liberal Republican.

. \ m o n g  t h e  l e a d i n g  
possibihUUei, Sen. Eklward M. 
Kennedy may be emerging as 
a front runner Sen. Hubert 
Humphrey, bearing both the 
assets aitd liabilities of the 
tHulur chief, has shown strength 
while his former running mate, 
Sen. Edmund Muskie, sees his 
early lead melting away. Sen. 
Henry Jackson, a Democrat, 
who would appeal to some 
conservatives, c o m m a n d s  
widespread public respect but 
is hemmed in by his strong 
conservative stand on the 
Vietnam War.

While Democrats attack the 
P r e s i d e n t ’ s inxigrams, the 
variety and diversity of their 
presidential a.spirants reveal 
that they them.selves are far 
from a clear concensus on a 
single candidate, to say nothing 
of an election issue.

In my judgment. “ The 
Greening o f America”  Is in­
tellectual rubbish — an insult 
to the intelligence of readers. 
N e v e r t h e l e s s ,  it is must 
reading.

R e g a r d i n g  the political 
realities of Uie 1972 elections. 
G o u l d  commented, “ Some 
people use the laws to further 
their own designs rather than 
the needs of the situation. 
Particularly in an election year, 
all motives are suspect! Tlie 
problems will not be solved by 
bombast but by technology and 
ultimately by people sitting 
around a table, working out 
d e t a i l s  and schedules, 
r e c o g n i z i n g  Untttations of 
equipment availability and the 
Inordinate time R takes these 
days to get permita and 
clearances.

dertake precise duties.

The hippie commune dweller 
can go to sleep in his pad 
because there is a pottcennan 
on his beat or in a patrol car 
nearby. The Consciousneta III 
flower child from Berkeley can 
avoid regidar work because 
public agencies will feed him 
if he is hungry. The Con­
sciousness III drug user will be 
treated by a skilled, disciplined 
phsycician — at public expense 
— if he Is bmught into a 
hospital emergency room.

In Chapter IX, Prof. R eidi 
says that today, "a  lift o f 
surfing is possible, not as an 
escape from work, a recreation 
or a phase, but as a hfb — 
if one chooses.”  Well, man can’t 
live by surfing alone, despite 
what Dr. Reich says. The 
CaUfomia beach bum needs 
money for food, clothing. and 
shelter.

With U.S. troops moving out 
of South Vietnam at the rate 
of 14.300 a month, this means 
that the Soutii Vietnamese army 
and self-defense corps could 
have a rough road ahead.

There are the number of 
reasons for these difficulties. 
was the way in which the Laos 
panhandle operation was con­
ducted.

It has been customary to 
bisnie the South Vietnamese 
generals for the poor In- 
t e l l l g e n ^ a  on which the 
movement into Laos was based, 
which resalted in -such  heavy 
casualties.

It has also been popular to 
blame the South Vietnameae 
generals for moving into Laos 
in a conventional, roadbound 
operation which left them 
vulnerable. to sneak attacks. A 
searoned otficer does not move 
_ long column tied to roads 
into unloHern mountainous wid 
wooded guacrilla territory.

White Koase sources now lay 
that the intelligence mistakes 
and the decision to make it a 
major road-bound fawursion 
wkre U.S. raspoasibilities, not 
South Vietnamese.

K was these surprises which 
forced the South Vietnamese 
into those unexplained halts 
early in the invasion which 
desttoyed their momentum.
