Federal Board
To Cut Home Loan
Down Payment

WASHINGTON (AP)—Tre
Federal Home Loan Bank
Board bas moved to reduce the
down payment required under
conventional home loans.

The board ammounced Friday
it will allow savings and loan
associations to accept ocon-
ventional home loans with down
payments of only five per cent.

“This board anticipates that
these new conventional loans
will be particularly useful to
persons of moderate and low
income who are seeking home
ownership for the first time,”
said Chairman Preston Martin,

The loans will be limiteq to
$30,000 and are for single-fami-
ly dwelling units only, the
board said.

In addition, the loans must
| guaranteed or insured by
gage insurance companies  ap-
proved by the Federal Home
Loan Mortgage Corp. or which
have established a specified
fund reserves.

Savings and loan associations
have been permitted to make
conventional loans with ag little
as 10 per cent down, but most
loans have been placed with
down payments of about 30 per
cent,

The board's action is de-
signed to supplement, not ¢om-
pete with, Federal Housing Ad-
ministration and Veterans A~
ministration gauaranteed loans,
the board said.

Health

DEAR DR. LAMB-—We
frequently get virus, and our
four small children often con-
tract a variety of infections in
addition to virus. We wonder
if a water purifier attached
below the kitchen sink would
help. A water softener salesman
contended that it would remove
germs. We use water for
drinking and also for mixing
with frozen orange or grape
juice. What about bottled
natural spring water?

DEAR READER-Even if it
is true that a water purifier
removes germs, the water
would first have to contain
significant amounts of germs
for it to add anything useful.
Public Health water regulations
require a rather safe level of
chemicals in the water to
prevent waterborne disease,
which should adequately solve
the problem. Most water sof-
teners are used to remove
chemicals that harden water
rather than to remove ‘‘germs.”
I must add that viruses are not
germs in the usual sense as
germs are bacteria and are
often more easily dealt with.

I'm not enthusiastic about
bottled spring water. You can

hs be fairly sure it is safe if you

buy it in bottles in a super
market, otherwise I can’t give
a Dblanket endorsement. A
natural spring can be not too
far from an outdoor privy in
some areas (this also applies
to that old well with the
nostaglic oaken bucket and that
can lead to contamination.

If you want soft water for
the kitchen you might just get
distilled water from the grocery
store. I am not opposed to using
soft water in the house for the
right purpose, and it has some
advantages.

DEAR DR. LAMB-—Recently
my husband passed away from
an aneurysm of the heart which
was not discovered by elec-
trocardiogram or X rays. What
would cause this weak spot to
form?

DEAR READER-—An
ameurysm of the heart is a sac-
like protrusion where the heart
muscle has been replaced by
scar tissue. The weak scar
tissue is the sac. The usual
cause is a previous heart attack
(which may not have caused
any symptoms), the area of
damaged muscle being replaced
by weak scar tissue. The sac
is hard to see in some locations
by ordinary X - Rays and
frequently does not cause any
changes in the elec-
trocardiogram.

“tax on polluters.”

It sounds logical that those
who most should be
taxed most but watch it; in-
dustries don’t, we do.

Instant experts, demanding a
quick and simple solution to
complicated ecological
problems, may discredit their
mission and retard a cleanup.
Industry is their primary
target but industry is not our
primary polluter. Manufac-
turing activities contribute less
than 20 nt of total air
pollution, a minute fraction of
total water pollution.

Most water pollution comes
from municipal, recreational,
agricultural and natural sources
—most of it from drainage,
erosion, and siltation.

On balance, industry is doing
more than its share of cleanup,
is spending $3.6 billion this year
on new pollution control
facilities, Thus i is
imposing a substantia] ‘‘tax" on
itself.

Part of the misplaced mews
emphasis results from the fact
that smoke is more conspicuous
than the absence of it.
American industries already
have allocated $18 billion to be
spent over the next five years
to help clean up their 20 percent
of the problem. What are the
rest of us doing about our 80
percent?

The simplistic industry in-
dictment may boomerang. we
may zero in on industrial
pollution with mandatory
deadlines while ignoring
pollution by municipalities,
agriculture and the public —
to d iscover that our problem
five years from now is worse
than ever.
