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WHITE HOUSE SAYS

Deficit For 1972
ToBe$18 Billion

WASHNGTON (AP) ~— The
Nixon administration is on the
way fo piling up the worst
back-to-back deficits in federal
government operations since
194546.

But administration officials
shrug off the two deficits, ex-
pected to total more than $40
billion in fiscal 1971 and 1972,
saying they are fiscally respon-
sible,

The reason, they say, is that
the budget spending is pegged
to the amount of tax revenues
the government would expect to
receive in times of high pros-
perity.

In fiscal 1945, the federal
deficit, ballooned by wartime
spending, was $45 billion. As
peace returned, the deficit
dropped to $18 billion the fol-
lowing year,

The treasury Department re-
ported Wednesday the deficit
for fiscal 1971, which ended
June 30, climbed to $23.2 bil-
lion, seconq highest one-year
deficit of the post-World War 11
era.

Officially, the White House
says, the deficit for fiscal 1972
will be $11.6 billion. But al-
ready administration officials

have acknowledged publicly it
will be closer to $18.6 billion,

The largest back-to-back defi-
cits in the past 25 years were
those in fiscal 1967 and 1968
when President Lyndon B.
Johnsonr was in office.

But the Nixon deficits are
more responsible than those,
say administration officials, in-
cluding ‘Treasury Secretary
John B. Connally, a Democrat
and close political associate of
Johnson,

The fiscal 1971 budget actual-
ly showed a $2.5-billion surplus
on a fulllemployment basis,
Connally and George P. Shultz,
director of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget, said. It
was the third year in a row a
full-employment balance or sur-
plus has been achieved.

“This record is in sharp con-
trast to that of fiscal years 1966
through 1968, when full-employ-
ment deficits totaled more than
$40 billion,” they said.

Full employment is defined
as a 4percent jobless rate.
The unemployment rate during
the fiscal year averaged 5.7 per
cent—and got bigger as the

year went along.

Still Deadlocked
InU.S. House Unit

WASHINGTON (AP)
House negotiators have offered
a no-deadline substitute for dis-
puted Indochinag  war-pullout
language but still see little hope
for an early break in Congress’
deadlock over the draft.

House Armed Services Chair-
man F, Edward Hebert, D-La.,
refused to disclose the counter-
proposal Wednesday but said it
does not include the Senate’s
nine-month deadline for U.S.
troop withdrawal which is at-
tached to the draft bill.

“The House conferees will
not tie the President’s hands,”
Hebert said.

But he said House-Senate

conferees trying to compromise
on a two-year draft-extension
bil} have not even been able to
agree on when to meet so the
House contingent could offer its
counterproposal.
“If we can't get it (a com-
promise draft bill) out by the
end of the week,” Hebert said,
‘“there’s no hope for it.”

Final draft action before Sep-
tember appears doubtful in any:
case. Antiwar senators have
vowed to filibuster any com-
promise without a war deadline
and Congress starts 'a month-
long recess at the end of next
week.

Hebert denied reports the
White House helped the House
write an acceptable war-pullout
counterproposal, but readily
agreed he has talked with Nix-
on administration aides.

“We always talk to them, on
every bill,” Hebert said. ‘“They
had no special, direct hand in
this.”

Leader Mike Mansfield—who
wrote the Senate nine-month
warpullout amendment and

threatened filibuster against a
compromise—said he has wnot
seen the new House proposal.

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NEW YORK (AP) — A study
of black families has found that
a majority of those in the re-
productive age range do not ac-
cept the idea that birth control
programs are atv attempt to
eliminate blacks from he popu-
lation,

Some militant blacks have
argued that family planning
programs are aimed at black
‘‘genocide,” the deliberate eli-
mination of a cultural group,

But the study also found that
a significant minority—among
men 30 and under—did agree
with the thought that encour-
aging birth control on blacks is
an effort to eliminate them.

