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CLC To Refine Ruling
On Teachers Pay Hike

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Cost of Living Council planned
today to refine its ruling on
teacher pay, But no backdown
from earlier restrictions was
expected, despité rising pro-
tests from teachers that they
deserve special exemptions
from the wage-price freeze.

A council source said today’s
ruling will clarify—but not sub-
stantially alter—previous guide-
lines.

“If a teacher could accrue
pay before the freeze, he can
get the wage increase,” the
source said. “If he didn't start
teaching until Sept. 1 but start-
ed drawing back pay to Aug.
1—or_ was eligible to—he can

to tighten up language which
had led to varying inter-
pretations on which teachers
would get raises during the 90-
day freeze.

The National Education Asso-
ciation had said as many as 80
per cent of the nation’s teach-
ers would qualify for raises
during the freeze. But the coun-
cil ‘said it could not make an

estimate.

But on Wednesday, Treasury
Understcretary Charles E.
Walker told congressmen: “The
interpretation in the press that
most teacher pay increases will
be permitted is incorrect,” he

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SAN CLEMENTE, Calif. (AP)
—President Nixon has ordered
that wage increases due 600,000
federal blue collar workers be
deferred six months, effective at
once. He has asked Congress to
hold up other raises due Jan. 1
for nearly 1.4 million white col-

lar_ workers and 2.9 million
military personel until mext
July 1.

"I regret the necessity of post-
poning pay increases,” the Pres-
ident said Wednesday. “But our
fight against the rising cost of
living must take precedent.”
He predicted the deferments
would save the government $1.3
billion the first six months.

The President’s 90-day freeze
on all wages and prices effective
Aug. 15 applied also to federal
employes.

From neat
churches to Brazilian barrios to
Manhattan Pentecostalism to-

day is the fastest growing
Christian movement in the
world.

Some of its characteristics,
espécially its emphasis on be-
coming ‘‘filled with the Holy
Spirit,” have spread widely in
recent years among other Pro-
testants as well as Roman Ca-
holics.

“A rising tide of revival is
evident,” says the Rev. Dr.
Thomas Zimmerman, general
superintendent of the Assem-
blies of God, the largest of
many Pentecostal bodies in the
United States.

It concluded its biennial gen-
eral council last week in Kan-
sas City, after hearing reports
of expansion and' vigor that far
surpass those of most major
denominations.

But the church also is reach-
ing a stage of organizational
maturity and efficiency when
its leaderg realize some of the
earlier, unprogrammed Zzeal
could begin to wane.

An editorial in the denomina-
tion’s monthly, Advance, notes
that movements go through an
initial burst of energy to formal
organization, maximum effi-
ciency, then formal in-

stitutionalism and decay, ad-
ding:

But the ensuing stages of in-|
stitutionalism and stagnation
can be reversed by internal re-
form and renewdl, the editorial
adds.

It suggests that Pentecostal-
ism may be in a decade in
which it either slows to rest or
moves into the beginning of a
new era of greatly increased vi-
tality and impact.

This is a time of ‘“‘refreshing
and heart searching and sur-
render to the will of God'" to
“bring fresh annointing ...
our needy world,” says Dr.
Zimmerman.

A fiveyear “Plan of Ad-
vance” has been launched to
stimulate the process.

i 1, What is sovereignty?

The word sovereignty means
rule, In English we speak of
the ruler of a certain country
as its sovereign.

The Bible speaks of God's
sovereignty:

(1) “The Lord hath prepared
His throne in the Weavens, and
His kingdom ruleth over all.”
Psalm 103:19.

(2) “He ruleth by His Power
forever.” Psalm 66:7.

What is more, we
learn from the Bible that God’s

(1) “God, who made the
world and all things in it.” Acts
17:24

(2) God,

(3) God, “hath determined by
previous appointment: the times
(historic turning points), and
the bounds of their habitation
(extent, and length of rule.”)
(Literal Greek translation) Acts
17:26.

