Gray C o u n t y ’ s first 
Jailbreakerg were back behind 
bars yesterday after city police 
officers arrested the pair, David 
A. Kerr and his brother Earl 
E. Kerr, hiding in Coronado 
Men’s Wear at Coronado 
Center.

Mrs. W.C. Bass, wife of W.C. 
Bass, owner of the business, 
notified police at 2:17 p.m. 
someone had broken into the 
store. Officer Ken Keith was thé 
first on the scene and was 
advised by Mr. and Mrs. Bass 
someone was still in the store. 
Officer Roland McGill an 
Detective J.J. Ryzman were 
called in as back-iip units.,When

officers entered the store, they 
found the suspects hidden 
behind suits. Both were hand­
cuffed with no resistance of­
ficers said.

Further investigation revealed 
two black bolwng bags, iden­
tified as items stolen during a 
Friday night burglary of 
Harvester Bowl, burglary tools, 
clothes and food items were 
stashed in the store. Officers 
said the pair had removed eggs 
and soup from a refrigerator 
in the store and attempted to 
start a fire, apparently to cook 
a meal.

JUNEAU, Alaska (AP) -

Officials said they have no 
clues to what might have 
caused the crash, the worst in­
volving one plane in U.S. his­
tory.

Labor Day winds up the sum­
mer’s last long holiday week­
end today with a variety of cel­
ebrations, and ceremonies and 
ccmunents by some labor lead­
ers and President Nixon on the 
administration’s new economic 
policies.

Millions of Americans out to 
enjoy the holiday flocked to re­
sorts and recreation areas. For 
many who stayed home there 
were traditional parades, pic­
nics or other local observances.

In weekend speeches, ■ num­
ber of lt>or leaders criticized 
the wage-price freeze in the 
President's new economic plan, 
urging greater sacrifice by oth­
er segments of the economy.

American Troop 
Strength In YIet 
Reduced By 60%

SAIGON f.AP) — The US. 
Command announced today 
that .American troop strength in 
Vietnam has been reduced by 
more tlian 60 pei- cent from a 
peak of .54 .400 a little over two 
years ago.

.An official summary said an­
other '2.300 troops had been cut 
last week, dropping the 
strength to 216,700. This in­
cludes 170.400 .Army, 35,700 .Air 
Force, 10.000 Navy. 500 Ma­
rines, and 100 Coast Guard.

Under President Nixon's 
timetable, the authorized ced­
ing will be lowered to 184,OCO 
by Dec 1. but the current pace 
IS ahead of this schedule and 
strength likely will drop to as 
low as 175.000 by the end of No­
vember.

Senate-House Committee Head 
Proposes W age-Price Controls
. .WASHINGTO.N (AP) -  The 

duuiTnan of the Senate-House 
Economic Committee has sug­
gested the Nixoa adminis­
tration’s 90-day freeze be fol­
lowed bp wage-price controls 
baaed'on ¡voduotivity.

Under the plan advocated by 
Sen. William Proxmlre ip an in­
terview Sunday, r an industry 
whose productivity increased at 
the current average rate of 
about 4 per cent a year could 
raise wages by S per cent and 
pricae by 1 per cent.

A board made ig> of represen­
tatives from organized labor, 
burinats and govensnent would 
deterrnine rpoductiity rates of 
major hnkutrieg and require 
that wage and^price increasee 
ba baaad on thosa figures. ^

Stidi an approach, ttie Wis­
consin Democrat said, would 
hold price increases to 1 or 2 
per cant a year and cut tha

unemployment rate from the 
present 6.1 per cent of the labor 
force to about 4.5 per cent with­
in a year.

Proxmlre projected such a 
prograrm would create 1.5 mil­
lion new Jobe and find work for 
1 million now unemployed.

In another development Sun- 
d a y , AFL-CIO President 
George Meany said he would 
agree to a no-strike pledge fol­
lowing the wage-price freeze if 
certain conditions were met.

“ If w had a part in setting it 
up, drawing the ground rules 
and we agree, I am quite sure 
we would give that pledge,” 
Meany said on the ABC’s “ Is­
sues and Answers.*’

The Nixon administration al­
ready has asked for a morato- 
riiim on strikes during the 
freeze. But Meany and some 
other labor leader.s have been 
reluctant to comply, saying

they were not consulted before 
President Nixon announced his 
new economic program Aug. 
15.

Proxmire said under his plan, 
most wages would be allowed 
to increase at the end of the 
wage-price-rent freeze to the 5- 
per-cent ceiling suggested last 
week by Arthur Okun, former 
chairman of the Council of Eco­
nomic Advisers.

