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AUSTIN (AP) — Texas 
parole officials are trying to 
figure out how they can better 
track ex-convicts with known 
or suspected ties to gangs 
after the dragging death of a 
Jasper man in which three 
former prisoners are charged.

■'■'This division has never 
had a policy on how to deal 
with gang members ... and 1 
think it's high time, particu­
larly in light of the Jasper sit­
uation," said Veronica 
Ballard, head of the parole 
division of the Texas 
Department of Criminal 
Justice. "1 want to move 
quickly on this."

TWo parolees with suspect­
ed ties to white supremacist 
ptisan gangs and another ex­
convict have been charged 
with capital murder in the 
June 7 death of James Byrd Jr., 
a black man.

Ms. Ballard said a new rule 
under which parolees' tattoos 
will be documented will help 
identify parolees with known 
or suspected gang ties. She 
also said officials are consid­
ering more intensive supervi­
sion of gang members once 
they leave prison.

Investigators have said that 
two of the suspects in the 
Jasper slaying wore tattoos 
indicating ties to prison 
gangs.

"With gang members, 
we're talking about some 
very dangerous people, and 
their level of supervision 
needs to reflect that," Ms. 
Ballard said.

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10 PHS grads among 
newly-hired teachers

Nineteen teachers resigned this year and three 
others retired leaving the Pampa ISD with a mmi- 
mum of twenty-two slots to fill at last night's 
school board meeting. Twenty-eight personnel rec­
ommendations were approved and approximately 
10 of the new hires are Pampa High School alumni.

It will be interesting to find exactly out all the 
reasons why so many graduates decided to come 
back to Pampa to teach this year, according to 
Superintendent Dr. Dawson Orr.

Board members and administrators spent five 
hours reviewing action items on this month's agen­
da. Items approved by the board included a gener­
al three percent salary increase for staff, excluding 
equity adjustments.

A review of existing salary schedules and exter­
na! and internal market comparisons of neighbor­
ing districts provided the administration with 
information to propose the adjustment in pay

scales.
Teachers received the pay adjustment due to 

state minimum pay scale increases. The state mini­
mum scale in starting pay for teachers is $21,240 
this year. Pampa ISD new hires will begins at 
$23,500.

Administrative personnel — who are paid 
approximately between $35,000 and $65,000 
depending upon exact job title, number of years in 
the district and annual number of working days — 
received a scale adjustment also reflecting a 1.7 
percent increase in cost of living.

Counselors and diagnosticians were moved off 
the administrative pay scale to teacher pay plus a 
stipend.

Food service and custodial employees received 
the adjustment in pay scale due to minimum wage 
increases and a high turnover rate. And trans­
portation persormel received the scale adjustment 
due to licensing requirements and demands.

Paraprofessional employees, classroom aides for

Murder charge filed in shooting of would-be thief

AUSTIN (AP) — ,\n Austin man 
licensed to carry a concealed handgun has 
been charged with murder in the shooting 
death of a would-be thief.

Austin police on Thursday filed the 
murder charge, a first-degree felony, 
against 33-year-old Paul A. Saustrup 
According to police, Saustrup shot to 
death Eric Demart Smith early 
Wednesday after Smith bnike into a vehi­
cle owned by Saustrup's girlfriend.

Police said the couple walked up on 
Smith as he was sitting in the vehicle. 
Saustrup pulled out a .380 handgun and 
attempted to keep Smith in the truck 
while his girlfriend called police. But 
Smith, 20, jumped out of the vehicle and 
began to "walk briskly" away and the 
couple followixl him, investigators said.

Joe Turner, Saustrup's attorney, said his 
client warned Smith to keep his hands 
visible. Smith, according to Turner, kept 
saying he'd have "his homeboys" shoot 
Saustrup and continued walking into a 
darkened area of the street.

"He made a move to his belt area and 
started to twist around," Turner said. "My 
client did not want to shixit this person 
He was still on the phone with 9 ll ... He 
wanted the police to arrest him (Smith)."

Assistant Police Chief Mike McDonald 
said Smith was not armed and had not 
taken anything from the vehicle

Assistant Travis County District 
Attorney Buddy Meyer said whether the 
shooting was justified will have to be 
resolved in court.

Smith was shot once behind the left

Judge orders man shocked 
for interrupting courtroom

LONG BEACH, Calif. (AP) — 
A judge angered by a defen­
dant's interruptions at a sen­
tencing hearing ordered him 
zapped with 50,000 volts of elec­
tricity from a controversial stun 
belt.

