Clinton, Starr named magazine’s “Men of the Year>»

NEW YORK (AP) — President 
Clinton just can't seem to shake 
Kermeth Starr.

The special independent coun­
sel, whose investigation into 
Clinton led to the president's 
impeachment, appears behind 
Clinton's shoulder, partially 
shadowed, on an illustrated Time 
cover that both men share, as the 
magazine's "Men of the Year " for 
1998.

Clinton was Time's sole choice 
in 1992, but this year editors 
ch<»e Starr to shan> the limelight 
with the president after the two 
dominated the year's headlines

"The ni'ws n-infoned our divi­
sion, which vM' bad btvn 
wrestling with until the final

days," wrote Walter Isaacson, 
Time's managing editor, in the 

nittirdouble-issue hitting newsstands 
texlay.

With Saturday's House of 
Representatives vote, Clinton
became just the second president 

alordered to stand trial in the
Senate. Starr's investigation into 
Clinton's affair with former
White House intern Monica 
Lewinsky spurred that vote.

"The year drew to a close the 
way it had opened in January, 
with events being driven by what
these two men had wrought,

lid tsaid Isaacson, who also said the 
two men's "shared obstinacy but 
radically different personalities 
and values caused them to

become entwined in a sullied 
embrace and paired for history."

At the White House, the selec­
tion brought a quip today from 
press secretary Joe UKkhart: "1 
thought it was a perfect biparti­
san cover, with the leaders of the 
Democratic and Republican par­
ties." A telephone call to Starr's 
office was not returned.

Other candidates for the title 
were Federal Reserve Chairman 
Alan Greei.span, Sen. John 
Glenn, baseball slugger Mark 
McGwire and the Irish peace­
makers. Isaacson confirmeti spec­
ulation that Hillary Rodham 
Clinton had been a leading con­
tender for the magazine's annual 
nod to the year's top newsmaker.

Sen. Mitch McConnell’, R-Ky., 
noted today that the Senate 
could dismiss the case at any 
time with a simple majority vote 
of 51 senators.

He said he favored a trial, a 
concept supposedly favored by 
the senior Democrat in the 
chamber. Sen. Robert Byrd, D- 
WVa. Byrd has written an oft- 
quoted history of the Senate.

"I think we need to follow the 
Constitution.

McConnell told NBC's "Today" 
show.

Senate Judiciary Committee 
Chairman Orrin Hatch, R-Utah, 
suggested the first step should 
be a quick poll of his colleagues 
to determine if there is any­
where near the 67 votes needed 
to oust Clinton from office.

If there are only 55 votes "then 
there' has to be sortie considera­
tion to what do you do that is 
the best under the circumstances 
to resolve this matter and in the 
best interests of the country," 
Hatch said on NBC's "Meet the 
Press."

While that should include the 
start of a trial, he said, there are 
other options "where everybody 
could vote on this and vote their 
conscience and it would be fair." 
He refused to offer details.

Clintdn's chief of staff, John

Podestà, said the White House 
legal team would consider 
whether to challenge the consti­
tutionality of a situation in 
which the charges against 
Clinton were brought in the out­
going 105 th Congress but the 
president tried in the 106th 
Congress convening Jan. 6.

"I think that our legal team 
will take a look at that in the 
days to come," Podestà said on 
CNN's "Late Edition. "Some of 
the constitutional experts who 
have reviewed that matter 
believe that it is not consistent 
with the Constitution to have 
done this in a lame-duck 
Congress, especially in the parti­
san way that they did that. So, I 
think we'll have to take a look at 
that."

Democrats suggested getting 
together with the White House 
and Senate Republicans to 
search for a compromise that 
would avoic^a trial altogether. _

Enddri^ng censure Sen. 
Christopher Dodd, D-Conn., 
said a trial would "tie up three 
branches of government for the 
next four months."

Chief Justice William H. 
Rehnquist would preside over a 
Senate trial, with charges pre­
sented by members of the House 
Judiciary Committee.

"In many ways, the Senate's 
on trial here in a way, too," 
Dodd said on NBC. "We're the 
court of last resort, of trying to 
restore some civility here."

Senate Republicans continued 
to insist on a trial or at least the 
start of one.

