SAN PERLITA, Nov. 28, (iPV— 
Fifty sharp-eyed Texans, impat­
ient over failure of officers to find 
two hunters who vanished myster­
iously on a forbidden ranch pre­
serve No. 18, rode into the brushy 
cattle domine today to conduct 
their own investigation.
The discovery of a Mexican guide 

shot and stabbed to death near 
Raymondville. ten miles west of 
here, caused a flurry of excitement 
but officers declared there was no 
apparent relation between this in­
cident and the strange disappear­
ance of Luther and John Blanton.

Sheriff Howard Cragg of Willacy 
county arrested two Mexican men 
and a woman in the slaying of the 
guide. Their names were not re­
vealed.

Rangers gave their permission to 
the civilian searching party to cross 
ranch fences and comb the Yturria 
property, adjacent to the King 
ranch where the Blantons went 
duck hunting. They lived Just off 
the King ranch 500 yards from 
the lagoon where they were last 
seen.

Automobile tracks between the la­
goon and the Yturria property led 
to the theory that the Blantons 
might have been killed and taken 
to the tangled mesquite on the 
Yturria property for concealment 
of their bodies.

Sheriff Howard Cragg said such 
a thing was possible and that the 
automobile tracks were the only 
possible clue Investigators had to 
follow in their hunt for the Blan­
tons. Rangers have frankly ad­
mitted their belief the Blantons were 
slain, either on or after being taken 
off the King ranch, and that their 
bodies have been hidden.

JAPAN WILL HASTEN TO 
ENLARGE NAVAL BUDGET
TOKYO. Nov. 28, (/Pi—Japan will 

hasten to enlarge her navy as soon, 
as parliament approves new budget1 
estimates. Admiral Osami Nagano. 
Japanese minister of marine, said 
today.

Japan he described as a “poor 
power which cannot afford as large 
a navy as other powers, but must 
be able to defend itself and main­
tain peace in the far east."

The 1937-38 naval budget, approv­
ed by the cabinet yesterday, calls for 
an expenditure of approximately1 
$200,000,000.

other powers."

Sufficient steps already have been 
taken by Japan to combat commun­
ism, the labor party declared in an 
affirmation of Its own continuous 
opposition to the Russian type of 
government.

PERSON KILLED EVERT 
FOUR HOURS IN TEXAS

AU8TIN. Nov. 28. f/P)—Every four 
hours and 48 minutes someone is 
killed in Texas by an automobile, 
more often than not a speeding 
one.

Department of Public Safety stat­
isticians show that 1*7.000 of Texas' 
1.350,000 registered automobiles were 
involved in accidents.

Taking into consideratinon the 
small flow of traffic at the time, the 
period from 12:01 to 6 a. m. is the 
deadliest time on the highways, the 
department reported.

However, the greatest death toll, 
regardless of amount of traffic, is 
from 10:01 to 11 p. m., 5:01 to 6 
p. m . and 11:01 p. m. to midnight.

Twenty-nine per cent of drivers 
involved in death wrecks were be­
tween the ages of 20 and 29, and 
47 per cent of those Involved came 
in the 30-49 years classification.

The department announced that 
143 children under 15 years of 
age were killed since February 14. 
1936, when the statistical division 
of the drivers' license bureau was 
inaugurated. In the same period 714 
youths were injured.

Diphtheria Cases
Reported in City

Several cases of diphtheria have 
been reported in Pampa during 
the last two weeks and one death 
has resulted from the disease al­
ready. according to Dr. R. A. Webb, 
county health officer, who urged 
parents to have all children over 
five months of age given diphtheria 
toxoid.

Two new cases of scarlet fever 
were also reported yesterday, Dr. 
Webb said.

"I urge parents to go to their 
family doctor and have their children 
inoculated," Dr. Webb said. “If a 
child becomes the least bit ill, the 
family physician should be called 
without delay. Many contagious 
cases are not being reported to the 
health authorities/' Dr. Webb said.

