Pampa Indepondenl Scho»»! District (PISD)

Twelve students and one teacJier were killed 
when Harris and Dylan Klebold opened fire. The 
teen-age gunmen then committed suicide.

DeAngelis told tJie Governor's Columbine 
Review Commission he had met Klebold when tJie
teen-ager was helping out with lighting for a school 
play. Both youths did well in cUm, participated in 
stime extracurricular activities and stayed out ot 
tmubie at scJiool DeAngelis said.

ConstTudion is expected to begin tras feu.on the 
King Mountain lA^nd Ranch, which will cover 
about 200 acres along the eastern and southern
edge of the mesa near McCarney in Upton County, 
the Houston Chronicle reported Friday.

Its 160 wind turbines will produce more than 200 
megawatts of power, the newspaper said.

The wind farm will be more powerful than oth­
ers because the turbines will be "some of tlie 
lar»e^ iru existence," said Richard Wlieatley, 
spoMMMH» lor Houston-based Reliant Energy, 
tvhich win buy the wind Iferm's'ek^rtriefty 'fo r 
resale.

Relentless wind in the area, along with the 
decline of aging oil fields, makes King Mountain 
an attractive site, project offidals said. The many 
windmills used to pump water in the region give a 
testament to the wind's power, offidals said.

file cabinet, containing 
essential and important information, is of 
tremendous benefit. Without a wastebasket 
for disposing of outdated, unnecessary, triv­
ial or useless papers, the office would soon 
become too cluttered to operate efficiently.

Things to remember and things to forget; 
how careful we should be to do some of both. 
How important it is to know what to forget 
and what to remember.

So many people torment themselves by 
remembering th in «  which should have been 
long forgotten. Some wise fellow once 
observed that "it takes no medical skill to 
nurse a grudge." We all know people who 
succeed in keeping one alive almost indefi­
nitely. Such folk are always unhappy, usual-are always unhappy, 
ly depressed and sometimes suffering with
ulcers. The one they hate, and whose slight

they remember, may be getting along fine. 
The one carrying resentment and grudges, 
though, is hurting.

In his fascinating little book. Dr. S.l. 
McMillan, M.D., has a thought proyoking 
chapter entitled, "It's not What You Eat, But 
What Eats You." How much unhappiness is 
occasioned by people letting things from the 
past "eat on" them.

Sometimes it's a past failure or sin which 
clings to the memory and robs one's life of its 
joy and song. St. Paul was troubled with this 
at times. On one occasion, he declared that 
he was "the chiefest of sinners" when he 
remembered his past life as a persecutor of 
the church. At other times, he recalled that 
awful day when Stephen, the first Christian 
martyr, was stoned to deeth. In the file cabi­
net of his mind was stored a viyid picture of 
himself standing there, holding the coats for 
the men who carried out this terrible deed.

One day Paul discoyered that yictorious

le learned that God wants us to for­
get some things. Proyision has been made in, 
the grace of God for our guilt to be buried in 
the depths of His foraying love. The Lord 
assures us that he wilfforgive and f o i ^ .  In 
faith, we must accept his assurance. Vw, too, 
must forget the things of the past which 
would torment and defeat us. liuow  those 
things into the wastebasket.

But, back to the file cabinet: There are some 
memories that should forever be stored with 
us. We should remember the mercies of the 
Lord in delivering us from the pit we were 
in. We should recall his blessings. These, like 
manna which fell from heaven, are new and 
fresh eve^  morning. We should adopt the 
attitude of the Psalmist who said, 'Thy Wrad 
have I hid in my heart that I might not sin 
against thee."

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Cheney critical 
of some monument 
choices Clinton made

CENTRAL POINT, Ore. (AP) —  Republican vice presidential hope­
ful D id Cheney raised the possibility Thursday that some of the 
national monuments created by President Clinton could be reviewed 
and possibly rescinded if he and George W. Bush are elected in 
November. .

"O f course it's not my decision to make. It's the president-elect 
who has to make the decision," Cheney said, commenting on what is 
a hot topic in the West. "But I certainly expect we would review a lot 
of these decisions to see whether or not any action was appropriate."

He said Clinton has used his executive authority "willy-nilly all 
over the West" to create national monuments without considering 
the desires of the people who will be affected.

Many fear that creating monument after monument could harm 
the Western economy by removing land from commercial uses like 
grazing, logging and mining.

During his time in office, Clinton has created or added to 10 nation­
al monuments covering nearly 4 million Western acres in his effort to 
carve out an environmental lemcy.

Juleanna Glover Weiss, a C hen^ spokeswoman, later noted that 
Bush has conceded it would be difficult to rescind a national monu­
ment desigiution. She said he wanted to stress that a Bush-Cheney 
administration would give local residents greater input regarding 
any future designations.

