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Most area schools lose students

Young people are moving out
of the Texas Panhandle when
they graduate from high school
and they aren’t coming back.
Some are getting married, hav-
ing children and moving to large
urban areas where  opportuni-
ties abound.

Veteran workers are being laid
oft trom their jobs, and secking,
work in other locations. Job
opportunities are no longer plen-
titul in the region.

The above reasons were given
by arca school educators to
explain the continuing, student
enrollment  decline  in the
Panhandle.

Pampa Independent School
District enrollment is down

approximately 100 students over
last year, said PISD
Superintendent Dawson  Orr.
The  enrollment is  currently
3,545. At this time last year,
Pampa had 3,650 students.

He said the enrollment decline
parallels the economic trends at
work in the Panhandle for the
past several years.

“The decline has been steady
over the past 10 years. We bud-
geted for the loss of 100 stu-
dents,” said Orr. “The enroll-
ment  projections were  based
from data which includes the
decline in atility connections. We
have fewer tamilies and fewer
children.”

Orr  said much of the
Panhandle is experiencing the
same trends as many of the
younger people are moving to

metropolitan areas. “While the
state is experiencing growth, the
higher percentage of adults of
child bearing years are moving
out of the rural arecas. Thus, we
don’t have as many students
coming into our schools in the
Panhandle.”

Pampa has 1,106 students at
Pampa High, 780 students at
Pampa Middle School, 439 stu-
dents at Austin Elementary, 377
students at Wilson Elementary,
432 students at  Lamar
Elementary, 374 students at
Travis Elementary and 37 stu-
dents at Pampa Learning Center,
with a total of 3,545.

Borger schools are also feeling
the effects of a declining enroll-
ment.  Superintendent  Larry
Coffman said BISD has 3,017 stu-
dents enrolled in the Borger sys-

Judge blasts Texas
over children’s health

AUSTIN (AP) - Texas' fail-
ure to live up to a 1996 agree-
ment to make major improve-
ments to its Medicaid pro-
gram is hurting poor chil-
dren, a federal judge has
found in ruling that the state
has not adequately cared for
1.5 million low-income
voungsters

U.S. District Judge William
Wavne Justice says the state
was not adequately providing
dental care, regular checkups,
transportation to doctors or
intormation about what ser-
vices are available to children
in - Medicaid,  despite its
promise tour years ago to
make changes.

The decision immediately
became todder tor the presi-
dential  candidates,  with
Democrat Al Gore eriticizing,
Republican rival George W
Bush, the governor of Texas.

Gore's campaign cted the
ruling as an example ot what
it savs it Bush's lack ot leader-
ship on child health issues.

I'he vice president regular-
Iy complains that there are 1.4
milhion Texas children with-
out health insurance and that
Bush tried to limit cligibility
tor a new program.

The conce pt nrl;'ln.llvd more than a yecar
ago as Police Chiet Charliec Morris and
Deputy Chiet Terry Younyg discussed ways
to handle inevitable personnel cut-bac ks
due to decreased revenues.

“We were looking at a lot ot cuts and
looking at the maximum use of resources,”
Young, said. “We were talking about how
we could best use the resources we had.”

At the time, the police department had a
criminal investigation division (CID), plus
three patrol units. Morris and Young, decid-
ed to eliminate the detective division and
create thiee teams — Red Team, Blue Team,
and Green lTeam  These teams would each
be led by a lieuten. ~t supervising six offi-
coers

tourth team, the Gold Team, consists of
administrative personnel and narcotics offi-
ors

“The concept is real simple. Its simplici-
ty itselt,” Young said. Each tcam would be
autonomous, he explained, responsible tor
taking care of its own cases, overtime, days
oft, ete. Each ofticer s pvrm.\m'nll\'
assigned to a team with experienced ofti-
cers divided evenly among the teams.

“They were encouraged to be problem

solvers, particularly any problems they

came up against while they were working,”
he said.

For example, Young said Blue Team
members decided to torm a mounted
patrol to work the Top O Texas Rodeo.

Morris and Young had hoped that the
team concept would result in lower case
loads tor each officer and a higher number
of cases being, solved.

Lt. Charli¢ Love, a veteran police otticer
who has scen both the traditional organiza-
tional structure and team concept in action,
said he believes his team's case load is as
high and the number of cases being solved
isn’t much different from when CID han-
dled the cases. He also attributes the prob-
lems to the shortage of officers

Diana remembered ...

LONDON (AP) - Three years
after Princess Diana's death in a
high-speed  car crash, remem-
brances of her lite will be a private
issuc tor the royal family and a
low-key matter tor her admirers.

