structural failure of plane, 5; 
avoidable collisions on ground, 
4; struck by propeller, 3; mis­
cellaneous, 10. These figures 
show that most o f the causes 
relate to personnel, and not 
materiel.

Aviators desire it known 
that flying is not more danger­
ous than many other modes of 
travel, considering mileage 
covered. But Mr. Osborne ad­
mits that “ paradoxical as it 
may seem, the reason for its 
safety record is probably the 
fact that the plane is danger­
ous to fly, and that people 
know it and use a greater a- 
mount of caution."

Available statistics on types 
of flying in which accidents 
occur are of interest: Schedul­
ed flying, 34; student instruc­
tion, 69; experimental, 19; 
miscellaneous, 270.

Status of pilots having acci­
dents is important: Licensed,

under better conditions, do not 
have is many accidents as 
might be imagined, according 
to the above figures for 1927. 
The licensed pilots of that 
period took more chances, but 
in their scheduled flying where 
safety was emphasized their 
record wan high.

OUR FRIENDS who are 
aviation enthusiasts seem con 
sidefably interested in our 
education in things aeronautic 
They maintain that their hob­
by is not getting a square deal 
over the country in reporting 
of airplane accidents, as con 
trasted with automobile acci­
dents.

They cite, for example, that 
when a car overturns in Hous­
ton and kills two people, there 
is bare mention of the fact, 
with small headlines. But n 
an airplane falls in England, 
and only one person is kill­
ed. twice as much space is 
given, despite the remoteness 
of the plane crash.

True; no denying that, is 
there? It is the inevitable 
play of the spotlight on some­
thing new, and the automobile 
did not escape when it too 
iVas young to science and tra­
vel. Doubtless airplane acci­
dents have been “ over played" 
on this principle, but the very 
evident tendancy is away from 
the evil complained of by avia­
tor. Soon an airplane accident 
will be “ played up” just as 
auto mishaps are— according 
to severity and proximity of 
the accident and the promi­
nence of those involved. Time, 
and time alone, will give the 
aviators the small emphasis 
they desire.

It is true, however, that fail­
ure to distinguish between 
faulty airplane operation and 
poor construction of the ships 
tends to discredit aviation un­
necessarily. Poor reporting 
of airplane accidents is noted 
almost daily. Any accident is 
"covered" in the quickest pos­
sible time. The reporter may 
not know his aviation, he may 
be Compelled to learn details 
from telephone from farmers 
who never saw a plane before 
if crashed, or the owner or 
manufacturer may deny him 
facts to protect the reputation 
of his product. And the in­
side men. who boil down the 
facts in the news agency bur­
eau, may not be arrminded 
enough to retain essential de­
tails in the report. A cam­
paign by aviation men to con­
vince reporters of the desira­
bility of detailed reports of 
accidents is under way, and as 
the country gets more and 
more airminded this should get 
results. There is, of course, 
no intent to dicredit aviation, 
and nearly every news man is 
keenly interested in the sub­
ject. «

not always as important as the

At each 
flight of this aircraft, notables 
of Washington and those visit­
ing the capital will be passen­
gers wherever room can be ob­
tained for them.

The day after the inaugura­
tion Bolling Field will be open­
ed to the public and all the 
airplanes brought here will be 
on exhibit; Ih addition to 
these, one of each type of 
army and navy planes will be 
exhibited, while representatives 
will be present to explain fea­
tures to inquisitive visitors.

Dog Quarantine 
Declared to Halt 

Spread of Rabies
Because of the prevalence* of rabies 

In the country. Gray county commis­
sioners yesterday issued a proclama­
tion placing the entire county under' 
a 60-day quarantine unless sooner 
lifted. During the last 10 days, more 
than twenty persons have been bitten 
by mad dogs.

The proclamation states thaj all 
owners of dogs shall immediately con­
fine them to their premises for 60 days. 
This ruling effects Parnpa as well as 
the county at large and any dog found 
running loose on the streets, whether 
tgtted or not. will be pounded

All dog owners must immediately 
have their canines vaccinated. Dogs 
vaccinated within the las* six months 
will not have to be vaccinated again, 
but must not be allowed to run at 
large.

Dogs found running at large after a 
reasonable time will be captured and 
destroyed.

The proclamation is signed by Judge 
Ivy E. Duncan and the four Gray 
county commissioners and is Issued by 
virtue of a proclamation Issued by the 
governor authorizing that the step 
may be taken to protect human lives.

Dr. T. J. Worrell states that rabies 
may be as prevalent in winter as In 
the summer and that anyone bitten by 

dog should Immediately take serum 
treatment.

Is Pampa's tax rate high? How does 
it compare with other cities, larger and 
smaller, of this section? Would a small 
additional levy, as for a city hall-audl- 
torium raise Pampa's rate out of line 
with cities and towns of the surround­
ing territory?

The Board of City development has 
made a comparison between Pampa 
and a number of other cities of West 
Texas with regard to city tax rates. 
Secretaries of chambers of commerce 
were requested to furnish their city tax 
rates and give the amount of taxes th;t 
would be paid on a house valued at 
from 13,500 to $4,000.

Pampa’s city tax rate is $1.40 on the 
6100 valuation and a local residence, 
valued at $4,500 and bearing a city val­
uation of $3,000 would place the taxes 
at $42. That this rate and valuation 
are below figures in many other cities 
is shown in the following lists. In 
which the names of the cities are left 
out by their request:

City "A”—Population approximately 
12.000; city tax rate $2.15; city taxes on 
$4,000 house. $52.

City "B”—Population. 15.000; city tax 
rate, $1.95; house valued at $4,000., city
