Parents: Daughter is adjusting |

KEARNEY, Neb. (AP) — A 17-year-old girl who
spent nearly a week as a hosta%e after being
whisked away from a local parking lot is adjustin
well to life at home again, her parents saig
Monday.

Some ph{sical reminders of Anne Sluti’s ordeal
remain, including a bruise under her right eye. But
she seems cheered after spending time with friends
and family, her mother, Elaine, told ABC’s “Good
Morning America.”

“You always wonder about mentally how she
is,” Elaine Sluti said. “She seems really good. She’s
talking. She’s spending time with her friends.”

The high school honor student helped negotiate
her own release and her captor’s surrender early
Thursday after a 10-hour standoff at a cabin in
Rollins, Mont. She returned home Friday, a week
after she was abducted.

On Saturday, her friends came over and dyed
Easter eggs, Elaine Sluti said.

“Her older brother slipped in a few raw eggs,
you know, and they were throwing them around. It
was just a lot of laughter and just fun in the house.”

The Slutis said they and their daughter were sus-
tained through prayer.

“She somehow had those reserves of strength,”
said her father, Don. “She never gave up. She knew
that she wanted to live.”

While missing, Anne Sluti managed to place
quick phone calls to police, her family and friends,
providing clues to her whereabouts.

The most difficult day for her Xarents was April
7, the day after she was abducted.

“I had gone so far as to ask a friend if she would
help me to find a black dress,” Elaine Sluti said.
“From then on we had a few glimmers of hope,
with the phone calls and such.”

Don Sluti said he watched their door, hoping
their daughter had somehow escaped and would
walk through it.

“That was the toughest day,” he said. “Just
hours.”

He said he bought a few things at the grocery
store and saw missing person posters. with his
daughter’s picture on them.

“You see a poster of your own child,” Sluti said.
““Naq one ever wants to see that, and there it was.”

Anthony Zappa, 29, a fugitive wanted on
charges including assault, theft and gun violations .
in five states, was arrested and charged with kid-
napping. He is Scheduled to appear Tuesday in
U.S. District Court in Missoula, Mont.

As she was going home Fridaz, Anne Sluti
expressed joy and thanked those who helped her.
But FBI spokesman Larry. Holmquist said she has
chosen not to talk about the case, at least as long as
charges are pending.

Holmquist declined to say how she was treated
during the kidnapping, give further details on how
she managed to end the standoff or talk about
whether she might testify against the suspect.

CNN founder Turner says he was

NEW YORK (AP) — CNN founder Ted Turner
was suicidal after the breakup of his marriage to
Jane Fonda and his loss of control of Turner
Broadcasting in the reorganization of AOL Time
Warner, according to The New Yorker.

“1 felt like Job,” Turner said of his despondency
last year. The magazine gave no details. His own
father, Ed Turner, killed himself when Ted was 24.

In addition to his marital and business problems,
Turner had smashed his foot in a skiing accident
and was experiencing back problems.

Turner told the magazine his marriage to Fonda
broke up partly because of her decision to become
a practicing Christian.

“She just came home and said 'I've become a
Christian,”” Turner told the magazine, which hit
newsstands Monday. “Before that, she was not a
religious person. That's a pretty big change for
your wife of many years to tell you. That's a
shock.”

Turner is a strident nonbeliever, having lost his
faith after his sister, Mary Jane, died of a painful
disease called systemicr{upus erythematosus. “I
was taught that God was love and God was pow-

suicidal after losing job and Jane

erful,” Turner said. “And I couldn’t understand
how someone so innocent should be made or
allowed to suffer so.”

Turner describes himself as a “superachiever,”
attributing that to his upbringing. He told The New
Yorker his father was often drunk, beat him and
sent him to military school.

“He thought that people who were insecure
worked harder, and I think that's probably true,”
Turner said. “I don’t think I ever met a super-
achiever who wasn’t insecure to some degree. A
superachiever is somebody that’s never satisfied.”

