BATTLE OF BONDS IS LAUNCHED
It will be interesting to see how those who opposed 

the proposed statewide road bond issue will line up 
when i t  comes to a vote in the legislature on its merits.

In the gubernatorial campaign, only Governor Ross 
Sterling and Tom Love espoused the bond issue. Some 
persons jumped to the conclusion that because Sterling 
stuck to nia guns on the highway bond issue he was elect­
ed. The real issue, however, was Fergusonism.

During the state campaign someone tacked the 
'figure $360,000,000 on the highway proposal. It stuck, 
although Sterling disclaimed concocting it and the sum 
is now placed at $200,000,000 for the proposed amend­
ment. H alf of the amount would be to take up out­
standing county bond issues, such as Gray’s $400,000, 
and place the retirement of the state bonds on the tra f­
fic—an admittedly sound plan.

Chief opposition is not to the principle of the plan, 
but to the manner of administering the big fund. Some 
wish an elective hifhw ay commission, with the people 
voting without restriction of poll taxes. The net effect 
Sjf th ir would be to delay action on the proposition for 
several years. The proponents of the issue argue for 
immediate passage in ordeV- to relieve hard hit and 
heavily taxed counties from their ad valorem levies.

The argum ent is going to get warm over the issue, 
and the alignments are going to be somewhat different 
from what they were during the gubernatorial cam­
paign. It would not be surprising to see Senators Wood­
ward. Paifish and even Clint Small voting for passing the 
amendment to the people for approval or rejection.
