Young had become severely dehydrated. She was 
suffering from influenza complicated by a kidney 
infection and pharyngitis.

"It was so painful to drink, I had just quit drink­
ing anything," she explained.

After re-hydrating her, the hospital st^ff allowed 
Young to go back helome to her family about five 
hours after she arrived.

A single mother. Young says she's proud of her 
son and all her children for their quick thinking

and keeping a cool head during the emergency.
"We've talked a lot about what to do in case of an 

emergeiKy," she said. "Since (James) started school 
I've been testing him on what to do in case of an 
emergency -  v^^t's his name, his address, and 
phone number, how to call 9-1-1."

"The nice thing is, they didn't panic," said Ida 
Silverfox of Amarillo, Young's mother and grand­
mother to the four children. "We're very proud of 
them."

James said he wasn't afraid, even though his 
mom was so sick.

"We knew she would be all right," Cheyenne 
said.

How did you know? she was asked.
"We're smart kids!" she replied.

She said Texas Farms has about 
300,000 pigs at their facility in 
Perryton. "They could be a cus­
tomer for these sows that could be 
produced in Pampa."

Tripplehom explained to the 
group that North Carolina's major 
economy is hogs, and that when a

hurricane struck that state about 
two years ago considerable dam­
age was done to the hog lagoons 
in that state.

She said as a result of that dam­
age the state Attorney General 
made a deal with Smithfield 
Foods to work on a research pro­
ject through North Carolina State 
University to come up with some 
other system besides lagoons for 
handling waste from hogs.

"As a result of those negotia­
tions between the North Carolina 
Attorney General and Smithfield 
Foods, Smithfield gave $15 mil­
lion to NCSU for this project," she 
said.

Texas Round up
Amnesty talks raise hopes 
for undocumented citizens

HARLINGEN (AP) — The 
stillness, the Spanish, the tropi­
cal humidity and sweat-beaded 
foreheads m̂ ake the cement 
block public housing complex 
feel a bit like old Mexico.

But this is 20 miles into the 
United States, where families 
scrape by on off-the-books labor 
and the U.S. public assistance 
given to their children, citizens 
here by birth.

Now, word that the Bush 
administration is considering 
granting legal status to the esti­
mated 3 million Mexican nation­
als living illegally in the United 
States has raised new hope for 
that piece of paper that will 
allow them to work legally.

"If we had permission (work­
ing papers) we wouldn't be 
here," said 29-year-old 
Guadalupe CasHllo, a mother of 
three. She and her friends want 
to work, she said, not sit in a liv­
ing room on a weekday after­
noon, sharing the gentle breeze 
of a floor fan.

The children don't always 
understand.

All have friends and relatives 
who benefited from the amnesty 
in 1986, when Congress passed 
legislation granhng legal status 
to 2.7 million illegal immigrants. 
When her brother-in-law got his 
green card, Aurelia Vasquez 
Obregon said, her sister's life 
completely changed. They're 
middle class now. Their house is 
almost paid off.

But amnesty has some strong 
congressional opposition.

Settlement reached 
in wrongful death suit

HOUSTON (AP) — Thé family 
of a man who died after being 
beaten and hogtied at a Dillard's 
store has settled the wrongful 
death lawsuit that it brought 
against the department store.

In May, a jury in Houston 
awarded the family $800,000 
plus interest, which would have 
brought the award to about $1.5 
million.

But after the verdict, Dillard's 
lawyer Brock Akers said the 
family was entitled to only about 
half the $800,000 award and that 
he would be asking Judge Katie 
Kennedy to reduce the award.

The settlement reached last 
week was confidential. Lawyers 
representing Danyl Robinson's 
family and Dillard's declined to 
say how much the family 
received.

"I'm sure that the family is 
very proud to have their son's 
reputation back and they feel 
vindicated by the results of the 
trial," said James Doyle, one of 
the family's lawyers.

