The Fondness of the Colorado 
For the Saitoh Sea.

D IFF ICU LTY OF PROBLEM .

GOVERNOB FARDEE.

Th* Situation Which Occasioned a 
Special Message to Congress From 
the President—The Mistake Made by 
the California Development Company.¡¿Mr* . . ’v .»

IHE efforts of 
P  re s id e n t 
Roosevelt to 

get the turbulent 
Colorado river 
a n d e r  control 
and solve the 

troublous Sal ton 
sea problem ha ve 
called national 
attention to a 
situation of .pe­
culiar character 
and exceptional 
difficulty. T h e  
Colorado, which 
Is one of • the 
longest streams 
In Nor*h Ameri­

ca, having a length of over 1.000 miles, 
is very unruly at times, and in the 
neighborhood of the 8alton sea it has 
overflowed Its banks with great dam­
age to surrounding property. These 
overflows are not like the freshets of 
an ordinarily well * behaved stream 
which subside soon, leaving tbe river 
to resume Its normal coarse without 
further ado. By pouring Into tbe Salto» 
sea. wbe^r It is not wanted because of 
the valuable salt deposits at tbe bot­
tom of the lake and the fertile lands of 
tbe vicinity, It leaves Its lower courses 
and the surrounding country dry, and 
no water pours through Its natural out­
let Into tbe gulf of California.

The Salton sea was until recently the 
dry basin of an extinct Inland lake. It 
Ilea in the Imperial valley, In the lower 
portiou of California, where extensive 
developments have been undertaken in 
the way of Irrigation. The Colorado 
rirer forms the eastern boundary of 
California, separating It from Arlsona, 
and after crossing the lnternstional 
boundary it flows through Mexican ter­
ritory into the gulf of California. It is 
just below the line separating tbe 
state of California from Lower Cali­
fornia that the b,reak in tbe Colorado 
river has occurred, and this makes it 
necessary for our government to take 
action in the matter In conjunction 
with Mexico. T he' lands of the Impe 
rial valley are 200 feet of more below 
the level of the Colorado river and are 
Indeed below sea level. Down asffat 
ns the International border they are 
protected from Inundation by low lying 
hills. 8outh of the boundary, in the 
republic of Mexico, the hills cease 
abruptly, and only the broad, low mud 
banks of the river protect the valley 
from being converted Into an Inland 
sea. President Roosevelt who took up 
tbe matter at tbe Instance of the gov­
ernor of California. George C. Pardee, 
and Senator Frank P. F lin t said In his 
message to congress: “In order to get 
any water to this vast tract of fertile 
but desert land, or, on the other hand, 
to protect It from too much water, 
wocks of supply or protection must be 
built In Mexico, even {bough they tap 
the fiver in the United States. Nature 
has for faany centuries protected this 
great depression from overflow, but the 
restl;*** river, fonstantlv shifting, has

annually threatened to break through 
the banks. Only a little hqman aid 
was needed to causa It to do so,”

This aid was supplied when the Cali­
fornia Development coinpany under­
took to make tbe desert blossom .like 
the rose by means of water from tbe 
liver. It spent a great deal of money 
advertising all about the fortunes to 
be made through location In. the valley 
on the lands to be Irrigated, but did not

spend money enougn on its engineering 
works, with the result that the river 
broke loose upon several occasions, the 
last and worse break having occurred 
In November. Much money has now 
been snent in the building of damn, 
etc., but so far without completely 
stopping tbe flow of the river into tbe 
valley, the Injury of fertile lands and 
destruction of industries and populous 
settlements. The Southern Pacific rail­
way, which runs through this section, 
was compelled, in order to protect its 
own Interests, to go to the rescue of the 
California Development company and 
lend it money. The Southern Pacific 
is a Harrlman road, and it was in this 
way that tbe president came to write 
to Mr. E. H. Harrlman, calling upon 
him to do his utmost in the matter. It 
la estimated that a,t least $2,000,000 
will have to be spent now to get the 
river again under control, and unless 
this is don# about 700,000 acres of fer­
tile lands will be submerged or ren­
dered uninhabitable and about 8.000 
people will be driven from their homes.

