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'MEN FORCED
T0 CELLS AS
BREAK FAILS

Four Inmates, All Desper-
ate, Attempt to Escape by
Hespital Exit Near to
Main Gate of Prison.

TWO KIDNAPERS

All Guns Belleved to Have
Been Seized; Source of
Supply Is Unknown by
Warden James Corgan.

MARQUETT!, Mich., Aug. 27.
(A’)—The acting prison physician
was slain and a guard and a
trusty wounded in an at pted
break at the state branch prison
here today by four convicts, who
then committed suicide when their
plot was feiled.

Three of the convicts ended their
lives after they had Dbarrieaded
themselves in the industrial build-
ing of the prison, with a score of
guards surrounding them. The
fourth rhot himself half an hour
later after he fired at a guard in
ancther wing) of the prison and
missed. The slain acting prison
doctor was A. W. Hormbogen. He
to death in the hospital
main gate of the prison,
when three of the convicts attempt-
ed to make a break for freedom
through the hospital exit

The convicts were Tony Germano,
Tcledo, Ohio, sentenced to 35 years
for killing a Birmingham, Mich,
patrolman; Leo Duver, Charles
and Frank Hohfer. Ger-
mano and Hohfer were at one time
charged with alliance with the La-
man-Andrews kidnaping gang of De-
troit.

Warden James P. Corgan  said
that a general riot at first was
feared, but that his guards were
able to maintain control of the sit-
uation. All of the guns obtained by
the prisoners were in his custody,
he said, and the prison was quiet.
