Today, however, as the city ob­
served memorial day, neither Grau 
nor Welles would comment.

One of the early morning bombs 
exploded in a building which houses 
the Danish consulate. No damage 
was done the consulate.

The American-owned Cuban Elec­
tric company still was at odds with 
the Grau government over its de­
cree for a 34 per cent reduction of 
the 3200,000,000 concern's rates.

Company officials had said they 
would lose their plants if the gov­
ernment ordered a reduction of more 
than 20 per cent.

The company appealed to Its em­
ployes for another week In which 
to answer the workers' 41 demands, 
explaining there had been Insuffi­
cient time to study them.

JUDGE FINALLY 
DECIDES JOYCE 

BOOK IS ‘ART’
Will Admit ‘Ulysses’ 

To U. S. After 
11 Years

BY RAYMOND CROWLEY.
M E W  YORK. Dec. 7 l/Pi — The 

genius of a half-blind Irish-man 
had radiated across the sea and 
induced a Judge to unlock America's 
gates to a famous paraih of book- 
cfom.

A decision by Federal Judge John 
M. Woolsey, admitting James Joyce's 
"Ulysses" to this country, was hailed 
today by foes of censorship, cham­
pions of modem literary trends— 
and even the federal prosecutor, 
Samuel C. Coleman.

Burned by customs men, de­
nounced as “ filthy" and obscene 
through years of raging controversy, 
the massive volume has finally won 
through to a place of legal respect­
ability.

Emetic, Not Aphrodisiac.
m  a decision that was expected 

to have far-reaching effect in judi­
cial definition of the word “ ob- 
soene,” Judge Woolsey ruled last 
night that while the book might be 
“somewhat emetic" to some read­
ers. "nowhere does it tend to be an 
aphrodisiac.”

“ I have not found anything that 
I consider to be dirt for dirt's sake," 
he said.

He said the book was a sincere 
work of art, accomplishing "with as­
tonishing success” a venture into a 
new literary genre. The short An­
glo-Saxon words, whose occasional 
appearance in the book drew down 
the wrath of censors were found by 
the judge to be natural to some 
characters portrayed.

Get Your Dictionary.
"Ulysses." a combination of nat- 

ural’sm and symbolism, is the epic 
of the spiritual wanderings and 
trials of a modem Ulysses—a Dub­
lin Jew named Leopold Bloom 
Judge Wdolsey said:

"JOyw has attempted—It seems to 
me with astonishing success— to 
sliow how the screen of conscious­
ness with its ever-shifting kaleido­
scopic impressions carries, as it were 
on a plastic paJmimpsest, not only 
what is in the focus of each man's 
obeservation of the actual things 
about him. but also in a penumbral 
zone residua of past impressions, 
some recent and some drawn up by 
association from the domain of the 
subconscious."

For eleven years the book had cir­
culated in bootleg channels in the 
United States, and (bo it is said) it 
was studied in at least one leading 
university.'

Beer Licenses

WASHINGTON, Dec. 7. UP)—'The 
government continued a six-day-old

The RFC quotation of $34.01 an 
ounce was the highest since gold 
buying began. But it was the same 
fixed Just before Thanksgiving. 
Since that time, with the price for 
njewly-mtned domestic gold the 
same, the government bond mat - 
ket has been firmer.

In London, the offering for bar 
gold today was 32.22 an ounoc on 
the basis of sterling opening at 
$5.li lt  to the pound.

/CHICAGO, Dec. 7 (/P)—Frank Par- 
ish, a fugitive since last Feb­

ruary, surrenderd to the United 
States marshall today on an indict­
ment charging use of the mails 
fraudulently in the financing of the 
Missouri-Kansas Pipe Line com­
pany.

His $35,000,000 pipe line company 
went into receivership in the spring 
of 1932. 8everal months later a 
government investigation and audit 
resulted in the indictment of the 
young financier and several asso­
ciates in the diretlon of the com­
pany for use bf the mails in a 
scheme to defraud investors in 
Missouri-Kansas pipe line stock.

Then In December, 1932, Parish 
was indicted in New York on a 
grand larceny charge, which he de­
nied.

He elected to go into voluntary 
exile last February rather than face 
the mail fraud charges, and his 
$5,000 bond was forfeited.

