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HITLER TELLS FRANCE  
G ER M AN Y W A N T S  

PEACE

QENEVA, Nov. 22 (A*)—The steer- 
VX ing committee of the disarma­
ment conference voted today to sus­
pend the parley until January.

In the meantime international 
diplomacy is to be given full play 
in its efforts to save the disarma­
ment conference from oblivion and 
to bring Germany, whfeh withdrew 
last month from the negotiations, 
back into the conversations.

The committee unanimously ac­
cepted a statement by Arthur Hen­
derson of Great Britain, president 
of the conference, which said there 
shall be ‘‘Parallel and supplemen­
tary effort between the various 
states and the full use of diploma­
tic machinery conducted energet­
ically to advance in every possible 
way the work of the conference ’’

The committee decided that the 
governments concerned will keep 
Henderson informed as to the re­
sult of these diplomatic efforts and 
the president furthermore is to de­
cide how far the work of the com­
mittee should be carried on in the 
meantime.

The date for the reassembling of 
the conference was fixed as during 
or immediately after the meeting of 
the council of the League of Na­
tions January 15.

PARIS. Nov. 22 MP>—A govern­
ment spokesman said today that 
the French door to peace is wide 
open to Chancellor Hitler of Ger­
many if he cares to enter carrying 
an olive branch.

This authoritative invitation was 
made as a comment on an inter­
view with the German chief by 
Fernand de Brinon, a close friend 
of former Premier Edouard Dali- 
dier, published in the newspaper 
le Matin-

The interview quoted Hitler as 
offering peace and security to 
France in return for equality for 
Germany.

Le Matin said Hitler vlsualied 
the greatest obstacle to accord be­
tween France and Germany as the 
question of the 8aar territory, now 
held by France. The French gov­
ernment spokesman said, ‘ ‘the ques­
tion is whether Chancellor Hitler 
will submit to the supervision of the 
armaments we know he is building."

A formal protest citing evidence 
that Captain J. R. Corbitt of the 
Amarillo Sandies is ineligible for 
football competition this year was 
filed this afternoon by officials of 
Pampa high school.

The protest was sent to Supt. 
W. A. McIntosh of Amarillo high 
school, who is chairman of the 
district Interscholastic League 
committee. He will call a meeting 
of the executive committee, com­
posed of superintendents of the 
Class A high schools of district 1.

The minimum penalty in case 
of sustaining a protest is forfeit­
ure of the games in which the in­
eligible man played. Such an out­
come would make the Harvesters 
champions of the district if they 
defeated Berger’s Bulldogs next 
Wednesday.

A LLEGATTONS of a group of 
local fans concerning the eligi­

bility of Captain Corbitt of the 
Amarillo Sandies to play football 
this semester were placed before 
Gene Howe last night with the rec­
ommendation that they be seriously 
considered.

Today Mr. Howe told The NEWS 
that Amarillo school officials and 
Coach Blair Cherry had found 
the evidence largely correct but 
lacking in essential particulars. The 
attitude of the Amarillo school is 
understood to be that a formal pro­
test should be made by Pampans if 
they fel that Corbitt is Ineligible.

Two Allegations
The allegations of the Pampa 

fans were: 1. That Corbitt is in­
eligible by reason of having eight 
semesters in high school prior to 
this term; and 2. because of hav­
ing been engaged in high school 
athletics four years prior to last 
September.

Allred Seeking 
Penalties From 

Bus Companies
WACO, Nov. 22 UP)—The Texas 

and New Orleans railroad bus line 
and three other transportation 

companies today were under a tem­
porary injunction in a suit filed yes­
terday by James V. Allred, Texas 
attorney general, seeking penalties 
totaling approximately *1,000,000

Besides the T. & N. O.. companies 
named were the Southland Grey­
hound bus lines, the Southwestern 
Greyhound lines and the Southern 
Pacific railroad.

