- 'Phe statute in question was
adopted in 1874 and prohibits pri-
vate corporations from incarring an
indebtedness greater than the amount
of their capital stock.

Many private "corporations ignor-
ant of or indifferent to this law
have frequently violated it apd by
somimion - cnstom have- long ignored
it, but corperations that place their
gecurities upon the market . where
they are examined by gkillful law-
yers find their bonds rejeeted on ac-
sount of this statute. The provision
was incorporated in our law upon the
erroneous theory commonly accepted
at that time- -that a corporation
should not incur a debt greater than
the amount of the capital stock, The
Commyission finds the statute a mens
ace to creditors -in good faith and
asks that it be repealed.
The watering of etock of private
corporations also came in for se-
vere -censure at the hands of the
Commission and they made a plea®
for bhigher .standards of PHusiness
morality in legislation for the pro-
motion and organizatien of private
gorporations.
