Jan. 1 (A>>—The 
national unemployment rensu, in­
formed “President Roosevelt lodav 
that the total of the nation's un- 
rloyed lay between 7,822.912 and 
a possible maximum of 10.870.909.
Its findings were based upon the : 

fget that a voluntary registration j 
jot. the unemployed conducted be­

tween Nov. 18 and Nov 20, 1937, i 
showed 7,822.912 to be. by their 
own testimony, out of work and 
wanting work, while a simultaneous 
house-to-house canvass in selected I 
areas indicated this total was but 
72 per cent complete.

In making this report. John D.
Biggers. administrator of the cen­
sus. said It was important to bear 
in mind that “because a certain 
number of people are jobless, the j 
same number of jobs must be ere- | 
ated to bring a return to normal 
conditions.” He added: . \

“When the usual family bread - j 
Vinner is idle, two or perhaps more j 
members of the family may enter 
the labor market. Conversely, when ! 
the breadwinner is satisfactorily re­
employed other members of the 
family may withdraw from the labor 
market.

"Then, too. you recognize, but It j 
should perhgps be emphasized, that j 
.he number of people who reported 
themselves as unemployed should 
not be confused with the number of 
people who need financial assist­
ance or relief Many people con­
sider themselves unemployed i^ho j 
are financially not compelled jto 
work. -j>

“Irrespective of their need, wlien 
they seek employment, they entejt 
the labor market and compete with 
ethers who have jobs or vitally need j 
jobs. They are therefore, a fac.or 
in  t h e  unemployment p r o b le m  
though they may never seek re­
lief.’ f

WASHINGTON, Jan. 1 C/P>—Soon 
the Texas coast line will be com­
pletely serviced by th-fjib^thouBC 
commission's newest device for aid­
ing maritime commerce—the '’ma­
rine radiobeacon.”

Commissioner H. D. King said 
today work was underway to equip 
the lighthouse at Brazos Santago. 
near Port Isabcle and tee mouth 
of the Brownsville ship channel, and 
that inauguration of the service in 
two or three months would' give 
mariners protection along the en­
tire Texas coast.

Similar equipment already is In 
operation at Aransas Pass. Gal­
veston. and Sabine Pass on the Texas 
Gulf. Improvement of the radio­
beacon a t Galveston was underway 
and was expected to be completed 
early this spring King said the 
Galveston equipment was being en­
larged so signals of the station 
would serve a radius of approxi­
mately 200 miles, about twice the 
area now covered by any station 
oh the Gulf west of Florida.

The radiobeacon is to ships what 
tbe radio beam is to airships. In­
stead of a beam, however, It broad­
casts at regular Intervals a signal 
which enables the mariner to deter­
mine his exact bearing in any kind 
of weather.

During clear weather the signals 
are sent out for 10-minute periods 
every half hour, and during fog or 
storms they are sent continuously. 
Each station has a set code signal

of a few dots and dashes which 
makes It readily Identifiable.

The light houae commission said 
installation of th e . radiobeacon at 
Brazos Santago and Improvement 
of the one at Galveston would oe 
of particular asalstance to mariners 
in the Gulf becapse Texas shorelines 
are Jow and consequently difficult 
to approach during heavy fogs.

Nearly all passenger and freight 
craft In the Gulf are equipped with 
receiving apparatus. King said, thus 
enabling them to enter harbors thru 
fog no ordinary beacon light could 
penertate deeply.

To a limited extent the radio­
beacon can be used by aircraft.

ITS PROPER CHANCE?

Nobody wants to see the United States de­
scend to the sort of regimentation of youth 
that puts dummy rifles in boys’ hands a t 3, 
starts them drilling at 8. leaches them noth­
ing but a blind, pre-dlgested philosophy, and 
turns them eventually Into robots with bulg­
ing muscles and no more brains than a Hotten­
tot.

But that dors not mean that we can af­
ford to let young men and women grow up 
on the sidewalks without a decent chance to 
get interested in something that will help 
them ta make something of themselves.

*  A ★
In the county Jail at Cleveland, Ohio, sit five 

young men. They are not unusual. Ever}' city 
has scores just like them.

