BEEF PRODUCE AMONG BEST BUYING IN

Texas consumers will
find some good fresh
produce buys in super-

markets during April,
and lower beef prices
enjoyed through the
winter are expected

to continue well into
the coming month.

The expected rise in
beef prices won't
occur until the over-
supply of cattle in
feedlots clears the
market durlng the next
several weeks.

Some spring produce
prices will be down as
marketings increase,
but others are up from
last year because of
inflation resulting

from the Iragi conflict
and a drought-reduced
California harvest.

Consumers can expect
ample supplies and
lower prices on broc-
colli, cabbage,
bers, radishes, carrots,
onions, green - peas,
egg plant and tomatoes
in particular, since
these are grown in
many . states other than
California.

But prices may be up
and supplies tighter
on strawberries,
asparagus and arti-
chokes coming from
California. These
products, affected by
both the December
freeze and drought,
will arrive at super-
markets later than
normal this season.

Except for spring
crops, however, eXpec—
tations are that other

cucum-— .

to food production.
Although southern
California received‘

some rain this week,
droughts there for the
past four years are
requiring growers to
reduce water usage by
about 75 percent.
Attempts being
made to quick
solutions.

Produce also making
its 1991 debut in
April, will be sweet
corn, watermelons,
cataloupes and honey-
dews.

Disaster expert finds
victims are heroes,
not mythical cowards

COLLEGE STATION — Myths sur-
rounding disasters are so strong that
even people who have experienced tor-
nadoes, hurricanes, floods or earth-
quakes have misconceptions about
what happens, says a Texas A&M Uni-
versity authority on disasters.

One of the most common myths is the
situation of the helpless victims unable
to care for themselves. while gnother is
the perception of looting. Both seem
untrue. :

Studies have shown that the victims
themselves are usuallv'the initiators of
search and rescue activity, casualty
care and restoration of services, says
Dr, Dennis Wenger, director of Texas
A&M's Hazard Reduction and Recov-
ery Center.

Many of the myths prevalent among
the general public are fostered by news
reporters. forced to rely on garbled or
conflicting messages and misinformed
officials while worrving about dead-
lines. said Wenger. ‘A ‘common story
presented by the news media is the vic-
tim who has lost everything.

To combat the prevalence of disaster
myths, Wenger suggests public educa-
tion programs as a routine part of disas-
ter planning.
