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Hurricane animals come to Amarillo

AMARILLO — It was 

not quite yet 5 p.m. Monday 
when the vintage DC-3 
twin-engine plane touched 
down at Rick Husband 
International Airport here. 
Grins and giggles rippled 
through the crowd as the 
plane's cargo door opened 
and a long happy howl 
emanated from inside.

Aboard the 1942 aircraft 
was 4,000 pounds of dogs 
and cats, refugees from 
Hurricane Katrina.

In an airlift for aban­
doned pets from New 
Orleans, organized by the 
American Kennel Club, the 
American Boarding Kennel 
Association and the Florida 
Kennel Club, some 125 
dogs and cats in varying 
sizes, colors and tempera­
ments arrived in Amarillo 
from Dothan, Ala., where 
the animals had been gath­
ered.

It’s the third such airlift 
across the nation, said Judi 
Glidewell, owner of Critter 
Camp, an animal shelter 
between Amarillo and 
Canyon, where the dogs 
and cats will be housed.

The first two airlifts for 
pets from New Orleans 
were to Chicago and

Glidewell said the ani­

mals would be neutered and 
given their shots before 
being put up for adoption.

As the travel cages were 
unloaded from the silver 
plane glinting in the cold 
late afternoon sun, there 
were a variety of howls, 
barks and meows. Almost 
everybody seemed to be

happy to be on the ground 
after the seven-hour flight.

A beagle on a leash 
rushed from cage to cage, 
dragging a volunteer 
behind, sniffing and wag­
ging its tail furiously.

A small forlorn mixed 
breed dog wrapped in a 
sweater quivered as 
Jennifer Headding, one of 
the volunteers, tried to reas­
sure the dog.

“We can call her Lucky,” 
Headding said.

Glidewell said there are 
still an estimated 30,000 
animals running loose in 
New Orleans. Animal res­
cue workers there, she said, 
have established feeding 
stations to attract them and 
keep them healthy.

The pilot and co-pilot, 
George Dennis and Sheila 
Mabbitt, both with Dodson 
International Airlines of 
Morristown, Tenn., helped 
off load the animals, then 
stood in the setting sun 
watching their passengers 
being loaded into trailers 
for the short trip to Critter 
Camp.

Normally, Mabbitt said, 
the freight they haul in the 
vintage aircraft doesn’t 
howl with delight when 
they land.

Southwest jet had 
no known problems

DALLAS (AP) — The 
Southwest Airlines Co. jet 
that skidded off a snowy run­
way and into a Chicago 
street Thursday night, killing 
a 6-year-old boy in a car, 
showed no mechanical prob­
lems during a check the day 
before the accident. Chief 
Executive Gary Kelly said.

The Boeing jet was 
equipped with anti-skid and 
automatic braking systems, 
but like other Southwest jets, 
the braking system was 
turned off to let pilots manu­
ally control the plane, Kelly 
said Friday^---------------- ——

Kelly said at a news con­
ference at Southwest head­
quarters that it was too early 
to say what caused the acci­
dent, which occurred during 
a snowstorm that reduced 
visibility at Midway Airport 
to between one-quarter and 
one-half mile.

It was the first fatal acci­
dent in Southwest’s 35-year 
history.

“It’s a sad day at 
Southwest, and we’re going 
to focus all our effort on tak­
ing care of our passengers 
and their families, and sup-

porting the NTSB in the 
investigation,” Kelly said. 
The National Transportation 
Safety Board began its 
investigation within hours of 
the accident.

Kelly said 13 people were 
taken to hospitals and three 
remained hospitalized Friday 
morning. He had no infor­
mation on their conditions.

The flight from 
B a ltim o re -W a sh in g to n  
International Airport to 
Chicago was the first of the 
day for the pilot, a 10-year 
Southwest veteran, and the 
co-pWoL Kc1I>l said- The air- 
line has not disclosed the 
names of the crew or passen­
gers.

Southwest took delivery 
of the Boeing 737-700 in 
July 2004. Southwest oper­
ates only 737s, and the 700 is 
the latest update to that 
model.

It comes with an automat- 
braking system, butic

useSouthwest doesn’t

“We let our flight crews 
make the determination to 
brake the aircraft,” he said.

hard to lead from the rear. If 
things are going as swim­
mingly as he says, travel to 
Iraq should not present a 
great risk.

His not going says that 
regardless of what he says, it 
is not safe for him to put his 
feet on Iraqi soil. If that is

the case, then we don’t con­
trol Iraq.

