H efley files for re-election to fourth term

Precinct 4 Gray County 

Commissioner James Hefley has filed 
for re-election on the Republican ticket 
to a fourth term on the commissioners’ 
court.

Hefley has served Precinct 4 as com­
missioner since he took office in 
January 1995. Precinct 4 includes the 
southeast quadrant of Gray County and 
the northeastern part of Pampa.

Recent accomplishments achieved 
by Hefley and other county commis­
sioners include restoration of Gray 
County Courthouse and resurfacing the

McLean airport runway.
“It’s well worth it,” he said of the 

restoration. “We got our money’s 
worth, and the courthouse will be func­
tional for a long, long time.”

The airstrip resurfacing at McLean 
airport was accomplished mainly with 
Texas Department o f Transportation 
funds.

“It’s a great benefit for us in the 
southeast part of the county,” Hefley 
said of the McLean airport. “Oil traffic 
is picking up, and hunting brings in 
several planes. It helps the economy.” 

Hefley sees a stronger economy in

“We’re dealing with a stronger econo­
my than 10 years ago.”

Hefley is a 1965 graduate of Briscoe 
High School and attended Oklahoma 
State University for three years. He 
served in the U.S. Army for two years, 
including a year in Vietnam. He was 
honorably discharged at the rank of 
sergeant with the 101st Airborne 
Division.

Senate deals setback 
to efforts to allow
drilling in Alaska

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The long fight over whether 
to drill for oil in an Alaska 
wildlife refuge is nowhere 
near an end.

But attempts to open the 
refuge to oil development — 
one of President Bush’s top 
energy priorities — received 
another setback Wednesday 
as the Senate refused to 
include the drilling measure 
in a must-pass defense 
spending bill.

It was a huge victory for 
environmentalists and 
Senate Democrats who 
argued that drilling in the 
Arctic National Wildlife 
Refuge would jeopardize the 
wild ecosystem that charac­
terizes the refuge’s coastal 
plain where polar bears, 
caribou, migratory birds and 
other wildlife thrive.

Sen. Ted Stevens, R- 
Alaska, who has fought 
unsuccessfully for a quarter- 
century to open the plain to 
oil drilling, had hoped to 
gamer enough votes to over­
come a threatened filibuster 
by attaching the measure to 
the defense bill that included 
tens of billions of dollars for 
troops in Iraq and for vic-
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tims of Hurricane Katrina.
Instead, Stevens found 

himself a few votes shy of 
getting his wish.

“This has been the saddest 
day of my life,” Stevens 
said.

Sen. Maria Cantwell, D- 
Wash., an ardent defender of 
the refuge who led anti­
drilling forces during the 
Senate debate, called 
Stevens’ tactic “legislative 
blackmail” and “trickery” 
that united Democrats on the 
issue.

Republican leaders fell
___  three votes short of

the 60 votes needed 
to break the filibuster 
threat and advance 
the defense spending 
bill to a final vote, 
forcing GOP leaders 
to temporarily with­
draw the bill and take 
out the drilling provi­
sion.

The official vote 
was 56-44, four 
short, because 
Majority Leader Bill 
Frist, R-Tenn., a sup­
porter of drilling, 
voted with those 
opposing it so he 

would have the right to ask 
the Senate to reconsider the 
issue in a second vote later.

Hours later, the Senate 
stripped the Alaska drilling 
language from the defense 
legislation, then passed the 
bill and sent it to the House, 
which was scheduled towas
reconvene Thursday after­
noon.

The House earlier had 
passed the defense spending 
bill with the Alaska drilling 
provision in it.

Before the vote, Nevada 
Sen. Harry Reid, the 
Democratic leader, charged 
that the military was “being 
held hostage by this issue, 
Arctic drilling.”

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Former football player Heiskell faces liver transplant in Houston

A former football player 

for Pampa High School, the 
University of Houston and 
the St. Louis Cardinals is 
facing a liver transplant.

Ted Heiskell of Pampa is a 
1967 graduate of Pampa 
High School and attended 
the University of Houston on 
a football scholarship, where 
he was a fullback/running 
back for the Cougars for four 
years.

He lacked 20 hours to get 
his degree when he was 
drafted by the St. Louis 
Cardinals and decided to 
sign with the professional 
football team, he said.

Bad knees that required 
double knee replacement 
ended his football days, 
however.

“1 went to training camp,” 
Heiskell said o f the 
Cardinals. “They wanted to 
keep me on their Texas 
squad, but I could only draw 
half my salary.”

