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Church-based organizations respond to disasters

Lonny Robbins of Pampa has recent-
ly returned from a conference in
Washington, D.C., concerning the role
of church-based organizations in
responding to disasters.

The disaster response think
tank/summit was convened last week
by Somebody Cares America.
Representatives from more than 30
Christ-centered and church-based
orgapizations were invited to partici-
pate, including Operation Blessing
International, the Billy Graham
Evangelistic Association and World
Blessing Foundation, as well as local
pastors, city officials and denomina-

tional representatives.

Robbins is mayor of Pampa and min-
ister of Trinity Fellowship Church. That
combination of leadership roles is one
reason he was asked to participate in
the Washington, D.C., meeting.

“The meeting came about as a result
of recent disasters, such as the hurri-
canes that hit the Gulf Coast,” Robbins
said.

“We had reports from people who
were in New Orleans for the past 10
months — reports about how the feder-
al government really could not do the
job, and they had to yoke with church-
based organizations, which already had
a network that’s ready to go,” he said.

The government’s disaster response
fell short in the area of the ability to
provide assistance such as personal
needs by victims for food, lodging and
other immediate necessities, Robbins
said.

“One component the federal govern-
ment doesn’t have is the ability to take
care of people. Church-based organiza-
tions know how to do that grassroots,
hands-on care,” he said.

I'he goal of last week’s meeting was
to develop and implement a nationwide
network of organizations with a strate-
gic plan to respond to future disasters,

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Pampa students get a dose of The Reality Store

Some Pampa High School
students are getting a dose of
reality today at The Reality
Store, which is being staged
in the school’s library for
health classes and those who
have been identified as the
first in their families to be
college-bound.

Between 150 ant 200 stu-
dents were expected to visit
several tables representing
different aspects of life after
high school. They got an
entry-level job, paycheck
and information on whether
they are married and
whether they have children.

Students  subsequently
must find and pay for hous-
ing, transportation, food,
insurance, child care if need-
ed, and other expenses of
daily living.

The Reality Store is a
joint venture of Panhandle
Worksource and West Texas
A&M University’s College
Talent Search program. The
two entities also identify
first-generation  college-
bound students who receive
Department of Labor grants
for college-related expenses,
said Lesley Gershmel, PHS
counselor.

“They meet with them
year-round to help with get-
ting financial aid, and give
them a small college grant,”
Gershmel said. The meet-
ings also help prepare the
students for various aspects
of attending college.

The grants may be used
for tuition, books or other

expenses such as computers,

Gershmel said.

Various scenarios are
assigned to the students par-
ticipating in today’s Reality
Store. The possible incidents
may involve illness, job
changes or other life-altering
events. The Grim Reaper
even makes an appearance.

Somebody Cares America.

“We can save the govern-
ment millions of dollars by
identifying and utilizing
existing networks of grass-
roots organizations who
already know their commu-
nities and who already have
systems and resources in
place to meet ongoing
needs,” Stringer said in a
news release.

“We are a part of this
organization because we
were looking for an organi-
zation to funnel funds into
with the best integrity.
Many faith-based organiza-
tions have administrative
costs of 40 to 60 percent.
Somebody Cares America’s
administration costs this
past year were 11 percent,”
Robbins said of his church’s
affiliation with the
Houston-based organiza-
tion.

Last week’s summit was
initiated by the Heritage
Foundation, a conservative
think tank established in
1973 with a stated mission
“to formulate and promote
conservative public policies
based on the principles of
free enterprise, limited gov-
ernment, individual free-
dom, traditional American
values and a strong national
defense,” according to the

foundation’s Web site.

Somebody Cares
America operates in local
communities across the
United States and interna-
tionally to meet day-to-day
needs of individuals in per-
sonal crisis and to mobilize
an existing network of min-
istries to respond to local
tragedies.

“Because of our existing
network of relationships,
we were able to be first
responders in many situa-
tions, bypassing bureaucrat-
ic obstacles to connect
needs on-site in disaster
areas to resources from all
over the nation,” Stringer
said, referring to recent dis-
asters in both the United
States and Indonesia, where
a devastating tsunami
struck in December 2004
and caused massive loss of
lives and property.

The Somebody Cares
office in Houston facilitated
gift card distribution to
more than 21,000 individu-
als in the first two weeks
after Hurricane Katrina
struck last year along the
Gulf Coast. In addition,
they helped more than 20
Houston churches set up
shelters by supplying food,
cots, clothing, toiletries and
other items while facilitat-
ing the collection and distri-
bution of more than $4 mil-
lion in grants, contributions
and in-kind donations to
moe than 165 churches and
ministries throughout
Texas, Louisiana - and
Mississippi for Hurricanes
Katrina and Rita relief,
according to the press
release.

