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Supreme Court rules
against term limits

WASHINGTON (AP) - States
may not limit the terms anyone
serves in Congress, the Supreme
Court ruled today, striking down
as unconstitutional a step taken
by Arkansas similar to measures
in 21 other states.

The broadly worded, 5-4 deci-
sion could put more pressure on
Congress to pass a constitutional
amendment that would limit
anyone in the House or Senate to
a fixed number of terms.

The ruling also closes down
one avenue to imposing such
limits.

The ruling likewise closed out
any attempt in Congress to
impose term limits through
merely enacting a statute. The
court said a constitutional
amendment is the needed route.

State-imposed term limits for
state political offices are not
affected by today’s ruling.

Passage of such a constitution-
al amendment, disfavored by
some Republican leaders, has
proved difficult so far. It requires
a two-thirds vote in each cham-
ber. And once enacted by
Congress, any proposed amend-
ment would have to be ratified
by 38 states.

The House rejected a proposed
term-limits constitutional amend-
ment earlier this year, but Speaker
Newt Gingrich has vowed to
place the issue atop the agenda at
the beginning of the next
Congress.

Congressional  reaction to
today’s decision also could loom

large as an issue in the 1996 elec-
tions.

Sen. Fred Thompson, R-Tenn.,
a term-limits backer, said, “We
will bring the term limits consti-
tutional amendment - to the
Senate floor at the earliest possi-
ble date.”

But Sen. Bob Kerrey, D-Neb.,
said, “Personally, 1 continue to
believe that term limits are an
intrusion on the people’s right to
choose their own representatives,
and would place smaller states
like Nebraska at a disadvantage.”

“This is a decision that will
cause a lot of politicians in
Washington to pop the corks on
their champagne bottles,” said
Paul Jacob of U.S. Term Limits.
“I've got a message for them —
drink up. You're outnumbered.
They're going to wake up tomor-
row and find out the American
people are still going to want
term limits.”

Writing for the court, Justice
John Paul Stevens said the
Constitution’s framers intended
“that neither Congress nor the
states should possess the power
to supplement the exclusive
qualifications set forth in (its)
text.”

The court also rejected the
notion that Arkansas’ term-limit
measure, which disqualifies
someone from being listed on the
state ballot, is really only an elec-
tion regulation. ’

“In the absence of a properly
passed constitutional amend-
ment,” Stevens said in the court’s

61-page majority opinion,
“allowing individual states to
craft their own mlu(llmmtmns tor
Congress would thus erode the
structure envisioned by the
tramers ... to torm a more pertect
union.

Stevens was joined by Justices
Anthony M. Kennedy, David H
Souter, Ruth Bader Ginsburg and
Stephen G. Breyer.

Justice  Clarence Thomas
authored an 88-page dissent, in
which he was joined by Chief
Justice William H. Rehnquist and
Justices Sandra Day O’Connor
and Antonin Scalia.

“Nothing in the Constitution
deprives the people of each state
of the power to prescribe eligibil-
ity requirements for the candi-
dates who seek to represent them
in Congress,” Thomas said. “The
Constitution is simply silent on
this question.”

Arkansas voters amended their
state constitution in 1992 to limit
how many times someone could
appear on the ballot. Those who
had served two six-year terms in
the Senate or three two-year
terms in the House could run,
but only as write-in candidates.

I'he measure was challenged
successfully by the League of
Women Voters of Arkansas. The
state Supreme Court ruled that
states cannot add to the
Constitution’s list of qualitica-
tions for congressional member-
ship — minimum age, state resi-
dency and U.S. citizenship for a
number of years.

Man pleads guilty in two sex
assault cases in district court

A Pampa man pleaded guilty
today in district court to a pair of
sex charges and was assessed 30
years in prison for the offenses

Bernard Koelzer, 27, told
District Judge Lee Waters, “I am
totally responsible for what has
happened,” referring to 1993 and
1994 charges which accuse him
of aggravated sexual assault and
burglary of a habitation with the
intent to commit sexual assault

In a plea bargain arrangement,
Koelzer was sentenced to 30
years in prison on each charge to
be served concurrently.

He will remain in Gray County
jail until bed space in prison is
available for him.

Seniors, family members pray openly at service

SANTA FE, Texas (AP) — A judge’s reversal of an
earlier ruling and an appeals court ruling has
allowed about 230 Santa Fe High School seniors,
their parents and friends to pray openly during the
school’s baccalaureate exercise.

