The Antarctic treaty of IMS was sipied

by the United States, the Soviet Union. 
FYance, Great Britain. Japan and othw 
nations, it  banned n tilila ry  activities in 
Antarctica, but did not dpal w ith controlling ’ 
commercial activities or exploitation of 
mnieral resources.

About 2.000 tourisU visit Antarctica a 
year on commercial tours.

Ih e  treaty has been hailed as a model 
international convention which assures

sesentiTic exploration and pence in the 
froaen wastes.

P re lim in a ry  geological exploration 
indicates the presence of petroleum under 
the continental M f .  Goal, natural gas. 
gold, copper and other m inerab have also 
been detected, according to specialists of 
Ihe U .k  Geological Survey.

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With New Status Islands 
Could Be US Strategic Base Si«

)h
WASHINGTON (U P Il -  The 

united States w ill acquire a 
strong strategic, base in the 
Pacific as well as a languorous 
is land  group whose main 
product is coconuts if Congress 
gives the Marianas common­
wealth status.

The 14 tropical islands are 
scattered over about 250 square 
m iles of the South Pacific 
Under a plan approved by island 
residents last month, the United 
States w ill pay at least 2117.5 
m illion over the next 'seven 
years to acquire fu ll title  to the 
land.

The re a l estate is now

producing a lot of coconuts and 
some vegetables.

But if  Congress, as expected, 
approves U S. Commonwealth 
status for the 14,000 islanders of 
the Northern Marianas gro«q>. 
the result could be a change in 
the United States' strategic 
posture in the Pacific and Asia.

President Ford last week 
asked Congress to approve the 
commonwealth coveruuit after 
Ihe islanders voted almost Wper 
cent in favor of forming a 
political union with the United 
States.

The Marianas have been a 
U N trusteeship under US. 
control since World War II,

when they were seiaed from the 
Japanese

Under the new covenant the 
Marianas would enjoy the same 
status as the C onu^w ea lth  of 
Puerto Rico, with the islanders 
getting such benefits as U.S 
citizenship , social security, 
medicaid, food stamps and a 
guarantee $14 m illian a year 
for economic development for at 
least the next seven years

The United States, at a one­
time cost of $19.5 m illion, would 
acquire a 50-year lease on about 
l t .000 acres of strategic harbors 
and land on three islands with an 
option to renew at noextra cost

Mansfield's defense view was 
echoed recently by Sen. Thomas 
F. Eagleton. D-Mo.. who said:

"Generals Marshall. Ridge­
way and MacArthur warned 
against ow* involvemerX in a 
land war in Asia. Now that we 
have tasted the lessons of such 
an experience, we should move 
back, not to isolationism but toa 
po«ure which accommoctates 
o r  strength —a po«ure which 
w ill protect our vita l Pacific 
in terests"

Under such a coiKxpt. the 
Marianas could become a major 
p a rt o f the U.S. defense 
strategy.

Postal reform foils to deliver
lly end

Officials of the U.S. Postal 
Service are arguing that Amer­
icans should not complain about 
spending 10 cents to mail a 
letter, and that they would still 
be getting à bargain if first class 
postage is raised to 12 or 13 
cents, as Postmaster General 
Benjamin A. Bailar has pro­
posed. ,

A debate could go on forever 
over whether a dime is a little or 
a lot to pay tor delivery of a piece 
of mail. From one standpoint, 
even 13 cents does not seem cost­
ly for having an important letter 
picked up at our door and de­
posited at another’s door hun­
dreds or thousands of miles 
away a few days later. On the 
other hand, the memory of the 3- 
cent stamp is still fresh in many 
minds, and the American people 
have seen postal rates increase 
steadily during years of 
promises that the elimination of 
bureaucratic waste was going to 
cut the cost of their postal serv­
ice.

It is now quite evident that 
cheap postage has gone the way 
of cheap gasoline. The latest 
reports of dire financial crisis in 
the semi-independent Postal 
Service point to yet another post­
age increase, and the issue may 
boil down to how it will be dis­
tributed among the different 
classes of users. A 1971 court de­
cision may upset the traditional 
practice of fixing rates relative 
ly high in some categories so 
that.rates for second and third 
class mail and parcel post can be 
kept relatively low as a public 
service.

The debate over rate reformais 
casting doubt on the prospect 
that the Postal Service can 
achieve the self-supporting

status by 19B4 which was laid 
down as a goal when post offices 
jwere divorced from direct 
political control in 1971. Without 
a subsidy for the foreseeable fu­
ture, there would have to be sig­
nificant reductions in service or 
a massive rate increase, and the 
public would probably regard 
either one as intolerable.

