SILVER SPRING. Md. (AP)
— George C. Wallace. shot down
at an electioneve rally. lay
gravely wounded and par-
tially paralyzed today on what
was to have been the brightest
day of his presidential cam-

paign.

Theé Alabama governor was
hit several times by a gunman
who_pushed a pistol through a
shopping-center crowd at Lau-
rel. Md.. Monday afternoon and
fired point blank. A man identi-
fied by police as Arthur Her-
man Bremer. 21. of Milwaukee.
was wrestled to the ground by
members of the crowd and ar-

After five hours of surgery,
police and hospital spokesmen
said Wallace's life was no long
er in.danger. but some paral]
ysis was reported. One physi-
cian said the outlook for full re-
covery was not good. The gov-
emor’s press secretary quoted
doctors as saying the paralysis
may be temporary. “*but we will
know more about this in the
pext 48 hours.”” He said Wallace
will continue his campaign.

Meanwhile, voters in Mary-
land and Michigan were ballot-
ing today in primaries which
Wallace had been favored to
win im a double sweep that

"I feel very optimistic about
him.” Wallace's wife, Cornelia,
said after the surgery in Holy
Cross Hospital. “*As you know.

pect him to continue in the same
vein.

School Board To Open Bids

Members of the Pampa
school board set 4 p.m. Friday
for opening bids for the new
vocational building and then
uncgvered money to pay for it at
the regular meeting Monday
night

The panel also considered
reports from Mrs Marjorie
Gaut on Civil Action 5281
guidelines and Austin Ruddick
on attendance. bought new
school buses and transacted
routine business

The lengthy session was then
followed by a marathon
executive meeting in which the
hiring of four faculty members
was authorized and certain
properties discussed

Bids on the new structure for
the vocational school will be
opened at Carver Center Friday
afternoon. Presently. the word
is that the school system must
match allocated funds on a 5545
per cent ratio with the lesser
amount the local responsibility

School Business Manager
Homer Craig told the board that
his conservative estimate of
funds available had been far
surpassed in funds received so
that the current estimated
expenditures for 1971-72 of
$4.075.000 contained enough
money 1o meet those requests

already exceeding the original
budget estimate

It was pointed out that these
monies were not from local
taxes but funds and programs
that became available through
the year

Because of this highly solvent
status. Dr. James Malone
school superintendent. pointed
out some $236.000-plus that
could be earmarked as
matching funds for the
vocational building without
hampering any other budget

Prosecution Ends Case

Prosecutor Albert Harris Jr
completed the state’s case by
reading jurors a heavily edited
version of Miss Davis’ love
diary. In it. the former UCLA
philosophy instructor talks of
marriage vows and refers to
herself as Jackson's “lifelong
wife

The trial now focuses on the
defense—and defense attorney
Leo A. Branton said the first
order of business today would
be to ask Superior Court Judge
Richard E. Arnason for a di
rected verdict of acquittal on
the ground of insufficient evi
dence

The prosecution case took
seven weeks and involved 95
witnesses and more than 200
pieces of evidence. In much of
that time. Harris had attempted
to read jurors the complete 18-

page diary
He said it was crucial to show
that Miss Davis had

uncontrolled passion and
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willingness to kill. if necessary
to free Jackson from San
Quentin Prison

The state contends passionate
love was Miss Davis’ motive for

furnishing four guns and
helping plan an escape attempt
from the Marin County Civic
Center on Aug. 7. 1970

In the state’s theory. a judge
and four other hostages were Lo
be traded for Jackson. Instead
the escape went awry and end-
ed in shooting and the death of
the judge. two convicts and an
accomplice

Amason whittled the diary
down to 2': pages which fo-
cused almost entirely on Miss
Davis' love for Jackson—one of
the three Soledad Prison in-
mates then awaiting trial on
charges of murdering a guard

Your Special Child

The child “who is different” is not somebody else’s problem. One in every

third family in the United States has a child who is “special” in some way—
physically, emotionally or mentally. Thanks to compassionate and dedicated

persons such as Pearl Buck and Dale Evans, the Kennedys and the Humphreys,

problems faced by exceptional children and their parents no longer breed

in attic-and-cellar secrecy. For example, for 1972 Congress appropriated more

than $115 million for study and aid to those involved—a heartening sign

of progress.

