Just who is the Press?
(T V  W ill Street Jo t —I)

P rofessioiul journalism  has 
IdL itse lf under considenibie 
legal pressure in reoeit years. 
Although the recent cases of 
D anie l Schorr « id  the four 
nesrsmen from  The Fresno Bee 
have ended happily, in  that our 
collcaguea have been removed 
from  the to ils  o( the law, 
jo u n a lis ts  have been going to 
ja il in  the course o f the ir work 
w ith  alarm ing frequency. Even 
more a la rm ii^  however^is the 
ir r ita tio n  w ith  which some 
sectors o f public opinion greet 
jour— lism 's appeal to  the F irs t 
A m e n d m e n t. T h is  p u b lic  
indifference, we fear, may be in 
part the fau lt of jour— lism 
its e lf, w hich has discussed 
"freedom  of the press" too 
esdusively in term s o f its  own 
nstH utional interests. We have 
g ivo i too much credence to the 
dangerous fa llacy that people 
outside our occupation don'} 
h a ve  fu l l  c la im  to  th is  
constitutional protection.

When the F irs t Amendknent 
w n  drafted, "freedom  of the 
press" meant lite ra lly  freedom 
of the prin ting  press, and it 
app lied  to  anyone w ith the 
means to  h ire a prin te r's devil 
fo r  an  a fternoon. As any 
Watorian can testify, privately 
p r in te d  b ro a d s id e s  and 
pamphlets were the life  • blood 
of opinion during the American 

J ie v a iu tia . As Justice Potter 
S te w a rt obse rved  in  an 
im portant speech in't974. only 
very recently has. the Supreme 
C o irt begun to  delineate the 
c o n s titu tio n a l ro le  o f the 
"organiaed press "

But as newspapers struggle to 
protect immundies. some other 
users o f the  p re»  deserve 
attention —  well. The SEC, in

e s ta b lish e d  reporte rs. The 
problem , as we have said in a 
p revious e d ito ria l, is much 
broader.

In  th is  b ill, the SEC was try ing  
to  draw  a distinction between 
"bona fid e " newspapers and 
everyoneelae. T ha ttoourm ind  
c le a r ly  v io la te s  the F irs t 
Amendment. W ith the exception 
of the general press, a ll people 
who wrote o r published reports 
on stocks woidd be considered 
"inveatment advisers" and, in  

the firs t version o f the b ill, 
would have been required to 
pass m inim um  SEC standards 
of "com petency." The SEC 
claimed that the courts had 
a lre a d y  a p p ro v e d  th is  
distinction in  the orig inal 19M 
Investment Advisers A c t Well, 
we've looked a t the ir precedent, 
and it  is  open to some serious 
doubts.

The s ing le  re levan t case 
in v o lv e s  The W all S treet 
T ra n s c r ip t, w h ich  p rin ts  
brokerage house reports. The 
pub lisher o f the Tranacript, 
R ichard Holman, w u  form erly 
president o f a brokerage firm  
the registration which the SEC 
revoked permanently in H U  In 
1W7. the SEC aougit a subpoena 
under the Investment ArMaers 
Act aga iia t the Transcript itse lf, 
demanding a ll the documents 
that would show how the paper 
se lected  its  m a te ria l. M r. 
Holman claim ed he w— the 
v ic tim  o f an SEC "s ta ff 
vendetta.”  and a lower court 
refused to  issue the subpoem, 
ca lling it  a “ daasic restraint of

th e  g u is e  o f re g u la tin g

Serute has wisely refused to act 
on th e  broad package of 
m e a su re s  th a t the  SEC 
requested , but the debate 
unfortunately seemed to turn on

But a divided three • judge 
Court o f Appeals ruled fo r the 
SEC. The dedsioa.' not so much 
p e r v e r t in g  th e  F ir s t  
A m e n d m e n t as to ta lly  
disregarding it, held that the 
S K  could decide what wm or 
w as n o t a "b o n a  f id e "  
newspaper, aubjsct to court 
review, and tha t the T rana irip t 
w u  not. The th ird  judge on the 
panel said tMa dedakn would 
“ ensconce  ‘ a d m in is tra tiv e  
absolutism*, at its  unreachable 
sen ith ." Thè case w u  sent back

It appears from  th is term ’s 
decisions th a t the Sigweme 
Court would make short work of 
the SEC's cu e . The app—Is 
o o trt. fo r instance, threw in 
some extraneous arguments 
about the lim its  on "commercial 
speech" to  bolster the SEC, ev«n 
though "com m ercial speech" 
means adve rtis ing  and the 
T ra n s c rip t w asn’ t  se lling  
anyth ing . But even in  th is 
problem atic area, the Supreme 
Court h u  been restoring F irs t 
Amendment protection.

