The greatest need, according 
to Mickey, is for physicians in 
the prim ary care areas Family 
physicians—they used to be 
called general practitioners— 
are needed most But there is 
also a great demand in Texas 
for specialists in internal medi­

There is one encouraging 
sign

The physician population of 
Texas increased twice as fast as 
the general populatiion from 
1963 to 1970. researching a 23 3

The largest remaining gap is 
April 20-27 A radio newsman m 
Pittsburgh told the FBI he be­

application le tters fo r the ap­
proaching summ er judging 
from  the many requests fo r 
assistance

There's no "p a t fo rm u la " 
fo r an application le tte r. As 
a m atter of fact, an applica­
tion is more than a means 
o f applying fo r a jo b —it's  a 
tost in Itse lf, especially when 
done by m a il ra ther than in 
person.

As John E. Keefe notes in 
his recent book “ The Teen­
ager and the In te rv ie w ," in ­
terview ers are tra ined not to 
prejudge or re ly on firs t im ­
pressions. But the tem pta­
tion is great when confronted 
w ith  an incom plete, soiled, 
m isspelled or tom  le tte r. 
''A pp lica tions s h o u ld  be 

' typed i f  possible, bnt in  any 
dase they should be neat. 
Erasures should be avoided, 
but i f  unavoidable, they 
should be done cleanly and 
w ith  a proper eraser fo r the 
type of paper used.

Questions should be read 
care fu lly  before being an­
swered. Before fillin g  in a 
form , it's  a good idea to jo t 
down answers to complex 
qufsstions on a separate piece 
o f paper.

Here are a ffw  pointers on 
the types of questions like ly  
to- be asked, as offered by 
M r. Keefe;

Addreaa—One or two, per­
manent and tem porary, may 
b« requested, so the Question 
cdn be a problem  to r stu­
dents at school who plan to 
w prk away from  home du r­
ing the summ er.

Height and W eight — It's  
im portant th is be fille d  out. 
This in form ation is often 
needed because the applicant 
m ight be short, ta ll, lig h t or 
h w vy fo r a specific job.

P revloos Em ploym ent —
Don’t try  to hide it—records 
w ill be checked.

Salary Expected — Don’t 
oversell your talents. T ry to 
find out in advance the 
salary structure of the firm , 
keeping in m ind tha t most 
teen-agers have had little  ex­
perience, and are usually 
paid in p reva iling  starting  
wage and th is should answer 
“ the preva iling  w age."

Edneatloa—A ll education, 
form al and otherw ise, should 
be listed. Special courses 
such as a summ er typing 
course or a Red Cross ^ fe ty  
program  also should be 
shown

References — Be sure to 
provide correct addresses, 
and i t ’s a good idea to men­
tion yoOr application to  your 
references.

W ritten EvalnatiM S-Som e 
applications require a short, 
handwritten self-evaluation 
or biogFaphical sketch, so ' 
you should firs t prepare a 
d ra ft statem ent, organizing 
your points ca re fu lly  and ac­
curate ly on a separate piece 
o f paper. Then put it  in to , 
your application, keeping in ’ 
m ind that the em ployer w ill 
be looking fo r legible hand­
w ritin g , good gram m ar.

Signature and Date—Don’t  
forget to sign the application 
form .

Since then. Hobby has staled 
he favors a constitu tional 
amendment abolishing forced 
busing, which is Connally's po- 

's itio n . Also, contrary to Con­
nally's allegation. Hobby has 
consistently opposed a corpo-' 
ra te  p ro fits  tax—unless it 
comes down to a choice be­
tween a corporate tax and a tax 
on food and drugs. Then. Hobby

says, he would favo r the 
corporate tax.

To raise extra revenue. Hob­
by says he would increase the 
corporate frandnse tax and 
^im inate some sales tax ex­
emptions for businesses.

Hobby has tried to portray 
Connally as favoring a I I  per 
cent state sales tax-com pared 
with the current rate of 4 per 
cent—but Connally actually 
used 11 per cent as an example 
in trying to explain the sales tax 
would probably level-off at a 
rate people are w illing to pay.

Connally—admits, however, 
that he considers the sales tax 
fa ir because, he says, it is 
plowed back into many services 
for lower income groups, such 
as public education.

In Bitter Fight
• On another emotional cam­
paign issue. Connally takes a 
harden line on nurijuana penal­
ties thiui Hobby—«rho wants to 
reduce the penittty from a pos­
sible prison sentence to auto­
m atic probation for firs t con­
victions.

The Texas League of Con­
servation Voters, the most ac­
tiv e  lobbyists among the 
e c o lo g y  g ro u p s , has 
endbrsed Hobby over Connally 
"who rated 40 per cent on vot­
ing record and who did not 
bother to answer the league's 
questionnaire.”

