WASHI.N’t .T O N  (A P i lYes 

iiient Carter today repeated his 
determination to pursue viola 
tiixis of human rights aroixid 
the world, but be di.savowed a 
charge by an Ami’rican dele 
gate that tfx’ United States was 
involved m the 1973 overthrow 
of the Marxist governme nt in 
Chile

Carter s statement at a news 
conference came shortly after 
the diplomat Brady Tysexi re 
traded his charge made Mon 
day to the U N Human rights 
Commission in Geneva

T y s o n  h a d  expres.sed 
profound regret for the al 

leged role in the overthrow and 
death of Chilean lYesident Sal 
vador Alleneie and said the 
current right wing military gov 
emment in Chile still violates 
human rights

Carter was vague about this 
latest charge saying he didn t 
know what his concerns are 

However. Carter went on. 
We are still concerned about 

deprivations of human rights 
in other nationa and Chile 
may be one of thoK

Torture has been reported 
to us from some nations of the

world Carter said without 
specifically mentiomng Chile 

The United States will keep 
up Its campaign to alleviate hu 
man rights violations he said 

1 think It IS entirely appro 
priate for this nation to take 
the lead I am proud of this 
and intend to adhere to this 

As to Tyson s original charge 
of U S involvement in the 
coup Carter repeated earlier 
White House and Slate Depart 
ment reactions The remarks 
made by the delegates con­
cerning our past were in 
appropriate he said I didn t 
know ahead of time It was a 
personal expression by o ir  
delegate

Carter as a candidate last 
year, criticized the Ford ad 
ministration for helping estab­
lish the military dictatorship 
that now rules Okie 

In Geneva. Switaerland. Ty­
son said he exceeded instruc­
tions" but did not act contrary 
to them in apologizing for the 
alleged U S inwlvement 

He made the comment to re­
porters outside the meeting of 
the United Nations Human 
Rights Commission where his

statement Tuesday crraled a 
major stir

h^arlier Tyson told The As,so- 
naled lYess hi’ thougis his 
apology was in the- general 
framework of the Carter pol 
icy but that he talked under 
his own respon.sibility

Using his right of reply at the’ 
32-nation mcrting Chile's dele  ̂
gate observer. Sergio Diez. said 
Tyson s statement was not 
consistent from what we have 
heard from President Carter 
recently and that it had done
great in jiry to Chile He 

pointed out that offie’ial U S re­
ports produced no evidence of 
direct U S involvement in the 
coup that toppled .Marxist Pres 
lelent Salvador Allende

Diplomats attending the com 
mission sessions noted Wash 
ington's disclaiming of the 
apology, and one senior West 
European delegate said of Ty 
son. T am not 90 sure I will 
see him again

But some doubted that Tyson 
acted on his own One Middle 
Eastern observer speculated 
that the disavowal might hmt 
at a clash between the Presi­
dent. sympathizaig with Ty-

son s views and the’ Slate' Ik’ 
partment

This pi’tsonal slatcmi’nl 
seems to be a lactic for airing 
lYesident Carter s views with 
out facing the consequences a 
l.atin American diplomat com 
mented

In his apokigy Tuesday Ty  
se»i a former Methexlist mis 
sionarv and now an as.seKiate 
professor of l.atin American 
studies said

O u r  dele^tion wuuld br less 
than candid and untrue to our 
selves and our people if we did 
not express our profoundesi r«^ 
grets for the role some govern 
ment officials agencies and 
(Tivale groups played in the 
subversion of the prevtoas 
democratically elected Chilean 
government that was over 
thrown by the coup of Sept 11 
1*73

But in Washington the Stale 
Department disavowed the 
apology, saying it was a per­
sonal one that was not ap 
proved in advance and is not 
an expression of the adrnmis- 
tration's views

Char^jinj; that the petroleum 

companies or some of them, are 
dr>liheralely withholding; natural 
gas from the m arkH in hopes of 
higher prices is one thinj; 
P ro vin j; il is quite another 
matter

K\en without the built in 
burden of bias which most of us 
carry the same set of facts or 
statistics can lead different 
people to entire ly  opposite 
ftmclusions

