U. S. Signs Up 
Brazil Trade 
In New Pacts

WASHINGTON, March 9 OP)—'The 
United States and Brazil signed far- 
reaching agreements today for liberal 
extension of credit by the United 
States to Brazil.

The two countries also agreed to 
freeing of the Brazilian exchange 
market for commerce from here, es­
tablishment of a Brazilian national 
bank, and resumption of payments 
on Brazil's dollar debts.

Through an exchange of notes be­
tween Secretary of State Hull and 
Brazilian Foreign Minister Aranha, 
this country's export-import bank 
will extend credits not to exceed 
•19.200.000 to the Bank of Brazil to 
enable the Brazilian government to 
discontinue official control over for­
eign exchange operations.

President Roosevelt, the state de­
partment announced, will recom­
mend that congress place at Brazil’s 
disposal gold up to $50,000,000 to 
serve as assets for the central re­
serve bank which Brazil will create.

The amount drawn upon will be 
repaid from Brazil's future produc­
tion gold.

Brazil has agreed to develop com­
plementary, non-competitive prod­
ucts for which the state department 
declared "a substantial market Is 
believed to exist In the United 
States."

American technical experts will be 
sent to Brazil if necessary.

Dr. Aranha announced Brazil in­
tends to resume payments on its dol­
lar debts beginning July 1 on ac­
count of interest and amortization.

Jury 'Unable' To 
Indict Persons, 
Report Claims

Technical reasons kept the Gray 
county grant! jury from making ad­
ditional Indictments during its re­
cent Investigation of county fund 
shortages, the Gray county grand 
jury stated today.

Recommending that lax book­
keeping methods In certain Oray 
county offices be brushed up and a 
new system be installed for keeping 
reootds, the Jurors concluded their 
work for the January' court term i 
this afternoon.

Tn its adjournment report the 
grand Jury said:

"We have given careful considera­
tion to the recent audit of Gray 
county books and find witlr a few 
exceptions that they are br a very 
deplorable condition, there being a 
laxity on the part of officials to seg­
regate their personal and oflicial 
transactions.

■'From a study of the auditors' re­
port we found that shortages ex­
isted in four offices, but for techni­
cal reasons we were unable to return 
an additional indictments "

The jurors also recommended that 
an improved system of records be 
installed by a competent firm of ac­
countants and that audits of the 
offices be made at regular intervals 
not to exceed six moiltlis by certified 
public accountants.

The Jury was in actual delibera­
tion over a period of 17 days.

—Congressional economy demands 
appeared today to have softened 
Senate opposition to the govern­
ment reorganization bill, which 
passed the House last night after 
bi-partisan attempts to amend it 
had failed

Senator Byrnes (D.. 8. C.) pre­
dicted the Senate majority for the 
measure would be proportionately 
that of the house, where the 246- 
to-153 vote followed party lines to 
bring an administration victory.

Byrnes said he thought much of 
the prospective Senate opposition 
had been tempered by expection ot 
governmental savings through con­
solidation and elimination of bu- 

j reaus.j  Senator Byrd <D„ Va.), author 
of a measure differing in some 
respects from the administration 
bill, commented:

"I sinaerely hope there will be 
basis on which we can agree, for 
there must be some reduction in 
government bureaus if there is to 
be any economy.”

Byrd made it plain, however, that 
he would fight for an amendment 
requiring both houses of Congress 
to give specific approval to any 
presidential reorganization order 
before it could become effective. 
The House-approved bill would per- 

| mit these orders to stand unless i 
j  both chambers voted to nullify i 
them within 60 days.

The extent to which Congress 
i should retain this control became 
the only issue In the closing hours 
of the House fight yesterday. 
Since the bill had been stripped ol 
most controversial features which 
caused the House to shelve a re- | 
organization measure last year, 
there was little argument over 
other provisions.

The new bill directs the Presi­
dent to realign federal agencies to 
reduce expenditures, increase ef­
ficiency, and eliminate duplication 
of effort

The bill omits last year's pro­
visions which would have elim­
inated the comptroller general and 
cut to one administrator the three- 
man civil service commission. These 
and certain other agencies cannot 
be revised under the new legisla­
tion

Mr. Harris was 
in the living room when lie dis­
covered the fire.

The blaze was confined to one 
room with damage estimated at 
between $74 and $100 by Chief 
White.

Miaia Planes 
Bomb Rebels

MADRID, March 9 'APt—Repub­
lican warplanes bombed groups of 
rebellious Communists on the out­
skirts of Madrid today in a dras­
tic attempt to suppress their up­
rising against the new defense 
council.

Rebellious Communist party de­
tachments, these reports said, were 
attempting to march on Valencia 
and seize that port, one of the main 
strongholds still In Republican ter­
ritory.

Tlie new uprising came after 
Miaja had quelled a first 48-hour 
Communist insurrection and while 
Spanish Nationalists were reported 
planning assaults on Madrid and 
Cartagena after having established 
a "starvation blockade" of the Re­
publican coast.

