AUSTIN, Marcrh 23 (#)—The
House shortly after noon teday
was nearing a test vote on the
pension  financing constitutional
amendment recommended by Gov-
ernor W. Lee O’'Daniel. By a vote
of R2 to 28, the bodv rut off all -
further sneeches except by authers
of the two pending amendments
and the constitutional resolution.

AUSTIN. March 23 (A —The
pension financing constitutional
amrndment recommended by Gov,
W. Lee O'Daniel today fell 20
short of the number of house
votes required for its submission
to the people. The proposal can be
brought up again later.

AUSTIN, March 23 (/) —Bitter
argument broke out in the house
today as a conference of the revenue
and taxation committee’s vote last
night to kill natural resources and
iilcome tax bills.

Rep. G. C. Morris of Greenville
charged the committee with being
unfair to the house in not letting it
vote on bills calling for something
besides a general sales tax.

The bills were killed by such ma-
jorities that a minority report was
not even possible. The votes were
14 to 2.

“The will of this house;” Morris
should not be thwarted
by 14 men. If that's democracy, I'd
rather live somewhere where they
never heard of it.” .

Rep. Max Boyer of Perryton, a
member of the revenue and taxa-
tion committee, answered that the
constitutional amendment pending
in the house would solve the old age
pension financing problem and there
was no need for consideration of
any other revenue- :

Boyer charged that two years 8
when Morris was a member of
revenue and taxation committee “ff ;

Those named in a contemnt motion
filed yesterday were Joe T. Sneed Jr.,
Mark McGee, Charles Thompson,
Milburn McCarthy, Spencer Wells,
and James M. West Sr.

They, the motion alleged, voted
for re-election of Clifford Jones as
president of the college, contrary to
a tamporary injunction which Judge

Kirby had issued agalnst such ac-
* tion.

The citation was issued on a mo-
tion of L. W. Sheppard, attorney
for George W. Winningham, who
Saturday obtained the temporary
injunction.

At Fort Worth, Willilam B. Brown,
attorney who filed an appeal from
the original restraining order is-
sued by Judge Kirby, said, in his
opinion, the court was without juris-
diction in issuance of the original
order and that therefore there could

- be no contempt on the part of the

trustees in not heeding it. Brown’s
appeal was to the court of civil ap-
peals at Waco.

FDR Ready To

Sign Army Bill

WASHINGTON, March 23 (#)—
Only President Rcosevelt’s apuroval
was needed toaay to let the army
spend $300,000,000 building up its
alr force toward a top limit of 6,000
military planes.

army expansion bill on which con-
gressional action was completed yes-
terday.

The measure, containing the bulk
of the administration’s defense pro-
gram, will permit the army to more
than double its plane strength in the

PIRH BUREAU FEDERATION PRESIDENT
SEES CAUSE OF UNEMPLOYMENT

Edward A. O’'Neal, President of the American
Farm Bureau Federation, at the récent DesMoines
Farm Institute meeting, pointed out very definite-
ly the cause of unemployment.

He “challenged labor to adopt a wage scale that
would permit more people tc buy its profducts.”
This, he said, “would lead to greater production,
increased employment and a higher annual wage
for the laborer himself.”

He further said, “The objective we should all
strive for is an economic system under which com-
modity prices, the wages of labor, prices for man-
ufactured goods and farm prices are keépt in such
relation to one another as to permit the widest
possnblc exchange of goods and services by all.

* % We must never forget that the only way
to raise the standard of living and to increase the
national wealth is through greater production and
use of goods. :

“Agriculture now has a law designed to give
farmers parity position with other groups, but I
am frank to say that I don't believe it will be pos-
sible for us to reach and maintain parity posSition
for any considerable length of time, even with the
help of this law, unless this problem of economic
balance between groups is solved. There is a limit
to the price which consumers will pay for food
and fiber.

“I am quite frank to say that, in my opinion
we never can solve the problem of unemployment
in a democratic way except as the differént groups
unite on a coordinated program which, in effect,
will provide for parity for all three groups.”

Here is a man who sees the cause of unemploy-
ment. And the sooner the public realizes artificial
prices and artificial wages, established by differ-
ent groups, including labor groups and government
employes, can only mean more and more uném-
ployment, the better off it will be.

The: Iowa Farm Bureau Federation gave this
principle of Mr. O’'Neal’s a splendid endorsement
in its December meeting. It declared:

“We are willing to pay parity interest rates to
capital, parity wage rates to labor, parity commis-
sions to finance and fee paid professions, parity
prices to industry, and parity tax rates and parity
salaries and wages to all employves of government.
* ¢ * We make this offer because we believe
through parity prices, and t®at alone, can we have
security and stability for capital, labor, finance,
industry, agriculture, government and the individ-
ual everywhere.”

The Kansas State Board of Agriculture, in Jan-
vary, adopted a similar resolution, closing win
the declaration that “only by the fyee exchange
of goods and seryices among groups, a fair price
and income basis, can we hope to achieve and
maintain prospérity. America needs an economic
balance which will assure security for labor, sta-
bility for industry and parity for agriculture.”

Would that more people could realize the truth
and the wisdom, and the necessxty of people un-
derstanding, these pnncnples
L L]

MORE EDUCATION, NOT LESS

A contributor contends that I am opposed to
education. He seems to draw this conclusion be-
cause I have criticized the inefficiency of ma-
jority rule education, becausec I cannot see how
majority rule education can really educate.

