To . his surprise hq found tha 
cattle' trived on them and a O R  
of tha weed at New Mexico State 
Univemity revealed they were IT 
per cent protein.

Me Kinley had observed (he cat­
tle ate tumbleweeds during the 
winter months when no other 
feeds ‘were available. He also ob- 
lened the weeds were niSU pa­
latable when ther^ was a little 
bit of moisture in them'.

Adds Molessea
At first Me Kinley and a hired 

hand would drive along fences and 
pick up tumbleweeds which had 
beeftf-ledged by the wind along 
tht ftncei. he .would grind
up the tumbleweed in a hammer 
mill, add a Ijttle molaises, and 
,feed his cattle. The a n i m a l s  
(hrived.

Since then Me Kinley has 'uied 
the tumbleweed- molasses‘mixture 
whenever aupplementel feeding 
was required. He cxperimenied 
.*'!.^-Yarioui ways, to haiutto tKy 
prickly weed and now usee a trtc-
