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Liberian president 
slain in military coup

Liberian President William R Tolbert, one of America's best 

friends m Africa, was shot to death and his government toppled 
Saturday in a military coup, according to reports from the country

Radio Monrovia and Western diplomats said Tolbert, president of 
the Organization of African Unity, and a bodyguard were slain 
during an early morning raid on the presidential mansion in the 
capital of Monrovia Tolbert was66.

The West African nation s new leader, identified as Samuel K Doe, 
a Liberian soldier, said in a radio broadcast that he had overthrown 
Tolbert s government because of its ' rampant corruption and 
continuous failure " to cope with the nation's problems.

Doe reportedly carried out the coup with the help of junior officers 
and the backing of arm y generals Liberian diplomats based in 
Western Europe called Doe a "¡tomplete unknown ' Little was 
known about his new government s'political leanings

Diplomats in the Liberian capital, in telephone calls from London, 
said there was gunfire in the capital hours after the coup and that an 
all-night curfew had been imposed They said the city's airport was 
closed, army helicopters were circling the capital, streets were 
blockaded and Tolbert's wife, Victoria, and other members of his 
regime arrested

Doe also ordered the country's borders sealed to prevent ousted 
government officials from fleeing, according to an announcement on

Graphonalysis ha^ been used recently in 
several legal investigations and has been

praised for its scientific assessment of 
personality traits, she said 

But Mrs. Snodgrass sees a different side 
of graphoanalysis. She uses it to improve 
family and marital relationships.

" F a m i l i e s  c a n  g a in  a b e tte r 
understanding with each other, once they 
have attended the informative sessions. 
They see each other's strengths and 
weaknesses and realize many things that 
were before just maddening to both of the 
parties involved ' ' she explained

"You can gain insight to children as 
young as three. " Mrs. Snodgrass .said, 
"and many times you can direct them to 

talented areas not previoulsy noticed, by 
just analyzing their writing or scrawls " 

Writing, shows no age to graphoanalysts. 
and ch ild ren  m ay have the same 
characteristics as mature adults

Also, the handwriting of a person may 
change many times throughout life 

"The changes in writing express the 
different phases and situations in life and 
how the person is coping." Mrs Snodgrass 
said

Graphoanalysis in schools is used as an 
added tool by some teachers who have 
taken the courses. The reluctance of a 
student to speak out may previously have 
been mistaken as slowness The effect of 
criticism on a student can be easily gauged 
by a trained graphoanalyst 

"Once the meaning of each stroke and 
slant in handwriting is understood, the 
fo rm ula tion  of unp leasan t strokes 
immediately alerts the writer to his faults 
Ihis alert may help him overcome the 
negative factors in his life, " Mrs 
Snodgrass said

Women charged for killing doctor
MELBOURNE. Fla i AP) — The widow, mother-in-law and two 

female employees of optometrist John Young Bradford, who was 
beaten to death with a skillet and a kitchen utensil, have been 
charged with first-degree murder in hLs death 

The widow claimed she had been a battered wife The day before 
his death, she showed up at the police station with her face black and 
blue to file a complaint against him

She had been beaten all to hell, " one officer said 
But police reports also show that the former Vernon, Texas, doctor 

told friends and acquaintances he was a battered husband and that 
they were trying to kill him
The four women were arrested Thursday by invesbgators probing 

the March 28 bludgeoning death of the 53-year-old doctor, whose body 
was found in his posh home

At a bond hearing Friday. Bradford s widow. Priscilla. 36, and 
employees Joyce Cummings, 18. of Palm Bay. and Janice Gould. 34. 
of Melbourne, were ordered held without bond Ms Cummings and 
."Ms Gould were both lab technicians at United Optical Laborities. 
owned by the Bradfords

Mrs Bradford's mother. Mildred Hadley, 69. of Melbourne Beach, 
was released on $20.000 bond

Jake Miller, acting Melbourne police chief, refused to speculate on 
the killing

It would appear that it was a combination of things, one of which 
was a domestic situation that deteriorated over the y ears ." Miller 
said
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Radio Elwe, a missionary broadcasting service in Monrovia. It 
further quoted him as warning against looting and as saying. "For 
thecauseof the people, the struggle continuées"

"There's pandemonium there," said John P. Moráis, press attache 
at the Liberian Embassy in London.

There were, however, no reports of foreigners being injured or 
killed

In Washington, the State Department said all 5,100 Americans in 
Liberia were believed safe and that the United States would continue 
normal diplomatic relations with Liberia once the new government 
established itself.

A Liberian government official said Doe telephoned the U S. and 
Soviet ambassadors in Monrovia to announce he had seized control 
and that he called the new government the “People's Redemption 
Council of the Armed Forces of Liberia.

It was the first coup in Liberia since the West African nation was 
founded by U S slaves in 1847.

Liberia has been unique on the continent for its close ties to 
America

TYie country has an American-style constitution: it flies a red, 
white and blue flag and uses the U S. dollar as its currency Some of 
the country's 1.7 million people still speak with a deep Southern 
drawl, and Monrovia, the capital, is named forU S President James 
Monroe.

Brokerage says Hunt brothers 
^never in trouble’ in silver loss

DALLAS (API — U S House members 
want to ask the wealthy Hunt brothers of 
D allas abou t th e i r  silver trading 
adventures, but the head of a New York 
brokerage house said the Hunts were 
"never in trouble " when the silver market 
crumpled in late'March

Robert E. Linton, president of Drexel 
Burnham Lambert. Inc., said. The Hunts 
were never in trouble I don't think anyone 
will be out one dollar that's owed to them 
by the Hunts ''

Many market experts blamed NeLson 
Blinker Hunt and his brother. W Herbert 
Hunt, for silver's rapid price rise last fall 
and winter, and for the sudden collapse in 
prices two weeks ago. through their 
m assive speculations in the precious 
metal.

Bunker Hunt, openly declaring. "I 'm . 
bullish on silver." gained control of an 
estimated one-third of the world's known 
silver reserves The price of silver rose 
from $6 to $52 50 an ounce, then fell to $10 80 
on March 27 and 28

The Hunts failed to meet a $100 million 
margin call during the March slide, the 
Bache group — which made the margin 
call — sold many of the Hunt silver 
holdings and the effects spilled into other 
stock and commodities markets

"The final story is not out on what 
happened with the Hunt brothers and their 
silver situation." Linton predicted duringa 
visit to the Dallas office of his brokerage 
firm "There is a lot of information that has 
not come out and there will probably be a 
government investigation about what 
happened

"That will probably lead to' more 
government regulations. " he added, 
“which weneed like a hole in thahead '

Barbara Timmer, attorney for'a House 
government operations subcommittee in 
Washington, confirmed the Hunts will be 
subpoenaed if they do not fulfill a request to 
testify voluntarily.

The subcommittee will conduct hearings 
Monday and Tuesday into the silver 
market crash, and Ms Timmer said the

Hunts' testimony would be vital to 
committee's investigation of silver trading| 
regulations

"We are still discussing the request with 
the Hunts. " she said "But because 
subcommittee considers this testin 
essential. I think if they don't exercise th 
choice (totestifyi. the subcommitteewouk 
be prompted to m ake it a mandato 
request "

After the silver collapse. Bunker Hu 
issued a statement blaming excessive! 
government regulations for the crisis.

