NY mayor terms strike ‘unthinkable’

NEW YORK (AP) — The nation's largest bus and
subway system came to a dead stop in a strike today
for the first time in 14 years. forcing millions of New

‘The unthinkable has happened and now we have to
figure out how to live with the unthinkable. and we
will.” said Mayor Edward Koch

More than 6.400 subway cars and 4.550 buses ground
to a halt when 35.000 union transit workers went on
strike shortly after 2a m

A few hours later, a second blow was dealt
commuters when the Long Island Rail Road serving
suburban areas announced a strike over pay

While thousands formed car pools and galked or
rode bikes to work. police reported traffic in the
metropolitan area was moderate or even lighter than
usual during the morning rush hour. It was a Jewish
holiday and schools were closed

But the southern tip of Manhattan swarmed with
activity as fishing and tour boats, seaplanes and
helicopters discharged businessmen and women at the
Wall Street heliport and a nearby pier

“It looks like Dunkirk." said Thomas B. Ashwell. a
Wall Street advertising director

By 9 a.m. boats such as the Bronx Queen from City
Island were lined up in the harbor, awaiting their turn
at the pier to unload. Hundreds of passengers crowded
around the dock while helicopters and planes buzzed
above

Conrail trains serving suburban regions to the north
were packed. many with three times the usual number
of passengers

The strike was called in violation of a court order and
the state's Taylor Law. which bans public employee
strikes. Gov. Hugh Carey said the law would be
enforced but he had no immediate plans to bring in the
National Guard

Nobel winner
declines
imvitations

NEW DELHI, India
(AP) — Mother Teresa, the
1979 Nobel Peace Prize
winner, said today she will
not attend any more
functions honoring her
because they've taken up too
miuch time needed to attend
to the poor, the United News
of India reported.

“The public gaze that has
fallen on me after I received
the Nobel Prize is hindering
normal work of service to the
poor and I have decided not
to participate in any more
receptions,’’ the frail
69-year-old Roman Catholic
nun said at the Jyotinagar
Leprosy Home, run by her
Missionaries of Charity
order, in Lucknow, north
India.

Mother Teresa surprised
her Norwegian hosts last
October when she declined to
have a Nobel banquet dinner
held in her honor, suggesting
that the estimated cost be
donated to the poor. They
obliged her.

Since returning to India,
she has been kept busy
receiving awards from
government leaders and
speaking on behalf of the
country’s poor.

Last month, the Indian
government decided to
exempt Mother Teresa from
paying income tax on the
$192,000 Nobel Prize.

‘‘When we have Pakistan

Budget cuts vote counts

WASHINGT@QN (NEA) - the fiscal year
1981 federal budget will have to be slashed
drastically to meet the inflation crisis, says
the White House. Although the
administration vows to slash without
regard for political consequences, stories
already are leaking out that tell a different
tale. Here is one small example

Approximately 7 million federal workers
are not covered by Social Security. And for
good reason. They have their own pension
plan and retirement system, funded by tax
dollars, with benefits substantially higher
than under Social Security

True. they pay more of their salaries-into
the system than they would be required to
contribute under Social Security. But they
get back much more. It is estimated that

the federal government could save several
hundred million dollars each year if these
workers were part of SociakSecurity

This has been a bone of contention in
Washington for years. Advocates of
eliminating the federal-employed pension
system include those interested in cutting
federal expenses as well as those desirous
of infusing the ailing Social Security
system with substantial federal-worker
contributions

However, federal employees and their
unions bitterly oppose any such move. In
fact. federal-employee unions reportedly
have raised a $3 million-plus war chest to
fight -any such attempt — and any
presidential candidate who dares to
advocate it

How to maintain good

relations with advertisers

This is a private communication so I'd be
obliged if you would skip it, unless of course
you are the publisher of a Freedom
newspaper. | started to put this in a letter
to our publishers but I thought maybe our
advertising men and even our advertisers
might be interested: and. besides, this way
Idon’t have to send out 30 letters

The topic of my sermon was going to be
our advertising rate cards, many of which
are incomprehensible to me and very likely
to the advertiser also. But what I object to
most especially is the tone and terminology
we sometimes use. “You'd damn well
better not do this,” we tell the advertiser,
and “Pay attention, now, because this is
the way we're going to play the game,
see?”’ That would chap me if 1 were
spending a bundle with a newspaper, or
even if | were contemplating it

I know we have some rules, but I think
maybe we could do a better job of
explaining them. (I'm not entirely sure we
do have to preserve all the cautions,
alarms and criteria we establish, but for
the moment, let's assume we've got to
insist on them or perish.)

Why does an advertiser have to pay for a
velox, get his inserts delivered a week or
more in advance — and on wooden skids,
pay for reverses and screens” | think we
ought to explain it to him: and if. in the
process. we find out it doesn't make much
sense to us either, we ought to deuce it out

Now. that is strictly my opinion, mind
you. I am sure that if there are persuasive
reasons for these charges and regulations,
a sensible advertiser, being a businessman
himself, will understand. But there's a

difference between, ‘Here's why we ask
you to follow these rules’' and ‘Listen
Bud, this is the way we are going to run this
turkey shoot, understand?"’

