Authorities said there was no indication who was responsible for 

the explosion, which happened shortly before 4 a m EDT at the home 
of Vladimir Sindjelic. first secretary of the Yugoslavian embassy 
Charles Troublefield. District of Columbia deputy police chief, said 
Sindjelic had suspected prowlers around the house two nights before 
the blast

Troublefield said the bomb, described as a plastic explosive, was 
placed in a flower box under a front window Windows at the front of 
the hou.se were blown out and part of the roof was ripped off 

Sindjelic said he. his wife. Leposava, and their nephew, Slobodan 
Pesic, were upstairs at the time of the explosion and remained there 
until police arrived

■'We were afraid they were terrorists. Westayed inside." he said 
FBI agents and District of Columbia police immediately sealed off 

the area
Police said the blast shattered windows across the street and was 

heard blocks away

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Qark offers to take hostage’s place
< By The Associated Press

Former U.S Attorney General Ramsey Clark today told delegates 
to the "Crimes of America" conference in Tehran that he would be 
willing to exchange places with any of the 53 American hostages if it 
would help resolve the 213-day standoff

He also called for the trial of the deposed shah, saying the former 
American-supported regime had "brutalized millions" and asked:

How many greater crimes does history reflect than the crimes of 
the Shah of Iran against the people of Iran?"

But Clark told the delegates that the hostages are the wrong 
people" to punish for past American actions, which he said were 
"terribly painful" for him. and added:

"I am so sure it is imperative that the hostages be released now, so 
important to the fulfillment of the Iranian Revolution which it is 
damaging in a hundred ways, so important to the individual rights of 
the hostages and so important to peace on earth, that I offer today to 
take the place of any hostage if that will help resolve this tragic 
crisis.

' Taking hostages uninvolved in the specific offenses for which you 
are concerned can't be justified in a country which wants to live in 
peace The seizure of the hostages here is understandable in human 
terms God knows it is understandable But it is not right '

Clark, who was attorney general in 1967-69. told reporters that the 
decision by him and nine other Americans to attend the conference 
was "essential to dialogue between the Iranian people and the 
American people " and predicted it "will help the American 
hostages"

Iranian Foreign Minister Sadegh Ghotbzadeh said he would meet

with Clark, characterizing him as a staunch supporter of the Iranian 
revolution and an opponent of "the crimes of the shah and the U.S. 
government In Iran .”

In other developments:
—A Tehran newspaper, Kayhan, reported without explanation the 

resignation of Iran’s air force commander, Maj Gen. AmirBahman 
Bagheri. Bagheri was strongly criticized for o rb in g  the destruebon 
of helicopters used in the aborted American hostage rescue mission 
April 25.

—Tehran Radio said Iranian forces killed 122 Iraqi troops and 
wounded many others in border clashes during the past two days 
The report could not be confirmed 

—A Turkish newspaper said Iranian government troops had killed 
"at least 200 jjersons" in two days of bombing raids against Kurdish 
rebels in northwestern Iran.

—Tehran Radio said five more heroin dealers were executed 
Clark was dispatched by President Carter shortly after the 

hostages were seized Nov 4 to try to negotiate with the Iranian 
regime But both he and Senate staffer William Miller were refused 
entry into the country. Last month. Carter barred nearly all 
Americans from traveling to Iran 

Now. Clark and the nine other Americans attending the conference 
may face prosecution from the agency Clark once headed If a 
Justice Department investigation leads to charges and they are 
found guilty, the 10 could be sentenced to 10 years in prison and fined 
$50.000 each

Ghotbzadeh insisted that the four-day conference that opened 
Monday was not putting America on trial. ""It is a free exchange of

views and those taking part could raise any topic without prejudice.’' 
Ghotbzadeh told a news conference at the Tehran Hilton, the site of 
the conference

But Ghotbzadeh said Syrian U N Ambassador Adib Daoudy would 
not be allowed to see the U.S. hostages. Daoudy and the U.N. 
commission probing Iran 's charges against the shah and America 
also were not allowed to see the hostages during their last visit to 
Iran, which ended March 13.

