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‘Suicide curve’ crash kills 20
J ASPK R.Ark (APi — Atourbus from Texas with 34 

persons aboard careened off a "suicide curve" and 
plunged 50 feet down a rocky ravine in a mountainous 
area of northern Arkansas early today, killing at least 
20 people Police said the brakes apparently failed

"In 27 years with the state police, it's the worst I've 
ever seen. ' said Capt Billy Bob Davis, commander of 
Troop I of the Arkansas State Police at Harrison He 
esbmated the death toll at 21 Oneof the21 was missing 
and presumed dead

It looked as though the brakes apparently had 
failed Davis said

Frank Wise, administrator of the Boone County 
Ho.spital at Harrison, said 13 persons were treated 
there for injuries One was listed in critical condition 
The condition of the others was not immediately 
available

State police said the passengers were all from the 
Dallas area

Some of the victims still w ere trapped under the bus 
and surrounding timber four hours after the accident 
occurred

Davis said the bus was northbound down a steep hill 
of the two-lane Arkansas Highway 7. a scenic route It 
traveled along a ditch on the right side of the highway 
for more than 200 feet, then hit a culvert and veered off 
the road, landing nose down in rugged terrain SO feet 
below the shoulder of the highway, he said

Keith Hopper, a spokesman for Central Texas 
trailways in Dallas, said the bus was chartered by Mrs 
R. W Jacobs of Irving. Tex. The tourists apparently 
"had no affiliation with any organized group "

Hopper declined to comment on state police reports 
that the brakes had failed.

Davis said the driver and three or four passengers 
were thrown out of the bus At least four were found on 
the highway Davis said the driver, who has not been 
identified, was among the dead 

A nearby resident heard the crash and alerted 
authorities

Elmer Dunn. 61. of Grand Prairie. Texas, was among 
those who received minor injuries 

Dunn said the group left Dallas early Wednesday for 
a trip to Branson. Mo and Eureka Springs. Ark 

He said he was riding on the left side of the bu.s. 
toward the rear, and was almost asleep when the bus 
ran off the road in a curve

The windows were knocked out from the impact of 
the crash Durr said he hit the back of the seat, then 
slid to the floor and crawled out a window 

He said one side of the bus was demolished There 
was no fire

The accident occurred shortly before 1 a m one mile 
south of Jasper

Twenty of the bodies were taken to a funeral home in 
Harrison

Authorities said identification of the female victims 
was difficult because purses were scattered in the 
wreckage

The bus was chartered by CenU'al Texas Trailways 
of Waco. Texas, and left Dallas early Wednesday for a 
four-day holiday in Missouri and Arkansas, officials 
said

J Ganner. assistant general manager of the bus 
company, said in a telephone interview this morning 
that he had not been notified officially of the accident

A nearby resident who heard the crash and went to 
the .scene had alerted authorititi

Raymond Johnson. 62. also of Grand Prairie, was 
sitting near the back of the bus with his wife and was 
dozing at the time of the accident ' I heard the bus 
hitting some rough places. " he said, and it plunged 
down the embankment

State police said the brakes of the lius apparently 
failed and the bus followed a shallow ditch along the 
nght side of the highway until it hit a culvert, then 
veered down the embankment, shearing off trees 36 
inches around

The bus landed in a rocky, tree-covered ravine about 
three-fourths mile above the Buffalo River

The site, known locally as suicide curve.” has been 
the location of many fatal traffic accidents Nearby, 
the state Highway and Transportation Department is 
constructing an emergency ramp consisting of deep 
gravel

Troops called to tornado scene
GRAND ISLAND. Neb (AP) 

— More National Guard troops 
arrived today to help police 
guard against looting in this 
stricken Plains city where at 
least four people were killed 
and about 700 hom es and 
businesses were splintered by 
tornadoes

Federal assistance was on the 
way with P resident Carter 
declaring it a disaster area 
while estimates of the damage 
continued to escalate

Police reported four persons 
wa'e arrested during the night, 
including two for looting, one 
for violating a curfew and

another caught in a restricted 
area

But Assistant City Attorney 
Bill Shreffler said it was a 
relatively quiet night and the 
looung was considered minor

At least four people were 
killed and nearly 200 people 
were injured — at least four 
critically — when as many as 
seven twisters tore through the 
city of 40.000 residents during a 
three-hour period Tuesday 
night The body of one teen-age 
girl was blown nearly a block

City officials said  today 
e m e r g e n c y  te a m s  h ad  
completed a house-to-house

search but more than 70 people 
were still unaccounted for 

With little water in the city, 
officials today feared that a fire 
might break out in the shattered 
b u ild in g s  an d  b a t t e r e d  
automobiles leaking gasoline 

State Fire Marshal Wally 
Barnett said a large fire now 
"would be a disaster All we 

have is tankers "
After making aerial surveys, 

federal em ergency officials 
said 940 houses were either 
totally destroyed or suffered 
major dam age About 700 
structures, including more than 
50 businesses were destroyed or

damaged to the extent of being 
uninhabitable

The contingent of National 
Guard troops helping guard the 
city  was doub led  to 150 
Wednesday night and another 90 
arrived today

"Nobody really knows how 
many deaths there are. said 
Gov. C harles Thone, who 
inspected the devastation by 
helicopter Estimates of the 
death toll Wednesday reached 
as high as 35. but Thone later 
said the final tally would be 
lower than expected

''I've never seen anything like 
i t . " said Danford Stout, who

huddled with his family in a 
cellar as the twisters reduced 
his home to splinters "You 
know. I a in 't much of a 
church-goer, but 1 still believe 
in the good Lord and I prayed 
when we were down in that 
basement "

Much of the city remained 
w ithout power and w ater 
pressure today. City Public 
Works Director Bob Olsen said 
it would lake "three or four 
days to restore some of the 
power, but it will be weeks 
before it can be completely 
restored ”

Carter, Kennedy meet privately
WASHINGTON i AP I — A private conversation in the 

quiet of the White House living quarters isn't exactly 
what Sen Edward M Kennedy had in mind when he 
demanded that President Carter debate hun But that's 
all he's going to get

With their last clashes at the polls behind them. 
Carter and Kennedy are meeting today at the White 
House, but there is absolutely no sign it will lead to 
Kennedy not pressing on with his attempt to take the 
nomination from Carter

Jim Flug. Kennedy's spokesman, said the senator 
remained determined to challenge Carter for the 
nomination, although the president has won enough 
Democratic convention delegates to assure himself of 
victory

And C arter him self said Wednesday "My 
anticipation is he will carry his forces and his 
pcpulanty and his strength and his delegates and his 
deep belief in issues to the convention That's part of 
the Democratic process, and need not cause us fear or 
concern or trepidation "

After Carter tried twice to reach Kennedy on the 
telephone the senator called the president Wednesday 
afternoon The two set up today's meeting in what the 
p res iden t c a lle d  a "cordial, not strained'-' 
conversation

"I'll congratulate him on having run a good 
campaign and see what we can do together to work

together in the future, to meet the Republican 
challenge successfully." Carter told reporters 

Talking with reporters last weekend in Los Angeles. 
Kennedy said that if he met the president, he would 
press his demand for a campaign debate, something 
Carter says he won t join

