Lubbock firm gets flooring contract

Final approval by Pampa Independent
School District Board of Trustees was
given to a Lubbock flooring firm for the
re-flooring contract of gymnasium floors
for the school district

During the June 3 board meeting, board
members awarded bid for the work to Lang
Flooring Company of Lubbock with the
stipulation the award was subject to the
company obtaining a security bond and
passing a credibility check

The check was conducted by
architectural engineer consultant Bob
Johnson of Johnson and Riemer, Inc

The firm was endorsed by Johnson after
noproblems were revealed in the check

Long was lowest of the three bidders by
$10,000 at a bid of $13,946 .95

The discrepancy between bids and a
report that a Lubbock firm was presently
involved in litigation with the Slaton ISD
over some unsatisfactory work were listed
asreasons for the check

Joe Sparkman of Slaton was contacted in
connection with the check, Johnson said
Sparkman told him that Slaton was “not
now nor ever was' involved in litigation
over any work done for the district,
Johnson told board members

The Slaton school superintendent did say,
Johnson said, that Monterrey Construction
Company of Wolfforth was doing some

work that they were not satisfied with, but
that it was being *‘taken care of "

Long had done some work for Slaton,
Sparkman told Johnson

(Long's) attitude,”” he said, and said the
company was easy to work with

The funniest “‘mishap’’ of the year, he says, was when he and Det
Ron Howell, the juvenile officer were sentenced to detention hall for
parking in a student's parking place. The incident received
nation-wide news coverage

“It gave us (he and the students) something to talk about,”” he

says, laughing. “"'There wasn't a kid in school whodidn't relate to that
incident.’

On a more serious level, Morris recalls an individual entering his
office “'screaming and yelling. the person really was upset

The teenager had a drug-problem, he says, thinking police were
“shadowing"’ the individual for drug traffic

““I showed the kid we didn't have the time or persons to follow
someone around trying to make drug arrest,"”’ Morris says.

The person, he says, ‘‘came back and talked with me several times
after that."" Morris says, the youth would tell him of successes and
give reassurance to the officer that drugs were no longer in the
picture

“It probably was partially a con-job,” he says, ‘but at least the
person was coming back.”

Morris credits the program for one student coming to the police
department for a part-time job. Other positive aspects of the
program include a police explorer post and a farm league baseball
team sponsored by the department

“One kid wound up in serious trouble,” he says, ‘‘and through the
liaison program, a friend helped establish communication between
me and him. He eventually turned himself in to save himself more
problems.”

Morris says he believes there is and it will include an expansion of
the program including possibly a full-time liaison officer and an
expansion of service and referral capabilities

“Overall,”" he says, ‘‘we re shooting for a more active involvement
in community affairs by police officers."

Konis finds brilliance

in Panhandle scenery

If anyone can find the intense and brilliant
colors in the Panhandle landscape, Ben Konis
can

As a well known Southwestern artist, Konis
adds the artist's concept of the landscape and
turns it to a garden of mulberry colors

Ben Konis, now from Amarillo, was born and
spent his early life in New York, always drawing
what he saw

After a two-year tour of duty with the Army,
Konis was attended the New York Canton-Rose
Institute of Fine Art. From there, he attended the
Art Students League and the New School of
Research

The beauty of the Southwest was introduced to
Konis through his wife, the former Jinni
Landrum of Friona, Texas.

The 2nnual trips they made to Texas became
the focal point of their life. In 1969, they made the
move to the place they both loved.

Once in Texas, Konis started to paint
immediately and found that teaching classes in
the small Texas towns, added a new dimension to
his work.

“When in doubt, reach for purple,” Konis will
tell anyone in his class who wants to paint a bit
better.

A man who seems larger than life, Konis emits
a theatrical warmth, just as his paintings emit a
brilliance of colors. Konis loves to paint and
loves to talk about his love of painting.

Konis was recently in Canadian, to hold a
week-long seminar for local artists. He
presented his students with some new and
creative ideas, all designed to draw from their
talent, the best.

The paintings of Ben Konis were also being
exhibited at the Canadian First State Bank

At the seminar, the artists’ bags, stuffed with
everything, were everywhere, displaying the
enormity of the tools of the artist's profession
All the unfamiliar smells sneaking from the
bottles and tubes of color confirmed that it was
an art seminar

“Once you know how to draw, you can relax
and forget the rudiments, and go on to paint,”
Konis said.

