"We can look for important contributions 
for another form of alcohol during the next 
20 years .Methyl alcohol, or methanol can be 
made from coal and oil shale We at Texaco 
think it will be important as another alcohol 
fuel extender ' Calahan said

"Consumers understand that a large pan 
of the long term .solution to our energy 
problems will involve using alternative 
sources of energy fuels made from our 
nation's enormous reserves of coal and oil 
shtile. and alcohol fuels from agricultural 
products. Calahan said

Calahan also brought out factscon«>rning 
Texaco's development ol coal-based fuels 

Coal IS one of this country's most plentiful 
energy resources There are now several 
feasibile projects under way to show how itx' 
coal gasilication process can produce power 
Irom a wide variety of coals in an 
ennromenially sale manner

However problems w ith oil shaleandcoal 
development concerning enviromental and 
wa.ste disposal questions led Calatian to say 
w e  cannot expect much from coal and oil 
shale in the near future, but we are working 
on them

Dangerous waste dum^s 
plague Texas industries

AUSTIN, Texas (APi — A Texas House committee 
says there are 57 dangerous or potentially dangerous 
industrial waste dump sites in the state 

"The list is not intended to be a complete inventory of 
problem sites in Texas ' said the report from the 
House Committee on Environmental Affairs "The list 
shows the statew ide nature of the problem '

Some of the sites have been cleaned up,,and others 
are inactive

The committee completed its study with a list of 13 
recommendations, including the use of state money for 
medical research into industry-related health 
problems

"Fortunately. Texas apparently does not have any 
indu.strial waste facilities which pose environmental or 
health hazards the magnitude of the Love Canal This 
statement cannot be taken to mean that Texasdocs not 
have any problem sites , " said the report 

Harris County tops the list of "pniblem disposal 
sites ' with 12. including six active dumps Dallas 
Galveston. Jefferson and Nueces Counties have four 
each

•A site near Crosby in Harris County was listed as 
"probably the worst known site in Texas

"The site has 43 acres of waste with 20 acres of this 
resulting from overflow ' the report said adding that 
lixleral and stale funds probably would he needed to 
close the site properly

Another Harris County site listed is owned by- 
Hercules, Inc . which is charged with dumping 
truckloads of pollutants on coastal land, the report 
said

"Such "midnight dumping' resulted in the death of a 
Hercules employee when the truck he was unloading 
exploded." the committee said 

Another case mentioned in the report occurred in 
Rams County in 1979 when Sam Hurst, who sprayed 
herbicides and defoliants along the inlets of I^ke 
Tawakoni for five years, died at age 44 The death was 
initially attributed to arsenic poisoning The autopsy, 
however, indicated he died of heart failure, the 
committee said

A Houston salvage yard owner was killed while using 
a cutting torch on an empty barrel The barrel was 
contaminated with a residue that turned to mustard 
gas when heated by the torch 

The report, prepared by a subcommittee headed by 
Hep Jerry Clark. D-Buna said the haziirdous wastes 
pose long- and short-range haza rds 

'With short-range health hazards such as those cited 
above the cause of the hazard is relatively obuous 
respectively, ihe seeping waste, the explosive waste 
and the contaminated barrel In contrast the general 
long-range health hazard has a much less obMous 
cause-and-effect relationship The impaM ol the 
exposure can be so delayed Hive to 40 years for

carcinogenic substances i that few individuals even 
associate the cause with the effect,' the report said.

The commit 1 ee said federal officials found 43 cases (#  
brain cancer among Dow Chemical employees in. 
Freeport and Union Carbide workers at Texas City.

.Much of the wastes are produced in Texas by large 
companies with big payrolls. During 1978. the Texas 
chemical industry produced 39 million tons of 
industrial solid waste, about 10 percent of the nation's 
total waste

The potentially carcinogenic' petrochemical 
industry involves more than 30,000 workers in tlie 
Texas Gulf Coast region and brings in $3 billion 
annually ' the report said

Fhe committee suggested state-funded research to 
identify the health and environmental hazards of 
various chemicals so industry could take precautions 
and avoid "restrictive and unplanned for federal 
requirements "

Otherwise, it said, there is a danger that chemical 
(ximpanies might migrate lo foreign countries where 
health and environmental standards are lesssU'ict "

In a news conference Friday it was revealed that Johnson had 
been seen by a patrolmen leaving a motel in the 2800 block of Went 
Amarillo Boulevard

Johnson was speeding and driving erratically, said Sgt. H.R. 
Kelly, and officers thought he may be intoxicated. .

The patrolmen attempted to stop Johnson and the chase ensued.

Union proposes realignment
of pro-labor candidate lobby

WASHINGTON I AP I — In the aftermath of demoralizing election 
setbacks last month, the AFL-CIO is considering an overhaul of its 
traditional political operation to create a machine that would 
recruit pro-labor candidates and make new overtures to the 
Republican Party.

F ederation  P re s id e n t Lane Kirkland said the 13.6 
million-member labor organization should reconsider its long 
policy of remaining neutral In presidential and congressional 
contests until after the primaries. In an interview late last week 
with a group of reporters. Kirkland said the AFL-CIO also should 
consider active recruitment and promotion of pro-labor candidates 
from the start rather than waiting until forc^ to choose among 
contenders that may not be acceptable 

He said sta te and local AFL-CIO chapters should be 
strengthened, and emphasized the need of organized labbr to reach 
out more to Republicans rather than remain identified as an 
adjunct of the Democratic Party and lose pdliticaT leverage as a 
result

"We are not the property and do not intend to be the captive of 
any political party," the 58-year-old labor leader said 

Asked what initiatives he had in mind to strengthen labor's ties to 
the (jOP. Kirkland replied: '  T haven t gotten there yet '

He noted, though, that the AFL-CIO endorses several Republican 
members of Congress wih pro-labor voting records. He added that 
until aGOP-controlled Congress passed the anti-labor Taft-Hartley 
Act in 1947. a number of unions were closely linked with 
Republicans

Kirkland's comments were his first since President Carter and 
liberal Democrats in Congress were voted out and Ronald Reagan 
was elected to the White House. thaGOP took control of the Senate 
and an ideologically conservative majority took over the House.

Besides campaigning for Carter, the AFLGIO had worked for a 
dozen Senate f riends who lost re-election contests.

Under the 24-year stewardship of Kirkland's late predecessor. 
George Meany. the labor federation allowed unions to go theirown 
political way but remained officially neutral until the start of the 
general election campaign in September. Ihis year, the large 
AFL-CIO unions were divided in their support for Carter and Sfn. 
Edward M. Kennedy. *

A number of young political activists in the labor movement are 
critical of the AFL-CIO's political arm, theComnjitteeoBiPalitjcal 
Education (COPE i. calling it a behind-the-times operation. ^

Kirkland suggested that the COPE approach is antiquated
Kirkland said that despite Reagan's large victory, he w ar 

satisfied by polls saying a majority of union members voted for 
Carter, although not by the 2-1 margins Democratic candidates 
usually get

In an interview held on the 25th anniversary of the merger of the 
American Federation of Labor with the Congres of Industrial 
Organizations. Kirkland said differences between the AFL-CIO and 
the new Reagan administration on economic issues and political 
philosophy "may lead us into conflict.. .. I don't want to anticipate 
that." he said. "We want to establish as decent and cooperative a 
relationship as is possible for the good of the country." t

Brawler’s heart gives another life
ST. LOUIS (AP) — In life, his family and police knew George J. 

Waeltermann as a barroom brawler, a glue-sniffer, and a petty 
thief They say his finest moment may have been in death, when he 
became a heart donor so that another could live.

A 41-year-old woman, whose name was withheld, was in serious 
but stable condition Saturday, three days after she received 
Waeltermann's heart in a transplant operation at St Louis 
University Hospital

"I don't want to make George out to be a saint." said David 
Burford. a St Louis County jailer who knew Waeltermann. "But 
what he did at the end nullified all the bad he did when he was alive. 
Theslate was wiped clean"

Waeltermann. 27, died Wednesday night after he was shot in the 
head during a confrontation with Daniel Anthonis. 34. owner of J.W. 
Duke's, a country-western saloon in suburban Oakville.

Witnesses said Waeltermariti had threatened Anthonis with a 
beer bottle No charges have been filed against Anthenis. but police 
said an investigation was still under way

It was the last in a long series of fights and rowdy incidents for 
Waeltermann. who had been arrested more than 80 times ai^ 
confined more tha n 6̂ im es in jails and mental hospitals.

’You name the place, and he was thrown out of it," St. Louis 
County police Sgt John McCrady. "He was in trouble all the time, 
butit was always petty stuff ' •

His mother. Theresa Waeltermann. traced her son's problems to 
a glue-sniffing habit that started when he was 16 She said George, 
the third of seven children, was an outstanding soccer player, a 
model Boy Scout and had won an award as a flutist in elementary 
school

It was Mrs Waeltermann who gave permission for the transplant 
after her son was shot Wednesday His father refused to go to the 
hospital, she said. „

"H is father and I always figured thepolice would shoot him," she 
said. But I'm glad he died like he did. and that somebody else4s 
ablelo live with his heart 

"He had a good heart "

Retarded child strangles in harness
HOUSTON (AP) — A 7-year-old severely handicapped boy 

apparently caught his neck in a makeshift harness that held him in 
his wheelchair and strangled to death, authorities said. •

The youngster, a patient at the Thomas C^ne Center in southwest 
Houston, was found dead in his room Friday, said Officer Troy 
Wilke of the Houston Police Department's juvenile division.

The home is licensed and regulated by the Texas Health 
Department to care for "the most profoundy retarded children 
th m  are." said Judy Hay. spokeswoman for the Harris County 
Child Welfare Unit

InvesUgators withheld the boy's idenUty because he was a ward 
of the state. Wilke said there was no evidence of foul play.

The youngster was held upright in his "transport" chair — a 
modified wheelchair — by a seat belt and a harness that consisted

The fastener on the seatbelt apparently came unlocked and the 
boy slipped down in the chair and caught his neck in the hamessi 
the officer said.

N.Y., fire were ei«ulfed 
hi a virtual explosion. Perhaps there was no savins 
them. Perhaps.

BiA Richard Kauffman believes he would have 
survived the Las Vegas. Nev.. hotel fire. Becaiae of 
Mm. I believe I would have sirvivedU. too.

"I havm t been there ar^d seen for myself where the 
M bodies were found." Kauffman said, "but from what 
I have learned from firemen and others who were 
there. I believe that as many as 70 or 80 percent of them 
could have saved themselves "

Richard Kauffman is a fíreman in Los Alleles 
County, Calif. He has fought all manner of fires, but 
hotel fires were, to him, always the saddest. "So many 
people need not ha ve died." he said.

Fbur years ago. on a vacation trip, he and his wife 
were assigned to a hotel room at the end of a hallway 
with noexit.

