WASHINGTON, Dec. 5 (#)—Sec-
retary of War Stimson denounced
today as “wanting in ‘loyalty and
patriotism” the publication of a pur-
ported secret army plan for an
American expeditionary force to Eu-
rope.

Stimson told his press conference
that documents published by the
Chicago Tribune represented ‘“un-
finished studies of our production
requirements for national defense
which have been carried on by the
general staff as part of their duties
in this emergency.” He added:

“They have never constituted an

authorized program of the govern-
ment.

“While their publication will
doubtless be of gratification to our
potential enemies and a possible
source of impairment and embar-
rassment to our national defense,
the chief evil of their publication
is the revelation that there should
be among us any group of persons
so lacking in appreciation of the
danger that confronts the country
and so wanting in loyalty and pat-
riotism to their government that
they would be willing to take and
publish such papers.”

The Tribune asserted yesterday
that the government had a plan
calling for an AEF of 5,000,000 men
and for total armed forces of 10,-
045,658 men.

Hands-O0ff Lahor
Policy Adopied
By President

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5 (#)—Pres-
ident Roosevelt was reported today
to have adopted a hand’s off policy
toward defense labor legislation,
leaving senate leaders the task of
unraveling a confused tangle of
anti-strike bills topped by the
house-approved Bmith measure.

Three groups demand priority for
their respective measures when the
senate begins considering the de-
fense strike question Monday.

One group including Senators
Connally (D-Tex.), Van Nuys (D-
Ind), Hatch (D-N.M., Norris
(Ind.-Neb.), Austin (R-Vt.), and
others, is backing a bill approved
by the Judiciary committee this
week to permit the government to
seize struck defense plants and
freeze working conditions in those
plants. Wages would be adjusted by
a special board.

Andther lineup<Senators Thotiss
(D-Utah), Hill (D-Ala.), Ellender
(D-La.), Taft (R-Ohio), Ball (R~
Minn.), and other members of the
Senate Labor committee—wants ac-
tion on a measure by Ball which
would set up mediation machinery
and outlaw strikes for closed shop.

Less vocal than the others, a
group headed by Senator Byrd (D-
Va.) plugged for consideration of
the drastic Smith bill, approved by
the house Thursday. This measure
would require the registration of
unions, ban jurisdictional strikes
and picket line violence, and out-
law walkouts not sanctioned in a
secret ballot by a majority of em-
ployes affected. It would clothe the
mediation board with statutory
| power, make its decisions enforce-
able by injunction and provide a
maximum 90-day cooling-off period
before strikes could be called.

Japan delivered to Secretary of State Cordell Hull
today what may be her fateful answer to the question of
war or peace in the Pacific, and Special Envoy Saburo
Kurusu declared simultaneously that he “hoped the talks
between the two countries would continue.’

The Japanese reply dealt with President Roosevelt’s
request for an explanation on why Japanese troops were
being massed in French Indo-China.

Ambassador Kichisaburo Nomura and Kurusu, who
delivered the reply, did not present an accompanying an-

swer to Mr. Hull’'s note of

Nor was there any immediate indication of the na-
ture of the Japanese message, although Tokyo reports
had emphasized a gloomy view of the whole situation.

President Roosevelt disclosed at
his press conference that he had
consulted with Hull before the
latter saw Japan's negotiators
and that he had invited the sec-
l'etury to report back to him at a

h engag t in the pres-
idential office.
The chief executive had no com-
ment . whatever on the Japanese
situation.

Concerning the movement of
Japanese troops into French Indo-
China—which the United States
and Great Britain fear are the
vanguard for an attack on Thailand
—Kurusu said he believed the num-
bers reported had been ‘“exagger-
ated.”

The most authoritative reports
available in Washington place the
number at 100,000, with many
more thousands on board trans-
ports lying off the Indo-China
coast. .

Virtually the last hopes of an
acceptable reply disappeared yes-
terday when the authoritative
Japanese news agency Domei,
forecasting a rejection of the

Hull note, asserted that the
American declaration of “obso-
lete” principles could not serve
as a basis for continued negotia-
tions,

President Roosevelt and Secre-
tary Hull have made it clear that
continuance of the djscussions aim-
ed at achieving a peaceful settle-
ment depended on a Japanese an-
swer which provided some basis for
an agreement on the fundamental
principles of non-aggression, treaty
observance, ang equality of trade
opportunities to all nations.

