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Jaruzelski lifts foreign
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censorship, sees Glemp

WARSAW. Poland (AP) — Gen

*Wojciech Jaruzelski lifted censorship

for foreign correspondents and met
with Archbishop Jozef Glemp Saturday

.in what appeared to be a dramatic sign

that the Polish crisis was easing after
four weeks of martial law

But the communist regime said
President Reagan’s sanctions made it
*still more difficult 1o overcome the
crisis’”” and termed the economic
situation “fatal ™ It said Poland's
Jforeign debt had risen to $28 5 billion
-and appealed for $6 billion in import
credits and a Western “bridge for
financing

Government press spokesman Jerzy
Urban said foreign correspondents
accredited in Warsaw could now file
uncensored stories. but only through
Telex at the government's foreign press
center. which s only open during
regular business hours It was not
known if other transmission facilities
for foreign correspondents would be
opened soon

Urban told a news conference that
foreign correspondents may be allowed
to travel outside Warsaw soon. that
telephone service will be restored
across the country Sundayv. and that
Parliament will meet Jan 20 to discuss
“martial law and other issues

Radio Warsaw. in another sign of
apparent easing of the situation. said
“heaters. movies. concert halls. art
galleries and other “cultural and
cultural-educational establishments™
will reopen in the capital and Warsaw
province Fridav. but that the nightly
curfew will remain in effect

Urban would not elaborate on the

meeting between Jaruzelski. the
martial law chief. prime minister and
Communist Party head. and Glemp.
Poland's Roman Catholic primate. It
apparently was their first meeting
since Jaruzelski declared martial law
Dec 13 and suspended the independent
union Solidarity

Radio Warsaw said that during the
meeting “intentions aiming at the
normalization of life in Poland were
expressed’’ but said no more

Jaruzelski and Glemp last met Nov 4
in a session with Solidarity chief Lech
Walesa that launched talks on a “‘front
of national agreement. " But on Dec. 12
Solidarity leaders called for a national
referendum on whether Poland should
remain communist and martial law
was declared the next day

Walesa. head of the first union free of
party control in the Soviet bloc. is said
to be sequestered in or near Warsaw
and has not been heard ‘from since
martial law was imposed The
government! acknowledges about 5.000
other Poles have been interned in
camps around the country

Janusz Obodowski. deputy prime
minister in charge of economic reform
also addressed the news conference
and termed Poland's hard currency
balance and its level of production at
the start of the new vear ““fatal = He
said the foreign debt increased to $28 5
billion due to increased food imports

About $2 billion of the debt was owea
to the Soviet bloc. and the rest to
Western nations and commercial
creditors. Obodowski said He appealed
for $6 billion in import credits to help
the country recover economically Up

to now Poland’s foreign debt had been
pegged at $26 billion

Obodowski. described by Urban in his
introduction as “'a strong man of our
weak economy.’" said Poland last year
suffered a J4 percent decline in revenue

with a 16 percent decline in industrial -

production and building. At the same
time. he said. salaries increased 25
percent

“There is a great decrease in
export.” he said “"The only good result
we can speak about now is agriculture
But the purchase of meat is stifl fatal.’
meaning supplies were in desperate
shortage

Obodowski also criticized Reagan’s
decision to cut aid to Poland as a move
that made it “'still more difficult to
overcome the crisis

“For example. without corn. which
we used to import from the United
States. there will be no chickens soon.”
he said “Fourteen thousand people
who work on chicken farms will lose
their jobs

Obodowski said economic reforms
would be implemented despite martial
law. and added “we want to realize
reforms. point by point

Finance Minister Marian Krzak. who
also addressed the press conference
said Poland’s cconomic balance would
improve now that Poland has "'no
strikes now. no anarchy. no chaos

Radio Poland's coal
exports. the nation’s chief source of
foreign capital. plummeted to 15
million tons during last vear's labor
unrest from a previous annual average
of more than 40 million

unequivocally “point the finger at the

on lifting of existing repressive
measures in Poland
* But. said the official who declined to
be named. it is unlikely NATO will
endorse new sanctions against Poland
.or the Soviets since differences remain
between the United States and its allies
over whether more sanctions will do
any good

Segregation wldespread paper says

EDITOR'S NOTE — A Dallas Times Herald reporter spent

three months traveling to all 13 of the Old South states to
research the effectiveness of desegregation laws.
« DALLAS (AP) — Two decades after American blacks won
what was supposed to be the final war for freedom, racism and
segregation remain widespread throughout the South. the
Dallas Times-Herald reported Sunday.

