DECISION OF DISTRICT 
COURT AT AUSTIN 

OVERTURNED

AUSTIN, July 10 (JP)—The court 
of olvll appeals here ruled today 
that a gate rate of 32 cents per 
1,000 feet of gas to-cities served by 
the Lpne Star Gas company was 
reasonable and valid.
The appellate court in so holding 

reversed the decision of a Travis 
county district court and rendered 
the case In favor of the state. The 
rate of 32 cents was declared Just, 
reasonable “and valid in every par­
ticular.” An injunction Issued by 
the trial court restraining enforce­
ment of the rate was dissolved.

A Jury found that the rate of 32 
cents, eight cents less than now 
charged, was unreasonable and un­
just. The lower rate was set by the 
railroad commission after a hearing 
of seven months. The company 
Immediately attacked it In federal 
court, which gave state courts Juris­
diction to try the case on its merits.

The long fight of the commission 
to reduce the rate charged by the 
Lone Star at the gates of approxi­
mately 250 cities it serves was in­
stituted October 14, 1932, with Is­
suance of an order on its own mo­
tion calling for a general investiga­
tion of rates and charges.

The hearing started November 1. 
1932, in Port Worth. It was closed 
the following June 29.

Reduction of the gate rate was 
ordered September 13- 1933, alter 
the attack was remanded by the 
federal court to state courts, trial 
was started here June 11, 1934. The 
Jury verdict was returned July 21.

E. O. Thompson, chairman of the 
railroad commission, termed the 
court decision a vindication of the 
legislature’s appropriation of $75,000

PIONEER RESIDENT HAS 
. CHANCE TO LIVE 

AFTER CRASH

Hope Is held for the recovery of 
J. R. Henry, longtime Pampa resi­
dent, who was seriously Injured In 
an automobile accident yesterday 
afternoon. Mr. Henry received a 
fracture of the second vertebrae of 
his neck, and bruises, when the car 
in which he was driving crashed 
with another car 10 miles south of 
Pampa.

Mr. Henry was rushed o Pampa 
hospital in a passing car. Attending 
physicians said this morning that 
the injured man spent a fairly rest­
ful night and that he had a chance 
to recover.

The accident happened on a curve 
on the road south of Bowers City 
about 5 o ’clock. The Henry car, 
driven by L. C. McMurtry, Jr., was 
driving south down the hill. The 
other car, driven by Ollie Davis with 
F. H. McWhorter, owner, as a 
passenger, was proceeding up the 
hlU when they met on the curve.

Young McMurtry received a bad 
bruise on his head. Mr. McWhorter’s 
nose was badly bruised- Both Mr. 
McWhorter and Mr. Davis are em­
ployes of the Texas Elf Carbon com­
pany. They had been to the store 
and were returing to the camp when 
the accident happened.

Both cars were badly damaged in 
the crash.

Heat Fatal to 
4 Convicts on 
Farms in Texas

HOUSTON. July 10 (A*V-W. A. 
Paddock, chairman of the Texas 
state prison board, said today that 
four convicts on Texas prison farms, 
three negroes and one white man, 
died yesterday of heat prostration.

The men were overcome while 
working in fields at the Ramsey 
and Eastham farms, which are more 
than 125 miles apart. The three 
negroes were on the Ramsey farm 
In Brazoria county and the white 
man was on the Eastham farm near 
Weldon, Houston county.

The white convict was Bennie Dan­
ielson, 21, of Hunt county, serving 
five years for burglary and theft. 
He was rushed to the prison hos­
pital, dying about seven hours after 
he was stricken.

Paddock said the negroes all were 
stricken “during the heat of the 
day.” They were James Leed. 31, 
Galveston, two years for assault to 
murder; J. E. Poole, 24, Kaufman 
county, serving two yean for burg­
lary, and Felix Moore, 17, Ellis 
county, serving three years for 
burglary.

