State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock Monday said gross 
receipts taxes on mixed 
drinks earned the state $14 
million in revenue during 
the second quarter  of the 
year.

Bullock said mixed drink 
taxes for the April, May 
and June period were 
about SSI.2 million more 
than collected during the 
first quarter.

His office has mailed 
checks totaling SS.7 
million to some 200 
counties and 350 cities as 
their share of the 10 
percent  gross receipts tax.

Muleshoe' s  share of the 
tax was $416.34 on 
reported revenue of
$20,775.59.

5 Million Gallons Per 
Day Expected To Flow

Because

of low water

supplies during peak 
summer  months,  the 
Lubbock city council 
approved a $5.1 million 
water project Thursday, 
which included the
extensive expansion of the 
Lubbock Water  Works 
near Muleshoe.
According to the figures 

released by Sam Wahl, 
director of the Lubbock 
Public Utilities Division, 
the project would increase 
the Lubbock watersupply 
from new water wells 
drilled in Bailey County.

Nearly S3 million was 
earmarked for a main 
collector and well supply 
lines and more than 
$136,000 for the drilling of 
10 new wells which Wahl 
explained to the Journal,  
would be extended to 
approximately two and a 
half to three miles west 
and two miles south of 
Muleshoe. i

A $175,000 project 
involves construction of 
new roads and well stands 
in the well field.

According to w ahl, the 
increased supply from the 
well field in Bailey County 
should raise the city's 
ability to meet peak 
demands from the present 
80-81 million gallons a day 
to about 85 million gallons 
each day.

Wahl said he hopes the 
10 wells produce " a t  least 
five million gallons a day 
and said two wells already 
drilled but not tied onto 
the city's distribution 
system will produce
about one million gallons a 
day.

When contacted in 
Lubbock, Wahl said the 
system in Bailey County is 
only a back-up system for 
the City of Lubbock, as two 
thirds of their annual 
supply is received from the 
Canadian River Water 
Authority.

" W e  pump the wells in

■

Bailey County only when 
we can’t meet the needs of 
the Lubbock people, " 
commented Wahl, "and  I 
doubt that we would ever 
pump in excess of 20 
million gallons a day, if 
that much."

According to Wahl,  the 
City of Lubbock has drilled 
around 100 wells in Bailey 
County to date, but some 
of the wells are presently 
Out of service.

Bailey County was 
providing no water to 
Lubbock at the time of the 
conservation with Wahl 
shortly after noon on 
Friday. He said the wells 
were cut off to Bailey 
County slightly more than 
a week ago. He also 
emphasized that Lubbock 
has pumped very little 
water from Bailey County 
this entire year, citing 
"t imely rainfall" as a 
decisive factor in lesser 
water use.

Also, Wahl said "This 
has been an ideal year as 
far as water use is 
concerned." He cited the 
intermittent rains as being 
the type to cut heavy water 
usage.

"How ever ,”  he added, 
"we have to look to the 
future, and the growth of 
Lubbock, and be ready to 
provide water during peak 
times of use ."

Wahl did not think the 
amount of water used to 
pump to the City of 
Lubbock was, at this time, 
a sufficient amount to 
prove to be of much
concern to local irrigators, 
citing the large irrigation 
wells located near the city’ 
of Muleshoe's water
supply as being more of a 
factor than their wells.

He said they would be 
cutting an all-weather road 
across the sandhills on and 
along the path of the new 
wells which will be located 
some two miles south, east 
and west of the city.

Storing Gasoline 
Causes Problems

Storing gasoline may 
seem like the best solution 
to inconvenient service 
station hours or long gas 
lines, but Texas Safety 
Association warns there is 
no safe way to store gaso­
line in the car or in the 
house.

As gasoline vapors
expand,  they fill the avail­
able space in which they 
are confined. This expan­
sion can split the seams of 
an unvented can or plastic 
container and cause vapor 
leakage. The car ignition, 
shorts in the tail light, a lit 
cigarette or a spark caused 
from sliding across the car 
seat can trigger an explo­
sion.

In a test, experts placed a 
can of gasoline in the trunk 
of a running car and within 
20 minutes,  the car 
exploded. One gallon of 
gasoline has the explosive 
force of 14 sticks of dyna­
mite.

