Isador Lubin, commissioner of la­
bor statistics, estimated today that 
between 2,000,000 and 3,000,000 of 
America's jobless will never find 
work again in private industry, but 
said he had no fear of a “perm­
anent army of unemployed.”

The United States, he said, has 
always suffered from a “shocking 
shortage” of educational, recrea­
tional and health facilities.

The work of creating and main­
taining these facilities will even­
tually absorb the unemployed, he 
said, but he contended it would be 

I done by the government and not by 
private industry.

Lubin’s views were expressed in 
an interview in which he analysed 
the unemployment problem, and 
frankly conceded it would be several 

1 years before the great bulk of the 
jobless could find work.

He pictured the employment out­
look in manufacturing industries as 
much brighter than some other 
lines. Less than 2,000,000 are still 
unemployed In those industries, he 
estimated, and they can be ab­
sorbed. There Is no reason to con­
sider, he said, that 1929 industrial 
production was the peak.

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CLASS CONSCIOUSNESS AMONG FARMERS
Although the farmers of America have long had or­

ganizations and cooperatives, a steady stream of tracts 
from the department of agriculture today is re-interpret­
ing farming to farmers and seeking to make their think- 
in uniform on economic phases of their condition.

Every day The NEWS receives several envelopes full 
of publicity matter and tracts from the department. 
Some of these apply to crops not grown here. A tract 
which arrived yesterday can be summarized by saying 
that farm folk eat more and better, live longer, and 
have larger families than city folk.

Despite poor sanitary facilities in many farm homes, 
there is said to be less sickness among the farm popula­
tion than among the city population and there is sta­
tistical evidence that the duration of life is considerably 
longer. The bureau of the census publishes what are 
kflown as expectation of life tables. From a survey made 
in 15 large cities and among farm people in 1920, it was 
learned that the new-born child is likely to live 6 or 7 
years longer on the farm than in a large city, and even 
young people at the age of 17 are likely to live 3 to 5 
years longer in the country than in the city.

In 1920, there were just about enough children in 
cities of over 100,000 population to hold population 
even. The cities grew because of immigration from 
Europe and migration from the farms. In 1930, the cen­
sus showed from 20 to 25 per cent deficit in these larger 
cities in number of children necessary to retain their 
population. In the small cities, there was a 10 per cent 
deficit.

On th> other hund, in the village population there 
was a 30 per cent surplus in children and in the farm 
population a 50 per cent surplus above the number 
needed to maintain a stationary population. With immi­
gration from Europe now greatly reduced, it is clear 
that the cities a. e dependent on farm and village not 
only for a permanent increase of population but to pre­
vent a decline a few years hence. If the birthrate de­
clines much further and no increase in immigration is 
permitted, the natural increase in the rural population 
will not be enough to prevent a decline in city popula­
tion, nor in the total population of the nation.

Before the depression, it was found, the farm fam­
ilies were consuming about 50 per cent more protein, 50 
per cent more calcium, 40 per cent more phosphorus, 
and 30 j>er cent more iron than the standard ration 
necessary for good nutrition, while the working men’s 
families had barely enough protein and had a deficiency 
of 16 per cent in calcium, 10 per cent in phosphorus, 
and 15 per cent in iron. Farm families ate 40 to 100 
per cent more meat, eggs, milk, fruits, and vegetables 
than did the working men’s families, who depended 
more on cereals.

By way o f contrast, city families of course have bet­
ter homes, more conveniences more amusements. The 
depression falling heavily on farm families, combined 
with the drought to endanger the rural food supply. The 
government, we are told repeatedly in the A A A  tracts, 
is trying to achieve “ parity” for the farmer—that is, to 
restore his buying power in terms of the articles he 
must sell to buy what he needs.

Crop curtailment, while raising prices, also reduces 
volume and to that extent lower buying power. The 
answer to the problem is the encouragement of foreign 
trade. This encouragement is being given, but:

“ 1. Making of trade agreements with other coun­
tries-is bound from their very nature to be a slow pro­
cess

“ 2. A large part o f American sales during the 1920’s 
was the result of unwise American lending rather than 
sound purchasing power among America’s customers. In 
order to restore this volume of sales, on a sound basis, 
purchasing power abroad would have to be built up by 
letting in an increased volume of imports in this country.

