INGREDIENTS:
6 slices bologna, 14 inch thick
2 cups hot cooked rice
Dash of Tabasco sauce
1/3 cup finely diced
sharp cheese
14 cup condensed cream
of celery soup
1/3 cup warm water.
/Pimiento strips or paprika

PREPARING THE FLUFFEY
WHITE RICE: To make 3 heap-
ing cups of white, fluffy, per-
fectly cooked rice:

1. Put 1 cup uncooked rice, 2
cups of cold water and 1 tea-
spoon of salt into a 2-quart
saucepan and bring to a vig-
orous boil.

2. Turn the heat as low as pos-
sible. Cover the saucepan
with a lid. Do not remove lid
nor stir rice while it is cook=-
ing.

3. Leave saucepan over this low
heat for 14 minutes. Remove
from the heat. The rice is
now ready to use. However,
leave the cover on the sauce-
pan to keep the rice warm if
you are not ready to use it
immediately.

For extra fluffy, tender, sepa-
rate grains allow the rice to
steam for an additional 10 min-
utes — with heat off, but with-
out removing lid.

For extra convenience and econ-
omy of time and effort, cook
2 cups of rice, 4 cups of water
and 2 teaspoons of salt— keep-
ing the extra cups of unused
ready-cooked rice in the refrig-
erator in a covered container.
Use this rice as needed in quick,
delicious and inexpensive soups,

salads, casserole dishes, hot

breads and desserts.

METHOD: Take off paper if
this is still around edges of the
bologna slices. Place bologna
slices in a shallow baking dish
or on a shallow baking pan.
Edges of meat may touch but
should not lap.

Mix together the rice, Tabasco
sauce, cheese, celery soup and
water. Place 1/3 cup of this
mixture in the center of each
bologna slice. Sprinkle paprika
over the rice mixture or lay a
strip of pimiento over the top
of the rice filling. Place under
the broiler in a 350°F. oven for
about 8 minutes or until the
bologna slices curl around the
filling. Serve immediately.

Traffic conditions are growing
more complex every day. Approxi-

i mately 88,000,000 Americans now

;. 'spend a good deal of time propel-
ling themselves around in motor
vehicles, some of which have the
power of 200 horses under the
hood and habitually travel from 10

| to 14 times as fast as old Dobbin.

The roads are so overpopulated
that thousands of accidents occur
daily, although only one person is
killed each year per 16,000,000
miles of movement. One car bumps
into another every 42 seconds. One
collides with a stationary object
every 15 minutes. And a car and
pedestrian come together violently
every 3% minutes. This isn’t sur-
prising when you consider the mag-
nitude of the problem. The surpris-
ing fact is that the drivers who
have accidents are mainly decent,
conservative, responsible people
instead of harum-scarum hot-rod- 1
ders. Statisticians estimate that
any driver is likely to have a seri- i
ous accident once in seven years. |
Some have them oftener, some |
never.

A ‘number of signs point to poor
seeing as the crux of this baffling
situation, so improvement should
be sought primarily from that
standpoint.

Wandering Mind Is
Motorist’s Hazard

ANN ARBOR—What is the aver-
age motorist thinking  about just
before he has an accident?

According to a survey made in
Washtenaw County by University
of Michigan traffic engineers, many
of them were ‘‘trying to get the
car home to the wife,”” were ‘‘wor-
ried about an examination,’”’ ‘‘just
got married,” ‘had a recent opera-
tion,” or were concerned with sim-
ilar earlier events.

Still others, it was found, were
distracted by ‘‘children fussing in
the back seat,” ‘‘people talking,’”
or a minor accident ahead. And
other motorists queried were sick,
.tired, intoxicated, nervous, or
otherwise abnormal.

¢+ In short, one driver in five was

disturbed or not in his best phy-
sical condition, the survey shows.

These replies, in answer to
questionnaires sent to county mo-
torists involved in mishaps, point
up the “chain of events’ that often
leads to accidents, reports Prof.
Bruce Greenshields, in charge of
the study. If any link in the chain
can be broken he says, the acci-
dent may be prevented.

Expectant Fathers Take
Spotlight, Incorporate

NEW YORK—Nature’s gift to an-

- onymity—the - expectant father—

took the spotlight recently when the
National Expectant Fathers Club

held its annual meeting at the St.

Moritz Hotel in New York City.

The Club, incorporated in Wash-
ington, D. C., in 1948, is sponsored
by the National Institute of Diaper
Services. In preparation for their
own blessed event, members of the
Club—all fathers-to-be—are taught
how to feed, bathe, burp and diaper
babies. In some areas, the classes
are conducted by the Red Cross as
a regular part of prenatal courses.

Members of the Expectant Fa-
thers Club are entitled to wear
paternity pins, According to Aaron
Bonoff, president of the New York
City local chapter, this pin is pre-
sented to the member’’ . . . in rec-
ognition of' his delicate condition
and need for sympathy and under-
standing.”’

Other privileges and responsibil-
ities” symbolized by the paternity
pin are outlined in a wallet size
membership card.

Myopia Is Linked With
Child's Eating Habits

CHICAGO—Recent studies indi-
cate a possible connection between
myopia (near-sightedness) and the
eating habits of children, according
to the Better Vision Institute. It
was found that an unusually large
number of myopic youngsters con-
stantly refuse one or more of cer-
tain foods such as those first-class
sources of protein—milk, cheese,
meat, fish, and eggs.

The boys with highly active my-
opia are more fussy than the boys
who are not nearsighted, and the
myopic girls are still more inclined
to pick and choose.

NEW YORK—About $75 billion
was spent on highways in the

‘United States from 1920 through

1953, and nearly $54 billion was
collected from 1925 through 1952
from highway users through taxes
on motor fuel and lubricating oil,
registration fees and federal mo-
tor-vehicle excise taxes, notes a
recent study.

GAMBLING IN
IS VERY QUIET

TEXAS

AUSTIN — State officials today re-
ported gambling in Texas “is very,
very quiet.”

“It's quieter than I ever saw it be-
fore in my life.” Department of Pub-
lic Safety Director Col. Homer Gar-
rison Jr. said.

“It's very, very quiet, but we still
check any information we get,” Atty.
Gen Will Wilson said.

Eighty-two days ago, Garrison’s state
police and Texas Rangers, together
with members from Wilson’s staff
and the state liquor control board
planned a raid on a multimillion dol-
lar gambling empire at Galveston.

Word leaked out; and the gamblers
pulled out voluntarily, closing shop.

To make it permanent, Wilson’s
staff slapped 63 suits against gambling
and bawdy houses, while the liquor
control board hit open saloons. Gal-
veston Sheriff Paul Hopkins cooper-
ated, Wilson said, as an estimated
ment was destroyed.
$1,300,00 worth of gambling equip-

A few days later, Texas Rangers
continued the push into West Texas
and in the Dallas - Fort Worth area.
There were a few arrests, the latest
coming last week when an 18-man
dice game was broken up in Borger;
Garrison said.

Wilson lauded the work of the De-
partment of Public Safety and liquor
Control Board whose cooperation, he
said, played a big part in the crack-
down’s success.

Out of the suits filed in Galveston,
Wilson said, 55 temporary injunctions
were granted to close gambling estab-
lishments, -saloons and bawdy houses.
The other eight closed voluntarily.

He said hearings on permanent
injunctions will be this fall.