Further, the study found sig-
nificant feelings of racial con-
sciousness among blacks and
recommended community con-
trol of birth control services

200 Million 1971
JFK Half-Dollar
Remain Unused

WASHINGTON (AP) — Near-
ly 200 million 1971 Kennedy half
dollars are gathering dust in
government coffers, going
largely unused for reasons the
Treasury Department can't
fully understand.

“I can't understand the popu-
lation,” said Mary T. Brooks,
director of the U.S. Mint, shak-
ing her head. ‘“They're not us-
ng them.”

The situation has reached the
point Federal Reserve banks
are calling commercial banks
to spark demand, figuring if
the public knows there are
plenty of new half dollars,
bearing the likeness of former
President John F. Kennedy, de-
mand wil] pick up.

“There are vending machines
by the thousands sitting in
warehouses,” Mrs, Brooks said
in an interview, ‘“The owners
are dying to use them if the
banks would use the half dol-
lars.”

But commercial banks say
they are not ordering the coins
because the public demand is
too weak.

“l can’'t understand it,” she
sald. “The bhalf dollar weighs
exactly the same as two quar-

he

copper-nickel coins. But there
was a full year, 1970, in which
the public became unaccus-
tomed to seeing the half dollar.

“If the country knew there
were plenty of them around,
they'd probably start hoarding
them, too,” Mrs. Brooks said.

But neither the part-silver
nor the nickel-copper coin is
worth much for collecting, she
said, because of the large num-
ber minted and because the
valug of the silver in the older
coing is less than the face val-
ue.

Mrs. Brooks sald more than
300 million of the 1971 halves
have been minted since April,
with a little more than 100 mil-
lion in circulation as the Mint
rolls out more of them every
day.

She said everywhere she
goes, she asks businessmen if
they have any Kennedy halves.
“They telj me, ‘Why, they're
not making them any more.
And I reply, ‘I beg your par-
don, I just got through making
300 million of them.’ ™

“It is significant to point out
here, however,” the report
said, “that 20 per cent of t_he
males 30 and under agreed with
the statement while 100 per
cent of the males over 30 dis-
agree¢ with the statement.”
In response to the statement,
“Encouraging blacks to use
birth control is comparable to
trying to eliminate this group
from society,” 2 per ce'nt
agreed and 72 per cent dis-
agreed.

Associated Press Writer
What can you do with a daily
thousand pounds of deadly cy-
anide you no longer need?

What about other hazardous
wastes—arsenic, mercury, cad-
mium, ammonia, phenols, sul-
fides, radioactive nmaterial, ‘or
even plain old oil and grease?
The wajy things are right now
much of all this finds its way
into the Gulf of Mexico. It
drifts down rivers and streams
which feed into the Gulf at an
annual clip .kestimated by the
federal Environmental Protec-
tion Agency to be around 1,700
billion gallons. Only 393 bilion
says the EPA, is treated before
being turned loose.

NEW YORK (AP) — Apollo
15, scheduled to land beside the
moon’s Hadley Rille, will last
longer, range farther and send
back more spectacular tele-
vision pictures than any pre-
vious moon expeditions.

After landing in the Apennine
Mountains Friday, astronauts
Pavid Ry#cotdsand James B.
Irwin will ride their lunar rover
across an area of about 25
miles in three separate ex-
cursions.

The lunar rover is equipped
with a color television camer
that has a self-containeq power
pack and antenna, ABC, CBS
and NBC plan cxtensive cov-
erage of all the activities dux-
ing the 12-day journey.

The Apollo rocket lifted off
with flawless precision Monday
morning and in the cloudless
sky, the space ship could be
seen 275 miles down range until
it haq virtually reached orbital
attitude. It was in view for six
minutes, the longest time a
rocket had ever been seén
down range.

NBC estimated that more
than 25 million people saw the
liftoff.