The fact that God created the
world, the fact that God gives
life, and the fact that God
by previous appointment
determined the extent and
length of any one and all human
governments, all unite to prove
his sovereignty.

11T, How does = God's
sovereignty affect me?

Once we have grasped the
view of God’s
sovereignty there are many
practical applications. Let us
suggest several:

(1) Since God is sovereign,
that means the responsibilities
He has delegated to me have
real meaning, He can only
delegate responsibility if He
possesses authority to do so.
Thus, my responsibility as an
indivi%ual, as a member in the
home, in the church, and in
gevernment takes on a ftrue
meaning because HE has given
me that responsibility.

(2) T can be a true optimist
about the future because God
is sovereign and has already
determined what that end will
be. God's triumph is certain —
only the time is unknown to
us.

(3) Regardless of the cir-
cumstances of life, 1 can take
them as from a wise and
severcign God Who does all
things well.

(4) God's sovereignty brings
rest and peace to- the heart
because nothing is viewed as
out of His control, not even evil,
though it may seem to abound.

(5) If 1T de not know Him, then
the fact of His sovereignty
brings home to me a most im-
portant truth. He has ordered
all men everyvwhere to repent,
or to have a change of mind
about Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ
i« God's Lamb for your s'n.
Belief in His death for vour sin
inuicates you have had a
change of mind about Jesus
Christ. Upon this basis God will
save you, and you will know
Him as your true Sovereign.

CONDITION OF
THE SIXTH FLEET
Much has been said in recent|
months about the deteriorating
condition of our naval forces.
This important line of defense
is being seriously mneglected,
while the Soviets continue to|
build up their own navy.

For example, the U.S. Sixth
Fleet, which cruises the
Mediterranean, is aging rapidly.
A great many of its fifty vessels
were built during World War
II and are thus nearly thirty
years old. The equipment on the
fleet is not wup-to-date and
replacement parts for much of
the important electronic ap-
| paratus are not available. There
{are only 200 aircraft and 3,000
combat-ready troops.

Yet the Sixth Fleet is ex-
{pected to counteract the Soviet

Mediterreanean naval force,
only one percent of whose
vessels are more than twenty

years old. According to former
U.S. Ambassador Henry Taylor,
the high-ranking officers in the
Sixth Fleet had grave doubts
about its ability to defeat the
Soviet Mediterranean fleet.

The strategic significance of
this situation is obvious since
the Soviets have been moving
for some time to establish a
sphere of influence in the
Middle East and along the
northern coast of Affica. Soviet
ships are welcomeqd in ports in
Syria, Egypt and Libya, and
now have the use of the former
French naval and air base near

Algiers, less than 300 miles
from Gibraltar, Greece,
strongly  anti-communist, is

especially endangered by this
increased Soviet strength.

Our  deteriorating naval
position is just one more
example of our weakened
defense posture. This situation
must be changed for the sake
of our country and other free
nations throughout the world.

“And it is not a duty, I want to
be with Harriet, and I will be.”

Rarely does he venture even
into the outside corridor. He
had a door cut between his
room and Harriet’s so that he

side more quickly. Other than
that, the facilities offer no spe-
cial privilege, no extra space.

Save for an occasional vis-
itor—they have no children—
McCormack plays out these
twilight moments alone and
with consummate simplicity.

Upon returning to his room,

he often drops to his kneées be-
neath the portrait of Jesus of
Gethsemane, his white mane
tumbling forward over his
prayerful face. He is a devout
Roman Catholic; once deco-
roted by the Pope. Still, the
gesture might seem odd to
those more familiar with his
rough and tumble reputation,

He is-a man, after all, who
gloried in the time-worn sobri-
quet “The Fighting Irishman of
South Boston,” and, after 4
years in Congress and eight as
speaker, thig lonely and serene
picture of John McCormack
seemg strikingly amiss.

‘harbors no bitterness in consid-
eration of the cruel twist that