He gave the following exam­
ples to explain how his plan 
would work:

—An industry which ex­
perienced Do productivity in­
crease would be able to raise 
both wages and prices by a 
tnaximum of 5 per cent.

—One whose productivity 
rate increased by about 4 per 
cent could raise wages by 5 
cent, prices by 1 per cent,

“ President Nixon has said the 
key to making his economic plan 
work is the ‘spirits of the .Ameri 
can people’.

Survival \ School Graduation
Exercise Has Tragic Finish

BEND, OrejiA P) — A young 
married wonfan participating 
in the graduation exercise of an 
outdoor survival. school appar­
ently lay down in w«t snow and 
froze to death high on a central 
Oregon mountain.

A second girl, missing and 
feared dead, was the object o i  
a search today by mounted 
sheriff's deputies and Instmc- 
tors of the school. The identi­
ties of the two were withheld 
pending notification of their 
families.

The dead woman was 21, and 
an Oregon resident. The miss­
ing girl, from an eastern state, 
is 19.

A third girl, Pamela Sul- 
liva, 18, Seattle, was found safe 
by an instructor Saturday after­
noon near the body of the dead 
girl. She was taken to s Bend 
hospital for observation and re­
leased.

The young women were tak­
ing a course ofefred by the Eu­
gene, Ore., branch of Outward 
Bound, Inc., a school which 
gives training in wilderness 
survival techniques. The three 
were a subunit of a class of 43 
girls, ages 16 to 23, which had 
split up for an exercise.

Bill Richards, an associate 
director of the school, gave this 
account:

The 43 girls, accompanied by

Municipal Bond 
Tale increases

NEW YORK (.AP) — Every i 
one has heard about the rising 
costs of state and local govern­
ments. But if there are linger­
ing doubts la the minds of some 
people they should be dispelled 
by the latest statistics on bond 
sales.

In the first six months of the 
year, the Investment Bankers 
Association calculates that mu. 
nicipal bond sales leaped to 
$12.7 billion, a 83 per cent in­
crease over the $7.8 billion in 
public financing a year earlier.

With only half a year’s sales 
compiled, 1971 was already 
two-thirds of the way toward a 
new annual record that would 
surpass last year’s yearend fig­
ure of $18.1 billion.

Where (bd the money go? 
That’s what the taxpayers keep 
asking, but the reconls indicate 
that education topped the list, 
taking $3.1 bUllon of the funds, 
a 29 per cent Increase over 
1970

Following in order were 
transportation, up 86 per cent; 
utilitiea, up 89 per cent, and so­
cial welfare—which includes 
public housing—171 per cent.

Sreiiff Du?ont, 41, lives at 
Heaton, his S7-acre country es­
tate overlooking the Sassafras 
R i v e r ,  with throughbred 
stables, dog-breeding kennels, a 
deer herd, swimming pool, two 
private airstrips and a few 
boats.

DuPont first got into law en­
forcement in 1 ^ 4  after then- 
Goy. Spiro' Aghew appointed 
him to the governor's Commis­
sion on Law-^Enforcomant and 
Administration o f  Justice.

Before that,' bis principal 
loves were riscidg fast boats 
and flying his o m  plane'

Prior to his appointment to 
the Governor’s Commission, 
DuPont had diaplayed little in­
terest in law enforcement.

To get a  little practical ex­
perience, he promptly Joined 
tiiia small county seat’s police 
<f>partment, but remained on 
th»' 'oiTce only a year.

"Making square corners eight 
hours 8 day almost drov« me 
dingy.” DuPont admits now. “I 
naeded at least s  county to run 
in.”

So in May 1900, be became e 
Cecil County deputy aberiff, 
working as a K-9 officer with 
bis own German Shepherd 
marily during night slUfts.

“Thif Is ' a  rough county,* 
comments Johnson of Mary-

l a n d ’ s northeastern' county 
which contains about* 60,000 
relatively poor residents.

But DuPont enjoyed the 
work, enough so that he cam- 
paigned for the riieriff’s Job 
last November on a promise of 
Ivinglng professionalism'to the 
department and was elected to 
a four-year term.

‘"rhe state can do a heck of 
sight better with corrections 
than some county sheriff,’’ he. 
says. “ I’m not-' a trained 
corrections officer and 1 don’t

r^abilitate. I Just warehouse 
human beings.” "

He also broadened the coun­
ty’s communication system to 
include, aunong o t l ^ ,  the re­
ception of state police calls.

Circuit Court Judge Albert J. 
Roney Jr., feels the changes 
have been all for the better.

“The officers that come in 
here now seem to be better 
qualified and more prepared," 
the judge said, “and reUtiona 
between the sheriff’s office and 
the court have improved 
markedly.”

Few of the early douft>ts Miout
millionaire sheriff remain.
“ I don’t want to glorify the

From the Oxford dictionary 
definition» we chose just six out 
of the thousands of words to 
express precisely what we mean 
by the word “right.” From 
Webster's we chose eight words. 
Here are the two definitions.

Oxford: “That which is just 
or due.”

Webster’s: “Something to
which one has a just claim.”

The word “property’’ is 
likewise defined at length by 
tMth dictionaries. Oxford gives 
30 column inches, Webster’s 
about a tenth that space. From 
the first, we chose what we 
considered to b* the eight 
pertinent words, from the 
second we chose nine words. 
Here are the definitions for 
“property.”

Oxford: “ .4 thing or things 
belonging to or owned”

Webster’s. “ .Something that 
is, or may be, owned or 
possessed.”

F'rom the foregoing, it can be 
seen that these two major 
dictionanes stale basicallyt he 
same meanings for each of the 
two words. Further, it can be 
seen that the term “right" is 
related by meaning to the term 
“property.” In fact, a right is 
a type of property for ‘ that 
which is just or due” is “ a 
thing or things belonging to 01 
owned”

For example, take the term 
“right of way,’’ referring to a 
public street. As an individual 
you do not own the street, but 
you do possess the right of 
passage for ‘right of way.” 
When you are exercising that 
right in that you are proceeding 
down the street in accordance 
with traffic rules specified for 
its use, that usage “belongs” 
to you. That is, the usage is 
your property, and whoever 
tries to take H from you is 
subject to the penalties of the 
law.

In the full sense, a property 
is not limited in scope to 
material gooda; to the contrary 
it includes whatever belongs to 
a person. It is a belonging, 
whether land or a specified use 
of the land; it may also be 
of the land; it may also be 
a person’s time, his contracts, 
or his ideas. The term property 
ii equally applicable to the 
scholar and to the real estate 
proprietor. One's property is 
houses and lots, the other’s is 
the emanations of his brain.

The prase "human rights" 
is simply a reference to a kind 
of property that humans possess 
by the fact of their creation. 
The phrase “ property rights” 
may be understood or misun­
derstood in a number of ways. 
We believe it is erroneous to 
say that property has righU, 
since rights belong to humans. 
But it is correct to say that 
a human has > moral en­
t i t l e  m e n t <right) Uv his 
belongings (property). It is also 
correct to say he has a property 
in his right for. according to 
Webster’s, a right is “ something 
to which one has a just claim.”

In a nuUhell. a human right 
iaa typeo fp roperty belong­
ing to a human. A property 
right is a type of rigW 
belonging to a human. Essen­
tially, they are different words 
ex*'ressing the same thought.

That startling pronounocmeiit 
waa based on a private letter 
from Agnew, known to be ex­
tremely friendly to Prime 
Minister George P ^dopouloe’s 
ruling junta, to a pro-junta 
GreMt-Amrican with a Park 
Avenue address ia Manhattan.

The ecrcaming headline la 
Nea PoUtia, the newspaper that 
reflects the junto’s policy Mne 
as faithfully as Pravda reflects 
the CoRsmuntst party line in 
Moacow, read thU way: 
“ Regardless of the c^iinioa of 
the Senate, Agnew (says) aid 
to Greece will continue.”

But in fact, the M ter from 
Agnew’s foreign policy edviser, 
Kent Oane, to Dr. Nidtotos 
Destounis in Manhattan con­
tained no pledge, indeed, Agnew 
could not make such a  pledge. 
The ban on aid to Greece 
passed the House by a vote of 
122 to ̂ 57, but the Senate has 
not yet acted. AHrough the 
House ban contoina a loophole 
permitting President Nixon to 
continue military aid, the 
Senate yersiod m i ^  not.

The closest Agnew cam« to 
indicatinj; a Nixop decision to 
continue aid in the face of a 
Congressional ban was this:

The most common difficulty 
is doing too mahy'things irith 
hair. 'Techniques that put the 
hair under tension are par­
ticularly likely to cause loss of 
hair. I refer to making tight 
curls or hair straightening 
techniques. Either is hard on 
hair. The best hair care for 
someone having a problem is 
not to wash it too frequently. 
Do not over-comb, do not iMTish 
too often or too hard, l^ t  it 
stay loose and don’t use a lot 
of medications. There are no 
s a t i s f a c t o r y  medicines or 
shampoos to prevent loss of 
hair..

There are from 90,000 to 
150,000 hairs on the scalp and 
normally about 10 per cent of 
the hair follicles are resting 
before they «hoot out a new 
hair. Hair is shed at a rate 
of about 80 hairs a day. Once 
a hair follicle really quiU 
working, not juft reefing, it 
usually doesn’t  produce hair