The incident last week was the 
first time a defendant had been 
shocked by a stun belt since Los 
Angeles County began using 
them three years ago. Deputy 
Steve Wheatcroft said Thursday. 
The devices are powered by bat­
teries and deliver an eight-sec­
ond current to an area near the 
left kidney.

They are designed to restrain 
violent defendants and those 
considered escape risks. " It will 
make your bocly tense up real 
g0od, and it will drop some peo­
ple to their knees," Wheatcroft 
said.

Trials ordered

CAMP LEJEUNE, N.C. (AP) — 
A Marine general today ordered 
military trials on manslaughter 
charges for the pilot and naviga­
tor of a fighter jet that cut an 
Italian ski gondola cable and 
killed 20 people.

His sentencing was postponed 
until July 29 because Hawkins 
said he needed to recover from 
the jolt. Three bystanders in the 
courtroom complained, includ­
ing Matthew Huey, a deputy 
puDlic defender.

" r ie  made no aggressive 
movement toward anyone, he 
was not a threat," Huey said. 
"H e was already chained and 
shackled."

More than 15 states and 100 
counties across the country 
strap inmates into the REACT 
stun belt, according manufac­
turer Stun-Tech Inc. of 
Cleveland, which said it had 
been used 27 times without 
causing physical injury.

The human rights group 
Amnesty International opposes 
the stun belt, saying it poses a 
risk to (>eople with heart ail­
ments and could be used as an 
instrument of torture.

Mike Concha, a supervisor in 
the public defender's Long 
Beach office, said he had spoken 
to the judge. * ^

"She was concerned for the 
welfare of the client," Concha 
said, adding that the judge said 
she would reconsider using the 
stun belt again.

The judge declined to com­
ment to reporters Thursday.

Texas Editorials

Fort Worth Star-Telegram on voter apatiiy: '
The Committee for the Study of the American Electorate report­

ed last week diat statewide primaries around the nation this yeeir 
indicated a omtinued fall-off in voter participation. On that basis, 
the committee predicts the lowest general election turnout ever 
when Americans go to the polls in November.

Obviously that is not tire direction that any country serious about 
a system of representative democracy — any republic — would 
chtxise to take. It is far from Abraham Lincoln's vision of "govern­
ment of the people." But beginning in 1974 (after a peak of 32 percent 
voter turnout in 1970), the numbers have fallen steadily. In primaries 
this year, only 17 percent of the voting-age public has responded.

The problem, says the committee, is "motivational." Its director, 
Curtis Cans, says we are witnessing "disaffection, disinterest and 
disengagement from politics."
- True enough. So tte  question is, "Why?" anH the possible 
answers would fill a book:

— Beginning with the Vietnam era and Watergate, right through 
current investigations and the rise of partisanship for its own salre 
in Washington, there has been a steady succession of events calcu­
lated to erode confidence in government and the political system.

—  America may be witnessing a drop in the caliber of men and 
women offering themselves for leadership positions through the 
political system. We've always elected our portion of lightweights, 
but perhaps we see more of tiiem in responsible positions than in 
decades past. It is definite that some of rfie brightest and most car­
ing are leaving public service, discouraged by the lack of common 
courtesy and by the increasingly dominant role of money in politics.

One school of thought ^ y s that a reason for a drop in quality 
is a more aggressive (and sometimes less responsible) media. Since 
Watergate, the media have actively pursued not only the public pec­
cadilloes of political figures but also their private lives. To many 
Americans who would be potentially first-rate public servants, the 
scrutiny and aggravation "just isn't wortii it" for themselves or their 
families.

^  Television, the 900-pound goiilla of late 20th-century life, has 
had some unforhmate effects upon politics. Using television forces 
a chapge in message and tactics. Considerations of time and cost 
appear to result in more negative advertising and less explanation 
of issues. And with television, along with the need for huge 
amounts of campaign money, has risen the industry of campaign 
consultants and spin doctors whose job is to get the client elected, 
no matter what that requires. Meanwhile, public confidence and 
interest in the system wanes.

We can hope that the current disaffection and disinterest is a pass­
ing thing — the result, perhaps, of too many Americans living high 
on the hog in prosperous times in which the nation faces no threat­
ening emergencies.

But it also can be seen as a serious challenge to the nation's 
younger generations. They -r- pieople under 40 for the most part — 
haven't known war or economic bad times in the same way as their 
elders (even their 50-ish baby boomer elders like President Clinton 
or House Speaker Newt Gingrich). It may be up to these "young­
sters" to find their own motivation for political participation and 

, public service. If they find it, they may yet save the republican 
dream of popular government.

San Antonio Express-News on credit union bill:

Answer: It has bogged down in the U.S. Senate.
The future of H.R. 1151, the Credit Union Membership Act, is 

important to 32 million U.S. credit union members. (Five rnillion of 
thran live in Texas, and nearly one-fifth of those members, or 
900,000, are in the San Antonio area, according to the Texas Credit 
Union League.)

The Supreme Court on Feb. 25 ruled invalid a 1982 federal regu­
lation that permitted federally chartered credit unions to accept 
members from outside their chartered membership group or occu­
pation.

Prodded by constituents, the House moved quickly to supersede 
the ruling, passing H.R. 1151 April 1.

On April 30, the Senate Banking Committee passed, 16-2, its ver­
sion of the bill, which appeared to be heading for a compromise and 
passage by Congress brfore summer.

However, the bill remains stalled in the Senate.
A few other events cilso have taken place since the House passed 

H.R 1151.
Within days, Cibcorp and Travelers announced a merger; then 

NationsBank and BankAmerica; then BancOne and 1st Chicago.
As more local banks are swallowed by bigger banks and the big­

ger banks merge, there Ls less competition for consumers.
It only stands to reason that btmk service charges such as credit 

card rates will not fall as competition decreases.

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Teacher made into martyr
Conservatives generally believe in upholding 

the law and punishing those who break it. But 
Republican leaders in Congress are lining up in 
support of someone who used a position of 
public trust to defy the law, expresses no regret 
about it anc^lgives every indication of planning 
to do so again if given the chance.

New York Mayor Rudy 
Giuliani and Speaker Newt Gingrich protested 
her removal. House Republican Whip Tom 
DeLay of Texas appeared with Rosario at a 
news conference, claiming that in the New York 
school system, "pedophiles have more access to 
our children than teachers who have a deep 
commitment to faith."

Presidents must speak of the ^ a t  subjects of 
our Republic. Sadly, few do it often.

When Abraham Lincoln spoke at Gettysburg, 
he set the example. Lincoln reminded his audi­
ence (and every subsequent generation of 
Americans) of the purpose of tlw Civil War -  
and, indeed, of the purpose of the United 
States.

He sought to dedicate a military cemetery,
I hialthough he conceded that, "in a larger sense.

we cannot dedicate -  we cannot consecrate -  
we cannot hallow this ground." The soldiers 
who "gave the last full measure of devotion" 
had already done so, he said.

It was a speech for the ages, an eloquent 
statement of the American Spirit.

Lincoln's words rang anew when we learned 
the identity of the Vietriam War pilot whose 
remains had been interred in the Tomb of the 
Unknowns at Arlington Memorial Cemetery.

No one ever got around to making a 
"Gettysburg Address" that would explain to us 
the purpose of our role in  the Vietnam War. Yet 
throughout my reporting in that war, 1 found 
that the men ana women who served there 
already knew their purpose.

We should never fcxget, nor allow subse­
quent generations to fo i^ t, that whatever the 
government's purpose may have been in wag­
ing the Vietnam War, most of the American 
men and women who went, believed they were 
f i t t in g  for freedom.

This reporter was honored to have covered 
America's warriors in Vietnam. I am proud to 
hare knovim them, proud to have witnessed

their odyssey in that green jungle hell.
They may have gone to the wrong war, but 

they went for the right reasons: They believed 
in service to their country, and they believed in 
the cause of liberty.

Today, where the remains of Michael Blassie 
once rested in the Tomb of the Unknowns, there 
is an empty space.

For many Americans, the Vietnam War itself 
is like a space that can't be filled. As a nation, 
we strive to pay apt tribute to those who served 
and sacrificed. At the same time, we feel con­
flicting emotions: pride in our sons and daugh­
ters, dismay at the bloodshed, grief at the loss­
es, anger at those who lied to us, frustraticm at 
the victory that history denied us.

Advances in forensic science now make it 
unlikely that another unknown warrior from 
Vietnam or any future war will ever rest in the 
Tomb at Arlinrton.

So how can America as a nation pay tribute to 
our men and women who gave that "last full 
measure of devotion"?

We may never find a way. But we must sure­
ly try.

The Chinese are still struggling to under­
stand and obtain liberty. TTie Americans are still 
struggling to uphold it.

We have known terrible casualties in that 
struggle. But the cause was never sweeter.

Better opportunities for 
patients to take health plans to 
court are a key demand of con­
sumer groups and are included 
in rival legislation backed by the 
White House and congressional 
Democrats, which has set off one 
of the most politically-charged 
debates in the run-up to the fall 
elections.

Wherever the GOP task force 
comes down on the issue, they 
are expected to propose that 
insurance companies be required 
to have a process patients can use 
to appeal to an outside arbiter 
when coverage of care is denied.

Other points that remain unde­

The military retains its powerful role in politics, and legislators 
have su n ested  reducing its number of appointed seats in the 500- 
seat parliament by one-third to 50. For pohtical activists, it's a step 
in the right direction but hardly democratic.

Emil Salim, an economist and government critic, envisages 
months of haggling over electoral laws between opposition figures 
and government lawyers. He proposes laws that limit campaign 
donations and require political parties to have at least 500,000 
members to register.

"Now we go down to substance," Salkn said in an interview at 
his ornately decorated home. "It*s not these romantic demonstra­
tions anymore. It's much more difficult."

However, observers fear that if the economy slides further into 
ruin, social unrest may sideline political reform. In May, as many 
as 1,200 people died in riots over price increases in Jakarta.

"If unemployment increases and people are thinking about the 
price of food, then their attention is on tne short term ," Salim said. 
"It's how to fill my stomach today, arel not political reform in the 
next three months or so."

Now, researchers analyzing 
sedim ents from  the cave in 
2Tioudoudian sav the speci­
mens lack the telltale traces of 
wood ash needed to prove the 
ancient hum an-like creatures 
used and controlled fire.

The study, by scientists from 
Israel, China, H arvard and 
Boston University, said sedi- 
mc'nts previously identified as 
remnants of a campfire lacked 
some key chem ical features of 
in-]ilace burning. Charred 
bones found at the site, they 
said, could have b u m ^  in a 
natural fire and moved to the 
site by water, since the sedi­
ments show evidehce that they 
were once submerged.

This 
means that Homo erectus, ttw 
hominid that is thought to have 
colonized Asia starHng about 
1.8 million years ago, may have 
m oved into colder latitudes 
w ithout the benefit of con­
trolled fire.

Prince William meets 
father’s longtime 
flame for first time

LONDON (AP) -  For the first 
time. Prince William has met his 
father's longtime flame -  the 
wonwn Princess Diana blamed 
for the breakup of her marriage 
to Prince Charles.

In an unusual move Thursday, 
a spokeswoman at Charles' 
London residence, St. James's 
Palace, confirmed a tabloid's 
report of the June 12 meeting 
with Camilla Parker Bowles. The 
Sun held up the story for 24 
hours so that Charles could talk 
to 16-year-old William, she said.

"Basically, we can confirm 
that, yes, it is true, théy have 
m et," the spokeswoman said on 
customary condition of 
anonymity.

The Sun, in a story that St. 
James's palace did not dispute, 
said the meeting happiened by 
chance when William arrived at 
the palace unexpectedly to 
charige clothes before ging out 
with friends.

Camilla, 50, was visiting, and 
Charles, realizing they might 
bump into each other, asked 
William if he wanted to meet 
her. The Sun said. William 
agreed and the three had an ami­
cable half-hour of small talk.

William has seen Mrs. Parker 
Bowles twice since then. The 
Sun said, and Prince Harry, 13, 
soon will meet her, toó, if he 
wants to.

The Sun quoted a "royal insid­
er" as saying there was no dis­
cussion about Diana, who died 
Aug. 31, 1997, in a Paris car 
crash. .

The newspaper said Mrs. 
Parker Bowles -  a figure as well- 
known in Britain as the royals

themselves -  was quite nervous 
about the meeting.

Mrs. Parker Bowles, who is 
divorced, and Charles have known 
each other for more than 20 years 
and she was believed to be his 
longtime mistress. Diana main- 
t a i i^  that Charles never really 
gave up the relationship, but 
Charles indicated he was rathful 
to Diana until relaHons broke 
down following the birth of Harry.

Mrs. Parker Bowles has two 
grown children; Charles is god­
father to the elder one, Tom.

"Our readers have a right to 
know that Charles, Camilla and 
William have finally got togeth­
er," the newspaper said.

The Press Complaints 
Commission also appeared to 
agree the story did not violate 
the privacy of the young princes 
-  which newspapers have 
pledged to respect since their 
mother died with photographers 
in pursuit.

"I recognize that certain sto­
ries have a public interest," com­
mission chairman Lord 
Wakeham said. "The palace 
thought this one had; it was jus­
tified."

As part of the buildup to the 
first anniversary of Diana's 
death, her former butler, Paul 
Burrell, unveiled controversial 
plans Thursday for a 27-acre 
memorial garden around 
Kensington Palace, her London 
home. Area residents say it will 
turn the top-price district into a 
tourist trap.

"This ‘is not going to be a 
Disneyworld for Diana," Burrell 
said. "It is to be a very simple, 
quiet place for contemplafion."