"The Constitution says if you 
receive these articles you'll have 
a trial," Senate Majority Whip 
Don Nickles, R-Okla., said on

'Fox News Sunday." "I think it
can be done very quickly.

Lott has said originally maybe 
three days to three weeks.

Surgery is riskier than

Surgery may be riskier than no treatment a't all 
for many patients with small brain aneurysms, 
spots where a weak wall in a blood vessel has 
bulged out.

A major study found that if someone has never 
had a burst aneurysm before, the chance that a 
small one in the front of the brain will rupture and 
cause a stroke is less than one-twentieth of 1 per­
cent a year.

By comparison, there is abbuta 10 percent risk of 
death or brain damage from surgery to repair such 
an aneurysm, the study found. A small aneurysm 
was defined as one about three-eighths of an inch
or less.

"It would be very difficult to improve upon that 
natural history," said the study's director. Dr. 
David O Wiebers of the Mayo Clinic.

Hie study is reported in a recent issue of New 
England journal of Medicine. |

The risks of surgery were larger than previous 
studies indicated, partly because this one included 
patients' problems in thinking, while earlier stud­
ies looked at their problems with movement and 
their ability to care for themselves.

About 3 percent of people — 10 million to 13 mil­
lion Americans — either have or will develop an 
intracranial aneurysm, where a weak spot balloons 
out in the wall of an artery in the brain.

These bulges are a small but very deadly cause 
of strokes. Burst aneurysms cause about 20 percent 
of all strokes — 600,000 out of 3 million in 1996 in 
the United States — but about 80 percent of stroke 
deaths, or about 128,300 deaths.

What hasn't been clear is whether doctors 
should operate to fix these weak spots before they 
break. To help settle the issue, Wiebers directed a 
study of 2,721 patients at 33 hospitals in the United 
States, Canada and Europe.

It is the first big study to look at when surgery is 
heeded to fix aneurysms, said Dr. John Marler of 
the National Institutes of Health, which paid for it. 
. Ten years ago, doctors found only one ballooned 
brain artery for every nihe that already had burst. 
But the question of preventive surgery is coming

CARVILLE, La. (AP) — A hospital that has cared for lepers for a century is closing its doors. While 
some patients are reluctant to leave, others embrace the chance to start life anew.

"Some of them are afraid of change," said Jack Pendleton, who married a fellow patient at the Hansen's 
Disease Center 38 years 
ago.

As for the Pendletons, 
they are moving to 
Arizona. "You won't be 
able to see my dust,"
Ruth Pendleton said, 
chuckling.

The center, once 
known as a leprosarium,
will close next year. The property will be used as a boot camp for high school dropouts.

For now, leaving is opHonal, and those who choose to go, like the Pendletons who are active and in 
their 60s, will be given a federal stipend of $33,000 a year.

However, some staff members will stay on for three years, allowing any of the 125 residents to remain 
if they wish. Most are in their 70s, 80s, 90s, and center expects many to live out their lives there, or to be 
moved to Baton Rouge where a federal nursing home and research center are to be set up.

Among those staying is Johnny Harmon, 86, who lived 36 years on the outside before returning in 
1990. "My wife and I were getting old and needed taking care of. So we came back," he says. "We can't 
get better attention. So why should we leave?"

Harmon, who had run a successful photography business, has spent much of the last decade writing

While patients laud the care and attention they have received at the center, they also remember the ear­

lier years when life was misery.
Mrs. Pendleton said the federal stipend cannot make up for what she lost.
"They robbed me of my mother and father. They kidnapped me," shevsaid.
In 1949, at age 14, she was picked up at her home in Corpus Christi, Texas, by a state health nurse and 

a deputy sheriff and driven to the Carville center. 'Two others with the disease were in the back seat of 
the car with me. They made us sit on a tarp. They didn't want the disease to get on the seat," she recalled. 
"Isn't that a joke!"

"Everybody here has been kind," she said, "But when you are young and taken away, you don't under­
stand much."

The first seven patients were barged up the Mississippi River at night from New Orleans to the isolat­
ed and decaying plantation known as Indian Camp, about 25 miles south of Baton Rouge.

The antebellum house was refurbished, and by the 1930s the 330-acre complex included more than 90 
buildings and 3 1 /2 miles of covered walkways and a nine-hole golf course.

"I first came in 1935 when this was truly a leper colony," Harmon said. "There was no real effective 
medicine for the disease. The government did all they could for you until you died. A lot of people died 
here. The graveyard here is big."

There are 700 graves at the center, which in 1921 was taken over by the federal government and scien- 
hsts began researching Hansen's Disease.

À breakthrough came in 1941 when Guy Fagetj^a center director, found that a sulfone drug similar to 
the one^ysedJû treat tuberculosis controls Hanserr'irDisedse and~piffyiríiffó femTs^on.

The drug, Promin, spread around the world. Still more effective n Ji''>nes followed, with much of the 
research done at the oíd plantation complex. After just four doses, the disease is no longer contagious. 
Even before the medicine and despite fear to the contrary, the disease was not easily spread.

Success lessened the numbers of patients at all of the world's centers, which have become caretaker 
facilities in recent years, said Julia Elwood, a former patient who is public affairs director at Carville.

"It's sad in a way to close up," she said, "because it's like a home for so many."

Proper nutrition a vital 
part of young athletes’ 
training

HOUSTON — Teaching 
young ‘ athletes about good 
nutrition should be as impor­
tant as teaching them the skills 
of the game.

"Providing young athletes with 
healthy food choices is one of thê  
keys to helping the reach their 
full athletic potential," said 
Becky Gorham, a registered 
dietitian and research nutritionist 
at the USDA/ARS Children's 
Nutrition Research Center at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston.

Injury prevention is a 
stretch for weekend, war­
riors

HOUSTON — A regular 
stretching program can help 
weekend warriors stay in the 
game.

Tight, inflexible muscles are 
likely to become pulled muscles 
unless they are properly warmed 
up with stretching^

"Strained and pulled muscles 
are the most common injuries 
among people who try to cram a 
week's worth of exercise into a 
weekend, said Dr. Lon Castle, a 
staff physician with the Baylor 
Sports Medicine Institute at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. "Stretching, even just 
five to 10 minutes a few times a 
week,“ can help athletes avoid 
many of these injuries."

The key is to develop a routine 
that targets the major muscle 
groups in both the arms and legs. 
Hamstrings, groin, quadriceps 
(thighs), biceps and shoulders 
should all receive attention.

"Stretching needs .to be done 
slowly an deliberately, holding 
each stretch from five to 10 sec­
onds," said Castle. "Don't use 
fast, bouncing or jerking move­
ments. Those can lead to the 
injuries you're trying to avoid."

Exercising under the 
weather not good idea

HOUSTON — If you come 
down with the flu this winter, 
skip the trip to the gym. "If you 
can't make it to work, you cer­
tainly shouldn't be exercising," 
said Dr. John Cianea, a sports- 
medicine specialist at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houston. 
"Aerobic activity that increases' 
the heart rate also raises your 
body temperature. This can make 
a bout with the flu worse."

Even after you are feeling bet­
ter, it is best to ease back into 
your normal routine.

"The flu can really take a toll 
on your energy level," he said. 
"When resuming your exercise 
regimen, adjust both the duration 
and intensity of the workouts. If 
you had symptoms for three or 
four days, your body needs a 
week of short, low-intensity 
workouts to completely recover."

Pushing too hard too soon can 
land you back in sick bay.

Pretty pintails have gone through hard years

WACO, "̂ exas — Waterfowlers 
have enjoyed rewarding days in 
their blinds in recent years, due to 
flourishing populations of most of 
North America's ducks. But the pin­
tail, which ranks at the top of the 
favored list with mallards, hasn't.

Pintails are beautiful. Just seeing 
these slim, graceful ducks is often 
enough to make a morning in the 
blind a big success. But pintails 
have gone through some tough 
years. In 1989, the official word 
was they were in a heap of trouble. 
The pintail population had plum­
meted lo a record low-of 2 bTniHkm 
birds, down from a high of 10 mil­
lion in 1956.

Fish and Wildlife ^rvice, pintail 
numbers fell 29 percent overall, 
from 3.6 million birds in 1997 to 
just 2.5 million in 1998, 43 percent 
below the long-term average. This 
is a great disappointment to water- 
fowl managers and hunters, who 
have hoped for a pintail recovery 
for more than a decade.

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Muslim group promising retaliation for airstrikes
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Baghdad renewed its 

claim of victory today, and an extremist Muslim 
m mp threatened retaliation for the four days of 
U.S.-British airstrikes against Iraq.

U.N. officials said humanitarian workers would 
return to the Iraqi co ita l Tuesday to resume super­
vision of food aid. Tne workers were evacuated to 
Jordan last week amid the bombardment.

Iraqi President Saddam Hussein, in his first pub­
lic comments since the attacks ended late Saturday, 
said Iraq was victorious against "enemies of God."

In a brief speech Sunday on radio and television, 
Saddam saici the Iraqi prople and the army have 
proved to be "worthy of what your leadership 
exfiected from you."

"God will repay well and crown your heart with 
clear victory," he said. *

Saddam met with his Revolutionary Command 
Council and members of the regional command of 
his ruling Baath Party, the official Iraqi News 
Ageixy said today. It did not say when the meeting 
was held or what was discussed.

No final casualty toll has been released, but pre­

vious reports indicated at least 42 Iraqis were killed 
and %  wounded in the strikes, the most intensive 
military operation in the region since the 1991 Gulf 
War. Iraqi forces offered little resistance other than 
anh-aircraft fire.

Iraq's U.N. ambassador, Nizar Hamdoon, 
claimed Sunday the toll was much higher.

"Casualties are in the thousaiKls in terms of peo­
ple killed or wounded, but we don't have any nnal 
figure," he told CNN. "There has been eiK>rmous 
damage mainly to the civilian infrastructure and to 
human lives."

In halting the strikes. President Clinton said the 
70-hour assault severely damaged Iraq's ability to 
build weapons of mass destruction.

Secretary of State Madeleine Albright said the 
United States might strike again if Saddam rebuilds 
such weapons.

Iraqi officials have not allowed reporters to 
inspect areas where the most extensive damage 
occurred, including presidential palaces and 
defense installations.

Al-Gamaa al-lslamiya, or the Islamic Group, said

in a statement sent to the Cairo office of Al-Hayat 
newspaper that the attacks were "a disgrace to the 
Islamic nation," the paper reportixl today.

The group called for a "holy war" against the 
United States and a boycott of Anierican and British 
products, the paper said. It also called for putting 
Clinton on trial as a war criminal.

Anonymous calls to Al-Hayat also threatened 
attacks on Kuwaiti embassies and "American inter­
ests" in the Gulf.

In Iraq's state-run newspapers, the rhetoric today 
was as strident as before the assault and repeated 
the government's assertion that it was the winner.

"Victorious, as the bad bid has failed," said the 
headline in AI-Qaoissiya.

Clinton said he hop^ that U.N. weapons inspec­
tors would be able to return to Iraq to resume their 
7 1/2-year mission to search and destroy illegal 
weapons. The airstrikes were launched on the 
grounds that Iraq was obstructing the work of the 
weapons inspectors of the U.N. Special 
Conunission, or UNSCOM.

Iraqi Vice President Taha Yassin Ramadan

declared Saturday night that UNSCOM's "mission 
is over."

Baghdad was bustling with normal activity 
today, but in the streets, there was anger.
_ If "Clinton has achieved his mission, why does he 

say the inspectors must return?" asked Ali 
Mahmoud Acxlel Munaim, an unemployed 32- 
year-old. If everything illegal has been destroyed in 
the airstrikes, "the next step ought to be lifting of 
sanctions," he said.

The U.N. says it will not lift economic sarKtions 
imposed after Iraq's 1990 invasion of Kuwait until 
UNSCOM certifies Iraq is free of all nuclear, chem­
ical arxl biological weapons and long-range mis­
siles.

Many Iraqis were coming to terms with the blows 
the missiles dealt to their lives.

Adil Mohammed Nori, a 50-year-old spice store 
owner, said he was preparing to drive 185 miles to 
the southern town of Ali al-Gharbi. Asked why, he 
said: 'To attend a funeral for a mass destruction 
weapon that Clinton has destroyed: my 12-year-old 
niece."