Melvis Morris, sta­
tioned with the United States army 
at Fort Warren, Wyo., has received 
a medal for making the best record 
at the fort in bayonet practice, and 
tht he also scored 49 of a possible 
50 in rifle practice.

The Adventures of Big-Foot Wal­

lace by John C. Duval. 1936.
The author wrote an account of 

his own adventures in Early Times 
in Texas, recently published. Both 
Books were edited by Mabel Major 
and Rebecca W. Smith and both 
published by Tardy's. Dallas.

William Alexander Anderson Wal­
lace descended from a line of Scotch­
men who settled in Rockbridge 
county. Virginia, before the Revo­
lutionary War.
His grandfather was one of four 
brothers to fight with the colonies 
in 1775-83, the thred brothers be­
ing killed in battle. Standing six 
foot two in moccasined feet, with an 
arm spread of six feet, long curling 
black hair and piercing eyes which 
never needed the services of an op­
tician. W. A. A. (Big-Foot) Wallace 
was a commanding figure.

Wallace came of fighting blood 
and was restive in the settlements, 
longing to go west to seek adventure. 
A brother and cousin had gone to 
Texas, been captured by the Mexi­
cans and shot at Goliad. A number 
of young men were anxious to 
avenge this murder of their kin and 
came to Texas in the spring of 1836 
with the dual purpose of revenge 
and adventure.

Wallace acquired the name of 
|Big-Foot before many years, per­
haps in Mexico. He seemed to have 
figured in every engagement of any 
! importance with both Indians and 
j Mexicans from the time of his ar­
rival. He early learned the perils of 
being lost in an uncharted country, 
of surprise attacks from Indians, or 
thirst on a march, and the many 
dangers incident to life in the open 
on the frontier.

It was while with Jack Hays' com­
pany of Rangers which he joined in 
1815 and with whom he later enter­
ed Mexico, that Wallace and Duval 
became comrades.

The subject of the book had many 
close encounters from which lie nar­
rowly escaped with his life. Later, 
he ranched in South Texas and for 
a period of time carried the mail by 
stagecoach between El Paso and San 
Antonio. He made one trip back to 
his old home town in Virginia after 
an absence of many years.

Among the humorous incidents re­
counted is that of Wallace's attempt 
to equip himself properly for his 
trip to Virginia and his discomfort 
in the store clothes he purchased; 
his two-day trip on the Gulf to 
reach New Orleans, giving his opin­
ion of sailing and of large bodies 
of water in general: 
his attendance at the masked ball 
and making the acquaintance there 
of the ‘ ‘white lion.” The author 
with his notebook and umbrella who 
accompanied Wallace and his men 
on one trip provided cohsiderable 
amusement for the group.

This book is an account of Wal­
lace's adventures which were known 
to Duval and others which were told 
to him by Wallace and was first 
published in 1870. This edition, 
edited by Majors and Smith, is a 
recent publication^

TUBERCULOSIS
So much has been written about tuberculosis that we 

are prone to list it among those diseases that cause us 
little trouble. We think little about it because it hasn’t 
visited our home and claimed members of our immediate 
family for its victims. We cannot deny its importance, 
however, when we know that in 1934 it caused thirteen 
thousand deaths in the United States.

Many people think that adults only have the disease. 
It is true that more deaths occur in young people between 
the ages of 15 and 25 than at any other age, although in 
1934 there were 4,300 deaths from tuberculosis in chil­

dren under 15 years of age in the United States. This 
should be sufficient evidence to cause us to put forth every 
effort to stamp out the disease.

A recent survey among Texas school children indicated 
that about 300,000 have some degree of tuberculosis. This 
is approximately 25 per cent of the school children. On 

•this basis we have in our own schools in Pampa about 680 
children who have some degree of tuberculosis. Which 
ones have it? From which homes do they come? We do 
not know.

Where did they get the tuberculosis germs? Was the 
disease inherited? They may get it from several sources 
but do NOT inherit it. A child may get the germs by as­
sociating with someone who has the disease. An infant 
may contract the disease by crawling on the floor, on im­
properly cleaned rugs where a tubercular person has lived. 
It may be contracted by eating infected food stuffs, par­

ticularly raw milk from tubercular cows. As children grow 
older and their contacts with other persons increase they 
are likely to get the germs into their bodies. Such infec­
tions are usually mild and remain so, unless the child’s 
resistance is lowered by other diseases or by lack of pro­
per food. Poor recovery from childhood diseases, influ­
enza and pneumonia should suggest a thorough exam­
ination for tuberculosis.

Can we know whether or not our children have tuber­
culosis germs in their bodies? Yes, by giving the tuberculin 
test. This is easily done, is inexpensive and is entirely 
harmless. It is given by placing a drop of liquid called 
tuberculin, within the upper surface layer of the skin 
either by a tiny scratch, or by injection. If the spot be­
comes red and slightly swollen within two or three days it 
means that the germs are in the body. The small reddened 
area soon disappears and no scar is left. This is the 
simplest and most satisfactory way of discovering tubercu­
losis.

Many schools in Texas have given the tuberculin test 
to every enrolled child. Complete examinations are then 
made for those who have a positive reaction. In one of our 
cities where tuberculin tests were given last year many 
children from the wealthiest homes were found to have 
the disease. This led to a city-wide campaign in which 
practically every citizen had the test. It was discovered 
that the maids in the homes had tuberculosis.

Pampa is at present reviving interest in a tuberculosis 
campaign that was begun some months ago. With the in­
formed citizenship that we have, little effort on the part 
o f leaders should be necessary for a campaign which will 
reach not only every school child but every citizen of our 
county. ^

De los Rios sits down and says there are things he 
cannot understand—why the Spanish people could not 
achieve social and economic progress without inciting the 
wealthy land-owners and the army to a campaign of mass 
murder; how the civilized world can accept the ravish­
ment of Spain by half-savage Moors and mercenary For­
eign Legion troops, or the massacre of women and children 
in the bombardment of Madrid; how it ever came about 
that the Spanish situation was so misrepresented in the 
American political campaign as to convince many Amer­
icans that Communism and religion were issues primarily 
involved. •

“ These people are not Spaniards who bomb and burn 
our churches and museums and seats of culture in Madrid,” 
insists the ambassador. “ The pilots are either Italians or 
Germans. No Spaniard would bomb our women and chil­
dren as they wait in line for milk.’”

COMBATING FATIGUE
In the vocabulary of the sports 

writer, there is an expression “out 
on his feet.” It describes the punch- 
drunk boxer. Although knocked out 
he is unaware of his condition. In 
everyday life there are many indi­
viduals who might be described as 
fatigue-drunk, and who also are 
knocked out without knowing it.

Just how fresh and vigorous an 
individual ought to be and just 
what degree of fatigue a person is 
entitled to suffer and still consider 
himself well, is difficult to demon­
strate, the sensations being entirely 
subjective. But there are certain 
common indices of fatigue with 
which everyone should be acquaint­
ed and should serve as a warning 
that the danger zone of exhaustion 
has been reached.

Perhaps the outstanding symptom 
is psychic depression or oddly 
enough Its obverse, psychic elation. 
The individual is either so “dog­
gone” tired that he does not care 
what happens, or else is so stimulat­
ed that again he does not care what 
happens. .

Constitutionally, excessive arid 
chronic fatigue is likely to manifest 
itself in persistent tiredness, the 
person waking tired and perhaps 
gaining a little in strength as the

day advances. Sore muscle*s, stiff 
joints, various and ill-defined aches 
and pains, muscle cramps, obstinate 
lumbago - -  all point to chonic 
fatigue. Functionally the individual 
may suffer a loss of appetite, in­
somnia and indigestion.

The chronically tired individual 
reveals a flabby constitution. His 
belly pouts, his shoulders are round 
and drooping, his head is inclined 
downward, he slouches rather than 
stands. and reclines rather than sits. 
His speech is likely to be uncertain 
and unclear. His movements have a 
swinging character tending to over­
reach and to overrun the mark.

A person in this condition is in 
grave danger of constitutional and 
psychologic disease. He requires im­
mediate and sustained help. To be­
gin with, then, such a person must 
make a careful check of his working 
conditions, and must attempt to 
eliminate whatever severe strain he 
finds therein. Of course, he is seldom 
a free agent in relation to his work.

Away from work he can combat 
fatigue by the proper kind of recre­
ation. by adequate rest and by see­
ing that his diet is suitable. Con­
cretely the following two measures 
are of great help In overcoming 
fatigue:

One Is a short rest from a half

hour to an hour before dinner. The 
other is the indulgence in a week­
end in bed. The latter means literal­
ly getting into bed and staying there 
for 24 or 36 hours.

PUBLIC WELFARE

“ Why should I be asked to sub­
scribe to a fund for school lunches 
for undernourished children? Of 
course I am sorry for them, but 
most of them are undernourished 
chiefly because their mothers do not 
know how to feed them. I haven't 
any extra money to give away. It is 
not so easy to feed one’s family 
these days, let alone other people’s.”

If one’s joints ached with rheum­
atism, one would suspect a focus 
of Infection somewhere in one’s body. 
If one's stomach refused to function, 
the whole body would suffer. The 
same Is true of society. It is nbt on­
ly the undernourished children who 
suffer from the poverty or ignorance 
of their environment, but in the 
end one’s own children as well. 
Dirt and disease in a Slum have a 
direct effect on the children in the 
palace.

In those regions where all the 
children, rich and poor alike, attend 
public school, an epidemic may 
spread like wildfire, striking down 
the more or less fortunate at ran­
dom. It i»  the undernourished who 
are most liable to infection, but they 
can spread disease to the most care­
fully tended child. Dirt, vermin, fil­
thy talk, skin infections, need not 
be confined to the poor and ignor­
ant. They may start in slums, but 
they can spread to garden cities. For 
purely practical reasons, the par­
ents who have the welfare of their 
own' children at heart will do what 
they can for the less fortunate.

There Is always, of course, the hu­
manitarian element to be considered. 
Having youngsters of one’s own 
should make one interested in all 
children and sympathetic with the 
parents who cannot always give chil­
dren what they need. It is a good 
thing for the spiritual development 
of one’s own boys and girls too, to 
learn the duty of sharing not only 
one’s surplus, but one’s current ne­
cessities, with the less fortunate in 
life.

BUENOS AIRES READY 
TO WELCOME POESIDENI

BUENOS AIRES, Nov. 28 </P)— 
Buenos Aires put on gala dress to­
night for a tumultous welcome to 
President Franklin D. Roosevelt 
when he arrives Monday to open the 
inter-American peace conference.

Posters were plastered through­
out the city at the order of Mayor 
de Vedia and every one of the city's 
2,300.000 residents was asked to dis­
play Argentine flags Monday In 
salute.

The posters praised the United 
States president not only because he 
is “writing history in one of the 
most transcertdant moments of 
modern life, but he comes to Buenos 
to cement the permanent benefits 
of peafce.”

Mr. Roosevelt was declared wor­
thy of high honor as “chief of the 
nation which in every sense is the 
largest of the continent” who has 
“Just been ratified by his people by 
a great majority.”

There were plans also for a cere­
mony unique to the Argentina—tri­
bute to feminine protagonits of 
peace who Intend to present a peti­
tion against war being 2,000,000 
signatures from the Americas.

The petition will h* presented 
Wednesday at city hall following 
President Roosevelt's departure.

A. The police authorities have 
established at Metropolitan College, 
Hendon, in the north of London, a 
training school where selected can­
didates arc educated for places in 
the higher ranks.

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PASS INTERFERENCE PENALTIES AT GOAL LINE HELP NAVY BEAT ARMY

ARMY DRIVES ONCE TO 
NAVY’S THREE-YARD 

STRIPE

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 28 (JP>—
It w u  the Navy by a iourhodwn— 
and by a courtmartial.'
As a record eastern football throng 

of 103,000 spectators shivered and 
resigned themselves to the bleak 
prospect of a scoreless tie, the shell­
shocked midshipmen rode out of the 
grey gloom of gigantic municipal 
stadium today to seize a decisive 
break on Illegal pass Interference 
and ride It and the Army mule to a 
7 to 0 triumph, with only three min­
utes of the hectic battle left to go.

The break, like so many that have 
decided big games and caused heat­
ed arguments this year, capped a 73- 
yard march that brought victory to 
the midshipmen and left Henry Sul­
livan, youthful cadet from Mt, Ster­
ling, Ky., the "goat” of the game.

For It was Sullivan, by quirk of 
fate, who was adjudged guilty of 
illegal Interference on a 17-yard pass 
tossed by Bill Ingram—a break that 
gave the midshipmen the ball on 
the Army three, first down, from 
which point Sneed Schmidt of St. 
Joseph. Mo., took the pigskin over 
after three terrific blasts at the 
heroic but battered Army line.

Ingram, scion of a famous Navy 
family, added the extra point from 
placement.

Navy had been pushed and tram­
pled all over the green tinted grass 
before the complexion changed with 
such lightning rapidity and the mid­
dle drove to victory with the aid of 
not one but two pass Interference 
rulings. Here's how It happened:

The middles halted the cadets on 
their 28 when Big Jim Craig fum­
bled and Schmidt recovered for the 
Navy. Ingram braved a pass. Jimmy 
Schwenck, cadet fullback, batted the 
ball down, but the field judge, E. E. 
Miller of Penn State, ruled Illegal 
Interference on the play and Navy 
gained six yards. Schmidt and In­
gram passed and drove the cadets 
back with a steady drive. A pass 
to Irwin Fike put the ball on Army's 
20.

Ingram then threw a low pass to 
his left to Bob Antrim. Sullivan 
judged the play and batted the ball, 
plucking It from the air on the Army 
three. At first the referee started to 
bring the ball hack to Army's 20 but 
Field Judge Miller rushed In. called 
the penalty, and Navy found the 
door open to' its second victory In 
three years and 14th In the glamor­
ous series that began in 1890.

It wasn't easy for the line shatter­
ing Schmidt from there on but the 
broken cadets had to give. On the 
first plunge. Schmidt didn't gain an 
Inch; on the second he picked up a 
grudging two yards, and on the third 
he dove high over his left guard 
and It was ovkr as the white-capped 
middy throng went into a frenzy of 
MKHRltaB. -

With more power in the "concen­
tration camp”—that stone wall re­
gion within 20 yards of the goal 
they never could cross—the cadets 
might have turned the struggle, 
fought before the second biggest 
crowd in the series’ history, into a 
rout.

Their elusive bundle of human 
TNT, 145-pound Monk Meyer, turn­
ed in spectacular runs, and the 
cadets drove to the midshipmen's 
18-yard line in the first period only 
to be stopped by great defensive 
Work by six-foot Irwin Fike, Navy 
end from Normal, 111.

In the second period, the Mule's 
charges drove the middies back to 
thier 36, to their 3 and seven yard 
stripes. Meyer failed only by inches 
to make first down on Navy's 3-yard 
line as Army's best chance faded. 
A magnificent 70-yard punt by the 
versatile Schmidt helped the Navy's 
defense. ,

With prestige still shaken by 
Italy'8 conquest of Ethiopia, old 
England slowly labors toward the 
recovery of her role as the balance 
wheel of Europe.

(3) all-embracing British rearma­
ment.

These are the three cardinal 
points of British national policy 
with regard to continental Europe. 
If the league fails, she threatens 
to cut loose from Europe and let 
the, nations there stew in their 
own ancient feuds. With her env- 
pire and dominions, together with 
the friendship of the United Stat­
es. Britain will seek a new era.

France rushes to arms.
France, like other European pow­

ers, sees Its future best protected 
through its armed forces.

It clings tenaciously to hopes for 
an effective collective security ar­
rangement. but at the same time 
It has decided to build up Its 
army. Its navy and its air force.

Common In official utterances 
are warnings that Europe is split­
ting into two major hostile camps 
—that of fasclstai on one side and 
that of the opponents of fascism 
on the other—the latter including 
democracies.

Its feeling, as efforts to get to­
gether a new Locarno conference 
proceed, is: Toward Oreat Britain 
one of trust in the possibility of 
continued cooperation: (toward 
Oermany, one of suspicion; to­
ward Italy, suspicion but some­
what less marked; toward Rus­
sia, one of common interest creat­
ed by mutual distrust of Oermany.

Among the people there are rabid 
sympathizers with Russia, staunch 
believers In fascism and—the ma­
jority-adherents of the middle 
policy who fear encroachments 
from both sides.

The government must watch Its

step If It wonts to keep Its major­
ity together. If It makes unpopular 
concessions In its foreign policy 
It runs the risk of a quick tumble.

It must above all take action 
which will be popularly interpret­
ed as the safest for French secur­
ity. Fourteen billion francs are to 
be spent In the next four yean, 
outside the regular budget figure 
for a highly trained army supplied 
with the deadliest weapons known 
to modern warfare.

Hitler Courts British
Germany’s bosom friend is Italy, 

yet Germany does not completely 
trust Italy.

The German press was instructed 
during the recent Clano visit not 
to proclaim too Intimate a friend­
ship.

Cynical persons even say the 
Italo-Oerman agreement will not 
last longer than a year, for by that 
time Italy and Great Britain will 
be so entangled with each other 
regarding the Mediterranean that 
Oermany must choose sides. Her 
choice will be Britain, they pre­
dict.

Wooing Britain has been an out­
standing aspect of nazi foreign 
diplomacy. Hitler is reliably re­
ported to have said, "we must 
come to an agreement with Eng­
land. cost what may."

German relations with Soviet 
Russia have worsened constantly 
under nazi rule.

Franco-German relations still 
cause a lot of headaches to Oer- 
man statesmen. Hitler In hls book, 
"Mein Kampf." has so forcibly 
branded France as Germany's her­
editary enemy that an understand­
ing is dtflfcult.

Red Army Nears 2,000.000
Soviet Russia’s great concern to­

day as it has been for the last 
three or four years is Oermany. and 
the suspicion that somehow or an­
other Oermany may drive or coax 
the British and French into a 
western Europe security arrange­
ment leaving Hitler a free hand In 
eastern Europe and against the 
Soviet Union.

The Kremlin believes Hitler must 
be stopped soon or Europe Is In for 
another war.

Soviet Scared
The Soviets won't yet admit the 

force of the Franco-Soviet pact may 
have been affected by ramification 
of the Spanish war and the new 
position assumed by Belgium, but It 
is clear the foreign office In Mos­
cow is gravely preoccupied by that 
possibility.

Belgium's action in returning to a 
position of isolation has thrown a 
genuine scare Into the Soviets. They 
also fedr an Anglo-German under­
standing.

The Kremlin makes no effort to 
conceal Its belief that the peace of 
Europe rests with Oreat Britain.

Dictators Are Close Friends
Count Clano's visit to Berlin and 

Berchtesgaden has set up a signed 
parallellty of views.

Italy agrees with Germany on the 
major problems of Europe, the Lo­
carno conference, the League of Na­
tions, the Spanish situation, the 
Danublan basin and Communism. 
Germany's recognition of the Ital­
ian Ethiopian empire—In exchange 
for commercial concessions there— 
has made a good impression In 
Italy.

Nevertheless there is no alliance

or Treaty between them since 
neither desires to have Britain Os 
an enemy. Their determination to 
work together on European prob­
lems should have a considerable ef­
fect on Europe’s policy In 1937. **•

Italy feels uneasy toward Britain 
and would like to see relations Im­
proved by a direct treaty. She feels 
London Is rearming in the Med­
iterranean with Italy in mind and 
Is forming semi-all lances with 
eastern Mediterranean powers to 
curb Italy’s growing power.

"Spareribs! The very word calls up 

visions of my childhood home and 
the good smelly kitchen where plain 
homely food was cooked.” That’s a 
loving sigh quoted from Della T. 
Lute’s exciting “Book of Menus With 
Recipes" which American cooks will 
enjoy.

Read on, and you and your hungry 
family will see why enjoyment lurks 
between Its well - printed pages. 
"Baked Stuffed Spareribs: whole 
fresh (not corned) spareribs (as 
many as your family will consume 
with eagerness). Trim off the thin 
skin covering. Make a bread stuff­
ing with plenty ofdonion, sage, sav­
ory, and highly seasoned with salt, 
pepper and butter. Moisten the 
bread with applesauce very slightly 
seasoned (you’ll have to admit that’s 
a grand way to moisten anything). 
Rub the spareribs with salt and 
pepper, put in a roasting pan with 
half cup of water. Bake in hot oven 
(400 degrees F.) for 45 minutes, then 
spread over with stuffing and bake 
for half an hour longer.

Reading Ravenously.
All of which proves that the read­

ing of new cook books is a solace for 
the soul and a thrill for the appe­
tite. The Joy of Cooking—yes, that’s 
really the title of another hand­
some new cook book, fit for any 
Santa Claus to give to any puzzled 
housewife. Irma 8. Rombauer caused 
a sensation when she wrote it. Why? 
Well, how does this taste: “Potato 
Croquettes Filled With Green Peas:

about 12 croquettes. Cook two pounds 
green peas. Peel and boll until tender 
four large potatoes. Mash them. 
There should be about two cups? 
Beat Into them one tablespoon but­
ter, two tablespoons cream, two egg 
yolks. Season with one teaspoon 
salt, 10 drops onion Juice, V4 tea­
spoon paprika. ft teaspoon nutmeg, 
one tablespoon minced parsley. Beat 
the potatoes until they are smooth. 
Form them Into 2 Vi-inch balls. 
Scoop out the centers. Place to each 
one a tablespoon of peas. Fill the 
hole with a little of the potato. Re­
shape the balls. Dip them in one 
egg diluted with two tablespoons 
water, then in sifted bread crumbs. 
Fry them in deep fat. Drain on 
absorbent paper. Serve with broiled 
lamb chops.

Several months ago your corres­
pondent -stated that international 
bankers expected the war debt 
problem to come to a head early 
in 1937. France is reliably report­
ed to have made such overtures 
to President Roosevelt. Other coun­
tries are expected to follow the 
parade started by France. And 
what is it all about? The foreign 
governments are anxious to gain a 
reentry ticket to the American in­
vestment market which is flooded 
with loose funds.

During December and January 
close to $200,000,000 in maturities 
will be paid off in cash. Dealers 
say that it will force the purchase 
of any kind of bond. That is 
why it is believed that even for­
eign government offerings will be 
bought. But before bankers per­
mit foreign bond sales they will 
rush refundings of domestic cor­
porations. In that way the accu­
mulated investment money will be 
induced to remain in the United 
States. Through talk of national­
ism, preference will be urged.

LIMITED
According to investment brok­

ers its will be hard for the admin­
istration to put the brakes on the 
heavy purchases of securities. This 
because of the abundance of 
money ready for investment. The 
law of supply and demand isn't 
being overlooked by investment 
houses. Since people are holding 
what they own and since foreign 
funds keep pouring into Ameri­
can markets a shortage of securi­
ties isn’t unlikely.

And how come the shortage? 
When the fears of inflation start­
ed nothing was done by the ad­
ministration to stop such talk. Re­
sult-big money went into com­
mon stocks as a hedge. Then the 
prices of securities spurted. Now 
these big holdings are being re­
tained. Why? Because if they arc 
sold the'profits will be large and 
therefore the taxes great in dol­
lars and cents. Since no man 
likes to pay large taxes near term 
offerings of shares will limited.