Cheney said that as a congressman from Wyoming he helped get 1 
million acres designated as wilderness —  but only after listening to 
all sides.

"We need to strike a balance. We need an opportunity for all to be 
heard," he said.

Later, after flying to Portland, Cheney rebutted Democratic claims 
that as president Bush would only appoint Supreme Court justices 
who favor outlawing abortion.

"We don't have any litmus test when it comes time to pick judges," 
Cheney told The Associated Press in a brief interview. He said that 
while he and Bush both oppose abortion, "w e recognize that is a 
tough issue for people on both sides of the issue."

While in Central Point, Cheney, formerly chief executive of the oil 
services firm Halliburton Co., addressed the issue of exploiting new 
oil fields while protecting surrounding ecosystems.

He said new drilling techniques make it possible to tap oil fields 
beneath the Alaska National V^^dlife Arctic Refuge whde leaving 
"minimal environmental footprints."

Democratic presidential rival A1 Gore opposes opening the 
Alaskan refuge to oil drilling.

Cheney said the United States must find new sources for oil 
because domestic production from existing fields declines annually.

He was greeted at the airport in nearby Medford by a group of col­
lege-age protesters in cocktail dresses and tuxedos pretending to be 
bulionaires with names such as "Hue G. Payough" and "Ivana 
Ownu."

The group called itself "Billionaires for Bush," part of a nonparti­
san spoof by United for a Fair Economy to draw attention to cam­
paign spending and growing fiitancial inequality.

Earlier, Cheney extolled the virtues of the family farm to about 150 
people at Crater High School, including members of the school's 
Future Farmers of America organization. He said one reason a Bush- 
Cheney administration would abolish the estate tax would be to help 
farmers "pass on from one generation to the next their farms and 
ranches."

"It's not just the sheer number of people in amculture. It's the val­
ues we want to preserve," Cheney said, recaUine his childhood in 
rural Nebraska and relatives who were farmers. "We dofi't want a sit­
uation where all we have are large corporate farms," he said.

A irlin e  b la m e s  air c o n tro lle r for cra sh
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AUSTIN (AP) — The state's 
role rate climbed in July to its 

ighest point in a sin^e month 
since Gov. G eorge W. Bush took 
office five years ago, but the 
chairman of the parole board says 
politics did not play a factor.

Nearly 29 percent of eligible 
convicts were approved for 
parole in July, statistics show. A 
year ago, about 18 percent of eli­
gible convicts were paroled and 
the rate has been climbing.

Parole Board Chairman Gerald 
Garrett said the increase is a 
result of policy changes that are 
starting to impact the parole rate.

However, Democratic Party 
chair Molly Beth Malcolm said 
the new figures show ffiere are 
problems with how the prison 
system is run and the increased 
parole rate is politically motivat­
ed.

"When you cut th rou ^  the 
bureaucratic explanations, it 
appears that the parole board has 
been holding people in prison 
longer than necessary at a high 
cost to the taxpayers or they are 
now releasing iiimates early to 
minimize the budget shortfall," 
Malcolm said.

Top lawmakers and state offi­
cials have said the state's $610 
million budget overruns are in 
part to blame on a higher prison 
population in county jails because 
of tougher parole rules.

Garrett dismissed Malcolm's 
explanation.

Garrett said.

Garrett said the parole rate has 
been rising steadily and 
Malcolm's comments seem "to 
suggest that something like this 
airrent approval rating could 
happen overnight. We are talking 
about two years in the making to 
get where we are."

Bush spokesman Mike Jones 
said Malcolm's comments <lo not 
hold much weight.

"It's a very strange and convo­
luted argument at best, obviously 
not based on aiw actual fects,' 
Jones said. "The nxis are that the

Texas crime rate, particularly vio­
lent crime rate, continues to fall."

Garrett said when he was 
appointed chairman in July 1999, 
many suggested that the parole 
approval rate would be kept 
"artificially low" because Bush 
was campaigning for jpresident.

"Some people just ^ t  out said 
'we know you are not going to 
release anyone on parole because 
of the election,' "  Garrett said.

He said the rate is increasing 
because of rehabilitation pro­
grams for inmates iitside prisons; 
they are better prepared for life 
outside incarceration.

DALLAS (AP) — American 
Airlines, stung by an $11 million 
jury award in its fatal Arkansas 
crash, has renewed efforts to 
blame an air traffic controller for 
passengers' deaths.

Lawyers for the Fort Worth, 
Texas-based airline, with sepa­
rate filings in Little Rock and 
Dallas, contend that if  controller 
Kenneth Kaylor had performed 
his job correctly. Flight 1420 
would have been turned away 
from Little Rock National 
Airport during the June 1, 1999, 
thunderstorm.

Eleven people died and more 
than 80 were injured when the 
jet crashed during landing.

The airline claims the con­
troller failed to give the pilots 
accurate information about the 
weather, runw ^ condition and 
the McDonnell Douglas MD-82's 
approach.

^ y lo r  has granted no inter­
views since the crash.

The legal maneuvering came 
as a jury Thursday ordered 
American to pay $11 million to 
an an aspiring opera singer for 
injuries she suffered in the 
crash.

The lawsuit brought by Kristin 
Maddox was the first case deal­
ing with the crash to go to trial. 
In it, Maddox alleged the airline 
was negligent for allowing the 
plane to land in bad weather.

She had sought $35 million, 
saying damage to her voice box 
and hands ruined her dream of 
having a professional music 
career. American suggested an

award of $3.6 million.
"This isn't over for the sur­

vivors for Flight 1420. This will 
never be over," Maddox said. "1 
live with it every night in my 
dreams."

Neither Maddox, 23, nor 
American Airlines attorney 
Spence Fricke would say 
whether they would appeal the 
jury's decision. Several other 
lawsuits related to the crash 
have been settled out of court, 
and others await trial.

The National Transportation 
Safety Board has not issued its 
final report on the cause of the

crash. Among factors being con­
sidered are the poor weather, 
and whether the plane's braking 
mechanisms worked as tliey 
were supposed to after the plane 
touched down.

American's legal moves to 
include Kaylor in Texas and 
Arkansas lawsuits over the 
crash have angered current and 
former traffic controllers who 
say it may cause a backlash from 
those with the ability to disrupt 
American's flight schedules.

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Fox in United States meeting with Gore, Clinton and Bush

WASHINGTON (A ^  — Mexican President-elect 
N^cente Fox drew praise from AI Gore and George 
W. Bush on Thursday, but the two presidential 
aspirants' neighborliness was mixed with'reserva- 
tions —  espe^U v from Bush — about Fox's pro­
posal to eventually open the U.S.-Mexican border.

On a visit rife with political overtones both north 
and south of the border; Fox spent an hour with 
Gore strolling the grounds of the vice president's 
official residence, then went to the White House for 
an Oval Office meeting with President Clinton. He 
will meet with Bush on Friday in Texas.

Gore's foreign policy team had touted the meet­
ing with Fox as an example of his extensive con­
tacts with foreign leaders.

For Bush, the Fox meeting underscores the one 
area where the Republican candidate has signifi­
cant foreign relations experience, in dealing as 
Texas governor with Mexico.

For Fox, bringing suggestions for improving 
U.S.-Mexican ties even before he takes office — 
rather than simply waiting to react to U.S. over­
tures —  establishes him as a forward-looking 
leader. He already has visited other Latin American 
countries and plans a trip to Europe before taking 
office.

"M exico's commitment to the future has 
changed, and our responsibility is to take all this 
positive energy to go forth," Fox told reporters at 
the National Press Club.

Fox described his meetings with Clinton and 
Gore and also with Secretary of State Madeleine 
Albright as "extremely positive, extremely friendly 
and extremely useful."

A towering man who has towered over Mexican 
politics since his election on July 2, Fox received a 
warm welcome in Washington.

During his opposition presidential campaign, the 
Fox camp accused both (^ re  and Bush of snubbing 
his overtures for meetings while agreeing to see 
representatives of his ruling party opponent.

Aides to Fox said the alleged snub prompted the 
president-elect not to take congratulatory phone 
calls from Gore and Bush after the July 2 election 
until after each had tried to reach him several 
times. Aides to Gore and Bush denied at the time 
any intention to snub Fox.

Gore praised Fox on Thursday as a man with 
"big ideas, very large ideas:" B u ^ , traveling from 
Austin to Ne\y Orleans, saw him as "an interesting 
man, a big strong man, a charismatic fellow." He 
predicted a "good long-term relationship" with 
Fox should Bush prevail in November.

But Bush was less kind in his assessment of Fox's 
propxrsal for the eventual opening of the U.S.- 
Mexican border.

"I don't think he's fully explained open borders," 
Bush said. "A s you know, I believe we ought to 
enforce our borders." He said he will reinforce that 
point in a speech on Friday before his meeting with 
Fox.

He added that the Mexican leader has been send­
ing mixed signals on the issue.

From the Democratic side, reservations. about 
Fox's plan also were voiced but in less abrasive 
terms.

Leon Fuerth, Gore's national security adviser, 
said Gore during his meeting with Fox found 
aspects of Fox's open border proposals to be "very 
problematic" for the United States. Gore listened 
respectfully to Fox's ideas and pointed out that

implementation would take 25 to 30 years, Fuerth 
said.

National Security adviser Sandy Berger made a 
similar point, noting that Fox has never intended 
his proposal to be implemented over the short 
term. Rather, Berger said. Fox sees that as á goal

But later, in an interview on PBS's "The 
NewsHour," Fox contradicted that estinuite by say­
ing he believes the gap in salaries and iiKome can 
be reduced in 10 years —  at which point, he said, 
"we can open up the border."

As for the goal of fully integrating the North 
American countries of Canada, the United States 
and Mexico, Fox estimated that process would take 
from 20 to 40 years.

Over lunch, Attwight tedd Fox, according to a senior 
nffirial, that the United States has the most generous 
immigration p(dicy in the world. At die same time, 
she said, the nation must protect its borders.

After his meeting wim Gore, Fox went to the 
White House, where he was received warmly by 
Clinton.

Clinton said it was a "groat honor" to meet with 
Fox, adding that his election was a "truly historic 
affirmation of democracy" in Mexico. Fox, who will 
be sworn in on Dec. 1, ended 71 years of 
Institutional Revolutionary Party rule with his vk- 
toiy.

rox thanked Clinton for the support he ofiered at 
the time of the financial crisis that struck Mexico 
five yerus ago.

"V^en we were in crisis, we always gpt and saw 
the hand of a friend," Fox said.

Outside review of Carnivore sought
WASHINGTON (AP) —  The 

Justkx Department fb m u ^  asked 
outside technical experts Tnursday 
to review whether the FBI's 
"Carnivore" e-mail surveillanoe tys- 
tem has adequate protections against 
abuse.

The department posted a 63-pagie 
description of the technical review 
on its website for bids by outside 
contractors. It hopes a univer­
sity win urvlertake and oomplele the 
task this fall.

The technical review, to be f(4- 
lowed by public oomment and an 
internal Justice Department review, 
is desi^red to present Attorney 
General Janet Reno with recommen­
dations by Dec 8 on how to respond 
to criticism of the system from 
Congress and privacy advocates.

David Sobel counsel for the 
Electronic Privacy Information 
Cditet; a dvil liberties group, said 
that, while the review woula be "a 
good exerdse to add to the knowl- 
edffi about Carnivore, diis review 
wiU not be a l^  to restive all the 
questions, either technical or legal"

The Carnivore ̂ sterrv irrstaUed by 
the FBI on the network of Internet 
service pnoviders, has software that 
scans Internet traffic as it moves 
through that provider's network. 
The FBI says it configures die soft­
ware to capture e-mail to or fiom 
someone under investigation and 
that court orders limit whidi e-mails 
agents can see.

But privacy advocates say only the 
FBI kriows what Carnivore can do, 
and Internet providers are not 
allowed access to the system. They 
ask why the FBI retains remote oon- 
tn4 of Carnivore equipment and 
doesn't just give it to Internet

providers so they can comply with 
court orders.

The government's review descrip­
tion said it wants to know.

— If the operators obey the law, 
wiD Carnivore provide agertis widi 
an the information they ought to see;

• but only drat information?
—  lAw Carnivore risk harming an 

internet service provider's network?
— Does Candvore introduce new

— Are Camivone's operational 
procedures and built-in protections 
adequate to prevent such unautho­
rized access?

Assistant Attorney General Steve 
Colgate, head of the internal review 
team, said the system remains in 
operation, under court orders and 
general oversigjit by Justice 
Department lawyers.

Last month, FBI officials tdd 
Congress that Carnivore has been 
used 25 times induefing in 10 nation­
al security arid six doriiesticctmuiial 
cases this year. None of the cases has 
gone to tiiaL so the FBI has not dis- 
dosed details.

Ihe producer of ABC's 
"Monday Night F«x>tball" 
acknowledges then* still is some 
work to he done bc*fore his 
show's regular sc*ason kicks off 
Sept. 4

"There are a number of things 
that we want to work on," says 
Ohimeyer, who was at the show 
m the 1970s and returns this 
year with a hand-picked cast. 
"The* first telecast, we wea* at 
about 40 pt*rcent, the second 
telecast at about 50. Now we'a* 
about 65 pt*rcent to whea* I want 
to be.

"I think tlx* basic coverage of 
the* game is a*ally quite giHid."

A l<H»k at thi* tha*e pa*season 
games a*veals some positivi*s 
and negative's:

— Al "D o You Believe in 
Miracl«*s" Michaels is still al the* 
top of his garm* as a play-by- 
piiav annexinerr, but the cama- 
racierie — dix*sn't

Dan Fouts is often lacking. 
Michaels should refrain from 
trying to match Miller's wit, and 
might want to excise "baby" 
from his vtxabulary.

— The show's overwhelming