At Kensington Palace, the focus
ot mass public mourning in 1997,
loval tans returned with flowers
and candles, though in dwindling
numbers.

“She did so much for the nation
that coming down here on this
dav | just teel inside that 1 havE
given something back,” said Ann
Woodhouse, 56, who made a spe-
cial trip to the palace from her
home in the northwest England
city ot Liverpool.

“The hierarchy have forgotten
Diana, but we are never going to
forget,” said Julie Kain, 35, of
Newcastle.

At Westminster Abbey, where
Diana's funcral service took place,
the princess was to be remem-
bered in prayers. '

Prince William, Diana's 18-year-
old son who just graduated from
Eton, was away from home
onThursday's anniversary. He
went to Belize right after s‘cgnul to
begin a vear of traveling and
working betore starting college.

Prince Harry, 15, was with his
father, Prince Charles, at
Balmoral, the royal family's pri-
vate estate in  the  Scottish
Highlands. It was at Balmoral, on
Aug. 31, 1997, ‘that Walliam and
Harry first heard ot their mother's
death.

On Sunday, Charles and Harry
were with Queen Elizabeth 11,
Prince Philip and the 100-year-old
Queen  Mother  Elizabeth  at
Crathie Church, Balmoral. Prayers
were said for Diana, although she
was not mentioned by name, as is
traditional in the Church of
Scotland.

Althorp, the Spencer family
estate, closed its doors to the pub-
lic Wednesday after its two
months open each year for pos_vﬁ >
to visit a memorial to Diana by her
brother, Earl Spencer. The carl was
expected to spend the annivor}sary
quictly at Althorp, where Diana
was buried on an island in an

ornamental lake.

A memorial was planned at
Harrods, the London department
store. owned by Mohamed Al
Fayed, whose son Dodi died in the
Paris crash with Diana.

Al Fayed said Wednesday he
will file suit in U.S. federal court to
gain access to America intelligence
information, and repeated his
claim that Diana and his son were
victims of a murder conspiracy
plotted by people who disap-
proved of their relationship.

He said he was seeking docu-
ments from the CIA, the Justice
Department and the National
Security Agency.

"No one suspects the US. gov-
ernment was involved” in the acci-
dent, said Al Fayed's lawyer, Mark
Zaid. But he said the government

might be withholding informa-
tion.

CIA spokesman Mark
Manstield said the agency under-
stands Al Fayed's "grief and
tremendous sense of loss.” But he
said any suggestion the CIA spied
on Dodi Fayed or on Diana, or that
it knows of any plot to murder
them is "totally unfounded."

In April, an appeals court reject-
ed Al Fayed's request for the infor-
mation, upholding the decision of
a lower court judge who said Al
Fayed had tried "to make an end
run around” the Freedom of
Information Act.

Paris judge Herve Stephan has
concluded that alcohol, drugs and
excessive speed caused the crash
that ended the life of the "people’s
princess.”

The Borger school system gamad 40 students this
school vear when appronimately 40 students from
the Cal Farley Family program west ot Borger were
transterred trom the Spring Creek school system
into Borger's schools,

Spring Creek ISD, which has students in Pre-K
through sinth grade, has gained 28 in school
enrollment trom the beginning of school last year.
At the beginning of the 1999-2000 school year the
school had 112 students. Currently, they have 140
students, even though they lost the 40 students to
the BISD school system.

Superintendent Robert Madsen attributes  the
rise in enrollment to the special programs the
school has targeted for the 4-through-12-year-olds.
He said the school has a large technological lab and
have recently written a new curriculum which
includes the beginning four year olds. Also,
instruction in Spanish language has begun at the
four year old level, he said.

Madsen said the school has an excellent reputa-
tion and has been exemplary the past five years.
With 10 teachers, the school averages 14 students to
a class.

Grandview-Hopkins is also welcoming an
increase in students at their clementary facility as
new programs are available for the young stu-
dents. They have gained six students over the 39
students at the beginning of the last school year to

have 45 students.
Miami Ind t School District has one more
student than they started with last year and 11 stu-

dents less than when school ended in May.

“Students graduate and move to the big cities,”

said Allen Dinsmore, superintendent of Miami
Schools. “There’s a lack of jobs in the smaller, rural
communities. Younger peoﬂ.e are moving where
the ¢ lunities are — where the action is. The
young adults are not moving into the Panhandle.”
* At Miami _High School, 61 students began the
school year in 1999-2000 while this -ear 63 students
are enrolled. The middle school gained eight stu-
dents over last year as there were 40 students a
year ago and 48 this year. '
" The decline is in the elementary classes, K-5.
Sixty-nine students were enrolled a year ago, and
today there are 56 students. He said the first six
grades are' averaging about nine students per
}',l‘;ldt‘.

Groom ISD Superintendent John Wilson said
there has been a steady, but moderate decline in
school enrollment over the past few years in the
Groom school system.

“As much as anything, the decline is due to peo-
ple moving away from the family farm,” said
Wilson. “Also the birth rates have had an effect.
People aren’t having as many children as they used
to have.” .

Groom’s overall enrollment is down from 178 at
the end of the school year to 176 students at the
beginning of this school year.

Lefors School Superintendent Allen Law lost
nine students from the beginning of the 1999-2000
school year, but they are up three students from the
end of school. :

Law said 12 students graduated in the spring
while only five students went into kindergarten
from Pre-K this school year. Law said he could see
no pattern to the decline in students in the Lefors
School system. “There are just more kids born
some years than others,” said Law.

New White Deer Superintendent Danny Ferrell
said his school district has lost students, and attrib-
utes much of the reason to the area oil companies
having a reduction in work force causing people to
move from the area.

The White Deer system is now transporting their
junior high students from the Skellytown campus
to White Deer while maintaining the Pre-K through
sixth grade campus in Skellytown. :

While Deer High School is down from 154 last
year to 136 currently. The Skellytown-based cam-
pus, Pre-K through 6th grade, school enrollment is
down from 99 to 78 while White Deer Elementary
campus, K-8, which includes the junior high stu-
dents from Skellytown is 203. Last year the White
Deer based campus had 202.

Parolee who killed parents and sister is executed

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) _ Condemned killer
Jetfery Caldwell proclaimed his innocence, blamed
his past and then was put to death for killing his
parents and a sister a dozen years ago.

Caldwell, 37, was condemned for fatally beating
his family members with a hammer and stabbing
them with a butcher knife at their Dallas home.

"I was sentenced to death for the murder of my
parents and only sister that was not caused by me,”

he said in a statement he wrote shortly before
receiving lethal injection Wednesday evening,.

From the death chamber gurney, he expressed
love for his family, particularly for his daughter
and for the brothers whose help to police led to his
arrest.

He was pronounced dead eight minutes later,
making him the 32nd Texas inmate to be executed
this year, the sixth this month.

Web's rapid growth as a source for news continues a splintering
of that audience among the Internet, cable and broadcast television,
and print publications.

“People have so many different ways of communicating with one
another and learning about the outside world that the environment in
which the news is put out and received is very different from five years
ago,” said Andrew Kohut, director of the Pew Research Center for the
People and the Press, which conducted the survey.

A third of the public now goes online for news at least once a week,
compared to a fifth twogzzs ago, according to the Pew poll. Fifteen

t get daily reports the Internet, almost three times the num-

two years ago.

The credibility of Internet news sources varies widely, with the high-
est ratings given to Web sites run by network or cable TV outlets or
national pers. Well-known Internet names like America Online,
Netscape and Yahoo ranked higher on credibility than lesser-known
sites.

For active financial investors, the Internet largely has supplanted tra-
ditional media as the leading source for stock quotes and.investment
advice, the poll suggested. Almost half of active traders, 45 percent,
said the Internet was their main source for stock market updates.

Slightly more than half of those polled, 54 percent, said they go online

sometimes to access the Internet or use e-mail. That number has more |

than doubled from 23 t in July 1996.

TDH: Recalled products still may
end up on resale store shelves

AUSTIN — It can be frustrating
when the hand-me-down clothes
don't fit your child, your grand-
mother’s antique cradle does not
match the sleek Scandinavian
look in the rest of the house or the
lamp you found at the neighbor-
hood thrift shop does not work.
It's devastating when such spe-
cial finds lead to injuries or even
death. ~

Shorping resale stores can be
a real bargain. After all, it's
spring and people tend to clean
out closets, garages and store-
rooms, getting rid of things
they no longer use. But what
you find in resale or thrift
shops may not necessarily be
safe to use. Some items may
have been recalled, even years
earlier.

“Recalled items are hazardous
products,” said Charles Branton,
director of the Product Safety
Division at Texas Department of
Health. “People, especially chil-
dren, have been injured or killed
using them. But they keep resur-
facing.” Items such as toys, chil-
dren’s furniture, household
arplianceg._ decorative items,
clothing, sports equipment or