Now that he no longer has a direct hand in the
media business he founded, Turner is pursuing

ironmental causes and seeking to improve life
for the world’s poor and reduce the nuclear threat.

His next project is to team up with Bill Moyers for
a series of PBS documentaries on world issues, for
which the Turner Foundation will provide half the
financing. :

“The first thing that I'm gonna
do when I get out of here is take
an hourlong bath,” says Knight,
co-founder of the rap label Death
Row Records.

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New hope
for users
of fen-phen

PHILADELPHIA (AP) —
People who took the diet pill
combination fen-phen and a sim-
ilar weight loss drug have new
hope that any damage done to
their heart valves may not wors-
en with time or may even
improve, two new studies show.

About 6 million people took the
drugs before they were pulled off
the market and research has sug-
gested that up to a third of them
may have suffered some heart
valve damage.

A study published in the
Annals of Internal -Medicine
looked at patients who took fen-
fluramine, the “fen” in the fen-
phen cocktail. A second study,
also published in the medical
journal, dealt with people who
took dexfenfluramine, a chemical
cousin of fenfluramine.

The studies found that leaking
heart valves got no worse with
time and in some cases got better.
A leaky valve makes the heart
less efficient; severe leakage can
cause heart failure.

The research mirrors the results
of three previous studies.

The leader of the dexfenflu-
ramine study, Dr. Neil Weissman
of the Washington Hospital
Center in Washington, D.C., said
people with valve damage
should be reassured by the find-
ings.

“If you took diet pills and you
(developed) a mild degree of
(valve damage), it is unlikely that
it will go on to become severe,

and it is possible it may even get’

better,” he said.

Researchers at Duke University
Medical Center and MeritCare
Medical Center in Fargo, N.D.,
looked at 50 people who took fen-
fluramine and had echocardio-
gram pictures of their heart taken
at least 100 days apart. The first
picture showed that 43 patients
had damaged aortic valves. The
second showed improvement in
19 patients and no change in 22
people. Two patients worsened.

Dr. Jack 'Crary, one of the
study’s authors and the first doc-
tor to warn of possible heart dam-
age from fen-phen, said the
research confirms what he has
seen in his practice.

“Most of them seemed to have
improved in the short span of
time wé’ve looked at them.”

In Weissman'’s study,
researchers  examined 914
patients who had either taken
dexfenfluramine for up to three
months or a placebo. The study
found no evidence that the
patients who developed valve
problems got worse.

“These are two more important
blocks in the foundation of our
understanding of fenfluramine
and its association with valvular
heart disease,” said Dr. Sid Smith,
chief science officer of the
American Heart Association, who
was not involved with either

* study.

An Annals editorial said that
while a study of the long-term
effects of fen-phen is still needed,
the new studies have “important
clinical implications for manage-
ment of patients in whom surgi-
cal intervention might otherwise
be considered.”

Breast cancer: Early detection key to survival

The statistics are staggering., One out if nine
American women will~deve§op breast cancer in her life-
_time. A new breast cancer case is diagnosed every three
minutes and one woman dies from this disease every
13 minutes.

Breast cancer cannot yet be prevented but there are
risk factors to be aware of. Having one or several risk
factors, does not necessarily mean that a person will get
the disease but that their chances of having the disease
are greater. Risk factors may include:

* Gender: Simply being a woman is the main risk fac-
tor for developing breast cancer. Breast cancer can also
affect men, but to a lesser degree.

* Aging: A woman'’s risk of developing breast cancer
increases with age. About 77 percent of women with
breast cancer are over age 50 at the time of diagnosis.

¢ Family history of breast cancer: Breast Cancer is
highest among women whose close blood relatives have
the disease.

* Personal History of breast cancer: A women with
cancer in one breast is three to four times more likely to
develop cancer in the other breast.

* Race: Breast cancer is slightly more common among
Anglo American women.

* Menstrual periods: Women who started menstruat-
ing before age 12 or who went through magnopause after
age 50 have a higher risk.

* Alcohol: Women who have two to five drinks daily,
have about 1.5 times the risk of women who drink no
alcohol.

Although most of the associated risk factors cannot be
, early detection, and early treatment, may be
promoted through routine breast self exam beginning
around age 20 and screening mammography after age
40. - .

For early breast cancer detection, the American Cancer
Society recommends the following:

* Women age 40 and older should have a screening
mammogram every year.

¢ Between the ages of 20 and 39, women should have
a clinical breast examination by a health professional
every three years. After age 40, women should have a
breast exam by a health professional every year. )

* Women age 20 or older should perform a breast self
exam (BSE) every month. By performing the exam regu-
larly, women get to know how their breasts normally
feel and can more readily detect any signs or symptoms.

¢ If a change occurs, such as development of a lump or
swelling, skin irritation, dimpling, nipple pain or turn-
ing inward, redness or scaliness of the nipple or breast
skin or discharge other than breast milk, women should
see their physician as soon as possible for evaluation.

During a breast cancer screening, the two primary
methods used are mammography and a clinical breast
exam. Mammography is used to diagnose breast disease
in women who have symptoms, and also those who

,appear to have no breast problems. A clinital breast

exam is an examination by a physician or nurse.

If detected early, breast cancer can be treated effective-
ly with surgery followed by radiation therapy. With
early detection, the five year survival rate after treat-
ments is 96 percent.

Umbilical cords could provide cells for repairing brains

Cells taken from umbilical cords
after birth may offer a vast
source of material — free of the
ethical concerns of fetal tissue —
for repairing brains damaged by
strokes and  other ills,
researchers say.

In animal experiments, at
least, these cells appear to great-
ly speed recovery after strokes.
They work with a simple infu-
sion into the blood stream with-
out the need for direct implanta-
tion into the brain.

Although many details need
to be worked out, Dr. Paul R.
Sanberg of the University of
South Florida said he hopes to
try the approach on stroke vic-
tims within the next year or two.

Sanberg described the
research at a meeting in San
Francisco of _the American
Association for the
Advancement of Science. It was
financed by the state of Florida
and Cryo-Cell International Inc.
of Clearwater, Fla.

Many experts believe that
primitive tissue called stem cells
will someday be routinely used
to make human spare parts.
They might replace tissue dam-
aged by many different diseases,

especially such brain ailments as
strokes and Alzheimer’s disease.
These generic cells can be
nudged to develop into all sorts
of specialized tissue to repopu-
late every part of the body from
head to toe.

One source of stem cells is
aborted fetuses or fertility clinics’
discarded - embryos. However,
this is especially contentious
since  anti-abortion  groups
oppose fetal and embryonic stem
cell research, and federally fund-
ed scientists cannot use stem
cells from these sources. °

Sanberg said his research SUF
gests that umbilical cords could
be an excellent source of stem
cells without the ethical
headaches of fetal . tissue. He
noted that 4 million babies are
born in the United States each
year, and 99 percent of their
cord blood is tessed away.

He said one or two cords
could probably provide enough
stem cells to treat one human
stroke victim, if the current
approach proves useful. The
cells could be frozen for use
when needed.

In experiments so far, his team
removed stem cells from cords
and then used retinoic acid and
growth hormones to transform
them into immature nerve cells.
They then injected 3 million of
these cells into the bloodstreams
of rats that had suffered strokes.

In experiments on about 60
rats, the team found that after
one month, those given the cells

had recovered about 80 percent
from their strokes, compared
with about 20 percent in untreat-
ed rats.

Sanberg said the treatment
works best when given within 24
hours of a stroke but still helps
up to a week later. Just how tﬁe
new cells rewire the damaged
parts of the brain is unclear,

although the cells can take on
the form of distinctly different
types of brain tissue, and they
also appear to prompt damaged
cells to repair themselves.

“They are attracted to the
stroke part of the brain more
than the normal brain,” he said.
“Some signal is being sent that
attracts them.”

" Sanberg cautioned that many
questions remain, such as
whether the cells should be
given in several doses, how
many should be infused, and
whether the treatment will
require suppression of the
immune system, since the body
might otherwise reject the for-

eign tissue.

Scientists identify gene they say may cut
risk of heart attack in moderate drinkers

Scientists have identified a gene that may help
explain why moderate drinking can ward off heart

. attacks.’

The researchers found that. a variant of the gene
makes the body break down alcohol very slowly. That
slow breakdown, 'in turn, appears to raise levels of
heart-protecting “good cholesterol” in the blood.

Moderate drinkers with the gene variant were
found to have a sharply lower risk of heart attack than
those whose bodies dispense with alcohol more
quickly, according to researchers at the Harvard
School of Public Health and Brigham and Women’s
Hospital.

Moderate alcohol consumption has long been
known to ward off heart disease, but the latest
research shows the influence of this one genetic vari-
ation.

The gene produces enzymes called alcohol dehy-
drogenase that break down alcohol. The gene comes
in two forms: One metabolizes alcohol quickly, the
other slowly. People inherit one copy of the gene from
each parent, so they. can end up with two genes that
make the fast-working enzymes, two that make the
slow enzymes, or one of each.

People with two copies of the slow gene — about
one-sixth of whites — take 2 1/2 times longer to break
down alcohol than those with two copies of the fast
gene, said Lisa M. Hines, a Harvard doctoral student.
The slow gene is very rare in minorities, she said.

The study examined 396 male doctors who had suf-
fered a heart attack, and 770 who had not.

Those who had two slow genes and averaged at
least one drink per day had about an 85 percent lower
risk of heart attack than the men who had two fast
genes and rarely drank.

When the researchers adjusted for level of alcohol
consumption and other factors, such as whether the
doctors smoked, were overweight or had a history of
heart disease, they still found about a 35 percent lower
risk of heart attack in the men with two slow genes.

The researchers theorize that keeping alcohol in the
body longer than normal raises levels of HDL, or
good cholesterol.

The research was reported in a recent New England
Journal of Medicine.

“The study has to be viewed as highly provocative
and likely to be true, but the magnitude of the effect
could be somewhat less,” because only five doctors

who had a heart attack also had two fast genes, said

Dr. Eric Topol, chairman of cardiology at the
Cleveland Clinic Foundation.

The front lobby will remain open for people who
wish to mail tax returns after the post office closes

-this afternoon, he said. Those who need postage

stamps can get them from the vending machines, he
said.

“I'm going t6 make sure the technicians have
them all up and running,” he said.

McNair reminded citizens mailing tax returns
today to be sure the return has adequate postage.

“If the IRS receives a return with postage due,
they don’t acccg)t it,” he said. “They’ll send it right
back to you and you'll end up ﬁhn% late.”

The local post master said a scale is set up on a
table near the service windows for those who need
to weigh their returns.

Filers are advised by the Postal Service to use first
class postage to send their returns. The IRS accepts
the postmark as proof that a return has been mailed
on time. One ounce is 34 cents; each additional
ounce up to 13 ounces costs an additional 21 cents.

For those taxpayers who still aren’t ready to file
today, there’s still a few hours left to send in a

request for an automatic fpur-month extension, but
they still must pay any estimated taxes on time. If
they don't, the IRS can assess a late-payment penal-
ty and interest of approximately 8 percent.

Extensions can be obtained by mailing in Form
4868, a single-page, or by calling (888) 796-1074.
Expect to provide some information from the 1999
return to verify identify.

For people with a big tax bill that can’t be paid all
at one, the IRS officers several options including a
credit-card payment through one of these two toll-
free numbers — (888) ALL-TAXX or (800) 2PAYTAX.
According to the AP, the companies providing this
service for the IRS charges a “convenience fee” that
does not go to the IRS, nor does the IRS collect and
store credit card numbers.

Another option is to attach a Form 9465, a request
for an installment payment plan, to the tax return.
These requests are usually approved by the IRS
when the taxpayer owes less than $25,000 and can
pay within a five-year period. The IRS assesses a $43
fee to set up an installment plan, which also carries
8 percent interest and a penalty of 0.25 percent per
month once the installment plan is approved.

Economy

in Texas
outperforms
national rate

COLLEGE STATION, Texas
(AP) — Job growth, a rebound in
oil and gas exploration as well as
beef prices and a growth in call
centers are helping the Texas
economy outshine the nation’s,
according to a Texas A&M
University economist.

Texas’ job growth is almost 3
percent, while the national rate is
just above 1 percent. McAllen,
Austin, Dallas, Laredo and
Brownsville have job growth
rates of 3.5 percent or more, said
Mark Dotzour, chief economist
for the Real Estate Center at
Texas A&M.

“Job growth in the Valley con-
tinues to expand because of the
booming trade between the
United States and Mexico,”
Dotzour said.

As of mid-March, 24 of 27
Texas metropolitan areas have
more jobs now than a year ago.

The state economy is also get-
ting a push from rejuvenated oil
and gas exploration.

All of the 24 new power plants
that are either under construction
or have already been built
because of Texas’ upcoming
deregulation of electric utilities
will be fueled by natural gas.

A rebound in beef prices has
also brought more money into
the state’s economy.

“Demand for beef is up sub-
stantially,” Dotzour said. “The
American consumer has become
tired of eating chicken. Some are
calling the phenomenon ’chicken
fatigue.”

The growth of call centers is
another positive trend. Texas has
113 call centers, more than any
other state.

Texas could also get a boost
from California’s energy woes as
20 percent of small firms are con-
sidering leaving California
because of the ongoing situation,
according to the National
Federation - of Independent
Businesses.

“Businesses that need to be in
constant communication, such as
airfreight comganies, are esge-
cially affected by unreliable
power or blackouts,” Dotzour
said. “Texas, with its positive
business climate, low cost of liv-
ing and reliable power is attrac-
tive to these types of companies.”

Alex Rodriguez is on a tear as
he heads back to Seattle.

So are the Mariners.

Rodrifuez hit two homers and

in five runs as the Texas

Rangers beat the Oakland
Athletics 10-8 Sunday night to cap
a three-game sweep.

The shortstop went 6-for-10
with four homers and 13 RBIs in
the series against the A’s. He
entered Friday’s game with zero
home runs and just two RBIs in 39
at-bats — the longest season-
opening homer drought of his
career.

“He’s pretty phenomenal,” said
QOakland’s Jason Giambi, the
reigning AL MVP.

“We made him look like he’s
worth about $300 million.”

Texas opens a three-game series
Monday at Seattle, Rodriguez’s
first trip there since he left the
Mariners in the offseason to sign a
$252 million, 10-year contract with
the Rangers.

At 9-3, the Mariners lead the AL
West, 2 1/2 games ahead of the
Rangers. Seattle beat Anaheim 7-4
Sunday.

“Seattle is doing great,” said
Rodriguez, suddenly tied with
Yankees catcher Jorge Posada for
the league lead in RBIs. “I'm
happy for them, but I'm also

happy with the way we're play-
ing. I'm ready for it. I look at the
positives.”

In other AL games, it was
Minnesota 4, Chicago 3; Boston 5,
New York 4; Kansas City 4,
Toronto 2; and Tampa Bay 7,
Baltimore 4.

Cleveland’s game at Detroit was
rained out.

The 16th multihomer game of
Rodriguez’s career helped the
Rangers sweep a three-game

series at Oakland for the first time

since May 17-19, 1994.

Rodriguez hit a two-run homer
in the first inning and his three-
run shot in the fifth put Texas
ahead 6-5. Both home runs were
off Gil Heredia (0-3).

Ivan Rodriguez, Rusty Greer
and Randy Velarde also homered
for Texas.

Darren Oliver (3-0) allowed six

runs — five earned — in five

innings, but he already has more
wins than all last season, when he
went 2-9 in 21 starts. Mike Venafro
earned his first save.