Parents battling for permanent 
custody of child

CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) — 
Entering the second week of a 
child custody battle, a mother 
has promised not to flee again — 
to Scotland or anywhere e i^  — if 
she is given custody of her son. 
Sindi Gräber Linden and ex-hus­
band Paul Marinkovich have 
been battling over custody of 
Gabriel since about 1996 when 
Linden, formerly of Corpus 
Christi, took Gabriel and her 
daughter to Europe to escape 
Marinkovich. The three lived 
under assumed names in 
Sweden, Scotland and Spain for 
four years while Marinkovich 
and authorities searched for 
them. Linden was arrested on 
international kidnapping
charges in Scotland in March. 
2000. Linden has complained 
that Marinkovich made it diffi­
cult for her to see Gabriel or talk 
to him on the phone since she 
returned to the United States. 
She went eight months without 
visiting Gabriel at Marinkovich's 
home in Simi Valley, Calif., after 
the p>erson assigned to monitor 
the visits quit and attorneys had 
difficulty finding a new one.

Linden claimed the monitor 
quit because of harassment from 
Marinkovich. Linden has said 
she left to protect Gabriel from 
Marinkovich, whom she accuses 
of abusing her daughter.

Marinkovich has said the 32- 
year-old Linden brainwashed 
Gabriel, and that mental health 
professionals have repeatedly 
discredited her charges of abuse. 
U.S. District Judge Janis Graham 
Jack has dismissed the charges 
against Linden, providing she 
abides by the outcome of the 
trial.

Astronauts connect gas tanks to 
passageway of space station

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP) — Two astronauts hooked 
up three of four gas tanks on the 
international space station's new

entryway early Wednesday 
despite a brief shutdown of a 
computer critical to the job.

Space shuttle Atlantis astro­
nauts Michael Gernhardt and 
James Reilly II installed two oxy­
gen tanks and a nitrogen tank 
needed to pressurize the new 
$164 million air lock during a 
spacewalk that started late 
Tuesday. '

NASA intended for them to 
add only two of the four tanks to 
the air lock during the space- 
walk, but the work was so 
speedy that flight controllers 
decided to add the third. The 
fourth, a nitrogen tank, was to be 
added Friday during their third 
and final spacewalk of Atlantis' 
mission.

Station astronauts Susan 
Helms and Jim Voss maneuvered 
the station's 58-foot robot arm to 
hoist the 1,200-pound tanks from 
the shuttle's cargo bay and hand 
them to Gernhardt and Reilly, 
who latched them to the air lock.

Gernhardt and Reilly ventured 
out an hour late Tuesday because 
the hard drive in one of three 
computers needed to operate the 
Canadian-built robot arm failed. 
Flight controllers reset the com­
puter in time for the late-night 
spacewalk.

Kansas ag secretary orders 
testing of all wheat seed

TOPEKA, Kan. (AP) — Wheat 
seed, must be tested and found 
free of the Karnal bunt fungus 
before it can be sold in Kansas, 
the state's agriculture secretary 
has declare'*

An orde. signed Tuesday by 
Secretary Jamie Clover Adams 
applies to durum wheat and trit- 
icale seed as well as regular 
wheat seed. Durum wheat is 
used to make pasta, and triticale 
is a rye-wheat hybrid.

Her action means that the 2,200 
seed merchants in Kansas will 
have to send up to 4 poupds of 
seed to a state laboratory in 
Topeka. Sellers can Submit com­
posite samples from up to 10 lots 
of seed.

Out-of-state fellers will be 
required to have their seed tested 
and certified in their home states.

The order was effectively 
immediately, and Adams set no 
date for it to expire.

Wheat seeding typically 
begins in September and con­
cludes by early November in 
Kansas. Last year, the state 
planted nearly 10 million acres 
of wheat.

I have been teaching school for 30  
years and I am  noticing a significant 
change in the health o f my children. 
M ore of them are overweight, and they 
ju st don’t get enough exercises. I 

wonder if my observation is accurate, and if so, what 
is causing it.

A You are absolutely correct. A recent 
medical study conducted at Columbia 
Children’s Hospital in Ohio has confirmed 
thJt today’s children are heavier and have 

significantly higher cholesterol and triglyceride levels 
than kids even 15 years ago. One o f the researchers. Dr. 
Hugh Allens, said, “Unless these trends change, 30 
million of the 80 million children alive today in the 
United States will eventually die of heart disease ... Kids 
need to turn off the TV, get off the couch and stop the 
nincompooping o f America.”

The problem is that high-fat junk food has replaced 
good nutrition. And even when healthy foods are 
consumed, kids are not exercising the calories off. 
Between television, carpools, computer games and 
hanging out at the pizza parlor, kids don’t run and jump 
like they used to.

So Mom and Dad should find “active” activities to do 
together with kids, such as walking, bicycling, playing 
catch or hiking. They can also get their children involved

delicate subject, indeed. That’s why the typical 
neighborhood is like yours, providing little feedback 
to parents in regard to the behavior of their children. 
The kids know there are no lines of communication 
between adults and take advantage of the barrier.

What each block needs is another who has the 
courage to say to her neighbors: “I want to be told 
what my child does when she is beyond her own 
yard. If she is a brat with other children, I would like 
to know it. If she is disrespectfuJ with adults, please 
mention it to me. I will not consider it tattling and 
won’t resent your coming to me. I hope I can share 
my insights regarding your children, too. None of 
our kids is perfect, and we’ll know better how to 
teach them if we can talk openly to each other as 
adults.”

Until this openness exists between parents living 
nearby, the children will create and live by their own 
rules in the neighborhood.

As a  single mother, I ’d like to leave my 
children with friends or relatives for a 
few days and get some time for myself, 
but I,m  w orried about how this might 
affect them. Will they feel deserted?

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Census data shows prison makeup

WASHINGTON (AP) — Black Americans com­
prise a greater share of prison inmates than they do 
in the overall population of at least 29 states, new 
census data show.

It is a long-held phenomenon that analysts trace 
in part to raw arrest figures. Separate data from the 
FBI show that blacks are arrested at rates far high­
er than their national population percentage.

Civil rights advocates and critics of the crirninal
justice system also point to what they C&ll historic

fight crime, including racial profiling.
racial inequities in how police ancl prosecutors

"Part of it is that we are nervous of people who 
l(X)k different from us," said Jenni Gainsborough, 
senior policy analyst at The Sentencing Project 
advocacy group. "But there is no simple answer to 
this question."

The percentage of African Americans in correc­
tional institutions was higher than the percentage 
of blacks in the total population for the 29 states 
and the District of Columoia for which such census 
data is available.

In data released Wednesday for South Carolina, 
68 percent of men between the ages of 18 and 64 in 
correctional institutions were African American. 
Blacks made up 27 percent of the state's total pop­
ulation in thesame age group.

In West Virginia, blacks made up 44 percent of 
the female inmates ages 18 to 64. Blacks were 3 per­
cent of the total female population in the same age 
range.

The reverse was true for non-Hispanic whites in 
nearly all states. For example, non-Hispanic white 
men made up 29 percent of South Carolina inmates 
between 18 and 64. Non-Hispanic whites were 68 
percent of all men between 18 and 64 in the state.

Joshua Marquis is district attorney in Clatsop 
County, Ore. and a member of the National District 
Attorney Association. While "there is no doubt that 
residual racism" exists in the justice system, coiurt 
systems have gone through enormous lengths to 
eliminate bias. Marquis said.

Earlier 2000 census figures showed that more 
than 12 percent of the country's 281 million people 
were black.

Data compiled by the FBI from more than 8,500 
police agencies show that blacks were the subject of 
29 percent of arrests in 1999.

Whites were the subject of 69 percent of arrests 
in 1999, according to the FBI; the 2000 census 
showed whites made up about 75 percent of the 
total population. ,

Often overlooked are socio-economic factors cor­
related to race, said Marquis and others associated 
with the criminal justice system.

For instance, crimes tend to be committed more 
by poorer people and in urban areas. Historically, 
minorities tend to have higher rates of poverty and 
live in cities more.

And it is in those urban areas where law enforce­
ment efforts, especially against drugs, are concen­
trated.

Hilary Shelton, director of the Washington 
bureau of the National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People, said disparities 
can eventually be narrowed, but only after prob­
lems such as racial profiling are resolved.

More courts that focus on rehabilitation and 
treatment rather than prison time for drug-related 
offenses are also necessary, Shelton said.

Many advocacy groups have also long contend­
ed that inner-city black drug offenders do not have 
the money to afford good legal representation, 
drug treatment, and other programs that white 
suburban offenders can afford.
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U.S. warplane crashes on 
its way to patrol over Iraq

ANKARA, Turkey (AP) — A 
U.S. F-16 fighter jet crashed 
Wednesday in southeastern 
Turkey as it was heading toward 
northern Iraq to patrol a no-fly 
zone. It is believed to be the first 
U.S. aircraft to have gone down 
in 10 years of patrols over the no- 
fly zones. The U.S. military has 
flown more than 200,000 sorties 
over the no-fly zones during that 
time. The pilot ejected from the 
aircraft, but there was no imme­
diate information on whether he 
had been rescued, said Maj. Ed 
Loomis, a spokesman for the U.S. 
European Command in 
Stuttgart, Germanv. The Turkish 
military, however, issued a state­
ment saying that the pilot para­
chuted to safety. Loomis said the 
cause of the crash was not 
known, but added that it was not 
due to hostile action.

Police prepare for 
activists’ siege of Sri 
Lankan capitar

COLOMBO, Sri Lanka (AP) — 
Police geared up Wednesday for 
a planned siege of Sri Lanka's 
capital by thousands of opposi­
tion activists, and the U.S. 
Embassy cautioned that the 
nation may be entering a period 
of increased civil unrest. The 
main opposition United National 
Party is leading protests of 
President Chandrika
Kumaratunga's suspension of 
the federal Parliament. The gov­
ernment crisis erupted as a 
Muslim Congress leader and six 
others defected after 
Kumaratunga fired him from the 
Cabinet on June 20. The defec­
tions reduced Kumaratunga's 
government to a minority, and 
Kumaratunga suspended parlia­
ment on July 11, in an apparent 
move to avoid an opposition- 
backed no-confidence motion. In 
violence apparently related to 
the political crisis, a bomb 
exploded in a regional office of 
the main Muslim party, though 
no one was injured by the home­
made bomb.

Astronauts hook up gas 
tanks for international 
space station

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP) — Two astronauts hooked 
up three of four gas tanks on the 
international space station's new 
entry way early Wednesday 
despite a brief shutdown of a 
computer critical to the job. 
Space shuttle Atlantis astronauts 
Michael Gernhardt and James 
Reilly 11 installed two oxygen 
tanks and a nitrogen tank ne^ed 
to pressurize the new $164 mil­
lion air lock during a spacewalk

that started late Tuesday. NASA 
intended for them to add only 
two of the four tanks to the air 
lock during the spacewalk, but 
the work was so speedy that 
flight controllers decided to add 
the third. The fourth, a nitrogen 
tank, was to be added Friday 
during their third and final 
spacewalk of Atlantis' mission.

Swim  ladder designs on some 
h ou seboat m odels c r e a te  an a ir  
cavity beneath the stem  deck. This 
space is a piopular place for kids to 
go swimming. Many boats also vent 
the gasoline generator exhaust into 
th is  sp ace, which has no o u tle t, 
a llow ing  le th a l lev els o f carbon  
monoxide to build up within a few 
minutes.

Sadly, since 1994, lyne people 
have died, and since 1991 , more 
than 100 have required emergency 
care — all from CO. poisoning at 
Lake Powell.

Abby, please warn readers about 
the dangers of houseboats. House­
boats are being recalled and refit­
ted. Houseboat owners should con­
tact their nearest U.S. Coast Guard 
station for more information.

Campo ready for a fresh start
WICHITA FALLS, Texas 

(AP) —  The way Dallas 
(Zbwbbys coach Dave Campo 
sees it, the-only thing worse 
than going 5-11 last season 
was spending the past seven 
months thinking about it.

Campo finally gets a fresh 
stcut Saturday wim the open­
ing of training camp for the 
2001 seaspn. He'll jump right 
into two-a-day practices 
Sunday.

"I'm  excited/' Campo said. 
'T o  be honest with you, the 
offseason is awfully long, 
especially when you have a 
poor season."

Dallas went through a pretty 
long offseason, too, as the 
team cut ties to several more 
links to its championship 
years.

Troy Aikman w ^  by far the 
most prominent player 
released, retired or not re­
signed. Erik Wfilliams, Chad 
Hennings, Leon Lett also left, 
as did Alonzo Spellman, a 
starter the past two years.

The shakeup left the 
Cowboys with about one- 
third or their salary cap wast­

ed on former players, making 
them mostly spectators in free 
agency. They also were with­
out a first-round draft pick 
and came away with few 
rookies expected to contribute 
immediately.

While that sounds like a 
recipe for another agonizing 
season, team owner Jerry 
Jones disagrees. He's predict­
ed a 10-6 finish, which would 
be Dallas' best in three years.

Campo isn't putting a num­
ber on his expectations, but he 
is confident things aren't as 
bad as they seem.

"We're going to be a better 
football team than we were 
last year," .Campo said. "And 
that's based on knowing the 
athletic talent we have."

Campo said one of his pre- 
season goals is to make sure 
his team has a workman's atti­
tude. He wants them "to be a 
professional football team that 
shows up every day with a 
lunch pail'in their hand, ready 
to go to work."

To help encourage that atti­
tude, Campo has scheduled 11 
straight days of practices in 
the Broiling heat of Wichita

Falls before the first break, a 
travel day to Oakland for the 
exhibition opener on Aug. 4.

There is some respite in the 
camp-opening streak: three 
days of specials-teams-only 
work. Those drills are usually 
limited to rookies and others 
needing to make a good 
impression.

"Texpect our first two weeks 
of training camp to be a little 
bit like the Bataan Death 
March," Campo said. "We're 
going to find out who wants 
to play football."

Another goal is to maximize 
the time spent in Wichita Falls. 
The Cowboys have only four 
more days there after playing 
the Raiders, then heacl to the 
cooler climaté of Oxnard, 
Calif., for two weeks.

"We need the heat for the 
conditioning, then to take that 
break will be good," Campo 
said. "The key is that you're 
changing a little bit of the con­
tinuity of camp. But I really 
believe it will be à positive 
from a focus standpoint, 
because it will force our guys 
to refocus on what we need to 
do to finish camp."

Pampa and area residents 
will be captivated by the lush 
beauty of the water gardens 
and ponds 'located  in the 
heart of the Texas Panhandle.

Carden Society was formed 
k)cally in 1998. A small group 
o f p>ond buffs formed a club 
toi share,acejuired knowledge 
as well as ideas and inform a­
tion about vvater gardening 
arid fish health, and to hold a 
pond tour.

The first tour w as in 
Septem ber, 1998, and fea­
tured six ponds. In 1999, 14 
p>onds were featured on the 
increasingly piipular tour.

Proceeds from the original 
tour were used to defray the 
cost of the materials for a 
water scape just east of the 
entrance of the Clarendon 
College Pampa center. The 
project was designed and 
built by Paul Coronis.

The "Book of Know ledge" 
is made of concrete, and lays 
on a pedestal standing five 
feet tall at the center of the 
area.

Proceeds from the 2000 
tour will be used to com plete 
the project to include shrubs, 
benches, rock work around 
the base of the fountain and 
flower beds. The patio area

around the water scape will 
also be completed.

Ponds on the tour range in 
all sjzes. Som e arc small with 
a 150 gallon capacity while 
others contain over 6,000 gal­
lons of water.

The owners have designed, 
buik and provided the fin­
ishing touches in the water 
garden areas. Many Pampa 
residents are jo in ing with 
p>ond and w ater garden 
lovers across the country as 
they develop a rapidly grow­
ing interest in these projects. 
Many home ponds begin as 
hobbies and develop into 
profitable ventures.

Local residents of all ages 
have becom e involved in the 
ponds and water 'gardens. 
Interest in the water gardens 
continues to grow as more 
and more people are l?ecom- 
ing.involved  in the avoca­
tion.

The objective of the local 
society is to prom ote interest, 
appreciation and enjoym ent 
of water gardens ancl their 
surrounding natural habitat

through education, exchange 
of inform ation, ideas and 
experiences. The annual tour 
helps to promote community 
aw areness and interest in 
w ater gardening.

»otnine' wat mS o o th in g ' w aterfalls 
many of the ponds provide a 
relaxing atmosphere. Many 
tropical plants and statuary 
also stand in the water gar­
den and pond areas.

Benches located in the 
areas give their owners and 
visitors a place to sit while 
enjoying tne breathtakingly 
beautiful water gardens and 
ponds. Exotic fiim as well as 
native and tropical plants are 
found in the water areas.

Fourteen residential ponds 
and water gardens will be on 
the tour for the public while 
three commercial ponds are 
listed.

Meetings are held the sec­
ond Monday of each month 
at the hom e o f different 
m em bers of the society.