Fight Against 
Child Slavery.

HE child labor 
p r o b l e m  has 
been brought to 

the front in Amer­
ica recently by the 
d iscussion  in the 
senate on the sub­
ject, by the strong 
recommendations of 
Governor Charles E. 
Hughes in his first 
message to the leg­
is la tu r e  of N ew  
York and by Presl-

____ dent Roosevelt's let-
▲. J. bxveridoe. ter to the Consuui- 

league of New York regarding 
tbe evils incident to the employment 
of those of tender years in industrial 
establishments.

Tbe bill introduced In the senate by 
Albert J. Beveridge of Indiana hoa 
been much discussed in the press, and 
tbe question of the wisdom of national 
legislation on the subject has been 
raised. Some claim that It is a prob­
lem whose solution can best bo left 
entirely to the Individual states. Sen­
ator Beveridge challenged attention by 
his statement that there are now near­
ly 2,000,000 breadwinners under fifteen 
years of age in the United States and 
that of these almost 700,000 are en­
gaged In work other than agricultural. 
“Child labor on the farm Is good,** 
says tbe senator. “This bill does not 
strike a t th a t It strikes only at child 
slavery In factories, mines and sweat­
shops.”

Senator Beveridge’s plan of getting 
a t tbe child jfabor evil la to prohibit by 
federal statute any Interstate com­
merce tn articles which are the prod- 
net of such labor. Some who recog­
nise the force of the senator’s argu­
ments against child labor maintain 
that the states should be left to put 
reforms on this subject in execution 
and that his bill would. If enacted Into 
law. be a stop in tbe direction of cen

norr op goal 
trails#tlon and an unwise extension of 
the federal power. In reply to these 
contentions Senator Beveridge urges 
th a t  while In same states there are 
good laws against child labor, in oth­
ers tbe laws are either inefficient or 
nnoriv enforced snd that the matter

os. a  national evil can omy oe aesit 
with adequately by a national law.

Child labor laws exist already In 
many states, and In several new gov­
ernors Inaugurated In January made 
recommendations as to such legislation.,

Tbe factory inspector of Pennsyl­
vania In a recant address stated that 
In the tobacco making establishments 
of Pittsburg children os young as eight 
and nine years could tw  found at work.

Missouri has sn anti child labor law, 
but the labor unions are agitating for 
Its amendment and more rigid enforce­
ment of tbe statute.

Senator Beveridge Illustrated hla 
speech In the senate with photographs 
showing the conditions amid which 
children sometimes work. He points 
out that os the result of labor under 
such conditions many die, while others 
grow op dwarfed, crooked and weak, 
tbelr minds doited and clouded and 
their souls darkened sad vicious. He 
maintains that many more children are 
employed in factories than the census 
figures show. Tba senator telle of a 
tiny girl seven years old who worked 
twelve hours a day In a canning fac­
tory in Maryland, a state having over 
900 establishments employing children. 
John Spargo, author of “The Bitter Cry 
of the Children,” tells of a little girl 
in Atlanta, Go., who said, “When I 
work nights I's too tired to undress 
when I gets home, and so I goes to 
bed with my clothes on.”

Tbe noted writer, H. G. Wells, says: 
“In Massachusetts little naked boys are 
packing doth into bleaching vats in a 
bath of chemicals that bleaches tbelr 
little bodies like tbe bodies of lepers. 
In the south there are six times as 
many children at work as twenty years 
ago, in Pennsylvania children of ten 
and twelve stoop over chutes snd 
pick oat state, and In Illinois they 
•tend ankle deep tn blood, cleaning In­
testine* and trimming m eat”

Layiug aside God's law, Sun­
day desecration, where ever 
practiced, has a decided tenden­
cy to lower the moral tone of a 
community and for that reason, 
if for no other, it shou’d be un­
der the ban of all right thinking 
people. In this connection The 
Newsie proud to note the fact 
that in a meeting of the Canyon 
City Baseball Club, held at the 
court house Saturday, -it wan un­
animously voted “not to engage 
in any games on Sunday.”

The news is far from being a 
Puritan, but it does believe in 
honoring the Christian Sabbath 
and keeping it from desecration. 
Permit such, give it the counte­
nance of our enlightened public 
.opinion, and Americans will soon 
be numbered among the nations 
that “Forget God.”—-Canyon 
CityNewp.

There is probably no other 
one of God’s laws trampled un­
der foot of man, more than is the 
law of “ Keeping the Sabbath 
Day Holy.”

Sunday as it is usually termed.
It is observed by Christians in 

commemoration of the reeureo* 
tion, the scriptures tell us that the 
early Christians met on the first 
day of the week to break bread. 
The Seventh day or Saturday 
was the Sabbath or day of rest 
kept by the Jews, and at this 
day by the Advents. Sunday 
should be respeotec not only on 
account of the solmnity of the 
day, but in deferenoe to Chris- 
tians who observe it. We 
should show our respeot for them 
and for the day of rest by re­
fraining from all secular busi­
ness, whioh the law prohibits on 
that day and all sports calculat­
ed to disturbe its quiet, and at 
least spend it as a day of rest.
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THE RED CROSS OF EUROPE 
AND AMERICA.

Into the shell-shattered city of 
Strasburg on the morning after 
its capitulation to the Grand
Duke of Baden, there walked un-

. • •  *guarded, unattended save by a 
maid, a slight delicate woman 
in a dark plain dress, with a 
scarlet cross wrought in her 
sleeeve above the elbow. 
Through the battalions of con: 
quering troops which guarded 
the city she went fearlessly un­
molested, and the sentinels on 
the ran parts grounded their 
muskets as she touched the 
scarlet symbol on her arm and 
hurried past them over the heaps 
of dead and d y ing ,  into the heart 
of the stricken city. She found 
famine, fire, terrror, a shattered 
city surrendering through hurt* 
ger, its hospitals filled with 
wounded women and children, 
its streets swarming with half 
naked, half* starved, frenzied 
people, a city whose ablebodied 
mtn were all in the conscripted 
ranks of the French at-my or in 
the prisons of Germany.

Through the instrumentality 
of the stranger, in forty days the 
hungry were fed, the sick healed, 
and the. naked clothed. Hoxes 
of supplies came by hundreds 
into the city, marked ever with 
the scarlet symbol she wore, 
money j>oured into her treasury: 
faster than she could spend it,: 
and scores of brave nurses and

V ' • •heroic assistants gathered about 
her., White hands .that had 
never known labor bound the

»  « , "V

scarlet badge on their arms, and 
thecproodasc ladies of Germany, 
under the sigh of the crimson 
cross, went down to the help and 
succor of the city which their 
troops had conquered. Indeed, 
so abundant were the offerings of 
clothing that a message was sent 
to the Empress, “ You are mak­
ing paupers of Strasburg with
your generosity; send me ma­
terial rather than ' clothing, that 
1 may biro them made up here,

and thus créate pn industry for 
the people.*' The material toas 
sent, and twice each week hun­
dreds of women went to her door 
with baskets on their? arms to 
receive their work, for which 
th^y were abundantly paid. Forty 
thousand neatly fashioned gar­
ments of assorted-sizes were 
packed in bofces stamped l’ with 
the scarlet cross. v *

The comrhuQe had falten in 
Paris. The crash of the column 
Vendóme still thrilled in the* star­
tled air. The flames of the 
Hotel de Ville lit the oity with 
the lurid light. The streets were 
reeking with blood, and the arr 
was heavy with the groans, of 
the dying.

Suddenly there approached 
the same vision of mercy that 
came to the need of Strasburg. 
Pale, dust* covered, travel-worn, 
and well nigh exhausted, for she 
had walked seven miles into the 
city (90.000 horses having , been 
eaten by the people, .none were 
left for transportation). , The 
German troop9 outside the city 
detained her with no . questions 
when they caught the gleam of the 
scarlet cross. Cordons of French 
soldiers guarding the streets 
lowered their bayonets as she 
touched the glowing symbol, and 
the sullen, frenzied mob made 
way for her to pass.

The Mayor had been reinstat­
ed in his office but a few hours, 
the dust of months lay thick on 
books and papers, his assistants 
were hurrying to and fro and 
Writing frantically. The Mayor 
himself was anxious, weary, 
heart-sick. Suddenly a soft 
voige sounded in , his ear. an 
earnest; resolute, tender woman’s 
face was lifted to his own, he 
caught the gleam of the scarlet 
cross, and heard the low, clear 
words, “ Mayor, I have come to 
help you. I have 40,000 gar­
ments in my boxes outside the 
city, and plenty of money1.“ The 
Mayors house was instantly' at 
her disposal, but she argued, “ It 
is too grand for my work; give 
me .pome humble place where 
the peor will not be afraid to 
come to me.”
• “ Madam, eight months ago I 
left my home, as I supposed, to 
be burned—to-day, through the 
grace of God, it stands intact. 
Is it too good for God’s poor? 
Make it your headquarters—they 
will go to you anywhere.”

The history of 8trasburg re­
peats itself, and the hungry were 
fed, the naked clothed, the poor 
taught self helpfulness, and then 
the woman of the rsd cross van­
ished.

to her guards wich evsry v iris', y 
of provender, sustenance and 
comfort for man and beast, came 
to the .rescue of the suffering 
people. Whence she came, how 
provisioned, by whom supplied,
no one knew; only a woman 
stood at the helm, with a cross of 
crimson on her sleeve, and at 
the tna9t of the banner floated a 
shield of white crossed with scar­
let bars. When the floods abated • .
and tb6 needs were all supplyed, 
the strange craft vanished and 
her colors were hauled down in 
an unknown port,

High up in the Balkan moun­
tains the soldiers of Bulgaria 
were freezing and dying for 
want of supplies. Word came 
to the woman with the soarlet 
cross, was forwarded to her col­
leagues in various' cities, and be­
fore night thi9 telegram wan sent 
from New Albany: “Call on us
for $500 for the Balkan soldiers.*’ 
The message was cablegrammed 
to Geneva, Switzerland,, the 
next morning: ‘‘The red cross of 
America sends $500 to the Bal­
kan soldiers.’' Telegrams were 
sent from Geneva to Bulgaria, 
goods were purchased to that 
amount, and the next day,-after 
the woman of the red cross re­
ceived the call of need, high up 
in the fastness of the Bulgarian 
mountains the soldiers wsre re­
ceiving the warm garments sent.

Who is this mysterious woman 
that controls the soldiers of op­
posing armies and commands the 
Exchange of the world with the 
gleam of the scarlet cross?

Heroes of the rebellion know 
her as the first woman nurse to 
bring comfort and succor to the 
wounded. Surgeons remember 
when her whits tented wagons 
drove upon the field the things 
most needed were at hand. The 
army of the Potomac know her 
and the heroes of Morris Island 
have never forgotten the only 
woman who remained on the 
island, caring for the wounded 
while the shot and shell fell like 
hail. The Andersonville prison­
ers remember the woman who 
took them by the hand, and the 
widows and mothers of the An­
dersonville dead will ever re­
member her at whose request 
the bodies of the 30,000 men who 
died there were identified, and 
buried in marked graves. The 
sufferers of the Ohio floods, 
Miohigan fires, Charleston earth­
quake, Texas drouth, and recent 
Mount Vernon tornado can tell 
you who she is,- and every 
sovereign in Europe knows well 
thenapae and works of "Clara 
Barton, the President of the 
“ American Red Cross.”

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If Robinson Crusoe had Been Cast 
Away on a Hodern Steamship

Have you ever tried to imagine 
what wouid happen to a modern 
Robinson Crusoe who should be 
wrecked on a modern ocean liner,

The description of the ocean 
liner is such that one would reach 
the conclusion that the moderen 
Robinson Crusoe would find him­
self in a really delightful situation, 
Not only doss the liner provide 
every luxury and comfort for 
ordinary travelers, but there art 
special provisions for them in case 
they should become Crusoes.

The history of Robinson Crusoe, 
a story largely founded on facts, 
which has thrilled and fascinated 
the youth of the whole world for 
nearly two hundred years—since 
1719—might be repeated again 
to-day but for the improvements 
due to the enormous progress in 
science and knowledge since its 
publication.

Now let us suppose the liner 
in mid Pacific breaks her shaft 
which makes a hole in her bot­
tom. The crew and passengers 
all take to the boats except Cru­
soe. who is hidden up forward. 
The sinking ship, held up by 
water tight compartments, drives 
on a desert island, and in the 
morning, the storm ceases and 
the ship is left on the shore of 
the island.

We see Crusoe II looking 
around and finds one boat that 
is left loaded with provisions suf­
ficient to last a week or more 
The boat is all ready to be pushed 
overboard with but little tronble 
and the modern Crusoe quickly 
proceeds to set sail.

I t will be remembered that the 
original Robinson Crusoe with in­
finite labor constructed a wretched 
raft of old pieces of wood and 
rope, which threatned to turn 
over if he even lifted one foot.

Our modern Crusoe would find 
up in the bow, a handy little 
derrick, which he could operate 
with a new patent windlass, and 
with this he would begin to fit up 
his boat.

Crusoe I had to lower every­
thing with a piece of rope.

On the modern liner there is a 
number of ropes, cords, in fact 
everything that is necessary for 
the deck, with which one 
man could haul up or- let down 
the weight of a ton.

For the exploratory voyage to 
the island, the modem Crusoe 
takes a little folding tent, a rifle, 
a revolver, a hundred pounds of 
corned beef, with beans, water 
and biscuit. He lands on the 
island, and selects his camping 
place—a spendid view on which 
to build his house and make him 
self comfortable.

Now he re tu rn s  to  th e  groundec
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ocean liner and gathers material 
for his country house. He would 
find a whole shopfull of carpen • 
ters and engineer’s tools to aid 
him in building, and also at every 
turn of the ship a saw and axe 
placed in a case for his conven­
ience. Poor old Robinson had to 
get along with two rusty saws, an 
axe and hammer. He lacked 
those essential tools—a plane, an 
augur, sesws and screwdriver, 
pick and shovel,

Crusoe II decides to build him­
self a handsome little one-story 
house, just the sort of place for 
lis climate. It can be* built to 
cover as much ground as required 
and he has no trouble running up 
and down stairs,

Crusoe II saws out the hand­
some, polished hardwood walls of 
the state rooms for the walls of 
his house. For flooring he cuts 
out pieces of the beautiful prome­
nade deck which is easily re­
moved. being laid over without 
nails or screws.

The ventilators make beautiful 
chimneys and the skylights of the 
saloon and glass doors of the 
chart room make fine windows. 
He selects his furniture from the 
magnificent upholstered state 
rooms, commonly called * the 
bridal chambers.*1 Poor old 
Robinson had to live in a hole 
which he scooped in the rock.

Now Crusoe II will begin to 
provide himself with luxuries 
What is home without a piano? 
On the liner there is at least one 
grand upright. He takes the best 
of course,

He can take the instruments of 
the brass band and the string 
band that are used to entertain 
passengers. The old Crusoe had 
absolutely no musical instruments. 
There is a large supply of phono­
graphs wit i cylinders recording all 
the popular songs. Crusoe II > 
will also talk into phonograph 
and later be able to listen to his 
own wit and wisdom,

One of the crudest trials of the 
orignial Crusoe was the absence of 
a living person to talk to and for 
this reason he almost lost his 
speech, Crusoe II will run no 
such risk, since he has the phono- 
praph.

Crusoe II will search further in 
the ship and finds an automobile. 
When the savages from the dist­
ant island make a mad rush upon 
him as they did old Robinson 
Crusoe, he will not have to retreat 
to his stockade to fight them. He 
will go out in his “auto* * with a 
dozen “six-seooters** and maga­
zine rifles. “Let 'em come,” but 
he will keep out of their reach, 
shooting them down all the time- 
When they run he will take after 
them and make them hard to 
catch.

There are plenty of oil lamps on 
the ship, but Cusoe II will have 
studied electricty and taken ashore

\ if.
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a small electric ligfit plant. Now he 
has one of the liners dynamos and 
it harnessed by a water wheel to a | 
stream

He will have a hundred 
trunks of clothing to make his 
selection of costumes—if he
wishes to wear one of those up 
todate dresses, such as the belles 
of N. Y. or Paris wear, no one 
will be there to snigger at his
taste. He can wear low neck 
and short sleeves, sailor collars* 
wide or narrow belts or none at 
all if he desires. Is he not hap­
py?—would not mind being a 
modern Crusoe myself. Now of 
course he will have all the new 
fads of taylor made clothing and 
he may pick from the abundance 
the long Claw-hammer coat and 
dance the first “Spanish Fandan­
go* * with the paint phantom of 
his far away Btftsy Ann.

Crusoe I, we shall remember 
had to dress himself in goat skins 
—and me thinks they were a mis­
fit.

Crusoe II we fear, will proba­
bly visit the room of the ocean 
liner where the strong waters are 
stored He will haul up cases of 
champagne. Burgundy, Kentucky 
Bourbon, and as many others as 
he chooses together with his ice 
cold beer.

Poor old Crusoe I had to con­
tent himself with a barrel or two 
of sorry ium of which he took 
only a half mouthful at a time, 
when he felt sick, for fear of using 
it up,

Crusoe II will visit the cook 
room on the liner. He finds the 
range, the most complete yet de­
vised, with all the pots, pans etc.

How poor old Crusoe I suffered 
for the lack of even a pot to cook 
his goat meat in! Crusoe II not 
only has the latest cook vessels, 
but tons of coal to use.

The modern ship has quite a 
colony of cats, dogs, parrots and 
such like, and Crusoe II can have 
more than one pet.

Even more wonderful than these 
pets, there are fine horses, cows, 
sheep and hogs, when he gets 
tired of his “auto” he hitches 
some “Dan Patch’’ and tries his 
speed on the newly made race 
track.

There is such an abundance and 
variety of food on the liner that 
he need not fear for want of some­
thing to eat. He can live like the 
inmates of the Waldorf-Astoria 
Hotel, or he can eat a nice boiled 
steak with peas, potatoes and 
coined beef and wash down with 
black coffe.

Here lets remember how poor 
oli Robinson Crusoe I nursed that 
one barrel of pork for more * than
one year.

So now we have a picture of our 
modern Crusoe, seated in his hand­
some house, mahogany furniture 
and wainscoted galleries, with 
handsome drawings and ingrav- 
ings on the walls, with companion­
able dogs cats, parrots and phono­
graphs all around, with wine and 
all kinds of good cheer on the side­
board, and with an inexhaustable 
supply of food and clothing close 
at hand.

It seems there is only one thing 
lacking to make the situation of 
the modern Crusoe the absoiute 
ideal of earthly happiness an com­
fort and that is Mrs. Crusoe.