Parish had residences at Kansas 
City, Mo., and East Orange, N. J. 
Before he was 36 he had built a 
$16,000,000 fortune. Organised the 
ptpe line company to draw natural 
gas 1.200 miles from Texas to Illi­
nois, and bought himself the former 
presidential yacht Mayflower. Then 
the collapse of Missouri-Kansas 
brought disaster.

57 Cutter Cows 
Allotted County 

For FERA Sale
The allotment for Gray county 

of cutter cows to be sold to the 
Federal Emergency Relief associa­
tion to be slaughtered in Amarillo 
is 57.

According to to advice received 
by county agent, Ralph Thomas, the 
F.E.R.A. will have an experienced 
cattle buyer at the slaughtering 
plant in Amarillo, where cattle will 
be purchased and paid for on the 
basis of Fort Worth market prices- 
However, a minimum of $1.75 per 
hundred weight will be paid for 
cutter cows. No commission will be 
charged. The buyer reserves the 
right to reject any cows carrying 
insufficient flesh, crippled or dis­
eased animals. The county agent 
will issue permits to original grow­
ers only, and stockmen will deliver 
cows to slaughtering plant on des­
ignated dates. It is expected that 
the cows will be del levered before 
January 15.

Ranchmen wishing to take ad­
vantage of this offer should notify 
the county agent at once, stating 
number of cows, they wish- to sell 
and number of cattle they have on 
hand.

EQUALIZATION FUND IS 
SUGGESTED FOR 

STABILIZING

W ASHINGTON, Dec. 7 (A>>—Oon- 
flicting factions of the petro­

leum Industry today submitted to 
Secretary lekes, oil administrator, a 
plan for stabilising gasoline prices 
by using an equalisation fund to 
keep price depressing distress sup­
plies off the market

Ickes withheld decision on the 
plan pending further analysis.

Its backer*, however, were pri­
vately hopeful that It would both 
meet the secretary’s demands and 
would make any kind of price fixing 
unnecessary.

The proponents were represented 
as believing that prices of crude oil 
are satisfactory for the time being, 
and that Control o f excess gasoline 
stocks, accumulated In anticipation 
of the oil code, will serve to correct 
price maladjustments.

The plan was understood to  pro­
pose the withholding from the mar­
ket of many mill Inns o f barrels of 
gasoline by purchase with funds con­
tributed by members bf the Industry.

Such supplies, estimated at from 
ten to fifteen million barrels, would 
the be released slowly so as not to 
disturb the market.

It was said In one quarter that 
proponents o f price fixing in the 
industry were willing to allow a test 
of the Jhan for a period of, say. 60

Peek likely To 
Be Transferred 

To NRA Group
WASHINGTON, Dec. 7. MF-i 

Transfer o f George N. Peek, now 
agricultural adjustment administra­
tor, to the national recovery  ad­

BE ABLE TO BATTLE ABILENE
EAGLES ALSO ON INJURED LIST; ABILENE HAS 

NEVER BEEN DEFEATED BY DISTRICT ONE 
TEAM, BUT HARVESTERS ARE READY

ABILENE, Dec. 6 —Abilene high 
school charges into the state play­
off of the Texas Interscholastic 
league this week for the eighth 
time in the fourteen years that 
races have been sponsored officially 
by the circuit. In the seven pre­
vious campaigns that the Eagles 
have emerged as district represent­
atives, they have never been stopped 
short of the semi-finals, but Coach 
Dewey Mayhew and most of the 
local fans are not optimistic over 
the prospects o f upholding that tra­
dition.

In fact, it will be rated no up­
set here if the season ends for the 
Abilene club on the Pam pa grid­
iron Saturday afternoon. It is the 
lightest team in the modem history 
of Abilene high school, and has 
been carried out of the Oil Belt on 
good coaching, paprika, and a fab- 
share o f  luck. Ih e  Eagles are 
“ court rtoom companions” for their 
first time, but having lost by only 
7 to 6 to Ranger, which went thru 
Undefeated, and having beaten other 
entries by one to three touchdowns, 
probably would be as well equipped 
to represent district 2 as any other 
team if all members of the lineup 
were in their best trim. Ranger for- 
felted its victory over the Eagles and 
two other games three weeks ago 
when it was discovered Horace Hill, 
regular tackle, was over age.

Beaten Three Times.
Three defeats mar the record of 

the team, but Abilene has not been 
beaten since October. Here is the 
record:

He has been a member of the 
Eagle track team for four seasons, 
was the squad’s sprinter last spring, 
and a member of the relay team 
which won third place at Austin. 
His speed shows up offensively and 
defensively.

Gervia 
Galbraith completes the backfield 
setup at right half, and is used al­
most exclusively as a blocker. This 
quartet averages onty 145 pounds.

Miles Marbaugh and Bill Dun­
away were both in uniform yester­
day afternoon when Coaches Mit­
chell and Fox sent their charges 
through a long, stiff scrimmage at 
Harvester park. Marbaugh, who has 
been on the sidelines with an in­
fected leg, looked like his old self 
hitting the line, passing, and punt­
ing during the scrimmage. Bill 
Dunaway played for a few minutes, 
but was not allowed to exert him­
self.

New uniforms were to be issued 
this afternoon and the team was put 
through a light workout on pass 
defense and offensive plays. The 
team is in good condition, and it is 
believed that Dunaway will be able 
to start at halfback. Marbaugh will 
be able to relieve Heiskell at full­
back, he demonstrated yesterday.

Several new plays have been 
Stressed during the week and a 
brand new offensive gesture is apt 
to confront the Eagles. Work of 
stopping Captain Cogdell, Abilene's 
star backfield man, has not been 
forgotten during the hard practice 
sessions.

SAN ANTONIO, Dec. 7 UP)—In an 
opinion handed down by Chief just­
ice W. a. Ply of the fourth court of 
civil appeals. It was ruled that Judge 
W. W. McCrory of ninety-fourth 
district cohrt had acted without 
jurisdiction ih granting an Injunc­
tion against tnKstate railroad com­
mission and its agents in favor of 
Joe Burkett Jr., receiver for certain 
oil properties in East^Texas.

An injunction wasNstrtained’ by 
Burkett against the commission Oc­
tober 14, restraining the oil regula­
tory body an<i its agents from inters 
fering With operation of an oil lease 
and from molesting the receiver in 
selling stored oil and back allowable 
oil at the rate of 100 barrels daily 
for 20 days and 45 barrels daily un­
til 4.400 barrels had been removed. 
Burkett had Contended that the 
commission had agreed to removal 
of this amount of oil prior to is­
suance of a blanket order that no 
back allowable oil could be removed 
from the field.

*Tf an action Is to be brought 
against the railrbad commission, It 
must be brought in Travis county, 
as directed by the statutes of the 
state, and this law cannot and will 
not be defeated through the tor­
tuous method of restraining every­
one who could put active force and 
energy in the railroad commission,’’ 
the opinion read.

The action of the district Court In 
granting the temporary injunction 
was set aside and all proceedings in 
Connection with it were dismiaSed.

PAGAN ETHICS OF U. S. 
. SOUNDLY SCORED 

IN ADDRESS
VyASHINOTON, Dec. 7 CfP)—Pres- 
TT ident Roosevelt is convinced the 
nation will not tolerate lynch law.

Speaking to the Federal Council of 
Churches of Christ in America, last 
night, he made plain his belief that 
American seeks a government of Its 
own “ that will be sufficiently strong 
to protect the prisoner and at the 
same time crystalize a public opin­
ion so clear that government of all 
kinds will be compelled to practice 
a more certain Justice.”

The younger generation, the pres­
ident added, “ is not content with 
preachings against that vile form 
of collective murder—lynch law.”

In a rebuke, softened only by his 
failure to mention names, Mr. 
Roosevelt condemned “those in high 
places or in low who condone lynch 
law.” Governor James Rolph of 
California recently gave verbal ap­
proval to the lynching of two kid­
napers at San Jose.

The iudicial function of govern­
ment, the president reminded his 
listeners, is the protection of the 
individual and the community thru 
quick and certain Justice. That 
fuction, he added, in many places 
"has fallen into a sad state of de­
spair.”

“It must be part of our program 
to re-establish It,” he said.

Turning to a common objective of 
church and state, President Roose­
velt described it as “a more abund­
ant life”

Churches and governments, he 
said, can worlc hand in hand to­
ward a new definition of prosperity 
—prosperity “socially cohtrolled f<y 
the common good.” He assured the 
council that it can be “a prosperity