Allred alleged that the T. Sc N. O. 
line was operating between Waco 
and Bremond without a permit 
from the State Railroad Commis­
sion. in the strength of a permit 
granted the Southland and sold 
November 1 to the Southwestern. 
The petition alleged the line was 
operating under a “lease or some 
tort of agreement" with the South­
ern Pacific.

The state alleged violation of both 
the motor bus law and the motor 
carrier law by carrying passengers 
and freight and seeks a penalty of 
$500 a day for the former and $100 
a day for the latter for each day 
since November 13, 1932.

Judge Sam R. Scott granted the 
temporary restraining order and 
set the. petition for hearing bn Dec­
ember 4.

TESTIMONY
Ex - Ranger Declares 

Osaba Plotted 
Proposal

A USTIN. Nov. 22 (4b—Joe Osoba, 
sergeant of the headquarters 

company, Texas Rangers, testified 
before a legislative investigating 
committee today that he had no 
knowledge of a framed bank rob­
bery in order that the robbers could 
be killed and Rangers collect a $5,- 
000 reward for each dead man.

C. B. Shelton of Dallas, until re­
cently a member of the Rangers, 
had previously told the committee 
of the proposed job. which he said 
was plotted by Osoba.

Shelton testified that four ex-con­
victs were to rob a bank at Edna 
and that three of them were to be 
killed by the waiting Rangers. The 
fourth man was to have been given 
protection, and not killed, because 
he was arranging details of the 
frameup with the other men, Shel­
ton testified.

Osoba and Representative Gordon 
Burns of Huntsville, a member of 
the committee engaged in warm ex­
change of words as Burns question­
ed Osoba. Osoba at one time told 
(Burns) was “hard headed.”

Osoba testified that Ranger F. A. 
Craven of Waco brought an ex-con­
vict to Austin to talk with Captain 
D. E. Hamer, of headquarters com­
pany. about information the former 
prisoner said he bad about a pro­
posed bank robbery 

The witness said that after Hamer 
could not be found he talked with 
the ex-convict, but “ treated the 
matter very lightly at that time.”

L. P. Hannah, a Ranger, testified 
that Osoba discussed briefly with 
him the plan relative to capture of 
the bank robbers. He did not men­
tion the name of the bank that was 
Involved, Hannah said.

Hannah said the proposition did 
not look exactly right to him and 
that he had discussed it with Ran­
ger Sid Kelso. He said Kelso was 
of the opinion it was a “ frame up.” 
He quoted Kelso as saying he would 
refuse to make the trip if ordered 
to do so. *

•‘I told Kelso I wouldn’t go either,” 
Hannah testified.

Hannah said that a spUt of the 
reward was not mentioned.

Hannah testified that he told 
Osoba after the plan had not been 
carried out that if “• Job like that 
is pulled some one will get Into 
trouble.”

Osoba replied he believed the in­
formation that the bank would be 
robbed was on the square and that 
it appeared to be all right, Hannah 
testified. _________

RUSSIA KILLED  

IN M ISHAP

MOSCOW. Nov. 23. UP)—A dis- 
1 patch from Kharkov said the 
newly-constructed airplane K-7, 
said to be the largest airplane for 
overland flying in the world, crash­
ed here yesterday killing 14 persons.

The dead were reported to include 
the chief pilot and mechanic and 
several Kharkov aviation officials, 
but beyond these bare facts no ( 
tails were'given out.

A Soviet government commiss 
was appointed Immediately to in-, 
vestigate the cause of the crash and 
establish responsibility for It.

The K-7 was a six-motored mon­
oplane without the orthodox fuse­
lage.

Instead, all accommodations for 
luggage and fuel space as well ss 
controls were in the wings. Only i 
slight frame work of steel ooc 
the structure on which the 
was anchored.

The great airplane was 
to carry 128 persons inch 
crew. It was designed with 
ing accommodations for $4 
divided into 16 cabins om 
four berths each. During day : 
the oabins were convertible 
eight seating compartments on the 
order of the modem European sleep- 
Ing car.

These 16 cabins ldhfepd out onto 
two corridors running length wise 
through the wings which also hous­
ed a powerful radio plant.

The mammoth plane was built In 
seven months entirely with Russian 
materials and by Russian labor, at 
the Kharkov aviation plant.

RELIEF FOR WOMEN
The federal emergency relief organization advances 

a bilateral plan to solve a situation that has become 
acute with the long duration of unemployment and dis­
tress. The government admits that it has shelved the 
question of caring for unemployed women,»in order to 
carry afd first to unemployed family heads who r e p re ­
sent more persons. That this was a necessary policy can 
riot he questioned, but it has not lessened the tragedy 
in the case of the single woman without & job. How 
many lives have been darkened by the late coming o f 
relief, most of us would rather not know.

The new federal plan will supply on one hand jobs 
in specially created activities suited to the women. On 
the other, it will offer necessary care while training un­
employed women vocationally in “ resident schools.” Lit­
tle can be hoped for from either schools or jobs; the 
whole thing must necessarily simmer down to minimum 
relief. It is expected that it will be necessary to handle 
at least one million cases.

The scheme for aiding women dovetails into the more 
pretentious plan announced last week as the govern­
ment's formula for putting every unemployed person to 
work. The essence of this idea is to find in public 
agencies the sort of work that each person can do. An 
unemployed teacher will probably be glad to work at 
her occupation at a minimum wage. So will an unem­
ployed stenographer, librarian, or office worker. But 
some difficulty may be expected in the case of these 
persons working for poor pay along side others 
doing the same jobs at regular pay. The whole exper­
ience of recovery effort, however, is that nothing is ac­
complished without difficulty and that each new prob­
lem must be met as it comes up.— Dallas News.

STATE OFFICIALS WERE THRILLS 

OF KID BAND TRIP TO AUSTIN
Member Writes Of 

Sightseeing And

The 
autumn leaves are beautiful- The 
trees .are large and lots of them. 
The statues in parks and grounds 
are wonderful.

Program Successful.
We reached the beautiful Federa­

tion building where we were to play. 
The large crowd seemed to like our 
music and our program was a suc­
cess.

Again we got on our bus and went 
to the hotel, then to Wbolworth s, 
where we had a grand time and 
bought our mothers, dads, and folks 
at home some gifts. Mrs. Daniels 
laughed when we came out of the 
store loaded down with bundles, and 
said we'd “get home with seme of 
them” .

Then came supper time, and af­
terwards the Paramount show.

We went through the treasury, 

where our school bonds and money 
are kept, also into Mr. Woods' of­

Jim Ferguson received us in his 
office, talked with us and shook 
hands with us. Mrs. Ferguson had 
been ill for 10 days. We went thru 
the senate and house. The pictures 
were all explained to us. The pic­
ture of San Jacinto cost $15,000. The 
picture o f Santa Anna cost $20,000.

We climbed the stairway to the 
dome and It looked like we could 
very nearly see Pampa from there. 
We went to the museum and were 
guided through by Miss Allen; 
everything was explained to us. I  
couldn’t  begin to tell in this paper 
what we saw there.

Blind School Interesting.
After dinner we boarded our bus 

and went to the blind institute. Mr. 
Allen, tiie superintendent, is blind.

They 
wrote our names on a piece of paper 
and gave them to us for a souvenir.

We went into a third grade room 
and the children did some arith­
metic for us on their slates. These 
school children's work was most In­
teresting- From there we were taken 
to the building where the boys 'were 
making brooms and mattresses. We 
did not realize how much our eyes 
meant tb us until we saw these blind 
children feeling around for tire 
needles and wire to sew the broom 
corn.

We stayed longer than we in­
tended, so it was supper time before 
we knew it, so we climbed on our 
bus and went to the hotel to supper. 
Then off to a good shbw at the 
Queen theater and at 10 o’clock we 
started to the depot

Stay too Short.
Back into our coach came a ■tired 

but happy group of children. No 
tears, no cross wtards, no ill humor 
was manifested on the whole trip. 
The only trouble was, we needed 
more time, another day at leajfc.

Word reached us at Slaton that 
Pampa Harvesters won a game at 
Lubbock, so we got out our Instru­
ments and played and sang and 
made much whoopee.

We had dinner at Slaton and 
played a while there on the lawn 
near the Harvey House.

Heard Canyon Concert.
Our coach was sidetracked at 

Canyon at 5:45 p. m. In order that 
we might hear the concert band. 
There at 8 o’clock Mr. F. E. Sav­
age and Mrs. Savage had a bus at 
the station to meet us. We went to 
the school cafe to have supper, then 
over to the museum and to the au­
ditorium to hear the wonderful 
band.

At *:1S the other train picked up 
our coach and on to Pampa we 
came arriving home at 11:15 p. m.

Most of Players Prefer To 
Try to Gain More Ground 
After Being Downed.

NEW YORK. Nov. 22 0P>—The 

so-called “dead ball? regulations In 
the national intercollegiate football 
rules, by which runs with recovered 
fumbles are barred or ball-carriers 
automatically stopped If anything 
but their hand* or feet touches the 
ground, are endorsed today by a 
slight majority of star players poll­
ed by the Associated Press.

Evenly divided in their opinions 
in the south, east, and middle west, 
the balance in favor of the existing 
restriction^ is thrown into the scales 
by the players of the far western 
gridirons. In the combined Rocky 
Mountain and Pacific Coast sections, 
the vote was 16 to 1£ in favor bf 
the “dead ball” rules, thereby mak­
ing the aggregate totals 41 to 35 for 
the entire country and giving the 
national rules-makers something to 
think about. The mid-west stood 
9 to 8. the east 12 to 12, and south 
5 to 5.

Nearly all the players concede that 
the old rules, permitting the de­
fense to, gallop off with recovered 
fumbles or allowing ball-toters to 
keep going after being knocked .off 
Shelr feet, would return many thrills 
to the game but a majority like­
wise stress the fairness, as well as 
the safety, of the current regula­
tions.

“Maybe I would have scored a 
touchdown against Stanford when I 
picked up a fumble in the third 
period of our game,” says Ford 
Palmer, captain and star end of 
Southern California, “but It would 
not have been right because Stan­
ford outplayed us and deserved to 
win.”

Other star ends, including Colin 
Of Carnegie, Graham Batchelor of 
Georgia, Ray Morse of Oregon, Bill 
Smith of Washington, and Joe 
Sklad of Pittsburgh, agree that It’s 
fair enough to prevent running with 
a fumbled ball They point out It 

aced too much premium on hang- 
g onto the pigskin, under the old 

rule, besides paving the way far too 
many touchdowns on “breaks.” 

Howdie Gordon of Creighton and 
Vernon Close, Vanderbilt halfback, 
agree there probably would be fewer 
low-ooore or tie games, if the de­
fense were permitted to run with a 
recovered fumble, but likewise ad­
mit they prefer the balance provided 
by existing rules. Bob Dunlap of 
Oklahoma. Captain Charlie Schiele 
Of Missouri and Cliff Marsh, Detroit 
captain, add that the present rule 
prevents an inferior team from beat­
ing a stronger one on flukey touch­
downs.

On the other hand, Fred Canrinus, 
star St. Mary’s end, expreses a wide 
viewpoint in holding that additional 
thrills for the spectators make It 
worth while to permit running With 
a fumble, m  agreement with him 
are Captain George Parke of Mon­
tana 83ate, Captain Charles Straub 
of Virginia Military Institute, Art 
Buss. Michigan State tackle, Itee 
Carlin, captain lof the George Wash­
ington university team, and Clair 
Bishop, Nebraska guard. Most of 
these plavers also point to the ad­
vantage of making the offense more 
cafeful about handling the ball and 
giving the linemen opportunities to 
distinguish themselves by dashing 
off for touchdowns.

Most of the ball carriers heard 
from prefer being allowed to try to 
gain more ground after being par­
tially or even completely knocked 
off their feet, even though they also 
admit the factor of bodily safety 
is something for rules-makers to