These five ypuths, ranging from 16 to 20 
years old are, charged with cold-bloodedly 
shooting down two policemen who stopped 
them at a gas station on suspicion of several 
holdups. What brings a youpg life to this at 
1«?

Let us go back to babyhood with Anthony 
Libera lore, bom 16 years ago to parents mar­
ried in Naples. Italy. 30 years ago.

Anthony was UtUe more than 10 when he 
(first got into trouble for stealing some 
golf clubs and a .’fishing reel. Tony was 
paroled to a probation officer. Three months 
later, he was accused of helping two other 
boys steal 34 cents from a newsboy.

Five months later he admitted steading 
some padlocks from a lime store. Then came 
failure In school. He was sent to a special 
summer school under close supervision. Eighteen 
months of that showed such Improvement that 
he was released from Juvenile court super­
vision. Almost four years passed before he got 
into trouble again.

Two years ago he was caught trying to 
break Into a fruit store. At that time others 
of his “gang’’ were sent to various Institutions 
for more serious offenses.

While ..¿hay were absent, Tony improved 
greatly. He was regular at school, earned as 
much as $10 a week In free hours, had a sav­
ings account and a Y. M. C. A. membership.

Then his old gang began to drift back Into 
town. He “found the neighborhood gang more 
attractive and satisfying' than his own home.” 
And when this 16-year-old was arrested after 
the police murders, there were powder marks 
on his hands.

Who put them there? First, of course. Tony 
himself. But there is a limit to the respon­
sibility that you can put on a boy of 16. with
to  tnltnip-r----quotient of 73. on the tmrricr-
Ifr* of mental deficiency.

The family, of course, shares responsibility, 
for after all they brought the boy Into the 
world, and gave him little attention at home, 
“until he began to be a problem.’’

But on all of us there is some responsibility 
for those tell-tale powder-marks. For It is all 
of us collectively who have failed to provide 
Interests and opportunities that would have 
been more • attractive to -this boys than gangs 
and guns.

WASHINGTON - Youngish Senator Lodge of 
Massachusetts buttoned a “prevailing wage" 
amendment to the special sessions housing bill 
tha t Is proving as tough for administration 
members to handle as stinging nettle.

The amendment provided that in building 
jobs Inaugurated under the 90 per cent hous­
ing loan guarantee, all workmen shall be paid 
the “prevailing wage" of the locality. That 
means for all practical purposes, payment of 
the union wage for carpenters, bricklayers, 
stone cutters and the like.

The President wanted. Instead, the English 
method of paying workmen on an annual 
basis In its house building program. He sug­
gested that method of payment at a press 
conference as a means of reducing costs so 
as to stimulate building.

scaling down the cost will go a-glimmering.

Here Is what is lnfolved:
A carpenter's wage In many places is $11 a 

dayT That is thé "prevailing wage" payable 
under the Lodge amendment. That is $88 a 
week for five days. Experience indicates that 
house carpenters work perhaps 30 weeks a year 
at their trade, which makes their annual pay
$1.680: r.—

The plan originally contemplated in the 
housing bill was to encourage mass produc­
tion of $5.000 and $6.000 houses by large con­
tracting companies -which could provide year- 
round Jobs.

If a carpentei worked the year around—50 
weeks—at $11 a day. his annual wage would 
be $2.750. But that would not cut the cœ t of 
building a house.

Under the English plan the carpenter’s $30- 
wesk wage would be spread over 50 weeks, 
perhaps with some increase. Thus the carpcja.-. 
ter would build houses for 50 weeks instead of 
30 weeks, turning out more work. This would 
reduce the cost of each house.

His 30 weeks at $55 a week becomes 50 weeks 
at $33 a week. That is $6.66 a day, quite a 
cut from $11. Labor officials have disapproved 
the idea.

If some compromise should be struck to 
boost the annual wage from $1.650 a year to. 
say. $2,300 a year, that would give a car­
penter $40 a week, or $8 a day.

But labor unions say there Is no assurance 
that more than a few will get year-round work, 
while the others, working the same old part 
time for less pay. will be worse off.

Housing officials, on the other hand, say that 
unless costs are cut there will be no housing 
boom, and no work for carpenters and plumb-

Blood is endowed with many re­

markable properties, but one of the 
most striking is its power to coa­
gulate (form a clot) after It es­
capes from the blood vessels. The 
value Is obvious, for by clotting 
and thus closing the openings of the 
wounded blood vessels further 
blood flow is stopped.

In human blood the time re­
quired for clotting varies greatly. 
In minor cuts, a blood clot, with 
consequent stopping of bleeding, 
may form within 3 to 10 minutes. 
The presence in a bleeding wound of 
the substance£> liberated by Injured 
tissue cells tends to hurry the clot­
forming process.

In some individuals the blood par­
tially or markedly lacks the power 
to coagulate. This may be due to 
various diseases or to an Inherited 
deficiency.

A marked loss of the power of the 
blood to coagulate is seen in per­
sons known as bleeders or hemo­
philics. In such persons, blood clots 
form so slowly that even a small 
wound may cause a fatal hemor­
rhage.

Hemophilia, as this condition is 
known, is hereditarily transmitted. 
It exhibits an Interesting percul- 
iarity In that as a rule It affects 
only the male, but Is transmitted

The precipitation of fibrin to form 
a clot Is effected through another 
substance known as thrombin.

And 
no one supposed 1937 would wind 
up with Roosevelt taking his worst 
drubbing to date on the wage-hour 
bill, and with a new depression 
which already hns thrown 2,000.000 
more person? out of work.

Optimists 
anticipate a “-cramble for inven­
tories" after present stocks are 
worked off. New Dealers among 
those optimists already are sug­
gesting that it was a lucky break 
to have the recession at this time, 
if it had to come, because busiftess 
will be on the upgrade in summer 
and fall.

A tiny minority of the govern­
ment's top-flight experts believes 
the general business trend will be 
downward until industry receives a 
strong, vlgofbas push, through in­
creased government spending. Al­
though there Is prospect of mpre 
money for this year’s fëüef needs, 
Roosevelt still talks of budget-bal­
ancing and no large spending push 
is promised.

F. D. R. Will Fight On
Congress: The Capitol Hill situa­

tion is in a mess and so is the 
familiar Roosevelt program. It got 
nowhere in the last regular session, 
received the cold shoulder in the 
recent special session, and may or 
may not do any better in the next 
regular session.

Roosevelt will continue to fight 
for his defeated wage-hour bill and 
may win, or may lose. No one quite 
understands what the differing 
House and Senate farm bills afe 
all about, and even If a workable 
bill be brought out of conference, 
the friends of wage-hour legislation 
on any farm measure until the “Cot­
ton South" Is willing to vote for a 
wage-hour bill.

There will be a hot fight on modi­
fication of the corporation surplus 
profits tax, but whether the result 
will tend nearer to the adminis­
tration’s Idea-of minor modification. 
jtr to the ultra-conservatives’ aim 
of repeal is still unpredictable.

Roosevelt will seek to master 
Congress again, but whether he 
will try to do so with a slap on 
the wrist of a left hook to the chin 
—and whether either blow will be 
effective—Is Just another of those 
fascinating questions 1938 offers.

G. O. P. Gains Certain
Politics: Congressional elections 

are coming in November and num­
erous would-be presidential nom­
inees for 1940 will be strutting their 
stuff at every opportunity.

Normally. In such a year, the out- 
of-power party makes congressional 
gains. The Republicans are prac­
tically certain to Improve their poor 
position in both Senate and House, 
especially the latter.

The “third term for Roosevelt” 
question is still static, except for a 
growing impression that F. D. R 
may again be a candidate If he 
continues to find his alms blocked in 
Congress. Southern and northern 
conservatives are Joining in huddles 
to prevent Roosevelt from receiving 
a third nomination or dictating a 
successor.

No Sign of labor Peace

WORLD TO HEAR FDR'S. 
SPEECH IN BROADCASTS

President Roosevelt's message to
the opening session of the 78th Con­
grats Monday will be hammered 
home to a war-worried world as the 
words of no other President have | 
been.

Whatever he has to say about 
America's views on International 
affairs will go to every nook and 
comer of the globe in a record- 
breaking radio broadcast.

Without knowing what the Presi­
dent planned to include in his 
speech, acting only on the assump­
tion that—regardless of how much 
of the message might be taken up 
by domestic problems such as the 
business recession — something o f 
worldwide importance was bound to 
follow recent White House pro­
nouncements on world rearmament 
and the Japanese situation, the 
National Broadcasting Company be­
gan Friday to send out short wave 
messages informing the peoples of 
the world that they could hear the 
President.

In 19 separate broadcasts, in seven 
different languages, linguists drum­
med up an audience over the New 
Year's week-end with announce­
ments of when and where to listen.

By Monday noon, the broadcasters 
were confident, the world In gener.il 
would be tuned in despite foreign 
censors who might wish otherwise.

The international hook-up was 
so arranged that when President 
Roosevelt began his message in 
Washington about 1 p. m. (E8T) his 
words woiild go out not only over 
the three major American networks 
(WEAF-NBC, W ABC-CBS, WJZ- 
NBC> but to all of Europe by short 
wave from station W3XAL at Bound 
Brook. N. J.

OUGHT-PROOF MILO 
DEVELOPED IN STATE

COLLEGE STATION. Jan. L—In 
the development of blight resistant 
strains of dwarf milo during the 
past three years, the Texas Experi­
ment station has performed one of 
its unusually valuable services to 
Texas agriculture.

Texas produces approximately 60,- 
000,000 bushels of grain sorghum 
annually and abotit 75 to 80 per 
cent of the grain sorghum crop is 
planned in milo which produces 
about 40.000.000 to 50.000.000 bushels 
annually.

Until some three years ago. ac­
cording to R. E. Karper. in charge 
of sorghum investigations for the 
Texas Experiment station, milo had 
been free from troublesome diseases. 
About this time a soil-borne dis­
ease. called milo blight, began to 
attack the crop and this disease 
has become widespread over the re­
gion where milo is grown, causing 
losses to Texas farmers estimated 
al five to ten million bushels of 
grain per year.

An estimated 40.000 acres in Gray 
county is planted in milo and kaffir, 
and the county 'produces 10 bushels 
of these crops to the acre.

Milo blight has not been preve- 
lant In this county. Infected milo 
beds were found principally In Red 
Beds region from Edwards Plateau 
to Red River. .The milo blight made 
Its first extensive appearance in 
1935. _________

Japanese dispatches said the two 
column.1;, skirting a Chinese resist­
ance center around Taishan. already 
had captured Pingyin and Fiecheng, 
west of the Tientstn-Pukow railway, 
which marks the main line of the 
Japanese advanct

Capture of Yencbow, it was be­
lieved, would cut off escape for the 
Chinese forces still battling the 
invaders around Taishan and the 
nearby city of Taian. Yenchow is 
70 miles south of Tsinan, the cap­
tured provincial capital, and about 
100 miles north of Suchow, the 
Junction of the Tientsin-Pukow and 
Lunghal railways, the latter being 
the main east-west trunkline of 
China.

The Chinese at Taishan were re­
ported led by the famous “Christian 
general," Peng Yu-Hsaing, long 
among the most bitterly antl-Japo- 
fiese of China's military men.

7M Bombs Propped.
Japanese 'airplanes were sfcld to 

have dropped more than 700 bombs 
in the Taishan area, destroying or 
damaging many of the famous tem­
ples that crown the mountain or 
nestle on its slopes. Suchow also 
has been heavily bombed by the 
Japanese airtwoes. Two hundred 
Chinese civilians were reported kill­
ed or wounded In the raids.

The Shanghai municipal council, 
ruling the International Settlement, 
took stern measures to cope with 
terrorism following Saturday's bomb­
ing in which four Japanese soldiers 
were wounded. Five grenades were 
thrown a t the group by unidentified 
persons, probably from a Chinese 
hotel at a busy Settlement comer.

A handful of middle-sized Texas 
cities which have long played 
second fiddle to the bigger centers 
of the state are coming of age.

_ On the wide plains and a thou­
sand-mile Oult coast, centers of 
population which not many years 
ago were mere towns turned $30,- 
000.000 worth of stone, steel and 
wood into buildings.

The big four — Houston. Dallas. 
Fart Worth and San Antonio—re­
mained In front—but such towns as 
Corpus Christ!. Galveston. Austin 
and Lubbock showed a community 
building vigor that made them 
strong runners-up.

Notable was Corpus Chrlstl’s ex­
pansion. Building permits for the 
year totaled $3,840.322. an increase 
Of more than $1,070,522 over 1936's 
construction (including the last few 
days of 1937). That lusty coast city 
contracted for new docks, a tele­
phone building, a new office build­
ing, a community house, sewage 
plant. Outside the city limits were 
construction jobs not Included In 
the total. One was a $3.000.000 salt 
and chlorine plant and a $1.000.000 
oil refinery. Also excluded from the 
total were five refineries costing 
half a million dollars each and 
$2,000.000 worth of oil tank con­
struction. And observers there saw 
no symptoms of a let-up.

Houston Away Ahead 
Big Houston open to the sea. 

poured $18,684.035 (through Dec. 31) 
into construction 

Houston's expansion this year 
was a sustained program equalling 
that of 1936. Greater Dallas. Includ­
ing suburban University Park and 
Highland Park, ran to $12.086.548.

As In Houston. Port Worth and 
San Antonio, most of Dallas' money 
went for new homes. For Dallas 
proper the 1937 total was slightly 
under that of 1936 but the suburbs 
reported the best years since 1928.

Port Worth noted a heavy trend 
toward home construction and was 
third in the state with $6.666.972 
Construction dropped off sharply in 
the last three months and the 
year’s total was a million or so un­
der last year's. San Antonio built 
632 homes this year for half their 
building permit total of better than 
$4.553,778. Last year 661 homes were 
built, but this was balanced with 
more store construction.

Austin worked steadily though the 
year on almost $4000.000 worth of 
buildings. Residential construction 
was treble that of last year.

OaIveston's growing pains were 
acute and from a 1936 total of 81,- 
565.000. permits this year jumped 
to $3.699.000 — which provided for 
construction of a causeway, beach 
groins, a pier and telephone build­
ing. - r m

Hailstorm Causes Boom 
A hailstorm In Tyler last year 

boomeranged building there to 81,- 
746.570. There was no hailstorm this 
year but permits reached $1.170.800. 
Lubbock's south plains sphere of 
influence enjoyed good crowing 
weather nearly all year and Lub­
bock prospered This year It con 
tracted for $2,046.268 worth of con­
struction. nearly a million dollars 
in excess of last year.

Other cities showed similar ex­
pansion Port Arthur allotted $1.- 
392.000 for construction, not in­
cluding $1.000.000 for a high school 
and lakefront revetment. Last year's 
total was less. Amarillo again 
knocked at the door of the two- 
mlllion dollar mark and looked for­
ward to a $370,000 federal building 
In 1938

Waco Building Jumps

this y ^ .  Abilene's $595.309 was a 
bit under last year's total. San An­
gelo built many homes to increase 
Its 1937 total to $412.483 against

MEXICO. CITY. Jan. 1 lAV-A 
showdown ta the bitter wage dispute 
between the Mexican Government 
and the $400.000,000 oil Industry 
was postponed today when the 
labor board suspended Its order In­
creasing the wages of 18,000 oil 
workers.

The suspension was ordered pend­
ing a ruling by the Supreme Court 
or. an appeal taken by the 18 Ameri­
can and British companies concern­
ed from an arbitration board’s wage 
award of Dec. 18.

Gustavo Corona, chairman of the 
labor board, said conditions of the 
suspension were that the companies 
mast post bond of “several million 
pesos" and “guarantee workers’ 
rights."

In effect the companies have 
challenged President Lazaro Card­
enas to compel them to pay the 
wage Increases, which were to have 
gone Into effect last midnight.

Many oil men predicted a com­
promise settlement. One said the 
government's reasonableness ta the 
face of a difficult situation gives us 
the opportunity for re-examining 
the whole situation.”

The whole knotty question of 
Mexico's relations with foreign cap­
ital and President Cardenas’ pro­
gram of the “Mexlcanlzatlon of In­
dustry” were Involved.

Wages Ordered Raised
An oil strike or shutdown would 

mean appreciable losses of state 
revenues, of which 17 per cent 
comes from the oil Industry.

The arbitration board granted In­
creases estimated by the companies 
at $11.200,000 (41.000,000 pesos) an­
nually against their offer, made be­
fore a 12-day strike last May and 
June, to Increase wages not more 
than about half that amount.

The board said the increase would

amount to only $7,200,000 (18,006,-1
000 pesos) a year.

The companies appealed to th e ! 
Supreme Court and notified their 
workers that the old wage scale 
would be continued. Corona grant­
ed the companies’ request to await 
tile court decision.

Cardenas’ Move Next

oil prices to offset higher wages;

1 placing agents ta the oil companies' 
managements—perhaps temporarily 
expropriating their properties—In 
order to guarantee the wage bene­
fits.

Most foreign oil men believed the 
state would fall If It should attempt 
to run the Industry and produce 
the same government revenues from 
It as ta the past.

Virtually all sources agreed that 
such Intervention would bring the 
Issue to the stage of diplomatic 
representations.

Dr. Stet­
son is one of the nation's distin­
guished astronomers, and he has 
taken the pains to compare the 
sunspot record with the correspond­
ing record of human activities.

As a cautious scientist. Dr. Stet­
son refrains from dogmatic ans­
wers. He does show, however, that 
there are excellent grounds tc sus­
pect that sunspots do have a very 
strong effect indeed, on human be­
havior. He states these grounds 
and leaves the reader to draw hts 
own conclusions: and the result Is 
a most provocative book.

Sunspots—terrific cyclonic storms 
In the solar atmosphere—occur in 
cycles of approximately 11 years. 
Seemingly, they do have an effect 
on certain biological behavior; it 
Is quite passible that they may 
directly affect the growth and 
quality of the foodstuffs we eat. 
and the behavior of our ductless 
glands. It Is permissible to believe 
that "the sun may have more far- 
reaching effects upon terrestrial af- 
faris than we have been accustomed 
to suppose.”

NEW YORK, Jan. 1.—The Ameri­
can film Industry's major problem as 
It faces the new year Is the further 
consolidation of its gains achieved 
in 1937 In the face of the general 
business “recession" which sudden­
ly developed during the last quarter.

It is a problem not beyond the 
resources and the capabilities of an 
Industry which emerged from the 
depression of 1929 more progressive 
and’ far stronger than ever before.

Fewer pictures were available for 
American screens during 1937. ac­
cording to figures of the Production 
Code Authority of the MPPDA. 
Drop in features during the first II 
months was 84. and in shorts, 31. 
Total approved in 1937 was 1,311, a 
year ago. 1.446.

Importation of foreign features 
shows an increase, the total for the 
first 11 months approximately that 
for the preceding full year The 
Film Daily review index shows 217 
foreign releases up to Dec. 1. 

Production Coats Rise.
One of the most significant—and 

to some extent, certainly, alarming 
-developments of 1937 was the rise 

in tdtal production costs. _The in­
crease in authoritative industry cir­
cles is estimated at from 20 to 30 
per cent, and in some quarters there 
is a feeling that 40 per cent would 
be a correct estimate for a two- 
year period.

The box office price adjustment, 
on the whole, was upwards. The 
average admission price for 1937 was 
.23. a gain of one cent.

COLLEGE STATION. Jan 1 (/Pi 
—Dr. P. C. Mangelsdorf. staff mem­
ber of the Texas agricultural ex­
periment station division of Texas 
A. Si M. college for 11 years and an 
outstanding authority on corn, has 
gone to Harvard university to be 
"guest investigator" in its biological 
laboratories for the coming six 
months.

At Harvard Dr. Mangelsdorf hopes
to complete work, begun at Texas 
A. & M. in collaboration with Dr 
R O. Reeves of the biology depart­
ment on the history and develop­
ment of com. Recent studies con­
vinced him that teoslnte was de­
veloped from com and not com 
from teoslnte as scientists have be­
lieved.

Dr. Mangelsdorfs work as corn 
and small grain investigator for the 
agricultural experiment station the 
past decade has produced wide­
spread Improvement in quality of 
the state's com crop by eliminat­
ing many objectionable features and 
combining the best qquallties of 
native vartties.