Whether drawing down 
the American forces is cut­
ting and running or a sign of 
victory depends entirely on 
which politician is describ­

ing the 
action. The 
p r e s id e n t  
says we 
won’t cut 
and run, but 
others in his

The best strategy is to dis­
regard words and watch 
u/hat actions people take.
The Israelis, for example, 
have long known that creat­
ing facts on the ground 
trumps words every time. 
Regardless of what they 
have said through the years, 
they have put Jewish settle­
ments on Palestinian land 
and even now are strength­
ening them on the West 
Bank, despite having with­
drawn from Gaza. Whatever 
they say, they are, in fact, 
creating conditions on the

ground that will make a 
viable Palestinian state an 
impossibility. Watch what 
people do.Ttot what they say, 
and that applies to everyone.

The FBI, for example, 
says it is not abusing the 
Patriot Act, but the fact is, 
the agency has sent out 
30,000 “security letters” 
demanding the private 
records of private citizens. 
Not even the most rabid ter- 
roristmonger has ever sug­
gested there were 30,000 ter­
rorists in our midst. Who are 
these people whose privacy 
a federal law-enforcement 
agency is invading? Shush, 
it’s a secret. It’s classified. 
You, peon that you are, are 
not entitled to know.

The very reason secrecy 
should be strenuously 
opposed by citizens of a free 
society is because it is 
always its actions, not its 
words, that government
seeks to hide.

Words have been so 
abused in Washington that 
they are practically worth­
less. 1 don’t even waste my 
time anymore interviewing 
politicians.

They bloviate, but they 
don’t communicate.
Washington is so drowned in 
words and disconnected 
from reality that it resembles 
an open-air insane asylum.

and a new drug war:
Congress is considering doing 

nationwide what the Oklahoma 
Legislature did in early 2004. While the 
Sooner State seldom can be held up as 
a national role model, this time it has 
achieved an exceptional success that 
merits copying.

By the late 1990s, Oklahoma had 
become one of the nation’s top states 
for producing illegal and highly addic­
tive methamphetamine. By 2004, the 
Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and 
Dangerous Drugs Control, the 
Oklahoma Highway Patrol and local 
law enforcement were making, on 
average, 105 meth lab busts a month.

“The problem is meth is not treat­
able,” state Rep. Leo Berman, R-Tyier, 
told The Associated Press. He wrote a 
bill for Texas based on Oklahoma’s. 
“Once the brain cells are destroyed, it’s 
almost impossible to get off meth. You 
can get off cocaine; you can get off 
heroin. You cannot get off meth. “’How 
addictive is this stuff? Explain it to me 
in a way I might understand,” Walker 
County Sheriff”s narcotics Detective 
Justin Smith told The Huntsville Item. 
“I asked a user that one time, and he 
paused and looked back at me and said, 
’Sir, you know how you desire your 
next breath? Multiply that by 1(X).’ 
That really made me realize what thi« 
stuff can do.

Some users lose everything they own 
-  their home, business, marriage. I’ve

even known them to walk away from 
their children.” The toxic fumes cook­
ing meth produces endanger young 
children and other innocents exposed to 
them.

In Oklahoma, as in other states, offi­
cers raiding meth labs often found chil­
dren, sometimes still alive, at those 
sites. One Oklahoma county’s district 
attorney accurately characterized this 
as a particularly pernicious form of 
child abuse.

Cooking meth “begins with 
ephedrine or pseudoephedrine, which 
is used in over-the-counter cold and 
allergy medicines. The meth cook then 
uses household chemicals -  including 
Coleman fuel, brake fluid, muratic acid 
and bleach -  and finally water,” the 
Tyler Morning Telegraph reported.

That is a nasty, nasty mix of chemi­
cals. Just how dangerous is seen when 
law enforcement personnel cleaning up 
meth labs have to wear biochemical- 
hazard protective gear. The nationwide 
extent of the meth plague is already 
horrifying, and it is growing.

“According to the 2003 National 
Survey on Drug Use and Health, 12.3 
million Americans had tried metham­
phetamine at least once -  up nearly 40 
percent from 2000 and 156 percent 
from 1996,” Hearst Newspapers report­
ed. “In 2004, the survey notes that an 
estimated 1.3 million Americans regu­
larly smoked, snorted or injected the 
drug, which delivers a jolt of energy 
that can cause insomnia, paranoia or 
sometimes violent rages. It is also 
known to lead to cardiac arrhythmia, 
stroke and convulsions,” Hearst contin­
ued.

The meth plague is hitting Lone Star

State increasingly hard.
“The U.S. Drug Enforcement 

Administration ranks Texas the top- 
yielding state in the nation for metham­
phetamine seizures. In 2002, approxi­
mately 288 pounds were seized. By 
2004, that number jumped to about 
1,481 pounds, an amount that could 
gamer more than $28 million on the 
street,” the Huntsville newspaper 
reported. In 2004, the Oklahoma 
Legislature passed a bill, and Gov. 
Brad Henry signed it into law, that 
“designated pills and tablets made with 
pseudoephedrine a controlled narcotic, 
meaning only licensed pharmacists 
could sell them. The law also required 
buyers to show photo identification and 
sign a log before they could purchase 
the products,” The DCs Moines 
Register reported.

Oklahoma also limits how much 
pseudoephedrine customers can legally 
buy to no more than nine grams every 
30 days. Within seven months of the 
law taking effect, the number of meth 
raids in the Sooner State had dropped 
by more thwr 80 percent

It is not likely that meth cookers sud­
denly became so much more sophisti­
cated that more and more of them were 
able to elude police. Nor were law 
enforcement agencies giving up and 
cutting back on raiding ftiese labs.

Instead, sharply restricting the avail­
ability of cold remedies containing 
pseudoephedrine made it much more 
difficult for meth cookers to obtain a 
chemical without which they could not 
produce the illegal drug.

Customers who legitimately need

Rockets 106, Kings 95
SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) — Starting a long road 

trip at an arena where they have experienced very little 
success did not bother the Houston Rockets.

Tracy McGrady scored 28 points, and the Rockets used 
a dominating fourth quarter Thursday night to beat 
Sacramento 106-95 and extend the Kings’ losing streak to 
five.

Houston, which opened a six-game, 11-day trip, had 
lost nine of its previous 10 games at Arco Arena, where the 
Kings are an uncharacteristic 6-7 this season.

“This is still a tough place to play, that hasn’t changed,” 
Houston guard Derek Anderson said. “The Kings are 
struggling now, but so are we. Hopefully this starts a 
growing spurt for us. We need to start winning some 
games.”

Yao Ming had 21 points and nine rebounds for Houston, 
which has won three of four games since McGrady 
returned to the lineup following a back injury. Anderson 
added 16 points, and David Wesley had 12.

Rookie guard Luther Head scored nine points and was a 
key factor in the fourth quarter for Houston.

The Rockets scored 17 straight points in an 8-minute 
stretch in the fourth quarter. Head made two 3-pointers 
during the run, and Anderson’s two free throws made it 
92-83 with 4:31 remaining.

“That gives me confidence to know 1 can make big 
shots,” Head said. “We brought it defensively in the fourth 
quarter, that’s what won it for us. This is definitely a great 
way to start the road trip.”

Mike Bibby had 24 points and six assists for the Kings, 
who have lost four straight games at home for the first 
time since late in the 1997-98 season. Brad Miller and 
Bonzi Wells each scored 21 points, and Peja Stojakovic 
added 15.

“Our fans are disgusted. I’m disgusted,” Wells said. 
“We’re playing terrible.”

The Kings, who held a 14-point lead midway through 
the third period, suddenly went cold, scoring six points 
during a 10-minute stretch that extended into the fourth 
quarter when the Rockets took control of the game.

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Him in our heart and our 
mind.

The 
Bible says, “Without faith it is 
impossible to please Him, for 
he that cometh to God must 
believe that He is, and that He 
is a rewarder of them that dili­
gently seek Him.” (Hebrews 
11:6)

these cold remedies can still 
obtain them, at the cost of a 
little inconvenience.

"1 think there’s no ques- 
tion thaT tHTT law's been a 
good deal," Oklahoma City 
pharmacist Martin Pham 
told The Register. “Meth has 
cost us all so much more 
than this little inconven­
ience." That is a minor price 
to pay to save the lives of 
Oklahoma peace officers 
who die raiding meth labs 
and the lives and health of 
children exposed to the toxic 
fumes of those labs.

A growing number of 
states, including Texas, have 
copied the effective 
Oklahoma law, and the U.S. 
Senate has approved biparti­
san legislation based on it. 
Ihe L'.S. House of 
Representatives is expected 
to act on a companion bill 
before adjourning for 
Christmas, and President 
Hush almost certainly will 
sign it into law.

The White House Office 
of National Drug Control 
Policy has made battling 
meth one of its highest prior­
ities. Although we are reluc­
tant to recommend federal­
izing what have been state 
problems, the increasingly 
nationwide meth plague 
requires a national, rather 
than a state-by-state, 
response.