He sold sporting goods 
and then began a career in 
the construction business.

Three years ago, Heiskell 
began having health prob­
lems which included ruptur­
ing of the blood vessels in 
the esophagus, causing him 
to throw up blood. He went 
to Baylor Hospital in Dallas 
and then to Houston. An 
evaluation in Houston six 
months ago revealed that 
Heiskell needs a liver trans­
plant.

“Right now. I’m number 
19 out of 40 on the transplant 
list,” Heiskell said. ‘T m  
doing ozone treatments, and 
it helps a lot.”

While he’s waiting, 
Heiskell decided to complete 
requirements to get a degree. 
He has enrolled at Clarendon 
College-Pampa Center to 
take computer classes, which 
weren’t part of college cur­
riculums in the ’60s and 
’70s.

“1 will get a degree in

Heiskell
teaching. I’d like to teach 
history because I’m a history 
nut. My mother was a librar­
ian for 25 years, and she 
would get a good history 
book and bring it home for 
me.

“1 also want to be a coun­
selor and help these young

kids off drugs,” Heiskell 
said.

The cause of Heiskell’s 
liver trouble has not yet been 
determined, but he suspects 
it may be because of sub­
stances he was exposed to in 
the petrochemical industry 
while working in the con­
struction business.

One thing that was found 
during a physical exam was 
a dime, lodged in the 
bronchial tree of one of 
Heiskell’s lungs.

The dime was removed, 
and Heiskell keeps it in a 
specimen jar. He joked that 
since the coin was extracted, 
he wasn’t worth a dime any­
more.

Heiskell, who is currently 
on Supplemental Security 
Income, has established a 
fund at FirstBank Southwest 
to help with his medical 
expenses. Donations may be 
made to the Ted Heiskell 
Medical Fund at FirstBank 
Southwest, P.O. Box 1181,

Pampa.
“Anything over $2,000 

goes to a trust fund of the 
American Liver
Foundation,” Heiskell said.

He plans to move to 
Houston next year in order 
to be close to Texas Medical 
Center, the hospital where

the transplant surgery will be 
performed. He will have to 
carry a pager so that he may 
be reached at all times in 
case a donor liver becomes 
available.

“I have two hours to get to 
the hospital from the time a 
donor is found,” he said.

Senate extends Patriot A ct by 6 m onths
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

The terror-fighting USA 
Patriot Act may have a new 
lease on life.

The GOP-controlled
Senate on Wednesday 
approved a six-month exten­
sion of the USA Patriot Act 
to keep the anti-terror law 
from expiring on Dec. 31. 
President Bush gave it his 
grudging blessing.

The Republican-con­
trolled House is now expect­
ed to come back and consid­
er the legislation keeping the 
16 provisions of the law 
passed after the terrorist 
attacks on New York City 
and Washington from expir­
ing.

Republican leaders and 
Bush wanted to make most 
of the law permanent, but 
were stymied by a filibuster 
in the Senate and had to 
resort to a six-month exten­
sion.

“This will allow more 
time to finally agree on a bill 
that protects our rights and 
freedoms while preserving 
important tools for fighting 
terrorism,” said Sen. Russ 
Feingold, D-Wis., who was 
the only senator to vote 
against the original Patriot 
Act in 2001.

White House press secre­
tary Scott McClellan on 
Thursday accused Senate 
Democrats of trying to score 
political points and appease 
special interests, including 
the American Civil Liberties 
Union, by blocking exten­
sion of the law. He said the 
temporary extension is a 
victory for the administra­
tion, even though it long 
said it would not approve 
anything but its permanent 
renewal.

“We kept Senate 
Democrats from killing the 
Patriot Act,” McClellan

which allow investigators to

listen in on any telephone 
and tap any computer they 
think a target might use, has 
been a priority of the Bush 
administration.

What’s Your Extension? 
Eric Spellmann’s Column 
How many times have 

you received an e-mail mes­
sage with an attachment 
from a friend only to find out 
you couldn’t open it? 
Chances are, when you dou­
ble-clicked on the attach­
ment, you received a mes­
sage saying something like, 
“Click the program you want 
to use to open ...” What 
does that mean?

Eveiy file on your com­
puter has, as part of I t ’s 
name, a three-letter ending 
called an “extension” as in 
Filename.EXT

By default, Windows 
hides these extensions to 
prevent you from accidental­
ly changing or deleting 
them. To see them, open any 
folder, pull down the Tools 
menu and choose Folder 
Options. Click the View tab 
and scroll through the list 
until you find the checkbox 
labeled, “Hide file exten­
sions for known file types.” 

Make sure that box is 
unchecked. Hit the OK but-

extensions and the programs 
needed to open them. If it 
finds a match, the appropri­
ate program is automatically 
run. If it doesn’t, you get a 
message like the one I men­
tioned earlier. A “file associ­
ation” is 
simply one .

A Little 

History _
Fite extensions date back 

to the days of DOS (pre- 
Windows). Back then, file­
names were limited to eight 
letters, a period, and then the 
three letter extension, or, as 
computer guys liked to call 
it, “eight-dot-three.” When 
Windows came out, file­
name length limitations were 
eliminated. Now, you could 
create very long filenames, 
complete with spaces. 
However, the extensions 
remained.

Determining a File 
Format

If someone sends you a 
strange file, and you’ve 
never heard of it’s extension 
before, don’t worry. One of

my favorite Web sites has a 
list. Go to whatis.com. This 
site provides English defini­
tions for most of today’s 
techno-jargon. However, 
they also keep an up-to-date 
list of “Every File Format in 

the World.” 
From their
hom epage, 
locate the 
h e a d i n g  
“Check our
most popu­
lar fast ref- 
e r e n c e s . ” 

you will findUnderneath 
the link for their file format 
list. It’s sorted alphabetically 
by extension.

Some common extensions 
include DOC -  Microsoft 
Word, XLS -  Microsoft 
Excel, JPG -  photograph, 
PDF -  Acrobat file, and TXT 
-  Text File. Hundreds of file 
extensions exist, and many 
more are created every 
month.

Typically, when you 
install a new program on 
your system, it automatically 
registers a new association 
(between the extension and 
the program). When you un­
install a program, it should 
remove the association.

Unfortunately, some pro­
grams, when installed, will 
change current associations 
without telling you, creating 
some weird results.

Fixing a File Association
Ok, let’s say you screwed 

up and accidentally created 
an incorrect file association. 
Is there a way to fix it? You 
bet. Just follow these simple 
steps:

1. Single-click a file.
2. Hold the Shift key 

while right-clicking the file.
3. Select “Open With ...”
4. Select a program.
5. Place a checkmark next 

to “Always use this program 
to open this type of file” if 
you want to permanently 
change its file association. 
Otherwise, this will be a 
one-time solution.

6. Click OK.
A Rule to Live By
Before you ever send 

someone a file attachment, 
make sure they have the 
appropriate program to view 
it with. For instance, if you 
want to send them a 
Microsoft Word document, 
make sure they have 
Microsoft Word installed on 
their system.

Texas Thoughts

■  Dec. 12
San Antonio Express-News on the 

U.S. torture policy:
Everywhere she went on her recent 

trip to Europe, Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice confronted the same 
two issues; torture and secret prisons.

Leaked reports from intelligence 
sources suggest the United States is 
subjecting terror detainees to treatment 
that, if not torture or inhumane, is at the 
very least cruel. Waterboarding, a tech­
nique that induces the overwhelming 
fear of drowning, is evidently one prac­
tice in use.

This method and others may have 
been conducted on detainees in secret 
prisons on European soil. Europeans 
are outraged.

The Bush administration is correct 
when it asserts that terror detainees do 
not fit neatly into the Geneva 
Conventions’ rules for treatment of 
enemy combatants. They do, however, 
clearly fall under the Convention 
Against Torture, to which the United 
States is also a signatory.

The official U.S. interpretation of the 
convention is that it prohibits the use of 
any methods inconsistent with the 
treatment of U.S. citizens under the 
Fifth, Eighth and 14th amendments.

Rice tried to soothe European criti­
cism by restating this official policy. 
The practical U.S. policy, however, is 
something else.

An internal investigation conducted 
by the CIA inspector general, leaked 
last month to the New York Times, con­
cluded the United States was violating 
its torture convention obligations.

And the last time we checked, nei­

ther the FBI nor local police forces 
employ waterboarding.

If the United States is living up to its 
treaty obligations, as Rice said, then 
there is no need for secret prisons, no 
need for renditions and no need to keep 
detainees hidden from International 
Red Cross and U.N. inspectors.

The Bush administration can’t have 
it both ways operating secret prisons 
and rendering detainees into custody 
where legal authority is fudged and 
also claiming to respect the convention 
on torture.

There’s an easy way for the White 
House to clear up this ambiguity. It can 
drop its underhanded opposition to 
Sen. John McCain’s anti-torture 
amendment to the defense appropria­
tions bill and engage Congress and the 
public in a meaningful dialogue about 
what the United States will and won’t 
do in the war on terror.

Like there was really a chance he wouldn’t play
The NCAA reinstated USC quarterback Matt Leinart’s 

eligibility, clearing the way for him to take his place under 
center when his top-ranked Trojans face Texas for the 
national championship in the Rose Bowl.

Leinart's woes began after he appeared in one of those 
funny little ESPN promos. I do like the ones that feature 
LeBron James. 1 had no idea the kid was 
that fiinny. The Danica Patrick promo was 
great the first time or two 1 saw it, but had Michael J.

Media revenue and corporate “support” pro­
vide extra income for the school as well as the NCAA.

So what gives these institutions the right to say “you 
can’t do that” to these kids, but use them to promote a 
school or the NCAA? You carmot practice a double stan­
dard and not expect backlash at some point.

While coaches and even some athletic directors are sign­
ing huge contracts -  filled with perks and incentives -  the 

people who put the product on the field 
and floor are told they cannot reap the 
benefits of their performance.

Where one is exploited for the financial 
gain of another is known by another 
name, is it not? “But they are given schol­
arships while many students are left to 
pay their own way.” Yes, but look at the 
courses the student athlete takes. Some 

often sound made up to me. My favorite is “Mass 
Communications”. 1 have said it before, I laugh each time 1 
hear this. What is it? I equate it to a default course of stu^y. 
Something to kill time until the professional payday comes 
along. If you are going to offer scholarships, make them 
coimt. M ^ e  the scholarship contingent on the course of 
study. Reward the student athlete for his or her skills but 
help them by requiring them to learn something while they 
attend your school.

Don’t think for one moment there was any chance Matt 
Leinart was not going to play in the Rose Bowl. What USC 
did was appease the NCAA, though it still looked silly. It 
was sort of like two boxers going after each other during a 
prefight press conference.

Soit of Colts’ coach Tony Dungy 
found dead in Florida apartment

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — 
James Dungy, the 18-year- 
old son of Indianapolis 
Colts coach Tony Dungy, 
was found dead in a Tampa- 
area apartment, police said 
Thursday.

No foul play is suspected, 
but a cause of death won’t 
announced pending an 
autopsy, said Vida Morgan, 
a secretary in the 
Hillsborough County sher­
iff’s office.

James Dungy’s girlfriend 
found him when she 
returned to the Campus 
Lodge Apartments in Lutz, 
Fla., the sherifTs office said 
in a news release on its Web 
site. Police responded at 
1:32 a.m. Thursday and per­
formed CPR on Dungy 
before he was taken to 
University Community 
Hospital, where he was pro­
nounced dead.

Tony Dungy has left the 
Colts and is in Tampa, 
according to NFL.com.

The Colts (13-1) are at 
Seattle on Saturday; 
Indianapolis lost its first 
game Sunday against the 
visiting San Diego 
Chargers, ending what had 
been a perfect season.

The coach and his wife, 
Lauren, have four other 
children: daughters Tiara 
and Jade and sons Eric and

Jordan. James, their second- 
oldest child, was taking 
extension classes at the 
University of South Florida, 
Morgan said.

James Dungy spent his 
senior year at North Central 
High School in Indianapolis 
and graduated this year. 
C.E. Quandt, the school’s 
principal, said Dungy was a 
personable student who 
never flaunted his father’s 
position.

“He just came in and tried 
to blend in and be a stu­
dent,” Quandt said. “I liked 
James a lot.”

Quandt said Dungy visit­
ed North Central a week or 
two ago to pick up a tran­
script. He said the death sur­
prised and saddened every­
one at the school.

“It kind of diminishes our 
school family,” he said.

James stood 6-foot-7 and 
was sometimes was mistak­
en for one of his father’s 
players. The Indianapolis 
Star reported on its Web 
site. James and his younger 
brother, Eric, sometimes 
watched Colts games from 
the sidelines, but they had to 
earn it by doing well in 
school.

Fans posted prayers and 
messages of support for 
Dungy, who also coached 
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers,

on a message board on a 
Colts fan Web site.

“Not only was he a great 
football coach for the Bucs, 
but he is an even better per­

son,” one Tampa Bay fan 
wrote. “It makes me sick 
that it happened at this time 
of year to a person that is so 
giving and caring.”

Southern California answered coach 
Tim Floyd’s doubts with another win.

After an 0-2 start under the first- 
year coach, the Trojans have won eight 
straight, including a 74-59 victory 
over No. 17 North Carolina on 
Wednesday night.

Season-opening losses to Oral 
Roberts and Cal State Northridge 
seem a long time ago for the Trojans 
(8-2), who beat the defending national 
champions for their first win over a 
rank^  team since March 2004.

“We’ve grown up a lot since the first 
couple games of the year,’’ Floyd said. 
“I wasn’t sure if we could handle the 
test tonight.”

Lodrick Stewart and Nick Young 
each had 18 points for Southern 
California, which started the second 
half with an 11-4 run that was capped 
by a fallaway 3-pointer by Young that 
made it 41-39 with 15:23 left. That 
was the Trojans’ first lead since early 
in the first half.

“They were the aggressors,” North 
Carolina coach Roy Williams said. 
“They got every loose ball. They were 
smarter. They were coached better.”

In other games involving ranked 
teams, it was: No. 1 Duke 70, St. 
John’s 57; No. 6 Illinois 82, Missouri 
50; No. 10 Michigan State 98, 
Wisconsin-Green Bay 69; No. 11 
Louisville 78, College of Charleston 
63; No. 12 UCLA 74, Wagner 72; and 
No. 20 Nevada 68, Georgia 62.

Stewart made consecutive 3s to give 
u s e  a 52-47 lead with 10:29 to play. 
He later scored on a layup to cap a 17- 
4 run that put the Trojans up 63-51.

‘Two weeks ago, Stewart couldn’t 
have done this,” Floyd said. “Tonight, 
he rebounded, really defended and had

the poise to take good shots.”
David Noel led North Carolina (6-2) 

with 19 points and freshman Tyler 
Hansbrough had 16. North Carolina’s 
other loss was to Illinois on Nov. 29 in 
a rematch of the Tar Heels’ victory in 
last season’s national championship 
game. That was North Carolina’s only 
other road game this season.

“It was a total breakdown for us at 
both ends of the court,” Williams said.

No. 1 Duke 70, St. John’s 57
J.J. Redick scored 18 points and the 

Blue Devils (11-0) pulled away in the 
second half. Freshman Josh 
McRoberts tied a season high with 12 
points, Sean Dockery also had 12 and 
Shelden Williams added 11 points and 
10 rebounds for Duke, which took 
control with a 26-7 run spaiming half­
time that made it 60-37.

Aaron Spears led the visiting Red 
Storm (5-4) with 14 points.

No. 6 Illinois 82, Missouri 50
Dee Brown and James Augustine, 

the only returning starters fi’om 
Illinois’ national runner-up last season, 
led the Illini (12-0) in their first visit to 
St. Louis since they lost the title game 
to North Carolina.

Brown had 17 points, seven assists 
and two steals, while Augustine had 12 
points and eight rebounds in the most 
lopsided game in the 25-year history 
of the neutral-court “Braggin’ Rights” 
scries.

Jimmy McKinney had 11 points for 
the Tigers (4-4), who have lost six 
straight in the series.

No. 10 Michigan St. 98, Wis.- 
Green Bay 69

At Green Bay, Shannon Brown 
scored 26 points and Maurice Ager 
and Paul Davis each added 25 as the 
Spartans (10-2) won their ninth 
straight.

No. 12 UCLA 74, Wagner 72

from underneath with 14 seconds 
remaining for the Bruins (9-1), who 
are off to their best start in eight years. 
The win was the sixth straight for 
UCLA and its ninth consecutive victo­
ry at Pauley Pavilion.

Mark Porter had 19 points for 
Wagner (6-2), off to its best start since 
the 1979-80 season. Porter was unable 
to get off a 3-pointer at the buzzer for 
the Seahawks, who had a four-game 
winning streak snapped.

Arron Afflalo had 13 points for 
UCLA and Mbah a Moute finished 
with six points and seven rebounds.

Jonathan Modica scored 
15 points and Dontell 
Jefferson added a season- 
high 14, helping the 
Razorbacks overcome an 
off game from Ronnie 
Brewer to beat Texas Tech 
78-65 Wednesday night.

The Razorbacks (9-2) 
won their seventh straight 
and upped their winning 
streak in Dallas to 19 in a 
row — even if it has been 
11 years since they visited 
the city.

“I’d love to come back,” 
said coach Stan Heath.

While American Airlines 
Center didn’t turn into 
“Barnhill South,” like