The results of last week’s
Washington, D.C., meeting

will be put into a manual to
be presented to the Heritage
Foundation, in conjunction
with the Department of
Homeland Security,
Robbins said. At least one
additional meeting, which
Robbins has also been
asked to attend, may be held
to continue the process of
integrating government and
church-based organizations
in response to disasters.

“Maybe this can begin a
change of policy on the fed-
eral government level about
working together,” Robbins
said concerning possible
issues of separation of
church and state. “The pow-
ers-that-be are finding out
that without these church-
based organizations, they
cannot properly deal with
disasters.”

Such a partnership could
be advantageous to the vic-
tims and to taxpayers.

“The federal government
is looking for someone who
can network people and
organizations, who can save
them money. Church-based
organizations are not fund-
ed or reimbursed by the fed-
eral government, and do
things much more efficient-
ly than the government
can,” Robbins said.

“Both sides need to learn
from each other and work
with each other. State and
federal government just do
not have the ability to do it
all,” . he said of church-
based organizations and
government.

“It’s the responsibility of
churches to be the light
we’re called to be in times
of tragedy. That became
very clear through the disas-
ters,” Robbins said.

Whether at home or in the
business world, having a
reliable backup of your
information can mean the
difference between a mere
inconvenience and thoughts
of suicide.

But how do you do it?
Does it take special soft-
ware? Well, it depends on
your needs. Let’s start at the

A
full backup consists of copy-
ing everything on your hard
drive to some sort of remov-
able media.

Performed daily, this proce-
dure only backs up the infor-
mation that has changed

Advantage: Backups only
take a few minutes instead of
hours. Disadvantage: If you
ever need to restore the
information, you must first
restore the last full backup
and then restore each incre-

backup in
order. These
days, most
companies

viduals, for
that matter)
choose full

backups.

Now, what should you
back up? I know that sounds
like a silly question, but
you’d be surprised how little
thought people give to this
crucial point. Should you
backup your entire hard
drive? No.

There are two types of
information stored on your
computer — data and pro-
grams. Do not backup the
programs. Programs can be

hand, is only replaceable by
typing it in again. Not a
pleasant thought! On most
computers, programs
(including the operating sys-
tem), comprise over 80 per-
cent of the space. Save your-
self some time, and only
back up the data.

Next topic: What should
you store your backups on?
Should it be diskettes, CDs,
tapes? It really depends on
the size and frequency of
your backups. For the home,
[ usually recommend CDs.
Holding 650 megabytes,
most people can store their
most important information
without having to use more
than one.

Businesses will typically
use a tape (looks like a
music cassette). Tapes can
store gigabytes (even ter-
abytes) of information,
depending on the brand you
buy. For large storage needs,
choose tape. Floppy
diskettes, in my opinion, are

Finally, last week a committee of the
Texas Senate addressed the issue that
has been at the heart of the bitter, unre-
solved school finance debate for years:
“Robin Hood.”

With a week and a day left in the cur-
rent special legislative session, there
may yet be no agreement on what Plano
Sen. Florence Shapiro called “the pre-
mier light-your-hair-on-fire issue,” but
at least there has been a start.”

And it’s a good start. Friday’s deci-
sion by the Senate Finance Committee
~ not unanimous, with tempers flaring
and even some dramatic storming out

of the room — was as simple as stating
that Robin Hood should begin to go
away, but all Texas children still
deserve a roughly equal chance at a
good education.

Robin Hood requires wealthy school
districts to share some of their local
property tax revenue with poor dis-
tricts. Understandably, many residents
of wealthy districts don’t like that,
especially when their own schools are
cutting programs to stay within restrict-
ed budgets. They want access to some
tax money that they don’t have to
share.

If the Finance Committee’s action
were to become law, they would get it.

But almost 90 percent of the school

districts in Texas benefit from Robin |

Hood. They don’t want to get left
behind by any change in the law. The
committee’s action would take care of

them, too.

How can it be that easy to resolve a
debate that’s more than a decade old?

The key step by the committee is a
requirement that the state step up to fill
in the difference. Wealthy districts
could use as much as 4 cents on their
tax rate without sharing, as long as the
state guarantees that 96 percent of the
districts in the state will get equal lev-
els of funding. Cost to the state to reach
that goal: about $300 million a year.

 Today, tl:ebom 73 percent of the dis-
tricts in state have equal funding.
That means that children in 27 percent
of the state’s school districts — the
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Wall Street selloff over inflation jitters biggest loss in 3 years

NEW YORK (AP) — Wall
Street rebounded slightly today, a
day after inflation jitters prompted
a selloff that saw the Dow Jones
industrial average suffer its biggest
one-day loss in three years and the
Nasdaq composite index turn nega-
tive for 2016.

The uptick, boosted in part by
better than expected earnings from
retailer Sears Holding Corp., was a
respite from a week of selling that
saw the Dow plunge 437 points
from the brink of its all-time high
last week, including a 214.28 point
tumble on Wednesday.

Wall Street had grown hopeful
that the Federal Reserve would
soon end its interest rate hikes, but
with the latest inflation report
showing an upswing in consumer
prices, it seems more likely the Fed
will again lift interest rates at its
June meeting to prevent the econo-
my from speeding off.

Investors had become increas-
ingly optimistic that the Fed had
boosted short-term lending rates
enough to contain inflation and
prevent economic growth from
accelerating. That confidence
fueled a 2006 rally which last week

carried the Dow Jones industrial
average to within 13 points of its
best-ever close from January 2000.
But those hopes came crashing
down last week after the Fed sig-
naled that inflationary pressure
from record oil and metal prices
continues to be a problem and
could require further rate hikes.
The central bank has boosted inter-
est rates 16 times since June 2004,
aiming to cap escalating prices.
On Wednesday, the Labor
Department’s consumer price index
confirmed some of Wall Street’s
worst fears. Core prices rose more

than economists had predicted,
which came as a sign that soaring
oil prices have begun to affect other
parts of the economy.

The inflation scare sent investors
running for cover as the Dow post-
ed its biggest one-day loss in more
than three years on Wednesday —
which followed a 261-point drop
toward the end of last week. The
Nasdaq composite index also
turned negative for the first time in
2006.

“What we’re seeing is a correc-
tion in the market — the Dow had
run up, and that had been with a

series of rising risk factors accom-
panying that,” said Scott Fullman,
chief investment strategist for
Hapoalim Securities. “You’re sece-
ing the market correcting because
of this negative news and a lack of
buyers coming in.”

In morning trading, the Dow
gained 10.33, or 0.09 percent, to
11,215.94. Broader stock indicators
also advanced. The Standard &
Poor’s 500 index was up 2.02, or
0.16 percent, at 1,272.34, and the
Nasdaq composite index jumped
10.30, or 0.47 percent, to 2,206.10.

Artis Gilmore charged
with DUI after wreck

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) — Former
basketball star Artis Gilmore was charged
with drunken driving after flipping his car
during an accident.

Gilmore, 57, wasn’t injured in the crash
but the Florida Highway -Patrol said wit-
nesses had to help him from the car because
he was caught on his seat belt.

The accident happened early Wednesday,
when Gilmore’s car left the road, hit a tree
and overturned onto its roof, FHP
spokesman Bill Leeper said.

A trooper investigating the accident said
he smelled alcohol, and Gilmore said he had
a few glasses of wine and was driving home.

After failing a series of field sobriety
exercises, Gilmore was arrested on a misde-
meanor DUI charge. Gilmore’s blood-alco-
hol level was 0.14 percent, Leeper said,
more than the legal limit of 0.08 percent.

There was no telephone listing for
Gilmore and it wasn’t known if he had an
attorney.

Gilmore, nicknamed “the A-Train,” was a
five-time ABA and six-time NBA All-star
during his 18-year career in the 1970s and
"80s.

He played for the Kentucky Colonels, the
Chicago Bulls and San Antonio Spurs.
Gilmore played in 909 NBA games, scoring
15,579 points.

I'he narrow losses on the road left
San Antonio in its first three-game skid
of the season.

useless. Not only are they small
(1.44 megabytes per disk), they
are incredibly unreliable. One
human hair or a piece of dust
can ruin them. Even sitting on a
shelf will lead to eventual mag-
netic degradation.

At this point, | should bring
up the topic of networks.
Remember, from earlier
columns, that a network is sim-
ply a group of computers con-
nected together so that they can
share information? Most of this
information is stored on a spe-
cial computer called a server.
This machine usually sits in a
closet somewhere, humming
away 24 hours/day, seven
days/week, divvying out infor-
mation whenever a PC needs it.
All of a company’s most
important data is stored on the
server. Backing up is simple.
Since all of the data is on one
machine (the server), the local
computer guy only has to back
up one machine, instead of
every PC in the office. My
whole point in bringing this up
is to further push the value of
networking your business.

Finally, make sure your
backup procedures include
“offsite storage” of your back-
up media. Putting your backup
disks or tapes on top of the
computer, itself, invalidates the
backup itself. If your office
bums to the ground, you lose
the computer and your back-
ups. Make sure that your back-
ups are stored in another room,

A new option is making this
consideration even easier:
Internet backups. Here’s how it

+

works. Every night, after every-
one has left, your computer (or
server) connects to the Internet.
All of your company’s infor-
mation is compressed into an
encrypted “suitcase” and trans-
ferred to another server some-
where. This method guarantees
offsite storage. Heck, in most
cases, you're talking about
another state! Two companies
spring to mind, if you want to
look into this method