In addition to praying openly without fear of
arrests, the court actions also allowed those attend-
ing Sunday’s service to hear a minister speak about
the wisdom of reliance on God.

The legal battle began April 4 when two parents,
a student and the American Civil Liberties Union
filed suit against the Santa Fe Independent School
District in federal court.

The lawsuit claimed the school district had vio-
lated student’s First Amendment rights since 1993.

On May 5, U.S. District Judge Sam Kent issued
an opinion that students could pray, but he threat-
ened to jail any student who named a specific deity.

Five days later, Kent reversed his decision, say-

Police report

ing a student-led prayer could mention a specific
deity, but could not promote a specific religion. The
5th Circuit ruling Friday allowed ministers to rec-
ognize school officials during the ceremony.

The school district is still expected to develop a
policy on with school prayer, Bible distribution and
use other religious materials on campus by Aug. 4.

The Rev. Robert D. Sarricchio of Santa Fe First
Assembly of God said it was “the toughest ser-
mon” he ever delivered.

“This is something God wanted me to do,”
Sarricchio said after the program. “It was a real
challenge,” he said, not only because of the Ie§al
maneuvering that preceded the sermon, but also
because his son, Vincent W. Sarricchio, II, was
among the graduates. '

In the sermon, the minister warned the seniors
they were bound to encounter many people “who
have no use for God and lead sinful lives. .

Gramm intends to fight

Dr. Foster’s

WASHINGTON (AP) - Dr
Henry Foster faces another big
hurdle this week in his bid to
become surgeon general. His
chances for approval are looking
up but a chief adversary, Sen.
Phil Gramm, still says he’ll fight
to stop the nomination.

The Senate Labor and Human
Resources Committee is sched-
uled to vote on the nomination
Wednesday. All seven Democrats
and at least one Republican on
the 16-member panel, James
Jeffords of Vermont, have said
they will vote for Foster.

Foster was praised for his
strong showing during his confir-
mation hearing before the com-
mittee earlier this month, and
even Republicans who oppose the
nomination now say that, regard-
less of the committee vote, Foster
deserves a final vote on the Senate
floor. The White House says the
Tennessee obstetrician-gynecolo-
gist would win that floor vote.

'] believe he’s going to go for-
ward, 1 believe he will get out of
committee, and I believe that fair-
minded senators will vote for
him,” White House adviser
George Stephanopoulos said on
NBC’s Meet the Press.

But Senate Majority Leader
Bob Dole, R-Kan., has not said

nomination

whether he will allow the nomi-
nation to go to the floor, and
Gramm, R-Texas, has threatened
to filibuster to prevent a vote.

Gramm and other opponents
question what they say were mis-
representations Foster and the
administration made about the doc-
tor’s record of performing abortions.

Gramm, appearing on ABC’s
This Week With David Brinkley,
said he is not fazed by the seem-
ing support for Foster.

“I don’t set my position based
on what is going to happen. I try
to do it based on what I think is
right,” he said. “Let’s wait to see
how the votes come out.”

Stephanopoulos  said that
“over time” Foster backers
would have the 60 votes needed
to overcome a filibuster attempt.

The White House aide added
that Dole is “caught between
probably the views of most of the
senators in the Senate right now,
even the majority of Republicans,
and the extreme anti-choice
forces represented by the
Christian Coalition, who are
pressuring him very hard to do
everything he can to block this.”

Ralph Reed of the Christian
Coalition, which has led the fight
against Foster, said the nomina-
tion is “still in serious trouble.”

Trade wars result
in consumer loss

Centuries ago, the Italian courtier and philosopher Niccolo
Machiavelli counseled the prince facing discontent among his
subjects to find a convenient enemy against whom to wage a tidy
war. A war would reinforce latent patriotism, turn hostility
against, “the other” instead of the ruler, and could let the ruler
clamp down on dissidents.

President Clinton still seems to have reservations about mili-
tary combat except in Haiti. But he has found a handy substitute
for a shooting war. He seems determined to get into as many
trade wars as possible.

In recent weeks, Clinton has issued a decree banning trade with
Iran, not because the regime there had been more obnoxious than
usual, but as a negotiating tool - that didn’t work - to use with
Russia. Now he’s talking about a tariff that would double the price
of Japanese luxury cars in the United States because Japanese con-
sumers don’t buy many American cars and the Japanese govern-
ment has resisted demands that it force them to do so.

Now a trade war involves rhetoric that makes it seem similar to
a military war. In international relations, a trade war - especially
an embargo - is viewed as one step short of a shooting war. But in
shooting wars, the targets are people in other countries. In trade
wars, the targets and victims are consumers and working people
in one’s own country.

A leader of a trade war says, in essence, to the other guy: “You
villain! You have rules and barriers that keep out goods from my
country and victimize consumers in your own country. I'll show
you! I'll put people out of work in my country! That oughta bring
you to ygur knees!!”

The Japanese government does have inspection rules that deter
the purchase of U.S.-made auto parts, victimizing Japanese con-
sumers. But the main “problem” is that Japanese consumers pre-
fer Japanese cars. Rather than urge U.S. companies to market bet-
ter and sponsor lobbying efforts to rescind stupid Japanese
restrictions, however, the Clinton administration proposes a 100
percent tariff on Japanese built cars that sell for $35,000 or more.

Not only would such a tariff punish American consumers, it
would almost certainly destroy jobs. Great for economic recov-
ery, eh, what?

U.S. exports to Japan last year were almost $63 billion, up more
than 13 percent from the previous year. Japan buys more US.
products than Britain, Germany and Italy combined. In 1993, U S.
residents spent $490 per person on stuff from Japan; the Japanese
spent $550 per person on U.S.-made products.

Almost all trade wars are stupid. They hurt the vast majority of
people in the countries waging them to confer short-term benefits
on tiny special-interest groups. This idea - purposely promoting
hostility between two countries that have both benefited from
trade and have much to offer one another - is even stupider than
your average trade war.

During a Crossfire debate over a controversial
movie some years ago, a guest tried to score debat-
ing points by establishing that co-host Pat
Buchanan hadn’t even seen the film he was con-
demning. Buchanan’s response was instantaneous
and blistering: “You don’t need to lift a manhole
cover to know what sewage looks like.” But we do
need to be reminded what it looks like when it is
polluting the culture. So put on your boots, hold
your noses, and let us trudge down the aisles of
daytime television talk shows aired recently - and
witness some of the sleaziest moments therein.

For openers, there’s Geraldo Rivera. At night, he
appears on his CNBC show wearing a suit and
glasses, covers the O.]. Simpson trial and reminds
us every five minutes that, as you know, he’s a
lawyer. During the day on his other show, he’s,
well ... Geraldo. Once, with guests throwing chairs
and having fat suctioned out of his derriere so as
to have it injected into his face, he was the leader
of the daytime exploitation pack. Geraldo is some-
what mellower these days, and he spent the week
dealing in his tabloid style with heroin addiction
and the Oklahoma City bombing. Then again, he
also gave us “Delinquent Daughters,” featuring
parents who asserted that their teenage girl’s
boyfriend, a confessed car thief, had wrecked her
life. At one point, the boyfriend snapped at the
girl’s mother, “She’s f — in” lyin’. She’s lyin" her
ass off.” That’s more like the Geraido we know.

Jenny Jones made national news recently after
one of her guests murdered another. No such
pathos this week, just run-of-the-mill Jenny Jones.
Among her topics: Men who don’t like their
women’s revealing dresses, illegitimate children
meeting their fathers for the first time and wives

confronting their husbands’ pregnant mistresses.

Ricki Lake is reputed to host the trashiest of the
daytime talk programs. Typical was one install-
ment: “Now That I've Slept With Him, He Treats
Me Like Dirt!” Another episode focused on women
upset by their boyfriends’ jealousy; Lake wondered
if her male guest had asked his girlfriend who was
better in bed, he or her previous boyfriends.

Then there’s Montel Williams and his brand of
enlightenment. During one of his episodes, an
“exotic dancer” with a 14-year-old daughter com-
mented, “This is the ‘90s, and we've gotta prepare
our daughters like our sons have been prepared for
years. ... I've discussed everything (with her) ... the
toys, the dildos, the vibrators, the whole bit.”
During another, an eight-months-pregnant woman
discussed having had eight sexual partners during
her first two trimesters; yet another guest was a 17-
year-old girl who has slept with over 100 men.

Sally Jessy Raphael can top that. Four of her
five shows in one week dealt with sex, with
subjects such as transvestites and those who
sleep with others to avenge a partner’s unfaith-
fulness.

than 200 sexual partners. Sally asked, “What
are your standards when it comes to women?”
His replg': “They gotta at least be breathin’.”

For the week, he pre-
sented normal-looking relatives and friends con-
fronting those with such accouterments as multi-
ple tattoos and tongue rings. And, of course, there
was sex. One show included an ambush of a guest
who knew his girlfriend was having an affair. But
he didn’t know - until it was revealed on the air -
that she was having it with his cousin. The most
poignant moment? Let’s let Jerry say it himself:
“A 17-year-old ... married her 71-year-old foster
father. They first had sex when she was 14. They
have four children. She calls him ‘Dad.” “

Rolonda Watts wins the prize for the most taste:

Survey doesn’t prove women are better off working

“This study calls for an end to the debate over
whether women should or shouldn’t work.”

Those were the words of Colleen Keast, an exec-
utive of the Whirlpool Foundation, in The New
York Times. She was commenting on a phone sur-
vey conducted by Louis Harris & Associates
about families and work.

If ever there was a case of over-interpretation,
this is it, because the survey suggests no such con-
clusion. It found only that women do work -
though many work part-time.

The Harris survey found that women now pro-
vide almost half of their household’s income,
though 64 percent said their husband’s income
still offered better “financial security” than their
own. One-third said that they would prefer part-
time work if money were not a consideration.
Another third (well, 31 percent) said they would
like to be at home caring for their children. Only
one-sixth of the women, and one-third of the men,
said that full-time work would be their first
choice (absent money considerations).

There is nothing particularly noteworthy about
this study. What was dumbfounding about The
New York Times account was the jarring juxtaposi-
tion of the quotes from “experts” next to the survey
results. After reporting that nine out of 10 women
believed that they were responsible for caring for
their families, came this interpretation: “This study
shows that women challenge the zero-sum model,
the idea that if women give more to their work,
they give less at home,” said Arlene A. Johnson,
vice president of the Families and Work Institute.

Really? How? Just because working women say
that they are responsible for their families? Of
course they are responsible. So are working
fathers. Only a criminal would respond in the
negative.

But common sense tells us that if a parent
works 12 hours a day, five or six days a week, he
or she is certainly not able to devote the care to
children that a less busy parent provides.

Nor does this study end the debate about
whether women should or shouldn’t work. “The
&oblem with a great many of these studies,” says

illiam Mattox of the Family Research Council,
“is that they fail to account for the life cycle of
families. Today’s single working woman could be
next years stay-at-home mom or part-timer. And
today’s stay-at-home mom could be next year’s
full-time worker. To cast the debate in terms of
whether you want to live in the 1950s or the 1990s
is very damaging to children and doesn’t reflect
the reality of the choices parents are making.”

The tone of the commentary in The New York
Times, like so much of the literature on women
and work, is that full-time employment by par-
ents of young children is just fine for all con-
cerned.

But in truth, there is plenty of research out there
to suggest that most parents don't see it that way
- and children certainly don’t agree. A 1990 Los
Angeles Times poll found that 55 percent of moth-
ers and 57 percent of fathers felt guilty about
spending too little time with their children. A
Yankelovich poll found that the number of
women who would consider “giving up work
indefinitely” if they no longer needed the money
shot up 18 points (from 39 percent to 57 percent)
between 1989 and 1990. A 1991 Washington Post
poll found that 55'percent of-adults believe that
children suffer when both of their parents work
outside the home. A 1990 Time magazine poll of
18- to 29-year-olds found that 63 percent hope'to
spend more time with their own children than
their parents spent with them.

The New York Times may still see work as a fem-
inist issue. The question most families are grap-
pling with is how to ensure that both parents can
spend the maximum amount of time possible with
their families, while not neglecting their work. The
information-based economy is making work-at-
home situations possible for more and more nien
and women (this columnist included). The chal-
lenge is to build on that progress and on the
insight that neil:cting children’s needs on a soci-
ety-wide scale has been tried and found wanting.

Government beware: A sweeping disgust is sweeping the nation

As a result of the Oklahoma City tragedy, we
are in danger of exaggerating the importance of
“hatred of government” in America today, and
overlooking a far more widespread and political-
ly potent emotion that is r{\)aps best ﬁcribed
as being “sick and tired of government.”

Sure, there are some
government borders on the pathological, and who
are even prepared to commit crimes of violence
against it. There are such people in every genera-
tion, acting out their hatred of all authority figures
(probably starting with their fathers) in the name
of any cause that can be used to justify it.

The youngsters of a quarter-century ago who
chanted “Hey, hey, LB],(H\ow many kids g& you
kill today?” were in no mood for reasoned dis-
course, and some of them, just like Timothy
McVeigh, resorted to bombs. If Bill Clinton
believes that one cannot “love the country and
hate the government,” he should recall that, as a
young man, even he didn’t think it improper to
“loathe the military.”

Moreover, the conduct of the U.S. government
has not always been above reproach. | stuck by
the FBI and the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms after Waco, but no sensible person
regards that episode as their finest hour. As for
the FBI's slaughter of the innocents at Ruby
Ridge, it was treated as such a trifle by the liberal

ia that | actually missed its significance.

But Waco and Ruby Ridge do not loom large in
the average American’s bill of indictment against

people whose outrage at.

the government. The burden of that complaint is
less dramatic but far more comprehensive.

Some striking poll figures were recently
released by the Councﬁ for Excellence in
Government. Asked, “Do government policies
help or hinder achievement of the American
Dream?” 56 percent of all adults polled said “hin-
der”; only 31 percent said “help.” The dispropor-
tion was of course higher among Republicans (69
percent to 21 percent), but Democrats agreed (47
percent to 40 percent). Even among those receiv-
ing government assistance, 47 percent replied
“hinder” and only 36 percent said “help.”

The truth is that over a period of many years the
intrusions of government into the life of the average
American have grown slowly but steadily more
numerous and more annoying. Most of them were
decreed with the best of intentions, but gradually -
like the straws piled one by one on the camel’s back
- they have come to represent an almost unen-

durable burden of regulations that makes normal
economic or even social activity impossible.

The Heritage Foundation has Just published a
wonderful booklet called Red Tape in America,
describing some of these regulations and the disas-
ters they have visited on the public. In Chapter 1, we
learn that Thomas Hopkins, an economics professor
and former deputy administrator of the Office of
Management and Budget, estimates the cost of gov-
ernment regulations at $400 billion a year, or $4,000
per household. Other estimates are higher. :

Then, chapter by chapter, the booklet outlings
the slow strangulation of the American economy:

* by the Food and Drug Administration, whose
interminable approval procedures effectively
deny to Americans, for many years, drugs and
other therapies available in almost every other
civilized country; :

®* by the Environmental Protection
Administration, which has hugely increased costs
to consumers, jailed people for working on théir
own land, and bankrupted countless companies,
with little or no benefit to the environment;  +

* and on and on, through the rtment of the
Interior, the IRS, OSHA, the EEOC, -and many
other agencies. .

Forget the Michigan Militia. It is the slow, silest,
but steadily rising disgust of ordinary Americafs
that our politicians would be well advised to
beware. It was well summed up in a recent
bumper sticker: “Make welfare as hard to get a a

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Olajuwon vs. Robinson: A momentous matchup

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — On the basket-
ball court, All-Star centers Hakeem
Olajuwon and David Robinson are relent-
less competitors. Off the court, they con-
sider themselves like-minded friends.

“He’s just a fantastic individual. He’s a
highly intelligent man and very thought-
fu%, sincere,” said Robinson, whose San
Antonio Spurs face Olajuwon’s Houston
Rockets tonight in Game 1 of the Western
Conference finals.

Offered Olajuwon on Robinson: “(I
have) a lot of respect, the way he carries
himself, a God-fearing man. So that is an
attraction right there.”

The best-of-7 series promises to be a
momentous matchup between them.

“This is definitely the biggest stakes that
we’'ve had since we've started playing

each other,” Robinson said.

The defending NBA champion Rockets
advanced with a 115-114 Game 7 victory
Saturday at Phoenix.

It was the eighth straight playoff elimina-
tion game the Rockets have won in two
years and the first time a visiting team won
a Game 7 since Philadelphia in 1982, a
streak that reached 20 games. Indiana
matched the feat Sunday against New York.

The Spurs, who had the NBA's best reg-
ular-season record, 62-20, reached the con-
ference finals for the first time in 12 years
by defeating the Los Angeles Lakers on
Thursday in Game 6.

This marks the first time two Texas pro-
fessional sports teams been in such a high-
level contest. Houston and San Antonio
last met in the playoffs in 1981 when the
Rockets beat the Spurs in the first round.

“I didn’t play for the state champi-
onship in high school, so this will be fun,”

Spurs guard Doc Rivers said. “They need
to get some kind of trophy for the winner,
a state trophy.”

The Robinson-Olajuwon duel could be
their biggest yet. It also could get bogged
down in fouls, something Spurs coach Bob
Hill doesn’t want to see.

“I just hope that they let them play, let
both guys really play. I think if that hap-
pens, it'll be a great series,” he said. “Both
teams initiate a lot of offense through
those guys.”

Robinson and Olajuwon have met in 27
regular-season games, with the Spurs
holding a 16-11 edge. :

However, Olajuwon holds a slight
advantage in key statistical categories,
averaging 25.1 points to Robinson’s 22.1;
12.3 rebounds to Robinson’s 11.7; and 3.9
blocks to Robinson'’s 3.7.

Rockets coach Rudy Tomjanovich said
what matters most is overall team play, not

just the matchup of the big men.

“It's always the Rockets against the Spurs.
There will be different heroes stepping up.
That’s what’s so great about sports.”

San Antonio hopes to take advantage of
possible fatigue brought on by the
Rockets’ hectic playoff schedule the first
two rounds.

“They have to be tired. They're
humans,” Hill said. “You have to respect
what they’ve done, and obviously we
want to take advantage of the fact that
they should be tired.”

Houston was down 2-1 in its first-round
series with Utah, but rallied to win the
best-of-5 series 3-2, despite lackirgrhome-
court advantage. In the semifinal, trailing
Phoenix 3-1, the Rockets came back to win
the last three games and the series.
Houston is only the fifth team in NBA his-
tory to come back from a 3-1 deficit to win
a series.

Rangers wrap up 7-3 homestead with victory over Brewers

ARLINGTON (AP) — Texas Rangers
first baseman Will Clark says the AL
West is no longer populated by patsies.

“l don’t know why people say we're
pushovers,” Clark said after Texas
wrapped up a 7-3 homestand with a 6-0
victory over the Milwaukee Brewers on
Sunday. “The division is definitely solid.
We took a lot of heat last year. The thing
is, you don’t try to win a division by
playing under .500. You've got to win
every game possible.”

Kenny Rogers threw the Rangers’ first
shutout and complete game of the sea-
son to run his scoreless streak to 26
innings, a club record for left-handers.
The victory capped a two-day stretch in
which the AL West went 8-0.

Prior to Saturday night, the four AL
West members had never gone unbeaten
in a single day since the divisional for-
mat was changed at the start of the 1994
season.

When the ‘94 season was halted by the
players’ strike, the Rangers led the divi-
sion with a mark of 52-62. That was
worse than the last-place teams —
Boston and Milwaukee — in the AL East
and Central.

If the Rangers plan on remaining com-
petitive, they can’t have Rogers, the ace
of their staff, throw 146 pitches like he
did Sunday on a regular basis.

Rogers needed a long afternoon for his
first shutout and complete game since he
pitched the first regular-season perfect
game by a left-hander in major league
history last July 28.

“] felt fine, but I don’t want to get uE
to that level,” Rogers said of his pitc
count. “I wouldn’t have been disap-
pointed if they would have taken me
out. The shutout is secondary. I'd like to
keep it at about 110 pitches.”

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Government set to recall millions of vehicles with Takata seat belts

Microsoft sought:

Microsoft, Intuit
drop proposal
to merge firms

SEATTLE (AP) — Microsoft
Corp. called off its proposed
merger with Intuit Inc. on
Saturdav rather than endure
months of antitrust litigation
with the Justice Department.

[he government sued last
month to block Microsoft's $2
billion purchase of Intuit, maker
of the popular Quicken personal
finance program. The deal
announced seven months ago
would have been the biggest
software merger ever.

“It's unfortunate that after
such a broad government review
the merger faced additional
months of uncertainty in the
courts,” said Microsoft Chair-
man Bill Gates. “This is a fast-
paced industry experiencing lots
of change. Progress toward real-
izing our goals could not wait
until the government’s lawsuit
was resolved.”

Scott Cook, chairman of Intuit,
said: “The delays caused by the
government’s prolonged review
and litigation would cost both
companies valuable time.”

The Justice Department hailed
the decision: “This is truly a vic-
tory for the American con-
sumer,” said Assistant Attorney
General Anne K. Bingaman.

In its suit filed in San
Francisco, the Justice Depart-
ment’s antitrust division con-
tended that Microsoft’s takeover
of Intuit would likely lead to
higher prices and less innovation
in the growing market for per-
sonal finance software.

Microsoft is the world’s Jargest
producer of personal-computer
software. Intuit, based in Menlo
Park, Calif., is the leading devel-
oper of personal finance, small
business accounting and tax
preparation software.

Microsoft will pay Intuit $46.25
million for canceling the deal,
Cook said, adding that his com-
pany already spent about $4 mil-
lion on it.

It was Microsoft’s decision to
call it off, and Gates and other
Microsoft executives told him
about it Friday, Cook said.

“They were uncomfortable
proceeding  with litigation
because of the timing. We were
comfortable with the litigation
because we thought we would
win,” Cook said. “Frankly, I'm
disappointed. I'm disappointed
in the length of time these proce-
dures take and in Microsoft’s
decision. We would have pre-
ferred to seek the merger.”

WASHINGTON (AP)
[ransportation Department plans to recall

Japanese-made seat belts on millions of

cars sold from 1986 through 1991 because
of concerns the buckles sometimes fail to
latch or unlatch, government sources said.

Eleven automakers - eight Japanese and
the U.S. Big Three — have 8.77 million vehi-

cles with the Takata Corp. seat belts for those
years. But government sources told The
Associated Press that not all the car compa-
nies had signed on to a final agreement.

I'he department’s traffic safety arm, the
National Highway  Traffic  Safety
Administration, tentatively scheduled a
news conference for Tuesday to announce
the safety recall, which would be one of
the largest in history.

The companies with the belts are:
American Honda Motor Co. Inc., Nissan
North America Inc., Mitsubishi Motor Sales

I'he

of America Inc., Mazda Motor of America
Inc.; American Suzuki Motor Corp., Isuzu
Motors America Inc., Subaru of America
Inc., Daihatsu Motor Co., General Motors
Corp., Chrysler Corp. and Ford Motor Co.
The Detroit News recently reported that
eight companies have already agreed to
the recall and the other three were expect-
ed to agree today. The News did not identi-
fy which companies had not yet agreed.
At least 63 injuries — but no deaths — have
been reported from accidents where the belts
were used, according to NHTSA documents.
There have been more than 700 com-
plaints that the Takata belts jammed or
failed to lock or unlock. Some consumers
indicated the orange plastic piece of the
belt button had chipped off and fallen into
the buckle, jamming it.
Honda has sold an estimated 3.7 million
cars with the belts in the United States and

has received 200 of the customer com-
plaints, according to NHTSA records.
Nissan has sold some 2.01 million;
Mitsubishi, 699,181; Mazda 360,433;
Suzuki 115,874; Subaru 101,005; Isuzu,
89,902; Daihatsu, 7,514; Chrysler 951,040;
General Motors 466,902; and Ford 265,000,
according to NHTSA documents.

The list of makes includes some of the
companies’ most popular vehicles, includ-
ing the Honda Civic, Accords and Acura;
Nissan Infiniti; Mitsubishi Eclipse; and
Mazda MX-6 and 323.

The agency has been investigating the
belts since October. Automakers supplied by
Takata have reported thousands of warranty
claims for seat belt repairs or replacements.

NHTSA, the/2ompanies and Takata
have declined /to discuss the cost of a
recall. The Detrgit News estimated it could
exceed $1 billion. The companies and

Takata also refused to discuss who would
pay for the replacements.

According to the complaint information
filed by customers, replacement of the belt
assembly has ranged from less than $100
to hundreds of dollars.

Telephones were not being answered at
Takata Inc. in Auburn Hills, Mich., a North
American subsidiary of Takata Corp., or at
most of the other car companies. Nissan,
General Motors, Ford and Chrysler
spokesmen declined to discuss the
specifics of any negotiations with NHTSA,

Honda had been talking with NHTSA
about fixing the belts voluntarily in a ser-
vice campaign in which the companies
would notify car owners with the Takata
belts to bring them in for repair. The cam-
paign would have allowed the companies
to avoid publicly acknowledging a vehicle
defect that could affect safety.