If higher postal rates and a 
continuing -subsidy are 
inevitable, then the congres­
sional overseers of the postal 
operation need to address some 
basic questions. How much of 
the total cost should be borne by 
mail users and how much by a 
subsidy from taxpayers? Is the 
rate structure fair to the various 
classes of mail users? Is the 
power of postal unions frustrat­
ing efforts to make more effi­
cient use of manpower? Are 
postal workers receiving a fair 
wage? Is the Postal Service try­
ing hard enough to overcome 
late deliveries, lost letters and 
other bloopers, or, as postal offi­
cials maintain, is it doing as well 
as can be expected for an organi­
zation that involves 703,000 em­
ployes handling 90 billion pieces 
of mail a year?

It could only have been a step 
in the right direction when the 
heavy hand of political 
patronage was removed from 
the postal system in 1971. Con­
gress is finding that rewganis- 
ing mail delivery on more busi­
ness-like lines accomplished no 
miracles, but produced an enter­
prise facing problems common 
to the business world — includ­
ing inflation in operating costa, 
labor difficulties and a customer 
hard to please — plus the basic 
obligation of maintaining an es­
sential public service.

Not included in these personal 
boodiff grabs is the huge coM of 
two new office buildings — 
probably as much as 1300 
m illio n  before  they are 
completed, as fallows:

The th ird  for the Senate, 
w h ic h  is  a lre a d y  under 
construction and coMing $37 
m illion (78 per cent nmre than 
the  o rig in a l $41 m illio n  
estimate). It's  a safe bet that 
even this hefty overrun isn't the '

end; that before this Mructure is 
Hnished. it w ill top $10(hnillion.

A fourth for the House, for 
which -prelim inary planning 
and o th e r e xp e n d itu re s " 
already amount to $22.5 m illion.

New York's trendsetting First 
National C ity Bank provoked 
money fears by raising its 
prime rate to the prevailing 7 
per cent level from  8*« per cent 
Thursday.

The reason was short4erm 
money rates —upon which 
Citibank bases it f  prime rate 
formula —have risen over the 
past three weeks despite 
Federal Reserve Board efforts 
to keep them down.

Exactly a year ago. the 
printe reached an all-tim e high 
12 per cent. Its decline since 
the fa ll and that of other 
inlerest rates has been one of 
the m ajor reasons's for the 
m arket's ra lly  this year.

The Fed. which tightened 
credit reins recently, reported 
Thursday that business loan 
demands rose 8318 m illion at 
New York's leading banks and 
the nation's ntoney supply in 
the latest reporting month grew 
at a 10.8 per cent higher rate 
than the latest 13 - weekly 
fig ires.

Inflation remains a concern 
in Washington and on Wall

Street, although a 0.1 percent 
d e c l in e  in  th e  L a b o r 
Department's June wholesale 
price index indicated it had 
dropped sharply from  last 
year's double d i^ t level

O il and aluminum companies 
want to raise prices. The 
Federal Energy Administraton 
predicted gasoline w ill cost 
three to five cents a gallon 
more by fa il. Sen. Birch Bayh. 
D -Ind.. wants an investigation.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  liie

, Mav was at the lower end of a 
scale that government analysts 
had estimated would be needed 
to show improvement in the 
jobless picture, which had been^ 
deteriorating for the pnat 14 
months.

Fht cattle  prices that began a 
couple o f months ago to d im b 
out o f a two • y e tf alump should 
level o ff fo r awhile, acoirding to 
Rex McAnelly of Moody Fkrms 
Feed Lot

He said Thursday that he 
expects too pounds of fa t cattle 
to be worth |45 lo ISO for some 
tim e before the market price 
goes back down.

*‘No one could te ll me when it 
was going up." McAnelly said. 
"So I don't know who would 
know when it's  going down. If 
anybody does, they could sure 
m akealotofnM ney."

But McAnelly figures that at 
some point the market is sure to 
leave the boom period for 
another bust.

“ I've  been in it  (cattle 
businessi fo r 28 years and I ’ve 
never known it to be any other 
w ay." he saidf “ You can adjust 
to the weather, but can t adjust 
to these politicians."

Moody Farm s Feed Lot 
currently is operating at about 
40 per cent <>f its 17,000 head 
capsKfity.

"The whole Panhandle area is 
less than 50 per cent capacity 
right now." McAnelly said.

He said that there isn't a 
shortage of cattle, but there is a 
shortage o f finished cattle 
"because of the number of 
fe e d lo ts  th a t got in to  
e m b a r ra s s in g  f in a n c ia l 
situations" during the recent

slump.
' I th ink the coat of choice beef 

should stabaliae in the forties." 
McAnelly said. '*Grass beef may 
bealatcheape^"

He said th a t\ "the biggest 
problem that we've got right 
now" is Fighting the attitude 
about prices that comes when 
people shop at grocery stores.

“ They have to  pay fo r 
everyth ing  rig h t then and 
there." he said. "They have to 
dig out the cash or w rite a check. 
If they iMy a house or a car or 
many othnr things they pay for 
over a period of time th ^  don't 
notice that the prices are always 
going up. They never go down. 
But paying for food is Afferent. 
They are always very aware of 
any price increase."

A n o th e r  p ro b le m  tha t 
cattlemen are having is money. 
Because of the long and severe 
bust jie riod , "A  lot of that 
Eastern money has evaporated 
from the feedlots," McAnelly 
said.

The feedlot manager said he 
doubts if  there w ill be any wheat 
fed to  Panhandle fa t c a ^  any 
time sooa That is the predklion 
in other parts of the coiakry.

" I  doubt tf we'll be feeding any 
wheat." he said. “ I f  we have the 
com crop and m ilo crop it  looks 
like  we're going to have feed w ill 
be cheaper this faU."

McAnelly was asked about 
r e c e n t  c r i t i c i s m  fro m  
n u tritio n is ts  and- sociologists

who claim  that feeding grain to 
cattle is a waste o f pratdn that 
could help feed the world's 
starving pÑple.

"M eat protein is the moot 
d e s ira ljle '  th a t's  ever beea> 
created." he answered "A ll we 
have (lone, we've taken an 
animal that's gained 75 per cent 
of his weight oik eating grass 
and things that nobocty would 
get any good out of otherwise, 
and we ju t  Tuiiah them with the 
nnarbling that gives them the 
desirable taste and flavor."

M cA nelly defended cattle 
feeding even more and 
“ We use many products that , 
people couldn't eat in finishing 
the epttle • cotton seed hulls, 
a lfalfa  ju iy . by • products from 
the sugal* ind io try . by - products 
from the com imkistry. So most 
people, when they criticue  
cattle feeding, just don't know 
a ll the facts."

He said that he looks for the 50 
per cent of capacity figure 
prevalent in area feedlots to
climb.

"F o r two years previous to 
April and May noüüng made a 
p ro fit."  M cAnelly said. " I f  
prices stay where t ^  are now. 
feedlots w ill gradually Till back 
up. If  the price doesn't stay at a 
fa irly  decent levd, in the firs t 
place the cow and ca lf produccr 
w ill be out of b u s iim . then the 
feedlots w ill<go and then the 
grain fanner w ill be drastically 
h ia t."

Harvesting of the 1975 crop of 

irr iga ted  .w heat is rap id ly  
nearing completion despite the 
interm ittent summer showers 
that have dotted the area for the 
past month. One irrig rtio n  
farm er put the pencil to the 
wheat harvested on Monday o f‘~ 
the past week and found that the 
y ie ld  from  th is  p a rticu la r 
section of land was averaging 
out at 55 bushels per acre.

t>uring uie in e  spr ing a  m a 
many farmers began to fear that 
the rain was going to arrive too 
late to save thé dryland wheat. 
The rains did arrive, although a 
little  late, and the dryland yield 
in 1975 w ill probably exceed that 
of 1974. The overall profK from 
d ry land«  wheat in 1975 w ill 
exceed that of irrigated wheat.
It appears that we may be 
experiencing a minor change in 
our normal weather pattern, yet 
when we study the rainfall of the 
Panhandle area smee IN I we 
conclude that we are going to 
re tu rn  to  a scanty rainfall 
period, in  I9S7 the extreme 
drougM that lasted nearly seven 
years came to an end.

' The' 1975* ra in fa ll greatly 
relieved the puinpage from our 
iHiderground reservoir. The 1975 
decline in the static water table 
w ill reflect the decline of water 
pumped fo r irriga tion . The 
ra in fa ll also has cut down the

cost o f the moikhly b ill for 
natural gas used for irrigation.

P r o p o s e d  w e a t h e r  
nudiTication legislation during 
the 1975 session of the Texas 
Leg isla ture  ran into strong 
opposition from groups of people 
in the High Plains area. ‘The 
criticism  was so strong that 
area legislators shied away 
from

statistics on crop damages from 
hail in this area for 1970 - 75 
provided by the Agricultiiral 
S U b ilia tion  and Conservation 
ServiJte of the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, the Federal Crop 
Insurance Corporation, and the 
C ro p  -  H a il A c tu a r ia l 
Association.

The investiga to rs  found 
rem arkably litt le  effect

O u t d o o r  b u rn in g  o f 
a g ricu ltu ra l crop residue is 
prohibited under regulation I of 
the Texas A ir Control Board.

The regulation applies to a ll 
outdoor burning within the State 
of Texas w ith exceptions such as 
f i r e  - f ig h tin g  tra in in g , 
recreational cpmpTires, a ^  
sim ilar burning.

Violators of the ban on outdoor 
burning are subject to Tines of 
950 to $1000 per dayjor each day 
of violation.

4he Texas A ir Control Board 
a lso  has s e v e rh l o the r 
regulations concerning other 
types of a ir pollution, permits 
for construction and operation of 
possible a ir pollution sources, 
and a ir pollution emergency 
episodes.

In the Littlefie ld - Plainview 
region the effect of doud - 
seeding has been so small that 
based on the available data, no 
effect could be discerned. The 
research team emphasiaes that 
this does not prove lack of an^

’ofTicial rain gages are sparse, 
and only four yaart of ha il data 
were ayailable.

Pinkeye is a serious problem 
in some beef cattle herds (bring 
the hot Texas summers. The 
disease can cause considerable 
weight loss and even the loss of 
sight.

There is no cure - a ll for 
pinkeye but there are several 
practices which ^  can fallow 
■ ' > ** ln
problems, accortiing to Laytan 
B a rto n , assis tan t county 
extension agent for the Texas 
A g ri^ tu ra l Extension Service.

C lip p in g  pastures before 
seedheads develop on grass is 
one practice that helps. These 
seedheads may irrita te  the eyes 
of ca ttle  and increaM  the 
chances of pinkeye m frtlion.

Flies spread some kinds of 
pinkeye. Barton i:ecommends 
repeated spraying of the faces of 
cattle w ith  Ctodrin insect icide to 
control face flies. DuB bags, 
face wipers and backnibbers 
also help in controlling flies. 
Locate them near or on the saH 
box. on the way to water, or in 
shaded loaTuig areas.

An adequate amount of 
V itam in A helps )keep eyes 
h e a lth y . Good pastu res

g e n e ra lly  p rovide  enough 
Vitam in A. Where dry weather 
is tu rn ing  pastures brown, 
supp lem entary  V itam in A 
sIxHild be provided.

S epa ra te  an im a ls w ith  
pinkeye from the herd and treat 
i n f e c t e d  eyes w ith  an 
antibacterial preparatioa Keep

area. Covering infected eyes 
w ill protect them from light and 
fo re ip i m atter and w ill speed 
recovery. A simple patch made 
of burlap and held in pipce with 
rubber cement seems to be 
effrtkive. If  treatment does not 
improve conditions, consult a 
veterinarian, auggnts Barton. 
Vwal (hseoses such as IBR may 
be the cause of pinkeye. Your 
veterinarian can recommend a 
v a c c in a tio n  p rogram  fo r 
controUing such diseases.

Studies have shown that 
calves w ith pinkeye weighed 
conBderably less at weaning 
tim e and as yearlings when 
compared to  cMves die same 
age w ithout pinkeye. Thus, 
contralling pinkeye can pay w ith : 
increased profits at market 
time. Barton said.

George Wallace some­
how managed to frec tire  his 
left leg without knowing it. But 
his physician says tlw  break 
should heal without difRculty.

The leg is paralysed as the 
rs u lt of a wotnd-be assassin's 
bullet .May IS. lYI?. that left 
Wallace confined to a wheel­

chair.
The in jiry  is not expected to 

affect Wallace's campai^i for 
the Democratic presidential 
nominatioa He had annouiced 
he would devote most of his 
attention in the next few 
months to Alabama probtems. 
and had scheduled only two out- 
of-state speeches during July 
and August.

Dr. Hamilton Hutchinson said 
Wednesday Wallace had suf­
fered a simple frac tire  of the 
tib ia “ probably within the last 
two or three days"

He said he assumed the 
injia‘'y occurred during the 
governor's physical therapy 
exercises But he said he could 
not be sure because Wallace 
has no feeling in the leg and 
had not noticed the inJIry until 
swelling developril.

"There is very little  ris k " of

complications. HutcMnson said. 
“ It is a simple break. It w ill 
heal.”

“ Anytinne anyone is fw l in a 
cast, there is a risk of 
phlebitis." he said, referring to  
the ailm ent that prevented 
former P r e s i d e n t  Richard 
Nixon from  testifying at the 
Watergate covenip tria l.

The doctor said the risk of 
pMebitis was very small.

Wallace w ill have to remain 
^in a cast for six to eighl weeks. 
'B u t his office said he expected 
to May home for only a week 
before returning to the Capitol. 
A spokesman for the governor 
said he would wpek from his 
office during the next week.

Wallace has been paralyaed 
from the waist down since an 
assassin's bullet struck Mm as 
he campaigned in a Maryland 
shopping center for the 1972 
Democratic presideniial nomi 
nation.

Wallace's office said the 
governor "noticed a swelling of 
Ms knee and a s l i ^  elevation 
of temperature" Wednesday 
and called his doctor, who 
discovered the break and 
placed the leg in a cast at a 
hospital. .