Few Individuals Escape Contact with ‘Exceptional’ Child

(EDITOR’S NOTE: The
author of many books and
articles on exceptional
children, Willard Abra-
ham, Ph.D., is chairman
of the [)epartment of Spe-
cial Education at Arizona
State University.

Is there an ‘“‘exceptiona
child in your family?

Think about it for a min
ute. The answer probably
will be “Yes.” Check out
your own youngsters, nieces

and nephews
’ cousins and

their various
relatives. In-
clude any
who have
handicap-
ping condi-
tions (physi-
cal, emo-
2 tional and

v mental) as
gifted
The facts point to one in
every third family who is
special in some way and one
for every pair of grandpar-
ents, If your family was
skipped, a neighbor or
friend can perhaps tab two
in theirs

Not so long ago there was
a kind of attic-and-cellar
complex about these chil-
dren (except maybe for
some of the bright ones).
Parents sometimes hid be-
hind shame, secrecy and de-

nial. Then Pearl Buck wrote
about her daughter, and
Dale Evans about hers, and
the first major breakthrough
came

The movies helped, 'tbo
Films like “Charly,” -“The
Miracle Worker,” ““A Child
Is Waiting"”” and “Johnny
Belinda.” Recent ones show
that mental retardation can
be absorbed into our society
in a normal kind of way, viv-

Last Picture Show,” ‘‘Straw
Dogs” and “Ryan’s Daugh-
ter.”

Another breakthrough
came through the famous
families of Roosevelt, Ken-
nedy and Humphrey and the
handicapping conditions with
which they lived.

The final page isn’t writ-
ten yet but we are a great
deal closer to accepting chil-
dren who differ and to
stressing their strengths, at
home and in schools, jobs
and communities. ’

Once they stopped hiding
their children and their own
guilt feelings, parents made
their needs known, loudly
and tlearly. They knocked
on the doors of legislators
and school boards, worked
ACLD (Association for Chil-
dren with Learning Difficul-
ties) and with professionals
individually and through or-
ganizations like NARC (Na-
tional Association for Re-
tarded Children), UCP
United Cerebral Palsy),
in CEC (Council for Excep-,
tional Children). Their grass
roots efforts reached right
up to Congress and several
presidents and’helped bring
federal financing never even
imagined just a few years
ago (more than $115 million
in the 1972 appropriation).

Although more than half of
the seven milljon handi-
capped children in the
world’s richest country still
receive no special education-
al help, we've made prog-
ress. All states now provide
special school funding for
these youngsters. Even the
gifted are in the act, but with
very limited financial sup-
port and in only a few states

Other trends are upward,
too. Like these

® ‘‘Resource’’ teachers to
work with specific needs of
youngsters who are in regu-
lar classrooms most of the
time (visually handicapped,
for example)

® Early detection of chil-
dren with learning disabili-

® Fewer PKU (phenlketo-
nuria) and rubella problems.

® Recognition that the
handicapped can often work,
earn and pay taxes, instead
of being society’s burden.

® Understanding that pro-
grams, parental acceptance
and teaching skills help solve
problems.

®The mdiddling
“through” of our gifted
seen for what it often is, a
tragic loss of much of our
greatest talent.

® Minority youngsters
now identified as education-
ally handicapped and not er-
roneously labeled as mental-
ly retarded on the basis of
invalid testing.

® Contributions of sound
early educational programns
through professional nursery
school settings (not the store-
front, ‘‘Ma-and-Pa’’ variety).

“Bur task as parents isn't
tdifficult to define. It is based
on a home and school en-
vironment that recognizes
deficiencies and strengths,
so that we adapt our expecta-
tions to them. It requires our
being as realistic as our
parental subjectivity will
permit and seeking expert
help when necessary.

The child who can’t see,
hear or reason, whose tan-
trums or seizures are close
to uncontrollable or who
surprises the neighbors with
his extensive vocabulary, de-
lightful sense of humor or
skills at writing, music or
art needs our understanding,
encouragement and help.

“We are not alone,” said
James Hilton, in the title of
a popular book years ago. It
applies to us as parents of
children who differ. Teach-
ing, medical, psychological
and other professional per-
sonnel are on call, supple-
menting the insights, plans
and love we have for these
youngsters 3

And if you know some fel-
low who says it’s all some-
body else’s problem, don't

perhaps earlier than he
thinks, that the burden of
child exceptionalities lives
with all of us. With him, too.

Rep. Bob Price Against
Minimu Wage Legislation

Pampa congressman Bob
Price has issued the following
statement on the minimum
wage bill passed last week by
the U.S. House of
Representatives:

“Last Thursday the House
passed an increased minimum
wage bill by a vote of 330-78. |
opposed final passage of this
legislation which I beleive is
both irresponsible and unfair to
all concerned. While the bill
which passed was a
watered-down version in that
the minimum wage increase to
$2.00 will come in two stages
from the present $1.60 an hour
to $1.80 for the first year and
$2.00 an hour thereafter instead
of the original version which
would have raised the minimum
wage to $2.00 immediately.
nevertheless. this action will
solve fewer problems than it
creates

“Increasing the minimum
wage will help in eliminating
existing low wages: however. a
high wage is not all happiness
for higher wages lead to higher
prices which too often fall
hardest on low-income workers
for whose benefit the act was
passed

“‘Despite the boasting of
politicians who like to pawn
themselves off as benefactors of
the oppressed by enacting
legislation which is generous
with other people’'s money. the
simple truth is that employers
can afford to pay only what a
worker is worth, and not what
may be socially desirable

Where the minimum wage is
raised. the employers of
marginal workers have few
options immediately open to
them. They may either go out of
business. lay-off least
productive workers. cut back on
their hours of work. or
substitute capital equipment for

human labor. All of these
alternatives cause
unemployment.

] have received a great
amount of mail concerning
minimum wage legislation. the
great bulk in opposition. I do not
believe employers to be
heartless or callously
unconcerned about the
well-being of their employees
However. employers as
businessmen. must make a
profit to survive. If those who
run our Government operated a
business corporation with their
same utter lack of
understanding and total
disregard of the laws of
economics. their business would
be bankrupt in short time and
their many creditors would be
pounding on the door for
payment

‘It is ironic that those who
pushed hardest for the 25 per
cent increase in the minimum
wage have been the loudest
critics of the Administration’s
attempt to- control inflation
They have condemned the
President because we still have
an annual rate of inflation of
less than 4 per cent and yet their
actions in forcing this bill
through Congress can only
insure that the fight- against
inflation and unemployment
will be made that much more
difficult.”

Answers to Employment Questions by Secretary of Labor James D. Hodgson

Reverse Sex Discrimination Is Also Barred

¥ U;-Boston, Mass.,
writes: I want you to know
that women are not the only
victims of wage discrimina-
tion. I am a man who makes
less than women, although
our jobs are the same. Does
the equal pay law protect
me?

Dear .J. U.: The Equal
Pay Act covers workers in
establishments subject to the
federal minimum wage law,
and applies equally to men
as well as women. Although
women are primary victims
of equal pay violations, the
Wage and Hour Division has
found some instances where
men were underpaid. Those
cases most often involved
state laws which required
the payment of overtime on
a daily basis to women but
not men. Where applicable,
the federal law. pre-empts
such state laws

. .

L. F., Roanoke, Va., asks:

If the federal minimum wage
is $1.60 an. hour, why are
waitresses in a nearby res-
taurant receiving only $1.00
an hour?

Dear L. F.: Restaurants,

cafeterias, and similar eat-
ing places with sales of less

»

than $250,000 a year are not
required to pay the federal
minimum wage. There is an
exemption provision in the
law for such establishments
and other small retail stores
Restaurants grossing $250,-
000 or more annuahy (ex-
clusive of certain taxes)
must pay their nonexempt
employes at least $1.60 per
hour

J. H., Boonville, Mo.,
asks: How do the federal
minimum wage and over-
time laws apply to farm
workers?

Dear J. H.: At least $1.30
an hour must be paid to
workers employed in agri-
culture by an emplover who

used more than 500 man-
days of farm labor in any
calendar quarter of the pre-
ceding calendar year. Five
hundred man-days is ap-

proximately the equivalent
of seven employes employed
full-time in a calendar quar-
ter. Overtime pay is not re-
quired for farm workers

10-Playing the Outfield

(Last of 10 Parts.)

Don’t become an outfielder
unless you are sure that your
eyesight tests 20-20 or that it
does with glasses (shatter-
proof). Outfielders must be
able to see the ball clearly as
the bat makes contact. It's
that extra second which al-
lows an outfielder to judge
wccurately whether to race
in for the ball, stay where he
is or ‘get on his bicycle and
head for the fences.

How does a major leaguer
make such accurate judf-
ments as to where the ball is
being hit? By practice. By
pla iln game after game.

atching the ball is an in-
dividual technique. Don’t try
to imitate the Willie Mays
basket catch. Use both
hands, and ~ extended.
Also, don't take your eyes off
the . A ball dropped in
the outfield is a lost out.

Whose ball is it? The cen-

ter fielder has the right of
way if it's a choice among
the outfielders. Any outfield/
er has the call over an in{
fielder. If you decide it's

‘your ball, say so loud a

clear and early.

On throws in, if there’s a
man on base and the ball
you catch isn't the last out,
throw to the base ahead of
the runner. Like infielders,
outfielders must know ahead
of time where they're oin
to throw on any kind of ba
hit to them.

New War Rules?

People today find it hard to
believe that in the'18th century.
when soldiers went into battle
dressed as for a parade. the
‘rules- of war were of such a
nicety that gentlemen generals
offered . their opponents the
courtesy of the opening
fusilade.

Today. few “courtesies " are
left in warfare. Not only do
napalm and long-range rockets
and other modern weapons fail
ta discriminate between
combatants and
noncombatants. the destruction
of the morale ol an enemy's
civilian population and his
economic and industrial base is
considered as vital as the
destruction of his armies in the
field

Today. however. ultimate
war with the ultimate weapons
at men's disposal would leave
entire . continents scarred and
ravaged and uninhabitable—if
anvone was left to inhabit them

Thus. the very horror of
modern war's potential has led
to the development of new rules
of war. or rather. new rules
designed to prevent the
ultimate holocaust

In the past 25 vears. anyone of
i dozen disputes in any one of a
dozen places would. in
prenuclear dayvs. have resulted
in war between the major
powers—the Berlin blockade
the Korean war. the Suez
nvasion. the Hungarian revolt
the Cuban missile crisis. the
Arab-Israeli wars. the
Indian-Pakistan war. the
Vietnam war

Haltingly. gropingly. without
any stated or formal
agreement . out of each of these
crises the superpowers have
fashioned guidelines limiting
the ongoing ideological rivalry
between them

Within those guidelines. there
are certain things a superpower
nay legitimately do to protect
w advance iIts interests. But
there are bounds bevond which
1 knows it cannot step

Vietnamese territorial waters
has not led to a break in
relations between us and that
country's chiel supporter. the
Soviet Union

The Russians know as well as
we do that our actions in this
war have not been direct
against North Vietnam i
though the North Vietnamese
hardly appreciate the fact) nor
against the USSR. but against
an 1dea—the 1dea of world
conquest by communism

Similarily. it is not essential
to Soviet security that a

Communist regime succeed in

establishing rule over all of
Vietnam.

We are now trying to get out

Red Threat
Is Not Far
From Home

By MARILYN MANION

To speak of the
“communist menace’ in public
is not the trendy thing to do.
Everybody who is “In” knows
that the real threats to
mankind are “racial bigotry,”
non-returnable bottles, the
military-industrial complex and
too many babies. But for those
of you who, like I, am not
particularly “In,” here is some
information about a facet of
the communist menace that
lies, if we will only open our
eyes to see it, quite close to
home.

Spruille Braden, the former
United States Ambassador to
Cuba, Argentina and Columbia,
was a guest on a recent Manion
Forum radio prégram. Braden
has also been Assistant
Secretary of State for Latin
American Affairs, and has
taken many special assignments
for the United. States in and
around Latin America ever
since. Dean Clarence Manion
interviewed the Ambassador
for the radio, And the subject
ran to the future of Latin
America as far as Communism
is concerned. Here are some of
Braden's remarks:

“I think that the prospects
for Communism in Latin
America are very serious. You
have Chile — Communist, Cuba

Communist, outright so, and
you've got a nationalism in
Peru. They seem to be
hesitating a little bit, but it is
actually Communist in the
sense that they have seized
American property and, as in
the case of Chile and Cuba,
when | say ‘seized,’ it isn’t just
an expropriation, it's absolute
stealing. They have just stolen
the properties. In Chile they
don’t want to pay a penny, just
as in Cuba not one centavo
will they pay for these millions
of dollars worth of investments
that we put into those
countries,

“We have what was known
as the Hickenlooper
Amendment, stating that we
would not loan any more
money or give any favors to

any country that had seized
American property in this
fashion. In discussing the

matter with the Chairman of
the Subcommittee on
Latin-American affairs of the
House, he said, ‘Well, | think
we ought to do away with the
Hickenlooper Amendment.’ He
thought it was too stringent. In
my- opinion, the opposite is
true; we've got to be respected
and we've got to learn that
respect is the all-important
thing in the conduct of foreign
relations

“A year and a half before
Castro moved into Cuba, when
he was still up in the hills, |
sent word to Foster Dulles, the
Secretary of State, that if we
continued with our then
policies it was absolutely
inevitable that we would get
Castro, chaos and Communism
in Cuba. | got my answer a
month later in a press
conference when Foster Dulles
said there was no danger of
Communism in Latin America

‘““As to the danger of
Communism now, we'll have
more of it. In fact, the former
foreign minister of Columbia,
just about a year ago at a
luncheon that | had, offered to
bet anybody at the table, in
any amount that they wanted,
that within ten years Latin
America would be all
Communist,

‘““Students from Latin
America come to our colleges
—~ universities that are
infiltrated with at least
Socialism and often
Communism - and they learn
up here. Now in one case, in

. Columbia, I think it was, 20

Vietnam Now Becomes
A Frightening Gamble

Now it is truly “Mr. Nixon's
war."”

Nothing the President has
done in the past four years
really warranted such a label.

The Cambodian incursion in
1970 was. as he said. undertaken
not to widen the war but to
knock out North Vietnamese
sanctuaries in that country and
enable . U.S. withdrawal to
proceed apace. Even the recent
renewed bombing of North
Vietnam could be justified as a
fnecessary reaction to

ommunist aggression. an
attempt to blunt the massive
drive across the Demilitarized
Zone.

Above all. the President has
reduced American ground
forces in South Vietnam so
steadily and so drastically that
their combat effectiveness is
now a nullity.

But his decision to seal North
Vietnam's ports does constitute
a true escalation. one that
President Johnson shied away
from even at the height of U.S
involvement in the fighting.

Dear Dr. Lamb—A number
of years ago I had a sympa-
thectomy. They made a
seven-inch incision along the
side of my abdomen and cut !
the sympathetic nerves to
the bfo vessels to my foot
It was necessary because |
had a foot infection. Now I
am having trouble standing
up. When I lie down my
heart rate is normal, usually
below 70. When I sit up it is
90 or 95 and when I stand up
it is 120. If I am up for sev-
eral minutes it goes as high
as 140 beats per minute. |
feel my heart thumping, get
light headed, am very shaky,
break out in a sweat and feel
nauseated. Is this problem
related to my, operation and
what can I do about it?

Dear Reader—You have
what we call postural hypo-
tension which means that
when you change your pos-
ture by standing up your
blood pressure drops. It can
follow an operation to cut
the sympathetic nerves that
control the size of the blood
vessels in the lower part of
the body. A similar type of
operation was done com-
monly a number of years
ago in the treatment of indi-
viduals with high blood pres-
sure and immediately after
the operation most of these
individuals had problems
similar to the ones you cite

Individuals who have been
at"bed rest for long periods
of time or those who are
acutely ill also have similar
problems. Several illnesses
and anything which affects
the area in the brain that

controls the sympathetic
nervous S)’St(‘m can cause
this. - Some drugs, particu
larly some of the tranquil
izers, are a frequent cause
and if you want to go way
out, so can weightlessness
This is the exact kind of
problem that concerned a
lot of us as a possible com-
plication of manned space
flight.-It was thought the
orolonged period of weight-
essness would cause the as-
tronauts to no longer be able
to adapt to the effects of
gravity when they stood up-
right. An increase in heart
rate, drop in blood pressure
and even fainting was ob-
served in some of the astro-
nauts after space flight

It is not possible to deter-
mine, without a fairly com-
plete examination, all the
contributing factors to your
problem, but 1 would suggest
that if you are on any tran-
quilizing drugs you ought to
talk with your doctor about
eliminating these entirely. If
you happen to be taking an%
medicines to control hig
blood pressure, these too can
be a factor and perhaps you

. should talk to your doctor -

about decreasing or elimi-
nating any such medicine.
If you are not taking any
medicine, then you might
consider using support stock-
ings or wrapping the legs
Ifirmly with an elastic band-
age from the of the toe
well up above knee. The
use of this external pressure
prevents blood from pooling
in the legs and prevents the
increase in heart rate and
drop of blood pressure.