As Justice Blackmun wrote in 
t h is  M a y ’ s V ir g in ia  
pharm aceutical dedskn, “ So 
lo n g  a s  'w e  p re se rve  a 
predom inateiy free enterprise 
economy, the aUocation of our 
resoarcet-in large measure w ill 
be m ade through num erou 
private economic decisions. It is 
a m atter of public interest that 
th o s e  d e c is io n s , in  th». 
aggregate, be intelligent and 
well iMormed. To th is end. the 
fre e  flo w  o f com m erc ia l 
inform ation is kidiapenaMile.’* 
This princip le is u  true fo r the 
capita l markets u  fo r the sale of 
prescription drugs.

T he  F ir s t  A m endm ent 
em bodies a great deal o f 
wisdom, economic u  well u  
p o l i t ic a l .

But 
Ns m other, a Milwaukee clean­
ing woman, s till is searching 
for a way out for her son

"M y boy needs care." Juan- 
.ta Spencer said in a telephone 
interview . “ He isn 't righ t in his 
head. It started before he le ft 
here."

Mrs. Spencer believes her son 
is m entally ill,  in  part from a 
v ira l infection he suffered as a 

• ch ild . She also contends he suf­
fered a nervous breakdown and 
was beaten wNIe in  the Baha­
mian prison.

Shobek was sentenced to d k  
Iw  hanging on Sept. M . 1975, 
a fter his conviction for murder 
k  .the Jgouary 1174 slabbing 
death o flrw in  Borstein, a New 
York C ity accountant.

During Ns tru il, Shobek con­
fessed to  k iH ii«  Paul Howell. 
SO. a Massillon. Ohio, attorney 
attending a convention here. 
Howell was stabbed in the neck 
and chest Dec. 5. 1973. Shobek 
also adm itted strangling 17- 
year-old K a tk  Smith d  Detroit 
on Jan. 3S. 1974. Her body was 
found in a ditch

" I  was to ld  to do it by my 
father. God '  Shobek told t)w 
c o irt.

Shobek was orig ina lly sched­
uled to be hanged Oct. 7, 1975. 
but Mrs Spemer's appeal to 
U.S. authontks won her son a 
reprieve. However, Shobek ap­
peared not tn comprehend the 
meaning of a reprieve.

S ign ificantly low thyro id  func­
tio n  can cause a ga in  in  
w eight, along w ith  changes in 
the skin , som.etimes w ith  
some puffiness Muscle aches 
are common in the presence 
d flo w  thyro id  function.

I m ust add one word o f cau­
tion — m ost cases o f being 
overw eight are not caused 
a' low thyro id  function but 
from  eating too much of the 
wrong foods and not getting 
e n o u ^ exercise. I f  a person 
w ith  a norm al thyro id  takes 
thyro id  fo r sim ple obesity i t  is 
n o tlie lp fu l a t a ll. The norm al 
thyro id ju s t quits putting out 
the exact amount of hormone 
the person takes so the result 
is tha t the person actua lly has 
the same amount o f thyroid 
hormone w ith  treatm ent as he 
did w ithout treatm ent.

In your case where tests 
have established tha t you do 
indeed have a low thyroid 
function, taking thyro id  hor­
m one b rin g s  the  le ve l o f 
thyro id  hormone back to nor- 
m al I t  lite ra lly  compensates 
fo r the abnorm al decrease in

to the amount that a norm al 
thyroid gland produces.

“ “  What caused your problem? 
We know that a large number 
o f cases w ith  loss o f thyro id 
function are caused by the 
body lite r a lly  becom ing  
a lle rg ic  to its e lf. In  th is case 
the ^ y  develops a n tib i^e s  
tha t counteract the norm al 
function o f the thyro id gland 
and  m a y  c a u s e  i t  to  
degenerate. This is not in­
herited nor is i t  an in fection 
by some v irus o r germ . Doc­
to rs  c a ll i t  H a sh im o to ’ s 
thyro id itis .

The D iu ril is to help you 
e lim inate flu id . I t  has no im ­
portant re lationship to  your 
low thyro id function.

Y ou w ill need to  take  
thyro id hormone the rest of 
your life . Adequate amounts 
o f m edicine should control 
your problem. Do not change 
y o u r  d o s a g e , h o w e v e r ,  
w ithout the recommendation 
of your doctor.

Mentone, county seat' 
of Loving County in the la id  of 
h a rd s , snaka  and blowuig 
dust, may be the world'a rich­
est little  poor town.

It is atao the ONLY town in 
Loving County, population 111

Its  r ic h a  Ike in  fknm g  natu­
ra l gas wells and, to a lesser 
de g m . o il deposits. Its  poverty 
is measwed in  drinking water 
— there is none.

Despite an estimated tax 
base o f tM  m illion  thie year, 
there is  not enough money to 
purchase a pipeline capable o f 
serving the county's scattered 
inhabitants.

NEW YORK -  (N EA) -  
U ttemptoyi i ien l conipensatiwr '  
is easily defined by 25-year- 
old Norma T I t  means a 
lengthy, paid vacation.

Norma went from  college 
classroom to wedlock four 
years ago A fte r two storm y 
years, the m arriage broke up 
on the shoals o f picking up 
socks and fid e lity . To support 
herself, she took a job as 
c le rk-typ is t in a bahk.

She hated it. Six months 
la te r she talked an obliging 
boss in to  laying her o ff and 
started collecting unemploy­
m ent benefits . When her 
checks ran out, she obtained 
another bank job. Again, a fte r 
w o rk in g  long enough to  
q u a lify  fo r  bene fits , she 
arranged a layoff.

"They would ra ther lay you

o ff than  have som ebody 
a ro u n d  w ho  i s n ' t  
e n th u s ia s t ic ,"  she sa id , 
brushing back her soft, brown 
ha ir and chortling  over her 
successful strategems

She now collects |114 every 
two weeks. That's what her 
w eekly paycheck used to  
amount to. But unem ploym ent. 
compensation is untaxed. And I 
N orm a, a m em ber o f the 
Woodstock generation, lives 
cheaply. She, her boyfriend 
and th ree other  per sons share 
the $225 m onthly rent fo r a 
house in ru ra l Connecticut.

Norma joves to party, to 
trave l around in a weathered 
Toyota and to watch daytim e 
soap operas. C ollecting UC 
enables her to indulge her 
tastes. And she is free from  
holding down du ll jobs. Unless 
she finds "som ething creative
and in te resting ,'’  she plans to 
continue her game of work 
and co llect, work and collect.

To Joe C., 21, of New York 
C i t y ,  UC is  a s o r t  o f 
scholarship. He is p u ttiifg  
h im self through e lectric ian 's 
school evenings. “ W orking as 
a mechanic during the day and 
going to school nights got too 
tough," he said.

UC is giving Tom 
chance *‘̂ to c lear my head fo r 
a w h i le "  Tom gave up a 
$25,000-a-year executive's job 
in New Jersey, traveled to 
C a lifo rn ia , and began collec­
ting there. " I  ju s t want to get 
out o f the ra t race fo r a year 
or so. Then^ I ' l l  s ta rt looking 
around and maybe settle  on 
the C oast."

Norma. Joe and Tom are 
among the substantial and 
growing number of claim ants 
who abuse the UC system. 
Congress approved UC in  1935 
w ith  the high-minded purpose 
of staving o ff starvation and 
rent delinquency among the I 
Great Depression jobless. 
T o d a y 's  N o rm a s , Jo e s ' 
and Toms, however, look a t 
UC as a paid sabbatical from  
the workaday w orld.

The system 's abusers — 
whocan g e tiip  to $136 w eekly“  
in M ichigan, $127 a week in 
the D is tric t of Columbia — 
collect fo r a va rie ty  of rasons.
To stay home w ith  the kids. To 
study. To play tennis o r ski. 
To fix-up the house. Or to  ju s t 
plain loaf.
. U n like  the m a jo r ity  of 
recipients, they do not intend 
to take the firs t sn ita h ^ j»|» to 
come along. They only, w ill 
look fo r work — if  at a ll — 
when th e ir benefits  w ind 
down. I f  pressured bv the un­
employment o ffice  to seek a 
job , e ith e r they make a 
desultory search o r they lie. 
Frequently they are not even 
queried.

“ Only once was I asked if  1 
were looking ," Norma reca ll­
ed. “ I had been vacationing in 
Fort Lauderdale and I showed 
up late to pick up my check (in 
Connecticut). I told them  I 
had been looking fo r a job in 
F lorida but I'm  not sure they 
believed m e ."

Some offenders earn extra 
cash to supplement UC Since 
earnings are deducted from  
benefits, they don't report 
them Norma once tended bar

part tim e. Some o f her friends 
pe rfo rm  housepaiirting and 
other odd jobs fo r “ o ff the 
books" pay.

Most o f the people in four 
states interviewed fo r th is 
study readily acknowledged 
ripp ing-off the system The 
others rationalized tha t they

had the money coming. A fte r 
a l l ,  th e y  s a id ,  fo r m e r  
em ployers had paid taxes to 
the UC fund basecT oh lh e ir  
past earnings. The money was 
there. Why shou ldn 't they 
coHect it?  ^

In  most cases, what they 
took out of the fund fa r ex­

ceeded what th e ir employers 
pu t in . E m ployers pay an 
average 2.5 per cent o f the 

.firs t $4,200 o f an em ploye's 
salary fo r UC.- '

Just how m anv N o rn u s, 
Joes and Toms there are is 
anybody's guess. No re liab le , 
o ffic ia l s ta tis tics exist.

D a n ie l S. H am erm esh , 
professor o f econom ics a t 
M ichigan State U niversity and 
author o f a forthcom ing book, 
" J o b le s s  P a y  and  th e  
Econom y. "  is  a staunch 
defender o f the system. He 
says 5 per cent is “ probably 
the best o ff the U ^ f- th e -  
head estim ate" of the number 
of vio lators.

M a r t in  S. F e ld s te in ,  
professor o f econom ics a t 
Harvard U n iversity, stresses 
that the cheat is more s ig n ifi­
cant “ than a 'fig u re  o f 2, 3, 4 
per em t o r m ore m ight in ­
d ica te ." Why? Because he 
stays on the ro lls  a long tim e, 
thereby siphoning o ff more 
UC do lla rs p ropo rtiona te ly  
than the unemployed w orker 
who active ly seeks a job.

V iolators add th e ir iM d  to a 
program  already groaning un­
de r the excess w e ig h t o f 
record high unem ploym ent 
rates. UC funds in 20 states 
and Puerto R ico are broke. 
The federal governm ent.has 
had to replenish them out of 
general revenues.

Last year $17.5 b illio n  in 
jobless benefits was paid ouF  
to 14 m illion  persons. That 
compares to outlays o f $7 
b illion  in 1974, N  b illio n  in 
19N.

The amount in UC taxes 
levied on the em ployer is

determ ined, up to a certain 
l im i t ,  by the num ber o f 
fo rm er employes who file  fo r 
benefits Hence, the vio la to r 
increases the cost of doing 
business.

The consumer feels the im ­
pact, o f course, when the 
em ployer passes on added tax­
es in tM  fo rm  of higher prices 
fo r goods and services.'A nd 
a ll taxpayers get pinched 
when the federal government 
is forced to feed starving stateI |/> - - --- ---- --------tTv toilers.

Kathleen Classen, a s ta ff 
econom ist fo r the P u b lic  
R e s e a rc h  I n s t i t u t e  o f 
A rlington, vVa., says that a 
carefu l check (rf claim s helps. 
In an Institu te  study she did 
fo r the Departm ent o f Labor, 
she found lower unemploy­
ment rates in  d is tric ts  where 
c la im a n ts  w ere screened 
thoroughly.

D ick V ., 26, o f Connecticut, 
in a d ve rte n tly  corroborated 
her finding. A jobless social 
w orker, he to ld what happen­
ed when he ap p lie d  fo r  
benefits In  W illim an tic , Cohn.

“ I was given an interview . 
The guy asked what I'd  done 
the last two weeks. I told him  
I'd  looked in  the newspaper 
He said that w asn't enough. 
That I'd  have to come back in 
10 days and give him  a lis t o f 
10 places I'd  been to ."

U nw illing  to com ply. D ick 
crashed  w ith  fr ie h d s  in  
another town, used the ir ad­
dress, and reap p lie d  fo r 
b e n e fits . H is  c la im  was 
processed w ithout an in te r­
view. He collected fo r 11 con­
secutive nuNiths.

Among chronic collectors in 
Northeastern ConnArticut, the 
word is: “ Stay away from  
W illim a n tic "

James M. Rosbrow un­
e m p lo y m e n t in s u ra n c e  
program  specialist fo r the 
Departm ent o f Labor, warns, 
how ever, th a t a c a re fu l 
ba lance  m ust be s tru c k  
between adm in istra tive ef­
fic ie n cy  and bureaucra tic 
rudeness.

"The money is ^ r e  to be 
used OKtef i^p ro p n a te  con- 

. d itio n s ," hesaid. “ I t is  ju s ta s  
wrong to harass claim anjts as 
it  is fo r claim ants to cheat the 
system ."

P ro fe s s o r H a m e rm e sh  
doesn't believe the abuses are 
m ajor. But he thinks they give 
the program  a bad name. 
Therefore, he favors s tric te r \  
rules.

'̂ Qae o f the things I'd  dd is 
tig h te ii up on e lig ib ility  by 
requiring more tim e  spent 
w orking before you beemne 
e lig ib le  fo r benefits. In a lo t o f 
states, you can work a t the 
m in im um  wage fo r seven 
w eeks, then q u a lify  fo r  
benefits fo r anywhere from  10 
to 26 o r more weeks."

Ham erm esh also w ould 
transfer cla im ants who had 
collected fo r 26 weeks to a 
public-em ploym ent program  
o r a fe d e ra lly  subsidized 
p r iv a te -e m p lo y m e n t p ro ­
gram .

E igh teen states p e rm it 
workers who qu it to collect 
a fte r a so<alled disqualifica­
tion period. That may last five  
weeks in  one s ta te . 13 in 
another.

But nearly 20 
years w ith “ American Band­
stand" quaUfies Dick Clark as 
the godfather o f TV rock.

Now. approadirig  47. C lark 
has recalled his sometime trou­
bled career in a low-key. am- 
p I y-Ulustrated book called 
“ Rock. Roll and Remember; 
Am erica's Oldest Living Teen­
ager B r i i^  Back Those Happy 
Days.”  T V  w riting  was done 
by journa list Richard Robinaon. 
and the book certifies “ Band- 
stand's" place in  pop history.

A fte r ¿1. "Banddand" was 
the local o m bk  show that 
sprang out of South Phila- 
dielphia in  1957 to a ttract a net­
work audience of 20 m illion. By 
19N. C lark was a 39-year-old 
m illiona ire , ranked second only 
to President Eisenhower in a 
national teen popular ty  poll.

“ Bandstand" (on ABC) 
helped teen-agers forge a group 
identity. The teens o f the tin »  
oohed and ahhed as Fabian and 
Frankie Avalon sang the ir h it 
songs They learned dances like

WASHINGTON (API -  
Americans’ personal income 
expanded at the quickened pace 
of one-half o f one per oe it in 
September thanks to a payroll 
surge in commodity producing 
industries, the government re­
ported today.

The Commerce Department 
said personal income grew | l . l  
b illion  over the month, a rate 
which, seasonally adpated, 
would pul to ta l annual income 
at I1.39 trillio n  That compared 
to a |4 6 biirnn e x p a n d  In 
August, or three-teniJis o f 1 per 
cem, but was s till behind the 
July hike of 110.4 billion.

Personal income represents 
a ll money received by individ­
uals as wages, s a la ^ .  pen­
sions and other payments after 
allowanoe fo r Social Security 
taxes

In a sense. H reflects t c  bas­
ic  level o f demand in the econo­
my. Growth o f peraonaL income 
at a pace faster th m  inflation 
is essential if  the economy is to  
continue creating job opportun­
ities.

The September figure repre­
sented growth of 0 per cent 
over the same month a year 
ago. putting tt ahead of the S.S 
per cent in fla tion in those U  
months.

On a per capita basis, the 
September peraonat income 
worked Old to V-4C3 a year, 
compared to W.43S when the 
August figure is applied.

Commerce also relemed sta­
tis tics  showing that inventories 
held by m anufactirers and 
merchants grew by the second 
largest amount fo r neariy two 
year in August. Ih e  depart-

menl pegged the advance at 
12.7 b illion , following a jump of 
$1.7 b illion  in  Ju ly and the larg­
est since June's p .7  biUion 
growth.

Ford sidesteps charge

Tower calls himself 
pro-business senator

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Pres­
ident Ford has not d irectly con­
tradicted John Dean's a lle g i- 
tions that Ford conferred w ith 
a form er Nixon lobbyist about 
blocking an early investigation 
of the W atergate break-in.

A t his news conference 
Thursday night. Ford side­
stepped several questions on 
whether he met w ith  a lobbyist 
fo r form er President Nixon, as 
alleged this week by Dean, a 
form er Nixon aide.

Dean's statement led to calls 
by three congressional Demo­
crats fo r Special Watergate 
Prosecutor d ia rie s  R idf to in­
vestigate whether Ford lied at 
a 1973 hearing on lus con­
firm ation  as vice president. 
Ford said a t the hearing that

he had not conferred w ith N ix­
on adm inistration representa­
tives on the,m atter.

The Nixon lobbyist named by 
Dean, R ichard K. Cook, has de­
nied tha t such meetings look 
place.

Ford, replying to a news con­
ference question of whether he 
had talked to  Cook about block­
ing the probe, said. “ I respond­
ed fu lly ”  a t the confirm ation 
hearing

Ford noted that he was ex­
haustively investigated before 
he was (W irm e d  as vice presi­
dent and said congressional 
comm ittees “ e a m e io  the con­
clusion tha t there was no sub­
stance to those ailegations.''

Later, a reporter suggested 
Ford had not answered the 
query on the Dean claim . Ford

again noted that his con­
firm ation hearings had looked 
into his role in ending the 
House committee probe. He 
added. “ I am not going to pass 
judgment on what Mr. Dean 
now alleges."

Asked if  he would oppose the 
investigation proposed by the 
three Democrats, Ford said, 
"That is a decision fo r the spe­
c ia l prosecutor to  m ake."

Fold in  1973 acknowledged 
supporting the e ffort by Nixon 
forces to block an inquiry by 
the House Banking Committee 
into the Watergate breMi-in. 
Ford, then Houae GOP leader, 
said in sworn testimony UiM he 
did so on his own, not a t the 
reijuest of the White House.

That House investigation

eventually was thwarted by a 
refusal to give the committee 
'Subpoena power.

In a statement his press con­
ference. Ford said he hoped 
R uff's statement "w ill elevate 
the presidential cam paipi to a 
level befitting ° the American 
people aiKl the American p o liti­
cal tra d itio n "

R uff said the probe centered 
on allegations by an inform ant 
that contributions from  "cer­
tain named unions" had been 
transm itted to  political conv 
mittees in Ford's d is tric t "w ith  
the understanding that they 
would be passed o n to  M r.-Ford 
fo r his personal use."

ITie prosecutor said. "The 
m atter has now been closed 
and counsel fo r the President 
has been so advised.”

Four of those deaths 
were in  the last two years.

Mrs. A lfred Berend, president 
of a parent-teacher group, said. 
“ I t  is pretty trag ic, really. My 
daughter could probably put it - 
to you better than I cmild. It 
has h it the sophomore class 
pretty hard..a little  too much 
fo r kids, in the prim e of life , 
losing the ir classmates. It is 
hard enough fo r us grown 
folks ”

were football players and after 
M eurer's death, there was ta lk 
of halting the strong Windthorst

football program.
Im m ediately after Meurer's 

funeral, his parents went to the 
football practice fie ld, said B ill 
Hoffman.

"They came just to say they

Instead of 'unenforceable" 
c rim iiu il sanctions on fo re iffi 
b rib e s , the  W hite House 
proposed legislation calling fo r 
corporate disclosure of such 
paym ents. A W hite House 
spokesm an also said the 
Adm inistration is pushing for 
Ihe United Nations to develop an 
international treaty to govern 
such payments

Acknowledging that his move 
probably killed the measure, the 
Texas senator said he expected 
it to  "reem erge early tothenext 
session... and w ill be passed.”

diaenaes. I advise homeowners 
to d e a t^  o r dispoae of infected 
plant tissue. Even a low a irv i val 
rate o f these organiam i nUght

Hom eowners using p lan t 
n n le ria l in  a compod diould 
determine whether o r not they 
have a true  compod o r ju d  a 
Uash heap. W ith a Httle e ffo rt a 
true compod can be achieved, 
providing a dean source of 
organic m atter fo r use during 
the next gardening year.