Aside from the issues. Hobby. 
40. is seeking his firs t public of­
fice. but he told college stu­
dents at El Paso " it  hasn't been 

. a matter of whether I would run

for office, but simply when." 
His father was governor in 1917- 
21 and publisher of the Houston 
Post from 1924 until his death in 
I9B4

Connally. 49. a Floresville 
rancher and a legislator for 
eight years, says this is a cru­
cial time in p itie s  and the 
Texas Senate needs a leader 
like him. who. he adds, is not 
worried about popularity.

Connally's attitude is; if you 
want me. elect me. and it is 
xeflected in his apparent deci­
sion not to spend any of his own 
money in the campaign. T lis  
expenses of $303.457 in the firs t 
prim ary election were almost 
m atch^ by contributions from 
others of $99.945

He was an infrequent visitor

to the Seiude until he took over 
the w elfare committee, a l­
t h o u g h  h e  w a s  th e  
parliamentarian and was here 
daily in the 1959 session

Connally, in the House for two 
years before being elected to 
the Senate, hardly spoke at firs t 
b u t, w ith  experience, has 
asserted himself Many liberals 
detest him. and the Texas Ob­
server news magazine once 
wrote. “ In addition to being re­
actionary. Wayne Connally is 
stupid, a sin with which we 
never charged his brother 
(John)."

Connally has a strong voice 
and usually makes his point 
quickly and forcefully. althMgh 
he occasionally makes a puzzl­
ing statement such as " I  do not

believe in ethics in principle *’
He quit the U niversily of 

Texas after one semester to jo in 
the A ir Force in World War II 
and has been a rancher most of 
his life .

Connally has openly identified 
with Dolph Briscoe, apparently 
hoping to gain strength from the 
favorite in the governor's race, 
while Hobby is llhked in some .

The Briscoe-Farenthold race 
could decide the Connally- 
Hobby race, but most observers 
feel Hobby can win even if 
Briscoe wins

Fay D ellis 
Adams, science teacher, said.

The teachers at Mann became 
interested in the project and 
then tried to get the children 
interested, Mrs. Adams said.

‘*To get kids really involved, 
they've got to do something 
th e m s e lv e s ."  she sa id . 
"They've got to see results ' 

Each grade discussed the 
project and then decided what 
they wanted to bring for the lab 
The students brought their own

money to be used in purchasing 
the various plants and some of 
the materials.

"They're doing most of the 
w ork." she said.

StuddKts from the fourth, fifth  
and sixth grades take care of 
the plants and operation of the 
project, but a ll grades use it (or 
study.

The students do the watering, 
digging and planting.

Inc. h u  given 
strong support to the Bureau of 
Reclam ation's study of the 
feas ib ility  of importation of 
water into Western T exu  and 
eastern New Mexico from the 
M is s is s ip p i  R iv e r .  The 
Mississippi River Commission 
is making an ivestigation on the 
possibilities of surplus water 
w ithin the lower Mississippi 
River basin and the U.S. Army 
Corp of Engineers is studying 
possible caniil rou lu  and sixing 
from the point of take on the 
Mississippi River to the area 
northeast of D a llu . Texu. ITie 
Bureau of Reclamation ta k u  up 
the study at this point and is 
studying canal rou tu . sizing 
and the distribution systems for 
the canal system into Western 
Texu and eastern New Mexico 
Although the final reports on 
these studies are not due to be 
reported back to Congreu until 
s o m e t im e  n e x t  y e a r ,  
prelim inary information from 
the reports h u  been released 
and K is encouraging

In Texu. the legislature h u  
adopted a state-wide water plan 
t h a t  e n co m p a sse s  the  
possibility of augmenting the 
in-state water with imports 
from the Mississippi River. This 
state-w ide water plan, also 
developed with the cooperation 
of the federal agencies, calls for 
delivery of approximately six

m illion acre feet to T exu  and 
one-and-a-half m illion acre feet 
of water per year into the plains 
area of Eastern New Mexico.

The to ta l  cost of an 
importation project is high, but 
the total cost alone dou not te ll 
the whole story. For instance, 
upwards to a Udrd of the total 
coat m ight well fa ll w ithin the 
"non-reim bursibie" catagory 

fo r  w h ic h  the  fe d e ra l  
government h u  tradttionally 
borne the fu ll coat. Caan in 
point would be the portions of 
the ove ra l l  p ro je c t cost 
attributable to flood control in 
Louisiana and in T exu  and to 
recreational benefits in a ll three 
s ta te s  in v o lv e d .  O th e r  
"non -re im bu rs ib les" would 
include such benefits u  fish and 
w ild flife  enhancement and 
benefits to bays and estuaries.

Baaed on the concept that the 
project coat would be paid by 
thoae who receive benefits from 
H. other money aside from user 
chargu would be available to 
pick up a portion of the total 
coat For instance, w ithin the 
immediate area of agriculture 
water, use. enorinous direct 
benefits accrue to the city 
dw eller not associated with 
farm  production operations. It 
is envisioned that an equitable 
method would be devised to get 
these people "in to  the act" to 
the degree that they directly 
benefit. Let's keep our options 
open until the ju ry is in. It would

WASHINGTON (AP) -  De­
spite sharply higher food p ric u  
early this year, the Agriculture 
Department is sticking to its 
February predictian that houae- 
wives w ill pay only 4 per cent 
more at the-supermarket ia

The lalaal eatlmate. included 
Tiieaday in an updated food- 
situation report, said grocery 
store pricca during the firs t 
three months this year aver­
aged S per cent more than in the 
firs t quarter of 1971.

That bulge now has setfled a 
tut becauae of recent declines 
nhmeat prices, the report said 
r "But some further rise may 

be in store thu  summer,”  it 
cautuned "Seasonal factors, 
brisk demand and some tight- 
enuig of pork supplies w ill ac­
count for most of the expected 
advance "

The prerbeted S^wr-cent gain 
for grocery store prices this 
year compares with a 2 4-per­
cent rise in 1971 

A ll food prices, including 
meals eaten away from home, 
are expected to increase be­
tween 4 and 4.S per cent this 
year, compared with an all- 
foods boost in 1971 of 3.0 per 
cent, the report said. - 

That estimate alao was a re ­
peat of a projection made by the 
department in February 

O fficials said meat producu. 
bouyed by higher farm  prices

and larger middleman spreads, 
w ill account for moat of the in- 
creaae this year

"Pork prices w ill be sharply 
higher than last year's ex­
tremely low levels, and beef 
prices w ill also average sig­
n ifica n tly  higher than last 
year.”  the report said "Poultry 
and eggs, on the other hand, 
which were depressed last year, 
w ill rise at a more moderate 
pace Ih e  advance for fish may

CATTLE PRICES 
One reason why the 

unbelievable high price for light 
calves has existed during most 
of the spring months can be 
explained by a recent report 
published by the Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting 
Service -This report showed 
that nineteen percent fewer 
cattle was marketed through

Texas auction markets in A pril 
this year as compared to one 
year earlier Alao. six percent 
fewer cattle was shippied into 
the state during A ^ l from 
other states.

BUSHLAND -  One of the 
biggest decisions facing High 
Plains fanners each spring is 
whether to pull cattle o ff wheat 
pasture and try  to make a grain 
crop, or to just let them graze 
the pasture out.

"Although anticipated prices 
for grain and cattle play a key 
role, farmers need ad ^io n a l 
information in order to make 
sound economic decisions.”  
says Dr. John Shipley. Texas 
AAM U n ive rs ity  associate 
profesaor who is headquartered 
at the USDA Southwestern 
Great Plains Research Center 
alBushland

Every year, wheat producers 
must look at the current and 
anticipated market prices of 
wheat and cattle, take into 
account such factors as weather 
and insects: then make the 
decision whether to become 
farmers or cattlemen for the 
next few months

S h ip le y  and Research 
Associate Cecil Regier have 
completed three years of study 
at the North Plains Research 
Field at E tter. measuring how 
wheat forage production and 
grain yields for the Tascosa 
v a r ie ty  were affected by 
d iffe re n t lengths of grazing 
periods, seedling rates and fa ll 
irrigation treatments

Using different combinations 
of these management practices, 
the research team obtained 
forage yields of 5.000-9.000 
pounds per acre on an oven-dry 
basis from August 20-June 4. 
1970-71

“The maximum forage was 
produced w ith  a 90-pound 
seeding rate, two fa ll irrigations 
applied Nov. 1 and Dec 1. and 
four sp rin g  i r r ig a t io n s .”  
Shipley reports

P|ots that received no fa ll 
WM^nngs did not have the crop 
anchored- into the soil well

enough and the stands w en 
severely damaged by grazing.

The team alao found that 
seed ing  ra te s  and fa l l  
irrigations had an important 
influence on forage production 
during  the fa ll aixl w inter 
montjis. but after March I did 
not have any great effect on 
e ith e r forage production or 
grain yieids. Cattle gained^an 
average of t:4 pounds per day 
during the fa ll to early spring, 
and 2.2 pounds per day during 
the rapid spring growth period

In tests fo r grain production 
only. Shipley found no real 
d i f fe rence in yie lds from  
seeding rates of 30. M and 90 
pounds per acre. But in the 
forage department, the varying 
seeding rates resulted in large 
differences in tannage yields in 
forage clipping tria ls

Another important part of the 
three-year tests was the length 
of tim e cattle were left on the 
pasture. S h ip ley and his 
co-workers m o i^  some of the 
cattle off the wheat on March I. 
March 20 and March 30: also on 
April 10. April 20 and April 30. 
The top yields were 49.1 bushels 
per acre, and came from the 
plots where the cattle were 
removed on March 20. The 
lowest yields were only 20.1 
bushels, and understandably 
came from the plots where 
cattle were allowed to graze 
until April 30

"A fte r the end of March, the 
cattle were grazing the growing 
points of the wheat, and the 
yields were radically reduced.”  
the scientist explains

Denver Has Problems 
Conœming 76 Olympics

LAUSANNE, Sw itzerland 
(APi — The organizers of the 
1976 Winter Olympics in Den­
ver. Colo., form ally asked the 
In ternationa l Olympic Com­
mittee Satwday to drop the 
four-man bobsled event because 
of problems over building a 
suitable course.

The organizers submitted to 
the IOC Executive Board a 2.- 
779-page progress report on 
their troubled preparations for 
the Denver Games 

The board was expected to 
ask the fu ll IOC meeting during 
the Munich Olympics this sum­
mer to give a final ru lii^  on the 
Denver^xogram officia l of the 
I n t e r n a t i o n a l  B o b s le d  
Federation have expressed 
vigorous protest against 
dropping the four-man event, a 
c la u ic  feature of previous 
W inter Olympics.

Amilcare Rotta of Ita ly, pres­
ident of the federation, said. “ |t 
is unthinkable that we should do 
without the four-man event"

He said the Denver proposal 
violated a formal promise made 

the United States Olympic 
Com m ittee and the cMy of 

' Denver more than two years 
ago that the two-man and four- 
man bobsled events would be 
organized in accordance with 
IOC procedures 

Bobsleds have featured in ev­
ery Winter Olyniipics except the 
1980 games at Squaw Valley 
C alif.

Marcel Ledef of Belgium, 
vice president of the Bobsled

Federation said angrily. "This 
is out of the question We w ill 
never accept ”

The report referred only 
b rie fly to opposition in Colorado 
to a proposed $4 m illion contri­
bution to the budget for the 
gamesThe opponents are seek­
ing a referefflium which would 
block state funds. Approval 
would force the organtaers to 
seek the funds elaewfiere but 
would not directly blocfc the 
games.

Carl N. De Temple, presidenl 
of the organizing committee, 
said Friday n i ^  only the IOC 
itself could remove the Games 
from Denver, but it "m ight 
weigh in the balance”  a hostile 
referendum vote. The city of 
Sion in Switzerland was report­
ed ready to take over the 1976 
Whiter Olympics in .the  event 
that the IOC removes the 
Games from Denver

In another chaiife submHted 
to the K)C. the Organizing 
Committee suggested advanc­
ing the'opening day of the 
games by a week from Feb. 26.

The common beagle or part 

beagle should be trained just as 
fully St any other hunting 
breed. The fact that he nat­
urally hunts and tongues should 
be taken for granted; retrievers 
naturally retrieve; pointing 
dogs naturally point game. 
Training it upgrading these 
natural instincts and bringing 
the dog around to the extent 
that he conducts his hunting for 
you rather than for himself.

“Beagles are juet at smart as 
any other breed and are just as 
readily trained ' in obeidienre. 
hunting manners and even re­
trieving. But they are great 
actors," says Jerome B. Robin­
son. Gun Dogs Editor of S p ò rti 
A 0 M .  “They can make them­
selves look so sad and upset 
when you speak to them in a 
Item voice that most peopie 
don't ask them to do very 
much.”

A beagle’s schooling should 
be an immersion course in 
human relations. Start him 
right off .with daily sessions in 
the house. As a young puppy 
the dog should be housebroken. 
Not until this is accomplished 
can he enjoy his house priv­
ileges. Make a point of calling 
him by name and make sure 
he comes to you. Clap your 
hands and run away from him 
if he is reluctant to come when 
his name is called. He’ll come 
then. When he does praise him.

The young beagle pup should 
be trained early to walk on a 
leash.

At the age of three or four 
months he should begin going 
into the field with you on regu­
lar walks. Start with short 
walks of TS minutes and, as long 
as the pup shows enthusiasm, 
gradually lengthen the time 
afield. Try to get him into the

field several times a week for an 
hour or so.
- At this early stage the pup 
should also learn to cross water. 
Make sure his initiation is at a 
shallow ditch or creek. Step 
across and call him to you. He 
may refuse to cross the water. 
If he does, begin walking away 
from him, calling him softly. No 
matter how he cries or carries 
on, don’t go back and lift him 
across. Do that and you will set 
the stage for the future. Water 
shyness can only be overcome by 
helping the dog to avoid becom­
ing afraid in the first place.

While hr is young you should 
also assure that the dog will not 
be made gun-shy. From the 
start make him accustomed to 
loud noises Bang and rattli 
pans near his kennel while be is 
eating. Make loud noise natural 
to him and not something fear­
ful.

When he is about three 
months old, occasionally shoot a 
.22 blank 100 feet or so from 
the ken'nel while the pup is eat­
ing. Gradually shorten tho dis­
tance as long ss he shows no 
fear. Shoot near him several 
times a week, but only.when he 
ip hungrily diving into his food.

.Eventually you may fire a .22 
in the field when he is some 
distance away. Never introduce 
a dog to the sound of gunfire 
by shooting a shotgun near him 
Get him used to the sound of 
s .22 early in life and make sure 
the first time he hrsrs a shotgun 
it is at a distance and fired at a 
time when he is eating. Gradual 
introduction to gun fire will 
avoid gun-shypess.

These are just a few early 
basic steps and the completion 
of his training as a valuable 
gun dog will require patience 
and time.

While Sens George McGovern 
and Hubert Humphrey are 
argu ing  in the C a lifo rn ia  
p re s id e n tia l p rim ary over 
defense spending, the highly 
respected Brookings Institution 
is treating the issue with the 
careful balance its research 
skills allow

Here in a state where defense 
and aerospace spending has 
obvious major effect upon jobs 
and the general condition of the 
economy. Humphrey is trying 
to  suggest that McGovern's 
January proposal to ctA the 
Defense budget by tSZ billion by 
f isca l I97S represents a 
meataxe approach which would 
hurt California badly 

McGovern's plan is contained 
in  a th ic k ly  documented 

alternative Defense budget" 
w h ich  proposes massive 
savings through cuts in both 
m anpow er and m i l i ta r y  
hardware

The Brookings Institution's 
newly released 466-page Study 
of President Nixon's fiscal 1973 
budget deals with these matters 
as well as a ll other principal 
budget questions In the firs t of 
several reports on the study, we 
w ill look mamly at what the 
researchers have to say about 
defense manpower 

As a basis for comparison, 
note that McGovern would 
reduce  s t r ic t ly  m i l i ta r y  
manpower inot including 
■civilian defense workers) by 
some 650.000 men He would 
bring home to their U S bases 
some 170.000 of the 300.000 now 
stationed in Europe under 
NATO

The clear im port of the 
McGovern suggestion is that 
such manpower reductions 
would bnng big savings 

But the Brookings analysis 
shows that from fiscal I960 to 
1973. total U S m ilita ry and 
civ ilian  defense manpower was 
c u t b y  1 5  m i l l i o n  
persons—and yet payroll and 
other personnel costs went up 
by $10 billion

Furtherm ore , desisions 
already uken by Congress and 
reflected in the proposed 1973 
budget w i l l  mean, says 
Brookings, a further annual 
increase of $4 $ b illion  in 
defense manpower costs 

Says the report 
"Pay legislation alone has 

increased the Defense taidgei 
since 1967 by an amount almost 
equal to the budgetary savings 
realized from withdrawal from 
Vietnam "

»"Defense manpower costs in 
the fiscal year starting in July 
w ill uke  up 56 per cent of the 
Defense Department budget 
Nine years ago the figure was 43 
percent

This is a very interesting 
figure, since much of the public 
argument advanced by critics 
of heavy defense spending 
usually fla tly  says or implies 
that m ilita ry hardware—vast 
new sums for nussiles. bigger 
and faster bombers, more 
modem nuclear submarines 
etc —is the preponderant cost 
Item in the budget 

As K has in previous detailed 
aiulyses. Brookuigs demolishes 
at a stroke the idea that 
b ring ing-hom e half of our 
European-based force would 
provide major savings Says the 
institution's study 

" I t  c o s ts  no m o re  
uicrementally to station forces 
in Europe than to station them 
in the United States Bringling 
them back Tram Europe would 
not in itself save money "  

iThey would s till have to be 
housed fed. trained, equipped, 
and ou tf i t ted  with a ir l i f t  
capacity in case of overseas

Some of the established or 
foreseeable defense manpower