Consider the allegatiixi by 
congressional investigators that 
Texaco is sitting on more than 
500 billion cubic fe«*t of natural 
gas in two fields off the coast of 
1/xiisiana which they say could 
have been tapped to help 
alleviate this winU-r s shortage 

A c c o r d i n g  t o  t h e  
investigators the fields could he 
tirought into full pnxfuction in 
SIX months Texaco however 
has not slated  them  for 
productKxi in til the 1900s '

Is this a case of capitalizing w  
the suffering of fuef h irg ry  
.\mericans a blatant attempt to 
force tfw’ deregulation of ^ s  
pricr-s ' O r is it simply pruck-nt 
and comiTH-ndable foresight on 
thi- part of Texaco'’

The  com pany argues that

those who claim pnxluction 
from these reserves should be 
stepped up are advocating a

drain America now policy 
Is th is  a self serving 
subterfuge"’ O r is it a wise 
warning wrought toheed"’

Obviously, if we wanted to if 
we made it our No I national 
p r io r i t y ,  we could vastly 
increase production of domestic 
^ s  and oil in a matter 6f 
months If the nation faced a 
war emergency situation, there 
would b(‘ no question about 
doing so

fo r that matter the timber 
industry could double or triple 
Its production of lumber by 
cutting trees scheduled for 
future harvesting The mining 
companies coulf accelerate 
their out pul of iron and coal, as 
could every other supplier of 
raw materials

Again if It were a matter of 
im m ediate national survival 
thi're would be no quest ion about 
doing so. and we would worry 
about the consequences later

Hut the challenge facing us in 
regard to gas «n d  oil is not that 
of bcxist ing out put as quickly and 
as greatly as possible —  severe 
as the current shortage is

Kather it is one of insuring that 
there will be enough fuef to keep 
the country running over the 
coming decades

Of course this still leaves 
room for the pos.sibility that the 
energy companies have not been 
as energetic as they reasonably 
could have been in meeting the 
unprecedented demands of this 
w inter But the amount of 
natural gas allegedly withheld is 
so small compared to out total 
coasumplion that it could not in 
any event have prevented the 
present crisis

It IS smaller yet compared to 
o u r  p r o j e c t e d  f u t u r e  
consum ption TTius the real 
danger is that by focusing on the 
sym ptom s gather than the 
disease itself, we risk deluding 
(xrselves into believing there 
really is no long - range energy 
crisis and that all we have to do 
IS force the companies to give us 
as much as we need

W h e th e r the government 
proves Its charges against 
Texaco or others or not the fact 
will remain that Americaas are 
still without a sense of urgency 
about energy and the country is 
still without a rational energy 
policy

But moat ofriciab expressed 
only surprise at the report, 
made public Tuesday, which re­
vealed Army tests cortducted in 
highway arid subway tiainels.

lated areas.

"The family is determined to 
proceed with legal action We 
wanted to have as much evi­

dence available as possible. * 
said Edward Nevin III. m  at­
torney whose grandfather. Ed­
ward Nevin. died of a heart in­
fection allegedly caused 1^ Se- 
riatta Marcescens bacteria.

It is this bacteria that was 
released' from ships off Sm 
Francisco in September IMO. 
Army officials testified on 
Tuesday before the Senate siAk  
committee on health and scien­
tific resources.

Their report said the Seriatta 
Marcescens bacteria giread up 
to SA miles inland, but it had 
been believed that the bacteria 
would not endanger humans

Two years later, they said, 
researchers became alarmed

by an outbreak of infectious 
disease related to ScriMta Mar- 
cesoens among Sm Francisco 
Bay area residents who had 
bem hospitalized at about the 
time of the September IMO test.

Despite the Army's alarm, 
however. California apparently 
noticed no strange illnesses. 
Bob Nance o f the state Depart­
ment of Health, said record 
checks for Sm Francisco and 
other cities from the time of 
the teats "found no laiusual 
health situatim."

Insurors want ‘benefits’
AUSTIN. Tex. (AP i — Insur­

ance companies are not seeking 
the right to set their own rates 
in order to help the public, says 
State Insurance Board Chair­
man Joe Christie 

"They are proposing this bill 
for the benefit of the insurance 
industry." Christie told the 
House Insurance Committee 
Tuesday night

In the four years he has been 
chairman. Christie said the 
board has saved Texans hun­
dreds o f thousands of dollars by 
keeping rates lower thm those 
requested by the insurance in­
dustry

The savings in car insurance 
premiums in 1973 amoifited to 
612 million, in 1974 961 million, 
in 1975 629 m illioa and last 
year 673 million. Christie said 

Christie testified apinst a 
bill by the committee chair­
man. Rep Bob Davis. R-Dal- 
las. that would permit insur­
ance firms to set their own 
rates on casualty and car insur 
ance. subject to rollback if the 
board finds the rates are ex­
cessive or disenminatory 

The bill has no provision for 
refund of premiums the board 
orders reduced 

"The insurance lobbyists are 
asking you members of the 
committee to trade a proven 
system, which has consistently 
¿n ied  the full rate increases 
sought by the insurance com­
panies. for a system which 
promises nothing." Christie 
said

"You are being asked to 
swap a system which gives the 
public a voice in rate making 
for a system which leaves rate 
making to the whims of the in­
surance companies." he said

107 to 171 per cent higher than 
the board's rates, he said Lia­
bility coverage averages 6 to 50 
per cent higher, and collision 
coverage averages 21 to 119 per 
cent higher, he said.

"We believe ou- record shows 
public's voice in insurance rate 
making is being heard. That is 
what the insurance companies 
mean when they fomplain that 
the present system allows po­
litical pressures' to enter in the 
rate making process.

'T f the companies don't know 
that 'political pressures' is 
what make denwcracy work, 
they have a lot to learn about 
our form of government." 
Christie said.

Don Cavness. and Austin in­
surance agent, spoke for the 
bill A former l^islator who 
specialized in insurance law. 
Cavness noted that life insur­
ance. hospitalization insurance 
accident and health insurance 
and other kinds of insurance 
were not similarly regulated

"Is  fire and car insurance

such a dire necessity for Tex­
ans that they must be regu­
la ted '"  Cavness said 

"Then why don't we set the 
rates on w aging machines, or 
(k’yers. or houses' Let casualty 
insurance companies fight it 
out like everybody else, in the 
market place "

"The only purpose of insur­
ance companies is to write in­
surance, fulfill a need and 
make a bare profit." Cavness 
sai l̂

Davis said the bill would be 
referred to a subcommittee

with material contained in the 
Army report, were sidfident to 
file a claim.

He said the claim, which 
naiit be presented before the 
Army can be sued, would be 
filed within 30 days. The Army, 
which has denied any link be­
tween the tests and Nevin's 
death, would have six months 
in which to consider its merits 
he said.

The measure won tentative 
approval in the House on Tues­
day. 102-36

A bill-killing amendment 
came close to adoption, how-, 
ever, and the measure was 
saved only by the flip-flops of 
12 members who changed sides 
ai mid-debate

House members were told 
take-or-pay contracts require 
pipeline companies to pay pro­
ducers for specified amounts of 
ffts. even if demand declines 
and they cannot use it all Such 
situations occur, for instance, 
in warm winters 

The bill, sponsored *by Rep 
Tom Schieffer iFFort Worth 
would prohibit contracts requir 
ing the buyer to take more than 
80 per cent of the seller's deliv­
erable gas

As written, it also gave buy­
ers two years in which to make 
up shortfalls in their purchases 
under such contracts 

Representatives changed that 
to three years, however, on a 
74-63 vote

A lio  added waa a provision 
requiring producers to shire 
with landowners the revenue 
they obtain under take-or-pay 
contracts for gas not actually 
sold.

Schieffer said gas prices to 
consumers rise when pipeline 
companies must pay producers

for p s  they don't receive.
"Th is bill will ease the bur­

den on the consumers and ra­
tepayers of Texas." hr said

Lo-Vaca Gathering Co. haa 
contended that take-or-pay has 
added more than a dime per 1.- 
000 cubic feet (m cfi of p s  dur­
ing some months.

Drug ads okayed
AUSTIN. Tex lA P i -  The 

Texas Supreme Court cleared 
the way today for pharmaocs 
to advertise their prices for 
prescription drugs 

Without wnting a new opin­
ion. it upheld lower court rul- 
in p  that a 1973 state law pro­
hibiting such advertisements 
violates the Texas Constitution 

An Austin district court and 
the 3rd Court of Civil Appeals 
here earlier had struck down 
the law

They said — and the high 
court agreed — that to prohibit 
advertising of drug prices vio­
lates the constitutional prohibit­
ion ap inst depriving one of 
property without due coirse of 
law.

The appeals court opinion 
said the law apinst drug ad­
vertising bears no reasonable 
relation to the safety, health, 
security and protection of the 
general welfare of the citizens 
of this state "

Rep. John Wilaon. D4a- 
Granip. aaid the take-or-pay 
probleffl was solved by the rail­
road cominiaBiaB's Dk  13 or- 
dre tying gas production allow­
ables to pipeline company esti­
mates of their monthly needs.

" I f  the legislature votes for 
10 per cent take-or-pay. I guar­
antee the oil industry will tell 
the railroad conwnission the 
legislature has mandated it and 
will insist that they amend 
their order to allow 80 per 
cent." Wilaon said

He offered an amendment 
dropping the permissible take 
or-pay requirement to 10 per 
cent of a producer's deliverable 
p s .  A motion to table it failed.

Carter officials split
over policies in Africa

WASHINGTON (AP i  -  Car­
ter administration officials are 
split over the future direction 
of U S. policy toward Africa in 
what some diplomaU see as a 
lest of Presidert Carter's com­
mitment to human rights 

British Prime Minister James 
Callaghan, arriving here today, 
is expected to bring up in talks 
with Carter both Rhodesia, the 
breakaway British colony, and 
South Africa Both are ruled by 
white minority governments.

Senior diplomats here say 
Carter seems tom by broadly 
oofrflicting arguments on future 
U S. policy toward white-ruled 
African countries 

One argument, pushed by the 
P r e s i d e n t ' s  personal ap­
pointees. is for the adminis 
tration to announce all-out bp- 
position to South Africa as the 
bastion of white sifrem acy on 
the continent

Tile .other argument pressed 
by more cautious career State 
Depvtment officials, favon  a

phased step-by-step approach to 
social change in white-ruled Af­
rican nations

"There's a battle going on for 
the soul of Jimmy Carter with 
his avowed commitments to hu­
man rights, morality in foreijpi 
affairs and the dipiity of peo­
ples." said one well-placed dip­
lomat

The go-slow advocates have 
British backing; which emerged 
last month when officials of the 
two nations conferred here on 
Rhodesia and on the over all 
South African situation

Sotrees say the Carto* ad­
ministration officials irgm g 
strong action ajpiinst white mi­
nority regimes in Africa have 
been arguing that African and 
Asian nations expert no less 
than Carter's uncompromising 
apposition to Soilh Africa's dis­
criminatory practices

South African blacks have no 
political franchise, their move­
ments are subject to control 
and many live below the sub-

sistence level
These administration author­

ities argue that Carter will look 
hypocritical to Ihe nonwhite 
peoples of Ihe world if. with his 
stated commitment to human 
rights, he demonstrates no dis­
pleasure with the South Afncan 
apartheid policy

But sources say the other 
side has countered by warning 
Carter that the Uniied States 
would be sucked into a bot­
tomless pit of trouble if it tries 
to interfere They say a with­
drawal of U.S investments 
from South Africa would create 
domestic and international dif­
ficulties without necessarily 
helping African blacks

I V y  advise Carter that it 
would be questionable if even 
friendly nations would bock up 
the U.S position and they warn 
that a Cuba-like boycott could 
tirn into a political boomerang 
because other nation would 
take advantage of U S econom­
ic withdrawal.

Himself an “ outie”  back then,
Keyes obviously loves bom­
barding the rea d er  with 
marvelous anecdotes about 
celebrities, all of which prove 
that today’s winners were 
often yesterday’s losers. He 
has an equally impressive 
supply of examples of “ in- 
n ies" who marched "o f f  into 
obscurity after graduation”

Ever bear o f Bill Schuiling?
He’s the man who beat Prési­
da it Ford for class president.
How about Robert Logue? He 
beat Richard Nixon for the 
same post.

A ctreu  Mia Farrow was a 
high sdwol wallflow a. Ali 
McGraw never had a date.
“ Vogue”  cover-girl Lauren 
Hutton had to have her prom 
date arranged by a teacher. 
Cartoonist Charles Schultz, 
the creator of “ Peanut,”  had 
every one of his cartoons re­
jected by the yearbook staff.

The high school experience,
Keyes claim, leaves an indeli- 
-ble mark, particularly on the 
mis f i t s ,  because the y ’ re  
neither able to forget their 
misery  nor forg ive  their 
tormentors

The late Janis Joplin, a rock 
superstar, was so unpopular in 
high school that her claim to 
fame was membership in the 
slide rule club. “ Man those 
people hurt me,”  she later 
recalled. “ It makes me happy 
to know that I ’m making it 
and that they’re still back 
there plumbers and all.”

’That’ s exactly what co­
a u t h o r s  M e d v e d  and 
Wallechinsky have done. But 
unfortunately they wrote a 
whole book on the subject; 
forgetting that "What Really 
H a p p e n e d ”  t o  the  30 
classmates they interviewed 
is apt to be less interesting to • 
outsiders. Still the book is a 
readable and valuable view of 
a group leaving home and high 
school at the onset of radically 
changing times.

In 1965, T im e magazine 
selected the senior class of 
Palisades High, a wealthy 
suburban Los Angeles school, 
as the subject of a cover story 
on “ Toda y ’s Teenagers . ”  
T im e predicted that these 
young people would be the 
most successful and affluent 
ever to raise families and for­
tunes in America.

Just after graduation, riots 
broke out in Watts, troop 
buildups began in Vietnam, 
and dnigs hit Palisades High. 
In 1966 Newsweek ran a story

school. . . . They’re all work­
ing for Bell Telephone now, 
and I ’m GLAD.”

Comedian Mike Nichols had 
just finished his nightclub act 
when a form er classmate, 
who had been very popular in 
high school, approached and 
said, "You  don’t remember 
me, but. . . .”  Nichols, who 
had been very unpopular, 
replied, “ I rem ember you 
very well. Your name is so- 
and-so and you are a s— . 
What are you doing now?”  " I  
sell used cars,”  the classmate 
replied. " I ’m so glad,”  said 
Nichols.

But high school suffering is 
not in vain. Keyes c o n c lu ^ , 
since the very qualities that 
insure unpopularity in high 
s c h o o l  — a m b i t i o n ,  
aggressiveness and imagina­
tion — stimulate success later 
on.

Keyes concedes that "in- 
nies" may star in movies and 
professional sports but he 
points out, "ou ties”  write 
their lines, produce their 
movies, own their teams and 
comment on their perfor­
mance

on the growing drug problem 
there, finding “ something 
clearly amiss in paradise."

H ere ’s what the authors 
found a decade later; The star 
quarterback and class presi­
dent is a Hollywood masseur. 
The class beauty is a cocktail 
waitress. The class dream- 
boat committed suicide.

The class overachiever got 
busted for selling drugs and 
now lives  in a kerosene- 
powered hut in the wilds. The 
c l a s s  g r i n d  b e c a m e  a 
Berkeley street beggar, a 
religious fanatic and is now in­
stitutionalized in a state men­
tal hospital.

The compulsive conformist 
and joiner became a devotee 
of Eastern religion and now 
lives alone, studying yoga, 
spinning wool and caring for 
iK r child.

High school is not heavily 
influenced by adult values ac­
cording to Keyes. Rather, 
adult values grow directly out 
of high school. I f  the essays in 
"Mom, the Flag and Apple 
P ie ”  — all of which have 
appeared in EIsquire — are an 
accurate indication of what’s 
on the minds of some o f 
A m e r i c a ’ s best wr i t er s ,  
Keyes is absolutely right.

Here, amo:^; others, is Jean