All exits from Madrid were guard­
ed by General Jose Miaja's Repub­
lican forces.

With a powerful Nationalist army 
] arrayed for an assault just outside 
j the Republican capital. Miaia call- 
I ed his regular forces from Madrid's 
| trenches to crush Communist nests 
persisting in resistance to the de- 

| tense council within the city.
Tlie republican government has 

] warned it would trie warplanes again 
; to bomb communist rebels in Madrid 
J and its environs into submission.
| An indication of tlie scope of the 
"war within a war" inside beleagured 

■ Madrid was seen in tlie announce- 
i ment that 1,000 rarabineros had sur­
rendered after participating in tlie 
revolt.

Hie greatest reproach to civilization today Is the 
things we are doing to the children.

If the world is a madhouse, full of insecurity, and 
want, and the fear of war, grown-up people have no 
one to blame but themselves. It is their world. If 
they d|d not personally make it the way it Is, they 
at least are the only ones who can change it.

But children are Innocent. It is not their fault that 
they die under bombs in China, that they starve in 
Spain, or that they are clapped into uniform in a 
down countries while they are yet babies.

Britain, which had none last September, is now 
providing gas-masks for children. Officials tell people 
that every effort must be made to accustom babies 
to the helmets.

They suggest that mother play peek-a-hfiB with 
their babies through the mica windows.

Ten thousand years of human progress—so that 
mothers In 1939 may play peek-a-boo with their 
babies through the mica windows of a gas mask!

'Go American!'
The little town of Donora, Pennsylvania, has got 

¡ome thing.
It is a small town near Pittsburgh, blanketed al­

ways with the smoke from great coke and steel furn­
aces. It has about 13,000 people.

Of these, 916 were foreign-born. More than 70 local 
organizations are now united in a drive to naturalize 
these people. Scores have already applied for their 
first papers. Among the proudest applicants was a 
76-year-old mother whose 55-year-old son brought 
her to a hall to sign the application.

We in America ought to go very slow about laws 
compelling aliens to become naturalized, or about 
laws discriminating against them. A citizen made by 
compulsion is of doubtfi)l value.

But to show aliens, as Donora is doing, the ad­
vantages of citizenship, and to offer the opportunity 
to learn what it means and how to acquire it—this 
will produce good citizens, citizens willing to bear 
their share of the burdens of government, as well as 
to accept Its benefits.

Behind The News 
Of The Day

By BRUCE CATTON

WASHINGTON—It is slowly dawning on this de- 
fense-drunk capital that the fastest naval maneuver 
performed in recent history took place before ever 
tire fleet sailed into the Caribbean;

Out of the excitement over whether Guam, far 
eastern islet, should undergo preliminary development 
as a naval barifc the Navy emerged with House ap­
proval for starting 11 new naval bases, a whopping 
building program such as has not been authorized In 
a generation.

And even before the Senate acted, fervid expres­
sions of approval if the program as adopted by the 
House were coming from both sides of the political 
aisle in the Senate.

For years the Caribbean has been something of a 
U. S. sea. With the new bases iif Congress follows up 
and appropriates the money) It will become vir­
tually an American lake. The Navy never has felt 
satisfied with Caribbean operations bases. Purchase 
Of the Virgin Islands from Denmark during the 
World War gave the country a possible base for fleet 
operations lying almost a third of the way across 
the Atlantic. The Virgins are the farthest out of the 
.island chain headed by Cuba.

With liquidation of the German fleet after the 
war, no Immediate call was seen for developing the 
place, so the entire Caribbean area had been passed 
Over for 20 years. The fleet took up its station in the 
Pacific.

NEW TACTICS NECESSARY
Changed conditions brought changed tactics. The 

Navy must plan “hemispherical defense" once more 
against potential aggressors from Euroije. So it lump­
ed Caribbean defenses together with certain other 
required liases in the Pacific and submitted the whole 
program to Congress in the Hepburn report.

Sticking out like a sore thumb from all the rest 
was Ouam It was 2.000 miles out beyond the Alaska- 
-Jfcwail defense line. Instantly it became the focus 
Of a congressional dispute over foreign policy. It drew 
flic away from all the rest of the elfort. That is good 
toetlc-, for the Navy in War or in Congress. Beside 
AOpani the rest of the program seemed trivial.

Whether the administration added Guam to the 
Ust for the specific purpose of taking attention off 
the rest probably will remain in doubt. Regardless of 
..Whether it was done by design, it had that effect 
aad the Navy was well pleased at the outcome.

REPUBLICAN ANGLE ,
Out of this action came another development. For 

the first time in six years Republicans were able to  
aay they had had a hand in shaping national policy. 
By bringing about the defeat of the Guam proposal. 
House Republicans hedged in the administration on 
one more front. The balanoe of the defense program 
can be defended as part of a defense of the United 
States and the western hemisphere. But Guam look­
ed like hemispherical defense PLUS.

INDIFFERENCE TOWARDS FELLOW MAN
The contributor who contends that people shoulo 

"know where it is made and why,” asks me several 
questions, which, in all fairness, I  should attempt 
to answer. In the first place she asks if I am an 
American citizen.' The answer is, I,am .

Then she asks, if I  am, how can my attitude to­
ward my fellowman be one of such apparent in­
difference. My answer to this is that I do not be­
lieve my fellowman likes work itself, but only the 
fruits of work, and I am not at all interested in 
trying to create work that only benefits some 
Worker at the expense of some other American 
worker who is a consumer. But I am intensely 
interested in trying to bring about conditions so 
that all my fellowmen can get more rewards for 
a given amount of work.
Do People Really Want Work,
Or the Fruitt o f W orkt

I think the part that the contributor overlooks 
. is that it is the fruits of work that people really 
want and not the work. If this is not the case, 
then why do women buy washing machines? If 
it is simply work they want, and not the accom­
plishment they can have more work without the 
washing machine. If people want work, in itself, 
then why do they invariably build great machines 
to reduce work ? I would ask the contributor 
whether she is personally glad when she makes a 
mistake in her work and has to do it over again? 
Whether she ever takes two hours to do a job, if 
she can do it just as well by planning her time 
with the same amount ®f energy in one hour? 
And if she does these things, is this not evidence 
that it is the fruits of work that she, os well as 
other people, wants and not the work in itself?

So, if people in the United States can produce 
something here in one hour’s work and trade it to 
workers of another nation for something that 
would take them two hours to build here, then 
these people are benefitted. Then, If this free 
exchange is permitted, the man who advocates 
this is not indifferent to the workers but is in 
reality interested in the workers. It seems to me 
that the man or woman who does not care how 
much workers get for their time, is indifferent to 
workers. It seems to me he is a tyrant.

The contributor also Contends that you always 
get what you pay for and cheap price buys noth­
ing but inferior products. Would the contributor 
contend that we are not now buying much more 
in an automobile for $1000 than we did for 63000 
twenty years ago? And did not all cheaper auto­
mobiles come from some individual manufacturing 
and selling it for less than someone else? And if 
the public had believed it unnecessary to make no 
difference between purchases then the man who 
undersold and gave more value, could not have 
grown and progressed, could he?

The contributor contends that one thing we 
should remember is that charity begins at home. 
There is no charity in employing a worker, if he 
produces something as economically as any other 
employe. But the minute an employe begins to 
feel he should receive more pay for the product of 
labor than some other workers will do it for there 
begins to be charity. This is degrading to the 
worker, spoils his character, his happiness, makes 
him subservient and practically a serf.

This is not the American idea.
If the contributor who thinks that buying at 

home is beneficial to the workers will read some 
of the great thinkers, past and present, she will 
then understand why there are unemployed men.
I suggest that she road the new booklet on “Inter­
national Vagaries,” by John Rustgard. It should 
be available at any first class library. I  also sug­
gest that she read the chapter on “ Causes of Bus­
iness Cycles,” in'the new book “The Promises Men 
Live, By,” by Harry Schermann. Both of these 
books are splendid works and explain very clearly 
why there are millions of people out of work. 
Men cannot be put to work at decent wages by the 
simple method of trading at home. The real causes 
of unemployment must first be corrected. They 
of course, can be put to work, whether they trade 
at home or abroad, but the amount of wages they 
can receive, which is the all important thing, will 
be much greater in the long run if there be no 
international trade barriers.

This is my belief and if it is my belief, I  can­
not be fair to my fellowman unless I so express 
ib  And because I have a different belief from the 
contributor, certainly would not seem to be a just 
reason for accusing me of indifference to my fel­
lowman.

CASTE SYSTEM AND COLLECTIVE 
BARGAINING

Invariably, those who thoughtlessly believe in 
collective bargaining or are temporarily benefited 
by it at the expense of others, advance the argu­
ment that other workers should join groups and 
have collective bargaining in order to get the ben­
efits of collective bargaining.

These people do not realize that when this hap­
pens, when all people belong to collective bargain­
ing units, we have nothing but the caste system. 
Then people are born in certain trades or work 
and cannot, because of efficiency enter the other 
fields of work. Then "pull” and influence or 
bribery rather than by merit of themselves, ia the 
only possible way they can get out of the caste 
they are born in.

A complete unionization that would include 
collective bargaining, would be the caste system 
just as it is in India. Our standard of living and 
our liberty would be about equal to what it is in 
India.

And yet, Herbert Hoover sees fit to point out 
that the -Republican party was the first to endorse 
collective bargaining. In reality. Hoover should 
say that the Republican parly, by#so doing, was 
the first to endorse the caste system.

It certainly is nothing any thoughtful man 
«hould be proud of. as Hoover seems to be.

They announced that they would support measures 
only strictly useful for hemispherical defense.

Republican ranks held tightly together, won sup­
port of 60-odd Democrats, and defeated Guam.

How's Yoht 
Health?

Regardless of how much we try 

to educate people about diseases and 
conditions that affect the human 
body, thé structure and workings 
are so complex that it Is frequently 
hnrd to understand them.

Moreover the language of medi­
cine requires many technical words 
that are sometimes not in the or­
dinary dictionaries. Now here is a 
letter from a regular reader in 
Indiana who wants to know about 
aneurisms:

Dear Doctor: I have been 
reading your articles for a long 
time about the various ailments 
of humanity, their causes and 
treatments, but have not yet 
seen any article about aneur­
isms I shall be looking forward 
to a description of this condi­
tion, its causes and preferable 
treatment.

An aneurism arises from the 

stretching of a weak place In the 
wall of a blood vessel. In the walls 
of blood vessels there are layers 
of elastic tissu*. They enable the 
vessels to dilate and contract. Some­
times a thick-walled rubber balloon 
when blown up will develop an extra 
pcuchlng out at some point where 
the rubber has been thinned out. 
This can also happen to a rubber 
tire which has been weakened by 
either a physical or chemical In­
jury. «

The most frequent cause of the 
thinning out of the wall of a blood 
vessel is an infection which de­
stroys a part of the elastic tissue. 
Sometimes, however, a physical In-. 
Jury may cause it. I have seen an 
aneurism result from a bullet which 
scraued the wall of a large blood 
vessel. Sometime an aneurism may 
develop Immediately after birth be­
cause a portion of a blood vessel 
may not have grown properly.

★ ★ ★
Of course, if an infection in the 

body is attacking the walls of the 
blood vessels, that is a serious mat­
ter and should have attention. How­
ever, even curing the infection will 
not restore the tissue that has been 
destroyed.

A person with an aneurism must 
be exceedingly careful not to Injure 
the thin sac filled with Mood, be­
cause a breaking of the sac may re­
sult in a serious hemorrhage 
Sometimes it is possible by tbe use 
of surgery to open the tissues dawn 
to the point where the aneurism 
exists and then to tie oif the blood 
vessels or to refnove the aneurism.

Some years ago a distinguished 
surgeon developed a technique 
which involved the insertion of 
colled wire Inside the aneurism 
causing tile blood to olot inside the 
aneurism and thus preventing a1 
rupture. Certainly, any person who 
lias been told by a competent dob- 
tor that an aneurism is present in 
one of his importabt Mood vessels 
should have regular attention until 
the condition Is brought under con­
trol.

Th? Texas Prison System “gain­
ed" 589 prisoners in 1938. Specifi­
cally. 3,722 persons came within 
the discipline of Texas' corrective 
Institution and 3,133, who had com­
pensated the state for violating 
her laws, were released. Of the for­
mer, 3630 represented persons new­
ly convicted In Texas’ multitudinous 
courts; 202 returned by sheriff on 
bench warrants; 21 returned for 
furlough violations; 136 returned 
voluntarily at expiration of fur­
loughs: 68 recaptured aqd 65 re­
turned because of clemency viola­
tions.

This melancholy record gleaned 
lrom the annual report of the Bu­
reau of Records and Identifications 
at Huntsville, also showed the av- 
eiage population of the system last 
year was 6,854. with a minimum of 
6387 on Jan. 8 and maximum of 
7.033 on Dec. 18. The problem of 
escape? appeared nearer mastery in 
the surprisingly low number of 49 
successful breaks for freedom, but 
violent deaths among the prison­
er»—ten from gunshot and four 
from stab wounds—raised the death 
toll of convicts within the year to 
58.

A total of 1,589 prisoners were 
discharged and 291 discharged to 
sheriffs. Furloughs freed 354, con­
ditional pardons were given to 792 
and 1,146 received clemencies.

The report showed that the pris­
on system population was distri­
buted thus, as of Dec. 31; 1.461 at 
Huntsville: 26 at the Rusk insane 
asylum; 41 on tbe Blue Ridge farm 
jR  Hobby; 659 on the Central at 
Sugarland; 609 on the Clemens at 
Brazoria; 447 on the Darrington at 
Sandy Point; 952 on the Bastham 
at Weldon; 141 (women) on the 
Gone at Huntsville; 419 on the 
Harlem at Richmond; 965 on the 
Ramsey at Otey; 462 on the Re­
trieve at Snipe. and 407 (aged and 
tubercular) on the Wynne farm at 
Huntsville. The total on the pri­
son farms at the end of tile year 
was, therefore, 5,502.

The largest group of prisoners, or 
822. entenng were in the 20-25 year 
age brackets: 767 between 25 and 
30 and 344 between 17 and 20. Of 
those received 2,041 were first term­
ers; 720 second, and 469 had been 
there three or more times. •

Laborers and cooks led the occu­
pational classification among new 
prisoners, with 796 and 372, respec­
tively. Included also were four ac­
tors. four baseball players, 110 bar­
bers. 33 butchers. 82 carpenters, 205 
chauffeurs. 118 clerks. 13 cowboys, 
three embalmers. 223 farmers, 70 
housekeepers, 21 musicians, 73 
painters. 197 porters. 175 truck 
drivers, one minister and one law- 
y.r.

Tire Texas prison system, however, 
is not merely correctional. The 
Classification Bureau, headed by- 
Carl Basland. attempts to segre­
gate the newly incarcerated and 
weak-minded from hardened crim­
inals who teach the younger in­
mates their methods of law viola­
tion. The Bureau was established 
March 1, 1936, with funds from the 
Laura Spellman Rockefeller Foun­
dation.

The Bureau officials patiently 
question newcomers and. during the 
lrmates initial 60-days, his family 
and employment histories are In­
quired into and information sought 
lrom school and public records in 
ordrr to determine In what depart­
ment ills inclinations and quali­
fications will be most suitable and 
useful.

The guile necessary sometimes to 
obtain from a prisoner his past 
crime record, trade and family his­
tory is illustrated in this incident:

A member of the Bureau question­
ing a younger prisoner received eva­
sive replies and emphatic declara­
tion of innocence of the crime of 
hog stealing. As the interview ap­
parently was ending the member 
asked casually:
' "Where did you boys steal the 

trailer you hauled the hogs to town 
with?”

Hastily the youth retorted: "We 
didn't steal any trailer; we pitched 
them into the back of A Model T.”

Letters to various persons and 
check of public records revealed the 
young man had been a plumber's 
assistant. He wondered, after the 
probationary period, why his claim 
of bring a qualified waiter hadn’t 
gotten him a berth in the steward’s 
department instead of an assign­
ment in the machine shop as plumb­
er's assisant.

Another illustration involved a 
scaping epileptic. His seizures ap­
parently were real, but when the 
Bureau backtracked his career and 
family history it established he had 
perfected the technique of epilep­
sy as a means of obtaining favors 
at home and had employed the 
scheme to evade or soften penal­
ties when he ran afoul of the law.

Faced with the record the Bu­
reau assembled, tbe prisoner reform­
ed and became as skillful in the art 
of chopping cotton.

Th? Bureau now has complete 
files on more than 5,000 law-break­
ers and often is appealed to for 
information by the board of par- 
dors and paroles before acting upon 
clemency appeals.

Milk Price-Fixing 
Monopoly Claimed

WASHINGTON, March 9 MV-Dr. 
Frederick C. Howe, former consum­
ers counsel of the Agricultural Ad­
justment administration, told the 
federal monopoly committee today 
“big business” has established a 
price fixing monopoly over the na­
tion’s milk Industry.

Howe testified as a federal trade 
commission witness when the com­
mittee began a study of the food In­
dustry.

“Powerful .iniik companies and 
their allies.” Howe said, “sland 
astride of our milk farmers, of 26,- 
000,000 cows and the many billion 
dollars of farm Investment from one 
end of the country to the other.

“It Is they who determine what 
70,000.000 people shall pay for their 
milk as Well as what 3.000,000 farm­
ers who produce it shall receive foT 
their labor.”

“The milk distributors control the 
only agency through which milk 
must go from the farm to the con­
sumer," he said. “They own and 
control a health agency or pasteuri­
zation plant designed to purify milk, 
which they now use with their dis­
tributing systems to control the en­
tire industry.

"They want to permit only their 
cwn milk to reach the city. They 
throw obstacles in the way of any­
one else selling milk except on their 
terms and at their prices.”

AUSTIN, March 9 </P)—Records 

ard files of the State Cosmetology 
Board were ordered before a special 
House Investigating committee dig­
ging Into alleged lobbying activities.

Rep. Ben Alsup ordered the rec­
ords brought before his committee 
after close interrogation of Mrs. Faye 
Stewart, president of the board, in 
an executive session.

Mrs. Stewart, denying she had 
construed opposition to (lending leg­
islation that would abolish the board 
as lobbying, annoimced during the 
hearlag that she Intended to resign 
In the near future. She said she 
took an active part In the action 
against the bills because beauty op­
erators had asked for aid and be­
cause she did not approve a clause 
which would require 27 months 
schooling before an operator's li­
cense could be issued.

The committee attempted to show 
that the Lone Star Beautician's 
Club of Texas, chartered and incor­
porated. listed Mrs. Stewart and an­
other board member, Mrs. Neal, as 
members.

Mrs. Stewart denied that the em­
ployes in her office had been asked 
to contribute to lobbying funds, test­
ifying some of them voluntarily told 
her they understood “ the Lone Star 
Club didn’t have enough money to 
buy stamps and wanted to know if 
It would be all right to contribute." 
She said she told them she could not 
advise them on the matter.

Miss Carmen Callahan testified 
she had been temporarily employed 
In the board's office but resigned 
when she was assigned to undercover 
work In an East Texas beauty school. 
She testified she knew nothing about 
the profession when she was hired.

Mrs. Stewart later testified it was 
better, In some instances, to hire 
inexperienced persons for special as­
signments because of the nature of 
their work.

AAA Claims Two 
Billions Added 
To Farm Income

WASHINGTON, March 9 UP— 
The Agricultural Adjustment Ad­
ministration estimated today its 
crop programs had added 82,080,- 
229,000 to the income of producers 
of cotton, wheat, tobacco, corn and 
livestock from 1933 through 1937.

Hie AAA also claimed indirect 
benefits, such as a reduction in farm 
operaUng expenses resulting from 
curtailed production, conservation of 
soil resources, and aid in efforts to 
Improve general economic condi­
tions.

On an annual report to Secretary 
Wallace, the AAA declared its crop 
control programs “have been under 
ceaseless attack by powerful and or­
ganized forces of opposition."

The report said 3.743.904 farmers 
on 3.020.037 farms had cooperated 
in the 1937 control programs. The 
area affected was 282.692,000 acres, 
or nearly 65 per cent of the nation's 
total farmland.

The report was issued as farm 
leaders sought an answer to the 
problem of low cotton prices caused 
partly by huge stocks held by the 
government as security for loans.

Secretary Wallace, conferring yes­
terday with President Roosevelt, 
was reported to have suggested four 
possible plans:

A two-price system enabling for­
eign buyers to acquire cotton at 
world quotations while domestic pro­
cessors pay a bounty: continuance of 
present loan policies with subsidies 
for exports: payment of special sub­
sidies to farmers who do not put 
their cotton under loan; release of 
some of the present cotton held un­
der loans to farmers who restrict 
planting further. »

Ouster Move Filed
ODESSA, March 9 UP—A suit 

charging E. V. Graham with illegal 
possession of the office of commis­
sioner of precinct 4, was filed yester­
day by Marshall Bradford. Brad­
ford defeated Graham for the demo­
cratic nomination in the run-off 
primary in August, but lost to the 
defendant by 17 votes in the general 
election in which Graham was a 
write-in candidate.

North Carolina’s Constitution pro­
hibits the state or any county or city 
within lt from borrowing during 
any two years more than two thirds 
of what was paid on the public debt 
during the preceding two years.

Senate Will '  
Vote On War 
Referendum

WASHINGTON, March 9 (AP)— 
Advocates of a national war refer­
endum. which the administration 
ooposes, won a promise today of a 
showdown senate vote at this session

Senators La Follette, progressive, 
Wis., and Clark, democrat, Mo., two 
of the 12 sponsors of the proposed 
constitutional amendment, received 
assurances from a judiciary sub­
committee that hearings would be 
held soon.

This disclosure coincided with in­
formation from members of the 
house military committee that their 
group had approved a plan for ac­
cepting strategic war minerals in 
part payment of European war debts 
or In exchange for surplus agricul­
tural products.

The scheme was inserted in a bill 
authorizing the war department to 
spend $100,000.000 over a four-year 
period for reserves of minerals in 
which the country is deficient.

The war referendum proposal 
would require a popular vote before 
the United States could go to war. 
except in case of foreign attacks on 
any nation in the western hemis­
phere.

A similar plan was killed in the 
house last year after the President 
and Secretary Hull opposed it. They 
contended then, and the President 
renewed the objection this week, that 
a- referendum might delay military 
operations necessary for the nation’s 
defense.

Effoits to hasten consideration of 
the referendum proposal came as 
Chairman Pittman, democrat. Ne­
vada, anounced that the senate for­
eign relations committee would start 
consideration within 10 days of pro-

patals to revise the neutrality act.
Mr. Roosevelt and Democratic

Leader Barkley contended this week 
that the existing neutrality law had 
failed to promote peace and may 
have contributed to threats of wwr.

Senator Lewis, democrat. III., yes­
terday suggested complete repeal o f  
the act. A pending proposal by 
Senator Thomas, democrat, Utah,' 
would give the President authority, 
with approval of congress, to dis­
criminate against a treaty violator 
waging ¡in aggressive war. It also 
wculd broaden the chief executive’s 
authority to embargo shipments to 
belligerents of materials which might 
be used in war.

Another measure by Senator Nye,
republican, N. D.. would prohibit the 
export of war materials at any time.

'Unloaded' Gun Fires
SAN ANTONIO. March 9 OP)—. 

Otto Bernhardt. 18. captain of last 
year's San Antonio Tech high school 
football team and well known local 
athlete, was in a critical condition 
today after being wounded by a shot 
from an "unloaded" gun at his horn» 
yesteiday. Bernhardt was struck in 
the neck by a pellet from a .22 cali­
ber target pistol in the hands of 
John O'Quinn, 19.

Hore - Beltsha recalled Premier 
Chamberlain's recent parliamentary 
declaration of solidarity with the 
French and added that, while the 
consultations had not committed 
Britain, nevertheless

"Prudent minds should be ready 
for any eventuality.

The announcement was accepted 
with pleasure by the French, who 
lest a measure of their defensive 
alliances by the Munich agreement 
which partitioned Czecho-Slovakia 
and shattered the military effective­
ness of that French ally.

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Plans To Train 
Plane Mechanics . 
Now Completed

WASHINGTON. March 8. (AP) 
Administration plans are complete, 
authoritative sources said today, to 
train additional aviation mechanics 
to build and service the thousands 
of new warplanes provided In the 
defense program.

The army expansion bill voted 
by-the Senate and House contains 
sufficient authorization to go 
ahead with the Instruction as soon 
as the President signs It.

Supplementing proposals to train 
some 20,000 pilots annually in se­
lected colleges, the mechanics pro­
gram has been delayed largely be­
cause a half dozen government 
agencies besides the army and * 
navy were Involved.

Details were withheld, but well- 
informed administration and con­
gressional sources reported these , 
considerations were governing:

1. Far more mechanics than 
pilots will be required In expand­
ing the army air corps to 5.500 or 
0.000 planes, and building up the 
navy's force to 3,000 aircraft.

Both Senate and House have 
authorized an increase of 35/100 
enlisted men in the army air corps 
alone. Plane construction in the 
next two years will require doubling 
or tripling the 27.000 skilled work­
ers now employed in plane fac­
tories, it was estimated by Major 
General Henry H. Arnold, army 
air corps chief.

2. Either directly or through • 
Scholarships, the army, navy, Na­
tional Youth administration and 
the interior department’s office of 
education among other federal 
agencies now train mechanics. •

3. A large proportion of the 
newly-trained mechanics is expect­
ed to be absorbed into private in­
dustry.

4. Training to be provided by the 
Youth administration is expected 
to be of a preliminary, general na­
ture.

It has been suggested that Rickey 
became angered at a series of ad­
verse decisions by Commissioner 
Landis, which deprived the Cards 
of a lot of promising players, and 
decided to let the farm system he 
had built so lovingly go to pot. 
That hardly seems likely, because 
Rickey doesn't look like a man 
who would slice his own throat.

Much more sane is the theory 
that the other clubs, though slow 
to get started, finally have caught 
up with the Cardinals in the im­
portant matter of raw material.

The Cards still have their “mil­
lion dollar” backbone—Ducky Med- 
wick and Johnny Mize. No other 
National league club boasts such 
a one-two punch, and either of 
them could be sold for at least 
$100,000. But if the Cards should 
sell either of them they might Just 
as well throw their franchise in 
the river.

Jkpr Warplanes Kill 
1,500 In Bombings

SHANGHAI. March 9 (A*)—Au­
thoritative neutral foreign sources 
at Ichang, goal of a Japanese of­
fensive into the heart of China, 
reported today 1.500 persons had 
been killed or wounded there tn two 
days of terrific bombardment by 
squadrons of Japanese warplanes.

Oil Reserve May Be 
100 Billion Barrels

STATE COLLEGE. Pa., March 9 
(Ah—Dr.. Sylvain Pirson said today 
continuing new discoveries and tech­
nical advances in recovering petro­
leum made it ’’quite possible”  to 
estimate the nation's unknown oil 
reserves at perhaps "a hundred ba­
llon barrels.”

In charge of petroleum and nat­
ural gas engineering at Pennsylvania 
State college. Dr. Pirson said known 
and proven crude oil reserves amount 
to 14 billion barrels, sufficient te 
supply present annual demands of

■ A  Captain Flack, In “The Texas 

Hanger or Real Ufe In the Back­
woods,? (published In London In 18- 
M ) painted a graphic picture of the 
despoilers, with himself as one of 
th e  principa ls.

Settlement hunts, Flack recorded, 
were great “sport" In East and 
North Texas prior to the civil war. 
Parties from different villages form­
ed dval teems and hunted the Trin­
ity river bottoms. At the end of a 
day's hunt, the game bagged by the 
two groups was counted “and the 
lasers paid for all fluids consumed 
by the people of both places at the 
feast after the hunt." A squirrel 
counted one point: a rabbit, one : 
a  wild turkey, five, and a deer, ten 
points.

Fleck, an Englishman, became 
a commercial hunter In the Brazos 
river, bottoms.

Cotton and Sugar-cane planters, 
he explained, often employed hun­
ters to feed their slaves.

“ I was engaged In that capacity; 
In the saddle daily—horse and 
hound and rifles," he wrote.

Beef, venison and pork were re- 
qulrqd. Th» planters preferred beef; 
the nrgroes preferred pork. "'While 
venison was so common It was little
thought of.”

“W e ii hunter creeping up on a deer 
must stand still as a statue when 
he sees the, deer," wrote the Cap- 
thin, who probably was a better 
hunter than writer because he does 
not make It clear just how one can 
stand still as a statue while creep­
ing up on a deer. "He must watch 
t(ie deer's tall because that is an 
Indication that the animal is about 
tb look «round."

A wounded deer, he said, seldom 
recovered. Wolves would crass the 
bkwdy trail and follow the quarry 
to-the end.

good hunter can kill three or 
four cows or bulls In a morning. 
The hunter goes back to the plan­
tation and notifies the oversees, 
who calls three or four negroes. 
Wjtgoh and mules are made ready, 
butcher knives, whetstone and hat- 
chet assembled and the hunter leads 
the «ray to the slaughtered game,"

Upon the arrival of the hunter 
Wttd hogs were likely to "rally." 
ifia t Is form a circle with their heads 
pointing toward their assailant. A 
six-shooter and some dogs were the 
best weapons when a man found 
himself in the midst of one of these 
failles. Flack advised the tender­
foot to “ remain mounted for they 
would charge a footman."

Ke was never in danger from 
bean. Flack wrote in support of his 
contention that some accounts of 
boars attacking human beings were 
exaggerated. Bears usually played 
havoc with the planter's fields of 
maize when the nut crop was short. 
Then bear hunts were organized.

Dogs frequently were loosed to 
scatter a brood of wild turkeys, 
which Flack called “the shyest of 
all game." Then the hunter used 
a turkey caller (made from the 
email bone of the middle joint of 
the wing of the turkey hen) to call 
the birds within range. Sometimes 
the dogs were permitted to “ tree" 
the turkeys, keeping up an incessant 
barking and holding the bird's at- 
tentioln, until the hunter got a shot.

On the Brazos, as well as on the 
Trinity, and other streams, camp- 
shoots were held. Sometimes this 
“ sport” lasted a week. Sausage pat­
ties were made from the breasts 

•of wild turkey, minced with the 
lean of suger-cured ham, were a 
favorite dish at these outings. Flack 
mentioned “corn-whisky punch” and 
“ apple jack” as accessories.

In West Texas the buffalo was 
the favorite pley. The late M. Krue­
ger of 8an Antonio recalled In his 
memoirs that "thousands were kil­
led for the hides or Just for sport" 
along Brady creek in the Menard 
are«. Many of the herds sought re­
fuge In the Nueces and Frio rivers 
bottoms. Krueger also mentions the 
mustangs and how they were 
slaughtered. >

he wrote, "Have no Idea of the 
beautiful sight these creature afford 
when, with flying manes and trail­
ing tails, they sweep like a hurri­
cane across the plains."

hercW of 1,000 deer and 2,000 to 
1000 mustangs were reported bv 
G eo rg e  C. Furber, a volunteer with 
the Tennessee R-giment In the Cam­
paign against Mexico, 1846-47. One 
day more than 100 deer were killed, 
more than enough to supply the 
regiment.

Another soldier, Maj. General 
George A. McCall. In his letters, 
from Corpus Ctuistl, said he, among 
a party of 14, went on a three day 
hunting expedition 70 miles up the 
Nueces and returned with 20 deer 
and 70 turkeys, and ducks, geese 
and partridges.

Speakers Oppose 
Chain Store Tax

AUSTIN, March 9 (IP)—A house of 
representatives committee t o d a y  
pondered arguments which con­
demned the Texas chain store tax 
as dlscrimnatory, penalizing to cer­
tain types of retail merchandise out­
lets and costly to the consumer.

After hearing proponents of a bill 
which would abolish the levy last 
night, the group decided to listen to 
opponents this afternoon.

Charging the tax failed to equalize 
opportunities between the chain and 
individually-owned stores as had 
been Intended, T.H.McOregor, Aus­
tin attorney representing the At­
lantic and Pacific Tea company, as­
serted the levy was being passed on 
to the consumer.

McGregor said the tax was hamp­
ering the chain stores and subsidiz­
ing individual operators.

George Purl of Dallas said the 
tax was designed to "ruin the chains 
which constitute the most efficient 
system of merchandising yet de­
vised, out of business." He asserted 
the consumers themselves would long 
ago have shut out the chain stores 
If they were not serving them prop­
erly.

HIGGINS. March 9.—With fav­
orable weather conditions prevail­
ing, livestock receipts at the Hig­
gins Livestock Sales pavllian were 
a little heavier this week than 
last and the general market trend 
was steady to definitely stronger.

About 1,000 baby chicks con­
signed by the Lavevne, OUa.. 
Hatchery were sold In lota rang­
ing from 50 to 110 chicks from 
one-day-old to six weeks. This 
hatchery has been a constant pa­
tron of this market for the past 
three years and will be here each 
week throughout this season.

In the hog yards no choice an­
imals were offered for sale. The 
best however, crossed the scales 
at 87.10 per hundred. There were 
In the 250 pound class with heavy 
sows on the plain order selling up 
to $5.75 per hundred.

Milch cows of good quality with 
money-back guarantee continued to 
bring from $50 to (60 each.