No, I am not against education. I have repeat-
edly said that we are not spending a large eéncugh
fraction of our energies in éducation.

I would be glad to hear the advocates of more
and mere majority rule public education explain
whether or not it is a cause or a coincident that
the more we spend on majority rule education, the
more we seem to lose our liberty and our charac-
ter and our self-respect. And if it be part of the
cause, then it is high time we analyze the eventual
results that are sure to follow when we trust the
most important thing in our lives—education to
majority rule.

It seems to be logical that the standards of ed-
ucation, uinder majority rule, can be no higher than
the standard, honesty, character, and intelligence
of the majority. And if this be true, it is doubtful
whether the majority will do much lifting. All our
real progress in education has come from men like
Jesus, Socrates, John Milton, John Wycliffe, and
not from the masses.

It seems that the people who should really be
doing the most important thing of our lives—ed-
ueating our children—have shirked this duty be-
cause they think there is some magical way of
having the state do the educating, or they were
not willing to make the sacrifice themselves and
thought, by majority rule, they could force some-
one else to do what it is their own duty to do;
namely, assist in educating their children.

If state education can be successful, why did
John Milton, who wrote the greatest treatise on
freedom of speech and freedom of education ever
written in the English language, proclaim that he
did not want the government to educate him?

But these people who are so thoroughly cone
vinced that majority rule education is our solutlon
probably have never read or heard of “Areopagl-
tica” by John Milton.

Book A Day

Like good wine, the daily jottings
of Gouverneur Morris have strength-
ened with the year§, So it is that a
century and a half after he wrote
it, his “Diary of The French Revo-
Jution” comes down to us a vivid,
sparkling record. It is as fresh as
your Sunday paper.

All of which might sound like
overstatement except for two things:
Morris, the lusty liver, and the Par-
is of 1789. Here was an incompar-
able combination. You realize that
long before you have read many
pages in the two bulky volumes pub-
lished by Mifflin at $9.

Morris journeyved to Paris fresh
from his work in the historical con-
stitutional convention. He arrived,
therefore, in the midst of the bloody
French maelstrom and he began
to put dewn his impression immedi-
ately. He kept this up until his work
was ended four years later.

The result is a diary rare in the
amnals of two countries, bofh
France and the United States. On
one hand is the day by day record
cf a man -  caught in that titanic
struggle and what he thought about
it. On the other hand it is a re-
flection of this same man contem-
plating the struggle of his own
country he had left some 3,000 miles
across the Atlantic.

But if you think all this is strest
rioting and bloodshed and politics
you are mistaken, for one-legged
Moerris was a man about town in
our best modern sense as well as
a clever diplomat. For one thing,
he fell greatly in love with a’ pretty
French lady whose confidénces go
far to enliven his diary. So far, in
fact, that his widow a century ago
inked out these passages as unworthy
of a Founding Father.

They are restored in this new
compilation, however. So you have
once more a diary of first historieal
importance, but as readable as Mor-
ris was an extraordinary person-
ality.—P. G. F.

They som:times got
around this tough economic prob-
1:m by the eminently practical and
simple device of dumping the Kkids
along the highways, idiots and nor-
mals alike.

Fessibly the necessity of this dras-
tic method of curtailing expenses
helped usher in the wage system,
or accelerate it. The employ:rs were
not necssarily cruel; they had fto

cut costs. Today employers retrench ;ﬁ
whatevér means they must, not by P,
those they prefer. It is no longer i
necessary to dump the kids on the

bighways. Enlightened industry does H

not hire so many of them, anyway.

But I take it that the author of
“Sharing the Comforts of Life”’
would have the nation return to
employing children without restric-
tion. Let 'em work. If a child el+
bows out an adult, let the adult cut
his own wages and push the Kkid
back on to the street. That's labor
competition—free. and unlimited
competition and the cost of produc~
tion can be reduced noticeably. What
will be don: with the products? Sell
‘em. To whom? Them as can buy
'em—the small-waged kids and the
small-waged adults, same as today.
Produce cheap, sell cheap. Let the
world go buy if it can,

Under modern conditions kids
can be used to operate machines,
In the South there are none of these
silly child-labor laws to interfere
with industry. That's one good rea-
scn why mills from the North go
south, though it usually is not made
teo evident. Cheap labor, cheap pro-
duction, They do it very well in Ja-
pan, which can teach us lessons
along this line.

If children are to be employea,
this work must chiefly be in indus-
try. A couple of gencrations ago the
kids used to take the family cow and
stake her in the vacant lots so plen-
tifully provided. It was free land
and free labor. But when I ask Jun-
ior today to do ‘his dairy work it
means taking a can opc<ner to a can
of condrnsed milk, or pushing in the
top of a bottle of milk. Junjor isn't
really suré whether it's the cow or
the milkman that gives milk.

There are no child labor laws in
the South, in Mexico, in China, in
Japan, in India. Maybe we can emu-
late those countries. Instead of
wasting their time in schools, let
the kids go to work—hunting jobs
even if they can’t get 'em. But pity
the poor Lusiness man and the busy
housewife. They'll have to use shot-
guns or flit to protect themselves
if they hope to get their work done.
Or they might Hhire one kid to herd
off the other job-secking ones.