"I think the statem ent . was tool 
strong." Linton said, but added, “to thel 
extent you take liquidity out of the m arket.l 
then you exaggerate moves in eitherl 
direction I think the government helped| 
remove some of the liquidity

As for speculation the Hunts had lostl 
millions on the silver market. Linton said. I 
"My own uninformed view is that with! 
silver now about $14 or $15 the Hunts have| 
made money on silver

Bigfoot search in Texas a %oax ’

Initially, police said only Mrs Bradford and her daughter. 
14-year-old Eden, were home at the time of the killing Eden 
reportedly was taking a shower

But Miller later said the two employees also were in the house, 
although he would not elaborate He said the mother-in-law was not 
at the home at the time of the slaying but refused to disclose her 
alleged involvement in the case

Mrs Bradford claimed her husband repeatedly beat her during 
their J'-i-year marriage, and neighbor Ruth Means said police were 
called to the house several times dunng domestic squabbles dunng 
the past few months

An autopsy report showed Bradford had been beaten over the head 
with a skillet and a heavy metal kitchen device u.sed to recap bottles

Bradford, as described by his former wife and his associates, is far 
different than the violent description given by Mrs Bradford

"Hie doctor moved to Melbourne from Vernon. Texas, 17 years ago 
with his first wife His hobby was acting as an amateur clown For 
the past 10 years, he would don a little boy outfit and grease paint to 
help raise money for charity with the Rape Kanaveral Klown Klub

According to reports given to police, Bradford talked to friends 
about being beaten by his new wife and changed his will twice in the 
past few years, most 'recently at a car rental agency In Orlando

His hands shaking. Bradford sprawled his will on a legal pad in the 
rental car offices after telling two employees "they are planning to 
kill me

POWDERLY, Texas (AP) -  
Bigfoot R e se a rc h  Society 
members trekked to this East 
T e x a s  to w n  in t h e i r  
cwitinent-wide search for the 
legendary creature But all they 
found was a man-made hoax 

The society concluded that 
four-toed tracks near a pond in 
the community, just north of 
Paris, were made by a wooden 
foot shaped by a bandsaw 

"Most of the Bigfoot-type 
prints that we see in Texas are 
hoaxes, " said anthropologist

and society presidient Bob 
Thornberry "But we want to 
check every report just to make 
sure

"Whenever a report like this 
comes out, am ateur Bigfoot 
hunters co’me out and disturb 
the people living there We think 
it's our duty to call a hoax when 
we see it Those of us who do 
serious research on Bigfoot get 
a bad name from things like 
th a t"

Thornberry said the society 
was skeptical of the report to

begin with, since "there 's no 
such thing as a four-toed 
primate, or even a three-toed 
one Bigfoot. if he exists, is 
probably a primate "

He said the wooden forms 
probably were pounded into the 
ground to make the tracks look­
like those of a heavy animal 

The finding came as a relief to 
Game Warden Phil Milling.

"I wasn't concerned about the 
calls it was getting. " he said "I 
was concerned about people

coming out here  to hunt] 
Bigfoot"

Thornton displayed casts of I 
other Bigfoot prints made ini 
California and the Ozarks o f| 
Arkansas 

" They had five toes andl 
looked more like a human foot I 
except that they were much I 
longer They had a little m ore| 
detail to them." he said 

Milling said he hadn't decided] 
whether Bigfoot exists 

"I really don't know much] 
about all this." he said

Troopers divide racial rioters
WRIGHTSVILLE. Ga (APi -  Chanting 

and singing, nearly 200 persons, most of 
them blacks, marched in a drizzle through 
this racially tense city Saturday to the 
courthouse, where riot-equipped state 
troopers stood between them and a 
counter-demonstration by white power 
advocates

The helmeted troopers — some carrying 
riot sticks, some opening their rain-slickers 
to expose bolstered pistols — formed two 
lines at the Johnson County Courthouse to 
keep the groups 50 feet apart at opposite 
ends of the courthouse parking lot

S o u th e rn  C h r is t ia n  L eadersh ip  
Conference President Joseph Lowery told 
the marchers, who were protesting alleged 
economic discrimination and other abuses 
against blacks in the town. We come out of

fnendship We come to invite you to 
become part of the future, to abandon the 
past '

At the sam e tim e, avowed white 
supremacist J B Stoner addressed a group 
of about 60 whites, which included Ku Klux 
Klansmen and small children wearing 
Klan T-shirts He said the court system was 

no good " because too many blacksserved 
on juries

Cheers and boos from both groups filled 
the air as the rival speakers used bullhorns 
to address their crowds, threatening at 
times todrown each other out

Some whites chanted. "What do we 
wanf* White Power, " in a parody of one 
chant used by the civil rights activists 

White and black onlookers ringed the 
outside of the park ing lot

The marchers had traveled four milesi 
through three black neighborhoods before| 
entering the downtown area.

Several obscene gestures were noted asl 
marchers walked past a line of silent! 
whites on the sidewalks and reached the! 
courthouse parking lots There were no| 
verbal exchanges

The march was called following a m elee| 
between blacks and whites Tuesday that! 
left at least riine pei ons hurt In other! 
incidents during the week, shots were fired! 
in black communities

Blacks, protesting alleged economic| 
discrimination and abttse by local law! 
enforcement authorities, charged th a t| 
Sheriff Roland Attaway's deputies led th 
attack  on them  Attaway called th 
accusation damned lies '

Olympic committee votes for boycott
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COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo (APi — Bowing to pressure from 
President Carter, the U S Olympic Committee's House of Delegates 
voted Saturday to boycott the 1980 Summer Olympic Games in 
Moscow because of the Soviet militar>" intervention in Afghanistan 

The delegates voted by a 2-1 margin to keep U S athletes at home 
unless Carter advises the USOC on or before May 20 that the 
international situation has changed and the United States could send 
a team

TYie vote was 1.604 in favor of the resolution and 797 against, with 
two abstentions

In Washington. White House press secretary Jody Powell said 
Carter "welcomes the strong vo te"

But. in his written statement. Powell said "The president has 
authorized me to say that this advice (to boycott the Games) will not 
change by May 20 or at any time thereafter For all practical 
purposes, therefore, the House of Delegates vote means the United 
States will not send a team to Moscow 

If the United States did wish to send a team, it would have to accept 
the invitation from the Mosco’v Olympic Orgarazing Committee 
before May 24

When Carter originally called for the boycott on Jan 20. he gave 
the Soviets one month to get their troops out of Afghanistan After 
that deadline passed, he said he could not envision the United Sûtes 
sending a team to Moscow even if the Sovieu were to pull out before 
the deadline for acepting the invitation

The administration had stepped up its pro-boycott campaign over 
the past week On Thursday. Carter threatened legal action, if 
necessary, to prevent American athletes from participating in the 
Moscow Games And some financial supporters of the USOC said 
they would not give money they had pledged if the committee did not 
support the boycott.

Legal action also has been threatened by some American atMetes. 
who contend neither the USOC nor the administration has the right to 
prevent them from competing It was uncerUin what effect the 
athletes' action might have on the boycott decision.

The resolution approved by the Itouse of Delegates read in part 
"Since the president advised the USOC that in light of international 

events the national security of the country is threatened, the USOC 
has decided not to send a team

"If the president advises the USOC on or before May 20 that 
international events have become compataWe with the national 
interest and national security is no longer threatened, the USOC will 
enter its athletes."

Six hours before Saturday's vote, Vice President Walter Mondale 
delivered a final administration appeal that U S. athletes sUy home.

In his half hour address to the delegates, he said. "Athletes and 
sports organizations and national bodies around the world await your 
lead to mobilize their commitment.

"They do so for good reason Today, virtually every industrial 
nation on earth is dangerously dependent on Persian Gulf oil. How

could we convince the Soviets not to threaten the Gulf, if a blow was 
dealt to our deterrent"’ How could our government send a message to 
Moscow, if tomorrow's Pravda brags that our policies have been 
repud iated"*"

After Mondale spoke, the delegates went into a closed-door session, 
then adjourned for lunch before taking the vote on the boycott 
question

There were three resolutions before the body:
The first, proposed March 15. said that a team would go unless 

Carter decided later it was not in the national interest The second, 
introduced Friday after heavy White House pressure, said that a 
team would not be sent unless Carter gave bis okay. The third, 
introduced Saturday by a group of athletes, said that a team should 
be sent

USOC officials had been hoping for a quick vote on the boycott, but 
as the meeting started, disputes began over who could vote and other 
procedural questions

Carter has been seeking a broad boycott of the Games and several 
countries have made it clear that they want to see what the USOC 
does before deciding their own course.

West German Chancellor Helmut Schmidt, whose country is 
considered the key among Eur(q)ean allies, said Saturday that the 
Soviet presence in Afghanistan would prevent his country from 
sending a team

"The conditions for participating are not present." Schmidt said.

TEXAS WEATHER
Texans gave a cool welcome to an unexpected Saturday visitor, 

an Arctic cold front that brought snow, freezing temperatures, 
heavy thunderstorms and flash flood warnings as tokens of its 
brief stay

El Paso reported accumulations of snow as deep as 6 inches in 
some areas and north winds reaching 50 mph down power 
lines in the western edge of the city.

"About 15 percent of the city — the west side — is out of 
electricity because some main wires are down.” said city fire 
dispatcher Glen John

ITie winds uprooted some trees and Saturday morning's low of 
33 degrees at the El Paso International Airport was a record Bui 
John said no emergency ambulance calls resulted from the bitter 
weather and no injuries had been reported.

ITie Panhandle, the South Plains and vast stretches of West 
Texas felt the impact of the winter-like storm, and freeze 
warnings were in effect Saturday night from El Paso to Abilene 

El Paso expected tem peratures to reach down into the 20i.

Meanwhile, the National Weather Service posted heavy 
thunderstorm warnings and flash flood watches for large areas of 
East and South Texas, from Lufkin to Beaumont and from Waco 
to San Antonio

The entire sta te  was blanketed by clouds Saturday afternoon; 
and winds generally were from the north between IS and 35 mph.

For Sunday, forecasters predicted clouds and thunderstorms 
would continue over E ast and Central Texas, with western 
reaches of the state beginning to clear.

Fencing surrounds Giddings 
juvenile detention center

GIDDINGS. Texas (A Pi — In July, the Giddings State Home and 
School will become the state 's only juvenile detention center 
enclosed by a  fence.

The prospect is not unappealing to the residents of this small town 
'  LeeCounty.

"Before the school cam e in here, we didn't think about locking up 
our houses.” said Herbert Koehler, 64, a local rancher, "but now we 
lock ig> everything.”

He said local businessmen put up $200,000 in 1972 to buy land for the 
school in hopes thé facility would bring employment to the town's 
2,700 residents.

At the time, the school handled only juvenile offenders that were 12 
years old and younger. But that changed three years ago when it was 
announced that juveniles who had committed more serious offenses 
would be moved to Giddings

Calvin Crenshaw, superintendent of the school, said currently 96of 
the school's 279 students have been incarcerated for violent crimes, 
including robbery, rape, arson and murder

What bothers Giddings residents is not so much the type of juvenile 
offender now being housed at the school, but the average of 17 
youngsters per month who escape from the unfenced grounds.

"We asked the stale to do something about the problem of them 
(the offenders) getting out." Koehler said. "I know that some cars 
and pickups have been stolen. Of course, most of them (theescapees) 
are caught within a short time '

Last spring. Giddings residenU asked the state not only to erect a 
7,000-foot fence around the school — a fence that will coat an 
estimated $721.000 -  but they also asked for protective screens on 
the school windows

Crenshaw said the windows, installed at a  cort of $71,000, have 
reduced the escape ra te  from 40 per month to the current rate of 17.

He said 26 prisoners remain at large in escapes made since last 
February.

The latest escape effort came two weeks ago when nine youths 
p rM  off one of the screens and fled. Seven were apprehended in 
Elgin, Texas, after they had stolen a car in Giddings. but two remain 
at large.

Rodney Meyer, a Lee County Sheriff's deputy, said auto thefts and 
burglaries have become more frequent since the sduol began 
accepting more violent offenders three years ago. adding that a 
shootout between escapees and deputies occurred after the juveniles 
took guns from a Giddings home.

Construction on the 14-foot high fence, which also has an electronic 
monitoring system . began last August

B«d the fence may not be the final answer, according to giddings 
Mayor Robert Placke. who had his car stolen by juvenile escapees

“I don't think the school has any discipline as far as the kids are 
concerned.” Placke said

“Some of them (the juveniles) are criminals and when you put 
them in a facility like that where you can't discipline them, they're 
going to commit the crimes they have been committing."'

Xerox reduces cancer-causing agent
WASHINGTON (AP) — Laboratory tests show a chemical found in 

some iTHxitls of office copying machines may cause cancer But 
Xerox Corp. says its studies show that even king-term exposure to 
the chemical poses no danger of cancer in hunuins.

The company said that, as a precaution, it has drastically reduced 
the amount of the chemical present in the copying process, however.

That may not be good enough for the Elnvironmental Protection 
Agency. EPA officials said they are investigating whether Xerox 
violated the Toxic Substances Control Act by failing to notify the 
agency of a possible problem.

The chemical involved is “nitropyrene." found in about half the 
"toners" Xerox manufactures. A toner is composed of finely 
powdered carbon that reproduces the image of printed material 
being copied.

Tests done by medical researchers at the University of Texas 
found that nitropyrene used in the toners caused gene changes in 
bacteria Such a finding is generally considered a signal that a
particu lar substance deserves further testing as a possible 
cancer-causing agent
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Ur. Marvin Legator, one of the scientists involved in the tests, said 
the potential human hazard was unknown but that "certamly one 
could worry about it for people working an eight-hour day in ^ 
unventilated copying areas ”

Xerox officials, however, said their tests indicated that the 
bacteria gene dam age would not translate into a similar problem for 
humans. .

Seagram’s oil and igas

NEW YORK (AP) -  Sun Co 
In c . the nation's lOth-largest oil 
c o m p a n y , h a s  s ig n e d  a 
preliminary agreement to buy 
the U.S. oil and gas properties 
of The Seagram Co. Ltd., the 
world's biggest liquor distiller.

The $2.3 billion purchase, one 
of the largest in oil industry 
history, came as Sun stepped up 
a $730 million-a-year drive to 
increase Hs North American 
energy reserves 

Last year. Sun spent $300 
million to buy Elk R iver 
Resources Co . a coal company 
with operations in Kentucky, 
West Virginia and Virginia 

A n n o u n c e m e n t o f  th e  
preliminary agreement with the 
Montreal-based distiller was 
made by the two companies 
Friday, three hours after a 
deadline set by Sun on the offer 
it made Monday

toward a definitive agreement 
on the purchase. In order for-the 
sale to become effective, an 
agreement must be approved 
by boards of directors by April 
25

U nder th e  p re l im in a ry  
agreement. Seagram will retain 
a 49 percent interest in Texas 
Pacific's unexplored acreage 
and also may keep a 25 percent 
stake in the company s.oil- and 
gas-producing properties once 
undisclosed "crite ria" are  met.

Sun m a d e  i t s  b id  on 
Seagram's invitation, but the 
distiller had "invited others to 
take a look" at Texas Pacific. 
Van V landren sa id  " I t 's ' 
obvious to us that nobody else 

m ade a b id ."he said.

"It's a complex deal involving 
a lot of money." said Sun 
spokesman Kurt Van Vlandren. 
ITie deal also involves a lot of 
property: Seagram 's U.S oil 
and gas interests include more 
than  3 m illio n  a c re s  of 
unexplored land

Texas Pacific produces about 
35.000 42-gallon barrels of oil 
and 130 million cubic feet of gas 
daily in the United States and 
has proved U S reserves of 
about 120 million barrels of oil 
and 300 billion cubic feet of gas

The Seagram properties are 
owned by Texas Pacific Oil Co 
Inc of D allas, which the 
Canadian company bought 17 
years ago for $M million in cash 
and payments of $216 million 
based on future oil output

Analysts estim ate Sun will be 
paying around $12 a barrel for 
the Texas Pacific reserves, with 
one 42-gallon barrel of oil 
equalling 6.000 cubic feet of gas 
U.S. oil not under price controls 
sells for more than $30 a barrel, 
although some oil fetches lower

O PINIO N P M f
Pampa street question
filled with inequities

On April 26. Fampa voters will be going to the polls to d ec id e  w h e th e r $4 8 
million in general obligation bonds should be issued  The p a s s a g e  of the bond 
issue would increase property ow ners' tax es  by an  a v e ra g e  of $22 a n n u a lly , city  
officials say

But if t h ^ s t r e e t s  were handled co rrec tly , th e re  w o u ld n 't h av e  to be a bond 
issue, or a subsequent increase in taxes for th e ir  im p ro v e m e n t.

For as long as most people can rem e m b e r , s t r e e ts  h ave  been  ow ned by the 
public, that is. by a governm ental body w hich in th e  n a m e  of e v e ry  m an  

holds the deeds to the strips of land we ca ll s tre e ts . T hese  g o v e rn m e n ta l bodies 
u ^ l l y  establish departm ents ' to m ain ta in  these  s t r e e ts  th ro u g h o u t th e  y e a r 
—and every once in a while, ask us if they  can do m ore .

While the governmental entity c la im s title  to the land  and  m a k e s  d ec is io n s  as 
on streets' need fur improvement or m a in te n a n c e , th e  ta x p a y e rs  w ith in  the 

territory of the governm ental body foot the bill — in F a m p a  s c a se , the 
property owner

There are many inequities to this 'c u s to m  ' w hich A m e ric a n s  have  grow n  so 
used to

Some drivers who use the stree ts m ay not pay  one d im e  to w a rd s  the upkeep  
and improvement of the stree ts — if they  do n 't th ey  ow n re a l  p ro p e r ty  w ithin 
Fampa s city limits Heavy sem i-trac to r-tra ile r rig s  tra v e lin g  th ro u g h  F a m p a . 
which contribute to the breakdown of s t re e ts ,  m ay  not pay  one d im e for 
improvements —but when stree ts a re  im proved , w i l l r e a p th e  ben efits  

Those who pay for the im provem ents m ay  not use the  s t r e e ts  at all They 
could be property owners who live out of tow n, th e  little  old lady in a w heel 
chair, or health addicts who prefer to walk or jog 

The only criteria for paying for the s tree t im p ro v e m e n ts  is w h e th e r one owns 
real " property inside Fam pa city lim its — not who w ill b en e fit from  the 

improvements »

A second inequity in the current system  is who will m a k e  the fin a l decis ion  
To have any "say-so, " all one has to do is re g is te r  to vo te  a t  th e  a p p ro p r ia te  

place and time and cast that vote during an e lec tio n  O ne d o e sn 't  h av e  to o w n  
one speck of real property to do that

Thus, we see this system provides for inequ ities. S om e people  w ill re a p  the 
benefits without making a contribution O thers  m ay  n e v e r  re a p  the b en efits  but 
will be forced to pay for the im provem ents w h eth er th ey  w an t them  or not 
•Many will havea voice in the decision on how to spend  so m eo n e  e ls e 's  m oney 
withimt being required to pay a penny of th e ir  own 

There is a better, more equitable way — p riv a te  o w n e rsh ip  of s t r e e ts  
Those who owned the streets would pay to m a in ta in , r e p a i r  o r im p ro v e  them  

They, in turn, could assess a "toM " or fee to the u se rs  
This simple, equitable solution m ay sound o u tlan d ish  o r u n re a l is t ic  a t f irs t, 

but le t'stakea look at it
Does everyone who is taxed use all the s tre e ts  in town'.’ C e rta in ly  not. T here  

are some streets some individuals will never use. but th ese  s a m e  in d iv id u a ls  
will be forced to pay by the big guns' of g o v e rn m en t — or lose th e ir  p riv a te  
property

One of Fampa s proposals calls for the d e s tru c tio n  of the b o u le v a rd  and  tr e e s  
on Somerville Street The city says. T ake the whole p a c k a g e  as it is — or none 
at all " A vote for certain street im provem ents is a vo te  for the d e s tru c tio n  of 
the trees and boulevard A vote against the d e s tru c tio n  of the tr e e s  is a lso  a 
vote against what some perceive to be needed " im p ro v e m e n ts

Forget this Carter idea

It̂ s tough to be free

"It's  tough to expect Congress to cut 
spenduig in an election year", said a 
prominent Wall Street economist in a 
recent television interview. I don't know 
why it should be tough for Congress tocid 
spending if the case can be made for 
spending cuts But. of course. I'm simple 
minded about these things.

The Wall Street economist certainly has 
the facts on his side Federal spending has. 
since 1964. been a higher percentage of 
gross national product in each Presidential 
election year tl\pn in either the preceding 
or following year. One could be excused for 
thinking that the Federal budget is a vote 
buying instrument

Surely we all know by now that the 
President and the Congress are  going to do 
the right thing and cut the budget - after all.

that's what they've told us Well, maybe. 
Remember, it's tough.

President C arter has called for a |2  
billion cut in this year's budget (never 
mind that it's  $32 billion overspent already 
and that he first said he was going to cut it 
$4 billioni and a  $14 billion cut in next 
year's budget (which will still leave the 

-1981 budget at $614 billion - a su n  SO 
percent higher than his first budget i. 
C o n g ress io n a l a n d  a d m in is tra tio n  
representatives have been meeting to 
hammer out these budget cuts and Senator 
Alan Cranston has already been quoted as 
saying th a t th e  p a rtic ip an ts  in the 
negotiations have agreed to overlook the 
things they all know ought to be cut but 
can't cut for political reasims Gee. it's 
tough

Cy why is it tough? Are we to assume

that smaller and balanced budgets with 
price stability bring the wrath of the people 
down upon all the faithful who serve us in 
the White House and the Congress? Or, are 
we all on balance helped by huge Federal 
budgets and inflation inducing deficits? 
Maybe some are  helped. But surely nuuiy 
are hurt. Are those who are  helped more 
powerful than those who a re  hurt? Is that 
why it's so tough? Yes. that is exactly why 
it's so tough because, a s  Dr A. Gary 
Shilling has recently reported, over half the 
U.S. population Hi hooked — is feeding at 
the Federal trough.

As of 1977. according to Dr. Shilling, the 
percentage of the population dependent on 
government spending for a significant part 
of their income (significant in the sense 
that government income makes a major 
difference to  jh e ir  standard of living I came
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/  want my Momma
by ART BVCHWALD

to M percent Although data since 1977 are 
not available, the percenUge is certainly 
even higher today. Government transfer 
payments (payments for which no current 
work is being performed) have risen from 
b e i n g ^ y  half as large as Federal 
^|)ending on goods and services eight years 
i«o to a level 1$ percent greater than 
piat^hases of goods and services today. Itis 
this dramatic rise in transfer payments 
which has been the m ajor source of the 
increase in dependence on government 
spending since persons employed by 
government have, in fact, become a 
smaller proportion of the government 
dependent population since I960.

There is. however, a  reciprocity; the 
more people there are  who are dependent 
on transfer payments, the more power 
there is granted to government employees: 
the more power government employees 
have, the more program s there will be to 
make people dependent on government 
spending. The Congress and the President 
do have a tough job because they have tp 
bring under control the very monster they 
have created and have. i n d ^ .  become the 
very heart of. The public says it hates and 
fears that monster but. alas, may in fact 
love it.

Politicians have always asked us to vote 
for them because they are not afraid to 
make the tough decisions. O.K.. let's see if 
they can do it. Since President Carter has 
told us we'll all have to sacrifice, let's let 
him lead the way by following the sage 
advice of Dr Milton Friedman and call for 
a  $100 billion spending cut now. See if he 
and our congressmen will stand up like the 
leaders they are  always telling us they are 
and cut us loose from them so that we and 
they can be free again.

That there must be massive budget cuts 
can no longer by a m atteer for serious 
debate What rem ains to be seen is whether 
or not we are still a free people • a people 
with the courage to insist on being cut loose 
from government and a government with 
the courage to insist that we earn our bread 
by the sweat of our brow and forego 
dependence on Washington

One thing is certain: unless there is a 
dramatic change in direction the economy 
will collapse - no one can stop it from 
happening When it happens only those who 
have come to love the unique power which 
governm ent g ran ts  - the power to 
supersede economics by politics - will 
emerge stronger Everyone else must 
emerge weaker and poorer in every way - 
materially and spiritually.

But it doesn't have to happen. What a 
beautiful opportunity is now laid before us- 
the opportunity to cut and be cut loose 
Let's not lose it

Those oldest of allies. France and the 

United States, seem bent on proving over 
and over that if fam iliarity in international 
re la tio n s  does not p recisey  breed 
contempt, it certainly poses no obstacle to 
a divergence of views

Having in this century bickered through 
two world wars and a score of lesser 
conflagrations, they a re  at it again in the 
current complex of prises in which France 
sees the Uited States as pursuing a policy of 
"le zigzag." Not surprisingly, the latter 
views the situation somewhat differently. 
For every zig Washington may take. Paris 
is likely to come up with an equally 
unsettling zag.

It is clearly not an easy relationship. But 
n  may. and in part for that very reason, 
now and then  have its  unexpected 
advantages Such as currently in the 
delicate m atter of India's reaction to the 
Soviet occupation of Afghanistan.

Prime Minister Indira Gandhi in recent 
weeks has shown herself of several minds 
on the subject, at times simultaneotsly. 
But. gratifyingly for our side, she took the 
occasion of Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei 
Gromyko's visit to New Delhi to sidle 
closer to the Western position than she had 
previously.

Not as close, to be sure, as Washington 
would like since she did not press for 
withdrawal of Soviet troops But her 
critical attitude toward the Soviet move 
was unmistakable and most pointedly 
conveyed by re fe ren ce  to the joint 
d e c la ra tio n  is su e d  d u rin g  French 
President Valery Discard d'Estaing's visit 
to New Delhi earlier this year.

The Indian preference for a French 
connection in th e  Afghan affa ir is 
interesting on several points. Flattery may 
have a  little to do with it. Mrs. Gandhi also 
has received  high-level British and 
American visitors since her return to 
power, but none approaching the lofty 
stature of the French president.

More im p o rtan t is a  coincidental 
similarity of views. Neither Paris nor New 
Delhi is inclined to judge Soviet intentions 
as harshly or to view the Afghan situation.

as critically as does Washington, with 
London tagg ing  along. The obliquely 
worded Franco-lndian communique, as a 
matter of fact, does not refer to any 
specific country in holding the use of force 
in international relations “ inadmissible."

And France's well-publicized role as a 
maverick in the Western alliance makes 
association easier for India. The latter's 
comm itment to non-aligiiment Is dot 
compromised

It might be read as a case of French 
distance from the United States serving to 
lessen  Indian  d isenchan tm en t with 
American policy.

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France may prove of notable assistance 
in another area — energy

While the United States takes time out 
following the Three Mile Island scare to 
reassess nuclear-power policy, France is 
accelerating its own nuclear development.

With an annual investment of some $4 
billion, it now has IS reactors in operation 
supplying IS percent of French electricity 
n e ^ .  By 196S, the figures are  scheduled to 
rise to 47 reactors and SO percent. And by 
the end of the century, the French are 
expecting a full W percent of their electric 
power and 33 percent of their overall 
energy requirem ents to come from nuclear 
sources.

It is by far (he most ambitious program 
of any nation and. with the rapidly 
e sc a la tin g  c o s ts  o f oU -genera ted  
electricity, already is paying flnancial 
dividends

ITie French a re  not oblivious to the 
hazards involved. They do have their 
protesters raising questions about plant 
safetf and waste disposal. TTiree Mile 
Island has been very much in the news.

But public  support is high and 
government com m itm ent to nndear 
expanWonisfirm.

1110 French experience is well worth 
watching.

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‘Icebacks’ find jobs south o f the border
B y T a a lM c

NORTON. Vt. (NBA) - 
Although Aroericant every­
where gave thanki for tM 
umelfish Canadian 
regarding events in Iran, the 
gratitude was somewhat less 
here along the border. People 
in this part of the country 
can't forget they still have bit­
ter differences with Canada.

One of the differences is 
illegal aliens.

Just as Mexican nationals 
sneak into the southern 
regions of the United SUtes, 
sedun^ work, a small army of 
Canadians is invading the ice 
belt. The northern influx is 
not nearly so large as the 
southern, nor as well known, 
but it is just as illegal and cre­
ates the same kind of animosi­
ties.

For example, many north­
east lumbermen say tM Cana­
dian “icebacks" are taking 
jobs that should be reserved 
for Americans. As a result, 
the boundary forests are often 
rife with tension. It's not 
uncommon for U.S. loggers to 
take the law into their own 
hands by hunting down and 
beating the illegaU.

In retaliation, the Canadi­
ans sometimes return the 
attacks in kind. Border offi­
cers say some small raiding 
parties have swept down from 
the north, struck, and then 
retreated back across the line. 
"It's not a war, exactly," says 
a Vermont police officer, “¿«it 
both sides mix it up with 
regularity."

So far the mix is about a 
draw. Art Poulin, district 
director for Northeast Immi­
gration Affairs, says the vio­
lence has not rediK ^ the ille­
gal inflow, but neither has the 
traffic increased. No one 
knows how many illegals are 
now in the nation (perhaps 
10,000), but the total is 
thought to be constant.

Many of the illegals are in 
the far northeast. Border 
agents guess there are 2,000 
in Maine, New Hampshire and

Meantime, law enforce­
ment is also burdened 1^ its 
own inherent enigmas. The 
Canadian border is S.007 
miles from coast to coast, and 
sealing it is neither iwlitically 
nor practically possible. Bor­
der patrol people say they do 
their best, “but anybody can 
come across, at any time, for

ny rei

Vermont. New York also has 
a share, as do the factory 
areas of Michigan, and the 
forest lands of Minnesota and 
Washington. In all, perha|w 10 
border states have some of 
the illegals. —

And no wonder. The U.S. 
lure is seductive. It's not so 
much that U.S. jobs pay more 
than Canadian jobs, but there 
are decidedly pioHtable side 
benefits here. For one thing 
the Canadian iceback pays no 
taxes on the wages be earns 
here. In addition, U.S. money 
is worth as much as 12 per­
cent more in Canada.

So there can be a sharp 
advantage to working illegal­
ly in America. If a Canadian 
earns $10,000 in his own land 
be will take home only about 
$7,000 after taxes and deduc­
tions. But if be sneaks into the 
U.S. to earn the $10,000, he 
can take it all home — and 
get $1,200 more from the cur­
rency exchange.

Quite a few of the icebacks 
a re  m aking more than 
$10,000. The majority of them 
do better than their Spanish­
speaking counterparts. Aside 
from well paying forestry

work, the Canadians here are 
clerks, mechanics, salesmen 
and constniction laborers.

And, apparently, these jote 
are readily available. The 
Labor D ^ rtm e n t says some 
U.S. employers prefer to hire 
Canadian icebacks. One rea­
son is they tend to be mòre 
productive. “An illegal alien 
lias no job security,'" a labor 
officer explains, “so he’ll 
work like the devil to hang on 
to i t"

Besides, illegal workers are 
cheaper. They do not team 
with unions, or strikers, nor 
are they in any position to 
haggle over working condi­
tions. Even if employers do 
provide the icebacks with a 
square deal, they still save on 
health and Social Security 
expenditures.

Thus, immigration agents 
in the North are having the 
same police problems as those 
in the South. While they try to 
keep illegals out, some 
employers try to bring them 
in. Most of the employers do 
obey the law and refuse to 
hire the Canadians, Poulin 
claims — but others actively 
go into Canada to recruit.

Board goes to work on low-interest bonds
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas' long-awaited state board with 

power to sell bonds to finance tow-interest home mortgaga ivill start 
work on May 12. a House subcommittee was told Friday.

Barline Jewett, chief of the Texas Department of Community 
Affairs' housing division, said, however, that congressional rules «rill 
limit the bond issue to $150 million, at least temporarily.

She testified before a House subcommittee, chaired by Rep. Bob 
Bush. D-Sherman. studying public housing and condominiums.

Ms. Jewett said she expects that both state and kx^l programs of 
home mortgage bonds will have to operate under Congress’ 
"transitional rules” until this fall.

Congress imposed the rules while it considers a bill placing 
restrictions on such bonds, which are tax-exempt She siud the 
imcertainty caused by the legislation explains Gov Bill Clements’ 
delay in appointing the Texas Housing Agency. tx

"Until October, there was no hope that the state agen^ could issue 
the bonds under the transition rules. When the rules were liberalized, 
the governor began making appointments. Many (prospective 
appointees i wanted to participate in the program rather than serve 
on the board." Ms. Jewett said.

She predicted that some of the state loans — assuming bonds can 
be sold on today's tight market — will go for such “public purposes" 
as rehabilitation of existing homes and for housing in older, 
neighborhoods

CHARU)TTE, N.C. (AP) -  
Black history is emphasized on 
North Carolina college campus­
es during Afro-American His­
tory Month but at the Univer­
sity of North Carolina-Char­
lotte, Afro-American studies is 
a year-round learning ex­
perience.

Dr. Bertha L. Maxwell estab­
lished a black-history program 
on the Charlotte campus in 
1975, designing the curriculum 
so that “it meshes with every 
discipline on this campus.”

If a cow doesn't successfully give birth to a live calf.<the total 
management and feed cost invested in her is lost. Research

indicates that 80 percent of all calf deaths occur at or near birth 
and that calving difficulty accounts for two4hirds of these deaths.

Furthermore, calving problems are moat common in heifers 
giving birth to their first calves — with more than half usually 
having calving problems

* Since the reproductive capability of a cow — that of conception, 
gestation and parturition — is by far the most important economic 
factor in cow-calf production. 4{ood managemeig of the cow herd 
is of vital importance. If calving problems develop, cattlemen 
should be able to recognize these and provide assistance.

The new publication on calving problems should be of value to 
all cattle producers. Copies of this book are available from the 
County Extension Office.

Attractive and colorful seed catalogs and seed packets on store 
shelves are  great temptations to the impulsive garden buyer, but 
vegetable varieties and seed must be selected with great care.

Often the success of failure of a home vegetable garden depends 
on the kind and variety of vegetables selected.

Choose varieties with built-in resistance to diseases ‘This added 
protection can prevent many problems and insurea better crop.

New disease-resistant varieties arc continually beingdeveloped 
by universities and private companies. Ciarent listings are 
available through the 6>unty Extension Office.

When buying seed, purchase only the amount needed for the 
current year This will save money. And you can buy fresh seed 
next year.

Plan your garden carefully. Measure the lenth of the row to be 
planted of each vegetable and purchase seed accordingly. Plant 
sufficient seed to insure a good stand For a larger planting of a 
particular vegetable, buy larger, more economical packages of 
seed Many garden centers, nurseries and feed stores carry seed 
in bulk which i6 often more economical.

Ihe government banned 
DES m a n u fa c tu re  and 
shipment, effective last July 
13. but investigators found 
substantial quantities of the 
(k-ug were distributed and 
used by feedlot operators 
after the two deadlines

DES was used for many 
years to stimulate growth of 
cattle by including it as a 
feed additive or as a pellet 
implanted in an animal,

SPRING FERN CARE:
Overwintered ferns must be gradually reintroduced to outdoor 

conditions. Don't go immediately from a cool, low-light room to 
the bright exterior of a patio since new fronds are sensitive to 
adverse heat and sunlight.

Fern owners are  reminded to watch for pesU. especially scale, 
and to remove yellow fronds.

Before spring growth progresses too far, divide, transplant and 
report plants that need it.

Squim l's foot and rabbit's foot ferns are excellent for 
moaslined wire baskets. Ihe ir rhizomes cover the baskets, 
producing fronds in a spherical effect. In a clay pot, rhizomes stop 
growii« at the pot's edge due to salt accunxilation or lack of 
potting medium.

Perns need a well-drained potting mix plus a conuiner with 
drainage holes, especially in areas where water is high in salt or 
minerals, such as in our area.

Many people have the misconseption that all ferns grow in 
boggy areas or damp woodlands Actually, many ferns grow on 
other plants in their native habitat

Big band sound 
never grows old

The band business, which has seen the 
demise of many famous "big bands,” also 
has witnessed the sustained efforts ct a 
few, including Les Brown and the Band of 
Renown

Over the years, the group has come to 
symbolize music for dancing and listening, 
^ow n has played all the ballrooms in the 
United States and Canada, as well as 
colleges, hotels, theaters and supper clubs. 
Through television, the group has reached 
audiences even larger than those imagined 
in the heyday of radio

Through the recording industry. Les 
Brown and his 17-member band have 
become a permanent part of America's 
musical history

The band offers music in the styles of 
Benny Goodman. Tommy and Jimmy 
[)orsey. A rtie Shaw. Duke Ellington. 
Charlie Barnet. Glenn Miller ^  Bob 
Crosby, who performed in Pampa last 
season on the Community Concert circuit. 
Each of these big band leaders became 
famous for the sensational dance music 
offered over the past decades.

Under the direction of Columbia Artists 
Festival Corp . Les Brown and his band are 
joined by feature artists such as Butch 
Stone. Jo Ann Greer and Stumpy Brown

Through the years. Brown has worked

with many of the biggest names in show 
business — Bob Hope. Bing Crosby. Dean 
Martin. Steve Allen. Doris Day. Nancy 
Wilson and Johnny Mercer, who have 
recorded with him on several labels

The band leader's affiliation with Hope 
began in 1947 and has included the famous 
Christmas shows for American troops 
abroad. Brown, who has won more 
magazine polls through the years than any 
other band leader, was musical director for 
Martin and Allen, and co-authored Doris 
Day's recording of "Sentimental Journey ”

Born in Reinerton. Pa.. Brown was the 
son of a baker-music teacher and band 
m as te r As a s tu d e n t  a t  Ithaca  
C onservatory of M usic, he studied 
harmony, composition, arrangement and 
saxoplxm. As a student at New York 
Military Academy, he organized dance 
orchestras and began playing his own 
compositions.

Then came Duke University, where he 
established the "Duke Blue Angels 
Through the years he organized different 
groups, and found it worked best if he 
lessened  his personal instrum ental 
contribution and led the band as conductor 
He and his Band of Renown have 
performed in Europe and South America, 
as well as throughout the U S. and Canada

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CARIBBEAN CARNIVAL OF TRINIDAD

Trinidad culture comes alive
O rig in a l  fo lk  t r a d i t io n s  spark  the 

performancer of the Caribbean Carnival of 
Trinidad, one of the attractions coming to 
Pampa during the 1980-81 Community Concert 
season.

Steel bands, limbo and fire dancing, and 
calypso — all accented by colorful costuming — 
will recreate in Pam pa the carnival atmosphere 
of the annual celebration in Port of Spain the 
capital of Trinidad. Rarely seen outside the 
Caribbean, the Trinidadian dancers will present 
th ér dynamic art forms in Pampa as part of 
their first United States tour.

Steelband music is an a rt form which has been 
in existence for less than 50 years, developed 
from traditional bamboo percussion bands of the 
early 20th century It lends those simple 
rhythmic origins to a sophisticated and complex 
musical reperto ire  ranging from classical 
favorites to native music and a new popular form 
called "soca." which includes strong American 
soul influences.

Steel drums of various sizes are finely tuned to 
encompass a range from deep bass to high 
treble, achieving tonal and ctynamic ranges

approaching a symphony orchestra.
Trinidadian dancing, with definite African 

influences, has been developed into a high a r t l  
form by the people of Trinidad, which lies in thel 
West Indies The dance most often associated! 
with Trinidad is the limbo, in which participants! 
perform athletic skills under the limbo pole.

Another elaborate form of dance evolved from | 
carnival ce leb ra tions, with dance groupa| 
affiliating themselves with various steel bandsl 
and competing for more elaborate costumes. [  
Trinidadian d an ce rs  a lso  have developed! 
awesome techniques of dancing in and on fire | 
and broken glass

Calypso, the third art form which will b e | 
featured in the Pam pa concert, is a recognizable| 
rhythm encom passing the ancient art ofj 
storytelling. Complete with humor, it is an j 
individual art form where each calypsonian triesj 
to outdo other competitors in respeiri to subject} 
matter and musical delivery

Improvisation is an impressive quality e f | 
calypso, which in the past primarily has b r a  a j  
male art form. Today, women have become} 
successful in extensive competitions.

Six award winners perform repertory
A program spanning varied eras of 

music will be performed by The Laureate 
E>isemble. a group of six award-winning 
instrumentalists.

Timothy Malosh. on the flute, completed 
his bachelor's and m aster s degrees at 
Juilliard and was principal flutist of the 
Juilliard Orchestra

He has performed with many of the top 
orchestras, including the New York 
Philharmonic In addition to recitals, 
recordings and solo appearances, his 
schedule includes tours of the U.S. and 
Italy as soloist with the Erick Hawkins 
Dance Company

»even Hartman, who plays the clarinet, 
earned a bachelor of m usic degree from the 
Juilliard School, where he studied with 
Augustin Duques Since graduating he has 
studied privately with Kalmen Opperman.

For three season he was principal 
clarinetist of the New Jersey Symphony 
Orchestra With his first recording in 
progress, he has also played for the Bolshoi 
Ballet and the Colonial Symphony

Oboe player in the group is Mark Hill, a 
native of Idaho, who earned a master's 
degree at the State University of New York 
where he studied with Ronald Roseman

A founding m em ber of the Janus 
Elnsemble. he has toured with the New 
York City Opera and has recorded for 
Columbia Records

Russell Rizner. horn player, studied with 
Myron Bloom at the Cleveland Institute 
arid was a recipient of the Rockefeller 
Foundation Scholarship at the Peabody 
Conservatory in Baltimore He is principal 
horn of the Northeastern Pennsylvania

America mirrored in folksong
Rarely do performers who play 

more tiMn four or five instruments 
oome across the concert stage, but a 
coming attraction of the Community 
Concert season features a couple 
who can handle more than 30 
instruments.

“ A C elebration of American 
Heritage in Folksong" by Keith and 
Rusty McNeil, will include music on 
th e  fiv e -strin g  ban jo , gu itar. 
Highland bagpipes. African drums, 
mouth bow, Appalachian dulcimer, 
darinet, harmonica and an exotic 
collectkin of rhythm instruments 
fttm  around the world.

Ih e  singers-performers-historians 
will prcaent a selection of folk songs, 
ballads and traditional folk music in 
their Pampa concert. Their areas of

expertise  include m usic from 
Colonial America, the American 
Revaiution. the War between the 
States, the late 19th century, the turn 
of the century , the "R oaring 
Twenties.” the Great Depression 
and the contemporary period.

In addition to scores of folksongs 
inherited from generations of their 
own family tradition, the McNeils 
have carefully researched the folk 
music of many immigrant groups — 
groups, w hose so n g s  reflect 
A m erica 's  m a jo r  soc ia l and 
religious movements during the past 
]00 years.

Keith and Rusty McNeil have 
entertained full tim e for 10 years. 
Between concert appearances, they

teach graduate courses on American 
h is to ry  th ro u g h  fo lk so n g  at 
universities across the U.S. The | 
couple has performed more than 
2.000 concerts and recorded their 
talents on a lbum s and public | 
television stations.

A graduate of Stanford University. 
Keith McNeil worked 15 years as an 
ad m in is tra to r for th e  Pacific  | 
T e le p h o n e  C o m p a n y ,  u n t i l  
increasing dem ands for public 
performances allowed he and his] 
wife to devote all their tim e to fdk 
music and lifestyle research.

The couple has five ch ild rea  who * 
often join them on (heir musical i 
tours ac ro u  the U.S., Canada and 
Mexico. While not on tour, they live 
in Riverside, Calif.

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Chores included in organizing concerts
Many of the same people who onginaily 

struggled to bring professional concerts to 
Pampa more than three and a half decades 
ago are still in the middle of the action 
today, worktaig to bring a bit of cultural 
light to the somewhat dusty Top of Texas

No doubt, some of tha t infamous West 
Texas dust was swept up by these same 
volunteers, swept off the "concert" stage 
in the old I^m p a  junior high auditorium — 
the only facility large enough to hold a 
large crowd. Coordinating the effort to 
bring concerts to Pam pa was not all 
ghunou’, indeed!

“1 went down there and cleaned and 
covered the dressing tables with sheets and 
put a sheet down for a performer to dress 
on and brought them home at 9 o’clock to 
feed them — I loved every bit of it!" recalls 
Mrs. Icie H arrah Jones, an original board 
member who still serves in that capacity 
for the P am pa C om m unity Concert 
Association.

Ihose first dream ers inspired by the 
thought of bringing talented entertainers to 
Pam pa d id n 't spend  all the ir time 
dreaming — they did most anything that 
had to be done, from sweeping floors, 
setting up scenery, placing crowded rows 
of chairs for the occasional orchestra that 
performed. Add to that th ä r  efforts to 
drum up m em bers for the fledgling 
association and organize inmimerable 
details, a n d ' the group was surely a 
versatile one.

The f i r s t  r e p r e s e n ta t iv e  of the 
(Community Concert Association, with 
headquarters in New York, paid a visit to 
Pampa in 1944. Marion Evans, who later 
became first vice president of the national 
organization, called on several people in

Pampa to investigate the interest in such a 
project.

A few arts-minded citizens responded, 
including Winston Savage. PHS band 
drectoTi and Mrs. Jones, who says. “We 
were so excited a t the possibility of having 
concerts in Pam pa by top artists that we 
gave her a number of names to call fnd  did 
aomecallingourselves." ^

Savage was elected president at that first 
organizational meeting. Other officers 
induded Mrs. Roy Keman, first vice 
president. Mrs. Carl Wright, secretary, 
and Floyd Imel, treasurer. Mrs. Jones 
served as presentation chairman: she and 
Jack Skelly are  the only two original 
members who still serve on thefioard.

Other members on that first board 
included the Rev. Douglas Nelson. Knox 
Kinard, F a th e r W illiam  Stack. C.P. 
Buckler, Mrs. Mel Davis, Joe Key, Farris 
Oden. Mrs. George Frihauf and Tex 
DeWeese.

The f i r s t  c o n c e r t , p resented  by 
bass-baritone Alexander Kipnis. cost the 
group $1,000. according to Mrs. Jones. 
Although Kipnis w as a world-famous 
singer with a  phenominal range, she says 
th d  some Pampans didn't care for his 
performance. The board, she recalls, could 
have had Jam es Melton, who was just 
beginning his professional career. for$m .

“We learned a lesson," says Mrs. Jones. 
“ We should never pass up a young 
up-and-coming artist."

■Hie first performers were treated to 
more than just a casual greeting by 
association members. Since there were no 
public dining establishments which stayed 
open late, most performers were treated to 
post-concert hrspitality in the hoihes of 
board members, such as Mrs. Jones 
relates.

Still spotlighting guest artisU in the 
downtown sdiooi auditorium, the board 
considered it a  real achievement to even 
seat the la rg e  o rch es tra  with t t o  
instrum ents on the simiewhat limited 
stage. But the house was packed that 
evening and the performance is one that 
Pampans still talk about.

The '80s brought to Pam pa enterUkiers 
like Leonard Bernstein, the American Jazz 
Ekiaennble. Mantovani. Judith Raskin and 
Dorothy Kirsten. More recent performers 
include the NewGhristyMinstrels. the cast 
of •‘1778", Fred Waring. Tommy Dorsey's 
band, and Ferrante and Teicher. Board 
m enders recall that many had not reached 
“star' ’ status at the tim e of their concerts.

During the 1973-74 season, the conowts 
finally moved to M.K. Brown AudUoriikn. 
giving guest artists more than adequate 
facilities. That season, the Community 
Ctoncerts Association also achieved its 
status as a non-profit organization.

Since artisU rarely stay in Pampa even 
24 hours, the days of in-depth interviews 
and e ie p n t receptions are passing. But 
Pampa audiences rarely complain, since 
they have a  chance to hear some of the 
more ta len ted  performers on today's 
concert tours.

GETTING ENOUGH IRON -  KNOW TWOTYPES:
Is getting enough iron a problem? It can be. especilly 

for young children, teenage girls, and women of 
childbearing age Therefore, ensure that your daily 
diet includes enough dietary sources of iron.

Food iron sources include two major forms known as 
the "heme iron " from hemoglobin and myt^lobin in 
meat, poultry and fish and "nonheme iron" ingrains, 
vegetables and fruits as well as in smaller amounts in 
foods of animal origin The availability of dietary iron

is affected by the nature of iron and the combination of 
foods eaten in a meal as well as the amount supplied. 
The absorption ra te  of nonheme iron, which is the 
greater source of iron in the diet, is low.

Including a food source of animal origin (heme iron) 
and ascorbic acid (vitamin C) in a meal increases the 
rate of absorption of the nonheme iron as much as four 
times. Therefore, rem em ber that meats are reliable 
sources of iron and everyone needs at least two 
two-to-three-ounce servings of meat daily. Whole grain 
and enriched breads and cereals, dry beans and dry 
peas are also reliable sources of iron.

Consumers need four or Riore servings of bread and 
cereals daily. The body canwnake the best use of these 
foods from vegetable or grain sources if they are eaten 
along with a good source of vitamin C (oranges or 
orange juice) or along with meat.

DEAR [Ml. LAMB -  I'm a 
17-year-oM female and for 
yenrs, ever since my meno­
pause, I've been getting these 
terriUe sweats. My whole 
upper torso from my bead 
down to my waist is drenched 
with sweat'Sometimes these 
occur every hour. It’s very 
uncomfortable and my clothes 
get sosklng wet. I have 
friends with the same prob­
lem, too jA d  our doctors can’t 
help ut. Will you?

DEAR R E A D E R -I wish I 
could help but it’s difficult to 
trest this problem. Anyone 
who continues to have such a 
disorder certainly should have 
a medical examinatk». Hot 
flashes with sweats associated 
with the menoMuse phase of 
life really shouldn’t last more 
than a couple of years at the 
meet.

I’m afraid the general 
undersunding of this problem 
it limited. There is some new 
information, however, that 
suggests that these a ttach , 
are aatoéiated with some 
abnormal function of the ther- 
HMStat in your brain that 
regulates your body tempera­
ture. Whenever your body 
needs to be cooled, there is a 
whole heat-kwa mechanism 
that is turned on that causes 
increased circulation to the 
skin and sweating. ’This area 
is located very cloee to the 
pituitary gland in the floor of 
t te  brain that’s associated 
with your hormone system. 
Apparently that's why the 
wMie mechanism gets out of 
whack at the menopause time.

Some doctors are now test­
ing the use of progesterone, 
the other common female hor-

mone besides es tro m , to 
if it can help control these.

There’s also some evidence 
that these are associated with 
the release of adrenaline. 
That can be associated with 
stress or perhaps other 
factors. For this reason, some 
doctors are now treating such 
disorders with InderaL Nor­
mally this medicine is used 
for high blood pressure an<f 
irregular heartbeats and a 
variety of other diiorders.

You might ask yoiw doctor 
about this. If he’s willing, he 
might want to try you on 
IiMMral and see if that will 
relieve your problem for you. 
Inderal is not a medicine that 
everyone can take, but it jiist 
could be the answer to some
w om en’s p rob lem s w ith 
recurrent episodes of hot 
flashes and sweating.

Gardeners can begin planting now
BURUNGTON, Vt. •> Do you know three 

vegetable crops that can be in the ground a full 
month before tM a s t  froat dMe? How about the 
10 crops that canM  planted two weeks before the 
lastfroat?

And do you know exactly when to start seeds 
indoon for your climate?

The three cold-hardy crops are garlic, onion 
sets and English peas. In fact, some northern 
gardeners plant garlic in December, let it winter 
underground, and begin the harvest in late June.

The 10 crops that can go into the ground two 
weeks before last frost include such favorites as 
b^Dceoli, cabbage, carrots and leaf lettuce.

Certain seedlings should be started eigM I 
weeks before average last frost date, 
include early tomatoes like Pixie and 
Alaska, celery, and Spanish and 
oniona.

— Pacific University College of 
Optometry researchers took 
glasses away from nearsighted 
patients and. they report, these 
people could see better without 
their glasses, for short periods 
of time.

S t r e s s  m a n a g e m e n t  
techniques were used in the 
effort to improve the patients' 
vision

This fact is significant for 
many of the estim ated 20 to 50 
million nearsighted people in 
the world today, says Dr Rocky 
Kaplan, the Pacific professor in 
charge of the research .

“ It points up that there is a 
strong relationship between the

body and mind tension,” he 
says. "Stress makes people see 
lessclearly”

Kaplan’s research has used 
stress management techniques 
of taped suggestions of general 
relaxation , hypnosis, yoga 
techniques, visual feedback and 
v i s ion  t r a i n i n g  to  help 
n e a r s i g h t e d  p e o p l e  see  
significantly better with weaker 
eyeglasses.

Pacific University College of 
Optometry fourth-year students 
working with Kaplan are Hal 
Hagge. St. Paul. Minn; Alan 
Homestead. Seattle, and Jim 
Ruch. Britton. S.D.

Kaplan and the students are 
continuing their research with

some 30 patients. They are 
i n v e s t i g a t i n g  w h e t h e r  
nearsighted patients can be 
taught to see more clearly for 
longer and longer periods while 
wearing weaker and weaker 
lens  p r e s c r i p t i o n s .  The 
relationship between nutrition 
and vision is also under study 

Kaplan  say s  th a t some 
optometrists and psychologists 
are using these techniques. But 
he adds that little research has 
been done, until now, on 
patients’ managing stress so 
that they can learn to see better 
and eventually not be totally 
reliant on glasses.

'Hie benefits of th(»e fine skilis—now 
expanded to intricate bronxe sculpture 
— earned him the honor of being named 
"IWO Artist of the Year” by the Pampa 
Fine Arts Association First notified of 
the honor a year ago. Sanders has been 
preparing for an exhibit of his works 
since that time.

He must be doing something right, 
since the hobby has grown intoa sizable 
business which includes several gallery 
shows.

T’ve never had an art lesson," says 
Sanders, who has put up to ISO hours of 
work into some of his carvings. “As far 
as sculpture and all that, I've done it all 
my life. Kenneth Wyatt told me about 
four years ago that I needed to get into 
the wax or clay methods that I could 
work with real fast.”

The encouragement from Wyatt, a 
'celebrated sculptor, was all Sanders 
needed to begin learning that phase of 
sculpture.

He uses the “ lost wax” process to 
achieve his final successes in bronze.

As he explains M. a rubber mold is 
made from a figure carved from wax. 
From th a t mold, the figure is 
reproduced in a harder wax: he sends 
that mold to a Lubbock foundry.

There, the wax figure is invested in 
silicone san d , w hich form s a 
ceramic-like substance The wax is 
then burned out. or “ lost.” And molten 
bronze is poured into the silicone sand 
mold.

All his bronze figures are limited 
editions, he says, usually limited to 20 
pieces. He explains that each separate 
mold isdntroyed after the last figure is 
made, and he guarantees his buyers a 
piece of the broken mold if they want it.

Sanders was transferred to Pampa in 
1962 by Southwestern Bell Telepticne 
Go. An employee of the company for 34 
years, he says he's seriously thinking of 
retiring to devote full time to sculpting.

Sanders, nicknamed "Sandy” years 
ago by his co-workers, is married and 
t o  three children.

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First woman president 
to head Oscar gals

Academy Award tim e, again. The S2nd annual ceremony will be 

televised April 14 — with some differences this time. There’s a 
woman Academy president, for one. And aa earlier startii^ time for 
another. Bob Thomas previews the affair.

HOLLYWOOD (API — On Monday night, for the first time in 
Oscar's 52 years, a woman president will preside over the awards of 
the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences.

Fay Kanin is not the first woman president of the Academy. Bette 
Daviswas elected in 1941. but she resigned before the awards, 
frustrated in her efforts to modernize the stodgy organization.

Mrs Kanin is more conciliatory, and while she's aware of some of 
the Academy's structural faults. she.^oceeds cautiously, and 
through customary channels. ^

“We have a very responsive board," she says. “ It has changed in 
the years since I've been on it. Hie board was quiet before: the 
members listened and discussed the issues in a restrained manner 
Now the meetings are very lively, with lots of good, feisty discussion.

“The awards structure is always under scrutiny. Few people 
realize this, but after every awards, the Rules Committee reviews 
the rules all over again: I know, because I have served on the 
committee It strives each year to make the awards better."

Fay Kanin herself has never won an Oscar, though she was 
nominated in J957 for writing “Teacher's Pet" with husband Michael 
Kanin. (He won in 1942 for "Woman of the Year".) She did win an 
Emmy last year for "Friendly F ire ." starring Carol Burnett 

The Kanins (he is the brother of screenwriter Garsoni have a son 
Josh, an assistant film editor

Mrs. Kanin, a New Yorker who attended Elmira College and the 
University of Southern California, operates her own production 
company from a modern office tucked away in a ground-floor comer 
of the gleaming new Century City. With partner Lillian Gallo, she 
recently filmed her own script. “Fun and Games." for ABC 
Television.

Mrs. Kanin agrees the awards telecast is too long, sometimes 
ending past I a m. for Eastern viewers ITiat will change Monday 
night, when the ABC telecast will begin an hour earlier — at 6 p m 
PST

"I think more could be done." she remarks “I hope people can be 
convinced to make short speeches and that one person could be the 
spokesman when multiple awards are given, such as special effects. 
Yet I can understand the human'desire to enjoy a few moments of 
glory before 80-90 million people — ISO million including foreign 
audiences.

"There can't be too much restraint. The unpredictable is what 
makes the show exciting, and I would not want to impose censorship 
on someone saying something that is unpopular"

Top contenders in Monday night's ceremony are “Kramer vs 
Kramer" and Bob Fosse's autobiographical "All That Jazz.” each 
receiving nine Oscar nominations, including Best Picture. The other 
nominees for Best Picture are  "Apocalypse Now.” "Breaking 
Away" and "Norma R ae.”

Elach year brings accusations that studios spend too much 
campaigning for Oscars One company reportedly laid out $600.000 in 
trade paper ads this year. Mrs Kanin comments:

"We talk about it every year We don't like the excessive 
campaigning because it is undignified But we can't say. 'You can't 
advertise ' That would be restraint of trade, as well as infringement 
of freedom of speech. We would be sued immediately.