I am told advertisers think it is
“difficult” to advertise in newspapers. and
of course that is a base libel. But we do
have some technical requirements which
are beyond our capacity to change, and
what we have to do is explain them
reasonably and amiably and hope for an
understanding

We once had a grocer who habitually got
his ad in late — very late Heeouldn't seem
to understand why. as long as there were
lights in our building, we couldn't
accommodate him five hours after
deadline. He got pretty sore about it until
our ad manager said ‘' Joe, listen. Suppose
ran out of milk oné evening and the kids
needed it; and I came by and saw your
stock clerks working on the shelves. I'd like
them to help me out — and maybe they
would and maybe they wouldn't. But what
if I made a habit of dropping by your store
a couple of hours after closing every week
and asked you to open up and take my
order? Wouldn't you tell me to buzzoff?"

Our advertiser, to be honest about it, said
he didn't see any similarity at all. But he
got his copy in on time after that

Nobody likes to be told how he's going to
spend his money with you. My idea is that
we should avoid anything that sounds
high-handed or arbitrary. That is what |
was going to suggest to our publishers,
most of whom probably wouldn't pay much
attention because they'd knmow | was
talking about some other guy.

Not so, says those who have read the
report. The report apparently recommends
that all federal workers not now of
retirement age, meaning about six out of
every seven, be immediately put into
Social Security, and that all funds now in
the federal system, minus what is
nécessary to cover those currently retired
or retiring soon, be transferred to Social
Security

This would mean a substantial yearly
savings to taxpayers and a substantial
infusion of funds into the sagging Social
Security system, the report is said to point
out.

Such a concept, although unconfirmed,
generated a firestorm of protest from
federal workers. They made their intense
displeasure known to the White House and
the president’s response was quick in
coming

In a letter to Kenneth Blaylock. head of
the American Federation of Government
Employees, Carter said he will need
considerable time to study the panel's
report. He then went on to telegraph the
eventual result of his study. *'I would insist
that the civil service retirement system
continue to operate as a separate
independently funded system. The civil
service retirement system will not be
merged into Social Security

Blaylock. needless to say. has expressed
satisfaction with the White House response
tothe panel's report

And it would appear the president has
vetoed one way to cut his budget by several
hundred million dollars annually

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Wiretapper mental
observation denied

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — A federal judge
here has denied a motion by prosecutors who
sought to have wiretapping defendant Jack H
JAnthony institutionalized for 90 days of mental
observation

U.S. District Judge Lee West said he found *'no
reasonable grounds for committing the
defendant to psychiatric obseervation."

Anthony is charged with five counts of
wiretapping .in connection with recording
devices discovered attached to the phone lines of
three area doctors. During a lengthy
commitment hearing that lasted until 10 p.m
Monday. the judge heard testimony from a
former student who underwent therapy at the
Oklahoma City Psychiatric Clinic, a former staff
member of The Barkouras Foundation and
Anthony's brother

Jerri Andrews, a former student af the clinic
which is allied with The Barkouras Foundation,

Attorney Larry Patton asked if
Anthony might be unable to exercise an
independent will, Shewmaker said, “'I think he
definitely might be.”

“nvironmental effects of oil spill unknown =g

SOUTH PADRE ISLAND. Texas (AP) — Scientists

relieved that Mexican oil won't be making an
ore on Texas beaches, but they don't know what its
itial splash last summer did to the environment
§ It will take at least $7 million to complete studies on
thousands of test tube samples of coastal animals and
water ‘

The money is nowhere in sight. And without it no one
will know exactly what the oil from Ixtoc 1. the well in
the Bay of Campeche, did to marine life in the Gulf of
Mexico and Texas' freshwater bays. **The difficulty is
the time we're losing already, the longer we wait to
begin the study.” said John Robinson, a National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration scientist who

i headed the interagency team that monitored the spill

Robinson returned to his Boulder, Colo.. office from
Corpus Christi 10 days ago after the Coast Guard
decided oil no longer threatened the Texas coast

A few days later. Mexican officials announced the
long-awaited capping of the powerful well that had
spewed more than 110 million gallons of raw crude oil
into the gulf since June 3

“The environmental impact from Ixtoc 1 continues,"
RobinSon said in a telephone interview from his office

**We just don't know the impact.'" he added

The $7 million request for a comprehensive study
was made before President Carter announced cuts in
the federal budget. But Robinson said he does not
expect an answer until July from the Office of
Management and Budget

Researchers had looked upon the Ixtoc 1 spill as the
perfect chance to study such a disaster since they had
ample time to collect samples both before and after the
oil arrived

Thousands of specimens will remain in refrigerated
storage in several locations indefinitely, awaiting
funds that would allow analysis

"I don't think they'll ever do the study," said Dr. Pat
Parker, administrator of the University of Texas
Marine Science Institue in Port Aransas, where many
samples are kept. "I don't see any support coming
from the government.”

Some oil passed by floating fences last fall and
seeped into the Laguna Madre, an inland bay
harboring many marine animals. The bay, protected
by barrier islands, was top priority for oil containment
efforts because of its sensitive environment

“We dropped some plastic cards on large patches of
oil off Mexico last year with instructions to return the
card tous if found." he said. :*A shrimper found one on
the bottom of Aransas Bay in November."

Similar isolated reports will continue, he predicted.

“It wouldn't surprise me if we see a deterioration of
the bird population and all kinds of strange things, " the
scientist said

Fewer migratory birds than normal are remaihing
along the Texas coast, probably because their food
supply is down, he said

Whatever the spill's impact on marine life, it could
have been much worse, Parker said .

Tropical storms and unseasonable cold fronts last
fall helped reverse offshore currents earlier than
normal and drive oil away from the coast. Although the
beaches were hit by an estimated 10,000 tons of muck,
scientists seem to agree the are is the easiest place to
clean and suffered less than marshlands would have

“We were extremely lucky because at the time the
currents reversed, the oil was beginning to penetrate
Aransas Pass. The boom system was not containing
it," said Parker

A second oil spill this year could have devastated the
area, he said

Limited testing showed oil kills redfish larvae and
probably is toxic to eggs of other species.

Parker said he has asked Mexican officials for a list
of studies they have made on the spill. L

The Mexican Department of Fisheries laboratory in
Ciudad del Carmen tested effects of chemical

dispersants and oil-water mixtures on shrimp and fish
larvae. The agency said in October that two
dispersants used on oil slicks around the well were
toxic to shrimp and fish larvae

The agency asked Pemex, the Mexican oil
monopoly, to quit using the chemicals. Pemex stopped
spraying the substances a month later

Although the chemicals were not used in American
waters, no one knows how they break down in the ocean
and whether they drifted northward.

Texas shrimpers have enough problems this year
without. worrying ‘about oil possibly hurting their
catches. Heavy rains, expensive diesel fuel and lost
access to Mexican shrimping grounds have forced 80
percent of the Texas fleet — about 1,600 ships — to tie
up at the dock indefinitely.

Shrimp hatch in the gulf, then drift with the currents
into the freshwater bays where they pass through
juvenile life stages. They migrate back to the gulf-as
adults and live on the ocean bottom

Ted Marchan, a Port Isabel seafood wholesaler and
shrimp boat operator, says it could take up to two years
before the industry knows if oil hurt the shrimp. Oil
sinking to the bottem could hurt adult shrimp and
surface petroleum would kill the young.

Carl Gayman, a Brownsville shrimper, says the
industry will know by June if shrimp are dying from
the oil,

“If this summer, there's no shrimp out there, it’ll
probably have to be the oil,"" he said.

In addition to oil on the ocean floor, scientist want to
stdudy tar deposits lying offshore in the low tide area.
The oil in these 37 “mats’" continues breaking down
intotar balls that wash onto shore.

The underwater oil was washed off the beach during
tropical storms and -collected in troughs along the
coast.

The Coast Guard has not decided whether to remove
the tar beds, citing the cost and environmental
problems of dredging beyond the water line.

Celebration planned in

world’s first electric city

WABASH, Ind. (AP) — Onehundred yearsago
today. folks from miles arotind came to Wabash
to see the light

This northeastern Indiana community of 13,000
is celebrating the anniversary of its debut as the
| world's first city to be wholly lighted by
electricity

To climax a year-long celebration of the event,
city fathers tonight are re-enacting the first
lighting of huge arc lamps on the dome of the
Wabash County Courthouse in the city's
downtown

A century ago, all the gas street lights were
turned off. a switch was flipped and four arc
lamps on the courthouse dome lit up the entire
cit

Oyn that first momentous night, officials from
all over Indiana, Ohio and lllinois came to
Wabash, as did reporters from 13 newspapers

As reported by newspapers of the time, the
courthouse bell pealed the signal and light burst
forth from-the courthouse to be greeted first by
surprised silence, then a wild roar of applause

The Chicago Tribune noted that 10,000 persons
witnessed the test and added, “Wabash enjoys
the distinction of being the first city in the whole
world to be lighted by electricity.”

The wife of the mayor here in 1880 said a
newspaper could be read on her porch five blocks

from the courthouse; a reporter declared he saw
his walch clearly while he was on the platform of
atrain three miles outside Wabash

Wabash paid the Telegraph Supply Co. of
Cleveland $100 to erect the lights and conduct the
test, with a proviso that the city could buy the
equipment for $1,800, which it later did.

The equipment included a Brush Dynamo
Machine that generated the current from its
location in the courthouse basement. Ordinary
telegraph wires connected it to the
3,000-candlepower lamps on the dome. For the
test it was driven by an old steam threshing
machine engine on the courthouse lawn.

Charles Brush, who invented the lights used in
Wabash, was a chemist and iron merchant who
experimented with electical inventions in his
spare time. By 1876, he had invented an

! improved arc light making it possible to turn on
street lights by remote control and a way to
power a number of lamps from one dynamo.

He demonstrated his achievement in 1879 at
Cleveland, but it was Wabash that snapped it up
in 1880.

Thomas Alva Edison invented his
incandescent light in 1879, but it was Brush’s arc
lamp that got the nod for the first municipal
lighting job

Our insistence on jobs
for all wastes energy, worsens inflation, lowers productivity,
creates burecucracy, encourages costly programs .. . He could go

Theobald is an independent mind, a maverick perhaps, an
intellectual, a long-range thinker — even a dreamer, some would
say, but a practical man. He can upset and depress, exhilarate

and irritate. He can also jar thinking from its ruts, and that keeps
him indemand as a lecturer.

Now, in the midst of the Presidential election campaign, he is
concerned about candidates offering “‘extremely dusty answers™
to economic challenges, especially the challenge of jobs. The
country is in a crisis and all it is offered by candidates are
self-serving palliatives, he says.

“Full employmient was proposed as a means to an end (in the

Weaver floors Tate, Holmes retains title

LAS VEGAS. Nev. (AP) - The
heavyweight championship picture
developed on this April Fool's Day as:
Larry Holmes, Mike Weaver and
Muhammad Ali, with a touch of Scott
LeDoux., ¢

When the action ended at Caesars Palace
here and at the Univerity of Tennessee in
Knoxville, Holmes still was the World
Boxing Council champion, Mike Weaver
was the new World Boxing Association
champion and Ali was making large noises

about coming out of retirement to try to

become a four-time champion.

Holmes looked every bit the 12-1 Iavome
he was by battering 6-foot-5, 254%-pound
Leroy Jones into submission in the eighth
round here. Weaver spent most of the fight
at Knoxville looking like a loser headed for
oblivion when he knocked out previously
unbeaten John Tate at 2:15 of the 15th
round with a thunderous left hook. It was
theonly chance Weaver had for victory.

It was the kind of punch a fighter dreams
of landing.

“I felt the weight of that punch all the
way down to his toes,” said Weaver. “I
knew he wasn’t going to get up.”

Weaver, who had Tate in trouble in the
12th round but still was too far behind after
14 to win a decision, crashed the hook
against the jaw of Tate.

As a partisan crowd in Tate's home town
was stunned into disbelief, Big John
stiffened and pitched forward as Weaver
threw a meanlingless, chopping right. Tate
landed face down and never moved as he
was counted out.

Weaver was 400 high on his
suddenly-found glory to talk about his
future, one that includes possible fights
with Ali and-or Holmes.

Tate wasn't talking. He wasremovedtoa
hospital for observation.

But Holmes was talkigg after his sixth
knockout in seven title defenses. The great
Joe Louis holds the réctord of seven
consecutive knockouts in heavyweight title
defenses.

“I don't need Ali,” said the 30-year-old,
unbeaten WBC champion. “‘Ali needs me.
Ali ducked me for years.

“If 1 fight him, 1 don’t want to be
criticized for beating up an old man. It's
not my fault if he wants to come back."

If the 39-year-old Ali does come back, he
could well find a fight against Holmes more
economically and artistically satisfying —
if he should win — than a bout with Weaver.

Don King. 'who has promoted all of
Holmes' title fights, said he has the money
needed to stage a Holmes-Ali fight. But
King also said LeDoux is No. 1 in line as
Holmes' next opponent. An Ali agreement
to fight Holqps could change that quickly.

Meanwhile in Knoxville, Bill Curl —"a
spokesman for Hyatt Management Corp.,
the operator of the New Orleans
Superdome — said, ‘‘We're still alive. In
brief discussions we had with (promoter)
Bob Arum, he was prepared to go to
Weaver if he won and negotiate — the same
as he would have gone to Tate.

“It's entirely possible we're looking at an
Ali-Weaver fight."

The two heavyweight fights were part of
a four-championship-bout series televised
live by ABC.

At Landover, Md., Sugar Ray Leonard,
147, ran his record to 270 by knocking out
Englishman Dave “Boy'" Green, also 147,
at 2:27 of the fourth round. A right-left hurt
Green, then a right and a smashing left
hook put Green down for the count

The WBC has said Leonard now must
sign by May to defend against No. 1-ranked
Roberto Duran. But Leonard and his people
are talking about a fight with WBA
champion Pipino Cuevas.

Phoenix Suns shining with confidence

The Phoenix Suns, who barely missed the
championship finals in last year's playoffs,
are approaching this National Basketball
Association postseason brimming with
confidence

“If we play like we can, like we have to,

everything will be fine," predicts Len
‘Truck’ Robinson, the Suns' power
forward. I said a long time ago we'd win
55 this year. and having to do it by taking
seven of our last 10 makes for good
momentum.

The Suns reached Robinson's goal of 55
victories on the final day of the regular
season, beating San Diego 122-104 Sunday
They open their -best-of-three playoff
mini-series Wednesday night against
Kansas City

“We're playing well, and if ever a team
was ready for the playoffs, it's this team,"
said Robinson. *‘Besides, I've been around
for six years, and it's about time I had a
title ™

A year ago the Suns led Seattle three
games to two in the Western Conference
semifinals, with the sixth game on their
home court. But Walter Davis and Gar
Heard both missed open jumpers for
Phoenix in the closing seconds, the Sonics
escaped with a 106-105 victory and went on
to win the seventh game of the series in
Seattle and beat Washington in five games
inthe title series

Davis, the Suns’ smooth small forward
agrees with Robinson’'s analysis that the
club is ready for the playoffs

“We've played good ball the last few
games,” said Davis. ““The momentum is
there. When we run and fast break like we
did against San Diego and like we know we
can do, there is really no one quicker than
us.

The other three first-round series, all of
which also open Wednesday night, match
regional rivals: Portland at Seattle in the
West and San Antonio at Houston and
Washington at Philadelphia in the East

The Sonics won five of six games against

the Blazers this season, including a 135-104
decision Sunday night in which all 10
Seattle players scored in double figures

San Antonio and Houston, two ‘Texas
team who have developed a heated rivalry
in recent years, split their six games this
season, including victories by each on their
home court in the final week of the season,
when both clubs were scratching for
playoff spots. Both teams finished with
41-41 records, but Houston got the
home-court edge in‘the odd game of the
playoff series because of a better record
against conference foes

Owners accused of provoking strike

DALLAS (AP) - The specter of what
could be a long, costly strike greeted the
exécutive board of the Major League
Players Association as they gathered here
today

Marvin Miller. executive director of the
uniofi’ believes management has sought a
strike from the beginning of negotiations
and cited a multimillion dollar fund
assembled from last season's gate receipts
and an insurance policy that would pay
struck owners $1 million a day as evidence

“The owners taxed themselves 2 percell
of last year 's gate for a strike fund,” Miller
said. “That's about $3.5 million plus

interest. We also know they have an
insurance policy that pays the 26 clubs $1
million a day after the first two weeksof a
strike. There's an override on top of that by
Lloyds of London for $40 million."

For those reasons, Miller said,
management has engaged in strictly
surface negotiations. ‘‘Their intent has
been to provoke a strike,” Miller said
“They see this as a time to take the players
on, todismantle the players association.”

The players have voted overwhelmingly
to authorize the strike action with a final
count of 967-1. The lone dissenting ballot
was cast by Jerry Terrell, player

representative of the Kansas City Royals,
who cited religious reasons for his position.

The only question that remains seems to
be the timing of strike action.

“The principle subject of conversation
(today) will be a date,"” Miller said. “I've
counseled the players on the pros and cons
of different dates. I didn't make any
recommendation because they didn't ask.”

And if they do? Miller smiled.

“I'll sleep on that,”" he said at first but
later he amended his position, saying, “The
players have to ask themselves when it
would have the maximum impact
economically.

It was a sensational triumph for Weaver,
who went into the fight with a 20-9 record.

He
earned another title shot with two victories,
one of them a 12-round decision over
LeDoux, and this time he grabbed the brass
ring

Holmes, 6-3, 211, dominated Jones. He
peppered hlm with Jabs in the early rounds.

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
Come on back, Muhammad Ali,
all is forgiven. We need you.

Twenty-four hours ago we
thought it was ludicrous that the
38-year-old, on-again-off-again
former heavyweight champion
should essay another
comeback.

What could he gain? After all,
he had done everything asked of
him plus throwing in a few
miracles here and there. And
there were all these strong
young studs waiting in the
wings just straining to take
potshots at the deathless
legend.

How could an overweight and
undermotivated old war horse
like “The Greatest'’ wade
through another forest of such
fresh, sturdy timbers?

How? Easy.

Look at what happened on the
four-hour, three-city television
extravaganza that ABC-TV
aired in prime time Monday
night.

Big John Tate, the 6-foot-4,
232-pound black Goliath who
was being programmed for ring
immortality. finished face down
on the canvas, out cold — with
45 seconds to go in the 15th and
last round round — the victim of
a Scripture-mumbling
ex-Marine named Mike
“Hercules Weaver, loser of
nine of his 29 fights against
mostly humpty- dumpty
opponents.

Adding to this indignity was
the fact that the defeat came in
Big John’s adopted home city of
Knoxville with 11,000 spectators
screaming ‘'Big John Tate! Big
John Tate'" and rid him of his
World Boxing Association
championship in his first
defense.

Less than two hours later, on
the other side of the
continengas, there was Larry
Holmes — who holds the World
Boxing Council version of the
splintered heavyweight crown

— huffing and puffing against a
254-pound, bulbous has-been
named LeRoy Jones.

Holmes finally won on a TKO
in the eighth, but it was largely
due to the fact LeRoy ran out of
steam and couldn't hold his
arms up any longer.

Holmes is a classy boxer with
the ballet artistry of a young
Muhammad Ali and quick, sure
hands. But he would have
trouble busting a balloon with a
punch. Fortunately, he can
throw enough leather to
discourage all but the pluckiest
of challengers in the course of 15
rounds. He is not an imposing,
exciting champion.

Tate was to be the new
wonder. Twenty-five years old,
in pro ranks only three years
and already the WBA
champion, he had nothing but a
golden-brick road ahead of him
—sothey said.

He was Promoter Bob Arum's
darling, and he was being
cloned to conquer the world. He
was to be part Joe Louis and
part Ali

“The best fighter in the
world,”” bragged Arum. ‘‘Wait
'til you see him in action. He
will amaze you."

For ii rounds, Big John lived
up expectations, forcing the
fight and getting the best in
most of the toe-to-toe
exchanges. It was a brawl that
thrilled the pro-Tate crowd

But in the 12th, the rugged
former Marine from Los
Angeles — who had been
pummelled from pillar to post
— suddenly came alive with a
vengeance. He nailed Big John

with a long right and sent the

champion spinning against the

ropes.

The tide turned dramatically
For the rest of the fight, Weaver
became the aggressor and Big
John was the back-pedalling
prey. Tate might have held on
and won but, with 45 seconds
remaining, Weaver shot a long
right to the body and sent a left
hook crashing against Big
John's jaw. Big John hit the
canvas like a stricken ox. Face
down, he didn't move a muscle
for five minutes

“He shouldn’t have tried to
slug it out with me."” said
Weaver afterward. *'It was the
crowd that egged him on. I'd
never want to fight in my home
town.”

Tate has raw strength and
stamina. He has acquired new
speed and skill. But he was
brought along too fast. He has a
fong climb back. As for Holmes,
he seems to be wearying in the
long hassle between feuding
organizations and promoters
denying him a shot at the
undisputed-championship at his
own price

EDITOR'S NOTE — The cost
of going to college is going up
again and the latest increases —
like the rate of inflation in
general — are in double digits in
many areas. Here, in the first of
two articles, is a look at what's
happening to campus budgets.

The same inflation that is
squeezing family budgets is
boosting the cost of going to
-collége, with prices at some
schools ned#ring the
$10,000-a-year mark for the
coming academic season.

The Chronicle of Higher
Education recently reported
that double-digit increases in
prices for tuition, room. and
board will be common this fall.
The average boost will be about
13 percent — about equal to the
increase in the Consumer Price
Index in 1979.

“*We've been hit with inflation
like everybody else,” said Steve
Kezerian of Yale University.
“That, and higher energy costs
and faculty salary increases.”

A student at Yale during the
1980-81 academic year will face
bills . totaling a minimum of
$9.110 — up 12 percent from this
year's $8,140. The biggest chunk
of the money — $6,120 — will go
for tuition.

Prices generally are lower at
public universities than they
are at private ones, but the state
schools are not immune from
rising costs.

Officials at Florida "State
University in Tallahassee
estimate that a student will
spend an average of $3,990 next
year on tuition, room and board,
transportation, books and
supplies and miscellaneous
expenses. That's an increase of
about 6 percent from this year.
Dormitory rents alone are
rising an average of $50 because
of utility costs, the school said

Ed Marsh, the financial aid
director at the university, said
the amount of money available
to help students pay the bills has
increased sharply. In 1978-79, he
said, FSU provided $13.5 million
in aid: this year, the school
gave out $20 million, an
increase of almost 50 percent
Marsh said he expected up to
$23 million in aid would be
available for the 1980-81 year

“Forty-five percent to 55
percent of the students get
financial aid now,"" said Marsh
“If you take a look at the cost of

school. for the average
family, it's got to present some
kind of problem. Financial aid
is not just for poor folks
anymore."’

But
overwhelming U.S. nuclear
superiority. made the Russians
back off

That superiority has
vanished. The most U.S
officials now claim is ‘‘essential
equivalence'’ in the
American-Russian nuclear
arms balance.

Meanwhile, the momentum of
Soviet military growth has
some American strategists
worried that the Kremlin may.
be tempted to take chances.

U.S. military professionals
and civilian officials are
concerned that Soviet leaders
might become emboldened to
take action in such regions of

vital U.S. interest as the
oil-producing Persian Gulf

Many US. strategists have
forecast that 1982-1983 would be
a period of maximum danger
because the Russians are likely
to be at their strongest then.
After that, new U.S. strategic
weapons will be coming on line
in increasing numbers, and the
danger would be expected to
recede. )

Now, they think an era of
rising danger may already have
-arrived — that the Russians are
showing increased
self-confidence and willingness
totake risks.

That is why the Soviet
invasion of Afghanistan late last
year jolted President Carter,
Defense Secretary Harold
Brown and other administration

Zbigniew Brzezinski, Carter's
national security adviser,
Brown and Gen. David Jones,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, all indicated uneasiness
about the direction that Soviet
Policy might take under new
leadership.

Carter's new defense
programs, projecting a steady 4
percent “real growth in U.S
arms spending in each of the
next five years, began taking
shape before the Soviet thrust
into Afghanistan.

The buildup plan was
propelled in part by the loss of
Iran as a key U.S. ally after the
overthrow of the shah, and by
spreading instability elsewhere
inthe Persian Gulf region.

If
you didn’t, well ...

I just liked it and 1 guess

I'd do it again if I was to have
to make the choice over.”

Franklin made his career
choice in the winter of 1943
The United States was at war
and he wanted to do his part
So, he packed up his wife,
Beatrice, and headed to Neva-
da to work with the explosives
and ammunition used against
the Axis. y

“We were real busy,” he
recalls. “We worked as much
as 30 days straight with no
days off during the peak of the
war. Those were 12-hour days
and when you got home at
night you were really tired.”

Franklin say$ he played a
small part in the Manhattan
Project that built the first
atomic bomb

“You see, they made the
different components of the
bomb at €ight or nine places
around the country,” Franklin
explains. “One day they came
to me and told me to make a

“They had Marines guard-
ing me. There were four a
half a mile ahead of me, two a
quarter mile ahead and two
more a quarter mile back of
me. I don't think they knew
what they were™ guarding
either.”

“When they told me I'd car-
ried part of the atomic
bomb,” he adds solemnly, “it
kind of gave me a sickness in
my stomach to think I'd
played a part in helping to kill
S0 many people.”

Fran{Iin speaks slowly and
calmly. It's as if he had been
conditioned to avoid haste and

excitement. That's natural if
you want to survive a quarter
century working with high
explosives.
ranklin remembers clear-

ly the two occasions he came
closest to meeting an untime-
ly end

“It was in October around
1964, he says. “I'd set up a
production line for breaking
down 16-inch shells from
battleships. I was the supervi-
sor of the work crew and the
next day we were to start
production.

“I got up and got ready to
o to work and found I had a
at tire on my car. I knew I
would be late for work, so I
called the foreman, told him
and then went out to change
the tire.

“While 1 was working on
that flat, I felt the ground

shaking and looked toward the
job site. It was about three
miles away and [ could see
the building I was supposed to
be working in had exploded

“¥f it hadn’t been for that
flat, 1 probably would have
been killed,” he concludes
matter-of-factly

The other time Franklin
felt the fingers of death reach
ing out for him was when he
was part of a group of men
recycling photoflash bombs

We were unloading them
and putting them on cushioned
carts,” he remembers. “We
were told to be very careful
with them, not to let them fall
more than 16 inches. They
exploded real easy and if you
dropped one and it didn't kill
you, it would blind you

“Our crew did all right, but
I heard another team in a dif-
ferent depot dropped one and
some people had been hurt. I
really struck me how easy I
could have been hurt .or
killed.”

Franklin says he had
received a very high security
clearance by his retirement in
October 1976. Since he was
never debriefed, he refuses to
talk about certain things that
went on at Hawthorne while
he was there things like
wartime sabotage attempts.

One would think a man who
had worked with high explo-
sives for 26 years a man
whose job was so risky he
could get nothing but govern-
ment insurance would be
old beyond his years.

Not so Waverly Franklin
He looks closer to 50 ‘than to
72.

Rather than aging him, his
career in munitions seems
merely to have given him a
head full of memories, an
appreciation of how nice it is
now to just relax and a steady
pair of hands.

“The main pressure point on
us is that we're labor
intensive,”” said Conklin. “It's
all faculty salaries. Of course
food and energy costs were a
factor too. We're very
successful in conserving
energy. but we're paying more
for it than we used to."

" Conklin added: **Our student
aid allocation§ are not really
keeping pace with the
percentage increase in tuition
and fees and room and board

We are trying to parcel out our
existing funds to more people.

“Our market here has always
primarily been a Catholic,
middle-class market. We're
concerned that we not price
ourselves out of that market
But quality education is
expensive

Slippery Rock State College in
Pennsylvania now charges $950
a year for tuition and $1,210 for
room and board. “We were told
by the (Pennsylvania)
secretary of education there
would be a $150- increase in
tuition (next year). but there is
a move by some legislators to
keep it where it is.”’ said Pam
Shingler, a spokeswoman for
the state school. Ms. Shingler
said the money the school gets

from the state “is just not
enough to cover the increase in
expenses'' for things like
salaries, maintenance and the
coal-fueled heating system. '

C. Lee Winder, proxaqst at
Michigan State University, said
the school is waiting to find out
how ‘much money it will get
from the Legislature before it
determines 1980-81 fees.

““We play very well together. And | play for him and he tells me
what he thinks. He is probably my severest critic, but I know he
basically likes my playing. It's a very healthy kind of criticism

“Music is very important to both of us. We both just happen to play
the same instrument; it's no more than that. Qur life isn’t built
around our professions. Everybody has to get away from his
profession every once in a while. You can't live it 24 hours a day. I
think we have a good home life.”

Miss Fried, 33, recently performed with the Cleveland Orchestra at
Carnegie Hall and got reviews which called her a virtuoso and a born
violinist. She says she doesn't feel competitive toward other concert
violini$ts

“I suppose anybody who has a career must be ambitious to a
degree. I'm not after people stopping me in the street and saying they
know I'm Marian Fried. If I felt I would be playing with fine
orchestras for as long as T would want to be playing, that for me
would be achieving what my ambitionis.”

Miss Fried had a solo recital in Carnegie Hall this season but she
says the violin recital is a rarity. Her first Americanteacher, Joseph
Gingold. at Indiana University, told her that when he was growing up
there were 10 violin recitals a week in New York. Now there aren't 10
amonth. The public’s taste for soloists has moved to piano and voice

Miss Fried won the prestigious Queen Elisabeth of Belgium
Competition in May 1971, at age 24, the galy woman violinist to have
won it. She says. I remember when | was 13 or 14 we read in a
newspaper in Israel that a Russian had won the Brussels
competition. My father. who usually stayed out of the whole subject
of whether I would be a professional violinist or not, said it seemed to
be a real great achievement for any violinist. Somehow that caught

my .ttention

“I remember when I saw the brochure announcing the Brussels
competition, in 1970, I decided to enter. I had been away from school
for a year. I really did work my head off for it. It is quite grueling,
three weeks long. I think it was the longest three weeks of my life

“You go to win. If anybody tells me they go to a contest just for the
experience, | just stare at them. You go towin. I did.”

Miss Fried was already signed for bookings with Shaw Concerts

DEAR DR LAMB My

husband is 46 years old and he
has what he calls “gone on a
diet.” He doesn't eat any
breakfast or lunch only
coffee. And he tries to stay on
a 1000-calorie diet for supper
He works hard on a construc-
tion gang and before he eats
supper, he jogs two or three
miles

I told him he’s hurting his
health but he won't listen to
me. Maybe if you told him he
would pay more attention. He
started at 240 and-dropped 20
pounds in only a few weeks
He wants to weigh 200. What
do you think of this?

DEAR READER Too
much “too soon. It would be
much better if your husband
learned to eat properly. That
might also involve some
changes in how you prepare
his meals

Most authorities believe
that a person shouldn't lose
more than two peunds a week
on a weight losing diet. I think
it's better if a person consist-
ently loses about a pound a
week and readjusts his life
style on a permanent basis
rather than on a crash project

I'm sending you The Health
Letter number 4-7, Weight
Losing Diet. Other readers
who want this issue can send
75 cents with a long, stamped,
self-addressed envelope for it
Send your request to me, in
care of this newspaper, P.O
Box 1551, Radio City Station,
New York, NY 10019. You and
your husband can use this diet
as a model to build a balanced
diet for him

Once his weight is at the
level he wants it, he can
merely add enough foods to
this ‘diet to satisfy him and
keep his weight at a stable
level. Thus he’ll be learning to
eat right while he’s on the diet
even though he may not lose
weight quite so fast

Fm glad he's physically
active because exercise helos

to prevent muscle loss when :
person is on a diet. And I don't
think you should discourage
him too much but try to help
him direct himself toward a
program that will last on a
long term basis

It is true that excessive
severe dieting over a long
period of time can cause prob-
lems including loss of muscle
mass, loss of important min-
erals and chemicals from the
body that can be hazardous to
a person’s health

DEAR DR. LAMB I've
always heard that a pregnant
woman should not smoke
while she’s carrying a child. 1
do not smoke but I work in an
office where most of the men
smoke. Will this hurt my
baby?

DEAR READER That’s
a very good question and I
don’t believe there's sufficient
information available to
answer it. I'm inclined to say
that it depends on how much
smoke is in the room and how
adequate the ventilation is
The truth is that nonsmokers
do pick up Some of the
adverse effects of cigarette
smoking if they have to stay
in a room with smokers.

You're correct in saying
that a pregnant woman should
not smoke while carrying -a
child but the problem goes
beyond that point. Recent
studies have. shown that a
number of the hazards to the
baby caused bw maternal
smoking can’t be eliminated
simply by stopping during the
pregnancy itself. The only
way to prevent increasing the
risk to the baby is for the
mother not to begin the smok-
ing habit in the first place.

Mantovani music
charms millions

TUNBRIDGE WELLS, England (AP) — Montavani, theorchestra
leader whose silky. string-filled renditions brought easy-listening
light classics to an audience of millions, has died. He was 74.

He died in his sleep Saturday night after being taken ill at his son’s
home in this resort town southeast of Landon. The cause of death was
ot disclosed but a family spokesman said he had been in *‘delicate
health" for some time

Born Annunzio Paolo Mantovani in Venice, Italy on Nov. 15, 1905,
ne was known to his listeners simply as Mantovanti.

He was the first person to sell a million stereophonic records in the
United States. Through the 50s and 60s his long-playing albums
:amed about a dozen gold records, as did his hit single,
‘Charmaine,” which became synonymous with Mantovani's name.

Altogether his records — featuring songs like “‘Dancing with Tears
n My Eyes,” “‘Mexicali Rose,”" and *‘Song from the Moulin Rouge"’
- sold more than 100 million copies.

Mantovani came to England as a boy of 4, when his classical
iiolinist father became leader of an orchestra accompanying an
talian opera company at London's Royal Opera House at Covent

arden

He himself took up the violin at 14 and two years later gave his first
rerformance, playing a Max Bruch concerto

Mantovani first took up the baton before an orchestra at the
Jdidland Hotel in Birmingham, and then at the Hotel Metropole in

andon. His music from the Metropole was carried regularly by the
dritish Broadcasting Corp. beginning in 1927.
| Although he signed his first recording contract in 1940, it wasn't
ntil 1951 that his lushly-stringed orchestrations began to take hold in
smerica, Europe and around the world.

Mantovani became a naturalized British citizen in 1933 and
harried one year later. His wife Winifred died in 1977. He is survived

Supreme Court Justice Harry A. Blackmun appears
headed for a new designation: realist

Approaching-his 10-year anniversary as a member of
the nation's highest court., Blackmun has established
himself as an independent force within the marble
halls on Capitol Hill

T'he reputation took time to build. Early in his tenure,
Blackmun was derided by legal scholars as ‘‘The
Minnesota Twin"" and by the court's own law clerks as
“Hip Pocket Harry' for his dependence on Chief
Justice Warren Burger, a fellow Minnesotan

But while the 70-year-old juege today still may share
many of Burger's conservative views, he can be found
with increasing frequency siding with — or leading —
the court’s so-called swing votes

More significantly. Blackmun seems to have adopted
anew role. He is the justice most intent on forcing the
court to come to grips with the realities of the problems
it is asked to resolve. and with the practical impact of
those resolutions

New York University law professor Burt Neuborne
has compared Blackmun favorably to the late Justice
John Harlan in his ability to generate ‘‘institutional
respect unrelated to result.”

Lacking the raw intellectual power of a Harlan,
Blackmun most closely approaches him in an intense,
almost tangible concern that justice be done.”

L. Neuborne wrote recently in the National Law Journal.
“Perhaps even more strongly than Harlan,
wss Blackmun appears committed to viewing litigants
pg, before the court as real persons rather than legal
~= abstractions."
When the court ruled last Jan. 21 that escapees from
; federal prisons cannot use intolerable jail conditions as

a defense after recapture unless surrendering as soon
M asthey are out of danger. Blackmun dissented.
¢ ““The court, in its carefully structured opinion, does

reach a result that might be a proper one were we
living in that ideal world, and were our American jails
and penitentiaries truly places for humane and
rehabilitative treatment of their inmates. ' he said.

“Then the statutory crime of escape could not be
excused by duress or necessity by beatings, and by