Six weeks later. President Carter launched a hostage rescue 
mission that aborted in the desert 200 miles southeast of Tehran.

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LaGrange representative undergoing chemotherapy
AUOTN, Texas (AP) — Doctors have discovered a  malignant 

tumor in Rep. John Wilson of La Grange a four-term House 
member who is now seeking a Texas Senate seat, according to a 
Wilson aide

Wilson, 40, is undergoing chemotherapy for lung cancer, Pat 
Settle, his campaign treasurer, said Monday.

The La Grange Democrat was an apparent 600-vote victor in the

May 3 primary election, but James CairoU of Temple asked far a 
recount.

In a telephone interview from Wilson's campaign headquarters 
in La Grange, Settle said Wilson's physician referred him to 
Hermann Hospital in Houston for tests after he began wheezing 
during the campign.

“They did find a tumor in his lung and it was malignanu" Ms. 
Settle.

Wilson is sedting the Senate seat now held by Bill Patnian, 
DGanado, who ran for Congress instead. Wilson and Carroll 
campaigned over a 13-county district extending from the Gulf 
OnasttoTempte.

Ms. Settle said the diagnosis of lung cancer came Saturday aitd

WUson began receiving chemotherapy the same day. No surgery 
is planned, she said.

D octors believe th e  tum or can be controlled with 
chemotherapy, according to Ms. Settle.

“He's doing fine and will continue the race. ... He is hi the 
greatest of spirits, "M s. Settle said of Wilson, who was discharged 
from the hospital Sunday.

Tucson back to normal after tritium scare
• TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) — The 
Baptist church still holds 
Sunday services. Traffic still 

.hums along South Plum er 
Avenue Children still walk 
through the midtown Tucson 
neighborhood on their way to 
parochial school.

But underlying the calm are 
rem inders of the turm oil 
created last year when a local 
plant was accused of leaking 
radioactive tritium, enough so it 
showed up in a cake baked in a 
nearby school kitchen.

Today the red brick and 
adobe b u i ld in g s  of the

• American Atomics Corp. plant 
on South Plumer Avenue stand 
virtually empty, a "For Lease" 
sign in front of one.

Last spring, the Arizona 
Atomic Energy Commission 
accused American Atomics of 
allowing excessive emissions of 
tritium . Com pany officials 
denied the accusations.

But on June 1, 1979, tests 
performed in the school kitchen 
showed that cake, which had 
been served to  40,000 school 
children in the Tucson Unified 
School D istric t, contained 
excessive amounts of tritium .

T h e  p u b l i c ,  a l r e a d y  
concerned  by the ea rlie r 
allegations, became alarmed. 
American Atomics said low 
levels of tritium  were not 
harmful to people, but two 
weeks la te r, a fte r  furious 
efforts to rid  th» area of

radiation, the plant was ordered 
dosed.

Questions and unresolved 
issues remain a year later 
Possibly the most significant is 
just how harmful a substance is 
tritium, a low-level radioactive 
hydrogen isotope. Even experts 
cannot agree what it will do

Also undecided is what to do 
with the American Atomics' 
valuable tritium. Most of the 
tritium that was removed from 
the plant under Gov. Bruce 
Babbitt's orders four months 
after the closure rem ains at the 
Navajo Army Ordnance Depot 
outside Flagstaff. Plans to sell 
it or otherwise move it out of 
Arizona have been stalled.

"We're still waiting for a

letter from the Department of 
Energy because proposals from 
the private sector have not 
worked out," said governor's 
aide Dale Pontius.

A l s o  p e n d i n g  i s  
d e c o n ta m in a t io n  of the  
American Atomics plant. The 
company went broke and the 
fadlity is under control of the 
U.S. Bankruptcy Court and the 
state.

It is being decontaminated 
now — slowly. Darrel Warren, 
the supervising state health 
physic ist, sa id  A m erican 
Atomics is strapped for funds 
and is using only two or three 
cleaners.

The sta te  Atomic Energy 
Commission is inspecting the

cleanup, testing each piece of 
equipment to make sure all 
t r a c e s  of ra d ia tio n  a re  
rem o v ed . W hen a ll th e  
equipment is cleaned, the 
buildings themselves will be 
scrubbed inside and out.

“ All it takes is someone 
getting down with a scrub brush 
and a mop and using elbow 
grease to clean it up," said 
Warren.

The bankruptcy action, filed 
by American Atomics after its 
main asset — tritium — was 
rem oved by the s ta te , is 
nowhere near resolution. Last 
week, the court gave the 
company permission to auction 
m ore th a n  300 p ieces of 
equipment and furniture that

had been decontaminated.
School lunches have been 

prepared in individual school 
kitchens since the district's 
central kitchen was closed.

American Atomics is out of 
business in  T u cso n . But 
company president Peter Biehl 
is an officer in a new company 
that has applied for licensing to 
operate a similar but smaller 
plant near Odessa. Texas.

Except that 200 American 
Atomics employees no long« 
show up for work each day, the 
S o u th  P l u m e r  A v e n u e  
neighborhood appears to be 
about back to normal.

Stork racing with jail term
LEESBURG, Fla (AP) -  Shirley Dianne 

Willis, sentenced to 20 days in jail for driving 
without a license, hopes her jail stint will end 
before her pregnancy comes to term 

Ms. Willis is eight months pregnant. Lake 
County Judge Roy W. Caldwell ignored that in 
sentencing the I^year-old, who had been on 
probation for a series of similar charges 

"The sentence was warranted." Caldwell said 
Monday. "I wouldn't have put her in there if I 
didn't think it was safe."

The 20 days will be up June 17. The baby is due 
June 27. said Harvey Johnson, father of the 
unborn child.

Caldwell said he thinks the young woman will

have just enough time to serve her sentence 
before giving birth. If she doesn't "either welfare 
'will pay for it or we'll pay for it." he said. - 

“Driving without a license is hardly something 
you'd send an expectant mother to jail for," said 
Johnson. 46 The couple has lived together in 
Kenansville. 80 miles southeast of here, for four 
years along with Ms. Willis' son. Ronnie.

Ms. Willis pleaded guilty Thursday to two 
counts of driving without a license and had been 
on probation in nearby Osceola County for four 
counts of having no license and one count 
having no tag on her car.

Lightning struck the radio antenna of the Pampa Pottoe 
Department Saturday evening shorting out the poboe frequendcs 
and forcing the department to use one channel for all 
transmiasions.

“Lightning struck the radio antenna on top of the building (d ty  
hall) Saturday," Police Chief J. J. Ryzmansaid. "and knocked 
out all the police frequencies."

The mishap occurred at about 7 p.m. Saturday, he said.
^“We immediately went to mobile dispatching when we found 

the radio wasn't working." he said.
A police unit was parked on the ramp in front of the department. 

Ryzman said, and was used for radio communications until the 
dispatching radio was repaired.

"We now have a temporary set-up for one frequency," he said, 
adding only the main police channel was operable at this time.

“It will be several days before we are completely back in 
operation."

Repackaging PAC *gifts*

WASHINGTON (NEA) • An impoitant 
revision of the federal law governing dw 
financ ing  of po l i t i c a l  cam paigns, 
nneasary to restrain the influence of 
wealthy special-interest groups, is in 
danger of being scuttled by Cmgress.

Ib e  meaare would for the First tiiiK 
establish a ceiling on the aggregate amount 
of campaign contributions a candidate for 
the House or Senate could receive from 
political-action committees.

Ibose PAC's — organized and operated 
by trade associations, corporations, labor 
unions and o th er groups seeking to 
influence congressional legislation — have 
experienced explosive growth in recent 
years.

During the 1974 campaign, candidates for 
Congress received 912.S million in PAC 
donations. That figure soared to 922.5 
million in 1979, increased to $351 million in 
1979 and almost certainly will top 950 
million this year.

Accounting for most of the growth are 
business-related PAC’s, which numbered 
fewer than 250 at the end of 1974 but 
proliferated to 1,100 by the close of 1978.

Expenditures by PAC's within the

pharmaceutical industry, for example, 
rose from 991.000 in 1979 to 9314.000 in 1978, 
while PAC o u tla y  went from 977.000 to
9354.000 in the airline industry and from
9214.000 to 9502.000 in the chemical 
industry.

Any naive notions that such expenditures 
are made by patriots seeking to advance 
the cause of democracy by providing 
financial assistance to outstanding pbblic 
servants can be promptly dispelled by a 
cursory examination of where the money 
comes from and where it goes.

Corporations and trade associations 
invariably concentrate their giving in the 
areas where their parochial interests can 
be most efficiently advanced. That usually 
meansixintributing to senior members Of 

th e  congressional committees that have 
jurisdiction over legislation affecting their 
iiKfcutry.

Ibus, an average of 923.000 in PAC 
contributions was received in 1978 by 
candidates who had no opposition in either 
the primary or general elections but whose 
sup|)ort was being solicited by various 
special-interest groups.

Similarly, several senior members of the 
House Ways and Means Committee, which

initiates tax legislations that can cok (or 
save) individual corporations millions of 
dollars anmially. received more than 
9100.000 apiece in PAC contributions in 
1978.

FMeral law currently limits individual 
PAC contributions to each House and 
Senate candidate to 910,000 per election 
year »  95.000 in the prim ary and 95.000 in 
the general election — but there is no 

‘ ceiling on th e  ag g reg a te  amount a 
politician 's cam paign treasu ry  may 
receive from all PACs.

Last October, however, the House voted 
217-198 to amend the law to reduce the 
maximum am ount a  candidate could 
receive in any election year to 96.000 from a 
single PAC and 970.000 from all PA(^ 
collectively.

Although that measure, co-sponsored by 
a Republican and a Democrat, received the 
support of more than two dozen GOP 
members of the House, it has been opposed 
by the Republican leadership in both the 
House and the Senate.

T hose GOP le a d e rs  claim  their 
abjections are based not on what the bill 
contains but on what it omits: There is no 
provision dealing with labor unions’ use of

m em bers’ due paym ents to  finance 
unrelated but equally  controversial 
political operations.

Although outnumbered in the Senate. 
Republicans have bottled up the bill by 
threatening to nnount a time-consumii^ 
filibuster if the House-approved measure is 
called up for debate on the Senate floor.

If the legislation isn’t aproved by the 
Senate before Congress adjourns in early 
autumn, the House effort will have been 
futile and the process will have to begin 
anew when the 97th Congress convenes 
next January.

In addition to thwarting a needed reform, 
the Senate R epublicans are  hurting 
themselves because more than half of all 
PAC contributions go to the chairman of 
congressional committees — and they’re 
all Democrats.

In the early 1960s. when the th re a t  of a c o m m u n is t  C uba w as 
imderstood. it was thought tha t United S ta te s  m il i ta ry  fo rc e  m ig h t be 
needed to rid the hemisphere of the m en ace . Such an  o p e ra tio n  w ould 
have been costly in human and political t e r m s  T he w ay  th in g s  a re  
developing. Castro’s regim e could d is a p p e a r  w ith o u t o u r  m il i ta ry  
firing a shot.

W ASHINGTON-Secretary of State 
Edmund Muskie has a lot to learn about 
diplomacy, and there is no better place to 
start than with the French.

Last week he made a  boo-boo by 
attacking President Giscard d'EsUing for 
meeting with Leonid Brezhnev in Warsaw 
without first telling the United States. What 
irked Muskie most is that he had just 
received a dressing-down from the French 
foreign minister because the United States 
was failing to consult with France

The other item that got the secretary's 
dander up was France's decision to go to 
the Olympics In Moscow.

What Muskie must learn is what any 
tourist who has been to Paris knows, and 
that is, if you want to get the French to do 
something, you have to indicate that you 
desire them to do the exact opposite.

For example, when the secretary was in 
Brussels, he should have taken Foreign 
Minister Jean Francois-Poncet aside (the 
French love to  be taken aside and 
whispered to), and said. "Mr Minister. I 
must tell you this in the strictest 
confidence. We want the French to go to the 
Olympics in Moscow because we believe 
that your athletes are ’he only ones who 
can beat the Russians President Carter 
has asked me to instruct you that no matter 
what he says publicly, he believes privately 
it is in the best interest of the West if you 
compete.”

Francois-Poncet would have said, “Of

course, we want to do what's best for the 
West. We will send a team "  Then he would 
have excused himself and got on the 
scrambler line to President Giscard.

"Monsieur le President. I have just 
spoken to Secretary of State Muskie. and he 
informs me that the U.S. wants France to 
go to the Moscow Olympics."

"Alors. This means, of course, we cannot 
go. Are you sure they want us to attend'’" 

"Yes Monsieur Muskie took me aside, 
and told me it is in the best interests of the 
allies if the French appear at the Games”  

“We shall see what is in the best interests 
of the West. If C arter thinks we will go to 
Moscow just because he wants us to. then 
he will be very diappointed. Frankly. Jean.
I intended to send our team, but now if I 
wanted to I couldn't, as we would only be 
playing into American hands."

"Exactly my thoughts. Monsieur le 
President Muskie must take us for fools." 

"What did you tell him ?’’
“1 told him we would gladly send a team 

to the Olympics if the U.S. thought it was 
the right thing to do."

" Good Tomorrow I will announce that 
we have no intention of sending one and 
never did. I shall say France intended to 
boycott Moscow long before the United 
States thought of the idea ”

"I can't wait to see Muskie's face when 
you do it Do you intend to meet with Leonid 
Brezhnev in Warsaw,  Monsieur le 
President?"

Who^s calling

"I haven’t made up my mind yet. What 
dothe Americans want me to do?"

"I will find out and report back."
Francois-Poncet would then go back to 

the foreign ministers' meeting and take 
Muskie off into a com er (the French 
always like to take people off into comers), 
and say. “ I have just spoken to Giscard and 
he wants to know how the Americans would 
feel if he met privately with Brezhnev in 
Warsaw."

Muskie should have said. “An excellent 
idea It’s best to keep communications 
open, and who would be better at it than 
Giscard? Tell your President to arrange a 
meeting as quickly as possible."

Once again.  Francois-Poncet would 
excuse himself, and get on the line to 
Giscard.

The French foreign minister would say. 
” niey want you to meet Leonid as soon as 
possible”

Giscard would say. "What gall! How 
dare the Americans tell the head of the 
French Republic who and who not to meet 
with! I will go to Warsaw, but I will turn my 
beck on Brezhnev, and refuse to so much as 
shake his hand."

"Well said. Monsieur le President It 
may be a slap in the face to the Russians, 
but it will be a better slap in the face for the 
Americans. Vive la France!"

“Vive la France to you. Jean ’’
So there you have it. Secretary Muskie. 

This is your first lesson in dealing with the 
French. If you tell them what you don't 
wish them to do. they'll do it every time 
H u t’s why they’re called French.

MENDING MATURE MARRIAGE

This is going to be a protest message.
I shall protest against the know-it-alls, éther 

am ateur psychologists or highly educated 
marriage counselors, who keep telling us that 
older marriage is on the rocks.

I don’t believe it. I don't want you readers to, 
- éther

The happiest couples I know are those our age. 
My young friends worry over bills and babies 
and bilkings and battleships. Bid those weary 
fears are behind u s . . So I resent any writer's 
saying that bitterness between mates is a natural 
result of growing older.

My acquaintance is not nationwide, é  course. 
But I can't agree with the statement by one 
socalled authority that most ré ired  couples who 
stay togéher, do so in hostility and hate The 
dozens of couples that we eat and dance and visit 
and travel with are  all happily married and 
intend to spend the rest of th é r  lives in each 
other 's company

So lé 's  examine the arguments that certain 
writers give for what they call the deterioration 
éour-age unions:

(11 One counselor states that 70 percent of all 
réired  couples can 't stand each éher. This has 
to be a questionable estimate No national poll is 

,  mentioned. If an isolated group has agreed to 
this figure. I can't believe that it is widespread.

Somet imes  counselors themselves are 
divorced and want to share their misery — or 
they hope their shock technique will gain them 
readers or they make incorrect guesses. Let's 
assume that the 70 percent is far too high. And 
lé 's  keep it as low as we hope it is.

(2) An article in Modem Maturity by Dr. 
Dorothy C. Finkel claims that unhappy older 
marriages are ro éed  in the silence that ensues 
when a ré ired  couple finds out, as they almost 
always do. that they have nothing at all to say to 
each other. She says. "If Grandpa decides to 
piotz in front of the TV for the rest of his life, 
there will never be any conversation to sparkle 
up the sunset years."

In my opinion, nothing could be more
* incorrect. In the first place, many older couples, 
‘ including myself and my beloved Obs, would

probably wécome the silent treatment once in a
* while. We both have a lot to say and we never 

expeé to stop saying it.
The argument about TV destroying visiting 

doesn't hold water either. I know courtless 
couples who enjoy the same shows and comment 
on them — or who see different plays and tell 
each rther about them. We love ^scussions 
about TV fare. And it certainly does not 
eliminate our conversations.

(SI This same author urges older couples to i 
make an effort to save their marriages, such as 
learning to communicate, making lists of each 
other's good and bad points, avoiding grouching, 
nagging and stinginess — all of which I have 
been preaching for years. But she propounds, 
"Don't expect your m ate to satisfy all your 
emotional needs. No spouse can do it — ever.” 
And she concludes. "If nothing works, end the 
marriage. It is the emotionally mature thing to 
do in retirement."

That argument should upset all you older 
married couples. And it will certainly give the 
go-ahead to those who are teetering on the edge 
of separation. If authorities write that married 
happiness ends at retirement, somebody is going 
to believe it and pass the word to friends and 
neighbors.

Soon half a dozen will be convinced and will 
rush to the divorce court. Judges tell us that 
divorce is contagious, so the disease can affect 
whole communities. When you hear a thing 
enough times, you usually decide that smoke 
means fire — and you can be tempted to burn up 
your marriage certificate.

I argue fiercely that a loved-and-loving mate's 
emotional needs can be satisfied by the other. 
Otis and I have countless friends whose unions 
are as happy as  ours.

So when famous writers say our happiness is 
doomed because we a re  older than we used to be, 
let us assume that they are wrong because we 
and our spouses are  living refutations of such 
statements.

Marriage is not downbeat for us. It is the most 
upbeat institution in our world.

There to no way to undo geiterationa miainformation in 
one letter, but I will try; The easiest way is simply to list 
some of the things a  paraplegic (one with lower body 
paralysis) can do, with proper equipment and/or assistance;

Work, play, marry, divorce, love, be loved, have sex, 
become a parent, raise children, keep house, drive a vehicle, 
shop, attend edtool, churoh and engage in sports. I  could fill 
your column with more, but I think you get the general idee.

Of course, each situation is different, depending on the 
extent of injury, m otivation, environm ental barriers, 
attitudinal barriers and other factors. But then we’re all 
different, aren’t we? Some of ue able-bodied people do very 
little with our lives while others accomplish a  great deal 
The same appliM to persons with phydeal disabilities.

What we can all do to make sure that we never p r^ e n t 
another human being firom Kving as full and rewarding a 
life as he is capable of. Let’a not be barriers ourselves.

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Bentsen calls for council
to determine productivity

WASHINGTON (API — The U.S. Senate has approved legislation 
by U.S. Sen Lloyd Bentsen that would require the Council on 
Wage-Price Stability to determine how good a job the federal 
govemmeni is doing in its efforts to stimulate productivity in U.S. 
businesses

At least SO agencies “ are  actively involved in stimulating 
productivity" in private industry, Bentsen. but he criticized their 
attempts as generally “designed for another time and place.”

“In today's world, they may well do more harm than good," 
Bentsen said in calling for establishmentof anOfTiceof Productivity 
within the Council on Wage-Price Stability 

"I for one am not willing to sit idly by while our economy grows

weaker and weaker due to stagnating productivity,” the Texas 
Democrat said during debate on the legislation.

He said one-fourth of all available funds for investment are spent 
trying to comply with government rules and regulations.

In the government's efforts to spark productivity, “we have tried 
the old remedies that call for pumping up demand, but they were 
designed for another tim e and place.” Bentsen said.

"In their place is e* ving a new theory that stresses the supply 
side of our economy — expand savings, investments and the pool of 
goods and services, thereby creating new jobs, turning inflation and 
accelerating economic growth. It's worked in Germany and Japan, it 
could work here as well ”

Bird earns all-league honors ^
CORONADO, Calif. (AP) — Larry Bird of the Boston Celtics has 

become the first rookie since 1969 to achieve all-league honors by 
being named to the National Basketball Association's first team.

Bird, the brilliant passing forward who was a keystone to the 
Celtics’ turnaround from a 29-53 record in 1979 to a  league-best 61-21 

. mark last season, received 110 points in the balloting of a panel of 66 
sports writers, three from each league dty, who voted at the 
conclusion of the regular season.

Two points were awarded for each first-team vote and one for each 
* second-team mention.

Bird, who led the Celtics with 21.3 points and 10.4 rebounds per 
game, is the first rookie to make the squad since Wes Unseld in 1969. 
Earvin “Magic" Johnson of the Los Angeles Lakers, who lost to Bird 
by a 63-3 vote in Rookie of the Year balloting, did not make either of 
the two all-league teams.

Ilie  top vote-getter on the first team was Los Angeles Lakers 
center Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, who led the Lakers to the NBA title 
and last week was named the league's Most Valuable Player for an 
unprecedented sixth time. He received 130 of a possible 132 votes in 
gaining all-league honors for the seventh time in his 11-year career.

Joining Abdul-Jabbar and Bird on the squad were forward Julius 
Erving of Philadelphia. 1184 points, and guards George Gervin of 
San Antonio, 90. and Paul Westphal of Phoenix, 68.

Last year's all-league team consisted of Gervin and Westphal in 
the backcourt. Houston's Moses Malone at center and forwards El vin 
Hayes of Washington and Marques Johnson of Milwaukee.

When officers returned the younger man to the 
jail, they found Herndon dead.

San Diego District Attorney 
Gary Rempel said it will be 
several weeks before his office 
decides whether to extradite 
LeBaron to face charges in the 
1S7S killing of Dean G. Vest, who 
had defected from LeBaron s 
Church of the Lamb of God 

One of L eB aron 's dozen 
wives.  Vonda White, has 
already been convicted and 
sentenced to life in that killing 

A nine-man. three-woman 
jury last week found LeBaron 
guilty of ordering the May 1977 
assassination of Dr Rulon C.
Allred, a rival polygamist.
Allred was gunned down in his 
Murray naturopathy office by 
two women

LeBaron also was convicted 
of conspiracy in a plot to kill his 
brother. Verlan. the leader of a 
third polygamist group He was 
sentenced to a term of five 
y e a r s  to  l i f e ,  to r u n  
consecutively with the life 
sentence, for that conviction 

Third District Judge Ernest 
Baldwin dismissed jurors  
Monday before the penalty 
phase of LeBaron's trial began 
and took sentencing into his own 
hands

The dismissal came after he 
questioned jurors about their 
knowledge of a television 
i n t e rv i e w  wi th  a r ival  
polygamist,  a member  of 
Verlan LeBaron's group, who 
implicated LeBaron in eight 
slayings

Under Utah law. a judge 
cannot hand down a death 
sentence

"When I talked to him. he was really 
concerned about the other man. He was not 
depivased or anything. He even offered to talk to 
the man and help him ." said Kirk, who was