The president has sought peace with his rival in 
recent days, offering to accommodate Kennedy's 
views in drafting a party platform The Massachusetts 
senator is known to feel, however, that the president's 
statements were an attem pt to force him from the race 
when he is determined to stay in 

Kennedy's recent speeches becamp spirited, sharp 
attacks on Carter, and the senator in the closing days of 
the primary campaign, called the president a "clone" 
of Riepublican Ronald Reagan 

But. one Carter campaign aide said of today's 
meeting, "talking is always better than not talking 
He added that the two men can "go over problems for 
the fall, articulate mutual concerns 

Kennedy has been tr , mg for months to talk with the 
president, not in a private meeting but in a campaign 
debate televised nationwide The two men were 
scheduled to debate before last January's Iowa 
caucuses, but Carter pulled out of the confrontation 
after the U S Embassy in Tehran was seized 

The late afternoon meeting will be in the White House 
living quarters, rather than the more formal setting of

the Oval Office, where Carter generally receives 
visitors It will be the first announced, private meeting 
between the senator and the president in more than a 
year No aides or news photographers will be present, 
the White House said

At a party for congressional supporters ui the 
backyard of a Washington lawyer and lobbyist. Carter 
said that he looked forward to a continuing contest with 
Kennedy, "if necessary "

" To the extent we can agree on common ground, then 
the harmony will be quite early. " the president said of 
his differences with Kennedy " To the extent we don't 
agree at the platform committee, we'll let the 
delegates make a choice '

Kennedy has said, in refusing to bow to Carter 
despite the president 's commanding lead In delegates, 
that he will press on when the platform committee 
considers specific issues in debates leading up to the 
Democratic convention in New York in August

But. in introducing^ Carter at a victory party 
Wednesday, the president's campaign chairman. Bob 
Strauss, sounded a thenie that is likely to be used 
frequently as the president tries to woo dissident 
Democrats who supported Kennedy-

Strauss recalled the division in the Democratic Party 
when Hubert H Humphrey ran for president against 
Richard M Nixon in 19M

Two Hemphill deputies 
charged in indictments
CANADIAN — A Hemphill County Sheriff's 

Deputy and a former deputy were indicted 
Wednesday by the 31st Judicial District Court 
Grand Jury in Hemphill County

Indictments were returned against current 
deputy G ary P e tte t. charging him with 
discfiarge of a firearm in a public place, and 
against former deputy. Mike Williams, charging 
him with using a deadly weapon, a flashlight, in a 
manner capable of causing death or serious 
injury

The indictm ent against Deputy Pettet 
stemmed from a May 3 incident, in which Pettet. 
according to the indictment, "did intentionally 
and knowingly discharge a firearm in a public 
place, to wit. the Hemphill County Sheriff's 
Office "

The indictment was accompanied by an order 
of transfer, and the charge was reduced to a 
Class B misdemeanor to be tried in Hemphill 
County Court

District Attorney Harold Comer said the 
shooting incident occurred late in the evenuig 
May 3 after the Hemphill County primary 
elecUons

In the elections. Sheriff C H Wright defeated

his Democratic opponent Arthur Halliburton 
with a 50-vote margin. Wright is unopposed in the 
general election

Comer said phone calls concerning the 
gunshots fired in the sheriff's office that evening 
came to the attention of the District Attorney's 
office, resulting in an investigation of the 
incident

TTie indictment against former deputy Mike 
Williams charges Williams with "intenUpnally 
and knowingly using a deadly weapon, to wit; a 
flashlight, that in its manner of use and intended 
use. was capable of causing death or serious 
bodily injury and (Williams) did thereby 
intentionally cause bodily injury to Joe Mike 
Cross by striking him on the head with the 
flashlight"

The incident involving Williams and Cross 
occurred April II and was investigated earlier by 
the Federal Bureau of Investigation when a 
violation of civil rights charge was filed against 
Williamson behalf of Cross

Deputy Williams, claiming Cross had attacked 
him. had filed an aggravated assault charge 
against Cross in connection with the incident.

Funnels tease Pampa
ITie Pampa area narrowly missed the possibly 

heavy damages that could have resulted from 
the severe storm conditions that occured late 
Wednesday Gray County was under a toronado 
watch until I a m Thursday 

At 8:30 p m Wednesday, a funnel cloud was 
sighted by a group of REACT weather watchers 

Immediately after receiving word of the 
REACT sighting, a telephone call from Celanese 
officials verified the funnel cloud to the civil 
defense office

Pampa Police then reported they had also 
sighted the funnel cloud The cloud was reported 
to be on the ground in the first sighting Ihe 
swirling cloud continued toward Pampa. lifting, 
only one to two miles from the city, according to 
Steve Vaughn, city civil defense director

"We don 't know if there were more than oneof 
the funnel clouds near the city, or if everyone 
wassighting the same one." Vaughn said 

The funnel cloud then traveled north eaat 
around Pampa. near the loop, north of town.

"We had one hectic hour between 8 30 and 9 30 
last night." Vaughn said 

Vaughn also said the REACT teams that 
monitor weather conditions were to be thanked 
for leaving their homes during the severe 
weather to aid the city.

There will be no important weather changes 
for today through Friday Conditions call for the 
possibility of thundershowers through Friday 
with some gusting and strong winds Afternoon 
temperatures will be in the mid 90s through 
Friday

County is losing the sheriff who 
solved every murder and bank 
robbery of the past 35 years but 
found unwanted fame only as 
the legend of the Chicken Ranch 
s p r e a d  f r o m  T e x a s  to 
Broadway

Jim Flournoy is retiring, 
seven years after the famed 
bawdy house shut down under 
pressure from Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe and Houston television 
personality Marvin Zindler 

At 78 and near the end of his 
long career as a lawman. 
Flournoy has few words about 
the Chicken Ranch 

"I don't want to hear that 
name again. My wife is sick of 
hearing about it, and so am I." 
h e  t o l d  t h e  A u s t i n  
America n-Stotesman 

The character of the sheriff is 
among the lead parts in "The 
Best L ittle W horehouse in 
Texas." a Broadwa6 hit that 
soon will be a movie 

Flournoy has not seen the 
play. He says he won't see the 
movie.

The sheriff's career and the 
legacy of the Chicken Ranch 
inlerweaved through the years. 
For years he p rac ticed  a

peaceful co-existence based on 
the wishes of local citizens. The 
house 's  ow ners w ere big 
contributors to local charities.

The 6-4. 200-pound sheriff and 
his deputies broke up fights at 
the house and used information 
g leaned  f rom i t s  women 
employees to solve crimes.

L este r Zapal ac .  form er 
p u b l i s h e r  of  t h e  l oca l  
newspaper, said Flournoy found 
the girls could help trap  a 
bragging bandit

" H e  d i s c o v e r e d  t h a t  
whenever some crook knocked 
over a bank, the first thing the 
crook was likely to do was rush 
over to (the Chicken Ranch) 
and spend his money on one of 
the girls And while he was at it 
he'd brag about how he’d done 
the robbery, how much money 
he got. and who was with him 
when he did the robbing," said 
Zapalac

Zapalac said "95 percent of 
the (local) people wanted it 
here."

At the end of this year 
F lournoy  will  l e a ve  the 
lOd-year-oid courthouse here. 
H s career as a lawman started 
in 1985 as a deputy in nearby 
Kenedy County

“At first I just wanted to be a 
cowboy. My father and brothers 
w e r e  a l r e a d y  in  l a w  
enforcement, and I guess I 
always knew I'd end up there 
too." he said.

After serving as a deputy 
sheriff, Flournoy became a 
Texas Ranger and was sent to 
San Angelo.

‘I'd hook up a trailer to the 
car to carry my horse and we'd 
drive out into the Big Bend 
oouitry When we’d gotten as 
far as we could go by car, we'd 
get the horses out and ride the

Flournoy predicted the new

Research develops 

new heart m edicine

BOSTON (AP) -  A new 

drug is highly effective in 
relieving spasms of the blood 
vessels that feed the heart, a 
condition that doctors say 
may often be a cause of the 
crippling chest pain called 
angina, researchers say.

In a study published today, 
doctors said they tested the 
d n ^ . nifedipine, on a rare, 
hard-to-treat form of the 
heart pain called variant 
angina. Unlike other, more 
common kinds of angina that 
a f f l i c t  m i l l i o n s  of  
Americans, variant angina 
is caused exclusively by 
spasms of the heart arteries.

However, doctors a re  
principally in te rested  in 
spasms for the suspected 
role they play in more 
typical kino^ of angina as 
1^ 1 as heart attacks 

“ niis drag has a potent, 
long lasting, anti-spasm  
effect," said Dr. Elliott 
Antman, who directed the 
research.

The study, headed by 
docto rs a t  P e te r  Bent 
Brigham Hospital in Boston,

was published in the New 
E n g l a n d  J o u r n a l  of 
Medicine.

I N ifed ip ine is a lready  
oaramonly prescribed for all 
kinds of angina in Europe, 
but it has not been cleared 
for general use in the United 
Sutes.

Doctors once believed all 
ang ina  w as caused  by 
haniening of the arteries. 
Deposits form on the walls of 
the arteries and cut down the 
supply of blood to the heart. 
Ihis lack of blood produces 
the agonizing pain called 
angina

In recent years, however, 
doctors have found that 
angina may also occur when 
spasms contract the arteries 
ixid reduce the blood flow 
Doctors are still not sure how 
many angina victims suffer 
from spasms instead of — or 
even in addition to  — 
hardening of the arteries. 
But Dr. Eugene Braunwald, 
o n e  o f  t h e  B o s t o n  
researchers, has estimated 
that they may be a problem 
for 25 to 30 percent of heart 
patients

Victims’ families want 
book profits in escrow

Gkurt ruling plants 
seed for alimony

AUSTIN (AP) — Chief Justice Joe Greenhill says the Texas 
Supreme Court might have planted the seed of a state alimony law 
with its decision that divorce courts may not give one spouse's 
separate personal property to the other.
I The ruling Wednesday took from family court and state district 
court judges their discretion to award part of a spouse's separate 
party to the other in the interest of economic fairness.

Greenhill was a dissenter in the 5-3 decision
The case reached the high court after an Austin trial court and the 

2ni Court of Civil Appeals in Fort Worth awarded Laura Campbell 
half the separate personal property of her ex-husband. William 
Bruner Campbell. Campbell's separate property consisted mainly of 
$1.2 million in promissory notes, the court said

The high court relied mainly on the precedent of its 1977 decision 
that the Texas Constitution prohibits judges from giving one spouse's 
separately owned real estate to the other spouse upon divorce.

Constitutional principles make no distinction between real estate 
and personal property, the court said.

Greenhill said in his dissent that the Legislature and the courts 
traditionally have treated personal property differently from 
separate real estate

He said serious inequities could result from allowing a divorced 
spouse to receive only a share of the community property

"Such gross inequities might eventually lead to permanent 
alimony which exists in other community property states." Greenhill 
warned.

The chief justice also predicted legal snarls and a "plethora of 
problems" arising from the need to determine the exact ownership of 
property

“Logically the equities of the parties will no longer have any 
importance; instead, divorce trials will turn into trials to determine 
the character of all the spouses' property.... Likewise, it may often 
be difficult to trace assets to show they are separate.

CHICAGO (AP) — The story 
should be told, but no writer and 
no lawyer should profit from the 
macatve tale of mass-murderer 
John Wayne Gacy Jr ., says the 
older brother of the last of 
Gacy's 33 young male victims.

"It's the idea that people are 
just going to. I don't know how 
to put it exactly, you know, 
make money off it, that disgusts 
me." said Kenneth Piest. a 
2S-year-old medical student.

'The story of America's most 
notorious multiple slayer is 
potentially worth millions in 
book and other media rights. 
The issue of just who should 
reap those profits is at the 
center of a suit by Harold Piest. 
father of the slain 15-year-old 
Robert Piest.

In a telephone interview from 
his parents' suburban home in 
Des Plaines. I l l . Kenneth Piest 
said only the public should 
profit from ar t is t ic  works 
exploring Gacy's pathological 
mind

Gacy. 38. now on Death Row. 
was sentenced to die in the 
elec tric  chair a f t er  being 
convicted March 12 in the 
sex-related slayings of 33 young 
men and boys Most of the 
bodies were exhume., from 
shallow graves in a crawl space 
under Gacy's home near Des 
Plaines

The suit was filed against 
Gacy, his two Chicago defense 
lawyers, a Houston writer, the 
w riter's C alifornia literary 
agent and the agency. It asks a 
Cook County judge to place into 
a court-run escrow account 
profi ts  derived  from any 
exclusive media rights to the 
story.
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O i May 27. Circuit Court 
Judge George Higgins granted 
a second 10-day restraining 
order, blocking G acy, the 
w riter, the agen t and his 
literary agency from using any 
profits derived from the case. A 
hearing on the m atter is set for 
this Friday.

A new Illinois law already 
bars Gacy from making money 
by selling his story The law 
orders that profits from sales of 
a convicted felon's story be held 
in a state escrow account to pay 
claims awarded to relatives of 
the victims.

But Jam es Corrigan, the 
Piest lawyer, said the family 
thinks the law should cover 
more than just Gacy's profits.

"Their point is that if a book is 
published . Gacy  and his 
lawyers and others should not 
be unduly enriched." Corrigan 
said.

Gacy has signed a contract

assigning exclusive rights to his 
story to Houston writer Clyde 
Burleson and Burleson's West 
Coast literary agent. Robert 
G o l d f a r b ,  a c c o r d i n g  to 
Goldfarb Gacy  also has 
released his defense lawyers. 
Sam Amirante and Robert 
Motta. so they can freely 
discuss their involvement in the

Burleson and Goldfarb said 
they plan to interview Gacy and 
retrace his life to delve into the 
psychological forces that drove 
the man

“I'm just not a sensationalist 
guy." said Burleson. 46. whose 
fi rst  book. "The Jenn ifer 
P ro je c t ."  w as about the 
recovery by the CIA of a sunken 
Soviet subm arine from the 
Pacific Ocean.

"I think the driving question 
in this Gacy thing is ; 'Why. why 
did the man d o jt? " ' Burleson 
said.

There probably wouldn’t be many 
acceptances, but the strategy nevertheless 
would produce the desired result — a 
considerab le  am ount of diplomatic 
squirming among Cuban President Fidel 
(Castro's friends in the Third World.

If Carter was uneasy about that direct 
ap p ro ach , an o th e r a lte rn a tiv e  was 
available: Mount a m ajor propaganda 
effort, specirically aimed at those Third 
World nations, emphasizing that tens of 
thousands of Cubans a re  fleeing from the 
supposed glories of Castro's revolution

Carter, of course, has taken no such 
im ag in a tiv e  s te p s .  He rem ains a 
well-inlentioned yet hapless, inept and 
indecisive president who is content to be 
manipulated by a petty despot anxious to 
rid his country of political dissidents and 
prop up a deteriorating economy.

(Castro, not Carter, has been in almost 
total control of all aspects of the exodus 
ever since it began a month ago. It is he 
who, until recently, determined who would 
leave Cuba, the number of refugees to be 
released daily and the passenger manifest 
of each boat making the journey between 
Ctiia'sMariel Bay and Key West. Fla.

Carter not only fa iM  to seize the 
initiative, he also bungled the opporiunity 
to state with precision and clarity the 
United States' official position on the mass 
migration.

The complex brain drain

WASHINGTON -One of President 
E isenhow er's m ost famous speeches 
c o n c e r n e d  a w a r n i n g  t h a t  the 
m ilitary-industrial complex should be 
watched at all times, or it would take the 
country for a ride What Ike (ailed to 
foresee was a time when the military and 
industrial complexes would be competing 
with each other (or the same personnel. As 
nwre and more contracts are handed out 
for the latest hardware, the industrial 
chaps are draining all the brains from the 
military establishment

Here is how the military brain-drain 
works Rudolph Hcffenberg. an engineer 
with Armageddon Electronics, supplier of 
all digital dials on the new "Jaws" class 
nuclear submarine,  goes out on a 
shakedown cruise with the crew of the USS 
Snail Darter He is in charge of instructing 
Dtief Petty Officer Rankowski on how to 
repair the dials at sea

Rankowski. who has been trained at a 
cost to the taxpayers of $100.000. is a digital 
whiz, and can take one apart and put it

back together with his eyes closed.
Heffenberg has been instructed by 

Armageddon to keep a look out for any 
good men. who can be used to  complete 
their multi-million-dollar-cost-plus naval 
contract.

Over a cup of coffee. Heffenberg asks 
Rankowski how much he makes as a chief 
petty office

Rankowski says. “ Fifteen hundred a 
month, if you don't include food stamps. 
How much do you m ake?"

Heffenberg says. "Fifteen hundred a 
week, and free membership in the country 
c lub  of my  cho i ce  Rankowski .  
Armageddon Electronics needs men like 
you "

"So does the Navy." Rankowski says.
"But we need you m ore." Heffenberg 

says quietly "The only way we can catch 
up with the Russians is to build super 
su bm ar in e s .  And w i thout  digi tal  
intniments. they a re  worthless."

"Yeh. but who is going to repair the 
digitals once you people turn them over to 
the Navy?"

Keeping CIA secrets

If Sen. Daniel Moynihan. D-N. Y., has his 
way. we may never again know the details 
of plots and illegal acts by America’s 
secret services.

Future congressional review may 
determine whether the failed hostage 
rescue attempt in Iran intended to use 
nerve gas But Sen Moynihan's proposed 
exemptions for the CIA will expressly 
prohibit journalists and ordinary citizens 
from learning :

—“ Design,  funct ion,  deployment, 
exploitation or utilization of scientiTic or 
technical systems for the collection of 
foreign intelligence or counter-intelligence 
information.’’

—Special activities, like overthrowing 
governments, or intelligence activities, 
such as spying on Americans abroad.

— B a c k g r o u n d  ch eck s ,  such as 
investigations of academics or journalists 
as potential sources

—Intelligence or security contacts with 
foreign governments, such as when the CIA 
asked foeign se rv ices  to investigate 
Americans abroad.

Naturally, the CIA doesn’t want all this 
information released. Our professional 
spies argue that the administrative burden

processing Freedom of Information Act 
requests is too great, that little information 
of consequence is released, and that the 
existence of public access to some CIA 
information compromises the intelligence 
gathering process.

The administrative burden is expensive 
— $2.6 million ayer — but hardly a  great 
price to pay to learn that the CIA routinely 
v io la ted  its  c h a r te r  by spying on 
Americans a t home, maintaining files on 
law-abiding citizens, and testing dangerous 
drags on unwitting subjects.

And R is undeniably useful to learn of the 
CIA’s p l m  to m urder foreign heads oi 
state, their covert and illegal operations on 
A m erican  co lleg e  cam puses, their 
introduction of L â )  into the American 
consciousness, and their mind control 
pragrams

Only if a  case could be made that FOIA 
requests had compromised the intelligenee

gathering process — or that our secret 
services had an unblemished record of 
providing accurate, precise information 
before the CIA became subject to FOIA's 
scrutiny in 1974 — would the public 
understand the agency's reluctance to 
release its secrets

The CIA argues that its sources — 
foreign in telligence agencies, foreign 
governments, and American informants — 
fear the FOIA will harm the confidentiality 
of their covert relationship with the CIA.

But this argument rings hollow from an 
agency that abandoned its files on local 
agents srhen it fled Saigon, deserted the 
agents it had in filtra ted  into North 
Vietnam

The Soviet invasion of Afghanistan and 
the failed rescue mission in Iran give added 
ammunition to those who want the cloak of 
secrecy to cover the CIA’s dagger once 
again But neither past performance nor 
present behavior can justify hiding a sorry 
record of misinformation gathered abroad 
and criminal acts a t home.

John Blake, former acting director of 
Central Intelligence for the CIA. testified in 
1978 that:

“ There is an inherent tension between 
the needs of an open society and the 
requirem ents of a secret intelligence 
operation I feel very strongly that these 
tsvo opposng needs must be reconciled. Let 
me be frank. The 1974 amendments to the 
FDIA and the ensuing public interest 
co n s titu ted  a som ew hat traum atic 
experience for a national intelligence 
o fficer who had  been tra ined  and 
indoctrinated to conduct his work in 
secrecy. These amendm ents required a 
considerable adjustment in attitude and 
practiet.

“ I o n  proud to say  that my colleagues 
have worked very hard during these past 90 
months to make the ac t work according to 
the letter and spirit. We have been able to 
make the necessary admustment. I am 
please to r e ^  that. In fact. I think the 
Agency is better off for H.’*

And so are  we all.

OiCLAHOMA cmr (API -  A federal jiM^e h u  
rejected arguments by Karen SUkwood's parents that 
Hme-Ltfe Films Inc. and the Cohimbia Broadcastiiy 
System conspired to libel their daughter in a movie 
based on a fictitious book about her life.

U.S. District Judge Ralph Thompson excused the two 
fUm companies from a g2.4 million suit which also 
named the author of the book, entitled “A Short Life," 
two major book publishing fums and a production 
company.

‘ntompaon's action does not affect the other four 
defendants in the suit.

Attorneys for Bill and Merle Silkwood, of Nedertand, 
Texas, accused the film companies of conspiring with 
the publishing firms to make a television movie based 
on a book that allegedly libeled Ms. SUkwood's parents.

The film companies responded that the suit was 
without merit since it failed to allege the subsequently 
televised movie, of the same name as the book, 
contained defam atory statements about Ms. 
SUkwood's parents.

Ms. SUkwood was a former worker at Kerr-McGee's 
plutonium fabrication plam near Crescent. Her death 
in 1974 spawned federal invmtigations and prompted 
unproved accusations by activists that she was a 
victim of intrigue.

Senator requests 700 mile ‘emergency’ trip
BIG SPRING (AP) — SUtc Sen. John IVaeger a y s  

he a«ed  a state trooper to make a TOIMnUe rwaid trip 
out of bis way because he w u  faced with an 
"emergency" when his mobile home burned en route to 
a fishing trip.

Traeger was on a 5 4 ^ y  vacation trip to Alaska when 
his mobile home caught fire and exploM  near Garden 
Ctty in West Texas May U. NeiUier Trseger or his 
Uiree companions was injured, but $1,9« in carii w m  
burned.

The senator said he asked Department of Public 
Safety trooper Glen Redmon to take him back home to 
Seguin, 90 miles east of San Antonio, to pick up another 
vehicle and continue his fishing trip.

"I wanted them to take me home," Traeger said 
later In a phone interview from Montana. "Ihey're 
nice people."

Redmon said he took the Mnator home on his day off 
and returned to Big Spring — a 700-mUe trip.

Redmon said Traeger checked into fiiglits. but"tbe 
airlina out of Big Spring were mavaUable that 
morning. It would have been a twoday trip, almost."

Ihe president of Permian Airways, however, said

two flights from Midland-Odesu to San Antonio May 13 
had 14 ainpty seats. Chuck Ceppi afeo said two moniing 
flights from Big Spring to Midland-Odesm were empty.

Asked why he didn't fly to San Antonio, the ll-yenr 
senatorsaid: “I didn't want to. I would have had toget 
a ride from the airport. There was also the matter of 
lime—getting me there faster.”

Traeger a id  he did not pay for the gasoline used in 
the trip and feh justified in requesting the ride sinoe it 
WM an "emergency.”

Redmon said the trip was cleared "through 
department channels by a sergeant, Ueutenant and 
captain. I told my sergeant I w m  going to takehim.” 

The sergeant. Kenneth Walten, declined to 
comment. But Capt. B.F. Wade said DPS officers are 
not expected to inquire whether state officials are 
requesting vehicles for official businea.

“We accepted it as state businea. It’s not an excua; 
it'saiustification.” he said.

"We don't question a state official about whether H’s 
being used for state businea unlea it is really obvious 
that it's n o t... It was an emergency for a man in dire

Looking for a gynecologist?

NEW YORK (NEA) You 
go to tbe same gynecologist, 
but she’s a doctor's wife so 
naturally he treats her better 
"He knows she's going to talk 
about him," says Dr Niels 
Lauersen. m fe sso r of Obstet­
rics and Gynecology at New 
York's Mt &nai Hospital

You'll talk. too. of course, 
but she probably knows what 
she’s Ulking about what the 
gynecologist is chei-king and 
why and whether he's doing it 
as comfortably as possible — 
for her

For instance, she knows 
that the speculum he uses to 
spread the vagina doesn't just 
come in that “good grief " size 
So she'll say. please use a 
smaller speculum

You could say that. too. and 
put the gynecologist up on his 
toes All It takes is know-how 
which you can get via Lauer- 
sen’s encyclop^ic reference 
book, “ft’s Your Body A 
Woman’s Guide to Gynecolo- 
2y ,” published in paperback 
by Playboy Press ($3 95j and 
wri t ten.  Lauersen says, 
because ‘'Women lack too 
much information about their 
bodies. And also because the 
medical profession should not 
be mysterious and (.lod-like.” 
Which it is because the doctor 
has all the information and 
he's often not too thrilled to 
share It.

Understanding how your 
body works will solve half the 
problem, solving the other 
half — choosing a gynecolo­
gist you can work with (or 
determining whether your 
current one knows his busi­
ness) isn't that simple, but 
there are clues.

For one. says Lauersen, 
since you want a gynecologist, 
make sure you're getting one. 
“Many general practitioners 
call themselves gynecologists, 
which thev are allowed .to do.

but this does not mean they've 
been certified by the Ameri­
can Board of ObstetriciaM 
and Gynecologists.”

And if they haven’t been 
certified, they haven’t met 
standards and passed tests 
governed by the board. Of 
course, it’s hard to say, tell 
me. doc, are you certified? 
But that's not necessary, Lau­
ersen says. “You can go to the 
library and look up the doctor 
in the Directory of Medical 
Specialists. It will tell you if 
he’s certified, and where he 
trained.

“In general,” he continues, 
“it's better to choose one who 
trained at a large medical 
center because residents are 
screened much more careful­
ly there these days and 
expelled if they don’t come up 
to par.”

Better, still, is if you know a 
nurse or doctor affiliated with 
such a center whom you can 
ask, who does good work? 
Who thinks the way 1 do about 
abortion, birth control pills, 
and who keeps up with what’s 
happening?

Then, with a few candidates 
on hand, call to find out if 
their hours mesh with yours 
and what those hours cost. "If 
one charges $30 more than 
another, it doesn’t mean he’s a 
better doctor,” he says. “It 
means he has a more expen­
sive address”

Still, all that considered, 
when you’re parked in his con- 
sultatKMi room, there’s no 
guarantee you're going to like 
the doctor. And that's a must, 
since you may see him for all 
kinds of reasons. “A gynecolo­
gist should be a woman’s pri­
mary doctor, concerned with 
her entire well-being,” Lauer­
sen says. That's why, when he 
examines you, for the first 
time or the tenth, “After he 
takes your medical history 
(age. menstrual cycle, contra-

cepUoa Hied, if any, etc.) be 
should abo  be making o b ^ -  
vationa; Does your coloring 
indicate anemia or jaundice? 
Are you losina your hair 
which mi gh t  mean  
something’s wrong with your 
thyroid gland, or the onset of 
menopause^ In short, he 
should know everything about 
you.”

And be should check every­
thing — out loud. “The 
gynecologist should communi­
cate with the patient as he 
goes along,” be says, “i.e.. I’m 
looking for such and such or 
these are my findings.”

But that’s not to say you 
should simply lie there and 
nod. You should, in fact, jump

in with any questioo that 
comes to  nund, or the ones 
you wrote down beforehand so 
you wouldn’t  forget them, like 
why do I get menstrual 
cramps and what can I do 
about them?

Having browsed through 
Lauersen’s book and otht'rs. 
you’ll know possible answers, 
as far as the cramps go Says 
Lauersen. "Recent studies 
have shown that the uterus 
secretes hormones called 
prostaglandins which cause 
the uterus to contract during 
menstruation. Women who 
suffer severe cramps seem to 
have a much higher level of 
these hormones.”

Feelings of worthlessness, guilt 
a n d  h e l p l e s s n e s s  a r e  
oi erpowering. Often they suffer 
insomnia, lose their appetite 
and interest in sex. and always 
feel tired

Although researchers don't 
know what actually causes such 
debilitating depression there 
are many clues. Depressive 
illness tends to run in families 
which suggeste that there may 
be a genetic component A 
susceptib ility  to abnormal  
biochemical fluctuations within 
the brain may lead to cyclical 
mood changes

M edications which try to 
c o r r e c t  t h e s e  c h e m i c a l  
im b a lan ces  often produce 
significant improvement. Until 
now doctors could choose only 
between two ca teg o ries  at 
a n t i d e p r e s s a n t s  — MAO 
inhibitors and tricyclics

The MAO inhibitors were 
discovered almost by accident. 
Ibe first drug of this class was 
Iproniazid, develc^ied to treat 
tubemiloais in IMl. Doctors 
were suipriaed to see patients 
taking this medication cheerful 
aid  smiling since victims of TB 
were usually  down in the 
dumps Some even  started 
dancing in the halls of the 
smitariums

T h i s  p s y c h o l o g i c a l  
im provem ent was in such 
m arked  co n trast to  usual 
behavior  that  re se a rc h e rs  
quickly inves tiga ted  o ther 
chemical derivatives. They 
discovered that drugs which 
blocked the enzym e MAO 
(monoamine oxidase) could 
reverse the symptoms of severe 
depression by increasing the 
le v e ls  of c e r t a i n  b r a i n  
biochemicals.

As useful as these drugs 
(Nardil, M arplan. Parnate) 
are. they do have serious side 
effects. Combined with foods 
l i ke  av o cad o s , b a n a n a s ,  
bologna, C heddar cheese, 
pickled herring, beer or wine, 
blood pressu re  could rise  
dangerously high and even 
cause a stroke.

During the IMOs tricyclic 
antidepressanu such as Elavil 
and T riavil (am itriptyline), 
Tofranil ( imipramine)  and 
Sinequan (doxepin) replaced 
th e  MAO i n h i b i t o r s  in 
popularity because they had 
fewer dangerous side e f f e ^ .

But whUe less severe, these 
drugs also produce adverse 
reactions. Common problems 
i n c l u d e  d r y  m o u t h ,  
constipation, b h rred  vision, 
di f f icul ty wi th u rin a tio n .

That is, they’re apt to affect 
numerous members of the 
family.

I do not know what you feel 
thumping in your legs, if 
that’s what you mean, brcause 
veins do not pulsate with 
enough force for you to feel 
anything in them. Arteries, 
however, do. Perhaps you're 
feeling a normal a r t ^  in 
your leg rather than varicose 
veins.

Your sisters might want to 
wear some support hose urhile 
they're jogging. It will help 
them empty out the veins in 
case there’s any problem in 
that department, »nee there 
seems to be a familial tenden­
cy to the problem, you might 
want to wear them, too.

Fine spring days — and 
days in any season that are 
sunny and clear — really are
likelv to put people in a more 
helpful frame of mind than
cloudy, grey days, according 
toa Millinneapolis study.

During the spring and sum­
mer of 1974 and in the winter 
and early spring of 1974-75, 
experimenters at four sites 
asked 540 passers-by how 
many of the 80 questions on a 
survey of social opinions they 
were willing to answer. 
Michael Cunningham, a psy­
chologist at Elmhurst (College 
in Illinois, then compared the 
results with hourly readings 
of the amount of sunlight 
striking the earth, tempera­
ture. barometric pressure, 
relative humidity, wind veloc­
ity and even the phases of the 
moon.

All the weather variables 
except the moon had a slight 
influence on helpfulness, but 
sunshine had the most. On the 
brightest days, participants 
offered to answer an average 
of 63 questions; on the most 
dismal days, they were will­
ing to answer only 13.

Suppose you are a college 
student, female. Suppose, 
further, that you want to be 
considered likable and attrac­
tive by other college students, 
male. Should you wear 
perfume’’

The answer is yes. Or no. It 
depends on how you are 
dressed

For 94 male undergradu­
ates at Purdue University in a 
recent study, perfume seemed 
to be alluring when a woman 
wore it wiUi jeans and a 
sweatshirt, but not when she 
wore it with a skirt, blouse 
and stockings.

Ebch student sat next to a

female undergraduate white 
an experimenter asked them 
in turn for answers to five 
innocuobs questions like 
"What are your favorite 
hobbies?” ’The woman, a con­
federate of the experimenter, 
gave the same bland answers 
each time, but with half the 
men she dressed up in a 
blouse, skirt and stockings. 
With the others she wore a 
sweatshirt and jeans.

Half the time, in each 
outfit, she wore two drops of 
Jungle Gardenia behind each 
ear.

When the questions were 
over, the men filled out a 
“First Impressions Form” 
about the woman, describing 
bow much they liked her and 
bow attractive they found her 
on a scale from 1 to 7. T ^  
also rated her on 30 specific 
traits like being conceited or 
unconceited, romantic or 
unromantic, cold or warm, 
and energetic or lazy.

With perfume on, the 
woman’s likability and attrac­
tiveness ratings were high 
when she dressed down and 
low when she gussied up. 
According to Robert Baron, 
the psychologist who conduct­
ed the test, the students’ other 
ratings and comments after 
the experiment showed that 
the combination of more for­
mal dress and perfume made 
the woman seem cold, 
conceited and unattainable. 
One student noted: *T figured 
that she was all dolled up that 
way for someone special. 
’There was no chance for me ”

’The experiment shows that 
scents and attraction go 
together in complicated w an. 
Naturally, Baron says, Pnroue 
stndeiiU’ reactions to perfume 
may be different from thoae 
of older and presumably 
wiser noses.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Farm ers who were fortunate in having 
a good harvest of white corn last fall are seeing some of the best 
prices in years, thanks to a crop failure in South Africa.

White com accounts for a small share of total U.S. com output 
but is a big item in this year's export market, the Agriculture 
Department said Wednesday

Last year's total com harvest was a record of nearly 7.8 billion 
bushels But white com production, representing only about 33.3 
million bushels, declined from 1978.

Meanwhile. South Africa. which normally is the largest supplier 
• of white com on the world market, has had poor crops for two 

years running.
And that has forced some big customers of South Africa, 

including Venezuela. Kenya and Jap aa  to seek white com from 
‘ the United States, the department's Foreign Agricultural Service 
, said.
I White com, contrasted to the dominant yellow com grown 
, mostly in the United States and used mostly as livestock feed, is 

favored in many countries as human food.
Exports of U.S. white com in the first seven months of the com 

marketing year that began last Oct. 1 totaled about 196.S00 metric 
tons, compared to 138.200 shipped in the entire 1978-79 year, the 
report said. The exports in 1977-78 were only about 58.000 metric 
tons

A metric ton is about 2.205 pounds and is equal to 39.4 bushels of 
com

Traditionally. South Africa exports about 900,000 metric tons of 
white com annually, but a poor crop caused shipments to decline 
to 200.000 in 1979-80 and are  expected to drop to zero in 1980411. the 
report said.

The thriving overseas demand has boosted U.S. prices of white 
com to about $6.10 a bushel at Kansas City, the nation's major 
white com m arket, compared to about $2.83 a year ago. officials 
said.

As a result, farm ers probably will boost plantings of white com 
this spring, the report said.

Kentucky is the leading producer of white com. but the crop 
also is grown commercially in other states, including Alabama. 
Georgia, Illinois. Indiana. Iowa. Kansas. Missouri. Tennessee and 
Texas.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Poultry slaughter continues to run well 
ahead of year-ago levels, according to the latest government 
figures.

Hie Agriculture Department says 1 63 billion pounds of live 
poultry, mostly young chickens or broilers, were inspected for 
slaughter in April, up 11 percent from a year earlier.

AUSTIN, Texdk (API -  UCLA's Mark Anderson, 

competing in his first decathlon since last December, 
rolled up 7JI3 paints and easily won the punishing 
13event competition Wednesday night at the NCAA 
Track and Field Championships.

The total put the rangy Anderson in second place on 
the all-time UCLA decathlon list. Only C.K. Yang, with 
8.088 points in 1963. has accumulated a higher score In 
the demanding two-day event that lasted 14 hours. 38 
minutes.

Anderson's victory gave the Bruins, champions of 
the PAC-10 conference a good start in their bid for their 
sixth NCAA title and first since 1973. The triumph was 
worth 10 points for UCLA, one of the pre-meet 
favorites, along with defending champion Texas-EI 
Paso and Southern California, a  23time winner in the 
nneet's 53year history.

Anderson, inactive in the decathlon for the past six 
months because of shin splits and who was competing 
with a  bandaged ankle and a bandaged hand, won only 
one event — the javelin with a toss of 234 feet. 814

inches. But he had personal bests in all five events 
Tuesday — the 100 meters, the long jump, the shot put, 
the high jump and the 400 meters — whim the took the 
lead with 4,091 points.

The javelin, his specialty — set the UCLA record of 
256.0 on April 12 — was the ninth event, and p v e  him 
the lead for good over Jeff Montpas of Arizona State.

Montpas had edged into first place in the eighth 
event, the time-consuming pote vault, which lasted 
three hours, five minutes.

But he fell hard into the pit in his third and fuud 
attempt— a miss — at 13116.

U.S. trio advances to French Open semifinals
PARIS (AP) — For the first time in at least25years, 

three Americans have reached the men's semifinals of 
the French Open tennis championships, including the 
scrappy, consistently strong finisher on these day 
courts, Harold Solomon.

Solomon, ruimerup here in 1976 and No. 6 seed this 
year, upset Argentina's Guillermo Vilas 1-6,6-4.7-6,7-5 
in a three-hour, 33minute duel under a blazing sun 
Wednesday at Roland Garros Stadium.

Sweden's Bjorn Borg, playing near-perfect tennis in 
his bid for a fifth men's crown here, dispatched Italy's 
Corrado Barazzutti 6-0, 33 .33 . and will meet Solomon 
in a semifinal match Friday toward the $53.000 men's 
title.

In the other semifinal. Jimmy Connors will face 
Vitas Gerulaitis in an all-American match Along with 
Solomon, they are dreaming of becoming the first 
American to win the French title since Tony TVabert 
defeated Sven Davidson of Sweden in 1955.

Chris Evert Lloyd, defending her women's crown 
here, faced Czech Hana Mandlikova in a semifinal 
match today. In the other semifinal toward the $42.500 
women's crown, Romania's Virginia Ruzici faces 
Australia's Dianne Fromholtz.

After his upset victory of Vilas, Solomon was asked 
how many times he had played the reigning champion. 
Borg.

"Too many," Solomon said, adding that he has never 
beaten him and has failed to win a set in their last three 
or four matches.

Solomon, 27, nonetheless said he had a new strategy 
to play Borg. But he would unveil it only on these slow 
day courts where he put Vilas into the category of 
upset losers along with No. 2 seed John McEnroe and 
No. 2 women's seed Billie Jean King

For his part, Vilas indicated he has been sick but he 
refused to use that as an excuse for his loss. He had

match with Spain's Manuel Orantes .

The decision to  grant  the delay, for which 
International Tennis Federation President Philippe 
Chatrier has taken responsibility, brought a protest' 
from Orantes. who defaulted to Vilas rather than play 
the delayed match.

As has been the case throughout this two-week 
tournament, with its grueling best-of-five set matches 
for the men. the Solomon-Vilas match was not without

Bomb ticks away on Madlock dispute

There is a time bomb ticking away in 

b aseball and everyt ime  P ittsburgh 
Manager Chuck Tanner writes third 
baseman Bill Madlock's name on the 
Pirates' lineup card this week, the fuse gets 
a little shorter.

It has been more than a month now since 
Madlock used his glove to massage umpire 
Gerry Crawford's nose after being called 
out on strikes with the bases loaded

The penalty for that display of temper, 
decided National League President Qiub 
Feeney, should be a 15-day suspension and 
a 15.000 fine But Madlock hasn't sat out a 
day or paid a dollar yet.

"You can't suspend a man while his 
appeal is pending." reasoned Marvin 
Miller, executive director of the players 
association, with perfect logic.

And Madlock'sappeals continue to pend.
The umpires are  getting itchy over the 

delay and have threatened to take the law 
into their own hands. We're liable to have 
vigilantes calling balls and strikes before 
too very long

The umps want Madlock punished right 
now. They've waited long enough But now 
they must wait some more.

First there was the expected appeal to 
Feeney. Now the case is sitting on a corner 
of Commissioner Bowie Kuhn's desk And 
day after day. Madlock plays and the 
umpires get angrier and angrier.

Richie Phillips, attorney for the umpires 
association, alerted Tanner to the time 
bomb over the weekend, suggesting that 
the umpires would eject Madlock from 
games beginning Friday unless he is 
suspended by then. The last line of his 
telegram said. "There is no appeal from 
this decision."

That, of course, is the key Madlock is 
getting his day in court as the basic 
agreement says he must in a case where 
the penalties are  this harsh. And while the 
b o s ^  of baseball sift through the sea of 
red tape, the umpires cool their heels, 
waiting for justice.

Phillips doesn't likethe delay and neither 
do the umps. “ It doesn't take Justices 
Frankfurter or Cardoza to decide this 
case." the attorney said .

However, grand jurors apparently heard secret testimony that 
Farlow was not on the ^ane and they may indict him for 
attempted murder.

Pvt. Daniel P . Borae, fifth generation grandson of one of 
America'a greatest heroes, took a step Wednesday down a trail 
his ancestor helped blaze more than 200 y ean  ago.

Boone. 22. has enlisted in the Army Reserve and departed 
Wichita for basic training in Fort Diz, N.J.

In an era when youth a re  reluctant to become servicemen. 
Daniel Boone was an easy sell.\

“For sure I want to live for this country," Boone says.'TII 
defend it. This country has given me a lot I feel I should give 
something back besides just my income taxes every year."

The famous Daniel Boone, bom in 1734 near Rewling. Pa., cut 
the Wilderness Road, opening the great American interior to 
settlement He became one of the land’s most touted founders — 
an explorer, fighter, legislator and defender of wildlife.

Col. Daniel Boone fought for the Continental Army in a 
little^cnown but dirty theater of the American Revolution, the 
western front where British officers and renegades led Indians 
against settlers.

The son of a  Quaker immigrant from England. Boone learned 
farm ii^, weaving and blackamithing from his father. But he 
d e v e lo p  a  special interest in hunting and trapping. For Boone, 
life cloM to nature was the next thing to heaven.

Now along comes his namesake.
Yoiaig Daniel Boone also is a patriot. And he fondy recalls the 

days of his youth spent in the lush woodland of South Carolina. 
Sometimes he carried a hunting rifle; more often he carried a 
camera.

‘‘We lived out in the country, eight miles from nowhere." he 
said. "All you could do was go out in the woods and hunt or take 
pictures. I’ve loved the wilderness ever since."

Now Boone is a  sophomore at Wichita SUte UniverNty where 
he's in the Army ROTC program and studies photojournalism He 
also has been working full-time on a Beech Aircraft asaembly 
line.

Boone plans to return to school after basic training and 
information specialist training and he hopes for a commission as 
an infantry officer. His father, George Boone, is a  chaplam in the 
Army Reserve and a pastor at Southwest Presbyterian Church 
here.

ABC’s ‘20 - - 20’ takes top viewing-honors
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NEW YORK (AP) — More p ^ l e  watched ABC's 
“»•20'' than any other prfme-time program in the 
weekending June 1, but CBS had the next six top-rated 
shows and won the week’s ratings race by half a point, 
according to the A C. Nielsen Co.

By finishing No. 1 for the week, ‘‘20-20” 
accomplished in less than two years what it took the 
pioneer, CBS’ “60 Minutes," nearly a decade to do. In 
addition . NBC’s ent ry  in the newsmagazine 
competition. "Prim e Time Saturday," enjoyed its best 
performance in months, finishing 32nd for the week.

ABC’s program. which included reports on the Mount 
St. Helens volcano and sexual fantasies, had a rating of 
22.7. Ih a t was two points better than “60 Minutes.” 
which finished in a tie for fifth place.

Nielsen says that means of all the homes in the 
country with television, 22.7 percent saw at least part

of the ABC program and 20.7 percent tuned in for “6 
MinuteB."

CBS' victory, with a rating of 14.8 compared to 14.3 
for ABC and 13.7 for NBC, was the No. 1 network's fifth 
in a row. The networks say the rating means in an 
averi^e prime-time minute during the week. 14.8 
percent of the nation's TV -equipj^ homes were 
watching CBS.

It was a  week ilominated by repeats, and of the 10 
toprated programs only “20-20’’ and “Bob Hope’s 
All-Star C om ^y  Birthday Party" had not been shown 
before. The “80 Minutes” program included an original 
segment and two which had been broadcast previously.

In addition to the Hope special on NBC. several other 
movies and specials fa ro l well.

“12« Great Smokey Roadblock,” an NBC movie, 
was 12th, while an ABC motion picture. “Pun and

Games,” was No. 13. A first-run offering of “That’s 
Incredible” on ABC finished 18th. with Part II of 
another NBC movie.

The first chapter was 
broadcast the week before.

The theatrical film “Semi-Tough” on ABC was No. 28

Music. “I had been playing 
and recording a lot of the 
m usic of Louis Moreau 
Gottscbalk,” List recalls, “and 
I got absolutely fascinated 
with the man as well as his 
compositions. Though he died 
young, he got an awful lot of 
living into those 40 years.

“Etorn in New Orleans in 
1829, he was sent to Paris at 
13 to study. When Chopin 
heard him three years later, 
he told the American teenag­
er; ‘My boy, you will become a 
king among pianists.’”

Gottschalk became a pupil 
of Hector Berlioz, who proba­
bly was the all-time monster 
champion. Berlioz designed 
what he called the ideal 
orchestra, with 242 strings, 62 
woodwinds. 47 brass. 55 
percussion, 30 harps, 30 
pianos and a pipe organ — but 
couldn’t round up enough good 
players in Paris to pull it off.

In time, Gottschalk also 
was staging concerts with 
multiple pianos, in addition to 
his own highly popular solo 
recitals, in Europe and in the 
United States

On the cen t ena ry  of 
Ckittschalk’s death — Dec. 18, 
1969 — List and some of his 
pupils did a memorial concert 
at Eastman, using four grand 
pianos and six uprights. It 
went so well that he next 
rounded up the Eastman 
piano faculty for a perform­
ance of piano works, in unusu­
al combinations: pieces for 
three hands, five hands, multi- 

da nos.
eir monster piano con­

cert at Lincoln Center in New 
York sold out. leading in turn 
to recording on Columbia, an 
appearance on the Sullivan 
tV  show, a performance at 
Radio City Music Hall, and 
more. On TV and at Radio 
City, the musicians were 
p la c ^  on revolving, elevated 
platforms, not that any addi­
tional pazzazz was needed. 
But it wowed the audiences.

List's biggest monster so 
far was at'Carnegie Hall, New 
York, last fall on the 150th 
anniversary of Gottschalk's 
birth: 10 Steinway grands and 
40 players, though they never 
used more than 36 at one 
time.

Last March 11 he and his

loyal colleagues assembled in 
the E ^ t  Room of the White 
House, where 28 of them 
played in various combina­
tions on six pianos. List had 
written, suggesting such an 
entertainment, to Mrs Carter, 
who scheduled it for a gather­
ing of the wives of fo re ip  
ambassadors. In his letter he 
had quoted Oscar Wilde’ com­
ment that “nothing succeeds 
like excess."

Monster concerts are not 
necessarily noisy; they can 
and do achieve ilelicatc ami 
sensitive effects. Just as two 
pianos sound like a different 
instrument than a single 
keyboard, multiple pianos 
have' a character all their 
own. It is almost impossible to 
imagine, if the experience is 
new to you.

For an April concert at 
Brooklyn College, List and 32 
others offered solos, duos and 
other combinations for a kind

of pop concert program, with 
William Shookhoff. one of his 
former pupils, conducting. A 
conductor is essential, other­
wise the whole thing would fly 
apart

As the famous coda began 
the first of its three theme- 
and-variations, two mirror 
balls were lowered and began 
revolving, scattering myriad 
spots of blue light all over the 
.stage, players, audience, walls 
and ceiling. Next the mirror 
balls were bit with white 
light, with a brighter, more 
electrifying effect.

By the second time through 
the coda, movie projections of 
fireworks were playing on the 
American flag, and as the 
third coda started, actual aer­
ial bombs were being fired in 
the auditorium. At the cloae, 
balloons were cascading down 
from ceiling traps. The audi­
ence was in an a ^ l u t e  state.

He noted that the pyramid fad 
hadn't been u lked  about much 
on Walter Cronkite's Evening 
News program

“If it hasn't been talked about 
on television. I'm leery of 
satirizing it because I'm afraid 
IK)one will have heard of it.”

He recalled that on a recent 
trip to California, he read a 
front-page new spaper story 
about a ra th e r rem arkable 
court decision. The California