“More color, More color,” he suggests to the
students who paint in oils and pastels from still
lifes.

“Some are hot and some are cool, see what |
mean,” Konis said.

One touch of a paint brush by Konis, to add or
lessen color, reveals more to the student, of what
the painting should be

“Oh, I see, I see, so simple but so hidden,” the
students said as Konis's dash of color enriched
what they had put on the canvas.

The explanation of what an Indian medicine
man does wafted through the class as Konis used
his knowledge of the Indian culture to thoroughly
explain the art subject for his students.

“Keep scrubbing one color into another,
lighter, darker, heavier, add a little purple, don't
be afraid,” Konis teaches.

The artist must see every shadow, wrinkle,
and design in the still lifes they paint.

“Don’t get too many of those tiny little colors in
the painting. It takes away from the whole
story,” Konis said.

Bargaining issue splits teachers

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A major breach in the political unity of
Texas teachers opened Saturday with the Texas Classroom Teachers
Association announcing it would not require its members also to join
themuch larger Texas State Teachers Association.

Underlying issues appeared to include TSTA’s decision to lobby for
collective bargaining rights for teachers.

“We deplore the action. ... We think the action is foolish. ... It is not
in the best interest of teachers,” said Jim Butler, executive
secretary of the TSTA

The century-old TSTA has been the principal voice of teachers
before the Legislature on such issues as pay raises, sick leave and
the like.

TCTA members voted 3-to-1 in a mail poll, in which 35 percent
participated, to reject mandatory membership in TSTA.

“It appears that teachers are united against any attempt by TSTA
to control the right of members to decide which professional
association they want to join," said Rae Juan Markunas, president of
the 36,000-member TCTA.

The TSTA has 112,000 members, who also must belong to the
National Education Association.

In March, the TSTA amended its constitution to require all
members of its ‘‘department affiliates,” including TCTA, to join
TSTA and NEA this fall. In other words, a teacher could not belong to
TCTA without also joining TSTA—NEA

Grand Island thought tornadoes wouldn't hit

GRAND ISLAND, Neb
invincible

Tornadoes dipped from blackened skies often enough, pausing to
lick at uninhabited pastureland. An awesome sight.

But Nature's ruthless funnels never came skipping through this
community nestled among the sparsely populated flatlands of
central Nebraska

“We've sat through all these years — since 1857 — and watched
those tornadoes develop,”” said Ralph Kelly, state senator from
Grand Island and an amateur storm-watcher. “‘Invariably, they go
straight north and miss us.

“We'd been shot at day after day and we figured since nobody hit
us we'd become invincible. We got to thinking that tornadoes can't hit
this town."

The mayor thought so. The city administrator thought so. And
many residents now sifting piles of scrap wood that used to be their
homes thought so

At 9 p.m. Tuesday last, the wail of tornado sirens cut through the
rain and wind. Many folks moseyed down to their basements. Some
went out to take a look. And some ignored them altogether.

This time those sirens were not crying wolf

But Mayor Bob Kriz didn’t leave his backyard pool.

And Joann Watson “jokingly"’ decided to move the seven persons
holding a business meeting in her home to the basement.

Seventeen-year-old Robyn Larson stayed in her mobile home.

(AP) — Grand Island, you see, was

The storm didn't march toward this central Nebraska community
of 40,000. It formed right over town. Even the nation’s top tornado

expert called it a giant freak — *“‘I've never seen anything like it
before," he said.

Over a 90-minute span, the storm brewed as many as seven
tornadoes that flailed the town's structures. When the clouds moved
on, a third of Nebraska's third largest city wasin shambles.

Kriz finally left his pool when he was called away to City Hall as
damage reports came in. His house was slightly damaged.

Mrs. Watson and her guests were trapped for 30 minutes in her
basement by a pile of splintered wood that had been her house. All
were rescued by firemen who entered the area even as tornadoes
struck other sections of the cornmunity.

Robyn's body was found nearly a block from the mobile home

She was one of four persons who died as a direct result of the storm
Autharities continued to search for some reported missing, but
doubted the death toll would go much higher

Although more than 200 persons were injured, fewer than two
dozen remained hospitalized this weekend

Property damage was enormous — perhaps more than $300 million
— and President Carter declared Grand Island a federal disaster
area. Nearly 1,000 of the community's 12,000 residences were
destroyed or heavily damaged. Sixty businesses were destroyed and
15 heavily damaged.

“Tough guy’ fights come under fire

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — State boxing officials are trying to stop the
spread of “Tough Guy" fights — amateur contests that lure
untrained street brawlers into the ring for a quick and dangerous
series of bouts.

An unemployed Beaumont man suffered brain damage and was
left paralyzed after being knocked out at the Texas Tough Guy
Heavyweight Boxing Contest in Beaumont in April, the only such
competition staged so far in Texas

At least two other such contests are planned, and the Boxing and
Wrestling Division of the Texas Department of Labor and Standards
wants to ban them.

“The whole idea goes against what we are trying to do, promote
legitimate boxing in Texas," said Bob Busse, director of the boxing
and wrestling division.

The Tough Guy contests begin with newspaper ads to lure fighters.
Promoters of the ‘‘Baddest Man Contest” in Corpus Christi on June
10-11 calls for “‘bar brawlers, factory workers, students, street
fighters, policemen, truck drivers, bouncers, fishermen and bail
bondsmen."

No kicking or biting allowed, the ad says. Professional and

i boxers are banned.

The winner will be determined in a series of bouts in two nights.
The bouts consist of three rounds of two minutes each.

Busse said he has talked with the Baddest Man Contest promoter
and told him to either get endorsement of an approved amateur
organization or seek the state licenses needed for pro bouts.

“I don’t think legitimate amateur athletic programs would sponsor
them, " Busse said.

The promoter, who was not available for comment, said he would
look at the situation and would make a decision before the event, said
Busse.

The boxing department will take action to stop the bouts if the
promoter does not comply, Busse said.

*““My opinion is that it is dangerous,” said Busse. ‘I'm concerned
about it. I have not talked to anyone who has been able to convince
me otherwise."

Peter LeBlanc, an artist and inventor who lived at the Beaumont
YMCA, apparently felt it would be safe. At 29, the big man (6-foot-3,
20 pounds) had never boxed before entering the Beaumont Tough
Guy contest.

Anthony Richards, LeBlanc's friend, said they planned to use the
money to pay the $350 demanded by a company to promote a game
they had developed. . o

LeBlanc started well, winning one fight the first night and two the
second. With a minute to go in his third fight of the second night he
was knocked out.

“It was like any other knockout,” said promoter Bubba Busceme.
“He just got caught with a shot and went down.”

LeBlanc was unconscious for 90 minutes, said Busceme.

Stan Blazyk, a social worker at John Sealy Hospital in Galveston,
said LeBlanc stayed for 20 days for treatment of brain damage and
paralysis. It has not been determined if the damage is permanent.

Blazyk said LeBlanc still needs extensive rehabilitation but is
broke and there are no charity rehabilitation centers in the state.

LeBlanc is in Dallas at his mother's home now, awaiting a bed in
Parkland Hospital.

‘He didn't even know me for three weeks after he got hurt,” said
Corine LeBlanc. “‘His mind is coming back. Hopefully, he'll be able
towalk again."”

“He called me the Friday night before he fought. 1 said, ‘Honey,
please don't."

On May 2, in the last new
episode of the 1979-80 TV
season, J.R. — played by native
Texan Larry Hagman — was
leaving his downtown office
when someone off-screen —
someone he knew — shot him
down in cold blood
Unfortunately, it was not fatal

Since then, **‘Who shot J.R.?"
has become a more important
question to dedicated “Dallas”
fans than the state of the
economy, the presidential
campaigns or the price of gold

On May 31, the night that
episode aired in London, a nurse
at Dallas’ Parkland Hospital
emergency room said she
received an overseas telephone
call from a viewer in England
who wanted to know if J.R. was
going to live

Dallas police information
officer Bob Shaw said he was
called down from making
repairs on the roof of his home
one Sunday afternoon to be
interviewed by the London
Daily Mail on the shooting of

Shaw laughed about the
incident, but his boss does not
think it's funny

“The chief, Glen King, has
said the less we have to do with

‘Dallas’ the better,” Shaw said.
‘‘He has said no officers can be

But most Dallasites appear to
have embraced the fictional
re-creation of their hometown
with tremendous enthusiasm.

Religion doesn’t mix with taxes

Atheists are again raising an issue concerning tax money and
religion. This time they are concentrating on the numerous members of
the clergy who are on government payrolls. Though it is difficult to
listen to usually shrill Madalyn Murray O'hair, president of the
organization that brought the lawsuit than banned prayer in
tax-supported schools, some of her arguments make sense.

Atheists have long been upset that they are forced, through taxation,
to pay the salary of those who are performing religious functions for
the government. Specifically, they are upset that more and more
ministers, priests and rabbis are finding their way onto"’government
payrolls as chaplains in the armed forces, prisons, mental hospitals
and police departments. Atheist organizations persuasively complain
that using their tax money to pay for chaplains is a violation of their
rights and a contradiction of the concept of separation of church and
state.

An issue like this lends itself to emotionalism. This newspaper
emphatically believes that religion is an important and positive force.
This does not mean, however, that those who do not believe in God
should be forced to pay to promote religious beliefs, even if those
beliefs reflect the opinion of the majority.

Government-provided religion is no costless affair. For example, the
starting pay for a chaplain working for the state of California is $19,488
per year; senior chaplans make almost $24,000 per year. There are 74
full-time and 25 part-time chaplains on the state payroll at this time.
The cost to the federal government is even more. There are thousands
of chaplains in the military and at federal penal institutions throughout
the country.

The arguments that these chaplains offer a social rather than a
religious function does not hold up. Their counseling usually focuses, as
it should on spiritual answers to the the problems. The prayers and
services they conduct are without question religious and not social in
nature. Many Catholic priests have their checks sent directly to their
churches, which then pay them small portions, keeping the rest for
other church activities.

This is not to suggest that the chaplains, whether working in the
military or in the prisons are not needed. Undoubtedly these dedicated
individuals have done a trememdous amount of good over the years.
The question is how they should be paid. Churches in America send
missionaries all over the globe to preach the Gospel and minister to
people’s spiritual needs. The responsibility of providing religious
services and spiritual guidance should be left to the churches and not to
the tax-payers.

Church support rather than tax support for chaplains is not only the
right thing to do, it will likely result in increasing the effectiveness of
their message. Prisoners are more likely to'heed the words of a person
who is not part of the prison staff. Similarly, members of the armed
forces will probably have more respect for people who desire to be with
them than for those ordered to minister to the men of a particular unit.

The impulse is to contend that only the tax money of the country’s
faithful is paying for the chaplains. Unfortunately, such an explanation
would be nothing more than an excuse for using tax money to provide a
service that should be supported by the church.

The government doesn’t issue stock

A few years ago the Prudential Insurance Company was criticized
for its brilliant slogan, 'Get a piece of the Rock.”" The slogan was
attacked as misleading. Well, if the insurance slogan is misleading,
which we doubt, the advertising for United States Savings Bonds is
absolutely untrue

Over radio and television the Department of the Treasury advertises
that the public should ““Take Stock in America. Buy U.S. Savings
Bonds."" Recently Carl Olson, chairman of the Stockholders
Sovereignty Society, filed a protest suit with the Federal Trade
commission to pull the ads off the air. He makes some good points.

Olson contends that Savings Bonds are not stock and do not represent
any equity or proprietorship in the U.S. Government or in America as a
whole. He thinks a more accurate description would be ‘‘unsecured
promissory notes against the U.S. Government treasury.”

Considering the legal rights of stockholders, Olson’s complaint,
although admittedly picky. seems to be on target. And at a time when
government inspectors harass businessmen for even the tiniest
infraction of a federal code, perhaps it will be good for the bureaucracy
tosee how it feels to be on the other side of such a dispute for a change.

But what if Savings Bonds actually were stock in the U.S.
Government? If that were true the stock would be worthless or worse.
Such stock ownership in the government, considering the government’s
assets and liabilities. could actually expose the holder to a sizable loss.
Obviously the government is not a business.

If the government were a business, it would be in a state of
bankruptcy. It currently is saddled with an accumulated fiscal deficit
of more than $1.65 trillion, probably much more than its total assets.

And taking Olson’s comparison of U.S. Savings Bonds to common
stock one step further, any company in such grave financial condition
that offered stock to the public would legally be required to warn
potential buyers of the serious risk of purchasing the stock. .

The government does, nevertheless, have options not available to
private corporations. Although it is heavily in debt, it peed not worry. If
creditors start closing in the U.S. Government can sim ply turn on the
inflation money presses and — shazam — there is enough money to pay

The p@ment could also raise taxes and force the population to
pay us, but politically it's easier for politicians to use m ethod number
one and let the public pay the bill through the indirect taxes of
increased direct taxation.

Can the United States absorb the Cubans,
Haitians, Mexicans, Cambodians,
Vietnamese who are flocking to this, the
land of freedom and plenty? What will be
the next group to con verge here?

A more relevant question is: can the
Cubans, etc., who are entering the United
States in uncommon numbers absorb
themselves? Can they establish homes and
support themselves here?

In the past, alarmed by the numbers of
immigrants pouring through Ellis Island,
Americans have often raised this question.
Indignant books have been written
protesting the flood of Italians, Poles, etc.,
from Europe. Even in my birth-state,
Vermont, there was worry 75 years ago
about the numbers of ‘‘Canucks”

(French-Canadians) coming down from
Quebec. It is the age-old fear of the
stranger, that he may rob me.

The Italians, Poles, Finns
Scandinavians fit themselves into the
American scene. They quickly became just
as self-supporting as the older residents.
Their descendants, plus the descendants of
the Pilgrim fathers, are the American
people of today. Among those who worry
about today's refugees are the descendants
of yesterday's immigrants.

Perhaps we should consider the broader
question: how many human beings will the
planet Earth support?

No one knows or can know. If, a thousand
years ago, someone had envisioned that the
earth by 1960 would have a population of
over three billion people, he wonld have

been laughed at.

Thomas Malthus in 1798 reasoned the'
population tends to rise faster than the food
supply, and hence that famine, or at least
malnutrition, is inevitable. Always
somebody is hungry.

Man constantly works at the technical
oroblem of increasing production. To the
extent that he succeeds, the people become
stronger, healthier and more numerous.
And up to now he has succeeded pretty
well. So well, in fact, that the people of at
least two continents, North America and
Europe, live quite abundantly.

People of other continents could live
better if they would make. full use of the
known techniques. It is largely a matter of
education. Malthus' prophecy has not come
to pass in the West, but in much of Asi» and

WASHINGTON--As controls on credit
cards become more stringent, people are
paying for their purchases in cash. Since
most sales clerks in large department
stores have no experience in handling
money, they are now attending crash
courses to learn how to deal with it.

One of the leading department stores in
Washington permitted me to attend a class.

The instructor used slides to familiarize
the clerks with the various denominations
of money they would be handling.

Time out to regroup

If you're looking for one word to wrap up
world political trends these day, try
instability.

There is Afghanistan, of course. And
revolutionary Iran is...well, continuing to
behave like revolutionary Iran.

An economy-wide strike-lockout has
knocked two generations of national
complacency out of Swedes

South Korean students have taken to the
streets in violent demonstrations
reminiscent of those that ousted Syngman
Rhee in 1960.

AndinJapan...

Japan?

Yes, Japan. That rock of Asian stability
has just lost a government in a political
upheaval highly revealing of the stresses,
strains and strengths that underlie the
nation’s dynamic world image.

Prime Minister Masayoshi Ohira's
Liberal Democratic Party government was
brought down on a no-confidence motion
introduced by the Socialists. It was not,
however, the Diet opposition that did Ohira
in but the defection of a large bloc of his
own LDP deputies.

While a setback for Ohira, this is by no
means necessarily the disaster fo the LDP
that it could be in a more ideologically
oriented Western party.

The Liberal Democratic Party, Japan's
dominant political presence since the
American occupation, belies its name in all
respects. It is a coalition of conservative
interest groups, most with close business
and industry links, in which policy and
leadership are determined by alliances and
advantage trading among the blocs.

They number five of roughly comparable
strength. Ohira, who captured party
leadership a year and a half ago through an
involved maneuver that took his opponents
by surprise, has remained on top thanks to
an alliance with former Premier Kakuei
Tanaka’s bloc. The primary opposition has
been the bloc led by another former
premier, Takeo Fukuda, who was
outmaneuvered in Ohira’s rise to power.

You see how it goes. On the face of it, it
would appear to be a system ready made
for revolving-door governments, not unlike
Italy in recent years with its similarly
bloc-ridden Christian Democrats.

That this has not resulted is in large part
due to the Japanese devotion to consensus

— thorough discussion and compromising
of differences in private in order to give
everyone a little something (*‘rootbinding”
is the Japanese term for the process)
before coming to the public moment of
decision.

It is also due to the even deeper devotion
of the public. Most Japanese may not be so
enthusiastic about what — if anything —
the LDP hawks ideologically, but in the end
they vote for its candidates because of the
order and continuity the party represents.

The system has come under some strain
of late, however. The miracle economy has
slowed and in world trade actually slipped
into deficit (not, however, in the bilateral
balance with the United States). Growth is
down and inflation up. Energy, of which the
country must depend upon imports for all
but a minute fraction of its needs, is a cause
of near panic in understated Japanese
terms.

Simultaneously, Japan's Western
associates have been turning a few screws
More assistance to the developing world is
sought and a more active response to the
Mideast complex of crises and
Afghanistan. The United States is pressing
for an increased defense effort, a difficult
proposition to sell to a public thoroughly
conditioned since World War II to abhor
militarism.

The Socialist no-confidence motion was,
in fact, aimed at the Ohira government’s
backing of the United States. on these
points. The LDP defection, however, had
more to do with dissatisfaction with Ohira’s
performance in the last election, seven
months back, in which the party barely
managed to retain a Diet majority.

Of the two options open to him, resigning
or calling a new election, Ohira has chosen
the latter — set for June 22. For Ohira, it is
an opportunity to regroup LDP forces,
recover lost ground and return government
to LDP consensus as usual. For the
opposition, it will be a test of recent efforts
of the Socialists and other factions to draw
together into a coalition that would present
aviable alternative to LDP continuity.

For Americans, it is an election of more
than casual interest. They are not wrong in
thinking of Japan as stable. But it is a
stability that does not come easily, nor one
tobe taken for granted.

want of enough good food. Many also lack
decent shelter and sanitation.

The Cubans are reputed to be
industrious. Many who have come to the
United States in the past are prospering.
Presumably, the present wave of entrants
come here to find freedom, not to get on
welfare. Many of them have skills that will
be useful to American employers. Some
even may be math teachers!

That English is not their native tongue
will be a disadvantage. They should
beware of congregating in
Spanish-speaking cells or communities. To

enjoy American freedom and plenty, they

need to know and use the American
language. They should make ample use of
the free public libraries they will find

everywhere. -

They will have to be willing to work for
the best wage they can get. If this provesto
be less than the union-approved wage, the
unions will give them the cold shoulder. But
that will be no tragedy; a minority of
American workers are unionized.

The present arrivals are unfortunate to
be coming to this country at the very time
our economy is faltering and many of the
people already here are unemployed. They
should awvoid cities like Detroit where
unemployment is excessive and the
recession is severe. Rather, they should
seek out those communities and industries
where demand for workers exceeds the
supply. Employment agencies make a
business of putting job-seekers in contact
with such communities.

Can the U.S. accommodate the refugees?
Yes, we can take thousands, as we have in
the past. There is still ample opportunity
here for industrious people.

The Cubans apparently come here
without money. Castro sees to that. But no
person who has brains, brawn and the
willingness to use them is empty-handed
These are the prime human resources.

When these human resources are applied
to the planet Earth, which is replete with
natural resources, more than are
continually being revealed, production
results. That is how the United States has
become rich, and there is every reason to
believe the process will continue.

First hay cuttings have started, early
peaches are being picked, watermelons are
moging to market in South Texas, and
wheat, oats, barley and flax are being
harvested in southern and coastal areas, he
said in his weekly crop report.

Open weather has allowed field work to
make good progress, but stormy weather in
the Plains has slowed spring planting, he
said.

Sorghum is maturing over South Texas
and the Coastal Bend and cotton has set
bolls. Planting continues in the High and
Rolling Plains and in West Central Texas.
Cotton farmers in some western areas have
followed a delayed uniform planting date.

Peanut planting is active in Central,
East, Coastal and Southwest Texas while
soybean planting continues in some eastern
counties and along the Upper Coast,
Pfannstiel said

Some planting of peas, beans and
watermelons continues over eastern areas
while the first South Texas melons started
moéving to market about two weeks ago.
The melon crop is short in southern areas
due to adverse spring weather, but more
melons are expected due to increased
plantings in North Central and East Texas,

Pfannstiel said.

Spraying continues for the pecan nut
casebearer in many sections of the state
aand now stretches all the way to the Red
River. Some growers have started
spraying for a second generation of the
destructive insect pest.

Livestock conditions continue to improve
over the state as grasses are making good
growth following recent rains, said
Pfannstiel. Grasshoppers are posing a
threat to ranges in northern areas.
Marketing remains active, with cattle

4—H TIPS FOR TOP—TASTE BARBEQUED CHICKEN:

With the outdoor cooking season at hand, why not try chicken on
your grill for a speical taste? Nearly everyone loves chicken,
especially if it's grilled outdoors. Chicken is economical and
delicious and is a good source of protein.

Young people in the national 4-H food conservation and safety
program offer these tips on how to make your chicken barbeque a
SuCcess:

-Be sure coals are ash-gray before placing chicken on the grill.

~Spread coals evenly and place the grill surface 8 to 10 inches
above coals to avoid excessive browning.

~Turn chicken often, using tongs to preserve inside juices.

-Do not put tomato-based sauce on chicken until the last 30
minutes of cooking. Then baste the chicken with sauce each time you
turnit.

~Pierce chicken with a fork only when you think it is done. If fork
runs through easily, it's dinner time. Barbequed chicken is best when
eaten the minute it's removed from the grill.

Pre-plan emergency
measures before

boating activities

A member of your family, or someone you are concerned about,
is overdue from a boating trip to Lake Meredith.

You want held in locating this person or persons, what should
youdo?

The National Park Service is ready to assist. Call the NPS at
806-857-3151.

But, do you have sufficient information to give National Park
Service Rangers, so that they can know what to look for and where
tostart looking.

“Information left with a close relative or friend in the form of a
‘Float Plan’ is invaluable to a search and rescue effort in as large
an area as Lake Meredith Recreation Area,” stated Chief Ranger
Larry Nielson.

“We need to have a description of both the vehicle and boating

equipment, where they will launch the boat, and approximately ~

when the party is expected to return,”” Nielson added.

Having this information could make the difference between a
long drawn out search, discomfort, and possible danger to a
stranded boaters.

A “float plan” is available from the National Park Service
Headquarters or from any park ranger.

Nielson stressed discretion in reporting people overdue, if

fishermen stay out longer than . “When a storm hits,
some boaters pull into a sheltered cove and wait out the storm."

Once a party has been reported missing or overdue, and the
people reutrn home, officials should be notified.

Over 60 million Americans enjoy the freedom and thrill of
boating each year, and most of them do it safely, according to
Donald Speier, Texas Safety Association, (TSA) vice president.

As a guide to safe boating during the 1980 boating season, the
TSA advises all boaters to:

Check and heed weather forecast before boating.

Advise your family and friends staying ashore of your travel
itinerary.

Make sure your boat is sound, fully equipped with safety
equipment, and suitable for the planned trip.

Take enough personal flatation devices for all of your
passengers and make sure that at least the non-swimmers and
children wear them at all times.

Make sure a second member of your party can operate the craft
and knows the area of operation.

Keep a lookout for swimmers and avoid swimming areas.

Be careful when you are changing positions in a small craft so
asto avoid tipping over.

DIFFERENCE IN WATER-BATH AND PRESSURE
PROCESSING IN HOME CANNING

Have you wondered about the difference in water-bath and
pressure cooker processing of foods in home canning?

The water-bath method is used for processing fruits, rhubarb and
tomatoes and is done using a pan with a lid and rack. The rack is used
to hold the jars off the bottom of the cooker. The pan is large enough
to cover the jars with one to two inches of water, so that the jars are
surrounded with boiling water. The lid is used to help retain the heat.
The acid in some fruits and vegetables helps prevent the growth of
some bacteria which is the reason the water-bath process can be
used

However, low acid fruits and vegetables must be canned using the
pressure cooker. The spores (‘‘seeds”) of some bacteria are highly
resistant to heat, which makes it necessary for them to be destroyed
by high heat. This is accomplished with the pressure cookers

What are foods processed by these methods? The water bath is
used for such foods as peaches, plums and tomatoes. The pressure
cooker is used for such foods as beets, peas, corn, beans, greens and
okra.

Extension Office. Bring your canner gauge by the office before you
get busy canning so we can check it for you. Also, be sure to
remember that we process at 12 pounds pressure in Gray County
because we are over 3,000 feet above sea level.

FOOD PRICES — 1980 OUTLOOK

Most food prices will rise this year, of course, but not as much as
the past two years, and we may even see a price decline for pork,
poultry and eggs. according to U.S. Department of Agriculture
economists

In general, expect an eight percent rise as tops, they say
Economists view this as better than last year’s 11 percent rise and
the 1978 rise of 10 percent, but they caution us about one ‘‘hitch” —
weather. If weather plays a damaging role in farm production, then
we might see the same 11 percent rise in food prices as we saw last
year
) Why do prices keep rising in spite of plentiful food supplies
generally? Inflation and the rising costs of energy and transportation
account for the bulk of the sharp increases, and the farm-production
side adds another one percent

Here's a forecast from the USDA economists on specific food
items: Look for the biggest price rises on cereal and bakery goods,
beef and veal, fish and seafood, fresh vegetables, processed fruits
and vegetables, other prepared foods, dairy products, sugar and
other sweets. Look for smaller increases on other meats — even a
price drop on pork, poultry and eggs. Other items that will reflect
increases are fresh fruits, fats and oils and non-alcoholic beverages.

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HOMEMAKER, INDUSTRY SHARE ENERGY-EFFICIENCY
TASKS

“Conservation cookin’ " saves time, money and energy — and the
“proof” is in some actual recent tests. Homemakers and industry
both share the task of making kitchen ranges more energy efficient
— and recent tests. prove big savings are possible and easy.
Volunteers in a ‘“‘conservation cookin' " test saved a whopping
one-third in energy — just by the way they cooked, according to all
the reports. Of course, that's the homemaker’s part. But what about
industry? It, too, has a share in the task, and the appliance world is
abuzz with word of new designs on the drawing boards and in testing
stages — all focusing on greater energy efficiency for ranges.

As consumers learn of the innovations in ranges, they can be on the
lookout for them to study and compare — then consumers will be
more apt to insist on the most energy-saving features for their morey
whenever they actually buy.

But, until industry’s ‘‘brightest energy stars” hit the market,
homemakers can save one-third — or more — right now just by
learning the easy techniques of ““‘conservation cookin’.” Before you
learn what to do, remember the “what not to do’s” first — since they
make the big difference.

During the recent “conservation. cookin' " tests, the energy
wasters were found guilty of these practices: 1) they opened the oven
door frequently; 2) they cooked on the high setting too long; 3) they
turned on the wrong surface units; and 4) they often failed to reduce
the heat during cooking.

Once you have the “‘don’ts” firmly implanted in your mind, it's
time to concentrate on the ‘‘do’s.” Here's a test on “‘conservation
cookin’ " that teaches the techniques — and pinpoints your own
problems all at the same time.

Answer “‘yes' t0 each of the questions below, and you're already
successful at “‘conservation cookin’ "':

Do You:

—Use flat-bottomed pans that hug the surface element closely?

—Use a pan size equal to the size of the surface element ?

—Turn the heat down as soon as the liquid starts boiling?

—Pre-heat only as long as necessary — and only for products that
require a pre-heated oven (mainly baked items containing sugar) ?

—Resist the temptation to open the oven door unnecessarily?

—Keep from leaving the oven door open too long?

If you had to say ‘no’" to any of the questions, you need to change
those cooking habits before you will be an expert at ‘‘conservation
cookin'.”

Now for a peek into the industry crystal ball at what’s to come in
ranges. The industry is working on several changes to improve range
energy efficiency. Among those are smaller ovens, more and better
insulation, no-window ovens, possibly smaller oven vents, improved
oven doors and seals and flatter surface elements. In addition,
researchers are studying the use of oven-construction materials that
absorb less heat. All in all, these insights and developments hould go
along way toward making the energy picture a bit brighter.