"It was a fire trap." he said. The desk clerk didn't 
want to argue the subject, not with all those people in 
the jobby, and willingly gave him another room.

His wife was a frequent traveler, an airline 
employee. He realized how ill-prepared she was to 
ootnbat a hotel fire, and wrote out for her a few simple 
rules to follow incase, (>od forbid, she had to use them.

She showed her little survival manual to her boss 
Soon it found its way into American Airlines' briefing 
book for all e m p lo y ^  under the title: "Warning: 
HotelsCould Be Hazardous To Your Health."

There is. in America, a fraternity of frequent

travelers, and I am one. We meet in airports. We 
compare notes. We share tips on how to nudee life 
easier, or less hazardous, much as hoboes used to 
scrawl messages for their brethren in fre i^ t yards.
' IneviUUy. a copy of Richard Kauffran s hotel 
survival rules found its way into my bri^case. I am 
never without it.

As a result, I have developed habits of behavior on 
checking into hotel rooms that have become as routine 
as knowing where the ice machme is. except that these 
might someday save my

I know where m^ room key is. It is on the bedside 
table. It is not on the dresser or the top of the TV or in 
my coat pocket. Every room has a bedside table and 
that is where my key is.

"Some of the victims in the Las Vegas fire were 
found in the hallways without their room keys," 
Kauffman said. "They couldn't have gotten bade in 
their rooms if they had wanted to."

I know where the fire exit is. Not that it's somewhere 
down the hall to the left. I know there are precisely four 
doors down to the elevator, then five more doors, and 
the exit is on the opposite side. It is amazing how easy 
such a floor plan is to memorize.

I know how to combat the two elements of a fire far 
more lethal than flames: smoke and panic.

“If you are occupied with constructive thoughts — 
getting your key. remembering where the exit is, 
taking all the other precautions — you are not likely to 
panic, you are too busy ." Kauffman said.

As for smoke, I know that my aim is to leave at the 
first sign of it . If I know where the fire exit is, I stand a 
better chance of getting out. on my belly (smoke rises i,

even with my eyes closed.
What other precautions? Here, summarized, are the 

Kauffman ru la  for hotel fire survival:
—If you smell smoke, call the fire department, not 

the desk. The desk might send a sectrity guard. Tlie 
fire department will send firemen. Tell the fire 
dispatener what room you are in.

—Feel your door knob. If it is hot, don't open the 
door. If it isn't, peek outside. If it is not too smoky, go to 
the fire exit.

—Never use the elevator Never.
—Always take your key with you. You might want to 

get back in your room, where it could be safer.
—If you go to the stairwell, walk, don't run. and close 

the dow behind you. Smoke in stairwells is caused by 
people leaving the fire door open If the stairwell is too 
smAy, going down, turn around and go up A fireman 
will greet you on the roof.

If you are fored to stay in your room, do this:
—Open the window if there is fresh air outside. Do 

not break the window. If there is smoke outside, you 
will need to close the window

—kill the bathtub with water Wet towels and sheets 
and stuff them around the door If the bathroom vent 
has a motor, turn it on; if not. block it with wet towels, 
too. Block all vents.

—If the door and walls are hot. bail water on them 
with your ice bucket. Keep everything wet Swing a wet 
towel around the room to clear the smoke Put a wet 
cloth over your nose and mouth.

—Above all, keep fighting. Don't quit

Angsts made in hijack plot
CARACAS. Venezuela (AF) — Folia hove 

arrested 98-3S people in connection with the 
hijackmg of a Venezuelan jetliner and recovered 
the $1.1 million in cash and bank notes stolen by 
the gang, po lia chief Jorge Sosa Chacin 
announced Saturday.

The Aéropostal DC-9 carrying 110 passengers 
and crew was hijacked Friday by four armed 
men and forced to land at a small airfield where 
other members of the ring were wakmg with a 
pickup truck for the escape. None of the hijack 
victims were injired

Sosa announced the arrests at a news 
conference where he unsealed two large i a  
chests and showed reporters a pistol and wads of 
bank notes he said had been found in one of the 
gang's hideouts.

He said the suspected hijackers and their 
acoomplias were arrested in various locations 
in Caracas and in several apartments, a boat, 
construction site and mobile home in the port 
dty of Puerto La Cruz. The chief did not ideikify 
the prisoners.

Some of the suspects possibly had been

members of Idft-wing guerrilla groups thati 
plagued Venezuela a decade ago. and that would 
explain the military precision with which they ! 
carried off the operation. Sosa said.

But he added. "We are convinced that this was 
ainyily a crime, with no political motiva."

Polia had organized a country-wide search 
after the Acropatal jetliner was commandeered 
and the pilot adered  to land the big plane at the 
dangerously small and isolated airfield at 
Hiaguerote. 70 miles northeast of Caracas.

1m  hijackers seized the craft shortly after it 
had taken off from Porlamar.

Sosa said the hijackers " k a w  a lot of aviation, 
because they practically guided the pilot" in the 
precarious landing at Higarote.

Sosa said more arrests were expected and

Striking hospital workers 
rally, negotiations stall

Storied old bridge in jeopardy

PRESIDIO, Texas (API — The rickety-looking toll 

bridge linking two nations at this remote Southwest 
Texas town was designated “ temporary" when built — 
to last only as long as it took to build j  bigger 
permanent bridge

That was 54 years ago.
S ina then, the one-lane, wooden bridge has been the 

source of demonstrations, court battles, political 
grudges and even shootings. County officials say 
truckers avoid the bridge routinely because they're 
afraid the weight of their cargo might cause it to 
collapse. Yet it remains today the only way motorists 
can cross the Rio Grande into Ojihaga. Mexico, and 
points south

Now. at last, its storied days appeared numbered.
Presidio County officials say they intend to build 

that bigger, stronger bridge promised 54 years ago. 
and claim they ha ve cleared most of the obstacles. But 
the controversy over who should build the new bridge 
goes on. despite a U.S. Supreme Court decision in 
October that has settled the matter for all practical 
purposes

EYank Dupuy. loser in the October coirt decision, 
says he should be the one to erect a new bridge. He was 
a boy of 10 when his father. H E. Dupuy. built the 
existing toll bridge in 1926. Today, he admits that what 
with all the trouble it has caused — including the 

^shooting death of his father — he would have done 
* something else with his life if he had it to do again.

"My dad was shot at three times in controversies 
over the bridge." Dupuy recalls. The first two 
attempti which both came shortly after the span was 
completed, missed. The third attempt was successful.

“Dad was killed in 1958 in a controversy with a 
commissioner who wanted the county to build a new 
bridge." Dupuy said.

llie commissioner who was accused of firing the 
fatal rifle shot. Clyde "Doc" Vaught, pleaded self 
defense in his trial and was acquitted.

Dupuy said his 74-year-old father was unarmed 
when he was slain, but he said he held no grudges

«"Life's too short." he said
Vaught, now in his 80s. doesn't like to talk about it.
"He called me up and threatened me and that's all I 

care to say about i t ,"  said the white-haired,., 
semi-retired doctor who still delivers babies in this 
mostly Hispanic farming town of about 1.600 people

Vaught and Dupuy now live in peace here, but the 
argument that led to the 1958 shooting still separates 
them.

Dupuy. who says a new bridge would put him out of 
business, said he has offered without success to sell the 
county his bridge for $250.000 or build a new one.

"I've got all the permits. I could start tomorrow to 
build a new bridge if the Mexicans so desired." he said, 
but the Mexicans won't cooperate with him because “of 
interferena of the county."

"The Mexicans have backed off to wait and see what 
the county would do." he said. “Now I'm about to be 
put out of business by political maneuvering. Yes. I feel 
bitter about it."

The Mexicans, who blocked their side of the bridge 
in 1976 in a demonstration against Dupuy's tolls and the 
aging condition of the structure, have already 
announced they will close their side of Dupuy's bridge 
when the county opens a new one.

That would mean the end of an estimated annual 
gross income of $150.(X)0 from tolls for Dupuy But the 
income was not always so great.

"The bridge was run for many years at a loss 
because traffic was so sparse. We finally got into the 
black about 1950." he said. Dupuy argues that as soon 
as the bridge started making money the county 
government wanted into the act.

In Marfa. 60 miles to the north. County Judge 
Charlie Henderson declines to specul^e on when 
construction' could start on the new bridge, planned 
about 100 yards upriver from Dupuy's bridge.

"We still have a few points on the contract with 
Mexico that have to be clarified." Henderson said He 
said the Mexicans had agreed to pay half the cost of the 
proposed $1.3 million, two-lanebridge

"I feel like we have a tremendous amount of traffic

Providence garbage is pUing up

from the interior of Mexico that has to bypass us now." 
Henderson said. He declined to speculate on new toll 
charges.
. - For years, both sides have complained Dupuy'stolls 
are too high, and many Americans are miffed by his 
policy of charging more for their cars Dupuy said the 
60 cents for an American car and driver has not 
changed since the bridge first opened, and said 
Mexicans are charged 20 cents less because "they 
come here to trade .. and their standard of living is 
lower."

He said parts of his bridge have been reinforced with 
steel and concrete over the years, but about 30 perant 
of the 600-foot structure is wood

“It does look like it's going to fall in." he conceded. 
"But you can't tell by looking how much a bridge will 
hold. Big butane trucks still cross on it — its load limit 
is the same as that for state highways — 83.000 
pounds." he said.

Dupuy nevertheless sounded like a man who knew 
the end for the old bridgewas indeed near.

"If they open up a new bridge maybe I'll plant 
flowers on mine." he said, smiling at the hunting dog 
leaning against his leg "I could make it a thing of 
beauty."

Pampa’s spirit o f 
independence threatened?

WASHINGTON (NEA) • Many of the 
rumors currently  Circulating around 
Washington concern appointments to 
Ronald Reagan’s administratioa Here is 
one of them;

In the lam e • duck Senate, the 
Republicans nude plans to f l l ib u ^  if 
necessary to block their Democratic 
colleagues from  push ing  through 
legislation unlikely to win approval once 
the GOP takes over that chamber in 
January

Sixty votes are needed to break a 
filibuster, and the Democrats control only 
St seats in the outgoing Senate. So, they ' 
would have to convince one Republican to 
vote along with them to shut off debate.

ReporMly. the Republican they hoped to 
win over was Jacob Javits, the retiring 
liberal from New York. But Javits was then 
advised by his Republican brethren that 
standing firm against the Democrats might 
win him a job In the new administration.

The job: ambassador to the United 
Nations. Not only would that appointment 
make Javits very happy, it would also

presumably please Israel. New York City 
and its mayor, Ed Koch.

Ever worry about throwing a party and 
having no one show up? That almost 
happened to T reasury  Secretary G. 
Willianr. M iller du rin g  the recent 
Washington meeting of the governors of the 
World Bank.

As the host country, the United States 
gave a cocktail reception for the governors, 
their staffs and the World Bank staff at the 
National Gallery of Art.

Guess what? Of the 137 governors, two 
showed up. They were the governors from 
Uruguay and the People's Republic of 
China, which was attending its ñrst 
meeting since being readmitted to the 
World Bank last year.

Was the absence of the other governors 
some kind of political statement? No, say a 
number of veteran observers of the 
Washington social scene. It was just that 
Egypt was hosting another reception at the 
same time.

Since Iran stopped giving lavish parties 
after the shah was deposied, Eg)i)t has

gained the reputation of W a s h in g  host 
with the most. Meanwhile, the United 
States has earned a different kind of 
reputation for specializing in cold chicken 
wings and potato chips.

So. the choice of parties probably had 
more to do with caviar and chan^>a0 ie< 
than with international monetary affan .

The residents of this city  ca re d  so m u c h  th a t  w ith in  a p e r io d  of w e e k s  
they raised enough money to c o n s tru c t w h a t is now  P a m p a  s o n ly  B e st 
Western — the Coronado Inn — so out o f tow n  g u e s ts  a n d  n u m e ro u s  oil 
industry representatives would have a n ice  p la c e  to  s ta y .

The people of P am pa a re  not only g e n e ro u s  w ith  th e i r  m o n e y  b u t a lso  
with their time. The M eals on W heels p r o g r a m ,  in  w h ic h  h o t m e a ls  a r e  
delivered to homes of the needy, is ju s t on e  of m a n y  to ta l ly  p r iv a te ly  
fiaided. privately operated  vo lun teer p r o g ra m s .

This is why we a re  sad.
Since the inception of the idea of a se co n d  s e n io r  c i t iz e n s  c e n te r  fo r 

residents of the south side, the g o v e rn m e n t h a s  b e e n  in v o lv e d  — 
through its right arm  of local b u re a u c ra ts  — th e  P a n h a n d le  R e g io n a l  
Planning Commission (PR PC ) in A m arillo .

It was representatives of the P R P C  w ho b ro u g h t th e  id e a  of a se c o n d  
senior citizens center to the public. It w as th e  P R P C  w ho a p p r o a c h e d  
those residents for a m eeting on the s u b je c t .  It w a s  th e  P R P C  w ho got 
them involved in the planning, the P R P C  w ho in s t r u c te d  th e  c i t iz e n s  on 
how to get a charter — and u ltim ate ly , we fee l c e r t a in  — it w ill be th e  
PRPC who will get governm ent m oney for th e  s e c o n d  c e n te r .

It was the PRPC who told these  r e s id e n ts  w h a t  a s e n io r  c i t iz e n s  
center is. During the firs t public  m e e tin g  w ith  r e s id e n t s ,  th o s e  
attending were asked by P R PC  r e p r e s e n ta t iv e s  to r a i s e  th e i r  h a n d s  if 
they had ever been to a senior c itizens c e n te r .  N o t a h a n d  w a s  r a i s e d .

The PRPC showed the re sid en ts  s lid e s  of w h a t  a c e n te r  'c o u ld  o ffe r  
them — including a gam e room , a m e e tin g  ro o m , c r a f t s ,  c a r d s ,  
dominoes, saying that la te r on. a k itch en  for p r e p a r a t io n  a n d  s e rv in g  of 
meals could be constructed  — w ith  th e  p o s s ib il i ty  of r e c e iv in g  a 
subsidy from the governm ent for th e  m e a ls .

We understand the P R P C 's  m o tives c o m p le te ly .
The totally governm ent • funded o p e ra tio n  d e p e n d s  on o u r  " n e e d s ” 

for its salaries.
They receive money from  fed e ra l so u rc e s , s t a t e  p la n n in g  g r a n t s  an d  

membership dues from P an h an d le  c o u n tie s , u se d  a s  m a tc h in g  fu n d s  or
seed' money to receive even m ore of o u r  ta x  m o n e y .

The current senior citizens c e n te r , lo c a te d  a t  500 W. F r a n c i s ,  is a 
large pleasant structu re , pu rch ased  a b o u t fiv e  y e a r s  ag o  fo r $40.000 It 
was renovated and furnished w ith $100,000 — a l l  th r o u g h  p r iv a te  
donations. We re sure when the c e n te r  w as p la n n e d ,  it w a s  p la n n e d  
with ALL of P am pa 's  senior c itizens in m ind  — n o t ju s t  a few .

The center now has 1.300 m e m b e rs  who p a y  d u e s  of $5 a y e a r  T h e  
center operates on p rivate donations from  c i t iz e n s ,  fu n d s  fro m  U n ite d  
Way and industry contribu tions. G o v e rn m e n t p a r t i c ip a t io n  in th e  
center's operation am ounts to $800 a m o n th  fo r  th e  d i r e c t o r 's  s a la r y  
from the city and a fluctuating  a m o u n t o f G ra y  C o u n ty ’s r e v e n u e  
sharing funds. $10.000 th is year.

Meals at the cen ter a re  $2 p er person . T h is  $2 p a y s  fo r  th e  food  an d  
salaries of three cooks.

The center's d irector, when q u e rie d  by th e  P a m p a  N ew s, h a s  
repeatedly said the cu rren t c e n te r  can  h a n d le  a b o u t  a h u n d r e d  m o re  
residents during its lunch m eals , p ro b a b ly  a b o u t  a s  m a n y  w ho w o u ld  
attend on a regular basis anyw ay . She a lso  r e p e a t e d ly  w e lc o m e s  A LL 
of P am pa 's senior citizens to the c e n te r .

Rather than silently allow the g o v ern m en t to c o m e  in an d  s t a r t  a 
duplicate center, blatantly wasting tax  m o n ey  in o u r own p ro u d , 
independent city, we would prefer to see the r e s id e n ts  s ta n d  b eh in d  the  
already available and operating cen te r — th ro u g h  e n c o u ra g in g  sou th  
side residents to make use of the c e n te r  — a s s is t in g  th em  in 
transportation to the center — assisting  in p a y m e n t of m e a ls  for so m e 
of the more needy seniorcitizens who re a lly  n a y  no t be a b le  to  p ay  $2 á 
dayforahotm eal.

We feel this approach to the s itua tion  w ould no t on ly  be m o re  in 
keeping with Pam pa’s sp irit of indepen i e n c e  — bu t w ill k eep  
unnecessary government Involvem ent out to w n  — an d  m a y  ev en  
contribute to lesser taxes.

Now for a test

WASHINGTON -  I hate to be critical of 
the medical profession, but have you 
noticed that doctors are ordering up more 
tests all the time? Gone are the days when 
M .Ds used stethoscopes and wore 
reflecting mirrors over their eyes. Now 
they sit behind their desks and, no matter 
what your complaint is. they say, “We 
better do a test on th a t"  So you give the 
nurse your blood, and they tell you to call 
back in a few days and they'll let you know 
if "you have it" or “you don’t.”

Now there is absolutely nothing wrong 
with this because medical science has 
become so sophisticated that technicians 
can now look at a cell in a lab and tell more 
about you than if they made you breathe in 
and out all day long.

The only problem is that, while we are 
putting ourselves in the hands of trained 
experts who have devoted their lives to 
medicine, they are now basing their 
diagnoses on the results of laboratory tests 
which, in many cases, are done by people 
barely out of high school

I don't know if Washington is typical of 
the rest of the country, but I hear more and 
more stories about labs messing up on 
medical tests. The following ones are all 
true and took place during the last six 
months

A iady friend of mine had a blood count 
done while she was in a hospital in the 
nation's capital. The results were so 
perplexing that her internist called a

hematologist and checked it out with him. 
The hematologist said. “You have nothing 
to worry about. If that blood count is 
correct, your patient is dead "

A neighbor of mine who had returned 
from the Middle East wound up with an 
exotic bug that mystified the doctors at 
another Washington hospital. 'They were 
going to call in a tropical disease man when 
my neighbor's blood report revealed he had 
h ^ ti t is .  Everyone breathed a sigh of 
relief that they finally had a diagnosis until 
it was discovered that my neighbor's blood 
sample had inadvertently been switched 
with one belonging to another patient.

The other patient's doctor was so 
confused by my neighbor's blood sample 
that he ordered it sent to the Center for 
Disease Control in Atlanta.

I am not making these up. Another friend 
of mine was being tested for a lieurological 
problem. He was told that the test results 
would take about thrae weeks. He waited 
patiently. (Actually' 'he sweated it out and 
was a nervous wreck.) When he didn't hear 
from the doctor, he 'expected the worst. He 
called. The doctor was six'prised he hadn't 
heard from the lab. The doctor called. The 
lab people checked around. Somehow they 
had lost the sample and couldn’t locate it. 
Ihe test would ha ve to be done over again.

treatment when he has no assurance that 
the tests he’s asked for are accurate? No 
one knows any more who is down in the 
basement, mixing up test tubes and putting 
the wrong labels on microscopic slid«.

The obvious solution would be to up the 
standards required of lab technicians and 
pay them a lot more money. Nobody would 
agree to this, so the second best answer is 
to put the doctors to work in the labs and 
pid the lab technicians to work in the 
doctors' offices.

Since all of the important work in 
diagnosing an illness is now done in the 
laboratories, that is where the M.D.s 
should be. Anyone can man a desk in a 
doctor's office and listen to someone's 
complaint. It doesn't take much to ask 
someone to say. "Cough, when I say 
cough." or "When I do this, tell me if it 
hifts “

Nobody needs in - depth training to say, 
“Take off your clothes and stand on the 
scale over there" But it does take a lot of 
education and experience to look into a 
microscope and know whether a person 
“has it" or “doesn't have it.”

My dream is to some day walk into a lab 
at one of our hospitals in Washington and 
see M.D.s hunched over microscopes, 
solving the mysteries of their patients' 
illnesses, while up in their offices are 
seated fresh, young lab technicians saying 
to the nurse. “I don't like that sound of that 
elbow. 1 think we had better order some 
tests ”

NASHVILLE -  One of the most 

scandalous ex am p les  of waste in 
government is the District of Columbia 
Unfortunately. few taxpayers around the 
country realize the extent to which the 
District is subsidized.

U.S. Rep Jim Collins of Texas recently 
brought out the relevant facts. He pointed 
out. for example, that the District of 
Columbia administration "leans on a 
liberal C ongress for the  federal 
government to furnish 43 percent of their 
budget"

F i ^  1975 to 1980. the Washington. D C., 
population dropped from 723.000 to 568.000. 
During th a t sam e period federal 
appropriations increased by almost $100 
million.

"All this aid.” Rep Collins observed, 
“has encouraged welfare to the point that 
23 percent of the District population 
receives welfare payments of some kind.” 
Truly. Washington is the capital of 
welfarism.

This outflow of welfare exists despite a 
per capita income of $10,911. In Texas, the 
congressman notes, the per capita income 
is $8.649. Yet only 9.6 percent $.4 peroeiA 
in Dallas County -  of the people in the state 
receive welfare. In Washington, itappears.
d^endency is encouraged.

1y amisi"nist's not the only abuse ifilfie DistricL 
Rep. Oollins rep o rt^  that the District of 
Columbia has "the h i g l ^  nuipfaer of full - 
time equivalent state am  local government

employees per 10.000 at 748." In Texas, the 
figireis498.

The District of Columbia also is a burden 
in the area of education Congress gave the 
District of Columbia $392 million for 
education in 1981. The expenditure is $100 
million above five years ago, despite a drop 
in enrollment from 127.000 to98.000. During 
that period, expenditure per pupil rose 
from $1,470 to $2.623. In Texas, the average 
expenditire per pupil is $1,673.

Hxs dependent entity actually has the 
nerve to demand representation in the 
United States Senate and House of 
R ep resen ta tives. F o rtu n a te ly , the 
consitutional amendment to achieve that 
end is getting nowhere. The people have the 
good sense to realize that the District 
doesn't qualify as an independent politidal 
entity. '

A good argument can be made that 
Oongim erred when it gave the District 
self • rule. Self • rule is only justified when 
there is fiscal self • reliance, and the 
District hasn't reached that point. Ihe 
Oongress is saddled with much of the 
financial r^o n sib ility  for the DistricL but 
it can’t insist on orderly administration of 
public affairs in the District.

In recent years, the District government 
has gone from bad to w o r s a ^  it worsem 
more and m ore of l i b  financial 
responsibility for sloppy municipal 
government falls on the shoulden of the 
taxpayers around the nation. It is an unfair 
burden.
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Pension hikes 
recommended

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The state should ^>end $500 million over 

the next two years to raise college faculty salaries and increase 
pensions for retired school teachers and state employees, the 
Legislative Budget Board said Saturday.

College faculty would receive an M i peroert pay raise in 
September 1961 and another 8.7 percent a year later, at a cost of 

'  $196.7 million, under the spending pattern approved by the board. 
The raises would be considerdily less than the two-year. 41.3 

percent increases recommended by a special committee on higher 
education finance headed by Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, who also chairs 
the budget board

Board members recommended $17 million over 1962-83 for 
organized research at the 33 state universities, well below the 
current appropriation of almost $22 million.

The Hobby committee had said the state should spend $57.7 
million on research in 1982-83.

‘Tm  convinced not much research is going on. and it (the 
research money) is used mostly as a salary supplement." said 
House Speaker Bill Clayton.

“I don't mind research. But 1 do despise giving them money to 
take their wives to Europe or Australia for a month, or to do.a paper 
on the sex life of a cockroach. It was two pages long Isawit. "said 
Rep. Bill Heatly, D-Paducah.

AAFES slated for change

(Quoting unnamed sources and documents that reportedly will be 
made public before the end of the year, the newspaper said the GAO 
report will be extremely critical of the Dallas^based exchange 
system which is the nation's seventh-largest retailer.

AAFES makes purchases for post exchanges at U.S. military 
installations around the world. A federal grand jury is investigating 

^allegations of widespread bribes and kickbacks within the 
’exchange system, and so is a task force of federal Investigating 
officers, including agents of tlw FBI. the newspaper said.

Thomas Eickmeyer, GAO group director, met with the AAFES 
board in September to discuss his office's preliminary findings and 
"put the finger in the dike."

Since thea Eickmeyer said, "we are very pleased with the 
numerous actions taken to strengthen controls."

They included orders to Maj. Gen. Duane H. Stubbs, system 
commander, to revise the system's administrative controls.

provide a report on white-collar crime, devise a system to prévoit 
crime and assure compliance with already-established policies.

The GAO report expected later this month says the exchange 
system accounted for 60 percent of the potential fraud cases the 
U.S. Defense Department referred for investigation in the first half 
of fiscal year 1980. according to the newspaper

In addition, the report charges that AAFTS officials were slow to 
spot bribery and kickbacks within the exchange system and slow to 
act when such abuses became known, said the newspaper.

Quoting unidentified sources, the newspaper said the unpublished 
GAO report shows that 66 of the exchange system's 373 employees 
authorized to make purchases have been involved in irregularities 
ranging from taking small gratuities to soliciting huge bribes and 
kickbacks from companies doing business with them.

The GAO recommendations include better dociunentation and 
closer monitoring of markdowns. changing the process for 
selecting buyers, better identification of items that could be bought 

'through competitive bidding and better training for procirement 
personnel.

In related developments, U.S. District Judge Sarah T. Hughes 
has ordered an AAFES buyer to testify before a Dallas federal 
grand jury investigating the system. The buyer. Moye Wayne 
Woolard. invoked Fifth Amendment protection when subpoenaed 
for a Sept. 16 appearance, but prosecutors said the statute of 
limitations had expired on the activities about which Woolard was 
to testify.

And attorn^s for a company suspended from doing business with 
the AAFES — Martin A. Taylor Co. of Philadelphia — said Friday 
they will seek a court order to halt that suspensio.

Bald eagles return to lake

An antler is more than 
an antler to any deer

NATIONAL WILDLIFE FEDERATION - They 
may look like excess baggage, but nature has 
attorned most male deer with antlers for some 
very good reasons They're handy as weapons in
the mating season, serve as "air conditioners’̂ in

i hot weather and-provide nourishment for other 
animals after they 're shed.

Antlers begin to grow in early spring, starting 
as soft, swollen pads on the skulj. and 
lengthening into club-like structures, the 
National Wildlife Federation (.NWFi monthly 
publication reports

While growing, antlers are covered with a soft 
brown-haired skin called "velvet." Right under 
this skin are many tiny blood vessels that carry 
food and minerals to the growing antlers 

While the antlers are in velvet, they can be 
hurt very easily. A male deer in velvet is careful 
to jump out of the way of low-hanging branches. 
If an antler is knocked against a tree during the 
velvet stage, it will bleed.

Within four and a half months or so. the antlers 
are full-sized On the moose, full-sized can mean 
more that seven feet wide from tip to tip. and a 
wraght of more thati~4S pounds, according to tlie— 
NWF report

They attain these impressive proportions in 
just three to four months, making them the 
fastest growing tissue known.

During mating, or rutting season, a buck uses 
his antlers to fight other males With a quick 
lunge one male will attack a rival, head on. and 
lock antlers. After a few minutes of shoving and

pushing, during which pieces of antler may be 
broken, the weaker male will usually retreat, 
leaving the victor to mate with the female deer in 
his territory

Heavy as they are. antlers are helpful during 
hot weather During the summer when a buck's 
antlers are growing, they act as an air 
conditioner t» help get rid of extra body heat.

At full size antlers harden beneath their velvet 
and the blood supply stops. The dead and dry 
velvet peels off in strips, aided by the buck's 
vigorous rubbing against trees and bushes. The 
antlers are (ow bone-hard, with furrowed bases 
and pointed.lines. ready for the challangesof the 
rutting season.

When the mating is over, the antlers suddenly 
drop from tbe buck's head, leaving only a pair of 
bony bases fCom which next year's set will grow.

'This cycle is the same with all of the more than 
50 kinds oi deer in the world except the 
Himalayan musk deer, which have long curved 
teeth to proOect them from their enemies, and the 
Qiinese wdter deer, which have long, sharp 
tasks The lemale caribou and reindeer are the 
only female deer that grow antlers.

LAKE MEREDITH -  Around the middle of 
November, bald eagles begin arriving on Lake 
Meredith and other Texas lakes. These majestic 
birds spend the coldest part of the winter here 
and then depart in early spring to nest in the 
northern United States and Canada.

"Only a few people who live and work near 
Texas lakes are aware of the rather large eagle 
population that spends the winter here. " says 
Robert Benson. Director for the Texas Center for 
the Advancement of Science and Technology 
(TCASTl. Benson reports that last year during 
the Second Annual Midwinter Bald Eagle Survey 
12.199 eagles were counted in the lower 48 states. 
In Texas there were 491 and the count on Lake 
Meredith was 56.

The eagle survey is done mostly by light plane 
and Benson believes that the survey teams count 
at least 85 percent of the eagles spending the 
winter on the lakes. "Baldeaglesfeedonfishand 
waterfowl." Benson says. "You almost never 
find them far from water . "

Besides supporting this important field work, 
Benson says TCAST feels a strong responsibility 
to inform the public about the plight of our 
national bird. "It's hard to believe that in 1980 
anyone could be so ill informed as to make light 
of shooting eagles. There are severe pénalités for 
killing these beautiful birds and there is 
absolutely no justification for it." he says. “We 
think the first priority is to let the public know 
the eagles are here."

Benson says that the eagles are fairly easy to 
identify. Bald eagles are very large hawk - like 
birds that can have wing spans of Vt feet. They

of tall pine trees around the lakes. The snow - 
white h ^ d  and tail are a sure mark of the adults, 
but the immatures are brown with irregular 

I white patches over their bodies. The young 
eagles don't have the white head until they are 
four years old. Benson explains that no one is 
likely to mistake the adults but that the 
immatures can be mistaken for large hawks.

“One of the things we are going to try to do this 
year is to enlist the aid of the public in counting 
the eagles." says Benson. "Last year we had the 
help of a few small groups, but it would be very 
helpful if the people who live around oi;. visit the 
lakes would report sightings If you spot an 
eagle, please jot down the date. time, whether 
it's adult or immature, and as closely as 
possible, the geographical coordinates " The 
survey period is between January 2nd and 18th

Benson says the public can 'also help by 
becoming a meniber of TCAST. The center not 
only supports the eagle survey, but supports 
projects in fields like physics, computer 
technology, and energy research. The 
membership fee is $10.00 and. as a member, you 
receive the TCAST newsletter as well as a copy 
of the final report on the 1981 Midwinter Bald 
Eagle survey

"Texas is the only state in the union that does 
not grant state funds for this eagle survey." 
Benson says. “We really need the support of the 
public through memberships this year so that 
Texas can make a respectable showing."

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Tinkerers losing to technology tyranny

LOS ANGELES (API — A few decades ago. Earl Alluisi got his 
first car. Spurred by necessity and ciriosity. he regularly took that 
old car apart, put it back together and somehow kept it running for 
years.

"There wasn't anything about that M A A idthM Ididn'i know 
and couldn't fix." Alluisi says. Now he drives a shiny, late-model 
car; "but when I look under the hood, there's not a darn thing I can 
doby myself."

So it goes throughout much of modern life. Technology, from 
computers to anti-smog devices.» becoming ever more complex'— 
too complex for most backyard tinkerers and. many fear, too 
complex for man to control.

And as our machines grow more sophisticated, many 
once-cherished skills are falling victim to the cold efficiency of 
plastic, steel and printed circuits.

"I think we've lost something that at least those of us who 
practiced it are going to miss." says Alluisi. a pi^chologist from 
Virginia's Old Dominion College who's on loan as chief scientist of 
the U.S. Air Force Human Resources Laboratories

He says part of being human seems to include a reverence for 
personal craftsmanship and "we ought to protect that, even if the 
only way we can preserve it is as hobbies '

Alluisi is the new chairman of the Human Factors Society, an 
organization of 2.300 social scientists, engineers and others trving 
to blend humans and machines into a productive and reliable 
partnership.

The goal of such specialists. Alluisi says, is to keep humanity ir 
technology — to insure that machines remain u ^ u l servants 
rather than tyrannical adversaries.

Alluisi's predecessor, engineer Harry L Snyder of Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute, says that since the pace of technological 
innovation exploded after World War II. "We have often asked, i s  
this a technology that is possible’ ’ or 'Is this a technology that will 
sell’ ' But we haven't asked. Is this a technology that is good for 
society’ '

He says the technological era is not yet out of control and i 'm  
optimistic that we can do some good things But we truly need more 
people who are sensitive to the human issues."

Part of that mission involves improved desipi and training so 
people can handle the new technologies without being dwarfed by 
them. A breakdown in this "man-machine interface" can have 
disastrous consequences, as seen in recent jdlinercrashes and the 
nuclear accident at TTiree Mile Island

On balance, most human factors specialists seem to agree, 
society is better off with its technology And in any evait. they say. 
we re almost certainly stuck with it Modem American society 
could not be maintained without its computers and machines

"The Industrial Revolution brought massive changes but society! 
adapted to it rather successfully." says psychologist Alphonse! 
Chapanis of Johns Hopkins University, one of the founders of the j 
human factors discipline.

"This is a new revolution — a revolution of informatiisi ralherj 
than production In a sense it is an intellectual revolution

Chapanis says technology allows instant communication aroundj 
the world, it lias conquer^ diseases that once devastated whole , 
cities and "it has freed man from a lot of the drudgery that is 
required just to produce the necessities of life. It has given us thcl I 
freedom to indulge in all kinds of intellectual pursuits." 11

But. he cautions, "technology isamixedblessingTherearegoodj 
things about it and there are bad things. W’hat we must do is, | 
harness technology so we can get the good things it produces; 
without the bad consequences

Laboratory animals Hberated by zealots
TAMPA. Fla. (API — An organization called the International 

Animal Liberation Group has taken responsibility for an overnight 
raid on a university psychology lab in which 61 rats and gerbils 
were given their freedom.

An anonymous caller to an area radio station on Friday said the 
raid was intended as a protest against cruelty to animals in 
scientific experiments. But the scientist who was working with the 
rats and gerbils said the raid meant death for the animals rather 
than liberation because they can't survive outsidethe laboratory.

Professor Paschal Strong, a specialist inneuro-p^chology atthe 
University of South Florida, said he arrived at his laboratory on 
Friday to find empty, open cages and 31 rats and 30 Mong()lian 
gerbils missing.

' Somehow some people got into the labtJTatory overnight." 
Strong said. "They just took them and let them go." he said.

Strong said the building was locked, but not the laboratory itself

because students often worked there at night.
The anonymous telephone caller told radio station WLCY that an 

organization called the International Animal Liberation Group was 
responsible for the incident. The caller said the raid was 
undertaken to dramatize the group's belief that such experimental 
work constitutes cruelty to animals

Spokesmen for the Tampa Police and the Hillsborough County 
Sheriff's Department said they had never heard of the animal 
liberation group.

Strong said that if preventing cruelty was the group's aim. it had 
failed.

"Essentially, they killed these animals more effectively than'l 
could ha ve." Strong said.

He explained that many of the animals had parts of their brain 
removed in research, affecting their ability to cope with life outside 
the laboratory.

"It's four months of research down the tube, a year-long setback 
and some 5.000 to 6.000 man-hours lost." Strong said "I'm really 
depressed and angry."

The rats were part of an experiment on a brain system that 
controls some types of learning.

"We had raised our own stock, done the surgery , the pre-training 
and had moved into the final phase. We were just to the point where 
we were starting to col lect results.'' Strong said.

The gerbils had inherited epilepsy and were being used for 
research on that disorder, he said

One rat was found stumbling along campus grounds Friday by a 
student. Strong said. But even if all the creatures were found the 
experiment couldn't be saved, because researchers wouldn't be 
able to tell which rat was which and which gerbil was which Only 
the cages differentiated them

LOLUPOP WITH PIZZAZZ
VALPARAISO. Ind. lAP) -  

Alvin Kreske Jr. says he's come 
up with a lollipop with real 
piaazz — but it's off limiU to 
children and costs $12. Kreske's 
Mlipops are filled with liquor.

The flavors are blackberry 
brandy, peach brandy and 
peppermint schnapps. "But the 
possible flavors are limitless." 
he says.

Kreske. 35. has obtained a 
patent for the lollipop and wants 
to sell his license to a candy 
manufacturer. He thinks mass 
production could reduce the 
retail cost to 50 or 60 cents each.

A liquor lollipop is a practical 
product for any candy maker, 
he says. "You could use it as an 
afte r-d inner t r e a t ,  while 
playing pool, or as a basic 
conversation piece." he said.

Of course, he notes, his 
lollipop would have to be sold in 
liquor stores.

Kreski says the lollipop 
consists of a candy shell around 
a plastic bubble containing 
liquor. When the lollipop is put 
in the mouth, the bubble 
expands until it breaks and the 
liquor is released. After the 
lollipop is consumed, the bubble 
is thrown away with the stick.

WESTBROOK. Conn I API -  Despite a $12.650 annual tuition 
that would make most universities blanch, tiny (Mord Academy is 
no longer listed in the Guinness Book of World Records as the 
"World's Most Expensive School."

But the prep school's headmaster shn^isoff loss of the "title." 
saying Oxford's unique program still puts each student in a class by 
himself, literally.

"What we have that no one else has is one-toone teachi^.” said 
Jonathan Woodhall. explaining that Oxford's one-student 
classrooms for boys with “academic deficiencies" are not 
duplicated anywhere in the world.

The distinction of being the world's most expensive school, 
according to Guinness, now belongs to L'Institut Le Rosey in Rolle. 
Switzerland, which charges about $15,000 for a 12-month academic 
year.^

Oxford charges each of its 40 boys $12.650 for eight months, oir 
about $1.581 a month. Costs at the Swiss school would break down to 
about $1.250 a month.

The school is rather dreary-looking considering its tuition and 
clientele. The entire campus consists of three one-story brick 
buildings tucked on a two-acre lot in a residential neighborhood 
overlooking Long Island Sound. A soccer field behind one of the 
buildings is all that distinguishes the school from a motel.

Nevertheless, this year's students come from all over the United 
States, as well as China. Japan. Nigeria. Iran. West Germany and 
Mexico. Woodhall said. And there is a waiting list. ,

Oxford calls its teaching program the Oxford Method of 
Individualized Education. It puts each student on a program that 
has been tailored to meet his individual needs.

The buys, who can range in age from 12 to 20, aiffer such 
"deficiencies" as learning disabilities, weak educational 
background and poor study habits. The biggest problems are said 
to be reading disabilities and an inability to concentrate on school 
work.

A prerequisite for being admitted to Oxford, according to the 
school catalogue, is that a boy be "sound physically, morally and 
intellectually." No boy with drug, alcohol or discipline problems is 
admitted.

"We don't have any problem kids, no thanks." said Woodhall.' 
"On the average they are of superior intelligence. The smarter 
ones seem to get into more trouble academically ."

The Final step in the admission process requires a prospective 
student to write a letter to the admission committee eiq^ining why 
he wants to attend Oxford.

"What we want to know is, does he want to come here or does his 
father vea shotgun to his head?" Woodhall explained.

The 20-minute classes begin at 1:15 a m. and end at 3 p m., 
including breaks, lunch and study periods. A studait carries from 
three to six classes, depending on ability, and is assigned at least 
one hour of homework.

After classes, there is one hour for athletic activities, followed by 
a half-hour of mandatory newspaper reading. There is a final stutfy 
period from 7:30 p.m. to 8:45 p.m., followed by free time until lights 
out at II p.m.

Saturday morning is spent taking tests based on the week's 
studies. Sunday night is spent studying for Monday. Those boys who 
run afoul of the rules are required to serve detention on Saturdays 
or Sundays, during which time they copy the student handbook.

Students stay an average of two years and Woodhall claims a 90 
percent success rate in curing learning problems.

Angel of Bataan  ̂G irr^dor putters in petunias

TOPEKA. Kan (API -  To 

her neighbors, she is Dorothy 
Armold. a gray-haired retired 
maternity room nurse who likes 
(0 putter with petunias, play 
cards occasionally, and enjoy 
her grown children.

But 3S years ago Dorothy 
Armold was Dorothy Scholl. Shie 
was hailed as a heroine of the 
free wprld. showered with 
medals and honors in a brief 
burst of glory

The clerk at the dry cleaners 
and the girl at the grocery store 
don't know that today's Dorothy 
Armold was yesterday's “Angel 
of Bataan and Corregidor" As 
Dorothy Scholl, she was one of

6T Army nurses who waved 
goodbye to Gen. Douglas 
MacArthur and stayed behind 
in the Philippines to care for the 
wounded as Japanese forces 
tightened the noose around the 
Pacific in the early days of 
World War II.

That footnote in history 
happened two generations ago. 
Only old soldiers who haven't 
yet faded away now remember 
the women in white they passed 
in the jungle those decades ago

But the Angels never forgot 
what they endured. This spring 
they. too. returned to Bataan 
andClorregidor. *

Along with SI other nurses, 
their relatives, and nearly 200 
Army veterans. Mrs. Armold

and her daughter Carolyn and 
■oivin-law Richard Torrence of 
Wetherford. Okla., flew to the 
Philippines by jumbo jet. 
Within a few hours, she'd gone 
back 39 years in time.

In August 1941 it took Army 
nurse Scholl, an unmarried 27, 
19 days to cross the Pacific on a 
troop transput. By the time 
she'd docked in the Philippines, 
she was smitten with a sddier 
named Harold Armold who also 
was on the ship.

In the next five months they 
saw a lot of one another when 
D orothy got aw ay from  
Sternberg Hospital and Harold 
escaped his duties on Bataan for 
a few hours.

But on Dec. 8. leisurely

dinners at the posh Army-Navy 
Club and evening strolls 
through g ard en ia -scen ted  
Manila came to a thundering 
end for the adventurous young 
nurse from Independence. Mo.

On Christmas Eve the niffses 
were evacuated from Manila to 
Bataan. Casualties poured into 
field hospitals at Limay and 
Cabcaben. Surgeons operated in 
huts and under trees as the 
bom bs fe ll. N urses dug 
foxholes, dodged snakes flushed 
out of the jungle by battles, and 
rigged up pressure-pumped 
Bunsen burners to fuel pressure 
cookers that were the only 
means of sterilizing operating 
instruments. The Japanese 
weren't the only enemies. The

young women wearing surplus 
World War I helmets also fought 
heat, flies, dust and monkeys 
that attacked them for the 
dwindling food supplies

On April 9 the nurses were 
o rd e red  to  w ithdraw  to 
Corregidor.

They reached Corregidor at 
dawn. By noon. Bataan had 
surrendered. Harold Armold 
was still there. The Death 
March that would weaken but 
not kill him was soon to begin.

“Bu then we knew we were 
completely cut off. with no way 
of getting any help.” says Mrs. 
Armold. her voice calm and 
cool after all those years. “We 
set about coping as best we 
could. There was little food.

almost no medicine, and bad 
water. Bloody dressings had to 
be reused. We were under 
constant bombardment and 
went days without ever seeing 
sunlight or smelling fresh air.”

The Japanese arrived on May
6.

They kept the women and 
wounded in the tunnel until June 
2S. then brought them to topside

buildings for four days.
[ ‘‘The night before they 
shipped us out to Manila, they 

¡separated us from the boys.” 
says Mrs. Armold. "We called 
them ‘our boys' because most of 
us nurses were in our late 20s or 
early 90s. and the wounded were 
mostly kids. They put the boys 
on ships and left them tho'e 
alone, in the heat and the dark

;i
! without food or water, all night.^ 
Vfe could hear them crying for 
help. It was the worst night 
during the whole experience.

"Then, when we got to 
Manila.' they separated us again 
and sent the boys to a prisoner^ 
of war camp where many of 
them died. They had it much 
worse than we (lid. We went to 
Santa Tomas.”___________

Casual dealing gets ABC in hot water
HOLLYW(X)D (APi — In the world of Hollywood 

business, millions are often committed by memos of 
agreement. handsha kes and lots of faith — even as the 
cameras roll and before any contracts are drawn up.

Los Angeles County District Attorney Joseph Van de 
Kan^ criticized such practices last week as "shoddy.” 
but industry spokesmen defend them as "necessary” 
to the "unique” business of entertainment.

Van de l^m p  spoke after he announced that a long 
in v e s tig a tio n  did no t tu rn  up evidence 
Spelling-Goldberg Productions tried to defraud its 
partners on the ABC-TV series “Charlie's ̂ e l s . ”

A former ABC contracts attorney, citing verbal 
agreem ents and paym ents without adequate 
authorization, had accused the producers of diverting 
up to $1 million in payments intended for “Angels” to 
another Spelling-iioldberg series. “Starsky & Hutch.” 

"The investigation raised serious questions of 
impropriety which have been partially resolved." said 
Van de Kamp He said Spelling-Goldberg and ABC 
brought the "shady dealings” charges on themselves.

WASHINGTON BRIEFS

“When you deal in large sums of moneys in an almost 
casual way with little documentation or record-keeping 
to detail major decisions.” he said, “it seems almost 
inevitable that, in the least, misunderstandings will 
occur, or suspicions will be aroused.”

Attorney Tom Pollock, whose firm represents such 
stars as Sylvester Stallone and George Lucas, said 
"casual" practices were the nature of the industry.

"This is a business where some agent brings a script 
and a director and star to a studio on Friday and the 
studio says, yes, they want to start shooting two weeks 
later.” Pollock said. “So the money has to start 
flowing, you have to go immediately, there's no time to 
plan.

“There's just so many deals (being) talked about 
that there is no way to get everything signed until the 
movie goes forward,” he said. “It is not really in 
anybody's interest to have that, yet that's how the 
industry functions. It functions a lot on handshakes.

"Those are really the shoddy business practices that 
I think are being referred to. and I don't see it as

shoddy. I see it as necessary by this industry It is 
unique to this business "

The allegations against Spelling-Goldberg by 
attorney Jennifer Martin said that socalled relief 
payments, or increases in licensing fees because of 
coat 'overruns, to “Starsky" for 1976-79. were really 
meant to defraud "Angels" husband-wife profit 
participants Natalie Wood and Robert Wagner and 
others.

The producers said the extra “Starsky" money was 
paid back through increased licensing fees ABC paid 
on thè "Angels” show.

Pollock said a source of misunderstanding in film 
and TV projects is that the definition of "profits” 
favors the studios and networks

Gordon Stulberg. chief operating officer of Polygram 
Pictures and a former president of 20th Century-Fox. 
said the studios are honest but calculating Unless a 
star has the clout to demand,a percentage of the gross 
deal, he says, the star in his haste to strike a deal at any 
cost, will get the studio's standard definition of profits.

.  ORST SELECTIVE SUMMIT MEETING SET 
WASHINGTON (AP) — Former German Chancellor

Scabies does not affect the meat of infested cattle 
But the intense itching causes weight loss and 
therefore heavy economic losses for cattle producers.

Proponents said pneumonia vaccine shots cost about 
$11 a person. They said the program would pay for 
itseif over the years by prevailing pneumonia in those 
covered by Medicare.

Outlwd Trophy winner 
says Heisman is obsolete

Mark May is 6 feet. 6 inches tall, weighs 
275 pounds, wears a size 17 shoe and has 
muscles on top of muscles, but the 
monstrous University of Pittsburgh 
football lineman wasn't hidii^ behind a 
door when God was parceling out brains.

"The Heisman Trophy is no longer 
meaningful." he says. "It no longer truly 
represents the best player in college 
football. The game has passed it by.

“What we need are several trophies to be 
awarded to the various specialists — the 
ball carriers, the quarterbacks, the pass 
catchers, the offensive and defensive 
linemen and even the kickers.

•'Then we should pick the year's Most 
Valuable Player, just as they do in

baseball, without the emphasis now on the 
glamorous backfield performers.

" le t that be the Heisman Trophy "
If May's suggestion was carried to 

fruition, the Downtown Athletic Club, 
which has sponsored the Heisman for 45 
years, would have to call in its sculptors to 
ptxxluce a more modern and fitting prize.

The present Heisman is a 25-pound hunk 
of bronze portraying a  football halfback of 
the pre-World War II era. attired in a 
leather headgear and baggy pants, making 
a sharp cut. A balloon-shaped football is 
tucked under one arm  and he is 
stiff-arming an imaginary tackier with the 
other.

The trophy is asarchaic as its premise. It 
is a den wall treasure for the football 
h ead lin e  h o g g e r . the flashy or

SAN DIEGO (NEA) - The 
movement is the most grace­
ful and artistic in an arena

John Larry Jefferson, also 
known in the NFL simply as 
J.J., strides smoothly and 
swiftly into the open spaces 
beyond the line of scrimmage, 
Ms arms flapping birdlike in 
flight. He veers abruptly left, 
spins in a virtual pirouette to 
the right. Then he looks back 
to focus on the spiralling foot­
ball arching darkly against 
the sky.

Just before he intercepts its 
orbit, he soars into a leap, his 
arms thrust forward. When it 
seems the ball still must elude 
him. he lunges into a horizon­
tal plane. As both J.J. and the 
football are about to touch 
down, his extended fingers 
reach out dramatically, grasp 
the ball and cradle it to 
itBOTb the shock of landing

All this has been performed 
with total concentration, 
oblivious to any defending 
player. This quality of com­
plete absorption with his art 
lias made Jefferson the out­
standing pass catcher in the 
world of fottball. And with it 
a realization that his special­
ized breed — the stylish, 
nimble, speedy wide receiver

— accounts for the most 
exciting cameos in any game.

Just a generation ago, his 
type didn't exist. Even Don 
Hutson, the Green Bay 
immortal who would have 
been the prototypal wide 
receiver, spent most of his 
career lined up virtually 
shoulder to shoulder with an 
offensive tackle.

Raymond Berry, the first 
genuine wide receiver to be 
elected to the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame, played his col­
lege ball at SMU as an end 
lined up in the straight T- 
formation.

DALLAS lAPi — Baseball'i winter meetings, 
traditionally the site of player trades and sales. h<»gin 
Sunday with some of the wheeler dealers predicting 
plenty of action as teams try to improve their 1981 
prospects <

The free agent re-entry draft offering veteran 
players — for a price — and complicated multi-year 
contracts, some of them containing no-trade clauses or 
requiring player approval, have reduced thenundier of 
trades made at these meetings recently But the feeling 
is that some clubs have tired of the free agent auction 
and will return to the trading marketplace, the 
traditional route to roster re-shuffliiig 

"There will be plenty of deals.' said one National 
lieague front office man. "The teams are ready to do 
bu.«ness" •

Much of the groundwork for deals at these meetings 
was laid at the October general managers' meetiiws in 
Miami where the most prominent names being kicked 
around were reliever Rollie Fingers of the San Diego 
Padres and center fielder Fred Lynn of the Bvton Red 
Sox ^

Fingers was rumored momig to St. Louis in a 
multi-player swap which also involved Padre 
catcher-first baseman Gene Tenace and Cardinal 
catcher Terry Kennedy. Last spring, the Cards and 
C h ic a g o  C u b s  w e re  ta lk in g  abou t a 
Kennedy-for-reliever Bruce Sutter trade which never 
materialized.

The Cards, with one of baseball's highest payrolls 
were disappointed by last season's fourth place finish 
in the National League East and Whkey Herzog, who 
doubles as numager and general m a n i^  for St. 
Louis, is determined to shake up his team. Herzog has 
said the Cards' only untouchable is shortstop Garry 
Templeton. Ihat could mean new addresses for first 
baseman Keith Hernandez, the 1979 batting champion 
or catcher Ted Simmons. The New York Mets earlier 
rejected an offer of Hernandez for three players 
Including reliever Neil Allen.

"We're going to make a trade." said Herzog, "and 
I'd give up either Simmons or Hernandez to get 
pitching. 'That's what we have to have to be a 
contender."

Lynn had been rumored headed for Los Angeles in 
exchange for four young Dodgers including Rookie of 
the Year reliever Steve Howe. But the Red Sox and 
Dodgers were bickering over the fourth player heathng 
for Boston and the deal cooled, especially after Los 
Angeles re-signed Dusty Baker, pulling him back from 
the free agent draft at the last possible moment

Had Baker left Los Angeles for the free agent 
auction, the Dodgers might have pressed for 
completion of the Lynn trade Now their need for an 
outfielder is not so great and Boston may offer him 
elsewhere Of course, the Lynn talks began before 
Ralph Houk was named Boston manager and with him 
on the scene, (he Red Sox' trading priorities could 
change

Besides Herzog and Houk. other new managers at

these meetings will be Don Zinuner. fomnerly with 
Boston and now at Texas. Frank Howard with San 
Diego, and Gene Michael, who has moved from the 
general manager's chair to bench boas with the New 
York Yankees.

Most learns had hoped to get their free agent 
shopping over before the mectii^s so that trade needs 
would be more clearly defined. But there have been 
only a trickle of signings so far and it seenns certain 
that the biggest name in the re-entry draft outhelder 
Dave WinHeld. won't make his move until the meetings 
are well underway.

The first official business for the 1.800 majw and 
minor league executives at the mectii^s will be 
Monday's annual draft. All unprotected players are 
a v a il^ e  in the grab bag at 82S.000 apiece and 
occasionally, teams come up with major bargains 
there.

Ten players were selected in the draft a year ago 
including reliever Doug Corbett of the Miniwsota 
Twins Corbett appeared in 93 games, compiling an 8-6 
record with 23 saves and a 1.98 earned run average for 
the Twins, making hi m a major draft steal

After the draft, clubs will start talking trade Last 
year II trades involving 30 players were completed 
with stars like Ron LeFlore. A1 Cowens. Willie Aikens 
and Chris Chambliss changing teams.

The business agenda includes changes in option 
rules, disabled list designations and suspended 
players. All will require approval of the Major League 
Players Association before they are officially adopted

AUSTIN. T « a s  (AP) — The first due that a 

• aociopalhic killer or k illen might be on the kwae 
came Aug. 21.1971. when the body of Leaa Haley 
waa found two miles north of Waxahachie on 
Intcrstale IS. an awl buried In her neck. ■

The 21-year-dd victim had been hitchhiking to 
Oklahoma CMy anjl was last seen climbing intoa 
van in Waco.

Her death was the first of 21 unsolved murders 
that have been reported on or near a 300-mile 
stretch of I-3S from the Oklahoma border to near 
San Antonio in the last four years.

Investigators are convinced there is not a lone 
1-36 murderer on the loose. However, the 
alternative — perhaps more frightening—is that 
several robber-killers or rapist-killers are at 
large.

The fear that there is a link between some — 
perhaps all — of the deaths caused the Texas 

, Department of Public Safety to hdd a three-day 
seminar in late October with the ominous title 
"The In te rs ta te  Highway 3$ Homicide 
Workshop "

About 30 law officers from cities stretching 
fh>m North Texas to the Mexican border 
pthered here for the workshop 

ta rry  Todd. DPS public information officer, 
stressed there is not “just one nut out there 
roaming around. There are several nuts."

Williamson County Sheriff Jim Boutwell. who 
led the workshop, agreed 

"Some of these are what you would call 
sociopaths Some of them have no conscience.” 

> hesaid "We definitely feel some of them are still 
out there and are still dangerous."

Boutwell said many of the victims were 
"targets of opportunity, at the wrong place at the 
wrong time ."

One couple in the wrong place at the wrong 
time was Prank Key. 19. and his girlfriend Rita 
Salazar. 18

They were heading south on 1-35 near 
Georgetown during the early morning hours of 
Nov 6. 1978. when his car ran out of gas. Ihey 
parked the car, locked it and started walking for 
help.

Key's body, shot nine times in the head and 
upper body, was found in a ditch along the 
highway His girlfriend's body was found on the 
I-3S access road south of Waco. She had been shot

"It aeema like a whole bunch, but. it might be 
because this isthefirsttim e this hat been done." 
he said of the Austin workshop. "But we 
speculate I-3S is special because it’s believed to 
be a heavily used drug route."

Several of the cases, however, havenoobviou: 
Rxitive. Sandra Mae Dubbs, 34, was driving from 
San Antonio to Missouri when her car detwioped 
problenu on FSS In Austin shortly before 
midnight on Oct. 2,1979.

A witness said a man stopped to help Ms. 
Dubbs. Six days later her body was found in a 
Fwld near the highway. She had been stabbed 35 
times.

Investigators at the workshop compared notes 
and noany went home with new ideas or leads on 
unsolved killings in their area, Boutwell said. 
Some noticed similarities in what at first 
appeared to be u n lis te d  cases.

"Fourteen of Ihem said as a result of the 
meeting they got leads they didn’t have before." 
the sheriff said.

The leads might prove helpful in cases where 
investigators have not been able to identify the 
victims.

One such case wks uncovered during the first 
hours of April 10. 1978, when an unidentified 
white woman's body was found on a creek bank a 
mile south of 1-35 near Krum in Denton County. 
She had been shot seven times, four times in the 
back as If she was fleeing her attacker. She was 
18- to 30-years-old and had red hair, dyed black 

Boutwell said several of the victims fell prey to 
offers of help: a ride for a hitchhiker or some 
mechanical know-how for a female with car 
trouble.

"The best thing to do is stay with the car, keep 
it locked." he said.

The best thing is to ask him to send 
help.” he said.

WASHINGTON (API — More than 8M.000 liquid propane-flred 

water heaters are being recalled because the (Consumer Product 
Safety Commission thinks they may explode

Hie commission also announced Thirsday that the Whtte-Rogers 
division of Emerson Electric Co. of St. Louis, manufacturer of 
thermostats for the water heaters, will pay a 9420.000 paiahy. The 
oonunisBion said the company had failed to report the explosians 
promptly to the agency, as required by law.

The penalty, the largest in the commission's seven-year history, 
comes after reports of 23 explosions, five deaths and 14 serious 
injtries involving the heaters.

The recqll program is expected to cost the numufacturer and 
retailers between $5 million and |9  nullion.

The recalled water heaters were sold since 1981. usually to n ra l 
homeowners, the commission said.

The commission sa id the pilot gas control knob of the thermostat 
could become damaged, causing the safety valve to stick in the 
“open" position and allowing LP gas to escape Ihen. an electric 
spark can set off an explosion, it^ id .

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Longtime pilot began career

in flight with “Lindy” Tfetei
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A longtime Skellytown resident and pilot has circled 
the Statue of Liberty by air. followed the meandering 
Hudson River and flown as far north as La Ronge. 
Saskatchewan in Canada. .

He has been Hying since IMS and has Hown in 44 of 
the continental states and hopes to make it 49 with a 
trip to Alaska this coming summer.

Flying has been a constant interest in the life of 
Everett Crawford, which began with his first airplane 
flight in 1924

Crawford was 21 at the time and a mechanic in a Bird 
Qty. Kan.. Ford dealership.

Crawford recalls receiving a casual invitation from a 
young man whose truck he had repaired. The flight was 
a short uneventful trip in a Cirtiss JN-4. a popular 
World War I biplane trainer, more affectionately 
known as a Jenny .'

It was years later, in May 1927. Crawford realized 
just how special that initial flight was — the youthful 
aviator who had treated him to that air^ane ride — 
Charles Lindbergh — flew alone across the Atlantic 
Ocean and into annals of history.

Crawford is 77 now and has been operating his 
garage and service station in Skellytown for 51 years.

He was licensed to fly in 1945 after he and three 
friends bought a used Army trainer, a PT—19 
Fairchild. Crawford leased a narrow strip of land from 
the railroad, bulldozed a dirt landing strip, and 
installed a windsock Crawford and the Skellytown 
American Flyers still use this landing strip today, 
totally accustomed to the haza rds — FFA hog pens and 
power lines at ihe north end of the strip 
' He has landed his planes on that small field in all 
kinds of weather — day and night .Many times the only 
light he had to see by was the single bulb, located in the 
FFA hog pens

Years later. Ihe Texas Aeronautics Commission 
in.stalled bright orange plastic balls on power lines in 
hopes of increasing visibility and make landings safer 
to Ihe otxasional out of town pilot.

KyoRHl ̂ aw ford  is a quiet pilot

He enjoys taking his friends and family on weekend, 
trips

While most families may take a Sunday afternoon 
stroll or leisurely Sunday drive. Crawford and his wife 
will occasionally leave Skellytown alter Sunday church, 
services and fly to Garden City. Kan., where they dine 
in the airport liestaurant before the leisirely flight 
home

All of his grandchildren ha ve flown with him. and one 
of his sons is a licensed pilot. He has had passengers 
ranging in age from six months old to 88 years old

He no longer logs his personal hours of flying time 
and gave up tracking his miles flown years ago —there 
were just too many.

His career as a pilot was interrupted only once when 
he had an operation on eyes, causing him to miss the 
Skellytown American Flyers' flight along the Lewis 
and Clark Trail. To fulfill FAA requirements, he now is 
required to have annual eye examinations.

His advanced years are no problem Crawford, like 
every other pilot in the nation, gets a biannual medical 
certificate.

The owner of four planes throughout his life, he now 
flies a 1969 Piper Cherokee.

The only time Crawford had any trouble in flight was 
on a trip to the East Coast with the Skellytown 
American Flyers when his plane's engine began to 
sputter and cough. At the instruction of air traffic 
controllers, he safely landed his aircraft at a Navy 
airfield near Philadelphia A Marine mechanic found 
the source of his trouble and sent them on their way

His wife Ethyl was along and Crawford says."She 
wasn't worried at all until she saw the two fire trucks 
on the runway "

His only comment is. "You have to respect your 
airplane " '  '

Crawford appreciates the better equipment and 
more reliable aircraft the aviation industry has 
produced through the years he's been flying and says 
he will keep on flying as long as his eyes hold out and 
the FAA will grant his medical certificate.

Before she left the Midwest, 
she spent 13 years as a super-

d firm, the Brown Shoe 

Co. Tbe 7t-year-old woman 
recently marked the 60th anni­
versary of her first day of work 
as a shoemaker by assembling 
a few pairs of suede shoes and, 
as she has since lOM, “trying 
to ilo the work so I’ll be proud 
of it.”

Mrs. Roberts, long divorced, 
is nearly as proud of her 
triumph over a number of 
physical adversities as she is of 
ho* longevity in the shoe­
making field. Stricken with 
polio as a child, she walked 
with crutches until the age of 
12. In IMl, she fell leaving a 
bus and waa in a body cast for 
five months.

Today, th e re  is a 
comfortable cadence to her life, 
a few hours of work daily, 
frequent visits from the neigh­
borhood children who call her 
“Grandma Roberts,“and corre­
spondence with her only son, 
who lives in Illinois, and his 
family.

The sewing machine she uses 
belongs to the Multnomah

CATTLE LICE CONTROL: 
It's the time of year when 

cattlemen need to put up their 
guard against a pest that 
a n n u a l ly  p i l f e r s  th e i r  
pocketbooks of $100 million. 
Lice are the culprits, and they 
begin to reproduce rapidly with 
the onset of cool weather. They 
reach peak populations in late 
winter and early spring.

Uncontrolled, lice can soon 
infest a whole herd, because 
with cold weather. cattle tend to

bunch up more and the peats 
can easily move ^rom one 
animal to another. Heavy hair 
coats on animals during cold 
weather also afford protMtion 
for the parasites and* ¿How 
increased reproduction,

Costs to the cattlemen ~ both 
in control efforts and production 
losses •• increase as lice 
populRions build.

There are two types of lice -  
bloodsucking and biting -  and 
both infest cattle. Sucking lice 
pierce the animal's skin and 
suck blood. Biting lice feed on 
particles of hair, scale, scab 
and skin exudation.

Lice infestations irrita te  
an im als, causing  itching, 
scratching and rubbing on 
fences or an y th in g  else  
availab le . This produces 
denuded areas, bruises and 
lacerations on the affected 
anim al. H eavily  infested  
animals will have an unthrifty 
appearance and will suffer 
weight reduction, decreased 
milk production, anemia or 
even death.

Lice infested animals may 
also be m ore subject to 
respiratory diseases such as 
p neum on ia . H eav y  lice

infestations often stunt calves 
Undernourished cattle of any 
age usually have the heaviest 
infestation

Some cattle appear to be 
p h y s i o l o g i c a l l y  m o re  
susceptible to lice than others 
and thus, have higher ppst 
populations. Such animats are 
called “chronics" or "carriers" 
and are usually instrumental in 
reinfesting the herd annually in 
spke of repeated insecticide 
treatments. Culling “carrier " 
a n im a ls  is  a h e lp f u l  
m anagem ent p ra c tic e  in 
reducing lice problems.

Insecticide control of lice is 
not difficult to achieve, but 
there are some problems. Most 
insecticides don't kill eggs; 
therefo re , re trea tm en t is 
required in two to three weeks 
to prevent another buildup. 
H ow ever, if  th e  in itia l 
treatment comes late enough in 
the season, there may not be 
enough time for the lice to build 
to economic levels again before 
warm spring weather.

Spraying and dipping infested 
anim als with the proper 
insecticides is a very effective 
means of controlling lice, but 
the control m easures are

usually required when winter 
conditions are moat harsh -  a 
time when cold stress is a good 
possibility and respiratory 
diseases prevalent. Some of this 
problem can be prevented by 
treating animals on a day when 
they can be dry before sundown.

I ^ r  - on and spot - on 
grubicides labeled for lice are 
effective and considerably 
reduce the problem of cold 
stress associated with dips and 
sprays However, the possibility 
a  a host - parasite reaction is 
always a threat if the material 
is applied after the cut • off date 
for gnib control But this should 
be only a minor consideration, 
since most feedlo.ts iP the Texas 
Panhandle dip cattle year - 
round in dip vats ch a rg ^  with 
system ic g ru b ic id es  and 
experience very little host - 
parasite reaction. Systemics 
that are labeled for lice control 
usually recommend a lower 
rate than that to control grubs, 
which would help reduce the 
host parasite reaction.

The u.se of nonsystemic dust 
applied by hand or in dust bags 
would eliminate the possibility 
of host - parasite reaction But. 
because of a lack of penetration

A standard cord is 8 feet Ion

The best way to compa 
prices is to calculate the cub 
feet of wood.

USNASKEA, Northern Ireland, (AP) - Sgt. Martin WaMi 
hunched over a milk cbirn  packed with explosives oi a country 
road culvert along Northern Ireland’s violence • tom border with 
the Irish Republic.

He radioed to his backup team 100 yards down the road that 
defusing the bomb, planted by Irish Republican Army guerrillas to 
ambwh a British Army patrol, looked pretty straightforward.

ftd . as he gingerly eased the timing medanism out through the 
neck of the meUi chum, he rasped suddenly: There’s somethii« 

hcfc ««t

Those were his last words. ’The bomb lad been booby • tramed. It 
exploded as he lifted the timer, killing hin instantly.

Welsh was one of 17 British Army bomb Hkpnffi specialists, or 
Ammunition Technieal Officers, killed by ira  homh^ in N o rth s  
Ireland since 1971. A score have been wounded, blinded or maimed.

“You throwaway the book here," one 27-year-old veteran bomb 
disposal lieutenant says. “PIRA, the provisional’ wing of the IRA, 
are always coming up with new twists ’’

ATOs wear 80 - pound protective suiU armored with pUited nylon 
sheas when they work on bombs Bu the sergeant notes wi^y: 
"‘They’re little more than psychological aids. If you're next to a 
bomb that explodes, you’re going to get i t "  The ATOs. prime 
targets for the “Provos," have neutralized about one - thirt of all 
bombs planted by the IRA, and other terrorists in the provinces’s 11 
years of sectarian feuding and IRA insurrection.

The Roman Catholic IRA is fighting to wrest Northern Ireland 
from British rule and reunite the Protestant - dominated province 
with the predominately Catholic Republic.

Appropriately, EOD 321 is code - named “Felix,” after the cat 
with nine lives. The colonel is known as “Top Cat.” Ife has left 
Northern Ireland after a one • year tour and was awarded the Order 
of the British Empire for his work.

The 14 ATO teams across this volatile province have defused 
some 4.000 bombs, everything from tape cassette incendiaries 
containing half - ounce charges of geli^iite to loaded gasoline 
tankers turned into monster napalm bombs.

'  Bombs come in all shapes and sizes in Northern Ireland-letters, 
cars, biscuit tins, beer kegs, even dead b o to .  Nearly 7,000 of them 
have exploded, causing the worst destruction in Western Europe 

,  since World War II and a large percentage of the 2,054 deaths from 
the conflict.

Remembrance of rooms past

Students taking their finals 
at the end of the fall term 
may be able to profit from the 
findings of a recent experi­
ment If they are tested in 
unfamiliar classrooms, they 
might improve their perform­
ance by pausing for a minute 
or two before they start work 
and visualizing their own 
classroom.

That trick, according to 
experiments by Steven Smith, 
a psychologist at Texas A&M 
University, can overcome an 
effect that was discovered 
several years ago: it is harder 
to remember lists of words in 
a strange room than in the 
room where they were origi­
nally learned.

Smith assem bled five 
groups of 10 students each in 
a basement lounge where 90 
one-syllable worm were read 
aloud to them from a tape 
recorder The next day, they 
returned for a recall test. One

f;roup took it in the same 
ounge: the other four groups 

took it in a fifth-floor room 
where they had not been 
before. In the unfamiliar 
surroundings, one group 
received no special instruc­
tions, and the rest got instruc­
tions designed to overcome 
the difficulties of remember­
ing in strange circumstances.

Some were told to think of a 
room at home for three min­
utes before starting the test. 
Another group was to)d._to^ 
think for three minutes about 
the downstairs lounge, writing 
down a list of its sights, 
sounds and smells. A third 
group received the same 
instructions as the third and 
saw slides of he lounge as 
well.

The students tested in the 
lounge recalled an average of 
18 words correctly out of the 
original Upstairs, the stu­
dents who got no instructions 
averaged only 12 correct. 
Those who thought about 
home did even worse, getting 
an average of 9.6 worils right.

But the students who were 
asked to think first about the

lounge and the group who also 
saw slides of it got 17.2 and 
18.8 items correct, respective­
ly, doing as well or better 
than the students whose recall 
was tested in the place where 
they did their learning origi­
nally.

Smith is not sure whether 
students used particulars of 
the lounge as mnemonic 
"hooks” to associate with the 
words they wanted to recall 
or whether remembering 
details of the original room 
simply increased their feeling 
of comfort.

In any case. Smith is now 
seeing how this memory 
effect works out in practice 
by looking at the exam marks 
of students in classes that 
have been tested in familiar 
and unfamiliar classrooms. 
(This is often done in order to 
leave vacant seats between 
the test-takers.)

Smith’s preliminary conclu­
sions are that the environ­
ment seems to affect memory 
most strongly on essay tests 
which require people to 
retrieve information in the 
same way the free-recall 
word tests do. The environ­
mental effect virtually disap­
pears in multiple-choice or 
true-false tests, which call for 
recognition and not retrieval 
to get correct answers.

Smith is intrined by anoth­
er possible application of his 
study — in the courts. On trial 
for the assassination of Rob­
ert Kennedy, Sirhan Sirhan 
rla im rt that.his metoofy oL . 
the events was fading and 
asked to be returned to the 
scene for a refresher.

The judge refused, saying 
that he knew of no scientific 
evidence linking memory to 
location and that he wasn’t 
about to run his court on “old 
wives’ tales.” Smith’s findings 
suggest that the judge had an 
alternative: he might have 
improved Sirhan’s memoir by 
having him think carefully 
about the assassination loca­
tion or showing him slides of 
it.

For example, your mailbox 
may be stuffed with odds and 
ends of merchandise that you 
did not order. You do not have 
to pay for these unsolicited 
items or for the postage to 
return them to the sender.

Keep them. Give them 
away as gifts. Or throw them 
into the garbage can.

And do not pay for a C.O.D. 
package unless you are sure it 
is something you ordered.

If you are harassed to pay 
for unordered merchandise, 
write to the Consumer Advo­
cate, U.S. Postal Service, 
Washington, D.C. 20260.

Of course, we should be 
extra cautions about inn ing  
the door to anyone at this time 
of year

But if a door-to-door 
salesperson has been recom­
mended to you, listen atten­
tively to his or her offer. Then 
get a written statement or 
guarantee

You can cancel an order of 
| 2S or more within three days 
of purchase Your reimburse­
ment should include any sales 
tax.

Be especially waiy about 
accepting merchandise from 
the sweet-talking voice on the 
telephone The goods may be 
shoiMy or defective.

Although you did not sign a 
sales agreement, yon still 
have a responsibility to pay 
for these items. And the 
chances are good that the 
seller recorded your purchase 
agreement a t his dr her end of 
thephone line

Tnoae empty stores in your 
neighborhood may be occu­
pied during the weeks before 
OHistmas by fly-by-night 
opera to rs offering mer- 
cfcnndise raagiog fro n  dolls,

toys and clothing to large and 
small appliances.

Will these stores become 
empty again after Christmas, 
with no one there to replace 
defective merchandise or 
make minor repairs?

It’s better to do your shop­
ping with reputable mer­
chants who have been around 
for some time. Usually they 
will offer exchanges, repairs, 
cash refunds or credits 
toward other purchases.

If you have problems with 
shoddy merchandise or ques­
tionable sales techniques, take 
your complaint to your local 
Better Business Bureau.

By all means avoid the per­
son who stops you on the 
street to offer an expensive 
product at a once-in-a-life- 
time bargain price. When you 
uncork that bottle of imporM 
perfume, it may smell like 
rancid water. And that fur 
stole could have been tailored 
from the hides of mangy cats.

Well into the new year, you 
can anticipate solicitations 
for charitable contributions.

Of course, you know about 
the local charity drives to 
which you have contributed. 
But you might also wish to 
send money to some national 
charities

Be aware that some of 
these organizations are 
reported to spend 80 percent 
of the money th<7 collect for 
salaries and administrative 
expenses with little left over 
for Sweet Guirity.