If the Japanese answer rejects
these basic principles, the discus-
sions, which began last May, were
expected to end, leaving the next
move up to Japan,

Whether the Japanese govern-
ment, abandoning hope for eco-
nomic and other concessions from
the United States, launches the
jong-feared invasion of Thailand
remains a question to be answered
in Tokyo.

The Melbourne broadcast said
the cabinet planned to “complete
the elaborate and complicated
mechanism which will be set in
motion by the service chiefs if
war should come to the Pacific”—
including defense against a pos-
sible blockade of Australia.

Closely watching developments in
which Britain’s far east fleet may
play an important role, A. V. Alex-
ander, first lord-of-the British ‘ad«|
miralty, made this'¢omment on the
situation:

“I had hoped that wiser coun-
sels in Japan would prevail over
those who appear to be leading
her people into a new war of ag-
gression.

“The threat has not abated and
aggression may be imminent.”

Last hopes of an acceptable Japa-
nese reply virtually were quashed
by the authoritative Japanese news
agency Domei, which forecast a re-
jection of Hull’'s note and declared
flatly that “Japan cannot accept’
the Hull formula for settling the
explosive far east crisis.

Amid this darkening of the
Pacific situation, Britain disclos-
ed that she had sent virtual ul-
timatums to three nations fight-
ing alongside Germany against
Russia—Finland, Hungary and
Rumania—in “a final effort to
stabilize relations” and had given
them until midnight tonight to
answer.

“If no reply is received by then,
a new phase of the situation will
be reached,” a British spokesman
said.

The British government, he said,
would then take ‘“such measures
as are called for by this new
phase”—possibly a declaration of
war against the three countries,
although the spokesman said that
if no replies were received by mid-
night it did not mean that Brit-
ain automatically would be at war
with the trio.

Washington was frankly pessi-
mistic about the outcome of a con-
ference between Japan's two en-
voys and Secretary Hull.

Calling at the state department
(at 11 a. m. E. 8, T.) the Japa-
nese ambassador, Admiral Kichi-
saburo Nomura, and special en-
voy Saburo Kurusu were expect-
ed to present their government’s
answer (o President Roosevell’s
pointed question as to why Ja-
pan was massing troops in French
Indo-China.

Further, the Japanese embassy
announced that the envoys also
might deliver Premier General
Hideki Tojo’s answer to Hull’s note
laying down the U. 8. governments
basic 'principles for peace in the
Pacific.

The United States has made it
clear that further discussions aimed
at a peaceful settlement of the
Pacific problems must be predicat-
ed on a Japanese answer provid-
ing some basis for agreement on
the fundamentals of non-aggres-
sion, treaty observance and equal-
ity of trade opportunities for all
nations.

The Japanese in Mexico felt the
tension also.

Japanese Minister Yoshiaki Miura
said in Mexico City that the criti-
cal situation in the Pacific had
caused Tokyo to order his return
home immediately for. consulta-
tions on “the actual situation” in
Mexico.

Burglars Loot First
Baptist Church Safe

Burglars went to a lot of trouble
to get a few dollars out of the safe
at the FPirst Baptist church last
night. The job appeared to be a
professional one, Police Chief J. B.
Wilkinson said. No check on the
loss is possible because some of the
money was in envelopes that had
not been opened.

After smashing the door to the
pastor’s study, in which the safe
was located, the burglars rolled the
safe out of the office, across the
hall and into a closet where they
went to work with a sledge-hammer
which they found in the church
basement. Entry to the church was
gained thorugh a basement door
which was pried open.

Officers investigating the burglary
sald the men apparently knocked
the knob from the safe and tried
to pick the lock but were foiled.
Then they went to work with sledge-
hammer and pinch-bar, finally
tearing the door from the hinges.
Contents of the safe were scattered
around the closet.

Not satisfied with their loot, the
burglars emptied every drawer in
the pastor’s desk and filing cabi-
nets, scatheﬂn; the contents about
L-,&ho reem. - -« -

The burglars apparently knew that
collections for foreign and home
mission work and special offerings
had been taken and that the money
would be in the safe. However, the
money had been deposited and only
a few dollars had been left in the
safe.

The door of the safe was demol-
ished and a new door will have to
be ordered. The rest of the safe was
not damaged.

Church officers estimate that loss
in cash would not be more than $10.
Two one-dollar bills in a cash Wox
were overlooked.

The burglary was the second at
the Baptist church. Three years ago
the church was entered and some
cash taken.

Officers are also lnvestlgattng the
theft of a wheel from Horace Mc-
Bee's car sometime last night. The
car was parked between two houses
when the wheel was taken. The jack
was removed and the car dropped on
the brake band, 1ﬂcers said.

Army and navy procurement di<
visions and the regional OPM of-
fice were provided with a survey
of all plants in the vicinity of
Corpus Christi.

“It, is conservative to say that
we have given definite assistance
to 456 small industries,” said J.'E.
Bell, manager of the chamber of
commerce,

In cooperation with the West
Texas chamber of commerce and
officials of the OPM, the Midland
chamber of commerce organized a
sub-area office of the division of
contract distribution for that im-
mediate section. Counties compris-
ing the district are Ector, Winkler,
Andrews, Ward, Crane and Mid-
land.

Recently machine shop owners of
Midland, Odessa, McCamey, Pecos
and other West Texas towns met
in Midland to discuss the organi-
zation of a defense contract pool
for the area.

“Fhe matter still is being con-~
sidered and we hope to have such
a pool organized within the near
future,” said Bill Collyns, manager
of the Midland chamber of com-
merce. »

Following a meeting in July be-
tween A. J. Langford of the OPM
and manufacturers, fabricators and
machine operators of the Lubbock
and South Plains area, the Lubbock
chamber of commerce formed a
South Plains pool to act as a
medium between the OPM and the
prime contractors and potential
sub-contractors.

A brief describing the equipment
and facilities available in the pool
was prepared and submitted to the
proper divisions and procurement
authorities of the office of produc-
tion management.

At the request of the OPM, Waco
Iin April selected a local manufac-
turer, A. L. Clifton, and the in-
dustrial secretary of the chamber
of commerce, F. H. Carney, to act
as adviser and co-advicer for the
defense contract service (reorgan-
ized a few weeks ago as the divi-
sion of contract distribution.)

The adviser plan was ‘successful
and has been .retained under the
new setup, reported L. A. Wilson,
general manager of the Waco
chamber of commerce.

Meetings held in Tyler and other
East Texas cities resulted two weeks
ago in the formation of an East
Texas pool composed of small bus-
inesses in machine shop and wood-
working plants. The pool will han-
dle any sub-contracts that may be
obtained as a group or as indivi-
duals.

Following meetings in Amarillo
and Wichita Falls to discuss
plans for obtaining defense con-
tracts for small manufacturers of
that area, complete and detail-
ed inventories were compiled on
all equipment and placed at the
disposal of OPM officials in Tex-
as and in Washington.

The Port Arthur chamber of
commerce made a survey ol all In
dustrial plants in its area, ranging
from those employing
to small machine shops with one
employe, and listed their facilities,
output and possible manufacturing
equipment for the defense pro-
gram.

This information was furnished
{to the OPM and to the purchasing
departments of the army, navy and
nearby army camps.

Austin’s chamber of commerce re-
cently sponsored a discussion led
by an OPM representative and
attended by 87 small plant owners.
The Austin civic organization
transmits first-hand information
from the OPM to small business-
men in that area.

Ray and his father sailed for
America six years ago, but he re-
mains whole heartedly zealous for
the land of his nativity, and he re-
fuses to give up hope for China.

Ray admits he becomes extremely
worried sometimes, especially during
the past two months when the
fighting is only 50 miles away and
is on the verge of creeping into
Canton, the home of his mother and
sister, who remained in China when
he and his father boarded a steam
vessel to come to America, so he
could have the advantage of an
American education. Wing and Ted
Quan, brothers of Ray, are also in
America.

He lived in a small suburban vil-
‘lage near the large city of Canton
| in Southern China for twelve years,
where he began his schooling. Chin-
ese schools are very similar to the
ones in America, however their
books are printed to be read from
right to left instead of from left to
right as American books are read,
he said.

The raising of silk worms, rice
growing, and fishing are the prin-
cipal industries of Canton, however,
potatoes and wheat are also grown.
Rice is the principle food and is
eaten with chop sticks, Ray agrees,
that it is difficult to eat with chop
sticks after years of neglecting the
practice of this art.

“Our homes are similar to those
in America, with the exception that
coal is used for heating instead of
gas.” Ray sald.

Chmese Student Worries
About Family In Canton

Questioned as to whether he pre-
ferred China or America, Ray re-
plied, “I love both countries. Natur-
ally I am inclined to have a love
for China, but America is so great,
I love her, too.” Ray thinks the
Chinese language is comparatively
easy with relation to the English
language.

History is his favorite subject, be-
cause a knowledge of the past af-
fords him a better understanding of
present and future world conditions,
he explained.

Ray's pastimes are reading and
the study of the Chinese language.
Asked if he could now speak his na-
tive tongue, he quickly replied, “I'm
improving.”

Strong forces of British and Jap-
anese soldiers are under arms in
neighboring countries.

On the Russo-German war
fropt, Soviet Marshal Semeon
Timoshenko’s Ukraine armies were
reported today to have recaptured
100 villages in 24 hours and sent
twin spearheads racing westward
in an attempt to hem up the Ger-
mans fleeing along the Sea of
Azov.

Soviet dispatches acknowledged
that German rear-guard detach-
ments were still holding out in parts
of Taganrog, 40 miles west of Ros-
tov-on-Don, but said the Russian
flag was flying again over the city.

A communique from Adolf Hit-
ler’s field headquarters asserted in
broad general terms that fresh
Russian attacks on the southern
(Ukraine) front had been “frus-
trated.” It gave no details.

A Berlin spokesman insisted that
“the front is somewhere between
Rostov and Taganrog.”

On the Moscow front, the Rus-
slans reported that Red army
tanks, infantry and Cossack caval-
rymen had checked a German threat
against the southern flank of the
capital’'s defense arc, driving the
Nagzis from four points in the Stalin-
ogorsk sector, 120 miles southeast
of Moscow.

The Germans there had been
executing a wide flanking maneuver
to the east, attempting to encircle
the munitions city of Tula, 100 miles
south of Moscow.

A BSoviet broadcast declared that
Russian counter-attacks were also
“developing successfully” in the
sectors of Klin, 50 miles north of
Moscow, and Volokolamsk, 65 miles
northwest, as well as in the north
about Leningrad.

A Red army bulletin, reporting
4,400 Germans wiped out in fight-
ing before Moscow, said the fiercest
action raged in the regions of
Volokolamsk and Solhetschnogorski,
31 miles north of the capital.
Soviet military dispatches ac-
knowledged that German troops had
scored gains in a thrust from
Maloyaroslavets, 656 miles southwest
of Moscow, but declared the invaders
had failed to reach the strategic
objective of the Mozhaisk-Moscow
highway.

The midnight Russian communi-
que saild 4,400 Germans were wiped
out in bloody fighting on the Mos-
cow front.

Russia officially had another
friend in the war against Germany.
The Polish government in exile,
through its Premier, General Wlad-
yslaw Sikorski, signed a pact of
friendship and mutual assistance
with Russia—making more binding
the treaty concluded by the Poles
and Russians after Hitler invaded
Russia.

Their al-
legation came on top of de-
mands by the Letter. club’s executive
committee for the ouster of Coach
Stevens and Athletic Board Chair-
man Philip O. Badger, and the es-
tablishment of some consistent pol-
icy,-even if it leads NYU to quit the
game entirely.

Thus the storm that has been
brewing for two years finally broke,
and the off-stage giggle you heard
might have been that of Chick Mee-
han, who built NYU teams into a
ranking power in the nation during
the late "20s and who left late in
1831 during Prof. Badger's campaign
to “de-odorize, not de-emphasize”
the university’s football set-up.

Stevens charged the whole fuss
was stirred up because “certain peo-
ple want their own men in the
coaching jobs.”

AN UNUSUAL BOOK

I have been reading an unusual book. It does
not seems to be available in the United States.
It is, “The Betrayal of Christ by-the Churches’
by J. Middieton Murry. 1 tried to get it from the
library and tried to buy from the book Store; the
bouk store even advertised for it but did not get
an answer,

It was published originally in October, 1940
reprinted twice in December, 1940, and reprinted
again in March, 1941

The author’s conclusion is that the church

has not had the influence it should. have in direct-

.ng the political activities in Europe. He accuses
the churches of being completely silent at the
time the Versailles Treaty was made. He says

there was a widespread desire that the Treaty
should be publicly repudiated by England and a
fairly genéral presentiment that unless thers
were such a repudiation there waould be a grin
rétribution. But the church took no stand against
the tyrannies of the Treaty. The author contends
that the rise of Nazism is a result of the Treaty.
He particularly specifies Lord Halifax as being
unChristian in his actions. He says:

“They (referring to Germans) had learnec
that ‘the doctrine of force’, which the vanquishec
were invited to repudiate, was the only one whicl
the victors respected. They had seen that Eng
land and France, once they had defeated Ger
in war, abandoned all their previous pro-
fessions of principle and imposed ul\‘tupidl.\ and

cnemy.”

He continues, ‘“No ‘doubt German militarism
would have behaved like German militarism if
it had won. But it was defeated. And the Britis!
and French militarism took its place. The moral
degeneration of Britain’s’ purposes in the courst
of the war was catastrophic.”

CHURCH STILL WAITS FOR
FULFILLMENT OF NOBLE
IDEALS OF ITS FOUNDERS
Text: Acts 2:41-7;
Ephesians 4:11-16.

When we consider the extent and
nature of the Christian church in
all its various branches today and
in its worldwide organization, we
are impressed with the simplicity of
is early beginnings.

The Christian church did not arise
out of the plans of some promotion-
al organizer. There was no advance
prospectus or blueprint of a pro-
posed organization. The church de-
finitely grew out of an experience.
It was not a matter of organiza-
tion awaiting or developing life; it
was life leading to organization.

“¥ * @

Jesus in one sense was the found-
er of the church, but in another
sense its foundation came after He
had left the earthly scene. Although
Jesus did not formally organize the
church, there was more organiza-
tion associated with His ministry
than is commonly supposed. He
gathered about Him the apostles,
to whom were committed special
prlvlleges and responsibilities, and
with‘ whom He communed concern-
ing the deep things of the kingdom,
so that He developed an inner band
of disciples —a sort of Christian
cabinet—to carry on His work. Al-
so, he organized the “seventy” who
went through the villages teaching
and preaching, two by two.

Although Jesus in one serse did
not found the church, it was built
definitely and directly upon Him
and His teachings and upon the new
experience of life through the Gos-
pel that He had brought to man.
We sing today “The Church's One
Foundation is Jesus OChrist Her
Lord,” and that is a sentiment
thoroughly true to thé New Testa-
ment in its account of the origin
of the Christian church,

» L -

The church, as I have said, had
its origin in the experiences of the
new life. More definitely, it began
as these experierices found expres-
sion in the remarkable events on
the Day of Pentecost. Here, as the
disciples were gathered together in
one. place, there came a strange
outpouring of spiritual power. Pet-
er, who formerly had denied his
Lord, preached with great boldness
and courage about the reality of
the Christian way, and brought
home to the hearts and consciences
of his herers the realization of
their sin. The result was that many
were brought into the Christian
way, and as our simple record is,
“The Lord added daily to the church
those that were saved.”

For the description of this early
chiureh and some detailed events of
its workings, we are dependent large-
ly upon the light from Paul's Epis-
tles. The passage in our lesson from
his Epistlé to the Ephesians is one
of the most striking of Paul’s ref-
erences to the church. Here he
gives us some insight into its or-
ganigation, and, what is more im-

rtant, a clear statement of the
nature and work of the church. It
i§ a noble ideal that he sets before
us, of the church as a body incor-
porating the spirt of Christ.

The church is still waiting for the
fulfillment of that ideal, and the
warld itself will never find peace
until the unity in love of which Paul
speaks becomes the dominant mark
of human society.

Behind The

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5—Leading
the life of Reilly, except for lack
of liquor and the little matter of
going where they please, such is the
sad fate of nearly 2,000 Italians and
Germans in detention camps under
control of the Immigration and Na-
turalization service of the Depart-
ment of Justice.

These camps are sometimes er-
roneously referred to as concentra-
tion camps, bringing up visions of
the horror places established by the
Nazis and Fascists. Ours are noth-
ing of e sort. The men detained
in them are not criminals, but are
persons who cannot be sent out of
the country because of the war.

One of these camps is Fort Mis-
soula, three miles from Missoula,
Mont. The second is at Fort Lin-
coln, N. D. The service also oper-
;tesMa third one at Fort Stanton,

The Fort Lincoln Camp holds at
present about 275 German sailors,
chiefly off German boats sabotaged
by order from Berlin. The actual
saboteurs are criminals and treated
as such. The seamen who had noth-
ing to do with the sabotage are the
ones who are sent to Fort Lincoln. In
addition there are some seamen
who formerly worked on Standard
Oil tankefs.

The biggest camp is at Fort Mis-
soula, where there are nearly 1,000
Talian seamen. In addition, there
are Italians who came to the
World's Fair in New York on lim-
ited visas and who violated the law
by overstaying their time,

FASCIST FAKE EXPOSED

The biggest single batch came
from a ship that was not sabotaged.
It was the Italian luxury liner
Conte Biancamano, which lingered
too long in the Panama Canal. Tt
was concerning this camp that the
Fascist press of Italy printed the
statement that the Italians detained
theré were suffering all kinds of
hardships. The Italian language
newspaper, Il Progresso of New
York City, investigated and printed
a complete refutation.

This camp, on the old Fort Mis-
soula army reservation, occupies
about two-thirds of the area. It has
a space 300 by 900 feet and is being
increased to 900 by 1,500 feet. It is
enclosed by a 10-foot steel mesh
fence, topped with four strands of
barbed wire. There is only one en-
trance gate and it is brilliantly
lighted at night. Enclosed are four
two-story barracks, When the area
is enlarged, it will enclose a mess
hall, laundry, and bakery, and work
has been started on 16 additional
barracks, each with 46 beds.

There is no censorship of mail.
The men work and play under their
qwn discipline. When the first group
came, they were told to set up
their own system of internal disci-
pline and punishment. They held an
election and chose as their com-
mandant Purser De Luca of the
Biancamano. The inmates divide the
necessary jobs, do their own cook-
ing, dish washing, furnace stoking,
and clothes washing. They make up
their own menus.

Breaches of camp discipline are
tried by a council of six, of whom
one is a member of the Immigration
service, but who does not vote. This
council makes recommendations for
punishment which may or may not
be carried out by the Immigration
service. Punishments for things
that are not criminal are withdraw-
al of various privileges, or from
one to 30 days in the guardhouse,
or one to 30 days in the county jail
for more serious offenses that do
not require state jury trial.

The inmates get the same rations
as are given to the boys in C.CC.
camps and to the army.

SOUNDS COUNTRY CLUBBY

In September, 1940, the seamen of
the German liner Columbus scut-
tled their ship in the Atlantic, east
of Florida. As it was not in Ameri-
can waters, the 400 rescued seamen
were not guilty of infraction of
American laws. They, therefore, had
under international law, the status
of *“distressed seamen” and were
given haven. For a while they were
near San Francisco, but the army
objécted to their proximity,

The captain of the Columbus, ac-
companied by a government offi-
cer, then chose an abandoned C.C.C.
camp at Fort Stanton in New Mexi-
co. There is no detention fence
around this place. The .men, with
the money they got from the Ger-
man government, painted the hous-
es, built a tennis court and swimming
pool and made themselves generally
comfortable.

When Uncle Sam froze German
monetary assets, the Nazi govern-
ment could no longer finance them.
Now the cost of their keep is being
paid by the Department of Justice.
Like the Germans and Italians in
the other two camps, they have the
status of men who should be de-
ported but can’t be because of war-
time conditions.

In Inductions
Due Shorily

By EDWARD E. BOMAR

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5 (#)—A
sharp upturn in the rate of se-
lective service inductions was pre-
dicted today, because of the ar-
my’s announced plans to expand
land and air strength to some two
million ‘officers and men.

Beginning shortly after the holi-
days, officlals expect the draft
boards to be called on to provide
recruitse-in larger numbers than at
any time in months,

At the same time, efforts will be
intensified ‘to accelerate three-year
enlistments for the air forces and
related branches, which are manned
by specifically qualified volunteers.

Generally, the prospects are that
at least half a million additional
recruits must don uniforms by
spring, if the army is to carry out
the Iatest expansion proposed to
congress and simultaneously get
replacements for the soldiers who
just now are being returned to civil
life in large numbers.

The $8,109,945,898 defense appro-
priation measure, which is expected
to reach a house vote today, calls
for a net increase of about 300,000
officers, to be about evenly divided
between the air and ground forces,
Two more armored divisions, the
army’s seventh and eighth, are to
be created, along with a number of
new “tank destroyer” and other
special units whose military worth
was tested in the recent war games.

At the moment, however, the ar-
my is barely holding its own in
strength, with fewer than 1,600,000
in service. By Dec. 10, some 200,-
000 men over the new top age limit
of 28 or with dependents will have
been discharged since the draft
ages were contracted in late sum-
mer. Recent draft inductions and
voluntary enlistments, which have
mounted to 26,000 or so a month,

_have barely -sufficed for replace-

ments.

By next March, “provided there
is no change in the existing situ-
ation,” as the war department has
stiplated, possibly 300,000 others will
have been returned to civil life.

The situation as a whole points
to a sharp stepping-up of induc-
tions next month.

Immediately available manpower
is ample to meet prospective de-
mands without a hitch, selective
service officials indicated.

Of some 17,000,000 men registered,
all but 10 per cent have been classi-
fied by local draft boards accord-
ing to their availability for army
duty.

There: have been reports that
some local boards have exhausted
their 1-A class quotas of men avail-
able for immediate service, but na-
tional headquarters officials as-
serted no such cases had been of-
ficially reported. In the event some
such quotas are exhausted, it was
explained the result would be mere-
ly to increase the levies on other
boards with longer lists.

Today’s War
Analysis

.The Chicago Tribune caused
much discussion with its copy-
righted report that a joint army-
navy board has prepared a confi-
dential recommendation which in-
cludes provision for an American
expeditionary force of 5,000,000 to

fight the Axis by July 1, 1943,

That report will stir divers emo-
tions among the American public—
but surprise shouldn’t be one of
them.

Surely there can be few people
who don’t recognize by this time
that the United States is at war
with the Axis. Differences of opin-
jfon exist regarding the merits of
our position as a-de facto belliger-
ent (and with that controversy this
column has 'no part), but there can
be no argument regarding our status
as a participant. True, thus far we
haven’t taken part to any great ex-
tent on the “shooting.war,” but this
doesn’t alter the fact that we are
in the conflict up to our necks.

Since this is true, the logical cor-
ollary is-that the government must

be prepared to implement the com-]|

mitment by action.

As White House Secretary
Stephen Early pointed out yester-
day, it is the duty of the navy
and the army, even in peace
times, “to study and devise plans
for all possible emergencies. Even
the most improbable situations are
studied and planned.”

Every major power in the world
has filed away in its secret archives
plans calculated to meet all sorts of
hypothetical positions. It would be
astonishing and most disconcerting
to learn, for instance, that our
fighting branches didn't have de-
tailed plans for our conduct in event
of war with Japan. And the Japa-
nese, shrewd people that they are,
naturlly are equally prepared,

T'll even wager, despite the tra-
ditional talk about the “impossibil-
ity of war between America and
England,” that our war and navy
departments know what they would
do if the impossible happened. Our
cousins across the big pond certain-
ly have given thought to the same
subject, although without any more
anxiety than Uncle Sam has.

However, we aren’t dealing with
any such far-fetched hypothesis as
that in the case at hand. We already
are at war with the Axis. And as I
have said in this column before, to
my mind it’s only a matter of time
—likely a short time—before the
Allies will call on us for aid in
combat.

The great call for man-power
will come from the Middle East
and the Russian theater, as I view
it. More and more it seems that
this front will develop the decisive
land engagements of the war. As

remarked before, ultimately the
Allies will undertake an invasion
of Western Europe, but this can’
only come after the German re-
sistance has been broken from
other directions.