The newspaper. in a three-month-long inquiry in 13 states.
" found blacks remain on the sidelines of political and economic
power and are victims of a racism that continues to be
expressed in primitive ways.

Outside the South's largest cities. segregation is widespread
in restaurants. bars and doctors’ offices. the newspaper said
““The people in charge knew that segregation is illegal but also
knew how to avoid trouble with the law." the Times Herald
reported
« The newspaper also noted a resurgence of the Ku Klux Klan
and increasing violent incidents ‘‘after which blacks seem to

*be denied equal protection of the law.”

A dual higher education system also is mostly segregated.
with white schools better supported with tax monies. the
newspaper said. and attempts to dilute black voting strength
are systematic

The so-called *New South.’’ the Times Herald concluded.
“begins to look like an elaborate illusion. a polite fabrication of
pundits who studied law rather than history..."

National statistics obtained by the newspaper showed blacks
-have declined. rather than- progressed. in areas of income.
employment. education and land ownership. And more than
half the nation’s blacks live in the South.

Black family income. for example. declined from 61 percent
of white family income at the beginining of the 1960s to 57
percent in 1979. the Bureau of Labor Statistics shows

And in 1900. blacks owned about 15 million acres of land.
more than 90 percent of it in the South. Last year, the number
fell to 3.5 million acres — down from 6 million in 1960

The oath reads. in part: "All white high schools will write up
as many suspensions on Negroes as they accur ... will send
Negroes home for any little thing they do ... Nigger is not a bad
word to call Negroes. so use the name at will ... K.K.K. are
doing a thing too. so together we will have Niggers in a
turmoil ™

The newspaper also cited the case of a Jackson. Miss. police
officer who fired five shots into a pregnant young black woman
who was drunk and firing a pistol into the air. The officer killed
her after she refused to drop the weapon

According to witnesses who were interviewed by the
Mississippi Legal Services Coalition. the officer refused to let
the woman's sister try to talk her into dropping the gun

The officer was cleared of all charges

Local blacks made an issue of the case because of an earlier
incident in which a white teen-ager had barricaded himself in
his house after shooting to death his parents and brother
Police patiently talked the youth into surrendering.

In some instances. the Times Herald found small successes
by blacks laced with irony :

In Mobile. Ala. last fall. black County Commissioner
Douglas Wicks guided to passage a resolution designating a
holiday in honor of givil rights leader Martin Luther King Jr
— a feat that blacks have not been able to accomplish on a
national scale

But Wicks explained that he had to make the holiday fall on
the third Monday of each January — the same day as an
existing holiday honoring Gen. Robert E. Lee.

“The people will have a choice of which day they want to call
it.” Wicks said. *'Lee’s birthday or King's birthday "'

of Jeff Morris. 49. who is
charged with criminally
negligent homicide.

On Dec. 14, after Morris
pleaded guilty in the July 20
death of 60-year-old Willie
Lincoln. County Court at Law
Judge Neal Richardson
assessed the punishment at 20
days in jail and $500 fine.
Although there was no
evidence that Morris was
drunk when he rammed his
lumber company truck into
Lincoln’s car. investigators
said Morris told them he
drank a half-pint of whiskey
several hours before the
accident.

After Morris’ sentence was
reported in the local media.
the judge received letters and
phone calls criticizing him for
imposing a “'light” sentence
on Morris. who previously
had been convicted three
times for drunken driving

“Public reaction has called
my attention to the fact that
there was an implication™ by
prosecutors that Morris was a
drunken driver in the
accident and should have
received a heavier sentence.
Richardson said

The judge then withdrew
Morris’ sentence and ordered
him tostand trial Feb. 8 to see
if prosecutors can back up
their “implication.™

Assistant District Attorney
Nick Vincent was the chief
prosecutor in Richardson’s
court when the judge imposed
the sentence

After Vincént talked to
reporters about the case.
Richardson charged
privately that Vincent

distorted the facts to generate
criticism of the judge

I will not permit the state
or anyone else. by
misrepresenting the factsof a
case, making misleading
statements or allowing
accounts of the facts to be
reported -in the press. to
subject this court or the
system of justice in general to
public criticism."’
Richardson said in court
Friday

The judge also said if
prosecutors had wanted him

We miss you; Clancy

Veteran personnel of the Freedom
Newspapers group. of which The
Pampa News is a part. are finding
there is a void in their lives following
the the New Year's Eve death of
Clargnce Harrison Hoiles

To his long - time newspaper
associates. he was known as "C. H.”

or “Clancy.” There was very seldom

that he was referred to as Mr. Hoiles
when he visited in the plants of the 31
daily newspapers in the group

Clancy. as we usually referred to
him although he identified himself as
C.H.. was the chairman of the board
of directors of Freedom Newspapers
and "was based at the group's
corporate office in Santa Ana. Calif.

In recent years he had taken a less
active role in the day - to - day
operation of the various papers.
scattered from the West Coast to the
East Coast and from New York to
Florida. than in the past.

But. as noted by R.D. Threshie.
publisher of the Orange County
Register. the group’s flagship paper
located in Santa Ana. “"he monitored
the affairs of the company as a
member of a three - man executive
committee.”

Veteran Freedom personnel.
however. can recall visits by Clancy
to the various papers in which he
showed an interest in the human side
of the employees

One ot the veteran Freedom
associates recalled that Clancy was
“not one to find fault.”” but instead
was there to help solve any
problems

Memorial services for C.H. Hoiles
were conducted last Monday at the
Episcopal Church of the Messiah in
Santa Ana and it was not difficult to
tell the feelings of his associates of
many years

Those who had known him through
the years were unable to control
their emotions and tears rolled down
many of the cheeks of persons at the
memorial service

The services were very low key
with the service taken from the

Episcopal Church's “old prayer
book .
One of his close Santa Ana

associates confirmed the Teeling that

many of us have had that Clancy
missed the “hands - on"" production
of a newspaper when she noted that
although he was in the corporate
office. he found a reason every day to
visit The Register.

Over the years. those of us at other
papers felt Clancy would have been
much happier setting type. putting a
page together or running the press
than in oversecing the company's
operation.

Clancy was the son of the founder
of Freedom Newspapers. the late
R.C. Hoiles. and like his father was
an advocate of the free enterprize*
system

He was devoted to the Libertarian
philosophy which holds that man
functions best and attains his highest
goals when responsibly free from
government restraints.

A native of Alliance. Ohio. Claney
began his 54 - year newspaper career
in 1927 as publisher of the Bucyrus.
Ohio. Telegraph - Forum. one of
three Ohio newspapers owned by his
father. This was immediately
following his graduation from Mount
Union College

In-1935 he moved with his father to
Santa Ana. upon purchase of The
Register. R.C. and Clancy. became
the paper's co - publishers

Clancy was instrumental in
developing Freedom newspapers
into the group of 31 daily newspapers
that form the firm today

Following Clancy's death.
Threshic summed up the feeling of
many of the veteran members of the
“Freedom family’® when he
observed. “the success of Freedom
Newspapers has in large part been
due to C.H.'s ability to surround
himself with good people and to rely
on their judgment. He was a warm,
loyval man who —earned the
admiration and respect of his
associates.”’

No matter how busy Clancy was
when he visited one of the Freedom
papers. he always found time to talk
with any of the personnel about their
problems. hopes or aspirations

Yes. Clancy we really will miss
you

It might be called the report to end
all reports. The only trouble is, it
probably won't

The report in question- is the
General Accounting Office’s most
recent report on the federal
government reports. The GAO report

uestions the government's
thousands of reports.

According to.the GAQ's findings,
while the federal government spends
more than $80 million sending 4.000
reports about itself to Congress. no
one in government has an overall fix
on who is supposed to report to whom
about what.

The GAO, which itself spends some
$5 million annually sending about
1.000 reports to Capitol Hill. said the
confusion stems in part from the
variety of agencies that share
responsibility for tracking reports,
anm part from the statutes passed
by Confress that call for reports but
give only vague deadlines like ‘‘from
The GAO said the problem i$
. exacerbated by the tendency of

reports to mulilrly: Congress sent
out a modest 197 reporting
requirements in 1930; by 1960 the
figure was 470: by 1980 it had grown

“The numbers." reports the GAO,
‘appear to correspond closely to the
growth in federal government
programs and activities . . . (and)
the desire of Congress to hold
agencies accountable . . .”

The GAO's report on reports gets
better. Not only are many of the
reports late. the watchtog agency
notes, but Congress can't éven
determine whether all required
reports are submitted ‘because it
does not have a complete or central
listing of all the reporting|
requirements.” |

It has no complete list, the GAO
added, because three separate
organizations develop their own lists
— the GAO itself, the clerk of the
House and the secretary fo the
Senate. And the three do not always
agree.

One solution to the problem, the
GAO says, would be for these three
groups to decide together what

~Teports are needed and-when-they——

are due, and to determine whether
the reports were useful. That
determination alone most likely
would slow the flow to a trickle. End
of report.

The
impression I get is that the school board
is corrupt and that the board members
are a bunch of crooks who have nothing
else to do except hold executive
sessions with the spécific purpose of
exchanging opinions and influencing
decisions behind the public eye or
intentidnally seeing how they (the
school board) can figure out ways to
break the law.

Oh, Pampa. To be slapped so by this
one so opinionated writer!

One of his rationale against executive
sessions is that ‘‘the Open Meetings
Law prohibits public bodies from

making decisions in exeuctive sessions -

in the sense that they are not allowed to
take an official ‘yea’ or ‘nay’ vote'’;
that because opinions are exchanged
and actions are influenced, that
decisions are formed. Is the writer so
naive as to believe that the members
need an executive session to exchange
opinions and influence actions? Any
classroom, the bowling alley. the
football stadium, or the Sunday school
class is a good enough place for me.

Also the writer uses the clout of a
spokesman for the Attorney General's
office who says that the Open Meetings

. Law does not address the problem of
what public officials can say about
what happened during the executive
session. The writer concludes that to
mean that the board members are not
prohibited from talking about what took
place. Now it seems to me that if during
an executive session the school board is
prohibited from voting “‘yea” or “‘nay"”
actions, what action is there to report
for the public to need to know? And if
the Open Meetings Law does not
prohibit them from talking about what
took place during the executive session,
then the same Law says the board is not
compelled to talk about it.

The other rationale the writer uses is
that the public has a right to know. And
the public does know, when the board
meets in regular session. 1f the public is
suppose to know all the time, then let's
do away with executive sessions at
election time. But let's not take it out on
our Pampa School Board. They did not
pass the Open Meetings Law. The
people of Texas did.

A year ago. the people of Poland
believed they were emerging from
communist thralldom. They had hope
of a better material life and a gradual
return to freedom

Today. those hopes are shattered.
Poland is inthe iron grip of totalitarian
communist rule. Thousands of Poles
are under arrest. The dark night of
Stalinism has returned

These tragic events are a fresh, albeit
cruel. reminder of the nature of
communism. The system permits no

mellowing or departure from the
ideological rigidity of a police state
apparatus. The brutalities directed at
the Polish people should wake
Westerners to a new realization of the
tyranny they face.

For 15 or _more years. many
Westerners have persuaded themselves
that communism comes in many forms,
some of them less oppressive than
others. A few years ago, there was
academic talk of Euro - Communism, a
variant that allegedly retained Marxist
economics but lacked Moscow's iron

SPRINGFIELD. Ohio (AP) — Eight vears ago. a
photograph'of tiny Tran Thi Het's half-clothed body

Although authorities had narrowed the list of
eligible adoptive parents to five. she said.

When Ms. Heil finally brought Nhanny home in
October 1974. the girl was 3 years old. She weighed
only 12 pounds and was unable to sit up. And her
vears in the box had left an ugly depression in the
left side of her skull — a depression which has since
disappeared

Ms. Heil later learned that Nhanny had holes in
her eardrums. And during her early days with the
Heils. Nhanny never slept for more than 15 minutes

When Ms. Heil came here in 1977, she-took
Nhanny to a specialist who replaced her right
eardrum. A little more than a year ago. the child
began hearing well for the first time in her life

Then. Ms. Heil tried to have Nhanny taken out of

'classes for educable mentally retarded and placed

in a regular classroom. But she met resistance and
decided to teach her in her own school

Nhanny now is one of 13 children at the Warren
Center of Learning, a private school for
learning-disabled children in an aging frame
structure on Springfield’s north side. Mothers and
aides fill the rooms. but Ms. Heil is its only teacher

In addition to overcoming her physical problems
Nhanny has had to overcome sometimes violent
reactions to her Vietnamese heritage

We heard testimony at our meeting of the Committee on the
Criminal Justice System of Texas from a well - known

property. and then know they will get probation two or three
times before they go to jail
® ““This is wrong. What we need to do is put them in jail —
maybe not for forty years. but for 60 or 90 days. We need to
create a situation where they know they will be punished. even
4f the punishment is not too severe."" he said
Remember. this call for punishment came from a man who
makes his living keeping people out of jail

there is no certainty of punishment today. Second. it would be
more effective to make sure every criminal is punished.

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AT&T, IBM settlements end an era -

NEW YORK (AP) — The
dismissal of an antitrust suit
against IBM, coupled with a
settlement that will break up
AT&T. ends an era that saw
the government largely fail in
efforts to restructure major
industries.
Beginning in the late 1960s.
the Justice Department and

6.000 people with a nightclub
that could hold one-sixth of its
population

“*In Midland-Odessa or
even El Paso. there is not a
place like Chute No. 1 in the
West Texas area.” said club
manager Linda McKenna
Ivey. "We know we're
offering something that
people really want. People
can really get out and dance
and have a good time. We
want it to be West Texas'
finest nightclub.”

If Ms. Ivey is right, it
shouldn't be any surprise that
there is not another giant
country-western club in West
Texas. The area is one of the
most sparsely populated in
the country

Alpine, with its 5,917
people. is the largest town for
more than 100 miles in any
direction. Its nearest
neighbors are Marfa. with a
population of less than 3,000,
and Fort Davis and
Marathon. each with less
than a 1.000 people. in an area
dominated by ranchland and
mountains

Odessa"is more than 100
miles away. El Paso is more
than 200 miles away

“Two hundred miles is just
a hop. skip and a jump for
people in West Texas."" Ms
Ivey said. "'These people are
used to driving long
distances."

She may be right When the
club opened Dec. 4. more than
900 people packed into the
club

“We had to turn people
away after 9 p.m.."” said John
Davis of Houston. a financial
consultant helping get the
club under way. ‘‘The people
in all these outlying areas
don’t have any place to go.
West Texas is not necessarily
the easiest place in the world
to find something to do."

Davis works for Joe R
' Brown of Houston, who owns
vast oil and ranch holdings in
West Texas. The club was
. Brown's idea, Ms. Ivey said
* Ms. Ivey. a former Miss El
Paso who moved to Alpine in
1976. was finishing her
master’s degree at Sul Ross
State . University here when
she went looking for odd jobs
to earn extra money. She
found a job on one of Brown's
ranches — washing his
helicopter

“*It took eight hours with no
breaks each time.'’ she said
“It was a job. I had to wash
everything by hand. from the
rotors to the landing gear
Mr. Brown came to town one

tan-and-orange lumber
warehouse in downtown
Alpine and asked her, Do
you think you could turn this
place into a nightclub?

“At first. | thought they

were teasing me or
something," she said
Once they decided to

embark on the project,
everything went quickly, Ms
Ivey said. The construction
contracts were all let the

“We've invested a great
deal in this business.,'”’ Ms
Ivey said. “We'll make it
back. but it will take a while
We tried to do everything the
best.”

The result is a huge’ club
with a dance floor 50 feet by
60 feet‘and terraces full of
tables on either side..On the
highest terrace on each side
is a 50-foot bar that is
computerized to dole out the
proper amount of liquor for
eachdrink

Ceiling fans hang from the
high ceiling above a decor
done mostly in Texas burnt
orange and natural wood

At one end of the dance
floor is a raised stage with a
custom sound system. The
sound and light systems can
be operated from a disc
jockey’'s booth that looks
down on the dance floor from
the other end of the room

“I was very fortunate,”’ Ms
Ivey said. ‘I got to pick the
colors and the furniture and
everything. The whole thing
is set up for entertainers."

The club has a live band
three nights a week and. once
a month or so. brings in a
well-known country artist to
perform. Johnny Duncan was
there on New Year's Eve
Johnny Rodriguez is coming
later in January. Ironically.
the band on opening night was
the Gilley's band

To see those name acts,
customers must buy a
‘“membership’’ in the club.

“The club is a private
club.” Davis said. ‘‘It has to
be because of the Texas
liquor laws. There are no
mixed drink sales in this
county."

“It's really kind of an
archaic law, but we have to
go with it right now,” Ms.
Ivey said. ‘‘We want
everybody to be able to come
so we put a very minimal
charge on memberships. You
can buy a life membership for
$35. You can get a temporary
membership at the door for
$2. It’s good for three nights
and you can bring three
guests.”

The cheap rates are
attractive to students at Sul
Ross. a small college located
on a hillside in town.

“Sul Ross naturally helps
(business). but it only has
about 1.700 students.” Davis
said. “'You can't really
depend on college kids
because they are limited in
their funds. You've got to

Candidates taught
how to campaign

AUSTIN. Texas (AP) — Shake voters' hands, send them
letters. hand them ‘‘push cards,'’ but don't feed them or argue

with them

These are among the political tidbits offered by teachers at
$50-a-head. three-dav campaign schools run by the Texas
Republican Party for its candidates and their staffs

Looking forward to a year when every statewide office and
legislative seat is on the ballot. the GOP got the jump on the
Democrats by running campaign schools in October and
December at the Driskill Hotel here. Tom Hockaday, state
GOP political director. says there will be several more

' * The Democrats are planning similar schools, but Joe Gagen,
primary director. said no dates have been selected.

The GOP schools are closed to the media. Hockaday said the

classes “‘are not a real appropriate place for (reporters) to
be."" Gagen said the Democratic schools probably would be

open to the press

Representatives from about 20 campaigns — including some
announced and unannounced candidates — have attended,
Hockaday said. Most have been from local campaigns.

The classes go into all phases of vote-chasing.

“We even give suggestions on color schemes,” Hockaday
said. The orange and blue used by Gov. Bill Clements in 1978
and again in his current campaign is very ‘‘appealing.”

according to studies. he noted

The advice on telephone banks is changing this year .

“When it was a novelty it was very useful and very good,’
Hockaday “‘No doubt about it, phone systems elected Bill
Clements and re-elected (U.S. Senator) John Tower."

But now that many candidates are using the phones, the

effect can be numbing

“I don't see phoning used that extensively this timg. It can
be very effective. but it's very time consuming.” he said.

A campaign worker who attended the school. but asked not
to be identified, said he was taught that a bunch of phone calls

to a voter can backfire.

“Lots of people get irritated.’

" he said

Personal contact with voters isimportant.
““Those who walk do better at the polls,” he said. -
The worker said he was toltd. “The Republicans say. 'If you

walk it. you win it.""

Hockaday said candidates are taught to avoid trying towin a
vote from an obviously hostile voter.

“You never should argue. Determine early what you are
standing for and stick with it. You shouldn't try to change a
voter's mind. To sit there and argue is futile,”” he said.

among Reagan’s strongest allies

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Reagan drew his
strongest congressional
Democratic support from the
South last year. with three
Texans among the top 10, an
annual survey by
Congressional Quarterly
showed

Charles Stenholm of
Stamford and Phil Gramm of
College Station backed the
president 75 percent of the
time and Kent Hance of
Lubbock supported Reagan
on 71 percent of the roll call
votes in 1981, according to the
study

On the other end of the
scale. Jim Mattox of Dallas
backed the president least
frequently. voting with him
on only 29 percent of the
issues. Close behind in
frequence of opposition were
Mickey Leland of Houston (30
percent), and Henry B
Gonzalez of San Antonio and
Martin Frost of Dallas (34
percent )

But only two other
Democrats. House Majority
Leader Jim Wright of Fort
Worth and Jack Brooks of
Beaumont, voted _with
Reagan less than half the
time. Wright backed Reagan
views 49 percent of the time
while Brooks. dean of the
24-member Texas delegation.
supported the president on 42
percent of the votes

In the Senate. Lloyd
Bentsen of Texas backed the
president 70 percent of the
time. third highest among
Democrats. Republican John
Tower of Texas gave the
president his vote on 75
percent of the issues

While the study reflects
Reagan's first-year success
on Capitol Hill. it is not a
measure of how much of his
program was approved. and
should be used with caution
as a measure of an individual
lawmaker's loyalty. the
publication said. because

— the study counts only
issues that reach a roll-call
vote on the House or Senate
floor. Elements of the White
House agenda that are
abandoned or defeated before
they reach the floor. that are
quietly compromised. or that
breeze through on a voice
vote are not counted:

— the study counts votes
only on issues where the
president has indicated clear,
personal support or
opposition, usually in
messages to Congress, press
conference remarks or other
public statements: and

— all votes are given equal

weight, with the same
emphasis given major and
minor votes and no

distinguishment made
between close calls and
lopsided decisions or between
administration initiatives and
proposals born on Capitol
Hill.

Broken down by region,
Congressional Quarterly
said, the presidential support
scores illustrate the impact of
two growing intra-party
factions, the conservative
Southern ‘“‘Boll Weevils" and
the Republican moderate
““Gypsy Moths'' of the
Northeast and Midwest.

The Boll Weevils. which
Stenholm heads, gave
Reagan his strongest
Democratic backing. Of the

22 most supportive
Democrats, 21 came from the
group.

Gramm. co-sponsor of

Reagan's budget bill, and

Stenholm tied for fourth
among Reagan's staunchest
supporters. the study showed.
while Hance. co-sponsor of
thé president's tax bill, tied
for ninth

Among Texas' five
Republican congressmen. the
most supportive of Reagan
was Tom Loeffler of Hunt. the
deputy minority whip of the
House. who voted with him on
79 percent of the roll call
votes. Next were Jack Fields
of Humble. 76 percent: Jim
Collins of Dallas. 71 percent
Bill Archer of Houston. 67
percent: and Ron Paul of
Lake Jackson. 59 percent

Besides Stenholm. Gramm

day than on non-exercise days. As a result of regular exercise,
you will burn more calories just sitting in a chair than the

person who doesn’t exercise.

~ ATAW adopt bill for student athletes

SPOKANE. Wash. (AP) — The

Association for Intercollegiate
Athletics for Women on Friday became
the first major intercollegiate
governing body in American sports to
gdopt a bill of rights for
student-athletes:

Delegates attending the annual AIAW
Delegate Assembly in Spokane
wrestled throughout the day over the
document. which establishes personal
*behavior rights. guarantees appeal
processes for athletes and protects
present AIAW policies from change by
member institutions

"The final list. which includes 19

provisions. was approved after a
substitute proposal was introduced

“It’'s great.” said Donna A Lopiano.

“ AIAW president and women's athletic

director at the University of
Texas-Austin. “*Every athlete is now
guaranteed due process under the
law.™

The assembly also passed a motion
which allows institutions to impose
more restrictive rules tham those
specified by the AIAW. excluding those
provisions covered by the bill of rights

Most of Friday's discussion centered
on the provisions themselves rather
than the bill of rights concept.

The bill certifies that athletes shall be
afforded on-campus review of
grievances on both scholarship and
personal issues and guarantees that
athletes will be afforded equal rights
with other students regarding
participation in other campus
activities

The . bill clarifies existing AIAW
policy. including contractual protection
for athletes under scholarship

The assembly agreed that athletes
should be permitted absences from
practice or competition for religious
holidays and should have a reasonable
opportunity to spend major holidays
with their families

Flava Galbreath. AIAW national
student representative and a senior at
Ball State University. said she was
particularly pleased that the bill
requires athletes to be advised of
medical treatment options in event of
illness or injury.

“We're very happy with the bill's
final form." she said. ‘‘In passing the
bill of rights. the AIAW took an historic
step in protecting the rights of
student-athletes. "

The Bengals had one — rookie Cris
Collinsworth. who sneaked in with 1,009
yards

The Chargers. for all their vaunted
air superiority. also gained 2,005 yards
rushing this season (eighth in the
conference) led by Chuck Muncie's
1.144 yards (second in the AFC) and
rookie James Brooks' 525 yards

The Bengals were ninth in the AFC in
rushing with 1.973 yards. Pete Johnson
was their leader with 1.077 yards

Defensively. the Chargers were
survivors — barely. They were
next-to-last in the conference in

defense. ahead of only Baltimore. Their

league-high 478 points overcame the 390
they allowed and helped them finish
with a 106 record and win the AFC
Western Division title

The Bengals' defense was fourth
overall in the conference. but only nirth

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Teaching a course on the politics of space

AUSTIN. Texas (AP) — As
earthlings venture into outer
space. they |l take along with
them an invisible but
mescapable cargo — politics
says an assistant professor at
the University of Texas

Nathan Goldman is
preparing his students for
what he sees as a brave new

world outside the earth's
atmosphere with an
innovative course called
'The Polities of Outer
Space.”

The 31-year-old Goldman

first taught the course in the
spring of 1981. It attracted
about 280 students. He's
teaching the course again this
year. and enrollment is up to
about 360 students ready to
study space politics as a
legitimate science ;

The whole world is being
drawn into an international
web of interdependence.”
Goldman said in an
interview. “and it's being
re-emphasized by space
There are half a dozen
treaties and a lot of
agreements that create a
body of law for space.’
Goldman said his course
vutline starts with current
policy toward space. covers
the increasing efforts of
countries other than the
United States and Soviet
Union to get there. and then
goes into his projections for
the future

*“The first part of the course

is really an American
government course' that
describes the agencies

interest groups and processes
of the U.S. space program
Goldman said

Private industry is wed to
the idea of capitalism in outer
space. he said. and that
creates a need for a coherent
national space policy

‘It's not just a domestic
issue — for instance. what
about damages?” — but
through space treaties. we
also have international
obligations.”” Goldman said
The nation is responsible for
the actions in space of its
nationals., and there's
absolute liability for space
damages. So there needs to be
some kind of regulation

“*But who's supposed to
regulate” FAA? NASA? The
State Department? It’s not at
all clear who's supposed to do
it

"Space is
too crowded for that. ironic as
that sounds.”’

Once Goldman convinces
his students that it's only a
matter of time before ‘'space
politics” becomes a common
subject. he moves on to every
science fiction buff's favorite
subject — the future ..

Emphasizing the caveat “if
things continue as they are
now." Goldman predicted,
“the Russians will have a
permanent space station by
the mid-to-late 80s. And I
believe the Russians will be
on Mars by the year 2000