Yesterday was one of the hottest 
days in this section in recent years.

Paddock said the prison manage­
ment would not suspend field opera­
tions for the duration of the hot 
spell.

“However, we will give orders to 
the managers to be more careful 
with the men,” he said.

Cummings Argues For Gold Suit Act
WASHINGTON, July 10 (AV- 

Attorney General Cummings told 
the house banking committee to­
day that unless a resolution were 
passed barring damage suits against 
the government to collect losses 
arising from dollar devalutton, an 
“International agreement to es­
tablish a gold standard would be 
almost Impossible.”
Currency stabilisation has been 

peculated on quits a bit recently. 
Secretary Morgenthau Bald In a 
radio speech a few weeks ago this 
government would not stand In the 
way of any agreement which did not 
Injure the United States 

“A free gold market also would be

almost impossible,’’ Cummings said.
He gave no indication whatsoever, 

though, that the administration is 
considering any attempt at present 
to restore the gold standard.

Cummings testified as the com­
mittee opened hearings on a reso­
lution to bar gold clause suits.

The attorney general said that 
$10,136,570,340 in gold cIaum gov­
ernment securities- were outstanding, 
and that the government faced a 
potential loss of $7,000.000400 if gold 
clause suits were permitted and 
damages were shown.

Rep. Cxvtcchl* (R , N. J.) asked 
whether foreigners who bought 
United States bonds. ‘ believing the

word of our government was as good 
as gold, would have any redress" 
under this act.

“The answer Is no,” Cummings 
said.

The congressman asked whether 
foreigners might carry a case to the 
international court at The Hague.

Cummings said possibly they might 
but that he had “no doubt as to the 
result.

“Could we sue foreign countries 
at The Hague for the $10,000,000,000 
they owe us?" asked Rep. Cross 
<D„ Texas).

“NO,” Cummings responded.
Rap. Gifford (R* Mass.) wanted

to know "how about our contrac­
tual relations with Panama?”

AFTER DICTATORS, W H AT?

A dictator, riding on the crest of popular acclaim and 
military power, is a fine figure if you do not happen

Hardly any newspapermen were present when Moran 

appeared to attack the bill a few weeks ago, on almost 
the last day o f hearings, before th>e House Merchant 
Marine' Committee, o f which Congressman S. O. Bland, 
o f the shipbuilding city of Newport News, Va., is chair­
man.

That morning stands out in my memory because I’ve 
never seen a congressman subjected to such a brow­
beating and bulldozing as Bland attempted to admin­
ister to Moran.

Bland was aided by Lehlbach o f New Jersey and 
other friends o f the ship industry. But Moran kept dog­
gedly on, attacking the bill, with which he branded as 
“ jtfoe same old steal,” showing how one shipbuilding com­
pany alone claimed to have spent $150,000 to put over 
the Jones-White subsidy act o f 1928 and revealing close 
relations between shipbuilders and members of Congress.

He offered a bill of his own, providing government 
ownership o f the merchant marine and private operation 
under federal charter— with many stringent safeguards

Two commmittee members— Brewster, Republican, of 
Hjfainf, and Wearin, Democrat, o f Iowa— subsequently 
came to Moran's support with a minority report which ex­
coriated the Bland-Copeland bill as containing either nine 
or ten separate kinds of subsidies, omitting two or three 
qjf Jloosevelt’s most important recommendation* for clean­
ing up the merchant marine scandal, intensifying, magni­
fying, and perpetuating old abuse*, and “donating”  to 
private interest® a merchant marine for which the govern­
ment might be found putting up 85 per cent or more of 
tjie funds.

Menwhile, Senator Copeland of New York was intro­
ducing the bill in the Senate, where Wheeler of Montana 
and Bone o f Washington promptly jumped all oveT It.

The authority would have blanket power to open the 
treasury t° “ an unlimited raid by private shipbuilders and 
private shipping operators.”  They showed that this 
board o f five men would have unprecedented spending 
authority without check; that shipping operators could be 
given brand-new government-mortgaged ships by merely 
trading in old, nearly obsolete vessels and putting up 
no money at all.
•' Between one house and another, the bill was so badly 

riddled that even its passage in the House— where it had 
the fight of way and was speeded along by leaders— be­
en me doubtful.

Mercuries shot up past the 100 
mark In several sections and exist­
ing July heat mark* were being 
shattered. Greenville sweltered un­
der 107 degree heat to lead the state, 
but an unofficial thermometer at 
Malahoff. in North Texas, read 112 
degrees.

Graduated Tax 
Already Opposed 

By Corporations
WASHINGTON. July 10. (JPV— 

Some administration men on capitol 
hlU fear that trouble Is In store 
for that portion of the president’s 
tax plan which would apply grad 
uated levies to corporation incomes.

Already, some members of the 
house ways and means committee 
report they have received “dozens” 
of telegrams protesting the Idea of 
replacing the present flat 13% per 
cent tax on corporate Incomes with 
a rate that Increases with the size 
of the income.

Dissatisfaction with that Idea was 
voiced by R. V. Fletcher, represent­
ing the Association of American 
Railways, who remarked:

"It Is a curious slti ation for con 
gress to say the railroads should be 
combined and then, to say they 
should be taxed at a higher rate 
because they are combined.”

The proposed taxes would start at 
10 or 11 per cent on the first $2,000 
of Income and rise to 17% per cent 
In the higher brackets.

WASHINGTON. July 10 ( ^ —De­

lays In getting FWA projects ap­
proved by the federal government 
apparently are in store for cities 
and states PWA directors to help 
induce local governments share the 
cost of the Jobs campaign, President 
Roosevelt said yesterday:

"Local public bodies willing to put 
up their share of 55 per cent of the 
total cost of the project must of 
course, be given first consideration ”

tion from 30 per cent to 45 per cent.

Cities unable to put upr55 per cent 
may be supplied loans from a PWA 
revolving fund which Is made up 
through sales of securities the public 
works administration has accepted 
on loans, or In some cases they may 
turn to Harry L. Hopkins’ works 
progress administration for dona­
tions.

Some cities, the preeidgut^told the 
directors, “are going to try to prove 
to you that they cannot finance 
their share of the costs and it is up 
to you to find whether that proof 
is adequate. It is only human to 
try to get more than 45 per cent.”

HOUSE LEADERS 
AGREE TO RUSH 
FDR’S PROGRAM

Last Week of August 
Is Possible Date 

To Adjourn
b y  CLARENCE M. WRIGHT, 
Associated Press Staff Writer. 
WASHINGTON, July 10 MV- 

Setting aside for the time being 
the much-discussed topic of fric­
tion between president and bouse, 
democratic legislative le a d e r s  
fought today to expedite the 
Rooocvelt program.
The hope they expressed was that 

congress now may adjourn the last 
week of August.

Leaders in the house talked the 
situation over with the president for 
two hours and a half last night. 
Some of them had gone to the 
White House for the specific purpose 
of telling the president their Idea 
of why all was not serene around 
the house.

In the aftermath of the house 
revolt against the president In the 
utilities fight, they indicated they 
would try to convince the president 
he must give greater consideration 
to the desires of members of that 
chamber. They said there was dis­
satisfaction among the members be­
cause the president had yielded to 
the senate on several legislative 
problems, while declining to yield 
to the house. They also mentioned 
patronage troubles, and the com­
plaint that the president failed to 
listen to the advice of regular houBe 
leaders.

As it turned eUt, however, none 
of these things was mentioned at 
the White House; Instead the con­
ferees wound up in lengthy talk of 
the best ways to expedite the bills 
on the president’s prdgram. The 
only reason given fo rthe omission of 
the discussion about dissatisfaction 
was that it took so long to talk 
about legislation

Today, the leaders were bending 
every effort to put through the 
house these bills—the only "must” 
measures which still lack house ap­
proval.

The new tax program, on which 
the ways and means committee is 
holding hearings; the bill to outlaw 
suits for recovery of losses alleged 
to have ben suffered under the gold 
policy; and the Guffey coal stabili­
zation and federal alcohol control 
bills, now awaiting approval by the 
ways and means committee.

The president reiterated that he 
expected congress to finish action 
on the social security bill, now in 
senate-house conference; the utili­
ties holding company bill, on the 
way to conference; the Tennessee 
Vailey Authority amendments, pass­
ed by the senate and up on the 
house floor today; the omnibus 
banking and AAA amendments bills, 
passed by the house and pending in 
the senate.

Beyond that, however, he left the 
rest of the program to the leaders. 
They Interpreted that as meaning 
that If there were time the presi­
dent wofild like to see finally en­
acted the railroad reorganization, 
ship subsidy, and bus and truck 
regulation measures*

It was reported authoritatively that 
in the discussion the president talked 
about a possible end to the session 
on August 3. That drew a laugh, 
and the mo6t optimistic estimates by 
tW  leaders today were August 20.

“It you’ll tell me when the tax 
bill will be passed, then I’ll tell you 
when congress will adjourn,” one 
leader said.

Dusting The Covers O f Texas History
For

I*HE TEXAS CENTENNIAL CELEBRATION OF 1936

AUSTIN, July 10.—The stress of 
economic circumstances during the 
Civil war ora encouraged many 
irregularities in the administration 
of army supplies, it is indicated by 
private letters, official documents 
and other records of that period. In 
his memoirs, John Salmon Ford, a 
colonel in command of the expedi­
tionary forces of the Rio Grande, 
in aid of the Confederate army, 
wrote reveollngly of some of the 
problems that confronted the army 
officials in supplying their men. 
Colonel Ford’s memoirs, unpublish­
ed, are in the archives of t^e Uni­
versity of Texas library in manu­
script form.

“The opening of the trade in cot­
ton between Trixas and Mexioo 
caused a lively business to spring 
into existence," Ford wrote. "Mata- 
moras was the chief mart. Thou­
sands of bales of the Confederate 
government cotton were carried In 
the place. Thousands of bales be­
longing to firms and individuals 
found their way to the same point. 
Cotton could be found stored at 
different points, on both sides the 
Rio Grande, from Piedras Negras 
to the mouth of the river—a dist­
ance of over 300 miles.

"In passing by way of Banquote, 
and above there were cotton roads 
in every direction. The aim ap­
pears to have been to find a new 
and better way. The chaparral 
would be almost white In places 
from the line detached from passing 
bales, it was no uncommon thing 
to find part of a load deposited on 
the road side. The great distance 
would exhaust the energies of the 
draught animals, leaving a portion 
of the lading would be a matter of 
extreme necessity. Much of this 
abandoned ootton the person leav­
ing would be unable to find. A great 
deal was stolen, no doubt. When 
the federals took possession of the 
lower Rio Grande, many persons in 
charge of loads of cotton went to an 
out of the way place and discharged 
it. Between the Nueces and the 
lower Rio Grande cotton could be 
found almost anywhere, just outside 
the road, and frequently in mots of 
timber.

“This cotton, whether abandoned 
for good or not, was considered by 
many legitlwate matter to be ap­
propriated by any one who could 
carry It across the Rio Grande, or to 
some other point. The desideratum 
was to get it away so the owner 
could not find it. In some cases it was 
difficult to determine the real own­
er. When the expeditionary forces

first appeared in the neighborhood 
of the Nueces a great deal of cotton 
had been left in the country beyond 
the Nueces, and even on this side. 
Col. Lovensklold was paying his re­
spects to secreted cotton. The troops 
on the Nueces and adjacent thereto 
were ordered to assist in discovering 
cotton. Capt. Merritt managed to 
find some, and to sell it. It seems 
that Col. Benavides complained of 
this to Maj. Gen. Magruder. He it 
seems inquired into the affair.. The 
inquiry was thus answered by Col. 
Ford, July 7, 1864, in a communi­
cation to headquarters:

“ The failure of the cotton bu­
reau to turn over cotton to Capt. 
Merritt, being in the field without 
supplies, able to obtain no money, 
no cotton, and but a very limited 
amount of supplies from Col. Bena­
vides. It was necessary for my 
quartermaster to use the cotton 
obtained by my men under the con­
trol of Col. Lovensklold. or I would 
have been compelled to abandon 
the country to the enemy. t When I 
moved from the San Fernando a 
column of 600 Yankees was march­
ing against Laredo. The disposition 
of my command has protected the 
cotton, commerce, and a large ex­
tent of country, and I have been 
able to remain here only by means 
of the supplies for which the cotton 
was sold. Necessity dictated the 
course, and results have vindicated 
it:

“The fact of selling this cotton 
was open and public. Capt. Merritt 
was a gentleman who had no con­
cealments in regard to such trans­
actions. The complaint died of its 
own want of merit. I am acquaint­
ed with the very small sense of ;|t* 
trlotlsm and duty which actuated 
the party who stirred up the matter 
by a* letter to Col. Benavides, but 
let bygones be bygones. These com­
ments on the affair are made to 
show how supposed great wrongs 
sometimes turn out small affairs.”

‘We’ll See Who

WASHINGTON. July 10. U/P>—

Censorship on 
News Dispatches 
Lifted by French

PARIS, July 10 UP)—The official 
government censorship on American 
and English newspaper dispatches 
was lifted today.

Premier Pierre Larval Informed the 
Anglo-American Press association 
which had been protesting against 
the censorship for months, that in 
an agreement with the ministers 
of war and the interior, he had or­
dered all press dispatches to the 
two countries transmitted without 
delay:

He served notice, however, that 
any correspondent “ sending Inac­
curate or prejudicial news will be 
held responsible by the ministry of 
foreign affairs and In extreme cases, 
after a warning, will be liable to 
expulsion from France.”

The censorship, however, will be 
continued on dispatches to other 
countries.

Censors usually delay dispatches 
only several hours, but occasionally 
cancel dispatches or eliminate parts 
of them.

tion as the moat conservative reporta 
from the ten-county area 'in the 
south-central area of the state show­
ed the flopd damage to be well in 
excess of $15,000,000.

Approximately 3,000 persons still 
are homeless. Five are missing.

Chairman Alfred H. Bchoelllcopf 
au aorized local works projects of 
any type that would put men to 
work clearing up debris and an­
nounced that the entire cost would 
be borne by state and federal agen­
cies. Ordinarily, the communities 
are required to pay. 2!> per cent of 
the cost of TERA work.

As the TERA men moved to the 
scene, the American Red Cross and 
state health department officers 
tackled the tremendous task of pro­
viding food and preventing disease.

Robert E. Bendy, national director 
of disaster relief far the Red Cross, 
established headquarters in Elmira 
after an airplane trip from Wash­
ington.

Food and clothing already have 
been made available, he said, and 
all requests for additional supplies 
will be met quickly.

The state health department, fear­
ing outbreaks of typhoid fever, sent 
representatives and equipment to 
communities where the water supply 
was ruined.

In most of the stricken commun­
ities, war-time scenes were re-enact­
ed as CCC men and TERA workers 
dug into the piles of mud and w reck­
age. At Watkins Olen, where engi­
neers estimated the damage in the 
flood waters receded more than
$2,000,000. steamshovel*. tractors and 
load scrapers were used to clear
away the wreckage. More than 400 
refugees from this area are being 
quartered in the Watkin* Olen high 
school.

Hornell, where the flood was term­
ed a “major disaster.” was slowly 
hut surely returning to normal. As 
flood waters receided more thfm
1,000 refugees salvaged belongings,
repairing wrecked homes.

Another death was recorded in Hor­
nell last night when the body of 
Hugh Chadwick was found floating 
In the water outside his home.

The area north and east of Hor­
nell was threatened with new flood 
dangers last night as a dam burst 
at Wayland and heavy rains swept 
Dansville and Arkport.

Gradual restoration of railyoad 
and communication service was re­
ported throughout the area as the 
flood waters moved southward into 
Pennsylvania, where six deaths were 
listed last night.

DISCOVERER OF MANY 
NOTED AUTHORS IS 

A SUICIDE •

BEVERLY HILLS, 0*1.. July 10. 
Ray Long, once one of the notion's 
leading editors, was dead today, ap­
parently a suicide victim under cir­
cumstances he must have scanned in 
many a short story plot

He was believed to have been dis­
couraged over the waning of the 
literary success that was his for 
more than a score erf’ years.

Fatally wounded. Long was found 
in the bedroom of his Beverly Hills 
home late yesterday. Nearby was a 
.small rifle.

Long died in an emergency hos­
pital as a hurried operation was at­
tempted.

Known as the man who guided a 
host of writers to fame and wealth, 
who translated the public’s reading 
tartes into monev-making publica­
tions, Long's death was marked by 
an enigmatic twist. He left no note, 
as far as could be found, explaining 
his act.

“ There is no doubt it was a sui­
cide," said A. O Peterson. Beverly 
Hills officer who investigated the
death.

The 57-year-old executive, who! 
came to California to become story I 
editor for various motion picture 
studios following a varied and color­
ful career in New York, had not 
been feeling well, his housekeeper, 
Mrs. Helen Andt said.

Mrs. Lucy Bovie Long, his widow, 
said at her home lost night in 
Greenwich. Conn., that she did not 
know whether she would come west 
immediately.

Long, who guided to prominence
such present day writers os O. O. 
McIntyre, Peter B. Kyne. Damon 
Runyon. Ring Lardner and many 
others, had worked in an executive 
capacity here for Columbia, Fox and 
Metro-Ooldwyn-Mayer studios after 
retiring from the eastern magazine 
fields.

A short time ago Long was nam­
ed western editor of Liberty maga­
zine, and subsequently assumed an 
editor's post on Photoplay, a fan 
magazine. While these positions and 
his studio work were well paid, they 
hardly compared to the $180,000 a 
year Long made at the peak of his 
career.

For 12 years he was editor of Cos­
mopolitan magazine and president- 
editor of the International Maga­
zine company, publisher of Cosmo­
politan. Oood Housekeeping and 
other Journals.

Long was born in Lebannon, Ind , 
March 23, 1878 and was educated 
i» Indianapolis schools. HU flret job 
an a newspaper was with the In­
dianapolis star, and later he drifted 
to Cleveland and Cincinnati. In the 
latter city he was a police reporter

for the Poet fad laU»r become city 
and managing editor.

It was later in the mag Mine Held
that Long became widely known 
HU first
editor
he successfully 
Blue B oo? and Orson 
he become an official of the Inter­
national Magazine company and
was editor-in-chief of ah its publi­
cations, including Caemopolltap.

He retired from that position In 
1931 and for a tin* engaged in the 
book publishing business, but a year 
later he came to Hollywood and 
went into motion picture work.

Shortly before the leaders assem­
bled at the Choctaw club, head­
quarters of the Walmsley grouD two 
of the mayors city commission 
openly broke with him and uttered 
their intention to cease to oppose 
Long. Their decision, set cut in a 
formal statement, was motivated, 
they said, by a desire to bring peace 
to the city."

NEW YORK July 10. </Pt—The 
stock market moved higher over a 
broad front today under leadership 
of key industrials,%»otors and spe­
cialties, many of which penetrated 
their cld 1936 highs.