When storing gasoline at 
home, the location and the 
amount of gas in the can is 
important and should be 
considered. If the can is 
full there is no room for 
expansion causing raw gas 
or fumes to escape and 
possibly to ignite, gasoline 
should never be stored 
near a hot water heater, 
because the heater can 
easily ignite the fuel. Also 
sparks from a light switch 
or an electrical appliance 
are apparent  dangers.

Te ia s  Safety Association 
suggests that gasoline be 
stored outside of the 
garage or storeroom so the 
fumes may escape, and 
that only metal safety cans 
which have flame arresters 
and pressure release
valves be used. Gasoline 
can dissolve plastic jugs.

While gasoline may be 
harder to find these days, 
it is still available. There is 
not sufficient enough gas 
shortage for drivers to take 
along a can of gas.  Before 
loading a gas can on a 
vehicle, Texas Safety
Association urges Texas 
drivers to consider all of 
the potential dangers and 
weigh them against the 
benefits of a few more 
gallons of gas.

Although traveling
around Denver,  Colo, on 
skates is an answer to the 
gas problem, Mike Pool 
began skating for fun.

His programing teacher 
at Emily Griffin's Trade 
School in Denver,  Colo, 
introduced him to skates 
two months ago and he 
decided to get  a set when 
he saw how fun and practi­
cal they were in the down­
town traffic. Now, he 
hardly ever drives his car 
unless traveling out of 
town.

While visiting his g rand ­
parents,  Mr. and Mrs.  Lee 
Pool of Muleshoe the past 
week, he could be seen 
traveling the streets on 
skates and some motorists 
reported that they had to 
drive a speed of 26 miles 
an hour to keep up with 
h im.

“ In Denver,  you have to 
pay to park a car and buses 
are hard to catch so it is 
faster to travel on skates. I 
skate up bike trails so I 
don’t have to fight traffic 
and the trails run beside 
creeks and trees.  I used to 
walk everywhere and thou­
ght it was great,  now 
walking seems so slow".

“ I skated in rinks before 
and I thought I could 
handle street skating but it 
is completely different. It 
took me a week to learn to 
skate on the streets and 
now I hardly ever fall. The 
skates I have now are 
faster than the skates you 
find at rinks and I had to 
learn to handle the speed. 
Also, the surface of the 
streets are not smooth like 
the rinks and you need 
good skates to absorb the 
shock. You also need to be 
prepared to handle any 
si tuation.’’

“ One of my worse 
accidents was when I was 
traveling downhill and 
came upon a stop sign 
halfway down the hill. I 
took my exit into a nearby

yard and left landing 
marks across it. I was not 
hurt,  just  embarrassed.
Another time, I lost the 
front wheels from one of 
my skates. I managed to 
stay on my feet that t im e . "

Mike started to work at 
Montgomery Wards as a 
guard the first of the year 
and travels five miles into 
town to work. He said,
“ When I take my time, I 
can get to work in ,45 
minutes on skates. When 
the traffic is not heavy and 
I'm in a hurray, I can make 
it in about 30 minutes.  In a 
car, you would have to 
fight traffic and it would 
take about the same time 
as skates or longer.”

In keeping with his 
image, Mike wears a 
t-shirt with a picture of the 
Roadrunner cartoon coyote 
traveling on rocket
powered skates. Printed

Mike stated,  “ Skaters fill

Races and 
skate-a-thons are held at 
Denver during the
weekends and I plan to 
participate in them in the 
fu tu re .”

The Extension agent  
pointed out that late 
summer  and fall is a good 
time to shape up herds due 
to the continued good live­
stock, and prices.
Additionally, with good 
management ,  more
pounds of the product can 
be marketed from fewer 
animals.

“ Consider deferred
rotation grazing to insure 
continued range condition 
improvement  and future 
increased livestock
production. As range 
condition improves,
desirable forage plants 
return through natural

succession.
With this system,

emphasized the agent,  
only one pasture of the 
two, three or four in the 
system is deferred from 
grazing but the deferment  
period is scheduled so a 
pasture is vacant at a 
different season each time 
it is deferred.

“ In addition to improved 
forage, livestock numbers 
increase, wildlife habitat 
improves,  soil erosion 
decreases and rainfall use 
is more efficient.”

He said another approach 
is the one herd/mult iple 
pasture system. Graze a 
pasture intensively for 
7-14 days,  then defer it for 
a long period depending 
on the number  of pastures 
and length of grazing 
period.

More rapid range
improvement is made and 
grazing animal numbers 
can be increased over the 
two, three or four pasture 
deferred-rotation grazing.

For any system to work, 
Tanksley emphasized,  
balance the proper kinds of 
animals and their numbers 
with forage production. 
Also graze pastures at the 
proper system.

In a letter 
from GSPA Executive 
Director Elbert  Harp to 
Secretary Bob Bergland 
(dated August  21), Harp 
stated,  "Th e  continued 
refusal of USDA to remove 
the restriction on exports 
to Russia is an unnecess­
ary restriction of free 
t r ad e . ”

The Association believes 
that the grain markets 
have reflected lower prices 
due to the restrictions 
placed on e ipor t s of grain 
to Russia by the U.S. 
government .  If the present  
policy is continued,  then it 
is, in effect, a "psycholog­
ical emb argo ,”  even 
though there may have 
been no sales denied by 
the U.S. Depar tment  of

Agriculture.
In the Agricultural Act of 

1977, provisions were 
made for the protection of 
farmers,  in the event an 
embargo is imposed.

The Agricultrual Act of 
1977 states that " w h e n ­
ever the President or any 
other member of the 
Executive Branch of the 
Federal Government
causes to be suspended,  
based upon a de te rmina­
tion of short supply, the 
commercial  export sales of 
any commodity,  to any 
country or area with which 
the United States other ­
wise continues commercial 
trade,  the Secretary of 
Agriculture shall, on the 
day the suspension is 
initiated, set the loan level 
for such commodity under 
that Agricultural Act of 
1949 as amended,  if a loan 
program is in effect for 
the commodity, at 90 per 
centum of the parity price 
for the commodity,  as such 
parity price is determined 
on the day the suspension

is ini t iated.”
The law also states that 

the loan level established 
at 90 percent of parity, 
because of this provision, 
shall remain in effect as 
long as the suspension of

commercial  export sales 
are continued.

The Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association con­
cludes that the refusal of 
USDA to lift the ban on 
future sales of feed grains

to Russia, is, in fact, an 
embargo that is placed on 
such sales due to a fear of 
such short supply. GSPA 
feels that because of the 
Administrat ion’s refusal to 
lift the trade restrictions.

There are two basic types of tower leg designs in use 
in undertrus center pivots. The double angle iron tied 
together in a V design and the single leg channel 
iron. The basic drawback to the double channel iron 
is its rigidity and the angle at which it bears its load. 
The load of the outboard span all bears down beyond 
the center of the tower base and even more 
significantly not directly down the leg as a beam but 
acting more like a lever, the single channel by 
contrast is inherently two and one-hald (2-‘/ i )  times 
as strong down to the tower base.  Beyond that,  in 
extreme radial stress the chanel can flex where the 
angle iron either fatigues or bends the span pipe at a 
point directly outboard of the inner angle iron.

LUBBOCK-- Texas
sportsmen will have
another early hunt when 
the annual teal duck
season opens Sept. 15-23 
across the state.

The daily bag limit will be 
four with eight in
possession after the
second day. This bag limit 
may include four
green-winged,  cinnamom, 
or blue-winged teal or a 
combination of the three 
species.

Shooting hours for teal 
will be from sunrise to 
sunset  daily which is 
different than other 
migratory birds such as 
dove.

Legal firearms for the teal 
hunt are shotguns plugged 
to a three shell capacity. 
Both teal and dove hunters
are governed by : the
migratory hunting t up les  
set by the U.S.
Department  of the
Interior.

The teal and dove hunters 
will be required a new 
1979-80 Texas hunting 
license, but the teal hunter 
will also be required to 
carry on his person a 
federal migratory game 
bird and conservation 
stamp. This duck stamp 
can be purchased at most 
U.S. Post offices for S7.50.

The early teal season is a 
means of harvesting the 
surplus species of teal that  
migrate through Texas in 
September  prior to the 
regular duck season. 
Reports from the breeding 
grounds indicate a
20-percent increase in the 
blue-winged teal
population over 1978.

USD A Expands 
Crop Loan 
Availability

Farmers  who grow corn 
and sorghum will no 
longer have to dry the 
grain to become eligible 
for government  farm 
stored loans under  a 
program annoounced
August  3, 1979, by Secre­
tary of Agriculture Bob 
Bergland,  This is in 
response to requests 
initiated in 1977 by Grain 
Sorghum Producers Assoc­
iation.

In the original request  for 
this provision, Elbert 
Harp,  GSPA's Executive 
Director stated that drying 
was an unnecessary and 
expensive procedure,  both 
in money and fuel for 
farmers.  Until this prov­
ision, farmers had to dry 
grain to acceptable levels 
in order to be eligible for 
government  loans. Berg­
land said this decision 
would save farmers both 
energy and money.

Any producer in compl­
iance with feed grain 
program provisions will be 
eligible to apply for such 
corn and sorghum loans. 
Loan aplications and 
program details are avail­
able at county offices of 
the depar tment ' s  Agricul­
tural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service.

Under a pilot program 
begun last October, 
farmers in 28 counties in 
10 states have been 
eligible for these loans. 
This action expands the 
program nationwide.

Farm-stored loans on 
high moisture corn and 
sorghum will be issued at 
the loan rate in effect for 
the county where the crop 
is stored. However, for 
every one percent that the 
mositure level exceeds the 
depar tment ’s "dry  grain 
factor ,"  loans will be 
reduced 1.2 percent.  The 
"dry  grain factor" for corn 
is 15.5 percent; for
sorghum it is 14.0 percent.

Drying grain with
conventional fuels • liquid 
petroleum gas and natural 
gas - use;  large amounts of 
energy. Since much of the 
corn and sorghum stored 
on farms is fed to
livestock, drying of these 
grains is not essential as 
the moisture does not 
adversely affect the
commodities for feed 
purposes.  Making loans 
available on high-moisture 
or acid-treated corn and 
sorghum eliminates the 
drying requirement,
resulting in a less energy - 
intensive alternate tech­
nology that still preserves 
the crop for the feed use 
intended.

The program is part of 
the depar tment ’s overall 
effort, coordinated
through the Office of 
Energy, to use existing 
agencies and authorities to 
encourage the conserva­
tion of fossil fuels by using 
renewable sources of 
energy or alternative 
energy-conserving tech­
nologies wherever
possible.

COLLEGE STATION — A 
six-year regional study, based 
on 1,268 interviews with 
women and men in Texas, 
Louisiana, Alabama, Georgia 
and North Carolina, reveals that 
women in rural areas still 
choose the traditional roles of 
nurse, teacher, secretary and 
housewife.

The women’s movement 
seems to have had no effect on 
career choices for rural women, 
claim sociologists Dr. J. Steven 
Picou and Arthur G. Cosby of 
Texas A&.Vl University.

The researchers believe 
there is a definite need for bet­
ter occupational guidance in 
these rural areas. Calling disad­
vantaged southern rural youth 
the forgotten minority, Picou 
contends that “Rural females 
just haven’t had the role models 
of successful women that are so 
often apparent in the cities. 
They see only what they have 
access to — women in their tra­
ditional jobs."

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F armers Union Uncovers 
Foreign Investor Ploy
An official of the Texas 

F a rm ers  Union has alleged 
that " c o u n t le s s  alien inve- 
es tors  are intentially 
avoiding full disclosure of 
ow nersh ip  of Texas farm 
la n d "  and has cited " a  
case in our own b ackyard” 
as proof positive tha t a 
new federa l reporting  law 
" i s  toothless  and in a d e q u ­
a t e . "

Ron Butler.  State Secre t­
ary of the Waco based  
farm organization , called 
repo r te rs  to the M cLennan 

County courthouse to 
expose a foreign investor 
in the county who has 
failed to totally comply 
with the Agricultural 
Foreign Inves tm en t
Disclosure Act of 1978.

The law, which passed 
Congress  last year and 
went into effect February  
1. required  all foreign 
investors who hold A m eri­
can fa rm  land to report 
information on their hold-- 
ing to county USDA 
offices by A ugust 1 
deadline .  T hereafter ,  all 
new transact ions involving 
aliens m ust  be reported  
within ninety (90) days of 
purchase .

Butler revealed  a report 
subm itted  before the d e a d ­
line but containing insuffi­
cient information, par t icu l­
arly in identifying the 
owner of the property and 
the origin of nationality.

" I  s u s p e c t , "  said Butler, 
" t h a t  the lack of
information on the report 
is in tentional.  For what 
reason , 1 d o n ’t know. But 
the inadequacy  of the 
report was pointed out, 
and the people who filed it 
still failed to reveal the 
owner.

County Agricultural
Stabilization and Conserv- 
tion Service (ASCS) Office 
M a n ag e r  Wilburn Dreyer 
received the report,  dated  
July 27, 1979, and
re tu rned  it for fu rthe r  
inform ation. W hen it was 
re tu rned  again without the 
inform ation, Dreyer had 
no choice but to subm it  it 
to the W ashington collec­

tion point for all U.S. 
reports .

In the place of owner, 
those filing the report 
listed the Northern Trust 
Com pany of Chicago, a 
fiduciary holding the land 
in trus t .  The tru s tee ,  or 
owner, was listed simply 
" T ru s te e  #2-45255” with a 
rep resen ta t ive  "Second  
V ice-President,  Susan J. 
E h rb a r "  of the Chicago 
trus t  com pany.

Butler s ta ted .  " W e  have

searched  the d eeds  and 
other  records of
transact ion  and hit a 
dead -end  every tim e we 
saw the N orthern  T rus t  
Com pany nam e.  W hat this 
m eans  is the re  is no way 
for the public to find out 
who owns the land, which 
was the main in ten t of the 
federa l la w .

“ F u r th e rm o re ,"  he con t i­
nued ,  " i f  such g am es  are 
being played with the s u b ­
mitted reports ,  1 would 
guess  the re  are h u n d red s ,  
p e rh ap s  th o u sa n d s ,  of 
o ther  Texas land ow ners  
who have com ouflaged 
their  d eed s  and records to 
the point tha t  they feel tha t  
they can safely fail to even 
file a report .  That m eans  
data g a th e red  un d er  this 
federa l law cannot be accu­
ra te .  I t ’s all still a guess ing  
gam e like it was in the 
beg inn ing .

" W h a t ’s worse is tha t  the 
agency put in charge  of

(USD A/ASCS) has no real 
en fo rcem en t  power. There 
is a penalty  for not 
repo r t ing ,  but none for 
subm itt ing  insufficient 
reports  or using such ploys 
as listing real es ta te  tru s ts  
ra the r  than individuals or 
countries .

" T h e s e  huge inves tm en t 
f irm s, dom estic  and 
foreign, are ‘big g u y s " .  
C ongress  has essentially  
asked unders ta ffed  ASCS 
offices to " h u n t  bear  with 
B B -g u n s !"

Butler said tha t  the major 
opposition to fore igners  
owning American farm 
land is that the use is often 
for specula ting  on investm 
en ts  ra th e r  than producing 
food and fiber. He fu rthe r  
s ta ted  tha t local farm ers  
have com plained  tha t  the 
Northern  T rust Company 
land in particular  is being 
m anaged  by an opera tor  
who is "h i r in g  all the good 
labor away by paying 
trac tor  drivers  $1,000 a 
m onth ,  providing them 
with new pickups,
housing ,  and paid
u t i l i t ie s" .  He also said tha t  
aliens are paying prem ium  
prices for land, an average  
in Texas of $250 per  acre 
above cu rren t  values,  
which acce le ra tes  the a l re ­
ady spiraling cost of farm 
land.

" I ’m very much in favor 
of labor receiving fair 
w ages  in any American 
bus iness ,  especially if the 
labor is do m e s t ic ,”  said 
Butler.  " B u t  throwing 
money around  like this for 
inves tm en t  is inflationary 
to both fa rm ers  and 
consum ers .  This practice 
also puts the ow nership  of 
farm opera tions  by our 
fa rm ers ,  especially the 
young , fu rthe r  out of 
g ra s p . . . .o r  makes it
ou tr igh t  im possible .
Additonally , the dollars 
they spend  do not
necessarily  go through the

Texas F a rm ers  Union was 
recently  blocked in its 
a t tem p t  to pass a law 
prohibiting  ow nership  of 
Texas farm land bv non-re­

s iden t aliens when Austin 
law m akers  in troduced  a 
bill for consideration  by 
the 66th Legislature .  The 
principal opponent of that 
m easu re  was Shell Oil 
C om pany, which is based 
in the N ether lands
Antilles, a country with 
which the U.S. has a 
special treaty  un d er  which 
its citizens or corporations 

pay no capital gains ,  
e s ta te ,  gift, inheri tance,  
d iv idend, or in te res t  taxes.

“ The F a rm ers  Union 
w ants to stop huge
inves tm en t f irms, foreign 
or dom estic  from sp e c u la t ­
ing in finite land

r e s o u r c e s ,"  concluded
Butler .  "A m e rica n
fa rm ers  are in te res ted  in 
p roducing  food and fiber, 
and i t ’s dow nrigh t im p o ss ­
ible for them to com pete  
with high-rolling investors 
who are in te res ted  onlv in 
land specula tions.