“ 3. Increased production, in many parts of the world 
has both increased competition for world markets and 
cut the available markets for United States exports by 
supplying their needs from local sources. This is true of 
farm as well as industrial products.”

.* WASHINGTON.— When Mr. Jim Landis was made 
chairman of the Securities and Exchange Commission it 
was widely remarked that Wall Street received the news 
with a serene equanimity which contrasted sharply with 
the financial community’s last-year conception of Mr. 
Landis as a red, red radical who lived in a red house in 
Georgetown with other red, red radicals and was a 
serious menace to certain Wall Street methods.

The story behind this complacent acceptance of the 
young braintruster is that Landis, as a member of the 
commission, has been more lenient than Wall Street ex­
pected—and much more lenient than many warm friends 
of the securities and stock market act had hoped.

In this he supported the retiring Chairman Joseph P. 
Kennedy, Roosevelt’s gfft to Wall Street, who estab­
lished “ reasonably” policies government issuance of se­
curities and who enthusiastically endorsed Landis as his 
successor.

TOTAL OF 551 SCHOOLS ARE 
PLAYING FOOTBALL IN TEXAS

AUSTIN, Oct. 7 -  Enrolment in 
football sponsored by the Texas 
Interscholastic league this year 
totals 551 schools, the first time in 
the history of the league that more 
than 500 schools have signed up, 
Roy B. Henderson, athletic director 
of the University of Texas bureau 
of public school interests, has an­
nounced. This is an increase of 78 
schools oyer last year. Pinal en­
rollment for participation in this 
sport includes 89 school in Class A, 
448 in Class B. and 114 in Class C.

Caution in regard to the care of 
the physical well-being of its foot­
ball players has been given to each 
school by Mr. Henderson. He point­
ed ont that even when every pre­
caution has been taken looking to 
the protection and safety of the 
players there are hazards enough in 
football.

“ It is positively criminal to send 
a team on the field improperly 
equipped to iopet the natural haz­

ards of a rough game,” he said.
He offered the following sugges­

tions for schools participating in 
league football:

“Have a physician give each and 
every boy a thorough physical ex­
amination. Allow no boy to play 
unless his condition is approved by 
the physician.

“ If in doubt concerning the par­
ents’ willingness for the boy to play, 
call for a written consent.

“See to it that the boys are 
properly equipped with adequate 
protectors such as shoulder, hip 
and kidney pads, helmets, etc.

“Give immediate attention to all 
injuries, even seemingly unimpor­
tant scratches and bruises.

“Have a physician on hand at 
every game.”

In Class A competition is carried 
to a state championship, in Con­
ference B to a regional champion­
ship and In Conference C a district 
championship only.

DRIVE ON ACCIDENTS IN THE 
HONES LAUNCHED BY RED (’ROSS 

AS YEAR-ROUND DRIVE LOCALLY
The Pam pa chapter of the Red 

Gross Is launching a campaign to 
eliminate accident-causing hazards 
in the home today, it was said by 
Alex Schneider, chairman of the 
local chapter.

“ It is the chapter’s purpose,” Mr. 
Schneider said, “ to make the 
homes of this community safe. 
Home accidents are due to care­
lessness. negligence and lack of 
knowledge and most of them are 
preventable. We are cooperating 
with other organizations in the 
drive.

According to Mr. Schneider, mil­
lions of persons are injured In the 
home each year. Last year more 
than 34,000 were killed and the 
number permanently disabled by 
accidents occurring lir'the home 
ran into six figures.

"People do not realize that the 
home is not safe.” Mr. Schneider 
stated, “and it is the purpose of 
this Red Cross program to correct 
this erroneous belief, to point out 
common and uncommon home 
hazards and show how each may be 
eliminated and to conduct an ac­
tual inspection of the homes of 
this community.”

A program of this nature, he 
pointed out, is of necessity largely 
educational In character. The Pam- 
pa chapter will campaign against 
dls-lhterest and fallacy through the 
medium of the written and spoken 
word. A comprehensive public 
speaking schedule is being arranged 
in an Intensive effort to make 
children and parents aware of the 
very real danger whteTT'TOTfca in 
the home itself. The generous co­
operation of newspapers and va­
rious publications have been en­
listed. Individuals, civic and social 
clubs and business groups are be­
ing contacted. Many have already 
pledged their aid. A number of na­
tional organizations have signified 
their willingness to help the Red 
Cross minimize home accidents and 
the close cooperation of the local 
branches of these organizations is 
anticipated.

“Special home inspection forms

have been prepared." Mr. Schneider 
sold, “and are being introduced in­
to the homes here through the 
children in our schools. Arrange­
ments have been made with school 
superintendents, principals a n d  
teachers so that school children 
will receive these bonks, take them 
home and conduct an actual in­
spection of the home to eliminate
accident causing hazards with the 
help of parents or relatives and re­
turn the blanks to the school, where 
they will be forwarded to the Red 
Cross for compilation of statistics 
to indicate what type of home acci­
dent hazard is most prevalent."

This home safety campaign will 
also include farm safety and safety 
while at work on the farm. Be­
cause of the inaccessibility of farms 
and the difficulty of securing acci­
dent statistics pertaining to them, 
little safety pioneering, has bejn 
done in this direction.

“Preventing unnecessary death 
and alleviated human misery," Mr. 
Schneider, chapter chairman, point­
ed out, “ is a chartered obligation of 
the Red Cross, and home safety," 
he said, "is a naturtt outgrowth of 
Frst Aid, a Rejl-'Cross service which 
has been iiTeffect tor some 18 
years and .is annually responsible 
for saving mapy lives."

“The accident prevention cam­
paign" he said, “will be carried out 
on a nation-wide scale and each of 
the nearly 13,000 Red Cross chap­
ters and branches will play a part."

Mr. Schneider indicated that the 
campaign would not be an intensive 
affair of a few-months which would 
subsequently be dropped but, rather, 
would be a continuing year-by-yar 
program to prevent unnecessary 
deaths and accidents in the home 
and on the farm.

The Red Cross believes that 
knowledge of first aid will do much 
to prevent homp accidents. A per­
son instructed in first aid is acci­
dent conscious; and certainly, when 
an accident does occur in the home, 
the pratlcal application of first aid 
knowledge may prevent a minor in­
jury from crippling, a serious injury 
from killing.

SOME OF RURAL RESETTLEMENT 
PROJECTS WILL BE ABANDONED

WASHINGTON, Oct. 9 (JP) 
Abandonment of some of the rural 
community projects which his or­
ganization took over - recently from 
NERA was forecast today by Dr. 
Carl C. Taylor, rural resettlement 
director.

About 18 o f the 39 communities 
“inherited" In various stages of de­
velopment—from planning to actual 
construction—ore being moved along 
toward completion, Dr. Taylor said, 
but the rest are being held up for 
investigation.

“8omg of the projects, in which 
land purchasers •rend agreements 
with prospective residents have not 
been made, definitely will be aban­
doned," he asserted.

"Some of tnese were set up on 
land that Isn’t good enough," the 
director explained. “Some were set 
up with farms too small to support 
the families working them. Some 
of them were set up with what 
might be termed sub-normal hous­
ing. Still others were set up to 
accommodate clients we do not con­
sider eligible—persons without pre­
vious farming experience and oth­
ers too old and decrepit.”

Dr. Taylor’s organization is swing­
ing away from the idea of subsist­
ence homesteads and part-time em­
ployment in new industries as a so­
lution for farm families unable to 
make a living in their present loca­
tions.

It is developing projects of its 
own, he revealed, to move such 
families “ into better farming situa­
tions"—both in communities of new 
farm homes and by infiltration into 
going and successful farm neighbor­
hoods. Part-time Industrial em­
ployment will be relied upon only 
in sections where it already is avail­
able, he said. ______

U. S. Bank Bans 
Credit To Italy 

In Trade Deals
WASHINGTON, Oct. 9 (AV-Offi­

cials confirmed today a disclosure 
tli.it the United States Export-Im­
port bank has decided against grant­
ing credits to facilitate the sale of 
American goods to Italy.

This decision, while In line with 
the recently enunciated American 
neutrality policy, was made by the 
Export-Import bank last August at 
a time when Italy was reported to 
be preparing for its expedition into 
Ethiopia. -

Officials said several applications 
for loans to help finance the sale of 
cotton and other materials to Italy 
were pending at that time.

They added that the same decision 
probably would be made with re­
gard to Ethiopia in case the ques­
tion should ever come up. The offi­
cials said that the decision with re­
gard to Italy was taken in the light 
of her preparations for war and 
other considerations.

The bank was established to pro­
vide longer term credits than com­
mercial banks were willing to ex­
tend for the manufacture and sale 
of goods to foreign countries. To 
date it has agreed to finance $25,- 
767,860 worth of foreign trade.

They wished Americans further­
more, they said, to believe that Italy
appreciated President Roosevelt’s 
neutrality os being only what Italy
would expect from every country.

Shipping circles, however, express­
ed disappointment at the losses, ex­
pected after Mr. Roosevelt's warn­
ing to Americans to stay off vaw li 
of the belligerent countries.

Italians Rule 
Over Rich But 

Small Region
BY ANDKUE HERDING.

(Copyright. 1984, by  The Associated Press.)
WITH THE ITALIAN ARMIES 

ON THE NORTHERN ETHIOPIAN 
FRONT. Oct. 9.—Italy’s northern 
army ruled today over a rich Ethio­
pian region as large as the states 
of Rhode Island and Delaware 
combined.

The Italian domination extended 
over a district 60 mUes deep on a 
60-mile front, for an area of 3,600 
square miles.

This correspondent, on a 26-hour 
visit along the front,, found the 
natives apparently already accus­
tomed to the fascist occupation and 
going about their daily duties as 
though nothing out of the ordinary 
had occurred.

Aduwa, a village of 3,000 persons, 
held by the Italians ln revenge for 
their crushing defeat there 40 years 
ago, was hard at work undoing the 
damage inflicted by the aerial bom­
bardment last Thursday, the open­
ing of the hostilities.

The Italian consul at Aduwa, re­
ported missing for several days, had 
returned to his work.

Paralysis V accine
Is C alled Unsafe

MILWAUKEE. Oct. 9. (AP) — 
Warning that t^e Kolmer of Phila­
delphia infantile paralysis vaccine 
may not be safe was Issued to the 
American Public Health associa­
tion today. The somewhat similar 
Brodle, or New York vaccine, was 
declared apparently safe but prob­
ably ineffective, in preventing polio­
myelitis.

The Philadelphia vaccine has been 
given recently to about 12,000 chil­
dren and adults ln infantile par­
alysis epidemic areas, the New York 
vaccine to about 8,000 persons ln 
similar areas.

They are made differently. Dr. 
John A. Kolmer of Philadelphia 
makes his by “attenuating” the vir­
us, or disease organs which cause 
infantile paralysis. This attenuation 
does not kill them, but weakens 
them to make them presumably 
safe for use as a vaccine.

Dr. Maurice Brodle by the New 
York method kills the paralysis 
virus supposedly 100 per cent dead 
before using their bodies as vaccine. 
■ B r . Kolmer told the health of­
ficers that of the 12,000 vaccinated, 
to the best of his knowledge, only 
eight had come down with infantile 
paralysis. _____^

Allred Urges Legislature 
‘To Get Something Done’

Asks Laws On Liquor 
Salaries, Chain 

Store Tax
AU3TIN, Oct. 9 (/P>—The Texas 

legislature today faced the prospect 
of another special session imme­
diately to establish a system of old 
age pensions and provide revenues. 
The current meeting will end Tues­
day. ,

Legislative Headers sought to dear 
the way for liquor legislation and a 
bill to place county and district 
officers on -salaries in response to 
a plea bv Governor Allred for 
prpmpt action on the people’s busi­
ness. The governor; In a special 
message, said, he would feel Justi­
fied in calling another session for 
pensions at once if liquor, salaries 
and chain store tax were passed.

Lieut.-Gov. Walter Wocdul ruled 
'cut of order an amendment to the

wheat, ootton, corn, beef. hogs, and 
other “natural resources" while ten 
million men and women were out 
of work and needed food and cloth­
ing.

There undoubtedly is a proper 
place fer school teachers, but, in our 
opinion, they belong yelther in the 
administration of government nor 
in advising the courts regarding a 
business of which they apparently 
know nothing.

In refutation of Prof. Irvin’s state­
ments:

(A) The assertion that the drouth 
experienced in the Texas Panhandle 
was caused by “sour gas" is Just 
plain silly. There is not now,and 
hasn’t been any appreciable amount 
of sour gas popped to the air from 
gasoline plants. The residue from 
sour and casinghead gas is sold oy 
the gasoline plants to the carbon 
plants (or the manufacture of car­
bon black. More than 90 per cent of 
the carbon black manufactured in 
the Texas Panhandle is sold to au­
tomobile tire manufacturers—and 
more than 75 per cent of the present 
day automobile tire is Just plain old 
Texas Panhandle carbon black.

Undoubtedly Prof. -Irvin can find 
out what caused the drouth in the 
Texas Panhandle by asking seme- 
one who knows. Maybe the same 
reason will explain the cause of the 
drouth in other states where they 
do not have gasoline plants. Our 
opinion is that the drouth was 
caused by lack of rain.

(B) It is an “economic tragedy” 
that a large amount of dry gas Is 
being popped to the atmosphere.

Debating the punishment of 

Italy for its aggression against 
Ethiopia, the steering committee 
of the League of Nations decided 
today on the creation of a com­
mission to supervise sanctions.
The debate of the league assembly 

on sanctions was delayed until later 
today. Delegates did not expect a 
final vote cn sanctions before to­
morrow.

The specific question before the 
members of the assembly was the 
approval of the report of the council 
of the league, which labeled Musso­
lini an aggressor and said he re­
sorted to war In violation of his 
covenants.

The approval, to Impose sanctions, 
does not need to be unanimous in 
the assembly.

If nations do not speak against 
sanctions, they will be counted as 
favorable.

If a delegate does speak against, 
it was explained In the announce­
ment cf procedure, his nation will 
be regarded as free from participa­
tion in sanctions.

Quiet on Front
On the Italian front in Ethiopia, 

an official communication said, it 
was “a quiet day.”

The Italians were in possession of 
a fertile strip of northern Ethiopian 
plateau land comprising about 3600 
square miles. The principal towns 
in this area are Adgrat and Aduwa.

A Reuters (British Agency) dis­
patch. said Aksum, the only city 
of the Ethiopians, had also fallen. 
But there was no further contrac­
tion of this. The Ethiopian gov­
ernment denied that Adagahamus, 
near Adigrat. had been captured. 
The Italians announced yesterday 
the town had been taken.

The general appearance of the 
area now occupied by the Italians 
is something akin to sections of 
West Virginia. The terrain is brok­
en up. But it is interspersed with 
fertile valleys. The general altitude, 
however, is considerably higher.

The correspondent found men at 
work In the fields, harvesting the 
oat crop and threshing It with anti- 

l quated Implements. Women, many 
with babies on their backs, were 

: helping.
The roads about Arlgrat and 

Aduwa still showed the effects of 
heavy bombardment. But the engi­
neering corps of the fascist armies 
were repairing them rapidly.

“Within 24 hours after we reach­
ed Adigrat.” Oeneral Santlni said 
” 150 trucks loaded with foed, sup­
plies and ammunition began arrtv- 
ng.”

Tver Aduwa and Adigrat flew the 
Italian tri-color. To the invaders, 
this was the symbol of fascist "civil­
ization.” On every hand the invad­
ers sought to instill confidence 
among the natives in the Italian 
government. They were seeking—as- 
a Justification of their aggression— 
to maintain an orderly colonial 
regime in what they had called at 
Geneva a "barbaric kingdom.”

Some natives, when they met the 
correspondent, gave the fascist sa­
lute, arm extended aloft.

m the past, there has been fric­
tion between this area—which lies 
against the Italian oclony cf Eritrea 
cn the Red Sea—and the interior 
provinces.