Two moon rides will be tele-
vised Saturday and Sunday at
times that will insure a large
audience around the world. The
pictures will go by satellite to
Europe, Japan and South
America. The third moon ride
comes early Monday morning a
few hours before the astronauts
leave the moon.

If al] goes well, the most
spectacular pictures will be the
first view of a launch from the
moon, The liftoff is set for be-
tween 1-1:30 p.m. EDT Mon-
day.

We hope to park the rover
about 300 feet uprange and
show the liftoff,” said Sam
Russell, an RCA systems engi-
neer who helped build the $100,-
000 camera. This new camera,
mounted on the rover, will
show more detail and is de-
signed to eliminate the ghosts
into the sun without being
knocked out, as happened to
the Apollo 12 camera in No-
vember 1969,

The rover c¢amera can be
completely controlled from
earth, leaving the astronauts
free for other duties. Each time
the vehicle stops, an astronaut
need only aim the umbrella-like
antena at the earth,

Even after the spacemen
leave the moon, the camera
will be of value. It will have
power to operate for several
weeks. Russell said, “There is
an eclipse of the sun by the
earth on Friday Aug. 6. The
camera can look at the sun and
the reflection of the sunlight
will give the earth a reddish
ring."

Govt. Foot In The Door |

The Dbattle of Columbial|
Broadcasting System with|
Congress over the television|
documentary ‘The Selling of |
the Pentagon” is a classical
example of how the govern-
ment, once it gets it foot in|

the door, uses the leverage
thus gained to widen the|
opening and eventually take|

over the whole shebang. |

The ‘‘foot in the door’ in the|
case of CBS and other elec-|
tronic news media, is the|
federal government's licensing |
authority, which it has used for
years as a means of imposing

indirect censorship on such
media.

Plainly, if the Constitution of |
the United States means |
anything, the freedom of the
press from governmental
meddling and censorship, set

forth in the First Amendment,
applies lo television and radio
in the same way that it applies
to newspapers. But, just as
plainly, making use of the
precedent provided by federal
licensing of television and radio,
the government does not see it
that way.

This was made quite clear by
Rep. Harley O. Staggers (D-W.
Va.), head of a group of
congressmen seeking to initiate
contempt proceedings against|
CBS's president Frank Stanton
for airing the documentary
“The Selling of the Pentagon,”
when he quoted Chief Justice

Warren E. Burger as saying
“After nearly five decades of
jperation, the broadcast in-

dustry does not seem to have
grasped the simple fact that a
broadcast license is a public
trust subject to termination of

breach of duty.'

Ironically, the nationalized
facilities representeq significant
Chilean-U.S, collaboration in
yvears past.

WASHINGTON — Congress 1s
going to have the chance to
determine whether the U.S.
continues to pay millions of
dollars annually' to Russia for
vital supplies of metallurgical
chrome ~ esential for key
weapons production — because
of complying with the United
Nations embargo - against
Rhodesia.

Sen, Harry Byrd, Ind-Va., is
forcefully setting the stage for
a showdown vote on the issue
of paying this® UN-Imposed
tribute to the Soviet — at a
cost last year of $13.7 million
and certain to be higher this
year. Since the UN embargo in
1966, Russia, which now
provides 60 per cent of U.S.
chrome needs, has hiked the
price from $25 to $72 a ton —
188 per cent.

The punitive embargo was
levied against Rhodesia by a
bloc consisting of communist,
black African and Arab states.

Prior to the sanctions,
Rhodesia was this country’s
largest single source of
metallurgical chrome that is
critical in the manufacture of
jet aircraft, missiles and
nuclear submarines. There is no
U. S. production of thig in-
dispensable ore.

As a consequence of the UN
embargo, in " which Russia
played a leading role in the
Security Council, not only has
the Soviet gained a highly
lucrative trade asset, but now
has a potentially crippling hand
on U.S. weapons output and the
communications and tran-
sportation industries, Says
Senator Byrd:
